THE TREATIES WITH CHINA.

—

(From the London Saturday Review.)

Tht_a success of the American Government in
profiting by the English operations in China, is
either amusing or irritating, acccording to the
temper in which it is regarded. No proprietor
would feel unmixed satisfaction in discovering
that & costly drain of his own had doubled the
value.of_' his neighbor’s field'; but prudent men
submit in silence to the sharp practice which
keeps within the letter of the law. 1f Lord El-
gin feels little admiration for the smartness of
his Republican colleague, he may nevertheless
remeémber that in demanding for his own coun-
try the privileges of the most favored nation,
Mr. Reed is only carrying into effect the delib-
erate object of all English policy . in China.
The most important function of modern diplo-
macy and statesmanship is to keep the largest
possible portion of the world still open_to com-
mercial enterprise, and it is for this reason that
it becomes the duty of England to retain her
vast Colonies, and to protect many half-civi-
lized States from the danger of absorption. If
France and Russiashould, at any future period,
adopt sound principles of political economy,
they will remove one great objection to'the ex-
tension of their dominions; but, under present
circnmstances, Englishmen entertain a natural
preference for Governments which have not
learned to administer, with consistent severity,
the Continental system of protective duties,
passports ‘and quarantine. In former times,
colonies were valued as necessary customers of
the mother country, and even on the eve of
their separation the thirteen Provinces of North
America admitted ‘the right of Parliament to
make regulations for thefr trade ; but the wider
extent of English Empire now provides securi-
ty that a sixth part of mankind shall mnot shut
themselves ‘up in selfish isolation. The new
Chinese treaties will involve a verbal and legal
guarantee for the extension of similar relations
to another quarter of the human species ; and
the Americans; by insisting that the commerce
which is opened to all shall be peculiarly free
to themselves; preclude themselves from ques-
tioning the rights which have heen extorted by
England, with ‘the assistance of France.

The territorial aggressions 'of Russia on the
North-western frontier of. China, and the prob-
able rivalry of the different Missions of Pekin,
may henceforth be contemplated with compara-
tive indfference. The stipulations of Tien-Sin
will, according to the legal phrase, naturally
“run with the land,” and it will not be compe-
tent for any new Government in China to re-
pudiate the obligations which have K been as-
sumed by the present Emperor. Still, it is
highly probable that native officials will long
succeed in harassing traders by vexatious in-
fringements . of the Treaty ; but, in ‘the absence
of hostile interference on the  part of foreign
States. England will always be able to pro-
cure satisfaction, sooner of later, from the Goy-
ernment.of Pekin. The Chinese themselves
would, probably, have preferred the concession
of exclusive privileges to one or more, of their
unwelcome visitors, although they seem fully
to haveappreciated the generous efforts of the
American Minister to counteract the success of.
Lord Elgin’s negotiations. The Mandarins are
quite cunning enough to understand the jeal-
ousy and disunion which would be occasioned
if some . of the Western Powers had secured a
legal monopoly of intercourse with China, and
it. was evident that the French squadron would
not have appeared in the Peiho, if the Pottin-
ger treaty had opened the five ports only for the
admission of Knglish commerce. = A policy
equally prudednt and  liberal has made it im-
possible for any foreign Power to establish ex-
ceptional rights of trading. The three other
contracting Governments have virtually guar-
anteed us against the claims which any one of
the number might otherwise have attempted to
establish, while England is only prohibited from
the acquisition of privileges which would: be in-
consistent with her own deliberate and perma-
nent policy.  The inconvenience of joint action
by independent powers has been felt on many
occasions, and especially in the Crimean war 3
and in the settlement of political relations de-
pending on trifling cireumstances and interests
it is generally desirahle to abstain from .embar-
rassing. engagements ; but in China, all the
Plenipotentiaries, whatever might tbe  their
views and pretensions, necessarily promoted the
objects of Knglish policy by their separate de-
mands, and, even by their presence. -

The supposed acquisition of territory by Rus-
sia on the northern frontier requires further ex-
planation, though it is highly probable that in
any diplomatic iransaction the stronger ‘power
would gain' the advantage. From some of the
accounts it would seem than’an exchange of
territory has taken‘place, probably for the pur-
pose of facilitating Russian navigation on the
Amoor ;‘but it also appears that at some points,
‘the Chinese boundary line is' now removed to a
further' distance from Pekin, It is obviously
impossible for any Huropean Power to intertere
with effect in' obscure territorial arrangements
in inlandregions which' are ‘still impertectly
delineated in the maps. It is'not by wrestling
a district or'a river from  China, but by estab-
\lishing an_overwhelming 'influence’ at Pakin,
that ‘Russia could really come into collision
\with English interests in Bastern Asia. There
is reason to believe that the obstacles to inter-
course on the land frontier are at least as seri-
(ous as the impediments to maritime commerce,
and it is remarkable that scarcely any attempt
‘has been made to organize a trade at the points
‘where the Chinese territories ‘are conterminous
‘with English possessions or dependencies. If
‘Russian politicians were inured to public dis-
‘cussions they would probably express a plau-
‘sible jealonsy of the encroachments attributed
|to England at different points on the coast.

There'is nothing alarming in the hostile de-
monstrations at Canton, ‘espetially as they
were. probably intended by’ their promoters to
influence “the negotiations at Tien-Sin. The
local population, though it is said to be the
most ferocious and insubordinate in China, has
never exhibited any disposition to reject foreign
intercourse, except under the immediate sug-
'gestion of intersted officials. The merchants
who have acquired large fortunes in the Euro-
pean-tiade will necessarily desire the continu-
ance or renewal of the customary operations of
commerce, and it cannot be supposed that the
armed rabble which surrounds the city can, in
the meantime, menace the garrison with any
serious danger. The difficulty of changing the
established course of trade will probably con-
tinue to secure to Canton its commercial preemi-
uence, but in the most unfavorable result, silk
and tea may be bought and English manufac-
tures may be sold at other markets. The ex-
perience of the former peace may, perhaps,
secure manufacturers and merchants against a
repetition of their former error in anticipating
an enormous' demand for English commodities ;
but it may reasonably be hoped‘that, with the
removal of some former restrictions, the trade
may gradually and permanently increase. The
system of political exclusiveness maintained by
the authorities, without any active sympathy on
the part of the nation, may, probably, be found
less obstinate than the demand for commercial
protection which still overrules the more en-
lightened judgment of nearly all European Goy-
ernments, :

THE ROYAL VISIT.

THE ATLANTIC CABLE,

(Erom the ZLondon Observer.)

Up to a'late hour on ‘Saturday night the
electrician had been unabls to discover the
precise locality where the interruption of the
electric current takes place. Inthe letter
written by Mr. Whitehouse, the late electri-
cian of the' Company, that gentleman holds
out ‘the hope that the 'damage which has
taken place would be found to be but a short
distance from the shore, and could be easily
repaired by the substitution of the larger ca-
ble intended for the shore eud of the tele-
graph.  This heavy portion of the cable,
weighing about six tons to the mile, or ra-
ther more than six times the weighkt of the
line which has already been laid, is at pre-
sent lying at Keyham. It was not taken on
board the ¢ Agamemnon,” for so improba-
ble seemed the chance of the successful
submergence of the cable, that it was not
deemed necessary to send the shore end to
Valentia until the result of the second at-
lempt was ascertained. 'As soon as the
communication had been established, orders
were sent for the shipment of the shore end,
aud the ¢ Bilboa” steamer was seut to Key-
ham' to take it round to Valentia. While
engaged in putting the cable on board a
message was unexpectedly received to dis-
conunue the process,and leave 1t still at
Keyham. The message was, we understand,
forwarded from ‘Valeutia; as it was tound by
the electrical tests which were’ applied that
the 1aterruption of the ‘conmunication was
not within such a distance of the shore as
would admit of the fault being remedied by
lite ‘substitution of the heavier cable. The
shore end of the telegraph is that which 1s
most exposed to the action of the sea, and
with respect to which the greatest fears were
entertained by the public ; but it turns out
that this portion is perfect;; and that the de-
fective part is at a point much further dis-
tant from the land. | To many persons it
will appear impossible, by a mechanical or
other scientific arrangement,to tell the spot at
which the continuity of an electric currert
may cease. Itiisidifficult encugh to conceive
the . practibility-of  transmitting an electric
spark-along two or thiee thousand miles of
wire, or even through a much shorter dia-
lance. But this is done every day,and we
have less doubt that the subtie flnid which
starts from London will reach Edinburgh, or
the place to ‘Wwhich it is directed, than that
the railway train will reach its ‘prescribed
terminus. Bat to asceitain the spot at which
the lightning leaves its track, and escapes
into the depths of the Atlantic, is a task
which would appearto be even more diffi,
calt than for the manager at Exeterto learn,
without the aid of telegraph or other com-
munication, the place where the express
train had left the line by some unhappy ac-
cident, after ithad started on 1ts journey to
the north. Strange asiitmay seem, the elac-
tician: has the.power of ascertaining, by
means of the electric fluid itself, the locality
of the tiny outlet” by which it escapes into
the sea. Some time since a'most ingenious
piece of mechauism’ was madé; by which
the electricity could be weighed, the flnid
being'made 'to act npon a magnet ; and this
upon the end of 4 nicely-poised steelyard,
would tell  with accuracy the weight of the
current transmitted from the other end of the
wire at a long distance. Following out this
experiment, we believe first shown by Pro-
fessor Faraday, at the Royal Ipstitution,
other electricians have arranged a very sen-
sitive | piece of machinery by which the
amount of resistance opposed to the passage
of the electricity by the conducting wire
may be correctly ascertained. The amount
of resistance offered  through the 'whole
length of the: Atlantic cable, or even one
hall rof 1, ‘is ‘something very much larger
than any which can be.marked by the deli-
cate machinery litherto employed upon
shorier distances of wire,  The consequence
is that the electricians have not yet been
able salisfactorily to ascertain where the ca-
ble is: defective.. Of one thing, hewever,
they are certain, that the fault does not ocs
cur within' twenty or thirty miles of the
land, and we are informed that within the
first two or three hundred miles the continu-
ity 15 _still perfect and ‘complete. Beyond
this distance all is still doubt and uncertain-
ty, and 1t 1s idle at presentto speculate upon
the subject. Should the defect be found to
exist in the deep parts of the sea, the public
must be  content to hear that for the present
the Atlantic Telegraph is a failure.. It will
not be possible to raise the sunken portion of
the wire, or repair it, when laid in great
depths.  Within a few miles of the shore
the wire may be under-run ; but when 1t
has been sunk at the depth of two or three
miles below the surtace, the. great length of
cable which would be suspended,and the re=
sistance which the water would give to its
rising, would produce a strain upon the wire
much greater than its strength would bear.
A cable which would be strong enough to
sustain its.own weight while sinking, might
Lot require the requisite strength to admit of
its being hauled up throagh the water.

The. speech of Count Persigny at the open
ing of the Council-General of which he is pre-
sident, continues to ‘occupy the journals not
less'at London than' at Paris.

The ' two 'points of the speech:that have pro-
voked most attention are the reference to Eng-
lish sentiments toward: France, andithe law on
the press. 'The first of these was undoubtedly
a truthful appreciation of' the subject, and gave
rise to immense satistaction in England, a3 you
will see by 'the English press. It was -in fact
the first time that ‘the-French people were in-
formed from'a trathful: source of the real state
of feeling as it existed at ithe. moment of the
Orsini ‘conspiracy: ' It-was ‘like a revelation to
the French people.  The facts utiered by M..de
Persigny, will: effect immense ‘good in France.
The second poirt, however, his reference to the
law on the press, has disappointed and pained,
I might say enraged, the whole liberal party of
France. They did not expéct at this particular
moment to hear‘a mai “high' in” power - and a
man who formerly promulgated :opposite. doc-
trines, declare that the press, or rather the lean
shadow of a press which now exists in France,
had Tiberty “encugh.” On ‘the ‘contrary " his
speech ‘was looked’ forward 'to as one that was
to-give hope ofsan ;amelioration in this respect.
But the Connt a_cknowledge; that with a free
press order was_impossible, in other'words the
Empire was'impossible, ‘and he no~doubt told
the truth. It is doubtfal whether any govern-
ment - iill France could long withstand: perfect
fréedom of. the: press;-and I know no more la-
mentable example of nnfitness for self-govern-
meant than this. The Count's speech "in fine
holds out no hope that any’ modification in the
present rigor of the law on “ public safety”’can
be expected, so we must rest satisfied with what
we have, and wait for time and circumstances

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL ELECTIONS.

We are happy to learn that Mr. F. U. Archam-
bault, merchant of L' Assumption, a sound Anti-
Ministerialist, was elected by acclamation for
the Repentigny Division, on the 28th. inst. He
is a wealthy, intelligent and well educated
merckant, and will be a credit to the Coun-
cil.

It is also expected that Mr. A. G. Duschesnay,
who is reckoned by the Quebec opposition as
one of their number, has been clected for the La-
salle Division without opposition. These are
indications of public opinion in Lower Canada.

NoMINATION FOR THE YOoRK Division.—At the
nomination of candidates for the York Divi-
sion, on Monday last, the Sheriff declared Mr.
Allan to have a majority of one hundred, on
the show of hands, over Mr. Romain.

GRrEAT BrITAIN AND CENTRAL AMERICA:—We
find in the New York papers of Monday, the
draft of a treaty—which would occupy three of
our colnmns—between Great Britain and Nic-
aragua, drawn up by Sir William Gore Ousley,
whose long residence in Washington has exci-
ted so much observation. Itis understood that
both the British and Nicaraguan Governments
approve of this treaty, and Sir William Ouseley
will shortly leave for Central Americain order
to secure its ratification. The Convention
stipulates among other things, that England,
a3 far as she herselt is concerned, shall guaran-
tee the neutrality of the Isthmus, and shall
endeavour to induce other nations to do the
same. Itisalso agreed that if Nicaragua fails
to protecl passengers crossing the Tsthmus,
the British may employ force for that purpose.
In other respects the treaty is a strict and most
comprehensive commercial convention, confer-
ring reciprocal privileges on each of the high
contracting Powers.

Tae Loss or THE ‘ AUSTRIAN.”—We, else-
where, give this morning the harrowing details
of this fearful catastrophe. A more dreadfup
picture of human suffering than that drawn by
Mr. Brews, the only British passenger saved, it
is scarcely possible to conceive. The N. Y.
Times thus justly comments upon the terrible
digaster:—

The origin of the fire appears to have been a
most gross piece of carelessness in the boat-
swain of the ship, while fumigating the apart-
ments of the steerage with burning tar, and the
flames spread so rapidly that no attempt to ex-
tinguish them appears to have been made.
Then followed wild struggles for life ; and, no
provision having been made for the possibility
of such a disaster, it is not surprising that even
with the means of escape at hand so few were
saved. Itis just four years ago to-day since
the announcement was made in our paper of the
fearful loss of the Colling steamer .Arctic, ani
about a year since we published the terrible
news of the loss of the steamer Central Ameri-
ca. In the case of both these great disasters,
there was an aggravated loss of life from the
mere want of forethought on the part of the
managers of those vessels in not making suit-
able provisions for a disaster. There were
boats enough to have saved all the passengers
and crews, but, for the lack of a proper organi-
zation, or some person to give proper orders,
hundreds of lives were sacrificed which might
have been saved. We expatiated then, as we
had previously done on seyeral similar occa-
sions, on the mnecessity first of providing a
sufficient number of life-boats for the passen-
gers to escape in, and then, to render the boats
available in time of danger, on the necessity of
80 organizing the crew and passengers, that
when it became necessary to leave the ship
there should be no confusion, and that the
means of escape should not be rendered of no
avail by the mad rush of all the passengers
simultaneously to one boat. It was this wild
tumult on board the Arctic and the Ceniral
Jmerica, as on board the Austria, which led to
the loss of hundreds of lives. To avoid this,
it will ~only be necessary when a passenger
takes his berth on board a steamer, or any
other sea-going vessel, to havea place assigned
to him in a particular boat, and some arrange-
ment should be made for the crew. At the
first convenient moment after leaving port, the
passengers should be shown  their respective
places in the life-boats, and then, when the
time of danger arrived, the instinct of self-pre-
servation would lead each one to the boat to
which he belongeda. If there had been any
organization of this kind on board the Austria,
a much greater number of passengers might
have been rescued. The plan that we have re-
commended has been adopted on board some of
the California steamers, and, perhaps, after a
few such terrible disasters as that of the loss of
the Austria, it will be generally adopted on
board the Atlantic steamers.

No intelligence has yet been received of the
Norwegian vessel which passed near the burn-
ing steamer after the Maurice, and there isa
faint hope that a few more of the unfortunates
may have been rescued.

LOWER CANADA
Provincial Exhibition.

Yesterday, subscribers, exhibitors, r.nembers
of the press, and other privileged parties were
admitted to the Exhibition grounds, at Point
St. Charles, which are to-day opened to the
public. The arrangements we found similar
to those, on the same ground, last year, and
extremely creditable to the judgment of the
managers. The area devoted to the purposes
of the Exhibiion is ample in size, and the build-
ings enclosed within it—kindly lent for the
oceasion by the Grand Trunk Company—are
admirably adapted for show-rooms for the finer
class of manufactured articles, requiring
thorough protecticn from the weather,

In other respects, however,—as to facility of
access and pleasantness of locality—as we
mentioned last year, we think a much better
selection for the exhibition ground might be
found than the present one. Our thanks are
due to the managers for their courteous and
okliging attention in pointing out the various
features of the Exhibition—which will be found,

as a whole, fully equal to any preceding one—
most worthy of notice.

We shall endeavour to describe the various
departments in the order in which we visited
them, commencing with the

INDUSTRIAL DEPARTMENT,

This department was not perhaps quite so
crowded as it has been in some preceding
years; but the exhibiticn was highly respecta-
ble and showed considerable advance in many
of the mechanical arts. It was especially notice-
able that several specimens of castings came
from country villages. With these tew remarks
we proceed to notice some of the more striking
objects of the exhibition.

Mr. J. G. Hearle sent a case of imported
soaps of a variety of kinds.

Messrs. Atwater & Co. exhibited several
casks of varnish of various descriptions, and
also various samples of the fine kinds of var-
nish packed in glass, the produce of their
manufacture.

Mr. Ruthven, book-binder, showed speci-
mens of red writing ink of his manufacture.

Mr. McDougall contributed several cases of
biscuits.

Mr. MacKinnon also sent a number of cases
of biscuits of various descriptions.

Mr. Ogilvy, the miller, exhibited some casks
of pot barley ; also, an article entirely new in
Canadian manufactures—German pearl ba.rley.
These preparations of barley are extepsxvely
used in Europe and promise to be articles of
large demand. ;

Colyer and Jamieson showed several descrip-
tions of varnish.

Madame Poulet, of Point St. Charles; sent
one of the most interesting collections in the
exhibition, consisting of a variety of articles of
domestic manufacture.  There were several
kinds of home-made wines, a sample of sugar
made from sweet corn, with suca success that
nine pounds of the peeled stem of the corn pro-
duced three quarters of a pound of well-tasted
sugar. She also exhibited cakes of bleached
and colored wax of her own manufacture, and
a plate of preserved flowers so prepared as to
retain all their natural colours.

Mr. Dillon sent a specimen of Isinglass, and
another of Clotted Cream, made atter the
Devonshire fashion.

Messrs.  Petre and Spence, of Newcastle,
0.W., exhibited specimens ot starch of their
manufacture.

Mr. A. Fall sentspecimens of vegetable paste
blacking; also of his own Canadian manufac-
ture. ;

Henry and Badenach—This firm exhibited
several samples of cigars of various kinds and

selves from Canadian-grown tobacco.

Mr. Ashton, of St. Laurent, sent various arti-
cles of domestic manufacture, such as samples
of pickles, spruce beer, Lome made ‘wines,
cherry brandy, tomato sauce, &c.

Mr. Anthony, confectioner.— Mr. Anthony
made a very beautiful display of the sweet pro-
ducts of his art. Tt was exhibited in a glass
case with three compartments ; the central one
being higher than the others. ' This compart-
ment contained a gigantic wedding cake of
geveral stories in height, having its several
stories ornamented with ornamental galleries
of the most exquisite workmanship. The other
cakes were flat, one of them ornamented with
highly ‘elaborated designs of great beauty, in
sugar.

Mr. A. Brahadi, of Notre Dame Street, occu-
pied, probably, the most space of any single ex-
hibitor, with his display of furs and skins; man-
ufactured and unmanufactured. Many of these
were of singular beauty. - We notice a cape of
mink, consisting of forty-seven skins, so arrang-
ed that each skin made a whole piece of forty-
three inches in length. This K was valued at
$500. Another mink cape was valued at $300.
There was also a fine suit of ermine, valued at
$150. Several beautiful sleigh robes were also
shown—one of blaek bear, with white fox trim-
ming ; another, a very fine lioness skin, with
the head complete, trimmed with black seal.—
There were also a great variety of valuable
fur and seal-skin great-coats; half-a-dozen of
seamless otter skin caps; bundles containing
hundreds of North Shore otter skins ; Canadian
mink skins, &c. The whole list of articles pre-
sented a most beautiful appearance, and were
worth, we were informed, fully $12,000.

Messrs. Lymans, Savage & Co. exhibited,
from their Mills on the Canal, the following
specimens of their manufactures, viz. :—Six
barrels of different kinds of dye-woods ; speci-
mens of pure No. 1, 2 and 3 white lead ; speci-
mens of red, yellow, black, brown, green, blue,
fire-proof and snow-white zinc paints, and
patent dryer; two large bladders of putty; a
large pile of oil-cake for feeding cattle, and one
barrel of ground cake ; .one bag of cracked rock
salt, and specimens of it in its natural state.
This is an excellent article for cattle, and ought
to find a large sale among our country farmers,
There were also—two barrels of calcined and

‘| one barrel of land plaster; one barrel of flax

seed, of Canada growth, from which article the
cake is manufactured ; one case of garden seeds ;
specimens of varnishes ; boiled and raw, machi-
nery and other oils ; Canada balsam ; one bag
of timothy seed ; a large lot of drugs, chemicals
and spices. They also exhibited a number of
Albertine lamps, some of which were burning,
and certainly gave a beautifnl light. They are
said to be free from the dangers attending some
‘other kinds of lamps.

It is to be remarked that the Canadian and
other ladies brought to the exhibition this year,
a larger than usual variety of embroidery, and
other descriptions of needle work. Among
these were seyeral very prettily worked quilts,
counterpanes, curtains, anti-maccassers, chair-
covers, &c. A large space, both of counter and
wall, was devoted to this department of the ex-
hibition, and it was well filled.

The Asyle de la Providence sent a consider-
able collection of specimens of female art, the
work of the ladies of that imstitution.

Among the other subjects a photographic copy
of Rosa Bonheurs, celebrated picture of the
‘‘Horse Fair” was remarkable,

Mr. David Inglis, a resident of the vicinity
of Frost Village, contributed a zodiacal and
longitude clock, and several other machines
inte.nded to illustrate the movements of the
various planets of our system. The machines
show a very accurate knowledge of the subject
they are intended to teach, and prove that
their maker possesses a great deal, not only of
mechanical genius, but of perseverance. =They
are all constructed of wood, and we need not
say that they look somewhat clumsy with their
graduated scales marked on- paper, by the side
of the finished brass apparatus of our schools
and colleges ; but the perseverance which could
construct such complicated machines, with
such slight means, indicates a true love of
science, and we should not be surprized to hear
of Mr. Inglis again.

The Machine Department of the Grand Trunk
Company furnished a Steam Engine for work-
ing some of the machines intended to be set in
motion ; also, specimens of trucks for locomo-
tive carriages, and various drawings illustra-
ting the method of constructing the boilers and
other constituent parts of locomotives.

Mr. A. McConochy, of Craig street, sent to
the exhibition a collection of beer pumps, of
various kinds; also, brass cocks, and other
castings,

Mr. Wm. Rodden displayed a large collection
of articles, the produce of his foundry. There
were cast iron baths, and sinks; brackets;
cornices ; various kinds of ornamental railings
for cemeteries, buildings, counters, &c., some
of very intricate and beautiful patterns; hat
and umbrella stands; bedsteads; looking
glasses; street lamps ; garden chairs; cooking,
single, double, parlour and box stoves ; samples
of carving, pattern making, &c.

Mr. Prowse showed various articles of tin
and Britannia metal, with several stoves, and a
set of cooking apparatus of copper.

Mr. Rice sent wire blinds, some of them very
prettily painted on patterns; wire cloth of
different sizes; fireproof wire, for ceilings;

In this department the articles were not
numerous, but all were creditable to their
builders, and some, alike in elegance of shape
and beauty of finish, quite equal to any car-
riages, either of English or American build, we
have ever seen in Canada. Mr. Verret, of
Quebec, has five carriages on show; among
them an extremely handsomely finished covered
family carriage; a beautiful double seated,
back-to-back curricle ; a phaton; a buggy-
wagon and a shooting cart. He has also three
very handsome sleighs. Mr. James Tees, of
Craig street, exhibits a handsome buggy. Mr.
O’Meara, of Commissioners’ Square, also exhibits
a fine specimen of the same class of vehicle ;
and another excellent one we remarked, sent
by Mr. Fournier. A curious feature of this de-
partment consists of a handsome, spider-like,
four-wheeled velocipede, made by Mr. Jeffrey,
of the Petit Cote. We were also much pleased
with an elegant little gem of a child’s carriage
but did not learn the name of the maker.

AGRICULTURAL INSTRUMEN * .

This department will well repay the agricul-
tural visitor’s prolonged attention. In it will
be found specimens. of, we should suppose;
almost every tool and labor-saving machine
used in farming,; such as various kinds of
scythes, pitchforks, spades, shovels, &c.; sow-
ing, reaping and thrashing machines; horse-
rakes ; churns; cheese-presses; hand-mills;
ploughs of various sorts ; farmer’s boilers ; root-
cutters, &c., &c. In this department we also
observed some brick-making machinery, worthy
of notice. Also, a very curious and pretty
brass model, ofa Centrifugal Railway, which
we cannot attempt to describe, but note as well
worthy of the attention of visitors.

HORSES.

The show of horses—more particularly of
those for draft purposes—is the most striking
feature of this year’s exhibition. It excels, we
think, that of any previous year, both in num-
ber—T74 stallions and 140 mares, &c¢.—and in
quality.

We were much struck with the following

Mr. Dod, of Petit Cote, has several fine
specimens of Clydesdale horses and mares on
exhibition, some imported and others bred by
him. We were much struck with one magni-
ficent two years old imported stallion.

Mr. James Logan has also a beautiful span
of powerful Clydesdales on exhibition.

We noticed, among others, a strikingly fine
mare and foal, of the American-English breed,
sent by Mr. S. Colbey, of Hatley, E. T.

The show of carriage and saddle horses is
rather deficient, Of the former we remarked a
pair of splendid chesnuts, the property of Jesse
Joseph, Esq,, and among the latter, a handsome
Egyptian horse, imported from the Orimea, by
Dr. Woodward, of the 39th regiment, and now
owned by Mr. Wiseman, of St. Catherines.

BULLS AND COWS.

The show of horned cattle, this year, consists
of 54 bulls and 1560 cows, heifers, &c., and is
most creditable to our stock-farmers. Among
the former we remarked three splendid animals,
belonging respectively to Mr. Hughes, of the
Papineau Road; Mr. Nelson Albright, of St.
Andrews ; and Mme: St. Julienne, of Pointe au
Tremble—the first a Durham, and the two
lothers Ayrshire. Mr. Lane, of Quebec, and Mr.
Jamss Logan, of our own city, have some
splendid specimens of Ayrshire cows and calves
on the ground. We also noticed some beauti-
ful Devons, which, we were told, were owned
by Mr. Langley, of the Eastern Townships.
We onlysaw one noteworthy yoke of oxen—
they were noble looking animals and a fine
match, but we did not learn their owner's
name.

BOARS, SOWS AND PIGS.

The porcine department of the exhibition
will be found, this year, all that even Parson
Trulliber himself could desire., Finer speci-
mens of the different varieties of the hog spe-
cies, we do not believe, could be found in Ca-
nada. 3

SHEEP AND LAMBS,

This department, like the last mentioned,
will also well repay a visit. In it will be found
numerous and admirable specimens of all the
breeds oi sheep, most ‘prized in England and
Amnerica.

POULTRY .

Mr James Logan, are the principal contributors
to this department, in which will be found
some very fine specimens of the various breeds
of domestic fowls, geese, &c. Mr. Lachlan, of
Beauharnois, has also contributed some beau-
tiful specimens of pigeons.

HORTICULTURAL DEPARTMENT.

This feature of the Exhibition 18 not so suc-
cessful this year as we have known it tobe on
previous occasions. It is; nevertheless, rich in
fine specimens of Garden produce, fruits and
flowers. It occupies the magnificent Boston
Tent, imported by the managers of the Exhibi-
tion. In the centre will be found an extensive
and gracefully arranged collection of rare and|
beautiful Exotics—chiefly, we believe, from the |
Conservatories and Green Houses of John Tor-
rance, Esq., the Hon. Mr. Ferrier, and Wm.
Lunn, Bsq. -

On tables extending around the entire cir-
cumference of the vast tent will be found ar-
ranged specimens of  every fruit, flower and
vegetable, which our climate, at this season,
yields to the labors of the most skilful hor-
ticulturist ; and, in most instance at least, in as
great perfection as, we believe, could be pro-
duced in lands generally supposed to be much
more fayorable: to garden cultivation than Ca-
nada. '

Among the truits are comprised hothouse and
outdoor grapes of various kinds and qualities ;
some splendid specimens of open-culture
peaches (from Mr. Hugh Allan’s garden);
melons—water and musk; apples of every varie-
ty ; some fine specimens of pears, and a few
tolerable ones of plums. The feature of this
of this portion of the Exhibition is, we need
scarcely say, the apples; for which delicious
fruit our island of Montreal may be said to be
nulli secundus—second to no other spot on the
habitableiglobe.

The season is somewhat late for flowers ; but,
nevertheless, the show of Dhalias, China Asters,
verbinums, cockscombs, African marigolds,
heartsease, balsams, &c., &c., will be found
‘ beautiful exceedingly.”

Of vegetables, of which magnificent speci-
mens will be found, we may mention onions,
carrots, turnips, beets, celery, caulifiower, broc-
cali, cabbages, savoys, tomatoes, egg-plant,
pumpkins, vegetable marrow.

GRAINS AND SEEDS.

‘We believe that at no previous Exhibition hag
the show in this department been excelled: We
did not learn the names of the exhibitors, but
we can assure the visitors of to-day that they
will “find in it, specimens of Lower Canada
grown wheat, oats, barley, linseed and grass
seed, such as would do credit to the farmers of
any portion of the continent.

We are aware of how very imperfect an idea

Burning of the Austria.
530 LIVES LOST.
ONLY 67 PERSONS SAVED.

TERRIBLE DETATLS.

[From the New York Tribune of Tuesday.]

—

Our fears for the Austria, ag expressed in yes-
terday’s issue, were well founded. During the
morning, the following brief announcement was
received, and immediately issued in an extra
Tribune :—

Halifax, Monday, Sept. 27, 1858.
The unfortunate steamer wag the Austria.—

Twelve passengers have arrived here. Only 67
out of 600 saved.

Within an hour or two further particulars ar-
rived, showing the principal facts of the fright-
ful catastrophe, and the public excitement be-
came intense. A

This moming we give full accounts from in-
telligent sources .—

Halifax, Monday, Sept. 27, 1858.
The barque Lotus, from Liverpool, arrived in
Halifax Harbour on Sundaj afternoon, with 12
of the 67 surviving passengers of the steamship
Austria, burned at sea, Septimber 13, in lat. 45
01, long. 41 30, taken franf he barque Maurice
on the 14th. L s
The agent of the Associated Press imme-
diately boarded the Lotus, and obtained the fol-
lowing particulars. The following is :

THE STATEMENT OF MR. CHARLES BREWS, OF ENG-
LAND. J

I took passage at Southampton on the 4th in
the steamship Austria, Captain Heydtmann,
which left Hamburg on the 2nd. We sailed at
5 p.m. ; the evening being a little misty, we iu
consequence anchored between the Isle of Wight
and the main land ; sailed again at 4 o'clock pn
the following morning. In weighing anchor
an unfortunate accident oecurred, by which one
of the crew lost his life. Owing to some mis-
management the anchor ran out, whirling the
capstan round with terrific force, and hurling
the men in all directions. Two were severely
injured and one thrown overboard. He is sup-
posed to have been instantly killed, as he never
rose to the surface. From the time the ship was
laid on her course we experienced strong west-
erly gales. On the 12th, the weather was more
favorable, and, on the 13th, a speed of eleven
knots had been attained, and all were in high
hopes of reaching New York by the 18th. Ata
little atter 2 o’clock; p.m., I was on the quar-
ter-deck. T saw a dense volume of smoke burst
from the after entrance of the steerage. Some
women ran aft, exclaiming, * The ship is on fire,
what will become of us ?” The ship was instant-
ly put at half-speed, at which she continued
until the magazine exploded, from which I infer
the engineers were instantly suffocated. I only
walked from where I was on the quarter-deck

ship was head to the wind, the fire trayelled with
fearful rapidity. I then went to the man at the
wheel and told him to put the yessel with her
side to the wind. He hesitated—prob—
ably did not  understand me, as he
was a native of Hamburg, I then got a Ger-
man gentleman to speak to him. At this time
I saw some persons letting down the boat on
the port side of the quarter-deck. What became
of the boat I don’t know, but think she was
crushed under the screw. I then went to let a
boat over from the starboard side of the quarter-
deck, but the moment we laid our hands on the
ropes, there were so many people who crowded

We therefore left it for a few minutes, until the
people got -out, when we returned, and launch-
ed it over the side of the ship, when, the people
all rushing into it again, it descended with
great violence into the water, and was instant-
ly swamped, all the people being washed out
excepting three, who held on to the sides. We
then let down & rope, and pulled up one person,
who proved to be the steward. Another, in the
act of being hauled up, was strangled by the
rope. The fire now came on too fiercely to at-
tempt to get up any more from the swamped
boat. All the first cabin passengers were on
the poop, with the excepti;g.of a few gentle-
men, who must have been'smothered in the
smoking room. Many of the'second cabin pas-
sengers were also on the poop, but a number of
them got shut into their cabins by the fire. Some
of them were pulled up through the ventilator,
but the greater numker conld not be extricated.
The last woman who was drawn up said there
were six already suffocated. We now perceived
that the ship had got her head to the wind
again, so that the flames came over the quarter-
deck. In consequence of the crowd, I could not
get to the wheel-house to aacertain the reason,
but I was informed that the helmsman had de-
serted his post, and that the vessel, being left to
herself, headed to the wind of her own accord.
At this time the scene on the quarter-deck was
indescribable and truly heart-rending. Passen-
gers were rushing frantically to and fro—hus-
bands seeking their wives, wives in search of
their hushands, relatives looking after relatives,
mothers lamenting the loss of their children,
some wholly paralysed by fear, others madly
crying to be saved; but a few perfectly calm
and collected. The flames pressed so closely
upon them, that many jumped into the sea, re-
latives clasped in each other’s arms, leaped over
and meta watery grave. Two girls, supposed
to be sisters, jumped over, and sank kissing
each other. A missionary and wife leaped into

ant steward, arm in arm, followed. One Hun-
guarian gentleman, with seven fine childxjen, four
of them girls, made his wife jump in, then
blessed his six eldest children, made them jump
in one after the other, and followed them with
an infant in his own arms. I, abovt thig time,
was standing outside the bulwarks, holding on
by the davits, leaning out to avoid the flames,
which were leaping toward me. I saw a
swamped boat under me, spinning by a rope still
attached to the ship. As the oars were tied in
her, I thought if I could get to her, I would
be enabled to save myself and some others. I let
myself down by a rope, passing over a man who
wag clinging to it, but who refused to come
withme; [ took out a penknife to cut the ta.ck}e;
the large blade broke and I then severed it with
the small blade. The ship passed ahead. As
the screw approached I found the boat drawn
towards it. I tried to keep the boat off, but_ the
screw caught and capsised her overme. I dived
away from the ship and came to the surface
near;a boat with keel upward; I got on her, and
with the assistance of a wave she righted, but
was still swamped. The oars had been knock-
ed out by the screw. The only thing I could
find in her to paddle with were some laths nail-
ed together as a sheathing for the sides. When
I looked around, the ship was quarter of & mile
away from me. I conld see the ladies and gen-
tlemen jumping off the poopinto the water in
twos and threes, some of the ladies in flames.
Several hesitated to leap from the burning ship
until the last moment, as the height was twenty
two feet, and were only at length compellgd to
throw themselves off to avoid a more painful
death. In half an honr not a'zéul was to be seen
on the poop. I pulled after the ship and picked
up & German who was swimming strongly; I
got him beside me on the boat and we paddled
after the ship with the laths ; I now saw a ves-
under sail approaching : she reached the steam-
er atabout 5 p. m. ; we continued pulliug to-
ward them, and about half-past seven o’clock
after being five hours in the  water got within
hail of the sailing vessel, which put off a boat
and cookus on board. She proved to be the
French bark Maurice, Captain Ernest Renaud,
of Nantes bouad from Newfoundland for the Isle
of Bourbon, with fish. Shehad, up tothat time,
rescued forty passengers of the burning steam-
er, chiefly taken off the bowsprit, though a few
were picked up floatiug around. At about 8 o'
clock one of the metalliic boats came up, Wwith
about 23 persons, including the first and third
officers ; afterward three or four men were pick-
ed np, floating on a piece of the broken boat.
The second officer was taken up, having been
swimming* with nothing to float him, for six
hours. The second and third officers were
severely burned ; one male passenger was
burned frightfully, and some other male pas-
sengers slightly. There was but six women sav-
ed, three of whom were burned, one in a
shocking manner. Captain Renaund acted with

the ntmuost kindness. He gave clothes as far
as he could furnish them to the suffering pas-
sengers, and acted as nurse, doctor and surgeon
to the burned people, dressing the wounds of
the females with a delicacy and tenderness that
evineed a benevolent and amiable disposition.

I did not see an officer of the ship during the

fire, and am certain there was not one of them

or the crew on the poop, excepta man at the

wheel for a short time. I understood that when

the Captain heard of the fire, he rushed on deck

without a cap, and when he saw fire, exclaimed,

* We are all lost.” He tried to get ouf a boat,

which, when let down, was swamped, and he,

whether accidentally or nor I do not know, fell

into the sea, and was soon left far behind. The

fourth officer was in this boat. He cut her loose

from the davits ; she was carried under the

screw and smashed, and several in her drowned ;

three or four men escaped on a fragmeut and

were picked up by the Maurice ag before stated.

About the same time one metallic life-boat was

let down from the port bow and swamped, but

got clear away with about 33 persons in her

including the first and third officers and several

women.

Ten persons were thus drowned, inclu-
ding some women, They afterward bailed her
out with life-preservers cut in two, and pulled
to the Maurice, having picked up two or three
passengers before reaching the bark. Altogether
there were 67 souls taken into the Maurice
during the night. A Norwegian bark came up
with the steamer the next morning, and a boat
was observed going around the burning ship.
They may have picked up a few. The Maurice
had no communication with the Norwegian,
At about 7 o’clock the Maurice sailed to Fayal
to deposit the rescued passengers. At about 2
o'clock the same afternoon, she fell in with the
bark Lotus, Capt. Trefy, of Yarmouth, Nova
Scotia, from Liverpool for Halifax. As I was
anxious to get on British territory, Capt. Trefy
kindly gave me passage. He was also anxious
to take all the American citizens, but there was
such a rush of foreigners into the boats that
only one load of eleven could be got off,
and even several of these were foreigners.
The fire is known to have arisen from very
culpable negligence of some of the crew. The
captain and surgeon considered it expedient to
fumigate the steerage with burning tar. The
operation was to be performed by the boat-
swain under the superintendence of the fourth
officer. 'The boatswain heated the end of a
chain to dip into tar to produce smoke. The
end became too hot to hold, and he let it drop
upon the deck, to which itset fire. The tar
upset, and immediately all about was in flames.
A feeble attempt was made to extinguish it, but
without effect. There was nothing at hand to
meet such an emergency. The rescued passen-
gers saved nothing but the clothes on their
backs, and even the greater part of these were
torn off and otherwise lost. Six hundred souls
were supposed to be on board, including many
women and children. Mr. Brew is the only
British subject saved. He is in the British ci~
vil service, and on his way to British Columbia.
He will proceed to Boston in the steamer Eas—
tern State on Tuesday, en route for New-York.

The following is the statement of Prof. Theo-
dore R. Glaubensklee, of New York City :

FROF. GLAUBENSKLEE'S STATEMEMNT.

At about quarter past two, p.m., Sept. 13,
being in my state room,I heard the ery of
“Fire.” Hastening on deck, I saw the flames
breaking tbrough the middle deck. The cap-
tain was trying to get the people out of the se-
cond boat on the port side, to have it lowered.
Thasten to the fore deck to keep the people from
boat: After a few minutes I turned around to
go to the quarter deck, but could not get
through the fire. 1 remained on the forecastle,
the ship all this time going onward against the
wind with the assistance of a sailor. I cut
down the jib sails to throw into the water to
usein checking the progress of the fire, but the
people on the deck did not understand our in-
tention, and merely threw them into the water.
I tried to discover something with which tosave
the passengers, but nothing was to be found.
The spars had been thrown overboard and the
being near the pipe, were all on fire. In about
balf an hour the foremast fell and shortly after
the mainmast, and at about the same §time the
engine appeared to stop. The ship, which thus
far had been heading west, gradually turned to
the north, and finally to the north-east. Soon
after the boiler seemed to collapse, and ten
minutes after the magazine exploded. By the
the turning of the ship, the flames and smoke
drove to the forecastle. The suffering then be-
came intense, our only hope now being in two
vessels in the distance, one of which afterward
proved to be the Maurice, approached us slow-
ly, the other, turther off, steering west, sppar-
ently took no' notice of us, although she was
signaled to doso bythe captain of the Maur-
ice. Havingtaken my stand on +he starboard
side, I gradually advanced to make room for
others. Atabout 5 o’clock the Maurice sent off
a boat, and assoon as it came near, I jumped
into the water and reached it. Seven others
were taken in, and the boat returned to the
bark. Twe boats, belonging to the bark, con—
tinued to ply to and from the steamer, picking
up all they could, until the darkness made it
impossible to find more of the sufferers. Soon
after sunset, the first officer and about a dozen
others cameto the bark,having savedthemselves
by a life-boat. Later, some Swedish sailors
came in part of a boat, and Mr. Brews and a
German in part of another boat. -

Mr. Glaubensklee’s account of the origin of
the fire coincides with that of Mr. Brews in
every particnlar. ; .

‘When Capt. Waters of the Prince Albert as-
certained that twelve of the Austria’s survivors
had arrived, he kindly offered all a free passage,
and detained the steamer for the purpose of al-
lowing them to embark. Ten of them availed
themselves of his generosity, and sailed for New
York at 5 o’clock on Sunday afternoon.

The Austria was a fine iron screw steamer of
2,335 tuns, built in 1857 by Messrs. Laird &Co.
of Greenock. She was built in nine water-
tight compartments, and her apparatus for ex-
tinguishing fire was of the first order. She had
a {direct, condensing engine, more properly

engine. She belonged to the Hamburg and
American Steam-Packet Company of Hamburg
and is the last one of the four steamers built for
that line, combining all the latest improvements
—and being the most costly steamer of the line.
She must have cost upward of $300,000, which
is fully covered by insurance on the other side.
She was to sail hence for Southampton and
Hamburg on the 1st of October.

The Austria had also a large and valuable
cargo, the insurance on which will fall the
heaviest on the other side, Wall street being
liable to a very small amount of it. No dupli-
cate manifest has been received, and the names
of her consignees comsequently will not be
known until they are received from Hamburg,
unless the copy on board was saved, which is
not likely.

There are many speculations as to the cause
of the fire. Itis said that some German mer-
chants have beer known to pack dangerous
goods [chemical preparations] in the middle of
dry-goods cases to cheat the agents out of the
high rates of freight for extra-hazardous freight,
In this dishonest way the ships are placed in
great danger, and there seems no means of de-
tectingit. Itis well known that similar frauds
are practised upon shipowners sending ships
south from New-York. But in this instance it
appears that the mischief resulted wholly from
the carelessness of the officers and sailors on
board.
