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9.2.3 Identification des préoccupations cliniques et administratives

Un systeme de boite a suggestion virtuelle a été mis en place, dans le but de prendre
connaissance plus efficacement des préoccupations des cliniciens comme de leurs
suggestions quant a des domaines de recherche qui auraient des retombées pertinentes sur
leur pratique. Cet outil permet de mettre en relation plus efficacement les intervenants, les
administrateurs et les chercheurs intéressés par les mémes domaines.

9.3 Retombées cliniques

Dans le but d’améliorer le transfert des connaissances entre les milieux de la recherche et
de la clinique, un « Calendrier des activités de transfert de connaissance » a été mis en
place. Celui-ci, régulierement mis a jour et diffusé aux administrateurs et aux intervenants
du CRCL, propose des activités sélectionnées en fonction des clientéles rencontrées au CRCL
et des services offerts. L’objectif de cet outil est de créer des occasions pour favoriser la
communication entre les intervenants et les chercheurs qui travaillent dans le méme
domaine, de stimuler les échanges dans un sens comme dans l'autre, d’améliorer
I'utilisation des meilleures pratiques cliniques et de faciliter les opportunités de
collaborations scientifiques orientées sur les préoccupations cliniques et organisationnelles
propres au CRCL. Des certificats de présence sont émis aux intervenants qui assistent a ces
activités pour alimenter leurs porte-folios de formation continue.

9.4 Retombées administratives et organisationnelles
9.4.1 Projet pilote portant sur I'utilisation de tablettes informatisées

Un projet pilote interne portant sur I'informatisation des dossiers clients est en cours au
programme de Neurologie. Puisque I'efficacité du travail en équipe multidisciplinaire dépend
en grande partie de la continuité et de la fluidité du parcours du client ainsi que du partage
d’'informations a son égard, I'observation de l'efficacité d'un dossier client électronique
constituera un premier pas vers une transmission plus efficace et rapide de l'information a
toutes les personnes impliquées dans le traitement ou les services offerts a une personne
donnée.

9.4.2 Recrutement de nouveaux chercheurs
Le CRCL a le plaisir d’acueillir un nouveau chercheur CRIR régulier, le Dr Richard Preuss.
Ses intéréts de recherche portent principalement sur I'analyse des mouvements du tronc et

de la colonne vertébrale chez des personnes atteintes de lombalgie.

Par ailleurs, la stratégie de recrutement de nouveaux chercheurs et de recherche de
nouvelles collaborations demeure active.

9.4.3 Responsable de site
