‘to follow this advice, for I was pinned
down, so that I could not move. After
working for nearly an hour, the res-
cuers pulled me out. I found that my
right leg and foot were badly crushed,
and my left knee was hurt. 1 thank
Heaven that 1 got off so easily, when
s0. many others who were in less ex-
ppsed position met with such a ter-
rible fate.

“The doctors were on hand quickly
and worked well. = They fixed me up,
and 1 believe 1 will get around soon.
