THE STANDARDS FOR FLOUR,

It says :—
The time appointed by the General In-

spection Law, for annually selecting and
approving the Flour Standaids, is between
15th Augustand 15th October. ‘The mar-
keting of Winter Wheat for which there
was an early and stsudy deman-t last fall,
interfered very materially with the brizg-
ing out cf Spring Wheat ; when the legal
time had almost expired, it becameevident
that the General Bomd of Examiners
would not be able to select satifactory
Star dards forthe grades of Spring Wheat
Flour. In the circumstances, it was sug-
gested to Gov. rnment that delay was ne-
cessary ; it was immediately granted ; and,
after the Standards had been selected and
approved on Sth November last, and the
€ (stomary communication made to the In-
land Revenue Derartment, an Order-in-
Council was immediately passed lega1zing
all Lhe proceedings. An Order-in- Jouncil
has algo been pa-sed appointing a Board
of Arbitration for the settlement of dif
fercnces between Inspectors.

DUTIES ON GRAIN AND FLOUR.

When it became well understood that
the fiscal policy to be recommended by the
Government included the imposition of
duties upon grain and flo.r impoited into
Can:da, the Committee of Man.gement
lost no time in petitioning Pariiament
against that part of the * National Policy,”
and that action was subsequently approved
at a Special General Meeting of the Acso-
ciation.

Grain from the United States can be
imported in bond for exportation; provision
is ulso made for grinding United States
wheat in bond for exportation as flour.
At first, in the latter case, the Depart-
mental arrangements were, to rome extents
inimical to tbe trade; but the Commis-
sioner of Customs readily responded to à
representation from the Committee, and
made the n:cessary modification.

THE CENTAL SYSTEM.

After much correspondance, the question
of adopting the cental system was sub-
mitted for decision to the members un the
21st of May last, and the proposal was car-
ried, 485 voting in favour, and 232 against.
It was subsequently agreed that th: new
arrangement thould come into operation
on the first day of October, and, as far as
possible, arrangements were made accord
ingly. As the time drew near, however, a
stronger opposition to the measures was
developed han had been anticipated, and
a postponement was deemed expedient to
the 31st of Decem: er last. Before the end
of the year it became evide-t that the
sense of the Exchange {at any rate of the
wemmbers most interested] had become less
favourable, and it was con.idered best to
re-submit the subject. A vote by ballot
was therefore taks1 on Wednesday, 7th
inst., wh -n the que tion was defeated, only
168 voting 1n favour, and 771 against.

THE COTEAU BRIDGE £CHEME.

The Committee with the Board of Trade
had opposed this scheme by memorial and
deputation, "The opposition of the Com~
mittee was, and still is, to bridging the
navigable waters of the St.L .wrence ut
any place where obstruction is inevitable ;

Letters sent by the post have, by

civilised governments, always been con-

sidered sacred, except for purposes of

public safety. To prevent treason, or

other similar crimes, governments have

avowedly opened letters; but still the

inviolability of private correspondence

bag been regarded as so important, that

even then they have acted with consi.

derable caution. It was known by

persons acquainted with the working of
public offices that letters were opened ;

but the fact was as much as possible

enveloped in mystery, so that for the

general public absolute secresy was

supposed to belong to correspondence
forwarded by post. Many will remem.
ber the shock and sense of outrage

which was experienced in England,

when it was found that, under

the Posmaster-Generalsbip of Sir

James Graham, letters had been

opened, whose contents, communi.

cated to the Austrian Govern-

ment, lod to the execution of the

brothers Baudiera. We presume that

salus republicæ suprema lex is still the
higher law for Governments in dealing

with postal matter. But the opening

of letters by the Post: Office authorities

in England is now extremely rare, and

altogether exceptional. But, while the
sanctity of Post-Office correspondence

has been admitted, the American Cours

and Congressitself have assumed;a right

to examine telegraphic correspondence

by means of a duces tecum directed to

the Telegraph Companies. We can see

no reason for this distinction, and

though we are not aware that the ques-

tion has been much debited in this

country, we are glad that the Western

Union are determined to procure

an authoritative decision upon it,
for the time may come when it

will be wu matter of interest

among ourselves. It would appear un-

reasonable that correspondence should

lose any moie of its secrecy than the

nature of the case requires, in conse-

quence of its being conveyed by one in-

stead of by another method. When

letters can be demanded as evidence, of

course, it is only just that telegrams

should be 80 demanded ; but that should

be from the holders of them, in one

case as in the other, and not from the

mere transmitters of them. Telegrams

cannot, in the nature of things, bequite

80 private as letters. The operators at
both ends of the line have an opportu-

nity of knowing the contents of what-

everis not in cypher, and comuunica-

tions may be taken off the wires, as was

done during the American war by the
telegraphers of the enemy wishing

 

to obtain information. But that
is between the sender of the

message and the persons to
whose charge he commits it, and does

not create any new right in favour of

third parties. A problem of some diffi

culty undoubtedly does arise from this
knowledge by the operators of the

character of the messages they forward,

and this separates them entirely from

the post-office agents, who know nothing

of the contents of the letters that they

carzy. Generally the Telegraph Com-

panies are bound to transmit all mes-
sages tendered to them with the price of
transmittance. But suppose a message

is presented which, on the face of it,

intends some gross mischief-=such as

advice or information promotive of

crime; or such as a piece of obseenity
addressed to a lady. In any such case

the knowledge of the nature of the

message would seem to impose

the duty of rejecting it, as it would

also do upon Post-Office authorities

who noticed inscriptions of either of

these kinds on a postal card. In the
exercise of this duty and of this discre-

tion, however—which in some cireum-

stances may invoive very difficult pro-

blems—we discern the only real and

just difference between the Telegraphic
and the Postal Services, and we trust

that the full examination which the sub.

ject is mow likely to receive in the
United Statee, will put an end to the

contrary epinion.

 

LAW REFORM.

Mr, Mowat has, we believe, already
approved himself a practical reformer

by breaking down to a certain extent
the distinction between the Common

Law and Equity Courts of Ontario, He

now proposes to go farther in the same

direction, and we think that he will

thus very effectively show himself to
be a true reformer. Those of us who
live in this Province find it hard to un-

derstand why there should anywhere be

two sets of Courts administering two dif-

ferent codes both applicaole to the same

facts. The truth is, however, that most

of the rcforms of English modes of pro-
cedure, whether in England, in the

United States, or in the colonies, have

been made by approximating the me-

thods and principles of the common
law to those which prevail here—that is,

in other words, to the Chancery law of
England and of countries which derive

their j'irisprudence frem thence. Chan-
cery law, like our own law, is the tradi-
tion of Roman jurisprudence, the most

beantifnl system which the world has

ever seen, and we can wish nothing bet-
ter for our fellow-subjects of the other

Provinces than the completion of the

changes which most of them bave be~

gun, and the abandonment of the fictions

and circuities of the English eowmon

law, with the substitution of the direct
and simple rules which have come down

to us from the great lawyers of Rome.

Few good works could be better on
the part of an Attorney-General,
We are not quite so sure as to another

legal plan, which we believe Mr. Mowat
has on hand. This is the extension of

the jurisdiction of the County Courts.

The rapidity and economy of the Ad-
ministration of Justice by these tri-

banale has made them popular; and
there can be no doubt that the people

feel that the Judges have done their
duty. But from the decisions cf the
Conaty Courts in suits for sums below

a certain amount, thercis no appeal;

and fees fur professiunal u«!rice carmot
be taxed. That is admirable so long as

the amounts at stake are rot very

scriour ; for providing litigants can en-
joy the satisfaction of fairly ‘‘ having it
out,” and getting an opinion from an

impartial authority, they had b-tter

have à prompt, though erraneous deci-

sion, than even a just decision which i-
long delayed. But whem considerable

sums are at stake, it may be questioned
whether this speedy justice is quite de-
sirable. When the matter is important

it may be well worth while to have prc-
fessional assistance, and even a second

exawination in case the first Judge

should seem to have been mistaken.
 

Tue Dury ox INDIAN Conx.— The Gor-
ernment have taken five cents a bushel

off all the corn which can be shown to be

re exported in the shape of starch. How

is this? We understood that high duties

were to create so much internal competi-

tion as to reduce the price of the things

taxed. Apparently, however, the starch

manufacturers have discovered and have

convinced the Government that a duty

added to the natural price makes things

dearer, Or is this proposition only true

in the case of corn ? Well, even then,

there is a class of people who, it would
seem, are as much entiiled to conpsidera-
tion as the starch manufacturers, though
we quite admit that the latter can fairly
elaim this particular benefit, notwithstand-
ing that it 18 granted in a manner which
conflicts wholly with the theory on which
Protectionists have argued, But why is
the cattle-raiser, who converts corn into
beef for exportation, not to get his raw
material as cheaply as the man who con-
verts the corn into starch. There 13 one
answer we suppose, and that is in the word
FARMER. For these people nothing has
been done, except on paper, and in fact
nothing can be done. It being now admit-
ted by this and various other reductions
made to suit particular interests, that it is
not the foreign exporter, but the hoime-
producer who pays the duty, will it not be
a good time, by another Order-in-Council
to take off the duty on coals ? Are there
not at least as many persons interested in
having fuel at a cheap rate, as there are in
the exportation of starch. And are not
these persons, many of them excessively
poor, fully as w rthy as the starcn-
makers of the consideration of a Govera-
ment which sets up for paternal.

Tue Wie Trane 1x Tus United
Stares.—The Trade Circular of Messrs.

Bonfort for January states that there has

been a large auzmentation in the impor-
tation of foreign wines into the United

States during the past year, running from

thirty to fifty per cent on the various qua-

lities. There had been such a falling off

during the past few years in the importa-

tion, that many had been led to believe the

an end. But with the revival of good times
has ceme a revival of this branch of
commerce, 80 that, says the circular, in
‘“ truth Amiericans are gradually ceasing
to be a cold-water driuking people as they
advance in civilization, culture and libe-
rality, and there need be no apprehension
of a failure of the demand for luxuries o*
moderate cost so long as times are fairly
prosperous.” The demand for Caliiorni.n
wines has gone on increasing simultaneous-
ly with that for foreign wines. These, it
is true it is said, have been largely used
‘or mixing, and have been soid under
foreign names ; but this will cease to be
the case as the American wine-makers
come to understand their business better,
and their wines secure à demand on their
own merits.

FIFTY-E!GHTH ANNUAL REPORT.

It 18 with feelings of profound gratitude
to Him, from whom all gocd things do
proceed, and without whose blessing all
human efforts would be unavailing. we
return thanks for the success that has at- |
tend-d our work for the past year, and
ascribe toHim, as is His due, praise and
teankegiving. Uninterrupted health has
reizned within our walls, and we have been
blessed with more than a sufficiency for all
ourne ds. From the Treasurer's accounts
it will be seen thut the total expenditure,
for the maintenance of the Institution for
the past year, amounted to nineteen hun-
dred and thirty-two dollars nine cents,
The further sum of two hundred and
nine:y-cizht dollars seven cents bas been
exp-nded in necessary alter-tions and im-
provements in the interior of the house.
It .7as feared, in the event of any infectious
disease appearing amongst the children
when isolation would be required, or. even
if their present number should he un-
expectedly increased, the accommodation
would not be sufiicient,and the questi-n was
raised,of either enlarging the building, or
rendering the present space more available.
The gentlemen of the Finance Committee
were consulted ; and, after mature delihe-
ration, it was decid d to alter the present
infirmary. which wou'd give the desired
rooms without changing the form of the
building. Two comfortable :ooms have
accordingly been made, whilst still leaviag
the infirmary more than amply large,
thorough ventilation has .een attended to,
and arrangements made for the heating of
the rooms, shouldthey be required in the
winter. The dining-room has also been
plastered and wainscoted, which tend to
ive it a much more comfortable and
omelike appearance. By the departure

from the city of Mrs. Freer, this Institution
has lost « much-loved friend. Forfourteen
years Mrs. Freer h 8 been connected with
this Asylum, during seven of which she
presided over its welfare as First Directress,
Many ofthe charities of this city can join
with us in regrets for her loss, but it is
onlr those Wno bad the privil go of work-
ng with her, can fully rea ise the untiring
zeal and interest which she manifested in
her labour of love and the minute and daily
supervision which she gave to the wefare
of the Asylum, making each child an object
of her personal thought and prayer, evea
after they had left tke shelter of our walls.
By the death of Mrs. Bond, another kind
and consistent friend has been called
away. For the past thirty years Mrs.
Bond has been à member of the Commit-
tee of Management, Whenit is considered,
from her position, how many and varied
were the calis upon her time and attention,
it is no faint tribute to render to her
memory when we say that sh was never
absent from h r duties ; ever ready to help
the or. han and destitute, and, leaing to
us the memory of x truly Christian life,
““ she doth rest Ë om her labours, and her
works do folluw her” Forty-seven chil-
dren have benefited by this Institution
during the year. Seven children have
been admitted ; six indentured ; and three
restored to relatives. There ase also Âf-
teen orphans placed as indentured appran-
tices in different parts of the Province,
for whose tenefit the 'I'reasurer has de-
posited at interest in the Savings Rank
the sum of $293.87. She also holds in trust
fortwenty o:phans, who have either com-
pleted their indentures or had money left
to them, the furthersum of $146.15. One
by has been benefit. d by the Reward
Fund on the satisfactory termination of
his indentureship. Our Superintendent
has this year, as usual, visited all the in-
dentured children in their respective
homes, and brou:ht back a very
satisfsctory account of them and of the
mutual good-will, and happy feeling ex-
18ting be ween master and apprentice.
In this connection we desire to record the
pleasure with which we have received a
very kind donation of (3 654) sixteen
doilars and fifty-four cents, from the
"Thanksgiving Services of the Union Con-
gregations ot Lachute,which, coming from
a place in the neighbourhood of which
fourteen of our childcen have been placed,
is, we feel, very «atisfactory, as evincing
that these children have attracted an in-
terest to the homo from whence they came,
and have, by their conduct, borne testi-
mony to the lessons of rectitude and
virtue, which we have endeavoured to in-
stil into their minds. It has ever been our
desire to make the children feel that the
mer=z drudgery of life, the common house-
holdroutine, can be made a means of
offering God service; and, wnile making

ASSOCIATION.

IHL 5. P. AND 1T3 TOTARIES.

From cur Special Corresp ndent.

Toronto, January 14.
The Ontario Manufacturers Asso=-

ciation met to-day at the Rossin
House. Mr. E. Gurney,jr., President, in
the chair. Adverting to the composition
of the Association, the President pointed
out that it was non-political in its com-
plexion,its motto be:ug the best means
to advance the industrial interests of
the country. The people of Canada,
with the advantages afforded them by
nature, were as capable of fulfilling all
the requirements of modern civiliza.
tion as any otker people. Prior to 1861
there hud been a few struggling fac-
tories in the Province, whch were
handicapped by American competition.
The American civil war had super-
vened, and bad brought a period of
prosperity to Canada, owing to the
large number withdrawn f:om the chan-
nels of production in the States; but a
reaction had set in after the war waa
over that bad resulted in making Ca-
nada a slaughter-market for American
manufactures. The experience gained
by these periods of prosperity and de-
pression had taught the lesson that our
existence as a community could never
be wholly independent of the Ameri-
can Republic, and that it would
be madness to inves: any large
capital here without reciprocity of some
kind. He then sketched the circum-
stances that gave 1ise to the agitation
for the National Policy, and referred to
the large majority by which it was car-
vied. It was, he contended, not a ques-
tion of partizanship, but a question as
to what was the best scheme for reliev.
ing the country front its ills. The
Tilley tariff was the boidest piecs of
levislation that had ever been accom.
plished in Canada, and he had the con.
fidence to predict for all classes of in-
dustry that their prosperity would be
equal to the hope of the most sanguine
of the supporters of that measure. Al-
ready it had become a success, and after
another twelve months of further suc-
cess it would b: hazardous for any
leader to put forward any measure for
its repeal, Meanwhile it would be the
business of the Association to promote
its success, which could be done through
the local press. He prayed the members:
to consider his words and continue the
vigilance they had displayed in the
promotion of the cause. There were
still sume of the industries of the coun-
try which were not yet relieved, and it
was the duty of those who had obtained
relief to stand shoulder to shoulder until
tney had what was right for all. Mr.
Gurney concluded by urging that
that those who had not sent in replies
to the printed schedule of enquiries to
do 80 at 0..ce, as it was important- that
full information should be placed be-
fore Parliament at the coming session ;
suggesting that a deputation be sent to
Ottawa to meet their fellow-manufac-
turers from the Lower Provinces and
co-operate with them in the work of
getting the Tariff made perfect.
- The Treasurer then read his annual
report, which was adopted, and Mr.
Gurney was unanimously re-elected
President. Speeches commendatory of
the Tilley Tanff, and in favour of con-
tinued efforts by the Association to get
it perfected, were delivered by several
members.

The ATTORNEY-GENERAL brought up the

report of the Committee on the Standing
Committees of the House.

Justice
Mackay, Hon. Mr. Ryan, and Mr. Watt,
were appointed to report oa the best
way to commemorate the bequest of the
late Mr. Gibb.

CHARITIES— FETE FOR THE SUFFrRERS

—REMINISCENCE OF THE FRENCH ARMY

From our Own Corr. spondent.
Paris, December 29, 1879.

The main topic of interest in this part
of the world ia the intecse cold from which
nearly the whole of Enrope ia suffering.
When the fountains in Rome are converted
into huge blocks of ice, when the laguaes
of Venice can be thrsæaded on foot, and the
country round Naples is covered with a
deev layer of snow, to the anazsment of a
population of whom the immesse mjority
know nothing of snow or ice, (xc-pting
from books and pictures and ‘‘travellsrs’
tal -8,” it is not strange that more norther-
ly 1-calities should be half fr: zen to death
a3 we in Poris are, at this present wri'ing.
The charity oË this country has been

brought out nobly in response tu the ener
getic appeals that hive been nddressed to
it under the excitement of a metaorclogical
visitation which has assumed the prepor-
tions of an immense public calamity.
Braziers in the open air at wh ch chilled
and blue-nosed rassers can warm their

hands and feet ia passing; warm halls,
where the poor can eater for reat and
warmth by day, for a rough tut comfort-

able bed at night ; sour-kitchens, where a
good, wholesome meal is dispensed, to those
who cam pay, at a penny, to those who
have not the penuvy, on presentation
of a ticket; distributions of fuel, focd,
warm ciothing, blankets, &:, to tne very
poor; acd the redeeming of articles of
clothing and bedding from pawn—such are
the prinvipal aids now being extended to
the poor «f this capital by the various
charitable crzanizations that have never
before been formed, and worked, on so
large a scale as at present. Tha number
of indigent people in Paris needing h lp,
and the inten ity of wretchedness which
the most energetic efforts of charity, public
and private c.r, alas! only lesser, are
greater at this time than they were a” any

period under Louis Philipps and under the
Empire. The Republican party is foresd
to admit this fact which, as a result of
statistics, canuoot be, denied ; it is being
roused to additional effort, in order to
counteract, in the minds of the masses, the
unfavourable state of things coneequent

on a bad harvest, stagnation of trade, and
political disquiet, and the unfavourable
comparison suggested by the activity of
the non Republican element in the work of
public assistance, which has hitherto con-
trasted so strongly with therapacity of the
Republicans in the feathering of their
nests,” and their indifference to the suffer-
ing of the pnorer classes of the pepulation.
The latter will thus, to a certain extent, be
the gainers by the spirit of rivalry which is
prompting the leaders of the opposing
political parties to out-vie one another in
the laudable endeavour to soften, as far as
practicable, tbe sufferings inseparable
from the incidence of cold and poverty.
The great fete got up by the Press of

Paris in aid of the sufferers in Murcia, and
of which one half of the profits, by request
of the people of Murcia, is to be kept for
the poor of this Capital, came off last
night with great eclal. The visit of in-
apection, a couple of days previously (the
entrance to which brought in & not incon-
piderable sum), showed that the affair
could hardly be anythiog than an immense
success, eo splendid, picturesque, charn-
ing and novel was the scene presented by
the vast interior of the Hippodrome, thus
metamorphored into a Spanish town, in
the midst of a representation of Spanish
scenery moet faithfully and successfully
copied from Spain itself. The regimental
bandsmen sent from Spain to teka part in
this splendid and most ingenious contriv.-
ance for rendering internaional charity a
pleasure to all concerned, arrived ia this
city several days beforehand, and were
warmly received and handsomely provided
for by the Festival Committee. These
bandsmen, 140 in number, belong to the
Engineere and Artillery, and were accom-
panied by twenty-five gendarmes of the
Civil Guard of Madrid wearing the tradi-
tional three-cornered bats and white belts,
the whole party being under the command
of two lieutenants and two conductors.

After such elaborate preparation, the
affair could hardly fail to be a splendid
success, and such, happily for the unfortu-
nate people for whom it had been got up,
ithas proved. The vast building was
crowded to its utmost capacity ; the
various concerts, the procession of real
Spaniards in real Spanish uniforms, cos-
tumes and toggery, the charming Spanish
ballet danced by the bewitching prima
ballerina of the Opera and her charming
troupe of ligtt-footed and lightly-habited
danseuses of that establishment, the illu-
mination of the pasteboard edifices of
Murcia, the improvised gardens and woods,
the heavy transactions in the lightest of
wares by the prettiest actresses of Paris,
all went off in brilliant style, and every-
body appeared to enter fully into the
spirit of the affair. Of the attractions
of the various shops which dealt in eat-
ables and drinkables, mainly Spanish
cakes, wines and chocolate, none were
more successful than the pretty dairy in
which a real Spanish cow contributed an

( apparently inexhaustible supply of milk ;
retailed to customers at a price something
like a franc the thimbleful.
The Spanish costumes and music were

enthusiastically applauded, but the Span-
iards themselves disappointed public ex.
pectation, very few of them being hard.
some or even good-locking. As for the
bull-fight people, their gay finery only
served to render yet more conspicuous the
fact of the extreme and whimsical ugliness
of the greater number cf them.
The actresses, who were all attired as

Spaniards, with the mantilla fastened on
the head with a flower, they performed
their part as saleswomen with a zeal only
equalled by the grace with which they
emptied the purses of all their customers.
Mile. Sarah Bernhardt had, among other
things, two really carious ¢ lots” te dic-
pose of, viz., a quantity of whistles and of
tambourines, specially imported frem
Spain for the occasion. Oa each whistle
a few words had been written by some
favourite French writer of the hour;
Dumas, junicr, Gondinet, Banville, Zola,
Augier, Sardou, Labiche, Castagnary, San-
teau, Coppee, being among the authors of
these autographs; the tambourines were
ornamented with a painting, water-zolour
drawing, or crayon sketch, by leading
artists, among them being Gerome, Bon-
net, Vollon, Carolus Duran, Worms, Bou-
langer, Laurens, Latour, Breton, Henner,
Ribot, Gervex, Manet, Poirson, Clavini,
Stevens, &c., each being signed by its
decorator. ‘lhese obj-cts, which wero
eagerly disputed and sold at high figures,
must have brought in a very lage suin.
Queen Isabelle, with a little Court, oceu-

pied the State box prepared for her ex-
Majesty, but the President's box was
empty. The Duke de Nemours and the
Countess de Paris honoured the fefs with
their presence, but, like Isabella II.retired
shortly after midnight. The drawing cf
the lottery has been put off for a few cays.
The prizes will be exhibited on Monday in
the Palace of Industry, and the drawing
will take place shortly afterwards, it being
found impracticable to arrange the drawing
in a house so densely crowded as was the
Hippodrome last eveaing. Altogether the
uffair has been a brilliant success in its
way. A telegram from Madrid informs
the Parisians that the Murcia Committée
of that city gave a serenade last night to
the French Ambassador there, and got up
a torchlight procession in honour of the
Parisian festival at the Hippodrome.

tf them by assault. It was a squadvon of
ha 5th Hussars, led by General Lahure,
who performed this strange feat of cap-

by land forces. Having arrived at Alk-
maer, in front of the Dutch fleet of the
Helder, and a few Eoglish merchant ves-
sels detained there by the ice, Lahure con-
ceived the daring idea of seizing the fl:et,
composing forty men-of-war and the mer-
chant sbips. He, therefore, set out, one
night, au the head of a detachment of Hus-
sars, e.ch trooper carrying an infantry-3ol-
dier behind him. At day. break, the cavalry
charged boldly forward over the iar, while
their comrades on foot commenced ooard-
ing the vessels. The crews, astounded by
this euddex and unheard-of mode of attack,
made butlittle resistance and quickly sui-
rendered to the French aoldiery. This feat
of arms, one of the most brilliant acaicve-
ments of General Laihure’s career, is com-
memorated by one of the most str.king
pictures in the gallery of Versailles.

Here, in the heart cf Paris, sea gulls
and other wild fowl are to be seen in great
numbers, to the great delight of the passers
over the bridges, who linger on their way,
despite the cold and biting wind, to watch
the unfortunate creatures coming up and
bobbing down again, through the holes
still left open in the ice. 'I'te crows in
the public gardens, rendered eanguinary
by hunger, are killing and devouring the
sparrows, with whom they have hitherto
shared the gardens in peace, but whom
they threaten to exterminate if this bitter
weather persists much longor.

The most close cal-
culating farmer will give a dollar for the
service of a choice ram for one of his ewes,
ag he knows that the dollar is well ex-
pended. ‘l'herefore the benefit of a pure-
bred ram, to the owner of a flock of fifty
ewes, is at least $50 yearly for tae lifc-
time cf the ram, which may be expected
to continue at least six or eight years, if
two years old when bought. Just now,
when it is the business of every farmer to
take advantage of the rising tide of pros-
perity, for which we have been waiting so
anxiously, it is opporiune to study over
this matter, and figure up how much
could be mide by procuring the service
of a first-class ram, while such animals are
to be purchased at reasonable prices.—
American Agriculturist.
