Sir:- Your editorial on the
Spence Report which appear-
ed in your issue of Septem-
her 29 is somewhat confus-
ing and contains at least one
contradiction. Or so it seems
to me.

At the outset you say that
the background of Mr. Jus-
tice Wishart Fleet Spence is
important, referring, obvious-
ly, to his early political ca-
reer as a Liberal, Yet later
you state, “A man who im-
pugns the integrity of our
Supreme Court in the person
of one of its justices —
whether acting on the bench
or in some parallel, vital cap-
acity — purely for reasons of
personal or political pique, is
unfit to be considered again
as Prime Minister of Can-
ada."

To my way of thinking, it
would seem that you are dis-
missing the Spence Report
early in the game because he
has a Liberal background,
was commissioned to do the
report by a Liberal govern-
ment, and is therefore ex-
pected to show extreme bias
on behalf of the Liberals.

You go on to say that
Pierre Sevigny ‘“stands iden-
tified by Mr. Justice Spence
with an apparent prostitute,
suspected one-time spy and
thief. More to the point. it is
suggested that, as associate
minister of national defence,
he lied concerning the extent
of this liaison to his prime
minister.”

Munsinger is not suspected
of all these things. She is ac-
cused, and there was cer-
tainly overwhelming evid-
ence given at the Spence in-
quiry to lead him to state
categorically that, indeed,
she was all these things. And
it is significant to note that
Sevigny did not defend her,
but rather defended his own
position by testifyving that
during the period of his
acquaintance with her. he did
not know about her back-
ground,

Change the method.

Sir: The Protestant School
Board of Greater Montreal
tries at all times to keep its
public informed om its acti-
vities through the press. This
is done generally by encour-
aging reporters to attend
meetings and to meet and dis-
cuss with members and of-
ficers topics of current in-
terest. Quite frequently press
releases are issued on special
subjects., As a result of this
policy many columns in our
newspapers are devoted to
educational matters and we
appreciate your interest and
cooperation in carrying much
of what is happening in this
important field.

Normally, the Board does
not resort to using the ‘“Let-
ters to the Editor"” columns
to reach your readers but in
recent days a number of let-
ters have appeared there on
the subject of tax assessment
equalization which call for a
reply through the same col-
umns. The letters seem to ex-
press a genuine desire for
more information on what is
recognized to be a problem
difficult to explain and, at
the risk of complicating an
already involved situation, I
am going to attempt to give,
as briefly as possible, an ex-

naive beyond belief to even
consider that Sevigny, as he
testified, on one occasion
slept through the visit to
Munsinger of two or more
paying customers.

And since the Spence Re-
port has been made public,
Sevigny has not denied any
of what you would call al-
legations (Spence call them
conclusions and facts) made
against him or his behaviour.

But his
blustering is about the fact
that the Liberals brought the
matter up in the first place
after so long, and pursued it
to the point of holding an in-
quiry. To him this was not
cricket.

But Diefenbaker was happy
when he could storm across
the House in support of Neil-
sen’'s accusations of such
mundane “crimes"” as Liberal
purchases of furniture with-
out down payments, But then
vou can buy from Woodhouse
without a down payment and
it never raises an eyebrow
in the House, Neilsen was
out to ruin the political ca-
reers of as many Grits as he
could, by whatever means
necessary. But we note that
he is silent now that it is
quite evident that his own
heloved Tories have the same
tar from the same brush of
scandal,

And where you suggest
that because of Diefenbaker’s
moumental ego he has failed
to turn the Spence Report
to his own advantage, vou
have not been observant of
late. At a time when Dalton
Camp was almost assured of
support in his “re-evaluation
of the Leadership” — get-
rid-of-Dief-campaign — Dief
has now the exquisite plea-
sure of once again seeing his
potential enemies line up be-
hind him. He boasted about it
last weekend in Quebec City
when he noted that these
crises have come up before,
but he has always beaten
them down and been re-af-
firmed as leader of the PCs.

planation of the Board's posi-
tion.

It is generally understood
by now that the responsibility
for equalizing assessments in
the twenty-one municipalities
is imposed upon the Board by
law. To carry out these ob-
ligations over the past ten
years the Board has hired at
considerable cost a firm of
expert appraisers to carry
out the work, In the past
two or three years The Mon-
treal Catholic School Com-
mission has become involved
by virtue of the fact that the
major proportion of the Neu-
tral Panel taxes goes into its
revenue, The Commission ap-
points its own firm of ap-
praisers which works in-
dependently. The findings of
the two appraisers are then
compared and reconciled.
The Board and the Commis-
sion then examine and ap-
prove the reports of the as-
sessors and issue the neces-
sary legal notices of the
changes required.

It so happens that the
Montreal Metropolitan Cor-
poration is required to make
a similar survey for the dis-
tribution among municipali-
ties of certain metropolitan
costs. Some differences do
occur between the combined
School Boards’ findings and
the Corporation's findings
and these discrepancies are
confusing to the public. What
should be pointed out, how-
ever, is that over the years
the two surveys have been
in general agreement. In any
one year the school assess-
ment in a municipality may
be higher than the metropoli-
tan figure but the reverse is
often true in another year.
To illustrate this I would like
to quote the figures for the
past three years in the muni-
cipalities where most protests
have arisen this year.

In Westmount the school
adjustment of 19% this year
is higher than the 129% im-
posed by the Metropolitan
Corporation. Last year both
agreed at 35% but in 1964
the metropolitan assessment
was 35% while the school
figure was only 25%.

In St. Laurent the figures
this year are 26% for schools
and 22% for the metropoli-
tan. For the two previous
yvears the figures in agree-
ment at 15% and 25%.

In Mount Royal the dis-
crepancy is greater in that
the school adjustment is
23.5% while the metropoli-
tan figure is 12%. Last year
the figures were 10% and 5%
respectively, The previous
year is difficult to compare
because the Board accepted
the new municipal roll while
the Corporation added 155%
to the old roll.

The question naturally
arises as to why there is any
difference between the two
firms of ‘“experts.” This is
difficult for a layman to an-
swer but I believe it can be
accounted  for by the fact
that there are two recognized
methods of approaching the
problem of equalization. The
first metrod is ‘“‘representa-
tive sampling” which entails
actual evaluation of a num-
ber of properties in each
municipality and comparing
the results with the values on
the municipal rolls. The sec-
ond is “sales ratios” which is
a comparison of values of
properties as shown by recent
sales and the values of the
same properties as listed on
the municipal rolls, In the
investigation carried out by
the Board's appraisers a com-

bination of both methods is
used in the belief that this
ensures more accurate re-
sults. The survey for the Me-
tropolitan  Corporation s
based solely on the recent
sales. Both are recognized
and accepted methods but it
is inevitable that some differ-
ences in result will oecur
where two approaches are in-
volved. The reports from
both surveys have been sub-
ject to protests, with the
M.M.C. receiving proportion-
ately about as many as the
Board. What should be clear-
ly understood is that the
firms engaged in this work
are fully competent in the
field and arrive at their con-
clusions only after they have
made exhaustive studies.
There is no question of
arbitrary figures being im-
posed on the taxpayers as
has been suggested.

I would like to turn now to
the matter of the board’'s de-
cision on the handling of the
many appeals, or protests, it
received. To do justice to the
Board’'s position it is neces-
sary to go back a few years
to the time when all appeals
were addressed to the Sup-
erintendent of Public In-
struction at Quebec. This of-
fice was abolished when the
present Department of Edu-
cation was set up and the
law, as amended at that time,
stated that all appeals would
henceforth be made directly
to the Magistrate's Court.
The P.S.B.G.M. was strongly
of the opinion that forecing
the small taxpayer to take
his case to court, with the
risk of considerable costs in-
volved, was grossly unfair.
Consequently, the Board
sought and obtained the pow-
er to consider appeals itself
and to amend its decision
where the taxpayer could
prove the equalization factor
was unfair in his particular
case, Acting with this author-
ity, the Board last year on its
own initiative granted a
"hearing” to practically all
residential property owners
who appealed and even
where no reduction was al-
lowed an opportunity was
given for explanation as to
why the decision was arrived
at,

The situation this year is
entirely different. Over 3,000
appeals were received and had
to be dealt with. This posed
a serious problem. Responsi-
bility for dealing with this
lay with the Board’s finance
commitiee and the members
of this committee discussed
the maiter at length on sev-
eral occasions before reach-
ing a decision. Two unsur-
mountable difficulties present-
ed themselves, The first was
lack of sufficent time to hear
all cases. On the basis of the
committee setting up three
revision boards and allowing
15 minutes for each hearing
it would require 250 hours for
each board to handle its quota
of 1,000 appeals. By sitting
three nights per week for 2':
hours per session it would
take about eight months to
dispose of all hearings, Against
this we have to place the fact
that the Board had to reach
a decision before October 8th,
1966 in order to allow the ap-
pellant 30 days in which to
exercise his rights to proceed
to the Provincial Court before
November 7th if he so wished.

The second difficulty was
just as great. Before sitting
down with a taxpayer to dis-
cuss his problem the board

must have the facts regarding
his particular property. This
would entail examining all
3,000 properties in order to
determine the real value for
comparison with the munici-
pal roll listings and the Mont-
real equivalents. This would
be a tremendous task taking
months to carry out and, in-
cidently at a cost of many
thousands of dollars other-
wise earmarked for education.

After careful consideration
of the factors just mentioned
the Board reluctantly con-
cluded that it would have to
reject all appeals without a
hearing. To attempt to hear
as many appeals as it could
within the time available and
to deny a hearing to the
others would, in the Board's
opinion, have been unfair to
the vast majority who would
be unheard.

Nevertheless, although it
formally rejected all appeals
the Board realized that some
of the appeals were from
people who, because of cir-
cumstances, such as having
reason to believe local assess-
ors had erred in establishing
values, had special reasons
for pressing their appeals. All
who felt they were in this
category were invited to re-
peat their appeals and these
cases are now being heard by
committees of the Board.
