Caunadian Emigration,
(From the Dublin Express,)

The following extract from a private letter
written by Mr. C. P. Roney, to & friend ‘in Dub-
lin, exhibits some singolar facts in connection
with emigration from this country:i—

“Instead of my being astonished at the im-
mense amount of emigration that has taken
place from Ireland during the last few years,
my sarprise is that the whole of its peasant pop-
ulation bas mot already come, either fo this
eountry, or to the United States. During the three
weeks that have elapsed since I landed, I have
travelled 1,850 miles by rail and steamboat; and
althongh T am told thatIhave not as yet visited
by any means the best portion of Canada (Upper
or Western Canada,) 1 have seen quite enough to
convince me of its inexhaustible resources, and
the glorious field that it is for the employment of
the Irish people. Far beit from me to wish to
persuade any man to leave his native country,
but if they do make up their minds to guit it
from what I gather, I should sey that the Cana-
das are preferable to the United States, especial-
ly to the poor emigrant who lands with scarcely
a shilling in his pocket, The moment the vessel
arrives at Quebee, (this is a port to which all
emigrants for Canada should come,) the men
are immediately engaged, either (or_the Rail-
roads, or for the Government Provincial works
now in course of construction. The wages for
laborers are about four shillings, British, per
day; they can be most comfortably Loarded
(with meat twice a day,) for about one shilling,
and allowing one shilling a day mora for other
expenses, it leayes a clear tWo shillings a day of

double the amount of timber now taken from the
district be continued for 500 years, it would not
exbaust it.

- The
farmers, four-fitths of whom are Irishmen, or the
sons of Irishmen, who came to this country as
Inbourers, and have purchased farms with their
savings, sell all their produce without ever going
to market, as the master lumberers purchase it to
feed the men in their employ. Iamassured that
Irishmen make better lumberars than the natives
of any other couniry; for it appears that the
good and abundant food that they begin
eating from the moment they arrive here,
expands, not only the muscular frame, but also
the intellect gand any one who has not seen the
contrast between the downcast, ill-fed and ragged
Irish peasant in his own countr_v,_and the same
man, after even a few.months’ residence in these
provinces could believe in its completeness. A
few days ago,ithe deiver of a stage coach, be-
tween two portions of the Ottawa unnavigable,
for steam vessels, bat shich the government 18
now rendering navigable, told me that he came
to this district in 1841, with one_dollar in" his
pocket, and I learned from a gentleman with
whom he had originally worked as a commonla
borer when he first came out, that he i3 now
worth £1000, and has a capital farm ; on my ex-
pressing surprise that a man like him could haye
an average savings of £80 a year since he ar-
rived, I was agsured-that so far from thisbéing a
solitary case, there was hardly an Irishman who
i3 industrions and temperate (the latteris just as
necessary as the former quality) that is not more
or less in the same position. For myself; T can
only say thatl have not geen an Irishman, since
my arrival, who has not an air of comfort, clean-
liness and indépendence about him. Butthere is
one attribute be never loses—the use of his yer-
nacular ; for the brogue of each county of Ireland
i heard on every side, in all its native pu-
rity ; it is indeed the true undying one. The

Mr. Susnirr SewaLt.—We find the following
letter in the Quebec Gazette of Monday last :—
To the Editor of the Queber Gazelie.
Mg. Epiror,—As many of my friends request me
to give st least some denial to the calumnies
with which I have been assailed,—I beg to state,
in as few words as will convey my meaning, that
I shall prove by affidavit at the proper time, that
the duty of striking the several Juries from the
eneral lists, a simple, official, routine duty, had
geen allotted years ago to the Deput_v-Shex_-nﬂ,
and has very generally been performed by him,
though sometimes, but very seldom by myself—
that on the occasion in question I was not called
upon to advise in any manner or way with the
Deputy-Sheriff, by whom, as he stated, the panels
were made up—that the Juries, Grand and Petit,
were 30 made up (pricked) from the general lists
on the 1st and 2nd June last.—That the sub-
penas were then made out by the elerk, Mr.
Gall—Iaid before me and signed by me in his
presence at different periods between the 4th and
6th—that all the subpenas were in the Bailiffs
hands before 4 o'clock on the 6th of Jnne—and
that the Jurors, Grand and Petil, were the identi-
cal Jurors pricked on the 1st and 2nd of June.
It is true, that a number of English Jurors, 1
believe about eighteen, were summoned under
subpeena dated the 30th of June, to snppl{ a
corresponding number not found by the Bailiffs
—but these will be ascertained to be the first eight-
een English names at the head of the new lists.
It was I who, in answer to an enquiry from the

Walker will, if he goes at all, go to Liverpool by
the Collins or Cunard line, and thence by the
Mediterranean and the British overland and
steamship transportation line to the East Indies
and the Celestial Empire.

It is, we should say, desirable that Mr. Walker
should hasten to the scene of his futuge diplo-
matic labors as soon as possible . iﬁ‘-int’er-
esting revolution is under way in the Celestial
Empire, the most curious and intéresting to
“ontside barbarians” of any in the histary of all
Asia for the last thousand years. The “evolu-
tionists, under the “ Prince of Peace” ape Gliris-
tians, whose religion has crept into the very heart
of China, in spite of Chinese walls and their rigid
exclusion of all outsiders, and who are propa-
gatiog the faith by fire and sword, according to
the most approved Oriental fashion, If they are
successful in elevaling to the throne of the em-
pire their chosen candidate, we may calculate
upon seeing the Christian religion iniroduced as
the law of the land, and upon a large opening
for all the blessings of civil and religious liberty
and free trade. If the revolutionists, on the
other band, are finally defeated, the “ powers that
be” will doubtless make some provision against
future difficulties of the same kind, by treaties of
slliance, offensive, defensive, and protective, with
foreign powers, In any such engagements we
may safely count upon England's prompt atten-
t:on_to h:x’lﬁommiminl interests. Hence the ne-

Tre Pacirie RairoAp.—If there existed any
doubt that the administration is fairly in for'the
Pacific Railroad,the following from the Washing-
ton Uhnion (which, we sappose, is authorative in
this instance) would be conclusive :— i

It may turn out, and we think it probably will
that the determination of the government to fur-
nish effectually aid in the construction of a road
through its own territory, wherein lie the great
physical obstacles, will give to the enterprise so
much certianty of success, that individual and
municipai capital will be enabled to construct
not only one but many diverging tracks throngh
the States through whose territory it may pass.
In that event the original strict doctrine of con-
struction stands intact. If it becomes necessary,
however, for the government to give aid to pri-
vate capital to promote the enterprise in the
States, then it does not follow that an appropria-
tion from the Treasury will be essential—the aid
may be derived from the public lands of those
States; and, in that event, the old strict con-
struction principle may not be disturbed. But
even if it becomes essential, in order to insure
the success of the enterprise, that money shounld
be appropriated by the government to be ex-
pended in aid of the work in the States, it may
be found, upon careful investigation, that the
power to protect our Pacific possessions, in obe-
dience to an express trust assumed by the gov-
ernment, may so far be regardedl as a specified
or express grant in the constitution as to au-
thorize the appropriation.

This corresponds with our own views, and
covers the whole ground from New York to San
Prancisco, including & new road across the Jer-
seys, in the teeth of Commodore Stockton and
company. Let the administration stick to it.—
There is no necessity for any further explanation.
—N. Y. Herald.
