LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Thursday, February 16.
The Speaker took the chair at three o’­

clock.
PROVINCIAL EXHIBITIONS.

Hon. Mr. ALEXANDER presented a peti­
tion from the Agricultural Society of the coun­
ty of Middlesex, praying that permanent build­
ings might be erected for the holding of Provin­
cial Exhibitions, and that no exhibitions of the 
Provincial Association be held in any place 
where such permanent buildings did not exist. 
The hon. gentleman remarked that manufac­
tures suffered considerably from the want of a 
suitable place in which to exhibit them when 
the shows were held at small places in tempo­
rary buildings-

ELECTION COMMITTEE.
Hon. Mr. DESSAULLES moved “ That this 

House disapprove of the warrant of the hon. 
Speaker laid on the table on Monday and ap­
pointing Messrs. Knowlton, Patton, Perry, 
Prin ce, Masson and Simpson to members of the 
General Committee on Elections for 1859.

Hon. Mr. DeBLAQUIERE said he could not 
charge himself that, during the eighteen years 
he had the honor of a seat in the Council, he 
had ever given a vote for a partizan purpose, or 
that he had ever regarded any question before 
the House than with the view of serving the in­
terests of the country. He looked upon the 
matter related in this motion as of the greatest 
importance—a subject in which the constitu­
tional rights und privileges of the people were 
involved ; for it effected the representation of 
the people in this House, and it was highly 
necessary that in cases of contested elections the 
members who are chosen to investigate 
them, should be impartial. It was a 
great principle that should be recognized, that 
the striking of the Election Committee should 
be impartial, and irrespective of persons chosen 
from one side of the House or the other ; that 
is to say, the committees should be chosen of 
equal numbers of those hon. gentlemen who 
supported the Administration and of those who 
were in opposition—the latter being in a min­
ority in this House, and therefore, it was the 
more necessary that their rights should be pro­
tected. He regarded the question in the same 
light as a man would regard a question which 
was about ^to be tried in a law court ; and the 
first enquiry that would be made was, are the 
judges impartial ?” Then, the Sneaker of this 
House, nnljlrH that of thp-Honse of Assembly 
was appointed by the Government ; and his acts 
would perhaps be looked upon as in a measure 
those of the Government. Then, how neces­
sary was it that the Government should take, 
care that not a breath of suspicion should rest 
upon them, that in judging whether a member! 
of this House was entitled to his seat in the 
House they should be impartial. He woulfi) 
vote for the motion. ^ -=— --------^-------------

standUhe reasonslpf his hon. friend for object­
ing , to the Committee. His hon. friend (Des- 
saulles) opposed it on the ground that the Op­
position was not sufficiently represented. 2e_ 
deprecated the introduction of party politics in 
that House^and challenged any hon. member to 
show when the House of Lords had ever been 
known as a political Hduse.V.Did he object to 
his hon. friend Patton? Had he not always 
exhibited perfect independence ? Then was 
the Hon. Mr. Simpson so decided an opponent 
ot the Ministry as to be unfit to sit on that 
Committee ? and so on of the gallant Colonel 
opposite and the rest of the members ; not one 
of them was obnoxious to the charge of violent 
partizanship. Then, as to himself (Prince) 
no member, he ventured to say, had introduced 
more useful biUs'in the House,'.some of them iu 
opposition'to the' views of the Ministry. He 
contended it was wrong to convert this House 
into a party political chamber, as the motion 
evidently intended to do. He was content to 
stand by the Speaker’s choice, and even to al­
low his name to be struck out, but the House 
might depend that if he was called to serve he 
would do his duty. ,

Hou. E, P. TACHE/said nis hon. friend [Des- 
salluesj was apparently desirous of being very 
logical, but he thought he had started from a 
wrong point. He believed the Committee had 
been struck very impartially, and he proceeded 
to show that Hon. Messrs. Masson and Simp­
son could not be accused of giving an undue 
support to the Ministry. As to Messrs. Knowl­
ton and jPrince, they were not always found 
voting with the Government. Then, he thought 
Lower Canada had no room to complain ot 
being insufficiently represented. Out of twenty- 
eight members from Lower Canada nine were 
absent or disqualified, and, considering their 
numbers, he thought the choice was rather 
favorable thau otherwise to them.

Hon. Mr. VANKOUGHNET contended that 
the Committee had been struck in good faith.

divide into Ministerial and Opposition, he 
thought it would be seen that those who would 
range themselves as the regular Opposition 
would be few. His hon. friend [DeBlaquiere] 
was so anxious to be and to appear right, that 
he had gone wrong. As to the propriety of 
having half of the Committee made up of the 
Opposition, so called, he said that, as it was 
so exceedingly small, he thought they had their 
fair share. If the Opposition were to be so 
strong on the Committee, surely the Govern­
ment ought to be represented there, too, by 
having one or two Ministers on it. He did not 
ask any such thing, nor did he think, any in­
justice had been done in the composition of the 
committee. The-G-overniaent did not, how­
ever, care one figlhow the committee was com­
posed^ and hèTheggêd to assure the gentlemen 
whose seats were contested, that hs_.would be 
glad if.they were able to retarn their places. 
Tffir'Sphaker was obliged by law to name the 
Committee, and he believed he had done so 
most impartially. He would not draw distin- 
tions between nominated and elected members, 

land he could not see why the life-members 
[should be put in an inferior position. He him- 
self would feel quite as safe in their hands as 
in those of the members who had been elected 
at excited contests, and who, therefore, might 
possibly be more or less possessed of the feel­
ings which such contests had excited. There 
were 19 members from Lower Canada andJM) 
from Upper Canada in the House, and in view 
of "these Siniresl the committee, he believed, was 
very judiciously composed. The Speaker had 
given two noininafed and four elected mem­
bers, and looking at the relative strength of
the races and that ot the two sections of the 
Province, he believed tlje ..Speaker had shown 
much care anil discretion. The simple ques- 

the Russel elections andti5h was not about 
frauds but whether the committee was so com­
posed as to afford a fair prospect that justice 
would be doue.

Hon. A. FERRIE had no idea that any in­
justice was intended ; but when he sàw thé list, 
he came to the conclusion that it was not fair 
to the party with whom he acted. He did not 
know whether or not the Opposition was or­
ganized, and he did not much care. All he 
wanted was good government, and he would 
ever be ready to support what he thought was! 
right and Oppose what he deemed wrong..----- <

Hon. Mr. FERGUSSON contended that there 
were two parties, and he himself was a party 
man, an old British Whig, who did not fear the 
people like his hon. friend (DeBlaquiere), who 
was a Tory, but at the same time a friend of the 
people. He did not believe there was any in­
tention in the Speaker’s mind to be partial, yet 
he agreed with those who opposed the compo­
sition of the committee.
' Hon, Mr. SIMPSON declared, on his own 
behalf, that he had always intended to act ac­
cording to his conscience. He had at first 
thought|there was to be no party spirit in the 
Hou&e,'but that idea had been disipated, for he 
had found there were strong Ministerialists, 
strong Oppositionists, and a larger number of 
really independent men. As to the old mem­
bers, he held them to have as good a right to be 
put on the committee as the others, and if his 
seat were contested, he would rather, he 
thought, be in their hands. When he had at 
first seen the list, he had said he did not like it, 
on the ground that there were not enough of 
the old members, and he would .be glad to re­
sign his place to make room.for one.of them.

Hon. Mr. KIERZpWSKI—This House was 
probably more conservative than the other, and 
it was right that it! should-‘he-so, but when 
members rose to oppose any measure of the 
Government they should not be accused of im­
proper motives. The House of Lords, to which 
allusion had been made, was hot an elective 

as this had . become/ The commiMee tobody,
try elections should be so carelulry selected as 
to insure' public confidence. Last year the 
selection of the General Election Committee in 
the other. House had been rejected on the ground 
thatdt was not impartially made, and we shoulil 
take care not to incur the. same suspicion. x 
^Hon. Mr. DESSAULLES was surprised at 
motives ascribed to him, especially as it seemed 
that he had been tfiought to insinuate some­
thing against some of the members of, the 
Ocmmittee. Now.he^hpdbeen particularly care­
ful so to gMard his. language as to make it impos­
sible that such an inference should be drawn. 
He always spoke with, diffidence, and felt he 
was. yet but.a very imperfect public man, but in 
certain cases, when duty called, he was oblig­
ed to speak, He had cited facts which were

nown, and he had a right to dd so, and, as it 
was known that the Russell and the Quebec 
elections had caused universal scandal, he felt 
that, in referring to them in argument, he was 
Inot transgressing any proper bounds. He, too; 
had come into the House as au independent 
man, but he had learned that there was some­
thing of the spirit of party in it after all, and 
as he did not approve of the principles upon 
which the Government was carried he telt 
bound to put himself in opposition to them.— 
He did not say that he would always oppose 
the Government—no, for when he could ap­
prove ot their measures he would be glad to 
assist iu passing them. However, with respect 
to the General Election Committee he main­
tained that the list would be regarded as par­
tial. People would say that tne Speaker was 
a Minister, and that he had named four Minis­
terialists and only two of the other side on the 
Committee. It was to prevent such a conclu­
sion that he opposed the selection made,. The. 
only way of quieting the public was to be not 
only impartial in reality but in appearance also, 
so that there could be no possibility of mistake. 
He had no oljection at ail to the nominated 
members, and he regretted that any should 
have been expressed. The suggestion of his 
hon. friend [Mr. DeBlaquiere] he thought was 
more likely to prevent the p'rôÿer attention to 
business than to expedite it. As to the law 
compelling the Speaker to act he admitted it, 
ibut in objecting to his choice he was alsowithin 
the limits of the law and the constitution. He 
did not all impugn the Speaker’s motives bat 
he regarded his choice as likely to create sus­
picion.

Hon. Mr. ROSS said that in the composition 
of commitiees, regard was to be had to the com­
plexion of the whole House. It was argued 
that the Committee was composed of four Min­
isterialists and two Opposition men, and an at­
tack was made against the Speaker on party 
grounds. Would it be right to allow the mem­
bers whose seats were contested to try their 
own cases? and yet if the claims of the Oppo­
sition were granted, they would have to be par­
ties to those trials. Regarding the competen­
cy of the nominated members, he held they 
were as fully adequate to serve on the Com­
mittee as the elected members, aud agreed iu 
what had been said on that subject by those 
who had taken that view of the subject.

Hon. Mr. PAT TUN—It was said that the mo­
tion was not intended to call in question the 
action of any party, if so, we had wasted our 
time in debate, but he regarded that motion as 
an attack on the Speaker’s impartiality. For 
one, he would be glad to be relieved of the duty 
of serving, for do what they would some one 
would be disappointed and dissatisfied. As to 
his hon. friend (Dessaulles) being' diffident he 
rather thought he showed great confidence‘in 
attacking both the Speaker and the members of 
the Committee named by him. '. He then went 
on to argue from the composition of the House 
that the Committee-represented it with extreme 
precision. Then, in relation to the alleged op­
position, he would refer to the question recent­
ly tried—the test question of removing the Seat 
of Government to Quebec, and from the vote 
then given, would it not be found that four Up­
per Canadians, supposed to be Ministerialists, 
had gone against the Government? Did not 
that show that they voted according to their 
conscience in relation even to the most impor­
tant Ministerial questions. Was it to be sup­
posed that four hon. members who took a 
solemn Bible oath to do their duty in any given 
case would falsify that oath for party purposes? 
Yet through the Speaker they had been attack­
ed as if they were capable of such injustice.

Hon. Mr. LATERRIERE was of opinion that 
there was no organized opposition in the 

■ House. But, there were Upper and Lower .Ca- 
da members, aud he thought the Committee 
should have embraced an equal member from 
each section. However, he believed the Com­
mittee even as composed would act impartial- 
ly.

Hon. Mr. MOORE did not impute wrongmo- 
tives lo the Speaker, nor did he object to the 
gentlemen named, but he thougiiLthe Speaker 
had committed a slight mistake. The impres- 
sion~would go abroadThat there had been par­
tiality and if any of the Lower Canadian mem­
bers whose seats were disputed were unseated 
there would be accusations of unfair dealing. 
In striking the committee equal representation 
should have been given to both sections of the 
Province. If this had been done and two of the 
members from Lower Canada had been French 
he was sure no exception would have been tak­
en to the warrant. As for himself he had al­
ways endeavored to act independently, and he 
would regret it much that the House should 
become a political arena. The vote of last Au­
gust in regard to the Brown^Dorion Government 
was however calculated to introduce party spirit 
in the House, and he had been very sorry when 
that motion had been made. As the House Was 
aot subject to dissolution a vote of confidence 
ir want of confidence could be of no force. 
The functions of the House had not changed by 
by its becoming elective, but it whs as before à 
power between the Crown and the people,

ELEC HON ComklTTEES.
Mr. BENJAMIN moved that the alphabetical 

list of members to serve oh election committees 
be referred to the’General Committees on Elec­
tions. ;

Mr. J. S. MACDONALD said he was still ot 
the opinion which he entertained the other day 
when the subject was before the House, that; the 
act did not give the House power to refer the list. 
The act only contemplated the reference of liatja 
daring the first session of Parliament. The 
English apt Says, “ Iu the first session of ever) 
Parliament Ida the next meeting of the House, 
after the Last day. allowed for receiviug Electiop 
Petitions, and in every subsequent session on the 
next meeting of the Bouse the Speaker shall la)

the General Committee of Elections.” These 
words, and in every subsequent session were 
ommitted in our act. When the subject was last 
under discussion, Attorney General Macdonald 
stated that the 160th .section of our act supplied 
the omission. But upon examining that clause 
he found that it contained no such provision. 
The hon. member here read the section, which he 
contended applied to a totally different case.

Attorney-General MACDONALD said there 
had been a list every session since 1851. Why 
does the hon. gentleman bring up this question 
now, except it Is out of a partizan spirit.

Mr. J. S. MACDONALD—The Hon. Attorney 
General may enjoy that opinion as long as he 
pleases. But why should the Speaker throw this 
bombshell amongst them ? Whether it had been 
the practice before or not be could not say, but 
hâyingbeen brought before them by the Speaker, 
the House was bound to look into it.

;Hon. Mr. CARTIER—The Hon. member (Mr. 
J. S. Macdonald) prelends there is illegality in 
tile proceeding, buthe does not study the proper 
time to attend to the matter—the rights of the 
party he advocates may be injured by such a 
course. He ought to wait until a case arises. 
He-should wait uutil the list had been referred, 
if there was any illegality in the course of pro­
cédure afterwards, there would be time to protect 
the injured party.

Mr. MACDOUGALL expressed his surprise at 
the remarks of the bou. Mr. Oartier. If he bad 
read the clause of the act he would have seen 
that this was the only time when the House could 
décide upon this question. (Hear, hear.) The 
hon. member contended that there was an omis­
sion in the law, which would require to be sup­
plied by an Act of Parliament. It was not a 
que ition of strict construction, or of Liberal con­
struction but one where a whole sentence re­
required to be supplied.

Attorney General MACDONALD said the hon. 
gentleman had completely justified the course ta­
ken by the Administration last Session, in judg­
ing of such a question as a Judicial body. The 
Government took the ground that they were 
bound to support the law of the land, without re­
ference to parties and particular circumstances. 
They contended that they could not go in con­
travention of a distinct provision in the law. 
But there is ihe provision in the law of 1851, 
which says the House is here for the purpose of 
providing for such an omission as that which has 
been referred to. by the hon. gentleman. The 
new list in his opinion ought to go. But it was 
a matter of very little consequence whether the 
present list or the list of last Session was adopt­
ed. If they could not make a list for this Ses­
sion—it was quite clear that the old list of last’ 
Session must go, and they would find that they 
would have exactly the samélresult, because the 
general election committee have power to amend 
that list from time to time, and it would be well, 
he thought, for the House not to alter the prece­
dent they had set. The bon. gent’eman contend­
ed, in conclus’on, that the 160th clause provided 
against the difficulty.

ADer some further remarks from Mr. SAND- 
FIELD MACDONALD and Mr. BROWN,

Mr. MOWAT, after some reference to the 
election of the hon. member for Haldimand, 
which was to be contested this session, said—It 
was a very important thing for the House to 
know whether thi Government will look at an 
act one session in one way and in another ses­
sion in a spirit altogether opposite. If the spirit 
fa which this act was continued last session was 
the proper spirit, there was no remedy this ses­
sion for any election petitions. But he was 
bound to say that it would be wrong for the 
House to act upon this spirit. He had come to 
the conclusion that there was a remedy for this 
statute. He quite agreed, however, with the 
hon. member for Cornwall, that the 160th section 
did uot apply. Although they were not at 
liberty to strain the language of the act to meet 
any party purposes, they were bound to strain 
it as much as they coul 1 ’o meet the difficulty 
which presented itself this session, The hon. 
member went’on to show that it was at least not 
improper that a new list should be made up and 
acted upon. He was in favor of proceeding, and 
did not think any new legislation necessary for 
the purpose.

The motion was carried after 3ome_further re­
marks.

ELECTION OE REEVES.
Mr. GOWAN introduced a bill to provide for 

the election of Reeves and Deputy Reeves by the 
people.

IMPRISONMENT FOR DEBT,
Mr. GOV7AN introduced another bill to pre­

vent arrest for debt, except iu certain, cases, by 
the Court of Chancery. Its object was to pre­
vent that arrest which was made by the court, 
nominally for contempt, but really because debts 
were not paid which it had ordered to be liqui­
dated.

Hon. J. S. MACDONALD said it would be 
found a very difficult thing to interfere with the 
Court of Chancery.

Hou. Mr. MERRITT said he hoped the Court 
of Chancery would be altogether abolished here, 
as it w»s on the other side. He was in favor of 
individual liberty.

Mr. GOWAN said he, too, was in favor of 
abolishing the Chancery Court. But some legal 
member would be the best to take it in hand. 
(Voice—“ Mowat, Mowat,” and laughter)

Mr. SIMPSON sah he hoped the bill would be 
made to apply to other courts besides the Oburt 
of Chancery, in which cases of great hardship 
had occurred since.the last session. (Hear.)

Hou. Mr. MOWAT said the Government were 
to blame for having left the law so long in its 
present state, allowing of imprisonment for debt 
in any case,. (Hear.) They had broughtin a bill 
last year for the abolishment of imprisonment 
for debt, but they had confined it to civil actions 
alone. He had prepared an amendment to make 
the act apply to all equitable debts, in all courts, 
but owing to the fact that, at an opportune mo­
ment, he and som* of his friends had been turned 
out of the House, he had been unable to do so. 
He understood, however, that hisfriend tbemem- 
berfor South Hastings bad introduced an amend­
ment for the same purpose, but in vain. For his 
part, he was in favor of the bdl as it stood. 
(Hear, hear.) .—1^

Hon. Mr. ALEEYN brought up from His Ex-7 
cellency copies of despatches and other docu­
ments on the intercolonial Railway.

year (1857), when Messrs. Macdonald and 
Rose from Canada, and Messrs. Johnston and 
Archibald from Nova Scotia, again made ap­
plication to the Home Government and sub­
mitted to Mr. Labouchere a proposition for the 
completion of this Railway.

The undersigned have thus but briefly refer­
red to the action in relation to this question as 
between the Imperial aud Colonial Govern­
ments knowing Sir, as they do that you, are 
fully acquainted with its history in all its doc­
uments and despatches alluded to will be more 
convenient and satisfactory to j’ou than a repe­
tition of their contents.

It must be borne in mind, however, that the 
state of the question in the Colonies interested 
has been materially changed since* the corres­
pondence with Earl Grey and Sir John Pak- 
ington.

At that time Canada, New Brunswick and 
Nova Scotia had not in fact taken any step in­
curring debt or liability for the purpose of aid­
ing the project and it is proposed here to state 
briefly what has been done and what liabilities 
incurred, in the respective Provinces towards 
carrying out this^ great Imperial and’Provin- 
cial work. Canada nas not only provided for 
the construction of a line of Railway from 
Quebec to Montreal and thence westward pass­
ing through Kingston and Toronto to the west­
ern boundary of that Province at Sarnia the 
foot of Lake Huron, but forty miles below Que­
bec have been made and are now worked for 
traffic, and during the next year a further dis­
tance of 70 miles to Riviere du Loup now being 
made comprising in the aggregate 110 miles 
below Quebec, or 864 miles iu all from Riviere 
du Loup to Sarnia will be completed at a cost 
to the Province of £3,111,500 sterling raised 
and paid out since 1852 to aid in the construc­
tion of this Railway and involving an annual 
charge upon the Revenues of the Province 
to the extent ot £186,000 steriing.'.Vjfrom Ri­
viere du Loup to the New Brunswick frontier, 
the distance to be yet made depends upon the 
route selected, the shortest distance being about 
50 miles. And there will then be a continu­
ous line of Railway throughout the entire 
length of Canada from its extreme eastern 
boundary on the New Brunswick border to its 
western boundary at Sarnia on Lake Huron.

In addition to this large outlay Canada will 
contrit)ùîêTtiB""Sum oi twenty thousand pounds 
sterling annually',to aid in raising the capital 
for the completion of this important work.

New Brunswick has incurred a heavy debt 
in the construction of Railways. Upon the 
completion of the unfinished portion of the 
road between Shediac and the city of St. John, 
a distance of 110 miles which are now under 
contract ; her total expenditure for the con­
struction ofrail ways will exceed £800,000 ster­
ling for which she will be subject to the pay­
ment of annual interest of £48,000 sterling.—. 
She has already given one hundred thousand 
acres of land to the Saint Andrew’s and Quebec 
Railway and Land Company, and has pledged 
a further large grant of land and agreed to pay 
an annual sum of five thousand pounds sterling 
to the same company on certain conditions, to 
assist in the construction of a railway from St. 
Andrews to Woodstock, a distance of eighty- 
five miles, sixty miles of which will be finished 
this autumn. Notwithstanding these large ex-

On financial grounds we therefore do not hesi­

tate to state our conviction that a large reduc­
tion may be efiected in existing charges noon the 
British revenue, whde at the same time, the other 
and more important Imperial political obl jects 
will be attained.

We have now fully stated our views on this 
important subject, and it only remains for us to 
i xpress our hope that if Her Maj-sty’s Govern­
ment are desirous of extending their aid, they 
may be pleased to jdvise us of their views ; and 
should they not be prepared to adopt the orecise 
scheme submitted by us, ihat they will be pleased 
to inform us of the mode by which they consider 
the object can be attained more consistently 
with the interests ot .the Imperial Government.

We may add, that if it should be mori consis­
tent with your views to grant aid to this pro­
posed Railway by way of subsidy for the ser­
vices hereinbefore enumerated instead of an ab­
solute grant of money, it would equally meet the 
expectations and desires of the several Colonics.

Nova Scotia before the close of this year, 
will have opened for traffic sixty-one miles of 
the Trunk line from Halifax to Truro, and a 
branch line of 31 miles connecting the main 
line with Windsor, and the fertile counties of 
the western portion of the Province, on the 
basin of Mines has been in operation since June 
last.

This portion of the Trunk line has cost about 
£500,000 sterling,', and the Windsor branch

Despatches on the North West Territory.
—Among the papers submitted to Parliament 
since the opening, are a series of despatches 
relating to the North West Territory. From 
these, it appears that the Colonial Secretary 
has proposed to the Hudson Bay Company the 
submission of the whole question of their rights 
to the Judicial Committee of the Privy Coun­
cil, with the concurrence of Canada and of the 
Hudson Bay Company. Such a step, he tells 
the Company, would afford a tribunal pre-emi­
nently fitted for the dispassionate consideration 
of the question at issue : it would secure a 
decision which would probably be rather of the 
nature of an arbitration than of a judgment, 
and it would furnish a basis of negotiation on 
which reciprocal concession and the claims for 
compensation could be most successfully dis­
cussed. At the same time, he informs the Com­
pany, that in case of their declining, he will 
take steps to test all their claims in the Courts 
of law.

If, on the one hand, the Company will 
meet Sir E. Lytton in finding the solution fora 
recognized difficulty, and will undertake to 
give all reasonable facilities for trying the 
validity of their disputed charter, they may be 
assured that they will meet with fair and liberal 
treatment, so far as Her Majesty’s Government 
are concerned; but if, on the other band, the 
Hudson’s Bay Company persist in declining 
these terms, and can suggest no other practi­
cable mode of agreement, Sir E. Lytton must 
hold himself acquitted of further responsibility 
to the interests of the Hudson’s Bay Company,

RACES 0E THE MONTREAL SNOW 
SHOE CLUB.

Pursuant to announcement, the race of the 
Montreal Snow Shoe Club for the Silver Cup 
presented by Lieutenant-General Sir William 
Eyre, took place at the Mile End course on Sa­
turday afternoon, at three o’clock.

A considerable time before the hour named 
for the race, a number of ladies and gentlemen 
had taken their place on the grand stand, and 
at three o’clock the course might be said to be 
crowded. Great interest seemed to be taken 
in the race, judging by the number present, and 
the curiosity evinced in all the details.

A few minutes after three o’clock, His Excel­
lency Sir Wm. Eyre, lady, and Staff; Colonel 
Thackwell, Major Whitmore and ladies, took up 
their position on the Stewards’ stand. The 
members of the Club about to compete for the 
cup shortly afterwards made their appear­
ance, ready and eager for the struggle ; their 
names are as follow :—

Mr. Hughes, Mr. M‘Cullocb, Mr. Coffin, Mr. 
Dougall, Mr. W. Stanley, Mr. Mack, Mr. Dowd, 
Mr. M’Oord, Mr. Macfarlane, Mr. H. Maodougall, 
Mr. Murray, Mr. Hardisty.

The above twelve gentlemen having been 
ranged abreast, at 25 minutes past 3, order to 
start was given ; the race being five miles, 
three times round a course a mile and two-thirds 
in length. The twelve dashed away in tine 
style. For the first quarter of a mile they 
seemed to be abreast, then, owing to the nature 
of the ground, were hidden from the observa­
tion of the spectators. When next seen 
they were in Indian file, Stanley leading, 
Hughes second. When they had nearly finish­
ed the first mile one of the twelve droped off ; 
the distance between the others now began to 
increase, and on reaching the stand the first 
time, they came up in the following order :—

- 17m. 40s.
- 18m. 10s.'‘r

It is only fair to add that in such case the 
renewal of the exclusive license to trade in any 
part of the Indian Territory—a renewal which 
could only be justified to Parliament as part of a 
general agreement, adjusted on the principles 
of mutual concession—must become impossible.

The Hudson Bay Company, through its 
Deputy-Governor, Mr. Barens, not unnaturally 
object to admit arbiliation on a point, about 
which they allege that there can be no dispute. 
Mr. Barens says that in 1850, without any con­
sent being asked from his Company, the Law- 
Officers of the Crown recommended the com­
plainants against them to embody their state­
ment ot grievances in a petition to the Queen, 
and these officers further advised that this peti­
tion should, by the Queen, be referred to the 
Judicial Committee of the Privy Council. No 
petition, nowever, was then presented ; and it 
was distinctly stated by the Law-Officers of the 
Crbwn, that if the proceedings recommended 
by them were taken, they must relate only to 
ihe subjects mentioned in the petitions to Par­
liament, which were questions as to rights 
under the Hudson Bay charter, and not to ques­
tions respecting the validity of the charter 
itself. The reply proceeds thus :—

In the month of July, 1857, a communication 
was made to this company by Air. Labouchere, 
the then Secretary of State for the Colonies, 
calling the attention of the company to a state­
ment received from the Law Officers of the 
Crown, having reference solely to the question 
of the geopraphical extent of the territory 
claimed by this company, as included in the 
grant by their charter, recommending that the 
subject should be leferred to the Privy Council, 
and stating that this could not be done, except 
by the consent of both parties, namely, Canada 
and this Company. In reply to this commu­
nication, the Governor of the Company inform­
ed Mr. Labouchere, under date 18th July, 1857, 
that the Directors of this Company would be 
prepared to recommend to their Shareholders 
to concur in the course suggested.

The suggestion now made to the Company, 
as set forth in the address to Her Majesty, from 
the Canadian Legislature, and to which my 
letter of the 12th ultimo had reference, is that 
they should give their consent to an inquirjJ 
before the Judicial Committee of the Privy 
Council, which inquiry is to involve not mere­
ly the question of the Geographical boundary 
of the territories claimed by them, but to chal­
lenge also the validity of the Charter, and as a 
consequence, all the rights and privileges which 
it professes to grant, and which have been ex­
ercised by the Company for a period of nearly 
200 years.

If such an inquiry should be gone into in the 
manner suggested by the Law Officers of the 
Crown, in 1850, the Company will now, as it 
was then, be prepared to appear on that inquiry 
in support of their rights, but in that event no 
consent on their part will be necessary, nor as I 
have already observed, was any consent asked 
for or suggested when the former enquiry was 
contemplated. But if the validity of their 
Charter itself is to be called in question, the 
Committee feel that in justice to their Share­
holders it would be impossible for them to be 
consenting parties to proceedings instituted 
with such an object.

The Company has at all times been willing 
to entertain any proposal that might be made 
to them for the surrender of any of their rights, 
or of any portion nf their territory ; but it is one 
thing to consent for a consideration to be 
agreed upon to the surrender of admitted 
rights, and another to volunteer a consent to 
an inquiry to cail these rights in question.

While, therefore, I and my colleagues in the 
direction of the Hudson’s Bay Company, are 
anxious to do all th^t we can, consistently with 
our duty to our Shareholders, to meet the 
wishes of Her Majesty’s Goverment and of the 
Canadian Legislature, we feel that we cannot 
return any answer to your letter of the 3rd in­
stant, than that which is conveyed by the letter 
on the same subject, which 1 bad the honor of 
addressing to you on the 12 th ultimo,

CROWN LANDS REPORT FOR 1858.
The Report of the Commissioner of Crown 

Landrfor 1858 has been laid before the House. 
In Lower Canada during the year 183,345 
acres of land were surveyed, of which 49,153 
acres were sold, and 1,100 granted gratuitous­
ly. The amount of purchase money is $22,- 
249. The surveys have been divided over 
thirteen counties. In Bouchette, Ottawa coun­
ty, 4,200 acres have been surveyed, in DeSala- 
bery on the river Rouge, 22,000 acres. In Ka- 
mouraska county, 76,000 acres, In the town­
ship of Maria on the Bay of Chaleur, 21,940 
acres. In Chicoutimi to the west of Lake St. 
John, 21,540 acres. In the township of Ash­
burton, Montmagny county, 31,263 acres.

Of the Lower Canada Clergy lands, 4,116 
acres were sold, the purchase money for which 
amounts to $3,809. The net proceeds last year 
including instalments, rents, interest, inspec­
tors’ fees and timber dues was $7,036, 54. Be­
sides this, the Jesuits’ estates yielded $20,057, 
and the Seigniory of Lauzon, $6,019. The 
gross receipts from the Crown Domain in Low­
er Canada for 1858 were $7,811, the expenses 
$2,148, leaving a net revenue of $,5663.

In Upper Canada the sales of Crown Lands 
during the year amounted to 121,603 acres, 
the Durchase money to $138,693 6c. The 
gratutious grants to 55,700 acres. 307,559| 
acres were surveyed ; and 1,193,057| acres, 
sub-divided into farm, park and town lots are 
now disposable. The gross amount of collect­
ions was $100,819 10c, from which deducting 
$118 25c refunded, there remains a balance of 
$100,700 85. The surveys were principally 
in the townships on the Mississippi, Frontenac, 
Addington, Hastings, Bobcaygeon, and Mos- 
koka roads and to the north of the Sault Ste. 
Marie, and south of Lake Nippissing. On the 
Mississippi road,leading from the Rideau Canal 
by the town of Perth into the interior of the Ot­
tawa country: 105,763 acres have been laid out 
into farm lots, and 126,000 acres are in pro­
gress of survey. In the townships of Anglesea 
and Denebigh, on the Addington road, 15,000 
have been laid out in 100 acre lots, and the 
survey of Abinger is being proceeded with. In 
the vicinity of the Bobcaygeon road, 52,000 
have been laid out in farm lots, and four town­
ships in a fertile tract of country to the north 
of Sault Ste. Marie, having been subdivided, 
will soon be offered for sale en bloc.

Upon the Opeongo it is reported that there 
is a population of 784 souls ; 800 acres of land 
were under crop last year, the value of which, 
together with the potash manufactured, is es­
timated at $96,696. Upon the Addington road 
there are 149 actual locatees ; 189 acres were 
under crop last year ; the value of which is es­
timated at $10,990. On the Hastings road the 
population is 683 ; 598 acres under cultivation, 
value $21,808 ; and on the Bodcaygeon road, 
population 538 ; 404 acres cleared, and 91 
houses built.

In Upper Canada 25,812| ares of Clergy 
Lands were sold, the purchase money for which 
amounts to $53,761. The gross amount col­
lected during the year amounted to $110,320 ; 
the expenses were $7,985, making the net re­
ceipts $102,335. Of Grammar School Lands 
5,644 acres were sold for $11,469. The gross 
receipts $14,184 ; the net, deducting expenses, 
$13,333. Of the million acres of land appro­
priated for creating a Common School Fund, 
only 25,588^ acres remain unsold. Last year, 
3,571 acres were disposed of, the purchase 
money for which amounted to $9,930. 
The gross receipts were $24,916, expenses 
$1,746 ; net revenue, $23,169. The amount of 
revenue accruing from ground rents and timber 
dues during the year, was $202,942 34, and 
from the Government Slides $29,682,08 making 
a total of $232,624,42. The gross amount of 
ground rents and timber dues collected, was 
$276,166,27, and from the Government Slides 
$32,664, including payment of outstanding tolls 
making a total ot $308,830 27. The amount 
paid for collecting ground rents and timber 
dues, [the salaries of the staff at head-quarters 
not included, nor $745,18 refunds] was $24,868,- 
49. The charges against the slides were $1,000, 
and making a total of $29,863 49. No annual 
returns have yet been received from the Sa­
guenay and Madawaska territories. They 
would have added about $19,000 to the revenue 
accrued. $1000 only was received on account 
of Mines, that sum being the fee of a license on 
the westerly shore of Lake Superior.

The Ordnance Lands transferred to the Pro­
vince have an area of 90,000 acres, scattered 
through the Province from Temisco uta, in the 
east of Lower Canada to Amherstburg, and 
Penetanguishene in the north and west of Up­
per Canada By order of Council, lands at 
Amherstburg, Chatham, Lyons’ Creek, Chip­
pewa. Queeuston Heights, Town ot Niagara, 
Pelham Farm, Shorthills, Burlington Heights, 
Prescott, and Cornwall, in Canada West ; and 
lands at Three Rivers, Laprairie, St. Johns, 
South River, Chambly, Chateauguay, and Co­
teau du Lae, in Canada East, have been order- 
ered to be surveyed and set off, to be offered at 
public competition, so soon as the improved 
tone of the market may render it expedient. 
Surveys have also been made of town lots at 
Three’Rivers, St. Johns and Niagara, which 
will be placed in the market. A portion of the 
Toronto Garrison Reserve or Common was of­
fered to public competition, on the 15th of De­
cember last past ; twenty-two lots were dis­
posed of, realising a sum of $14,327 50 to be 
paid in ten instalments, with interest, equal to 
an average value of $13 per foot, or $1,250 per 
acre. The total revenue from the Ordnance 
Lands of 1858 was $15,127 50, apart from a 
sum of $788,54, received after the close of the 
above account, bnt which ought to be credited 
as receipts of past year. The expenditure 
amounted to $8,310 45, with a refund to the 
War Department of $7,362 65, for arrears er­
roneously collected for that Department in 
1857.

The revenue from 
the Parcels’ Post will probably amount to £600 
in the first year ; £2,000 has been received 
from the sale of half-penny stamps and from 
postage stamps generally—£19,103 6s. 3d. or

letters were registered. There were 202,034 
dead letters. Sixty new offices have been added 
to the list ; that 350 miles of new routes have 
been organized ; that 9.800,000 letters and 13,- 
500,990 newspapers have passed through the 
post during the year 1858—the newspaper cir­
culation having somewhat diminished.

City Taxation.—Elsewhere will be found, 
in our usual report of the proceedings of the 
City Council, a statement of the alterations 
which it is proposed to make in the draft of 
the law, which will be submitted to the Legis­
lature for the amendment of our Act of Incor­
poration in respect to taxation.

Inspection and Drill of No. 4 and 5 Com­

The Inspecting Officer 
accompanied by Lieutenant Colonels David, 
Wily*and other Officers of the Active Force, 
having been received in the usual manner, in­
spected the Companies minutely, after which 
they were put through the manual and platoon 
exercise by Major Devlin. These were perform­
ed with a steadiness and correctness worthy of 
the regular service. After this they were 
wheeled into open column of sub-divisions, and 
told off for battalion drill in four divisions, un­
der the command respectively of Captain Mul" 
lins and Serjeant Gillies of No. 4 Company 
and Serjeant Donnelly and Ensign Roaney of 
No. 5 Company, and put through a variety of 
complex manoeuvres, adapted to the locale ol 
the drill by the Major commanding—such as 
firing and retiring by alternative divisions— 
changing front by the countermarch of ranks— 
also by the wheel and countermarch of sub-di­
visions round the centre—forming square and 
receiving Cavalry—Charging bayonets with a 
wild war cry like the celebrated “Faugh a bal- 
lagh of the Connaught Rangers, that was wont 
to chill the blood of their enemies on many a 
deadly field.

The inspection was closed by an advance in 
review, order and salute. .The Inspect­
ing Field Officer complimented Major Devlin 
on the high state of efficiency and soldierly ap­
pearance of the body under his command, than 
which he was satisfied none more efficient nor 
in better discipline was to be found in the Actiye 
Force. The gallery of the riding school was 
filled with spectators, amongst whom we ob­
served a number of ladies, for whose delecta­
tion, during the intervals of the drill, Prince’s 
band discoursed some martial strains in their 
usual effective manner. Though a lit­
tle out of place, perhaps, we may add 
here that we understand this band is to 
give a concert on ;the 7th proximo, and it is 
to be hoped that the citizens will show their 
sense of its merits by giving them hearty en­
couragement. A good band is really a great 
public advantage.

Where all deserve equal praise it is difficult

Dougall, who came in second, was the theme of 
general admiration, when it was remembered 
that he was, perhaps, the youngest of the party 
not being much over 18 years of age.

POLITICAL SERVICE OF THE ENGLISH 
CHURCH ABOLISHED.

CORRESPONDENCE.
To the Editor of .the Montreal Herald.

Montreal, 19th Feb., 1859.
Sir,— The letter of your correspondent 

“ J. S. Harolds Cross,” in yesterday’s Herald 
well deserving the attention of the Post Office 
Department. None have a fuller experience of 
the insufficiency of the Postal Delivery by the 
Letter-Carriers than the residents ot McGill 
Street and College Street ; they have a good 
reason to be dissatisfied with the way in which 
it is conducted. The mails are not distributed 
in jihese streets—although within a few minutes’ 
walk of the Post Office—till late in the day; 
and judging by the post-marks, some of the 
letters have been in the possession of the 
Letter-Carriers for two days. Whatever is 
the cause, the fact is certain, that those who 
do not keep boxes at the Post Office are badly 
treated, not, it is to be hoped, from any dehbe- 
rate wish to this effect, but probably from love 
of ease. Progress is the order of the day, and 
the Post Office Department is expected to keep 
up with the times. It is doubtless owing to the 
suggestions of “ J. S, Harolds Cross” that we 
have the improved postage stamp now in use, 
and I earnestly trust that he will continue per- 
severingly to' urge the peculiar claims of .the 
“outside public” to a more frequent and’re­
gular delivery of the mails. . Two deliveries 
daily, as proposed, would conduce materially 
to the public convenience and ^rove, .a source 
of income to the Depaitment as well.

Any one whose misfortune or whose folly it 
has been to move very often, knows what it is 
to come upon the relics of long bygone days. 
There is this flower from that meacow, this 
sugar ornament from that Twelfth-night ; this 
worstedwork, those nursery rhymes; this 
child’s broken coral ; those crystals and 4sea 
shells ; that invitation-card ; the faded roses and 
broken coronets of those acted charades ; and 
other tokens more mournful, yet not so heart­
rending. Would that they had gone the way 
of earthly vanities long ago ! But now it costs 
a greater effort to destroy them than to return 
them to the battered old lockless, handless 
trunk, in which they ha-ve fitly lain these twen­
ty or thirty years. Take a man even at five- 
and-twenty, when regrets are beginning to ac­
cumulate, —what had he best do with mere 
memorials? Destroy them. Keep them no 
longer than you would wear your hatband. 
You have to live for some other purpose than 
to collect a museum ot life-relics..

The Royal Proclamation, therefore, forbid­
ding the performance of the three historical 
Services is a matter not so much of wisdom as 
of nature and necessity. If we think it worth 
a congratulation, it is because the retention of 
obsolete forms is an evil, and not a slight one. 
The English Prayerbook already contains much 
that is never read by more than one in a hun­
dred, and if it be an object to invite attention 
to its contents, it is best to discharge first that 
which is not only antiquated in tone and style, 
but is actually out of use. Only a small part 
of our population know anything about the 
unfortunate Stuarts, and they who do happen 
to know something generally take a very 
different view from that in the Services — 
Hardly is there here and there an enthusiast 
who goes with the Services for the Alartyrdom 
of Charles I. and the Restoration of Charles 
II. ; and, if he does, he must anathematize the 
existing, or lately existing, Service for Novem­
ber 5, brought up as it has been to the year 
1688. It is impossible to the modern histori­
cal student, unless he be a Quixote, to read the 
Caroline Services without an under-current of 
criticism and protest strong enough to make his 
devotion ridiculous. The theories of Divine 
Right, of the Prerogative, of the taxing power; 
and of inherent absolute authority in the 
Church and State, implied in the Services, and 
necessary to make Charles I. a Martyr, have 
not only been long renounced by the nation ; 
but, what is more, they have been found to be 
modern inventions. Not only the British Con­
stitution, but British history itself, is better 
understood in these days than it was by the 
Court prelates and favourites ot the seventeenth 
century. Charles I. had no better title to a 
place in the martyrology than Richard IL, pos­
sibly than some other Kings, whose ends were 
violent, or hastened by the labours and anxi- 
ties of an unconstitutional career. Whatever 
the aggravations of the quarrel, the real ques­
tion between Charles and his subjects was that 
between absolute and constitutional govern­
ment. It was the question all over Europe ; 
determined in other States, to their terrible 
cost, against the -nation ; here in its favour. 
Whether decapitation was exactly the right 
way to close accounts with the principal advo­
cate and representative of despotism may be 
doubted. But those were days for summary 
measures, and the feeling against capital 
punishment was not quite so strong as it is 
now.

The Services, it is rather remarkable, increase 
in absurdity as they proceed. The deliverance 
of James I., the Royal Family, the Court, and 
the Parliament from the Gunpowder Plot was 
to be remembered and commemorated, particu­
larly as James I.’s mother is a very ill-used 
woman if she did not blow up his father. Of 
course this Service hits right and left, wherever 
it finds an opening, against the Papists, in 
language that would now never be heard ex­
cept at a late hour in a convivial meeting of 
Irish Orangemen. Charles I.’s antipathies lay 
in another direction ; his antagonists were Puri­
tans and Independents—the Free Church, as 
Mr. Bright would call them. They took care 
that all their deeds, including the last act at 
Whitehall, were well seen of men. When they 
got into power, like other religious tyrants, they

the other hand, that the Conncil may not rely 
upon any contribution towards the expense of 
the improvements from the parties interested 
exceeding £4350,\leaving a balance of £36,650 
currency to be provided for by the Council for 
the purchase of the land necessary for the im- 
provents, independently of all other expenses 
that would necessarily attach to such an im­
portant and extensive work\,However much 
your Committee regret that the city may now 
lose, perhaps for ever, all opportunity of car­
rying into effect so magnificent and valuable an 
improvement, they are, nevertheless, compelled 
to advise the Council to abandon the project, 
under the adverse and disheartening circum­
stances above narrated.”

APPEAL IN A LAW SUIT.

THE NEW TAXATION SCHEME.

A report, from the Finance Committe, recom­
mending the subjoined alterations and amend­
ments to the Bill about to be submitted to the 
legislature, was then read. It said :

“ The Bill which the C ouncil put forward last 
year has been withdrawn, on account ot the 

(opposition made by a large portion of the mer­
cantile community. The following amend- 
imentsTav? been made in a spirit of concilia­
tion, and with a regard for the wishes of the 
citizens and the mercantile community, and, 
after frequent deliberations with the Committee 
of the Board of Trade, specially appointed to 
confer with the Finance Committee on this sub­
ject. The Finance Committee hopes that their 
labours will be considered in a corresponding 

ispirit of conciliation and good will by the ci_tix 
zens, Board of Trade, and merchants of this 
City ; and that, after examining tins Bill, they 
may pronounce it free from the objections of­
fered to the measure of last year ; and that they 
will unite with the Council in praying the Leg­
islature to pass it into law with all reasonable 
expedition.

G Alterations.
1. The 8th clause of the 11th section, at page

7, explanatory of the law respecting Insurance 
Agents, be struck out.

2. In reference to the taxation scheme, the 
3rd clause of the 12th section ot the Bill, page
8, has been amended by striking out Irom the 
objects enumerated in it, as liable to taxation, 
under the head of personal estate—“ Debts due 
from solvent debtors, whether on account, con­
tract, note, bond er mortgage, more than in­
debted for ;” and abo—“ Ships, vessels, shares 
in ships and vessels of every kind.”
f 3. The 13th section of the Bill, page 8, has 
been amended, by augmenting the limit of tax­
ation from one-half to three-fourth per cent, on 
real, and from one-quarter .±n-OB£rhaIf per cent. 
on pexspnal~Bstate££^--
- 4. The 1.6th and 17th sections of the Bill, at 
page 9, have both been struck out ; and others 
substituted in their place, imposing a tax not 
to exceed one-half per cent, on the revenue of 
all Insurance Companies and Agencies in this 
city, and on the revenue and salary of all Actu­
aries, Managers or Agents of such Companies, 
and on all Brokers, Agents, and Commission 
Merchants in the city. [By striking out the 
17th section, it will he observed that the tax 
upon Banks and Bank Agencies has been aban­
doned.]

5. The 19 th section has been so amended as 
to impose a tax not exceeding one-half per cent, 
on all incomes over $300 per annum. This
