the number of invalid children.

Dr. Williamson outlined various

He traced the history of care given
to physically unfit children, fx
the time of the Spartans, “who 1
misfits on the hillside to be car-
ried away bywild. beasts, to the
present “day. The Pechof cat-
ing for crippled was
Jargely-" neglecte
centuries, until Sir Robert Jones
aroused interest inthis di
“in” England ‘during
century.
