Ottawa, Aug. 13.—(CP)—Canada is expected to send a team 
; of scientists to Australia by air within a month to participate in the 
I first British tests of an atomic weapon, it was learned today.

It will be Canada's first direct participation in an atomic 
I explosion and her first connection wjth one since the United States 
; Bikini tests six years ago.

The arrangements to allow Canadian participation have been 
! greeted with enthusiasm in official circles here because Canada has 
i been anxious to get first-hand knowledge of controlled atomic 
| explosions for some time.

It is expected the Canadian team of scientists, though prob- 
j ably small, will include men from the defence research board and 
the Chalk River atomic project.

The research board is the scientific arm of the defence depart­
ment charged with the responsibility of keeping Canada abreast of 
military uses of the atom even though Canada isn't in that field 
herself.

Moslem Body 
Opposes 
Defence Talks

Cairo, Aug. 13.—</P)—The chiel 
of Egypt’s Moslem brotherhood 
warned today that his powerful po 
liticat organization would oppose 
any defence talks with the west 
while Britain retains her hold on 
the neighboring Sudan and the 
Suez Canal Zone.

The brotherhood's “supreme 
guide," Hassan el Hodeiby, an­
nounced this stand shortly aftet 
the Egyptian cabinet set up sever 
committees armed with sweeping 
powers to clean up public corrup 
tion.

The latest government action 
was viewed by informed sources a.< 
the result of pressure for a swift 
crack down from Egypt's military 
power, Gen. Mohammed Naguib, 
and the army. Premier Aly Maher 
had suggested that political par­
ties be given time to purge their 
own ranks, but so far the powerful 
Wafd party expected to be a 
chief target of the graft clean-up — 
has kicked out only six minor 
party members.

The government also issued a

Hodeiby indicated that the bro­

therhood, which claims millions of

Tri-Service School 
For St. Johns, Que.

St. Johns, Que. —(CP)— This 
quiet town on the Richelieu riv­
er, about 25 miles south of Mont­
real, is being transformed info a 
college town.

Plasterers, electricians and 
construction men are rushing to 
change the old Canadian army 
training school here into a col­
lege equal in rank to the famed 
Royal Roads college at Victoria.

It will be Canada’s first French- 
language tri-service school, to 
open in September as College Mili­
taire Royale de St, Jean.

It will be the second military 
effort for St. Johns. The R.C.A.F. 
has a manning depot here, estab­
lished last year, for airmen and 
women.

The tentative plan for the new 
college, announced recently by 
Defence Minister Claxton, provides 
a one-year- senior-matriculation 
course for students who want to 
enter the Royal Military College, 
at Kingston. If there is a big 
enough response, the course will 
be extended to two, and possibly 
three years.

One week of advertisements for 
recruits produced nearly 700 in­
quiries and it is expected a two- 
year course will be provided.

Lt.-Col. Marcellin Louis Lahaie, 
39, of Montreal, named command­
ant of the school, outlined the 
general aims and prospectus of the 
school in an interview.

“Our first aim is to meet (hs 
needs of the French-speaking stu­
dent,” he said, The services want 
French-speaking officers in propor­
tion to Canada’s French-speaking 
population.

“At the same time, the school 
is not limited to French-speaking 
students. Each student will be 
taught in his native language, but 
he will also be taught to speak the 
other of Canada’s two official 
languages.

“One of the reasons for his em­
phasis on French-speaking officers 
is the number of French recruits 
the services are getting. We just 
haven’t got the officers for them.”

The school will serve two types 
of cadets—regular and reserve 
service.

“Generally speaking. Royal Mil­
itary College and Royal Roads 
turn out military leaders, not just 
officers,” Col. Lahaie said. “We 
intend that this school will be a 
part of that tradition.”

British Shoppers 
Urged To Demand 
Improved Service

By MURIEL NARRAWAY
(Canadian Press Staff Writer)
London. — “Why do you put up 

with it?" This question is asked 
almost daily of the British house­
wife.

An increasing number of wom­
en's page articles and editorials 
seek to arouse British shoppers 
into realizing it is no longer neces­
sary to accept shoddy goods and 
shoody service—quietly.

Articles emphasize that now, 
when there are few shortages ex­
cept in rationed foods, customers 
are putting up with the same off­
hand treatment endured without 
complaint in wartime. British 
women it is claimed, have forgot­
ten how to act as discriminating 
customers—and the younger gen­
eration has not had the chance to 
learn.

“The shopper is no longer com­
pelled to woo the shopkeeper,” 
said one editorial. “It is Hie other 
way round—hut how many shop­
pers realise it.”

More than one writer observed 
that overseas visitors—those who 
stay long enough to find out that 
home—market shopping varies 
much from the export departments 
open to visitors—speak with dis­
may of things that .Britons now 
accept without question.

One writer quotes a North 
American visitor who said Ameri­
cans would refuse lo buy any goods 
labelled "frustrated exports.” She 
forgets, however, the sales-appeat 
to the British buyers of such 
“frustrated exports.” They include 
the first decorated china seen 
in the shops since the end of the 
second world war, that can be 
purchased on the home market, 

t
Criticism has also been express­

ed over the “do not touch” notices, 
common in china shops and other 
stores, as well as the warning 
that goods cannot he delivered 
due to shortage of packers and 
packing materials. The French, 
who drive a hard shopping bar­
gain, are quoted as saying they dis­
like it.

Appeals have been made to 
shopkeepers to “put the fun back 
into shopping.” Too many shops 
today are without the particular 
goods a customer wants. For in­
stance, a dress may not be avail­
able in the right size, or the right 
size is not the color desired. And 
few shops will re-order. They 
would rather advise the customer 
to try elsewhere.

The faults are not in the stores 
alone. Workmen scheduled for 
house decoration and repair, turn 
up days late with a curt: “Sorry 
lady, couldn’t manage sooner.” Not 
only that, most customers com­
plain of “slovenly work,” while - 
the decorator sits back grumbling 
that too many people are doing 
their own decorating.

One writer takes the question 
even deeper, He suggests that such 
old-time notices as "A customer is 
not someone to argue or match 
wits with,” or “nobody ever won 

^n argument with a customer,” 
should be placed in the work- 

I rooms, factories and offices deal- 
ing with export goods—as well as 

i home stores.

No one who has had severe 
asthma or who has witnessed an at­
tack in a loved one can possibly 
look on this allergic disease as 
^anything but a serious and most 
distressing condition.

Asthma usually comes on rather 
gradually after a person has 
shown signs of sensitiveness to 
some foreign protein substance 
for a long time. For this reason 
it is usually already well estab­
lished before diagnosis is made.

Treatment is consequently dif­
ficult. Even when the substance 
which has caused the asthma has 
been identified and removed—and 
this is otfen hard to do—the astha- 
ma may keep on.

Shortness of breath and wheezes 
in the chest are the most common 
signs of asthma.

however, cannot be made until 
the physician has listened care­
fully after the chest and X-ray 
films have been taken.

The results of these examina­
tions show better than symptoms 
do how much of the lung is in­
volved and the seriousness of the 
condition.

The location of the difficulty is 
in the bronchial tubes which lead 
from the, main breathing tube or 
trachea into the lung tissue. The 
walls of these small passages be­
come thickened. The passages are 
narrowed and filled up with mucus 
which the lung constantly tries to 
get rid of.

Spasms or contractions of the 
bronchial tubes often still further 
decrease the space through which 
air can pass into the lungs. The 
shortness of breath, therefore, of 
which most victims of asthma 
complain, is caused simply by the 
lungs not getting enough air and 
trying to get more.

The coughing which accompa­
nies asthma is nature's attempt to 
clear out the mucus and enlarge 
the breathing tubes.
Treatments Are Many

In some cases sinus infection is 
responsible for the asthma and 
treatment of this infection may 
clear up the asthma. The use of 
an iodized oil injected into the 
bronchial tubes has helped some 
people.

Many victims of asthma have 
had to consider moving to loca­
tions where the protein to which 
they are sensitive is absent and 
where the climate is drier. Such 
change of climate often has 
helped, but it has also failed.

For this reason, the victim of 
asthma who seeks relief by change 
of residence is usually advised to 
try the new location for several 
months or so before making a per­
manent decision. The best results 
with asthma come when the exact 
cause can be discovered and 
separated from the victim.

The Earth Burns

JJAVÈ you ever seen the earth 
burning?

It really happens. Two thousand 
acres of peat land in southwestern 
Ohio has been burning intermit­
tently for the last ten years. Com­
ing into Crawford County on a 
summer's day, a traveler will often 
see smolie of such thick densify 
that motorists about him put oh 

their headlights. If the wind is 
blowing, flames shoot so high they 
can be seen for several miles.

To stop the blaze from spread­
ing, firemen are often called upon 
to so^k nearby land with water. 
The peat itself burns on. Peat is a 
soil fortned some four feet down 
by the decomposition of plants in 
marshy places. Peat soil is usually 
rich and, in this section of Ohio, 
celery, onions and potatoes grow 
well in It. Peat is also a powerful 
antiseptic and preservative. Trees, 
animals and even human bodies, 
centuries old, have found in it, 
remarkably intact. Peat, as most 
of us know, is also used for fuel 
in Holland, Denmark, Scotland and 
other European countries.

Stu Miller’s sensational debut with the St. Louis Cardinals re­
calls the “Good Old Days” when pitchers like Bill Hallahan, Dizzy 
and Paul Dean, Howie Pollet and Harry Brecheen used to pop out 
of the Card farm system each fell.

Houston, Columbus and Rochester usually were loaded with lean, 
hungry young men who could throw a bail through a brick wall 
and lasoo a calf with their curve.

Since the war, talent has come®- 
in dribs and drabs. More and more 
the Card managers have had to 
lean on the old standbys of other 
years.

Vinegar Bend Mizell, who arriv­
ed this spring, was going to revive 
the old Cardinal habit. He may yet 
prove to be the “big” pitcher they 
need, but he has been inconsistent.

Now comes Miller, a 24-year-old 
righthander with an 11-5 record at 
Columbus, to stand Chicago Cubs 
on their ears with a six-hit shutout,
1-0.

Miller’s shutout was the first 
by a Cardinal pitcher since A1 
Brazle, 37-year-old lefty, blanked 
Pittsburgh July 5.

Just to prove he had it in the 
clutch, Miller breezed a 3-2 pitch 
past Bill Serena for a called strike 
in the ninth with men on first and 
third and two out.

Competitor Of Sportsmanlike Entry

Victoria. Aug. 13—CP—Bruce 
Humber, coach of Canada's Olym­
pic track team, says Canada must 
decide whether she is to be a 
competitor in the Olympic Games 
or enter “just for the sake of 
sportsmanship.”

Home from the 15th Olympiad, 
Humber had this to say about his 
team’s showing:

“I’m proud of every member of 
our team, but under the circum­
stances they simply were not pre­
pared for the tremendous com­
petition they ran into at Helsinki.

“It certainly was not their fault 
that Canada made the showing 
she did in point competition.”

The track and field team made 
only three points in the Olym­
piad.

“First of all, we must decide 
right now whether we are going 
into the 1956 Olympics as a com­
petitor, one which other nations 
will respect, or whether we are 
going to send a team just to have

representation.
“Then we must start building. 

It is hopeless to wait for a few 
months before the Games begin 
to whip a team into shape. We 
must start now and we must 
maintain interest in intervening 
years between Olympics.

"It is no secret that other ma­
jor nations in the world have 
gone past Canada in track. The 
only way we can combat that is to 
follow the example of England 
and Finland.

“We must appoint a head coach 
for all of Canada and assistant 
coaches in each province to inte­
grate a national track and field 
program. These coaches should be 
paid the year round.”

Humber said the level of com­
petition w’as “almost fantastic.”

“Is it any wonder that our kids 
did not qualify when in seven out 
of 12 running events the winning 
time in the 1948 Olympics w’ould 
not have qualified for the finals?”

Rifigneck 
Of Game

Pheasants Added To List 
Birds For Hunters; Only

Two Week-Ends Allowed For Kill
Ringneek pheasants will this 

year be added to the list of game 
birds available to hunters in Que­
bec under regulations announced 
by Hon. Dr. C. E. Pouliot, Minis­
ter of Game and Fisheries. Those 
birds may be hunted only during 
two week-ends. Sept. 20 and 21 
and Sept. 27 and 28 and only in 
the following regions; Island of 
Orleans. Ile au Coudros, southeast 
of Quebec, and south of Mont­
real. This includes most of the 
South Shore area upstream from 
Kamouraska. Only cock 
may be shot.

Making this announcement, the 
Department said that hunters will 
easily distinguish between the 
male and female bird. The male 
has bright-colored head, with a 
white black ring around its neck 
and a long tail. The hen is a dark 
brownish-grey in color through­
out with a short tail.

The provision of ringneek 
pheasants as game birds in Que­
bec followed several years of ex­
periments, to determine if they 
will thrive in suitable districts. 
Young birds were first released 
through fish and game protective 
associations and later a rearing 
station was established at Mount

Orford Park, in the Eastern Town. 
ships where Department Biolo­
gists Clement Delisle, B.A., B. Sc., 
M.A., and Gaston Moisan, B.A., 
B. Sc., were in charge.

During this year. 4.000 birds 
were released in various parts of 
the Province which arc suitable 
for their survival.

The ritfgneck, imported from 
Europe to North America, is a 
hardy individual which will sur­
vive through Canadian winters 

pheasants | but these birds require feeding 
stations during deep snow per­
iods. The department will arrange 
lor these in districts where phea­
sants are liberated, in order to 
care for those which evade the 
hunters. Each bird liberated car­
ries a numbered ring on its leg 
and hunters who shoot pheasants 
must return these rings to the 
Game and Fisheries Department, 
showing the date and place at 
which the bird was shot.

The pheasant liberation project 
in Quebec follows careful study of 
results obtained in Ontario where 
80,000 birds are released each 
year for hunting purposes. The 
Quebec department plans to 
make annual releases.

Kluszewski-Vernon Seî
