“We are starting to get
to know this sport, and
you will help us,” said the
Mayor in welcoming the
teams before the start of

the tournament. For LIGAF

the opportunity to travel to

Huntingdon was a chance to increase the visibility of the

league, composed of teams from the Democratic Republic

of the Congo. Benin. Rwanda. Gabon, Cameroon, Guinea,

Senegal and the Ivory Coast, outside of the African dias-
pora in Montreal.

Before a small but appreciative crowd of onlookers out

from Montreal and from the area, the eight teams took to
the field for four 90 minute elimination matches that first
saw Gabon defeat the DRC, followed by Benin winning
over Guinea. In a surprise upset during the third match,
Sportclub. a team from Rwanda defeated favourites
Cameroon, while Senegal completed a 4-2 victory over the
Jazz from the DRC to cap off the tournament. The play
was fast, and often times heated as players challenged for
the ball. With each team facing potential elimination from
the tournament, the players held very little back in their
attacks. leading to several spectacular goals throughout
the day.

“Everyone is happy so there is no reason not to come
back,” says Hugo Ramos, spokesperson for the LIGAF,
suggesting there is a good chance the teams will return to
the community at some point next season. The only crit-
icism of the day, “the field was not perfect,” said Ramos,
noting that the players are not used to grass fields and
that this may have affected the style of play and finesse of
some of the teams. Nevertheless, the soccer on display
was high calibre. with some players having participated in
training camps for teams across the ocean in Europe. One
player was also a member of the Canadian Under |18 team.

“It was worthwhile to exchange with the community.
Its pretty here.” said Serge Guidibi, a fan of the Benin side,
who travelled from Montreal to take in the tournament
“It was an opportunity to show that we don't mind
travelling,” says league-leading Benin Coach Touré,
adding that "the welcome was good, and everyone was
happy. It was a change in routine.”

New doctors bring shortage in emergency and patient care under control

ensure a smooth integration for new doctors

"It's always fun to have good news to
announce,” said Sophie Doucet, the Director
General of the Haut-Saint-Laurent Health and
Social Service Centre(HSSC), as she addressed
a crowd featuring among others, two of the six
new doctors, the MNA for the Huntingdon
riding, Stéphane Billette, as well as members
of the Board of Directors for the HSSC. The
good news, after several long years of intense
efforts made to recruit doctors to the region, a
total of six new doctors have now joined the
ranks at the HSSC.

All six are already at work, having arrived at
different times over the summer. Dr Annie St-
Amour, who will work in emergency, arrived in
May, while Drs Fouad Daoud (hospitalization)
and Audrey Gibeault (emergency) arrived in
June. In July, both Dr Shahryar Alipour and Dr.
Timothy Lussier arrived to work in emergency,

and Dr Mathieu Vincent joined his new col-
leagues in August to work both in hospital-
ization and emergency care. Two other doc-
tors will also be working on a part-time basis
with the HSSC. Dr Sylvie Prévost will arrive in
September, and will work in the clinic at the
CLSC in Saint-Chrysostome, seeing patients
without appointment. Dr Audrey Lessard will
also be joining the team in September to help
in emergency.

“I had the chance to work in larger cen-
tres,” said Dr Shahryar, upon being asked to
speak briefly on his decision to come to
Ormstown. “Personally | enjoyed my experi-
ences in small regional hospitals,” he said,
adding that after two minutes in the building
his mind was made up. He spoke of a huge
attraction to the ambiance at the Barrie
Memorial and the chance to work so closely
with patients and colleagues. “It is a huge
pleasure for me to be here,” he smiled, before

turning the parole over to Dr Fouad Daoud,
who likewise commented on the direct
approach between doctors and patients that
is taken at the Barrie.

The sudden influx of new faces at the HSSC
comes after a period of uncertainty at the
Barrie Memorial Hospital, where for the first
time in its history it had to reduce its emer-
gency service last November due to a shortage
of doctors. And while the presence of new
doctors will certainly “help to stabilize the sit-
uation in emergency, it does not regulate the
problem of access to family doctors™ in the
region, said Doucet. The recruitment commit-
tee, somewhat revived by the arrival of the
new doctors is launching a second wave of
effort to attract family doctors.

Crucial to this second wave will be the
work of those implicated in the HSSC as
well as partner organizations that were able
to put in place a welcoming program to

settling in the region. The program works to
help find work for spouses, and find schools
and daycares for the children of doctors
of necessary. The committee will also be
able to advertise an incentives package to
potential candidates, which may be sub-
stantially augmented in the coming
weeks as last fall, the HSSC submitted an
official application with the Ministry of
Health and Social Services to offer dif-
ferentiated remuneration to doctors
willing to come to the region, which will
hopefully help put an end to the doctor
shortage.

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Plans to build a new sports complex at Arthur-
Pigeon gets green light from town

A new sports complex will soon be
built at Arthur-Pigeon High School. The
proposed sports facility will include an
indoor soccer field, training room, as well
as a large gymnasium. The new building
will be constructed on a large lot, which
the Town of Huntingdon has agreed to
donate.

For members of the governing board
and school administrators, the indoor
sports facilities available to students at the
school. consisting of a gymnasium and
weight room, are simply not sufficient to
meet the needs of current students

The construction of the new sports
complex is also justified by the Frontaliers
Actifs sports program at the school. This
year, certain among the students were only
able to work out in the gym twice as space
was limited. Along with regulating this
issue. the sports complex will significantly
add to Arthur-Pigeon's attempts to inte-
grate a sports/study program in soccer and
volleyball at the school.

The new sports complex will not be
reserved solely for the use of students at
Arthur-Pigeon. While the site will mainly
be used by students during regular school
hours, it will also be made available to cit-
izens of the Haut-Saint-Laurent, which
will also meet some of the need for mod-
ern athletic installations in the region.
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The Town of Huntingdon will be able to
add the future installation to its list of
sports and recreation infrastructure avail-
able to residents. particularly in support of
the sport of soccer in the region. “The cre-
ation of a regional sports complex will
allow a large number of families to have
access both in terms of academic and
extracurricular activities, without having
to absorb high costs,” said Mayor
Stephane Gendron, during a special munic-
ipal council meeting Monday night.

For municipal authorities, the presence
of a sports complex will feature promi-
nently as a key element in the promotion
of their family policy and the implementa-
tion of the Town's repopulation plan.

The total cost for building the sports
complex amounts to around $7.5 million,
of which $5.2 million will go towards the
construction of the soccer field, the train-
ing room and the new gym. In order to
finance the project, a grant application will
be addressed by the Ministry of Education,
Sports and Recreation in mid-November.
Other organizations and businesses will
also be solicited to invest in the creation of
the complex.

The Town of Huntingdon, for its part.
has agreed to fund a portion of the total
bill to build the complex, up to $3.5 mil
lion. In addition, the Town has committed
to participate in the creation of a fundrais-
ing campaign with the goal of raising $1

million to be put towards construction and
the purchase of equipment for the new
sports facility. The municipality also
intends to lobby feeder municipalities for
the school in the hope of generating more
funds. The governing board at the school is
hoping to be able to convince local busi-
ness people and companies in the region
to contribute to the initiative

According to the construction
schedule proposed by the architectural
firm Martin Marcotte/Bienhaker and the
firm Daniel Arbour & Associates, both
of Montreal, it will take between 20
and 24 months to complete the entire
project. Between the two, the con-
struction work will extend over ten
months.

Part of the reasoning behind the invi-
tation extended to the LIGAF to play in
Huntingdon was to introduce the town
to the players and to
inform them of the many
opportunities for lower-
cost housing for new
Quebec residents, in line
with the municipality’s
repopulation policy.
Huntingdon is also jump-
ing aboard the soccer
wave in a major way with their decision

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Community commitment to HSSC a
recruitment strategy

As was previously announced in May of this year, a group of six new doctors began to work
at the Health and Social Service Centre of the Haut-Saint-Laurent over the summer. These new
appointments will allow all those involved in the unenviable process of recruiting doctors to the
region to focus on the family doctor situation now that staffing of emergency services and hos
pitalized patient care has been regulated. At a press conference followed by a wine and cheese
prior to the annual general meeting of the HSSC, the mood was undeniably festive, however the
undertone of a looming crisis in access to family medicine in the region was palpable

Sophie Doucet, the Executive Director for the HSSC, calmly pointed out that the region was
missing 5.5 family doctors — a huge number considering the efforts of the recruitment commit
tees and the slew of incentives that have been offered have until just recently had little effect on
enticing doctors to the region. Even more distressing, matching this number would only bring
the HSSC up to the standard in Quebec, which is widely considered to be well below actual
needs. No one shied away from acknowledging the problem — that we are missing an entire gen
eration of doctors - nor did they present any real solution other than to promise a second wave
of effort was in the works

What was brought up, and specifically saluted by Huntingdon MNA Stephane Billette was
the unrelenting dedication to and impassioned support of the Barrie Memorial Hospital and the
HSSC that runs throughout the Valley. This is absolute, paramount, and literally and figurative-
ly the foundation of the day to day functioning of the hospital and local healthcare services.

Another recruitment campaign that will soon need to happen, perhaps equally as challeng
ing, 1s the need for more volunteers to replace a generation that has worked tirelessly, but is
undenmiably moving up in age with fewer each year following behind to take up the flame. And
while the magic recruitment strategy may eventually be found, there is no hiding from the fact
that doctors would be far less apt to even consider moving to the area if it was not for fundrais
ing work accomplished by the Women's Auxiliary and donations to the Barrie Memorial Hospital
Foundation to equip the hospital with a barrage of modern equipment the envy of many hospi
tals, rural or urban.

The generosity and commitment of the community to the hospital is symbolic of this region
possibly even the elusive key to recruiting new doctors

Many among the dignitaries and special
guests invited have yet to confirm their pres-
ence, however the Lieutenant-Governor of

Quebec, Pierre Duchesne, has announced that
he will be present for the unveilling of the
plaque.

The total budget for the day’s activities has
reached $12,430.

Located between Elgin and Hinchinbrooke,
the old covered bridge received an estimated
$900,000 makeover in December 2009. Work
was completed to raise the structure by six
inches, replace the structure under the bridge,
replace pieces of wood and to repair the
approaches. The bridge was then recovered
with a sheet metal.

The bridge. which spans the Chateauguay
River is unique. Built in 1861, it is recognized
as the last existing covered bridge in
Southwestern Quebec and the oldest discov-
ered as of yet in Canada. Considered to be one
of the main heritage attractions in the region,
the Percy Bridge was recognozed as a historic
site by the government of Canada in 1984 and
by Quebec three years later.

For the organization committee, the cele-
bration commemorating the 150th anniver-
sary of the Percy Bridge is a “project to pro-
mote cultural tourism in the region,” says De
Tremmerie. The committee is hoping to attract
visitors from the South Shore, Montreal, the
United States and Ontario to take part in the
days events.

Disgruntled lakefront citizens take
grievances to municipal council

Lakefront dwellers have had enough of
the numerous troubles they have faced
recently with respect to riverbank planning
on their properties, and are taking their
grievances to the municipal authorities.

In a letter submitted to the monthly
municipal council meeting on Monday.
these residents argue that the problems
they face stem from the “unspeakable atti-
tudes” of Sainte-Barbe's mayor, Louise
Lebrun. and urban planning and environ-
ment inspector Jocelyn Dame in their appli-
cation of municipal-riverbank-protection
regulations.

In their missive, the citizens claim to
have been harassed by Mr. Dame and
believe he and Ms. Lebrun “seem to be on
a power trip.” They also accuse the mayor
of “promising meetings and not keeping
them.”

The citizens' recriminations are based on
the formal notices and injunctions many of
them have received in recent weeks from
the municipality. demanding they respect
all the various regulations proposed in
1987 by the Quebec Ministry of
Sustainable Development, the Environment
and Parks concerning riverbank protection.

Citizen spokesperson Pascale Filion
requested a meeting with municipal elect-
ed officials, employees, representatives of
the Ministry Sustainable Development, the
Environment and Parks and all owners of
lakefront property.

Ms. Filion hopes that as a result of the

meeting, a committee made up of repre
sentatives of all stakeholders will be formed
in order make recommendations to * mod-
ify or preserve the pertinent regulations, to
apply them in a civilized manner and
resolve the files of all lakefront landown-
ers.

The landowners are also demanding a
moratorium on the “pertinent regulations
until the council has been informed of the
recommendations of the committee and
has ruled on them.” says Ms. Filion.

Ms. Filion delivered the letter to Mayor
Lebrun in person by alongside a 257-sig
nature petition.

The meeting's question period lasted
more than an hour. and featured several vir
ulent exchanges and a number of personal
attacks toward Ms. Lebrun. Yvan
Pinsonneault even went so far as to
demand Mr. Dame's resignation, and
claimed that the mayor “is not tracking 19
complaints made by citizens.”

Ms. Lebrun agree to hold a meeting as
requested by the residents, she refused to
immediately order a moratorium, saying
the council would have to discuss the issue
further before making a decision, adding
that the municipality “has no choice but to
have its inspector enforce the regulations.”

Two days later at the monthly Haut
Saint-Laurent MRC meeting, some of the
same residents were on hand take their
case to the council of mayors. They were
allotted |15 minutes to present their griev
ances, and also met in private with prefect
Alain Castagner following the meeting.

Accident leaves truck driver with serious injuries

A 55-year-old man from Notre-Dame-des-Prairies was seriously injured in an
accident that occurred Monday morning on the Ist Concession in Hinchinbrooke.

An individual passing by alerted officers of the
Haut-Saint-Laurent detachment of the Streté du Québec (5Q) to the accident
after becoming aware of the condition of the driver. The man was driven by ambu-
lance to the Hopital du Suroit in Salaberry-de-Valleyfield for treatment. According
to Sergeant Robert Brabant, a spokesperson for the SQ, the damage to the truck
was so extensive it is considered a “total loss”. The truck driver was hauling
spring water for Labrador Water.

Woman slightly injured in motorcycle accident

A woman was injured in a motorcycle accident that occurred on the afternoon
of September I 1, on the Rang du Cing in Saint-Stanislas-de-Kostka. Around 2:45
pm, the driver of a motorcycle with two people on board lost control of the vehi-
cle after driving over a crack in the road. As a result, one of the passengers was
thrown from the motocycle. The woman suffered minor injuries and was taken to
the Hopital du Suroit in Salaberry-de-Valleyfield for treatment.

Des citoyens riverains mécontents s’en
prennent au conseil municipal

Des citoyens rniverains du lac Saint
Francois a Sainte-Barbe ont decide de se
tourner vers les autorites municipales qu'ils
disent en avoir assez des nombreuses diffi
cultes auxquels ils font face au niveau de
I'ameénagement des berges de leurs pro
prietes

Dans une lettre deposee lors de la seance
mensuelle du conseill municipal lundi sorr,
ces residants estiment que les problemes
auxquels ils sont confrontés proviennent,
selon eux, de «l'attitude inqualifiable» de la
mairesse de meme qu'a linspecteur en
urbanisme et en environnement de Sainte
Barbe, Louise Lebrun et Jocelyn Dame, dans
la mise en application de la reglementation
municipale liee a la protection des rives

Dans cette méme missive, ces personnes
se disent constamment harceles par M
Dame et croient que lui et Mme Lebrun
«semblent s'adonner & un power trip»,
ecrivent-ils, Ils reprochent aussi a la premiere
magistrate de «promettre des rencontres et
de ne pas les tenir», ont-ils indique.
