New York, Jan. 17.--A special despatch
from Nashville, dated last evening, contains the
foilowing :---Brigadier-eneral Forest, of tne
Rebel army, with a force of about 4000 men and
12 pieces light artillery, attacked our relief and
storeships coming up the Cumberland, and suc-
ceeded in capturing five steamboats laden with
valuable commissary stores, and the gunboat
Sidel Several of the boats contained wounded
soldiers, who, in jumping from them while burn-
ing, were shot in the water. The Negro crews
were s ripped of their clothing, tied to treeg,
cowhided, and lefs to starve on shore. The
boats were all anchored in mid-ckannel and
burned. After being robbed of all valualles, the
officers and soldiers were stripped of their
clothing, placed on shore, and paroled.

A tremendous rain storm has set in, and the
river has risen over three feet in a few hours,
Several Lridges on the Louisville and Nashville
railroad bave been destroyed by this band of
marauders, and mail communications cannot be
resumed for some time. The wires between this
place and Murfrecsboro” have been cut by
3ecessionists, who pretend to be quiet Union
farmers, and [ have no word from our army to-
day ; but1t is ready for the entmy.

Nineteen deserters from Tennessee regiments
came into tins city to-day, An entire rebel
regiment, numbering about 300 men, deserted
and came into oar outpost fifteen miles beyond
Murfreesboro’. Reliable information has been
received from scouts that efforts are being made
by the Rebels to cut off Rosecrans' supplies and

It is not necessary, in order
to understand the proffered surrender, tosupp se
that Great Britain is actuated by pure philan-
trophy or generosity. Perhaps in our day, or in
any day, there has been butf one great politicel
act performed by any natioa which has deserved
to be considered as the result of benevolence and
good conscience, - we mean the emancipation of
the West Indian Slaves at the cost of £20,000,-
000 sterling. In general Governments are, and
in the nature of things must be, moved to a great
extent by considerations of the national good or
ill which is to follow from the step they take.—
And if any one shall ebj-ct that this theory re-
duces the treatment of i.ternational relations to
a system of mere selfishness, void of any grace
of honour or humanity, we reply thatProvidence
has so arranged our social lot that if we will each
steadily pu sue his own good, only keeping him-
gelf from fraudful or forcible encroachment on
the good of his neighbour, we shall probably
reach a state of mu.ual confidence, and of
mutual good service greater than can be hoped

usually are hypocritical covers for contemplated
irjuries Eugland does not make war for an
idea; nor does she, we suppose, pretend to give
up the -even Islands of Greece from any similar
shadowy and shifting motive. If she did, as the
pretense would be doubiful, and if true would in-
volve sacrifices not likely to be often repeated by
her own or other Governments, her act would be
of less consequence thaun it is; because it would
be an isolated act without consequences instead of
being the mark of the acceptance by a great nation
of new theories, and the commencement of the
practice of those theories, ‘which hereafter will
form a rale for the guidance of herself and pro-
bably of other nations. The true conclusion
to be drawn from the fact is that Great Britain
has emancipa:ed herself from that error which
hag causcd more human bloodshed and misery
thac any other  that extent of territorial
possession {3 not identical with or essential
to national power. dignity, or wealth. The
preaching of Goldwin Smith and his disciples
has been gradually making its way, though he
and they may, like other theorists, have applied
their doct: ines in cases to which they are inap-
plicable, and though, like a]l new seientific
truths, these doctrines are wholly ignored by the
go-called practical men, who find that they will
have,if these doctrines are true, o unlearn their art
and learn it over again, It might be a curious
and not unprofitable inquiry whether the lust for
the mere acquisition of territory, as distinguished
from the other human passions of hate or jea-
lousy —those which Bacon-calls the vanities of the
Olan—i3 not oie deriviog its origin from the des-
po‘ic form of Government, ang ggsentially incon-
sistent with forms under which a large share of
powey is exercised by the people, who can rarely
have any jndividual sdygntage from the exien-
gion of the power of their Government into dis-
tant regions. Whether, however, the free Goy-
ernments of the world have obtained their desire
for conquest as a tradition or otherv}ise, we gan-
not remember an instance, and doubt if there is
gue jn history of any Government, under an:lo-
gous cirguggsignces to those of Great Britain and
the Ionian Islands, woluutarily retiring from a
possession once acquired. There have, indeed
been many cessions and retrocessions made other.
wise than gs & consequence of armed compulsion ;
but these have been as partg of bargains contain-
#d in treaties, in virtus of yhich the Goyernment
which resigned something got something else; or
they were dynastic arrgngements,by which nations
~ere given as property in marriage or other settle-
ments for the sake of promoting the interests of reg-
nant famifieg. In the present case there is neither
bargaining nor ecompulsion. Great Britain, with-
out laying down the rule absojutely that in no
ease can any nation rightfully occupy the terrj-
tory of agother people, has no doubt officially,
and through the influence she has exerted on the
intellect of Europe, promulgated that ag the rea-
sonable principle for general application. The
fact, therefore, that she retained the Ionian Ts-
lands, inhabited by a civilized people, against
their expressed will, and that she had, in czder
to maintain her hold, to resort, within a few
years, to severities which, if now printed in the
same colurons with the English strictures upon
the rule of Batler at New Orleans, would at least
form & very strange contrast, was nst goly pain-
ful to the morel sense of her people; but served as
an @rgumentwn ad hominem, by which to meet the
representations of her diplomatists. Op the other
hand, the Islands always have been, and are ai-
ways likely to be, a frujtful source of expense in
money, besides being a diversion of a large mili-
tary force otherwige available for other purposes.
She therefore resigns them as ghe resigned the
protective system, because she knows that she ig
better without them. At the same time she gives
practigal effect to 2 new doctrine respecting the
real value of foreign conquests and possessions,
and the right of retaining them, which, if it be

These squares are called fasks, and each
indiyidual or each family plants and cultivatesa
certain number of tasks separately, aud gathers
the product geparately. The hands do not all
begin their day’s work at the sam« time, but each
one goes into the field at such time, and stays
there a3 long as convenience may dictate.
Generally they prefer to do their work in the
early pari of the day, and they frequently quit
the fields before coon. In the afterncon they
often work on their private patches; which they
have been allowed, this year, to make as large
a3 they pleased. Good carpenters and other
skilful-mechanics receive 40 to 50 cents per day
The mode of labor is somewhat similar to that
pursued under the masters, with the exception
that a prospect of pay is the stimulus to exertion
rather than the lash.

of events, you look into the French and English
newspapers of Montresl and Quebec, and in so
doing you were struck with the tone
of criticism, adopted by several of them,
in  noticing my recent lscture on ¢ The
Four Revolutions,” I ean hardly say, indeed, that
the lecture has been criticised for it was not re-
ported here, even in outline, with any attempt
at accuracy, except in the Mercury of Monday
last. The only other report attempted, (that on
which the commentators seized,) was avowedly
the work of hostile hands, instigated by a mis-
taken sense of prefessional ‘ivjury.

As you yourself heard this lecture three or four
years ago in the Montreal Theatre, I need say
nothing of its spirit or tendency to you ; bat if
any of our mutual friends, with whom I have
long acted, and whose good opinion I should be
sorry to lose, seem likely to be misled by this
concerted newspaper intrigue, then I beg you to
communicate to them, 1n whatever way seems to
you best, these words of explanation.

For the petulant and impertinent who attack
me personally, on grounds so iz sufficient as those
they have had, Isay nothing. Their manner of
exhibiting their « pmity is the manner of ill-bred
schooiboys ; let them live and learn better ; I
owe them no explanations, and I offer them
none.

The true motive of the concerted criticisms to
which I refer, may or may not £nd 1ts own way
to the public very shortly. I will not certainly
inflict on you any formal review of their contents ;
but I feel that I owe it to our common friends, to
point out the mischievous malice'of those writers
who are attempting to get up against me, the
cry of being “an enemy of the French race,” be-
cause I cannot, in the face of every fact of mo-
dern history, put France on a par with England,
as an exemplar of constitutional monarchy. Had
my discourse been of arts, orsciences, or arms, it
would have been bli::d bigotry to deny to France
a glorious and a foremost place among European
nations ; but my topic was the problem of recons
ciling liberty and law—stability in the head with
freedom in the members, of a State-—and I could
not, and did not try, to evade the trath, that
England, from a happy combination "of circum-
stances and advantages hag preserved and estab-
lished that well-poised represeatative system, of
which the French race lost ‘posssssion “sev-
eral hundred years ago.” Who were this French
race of “several hundred years ago,” of whom I
80 spoke T Were they in Canada ? Assuredly
not ; they were the French race whose local,
provincial, and national liberties, religions aud
civil, had fallen under the centralizing sway of
Louis XI, of Richelieu, and of Louis XIV. For
any one to assume that by “lhe French race of
several hundred years ago,” I could have meant
our own French Uanadian population, is to sup-
pose me wholly ignorant of the respective ages,
of Canadi and Franca.

As to the French revolution of 1789, let who
will defend it. Many years ago I formed and ex-
pressed both in Monureal and Quebec, my opi-
nions of that revilution, and I certainly will not
abandon them, because I live among a people
largely French, some of whoss orgaus may be
disposed to defend the revolution of 1789, be-
cauge it was French.

On the only really serious respect of these dis-
cussions —the attempt to gt up a cry of race—
let me add a few sentences. The charge as
against me, is simply absurd. In Ireiand it is
ou record, that I defended the great qualities of
the Norman and daxon rivals~cf our Qeltic an-
cestors ; in New England I deferded against the
exaggerations of Anglo-Saxonism, ' the reputa-
tion of the Celts ; among the Irish of Canada I
haye defended the Scotch; among the Seotch I
have upheld the Irish; with Protestants I haye
defended Oathoijes; with Catholics I have de-
fended Protestants;—why then, should I, of
whom (his i3 the true mental record—1, myself;
a Oclt and a Oatholic ;—be “ the enemy” of the
Celtic and Qatholie French rage’? Because [
cannot read history through the spectacles of
these gentlemen, my political critics? Or be-
cause Parliament meets shortly. and a little pre-
liminary muddling of the Ministerial waters,
would be serviceuble,

What I write now, my dear Sir, to you, I
write as a frieud ard ally, not as a Minister, nor
even as a member for Monweal. Correct or in-
correct in my  historical disquisitions I will de-
fend to the last hour of my life, the right of free
discussion, on all subjects on which rational
men may differ; and the cry of race raised
against the political representative will not, in
one iu_tu, lead the historical leciurer to alter or
suppress his gopyic‘t.ions? on questions of consti-
tutional history, or on any other quesiions.

This super—sensitiveness to free historical dis-
quisition, T am sure you will admit, i3 not a sign
of robust mental health. I doubt, if it is
any evidenge of a really vigilant patriotigm, and
it certainly neither alarms, nor convinces, nop
congiliates me, No one more cordiatly bears
tribute than [ do to the great talents and lasting
gervices to our free government of French-Cana-
dians-—the Bedards, Papineaus, Vallieres, Lufon-
taines, Morins, —and some others, still in the
arena  But every one of these great men waiked
in the very succession of statesmen whom I
glorified;—in the right line of elden, of Lord
Somers, of Edmund Burke, of Pitt and Fox, and
O'Connell and Brougram. Had they chosen as
their models, rissot and Dauton, and Mirabeau,
the result could no% have beén so fortunate for
Canada ag if has begn, Th-y confended on be-
half of & Frepch population, ‘but they contended
Jfor Britysh Giberties; Had they made their ulti-
matum of the dogtrines of 1789, could they have
stood where they now stand in history—or have
won the victories they did ? Ifor one, my dear
sir, am most rfeady to be guided by their dis-
tinguished example ; and I should be sufficiently
consoled for any ephemeral injustice I may: suf-
fer, by being numbered among the least of their
BUCCEBSOTS.

Pardon me—Irun on too long. Itis possible,
nay probable, that educated as we were in dif-
ferent languages, and arriving at our experience
through diffsrent ayenues, you may not subscribe
to the views of the French and other revolutions,
you heard me utter years ago, and which I sia=
cerely hold. I hardly dare expect otherwise
But at least I rest assured of the fact, that in
your fajr gnd candid judgxgent you do not gon-
sider me capable of “infentionally offending so
large a_portion of our fellow-subjects as speak
French, or any portion, large or small, of the
people of Canada of any language. e

It L were capable of shapin? my convictions for
every vicinage, { might wel
disliked by all houorable and high spirited men.
So long as within the forms prescribed by good
manuners and good neighbourhood, I maintain
my own congictions, religions, political, or his-
torical. Tam guilty of offence tq no men, or
race of men, aud ['acknowledge none.

MR RUSSELUS AMSRICAN DIARY.

(Continued from the Times of Dec, 20.)

Mr. Russell’s conclusions on seeing the army
were favourable neither to its discipline nor
equipment, ¢l »m,” he says, ‘“opposed to na:
tional boasting, but I do firmly believe that
10,000 British regulars, or 12,000 French, with
a proper establishment of artillery and cavalry,
would not only entirely repulse this army with
the greatest ease, under competent commanders,
but that they could atiack them and march them
into Washington over them or with them, which-
ever they pleased, Not that Frenchman or Eng-
lishmen is perfection, but that the Am-
erican  of this army knows nothing of dis-
cispline, and, what 13 more, cares lesg for it.”
After a ride to Hampton with Genersl Butler
and areturn in a wheegy little steamer to Anna-
polis, Mr. Russell encountered Gen. M‘Dowell
preparing to advance on Manassas. He had,
however, much difficulty in obtaining a horse to
accompany him, for exorbitant prices wore asked
for most incompetent animalg. “If you want to
see this fight,” said the owner of one of them, ¢ a
thousand dollers i cheap. I guess there were
chaps paid more than that fo see Jenny Lind on
her first night ; and this battle is not going to be
repeated, I can tell you”” In the meanwhile, the
little encounters preliminary to Bull Run were
creating all kinds of rumours in Washington,
and it was instructive to see the ignorance of
BEuropean usages which mingled with Yankee
bombast and exaggeration, A colonel told Mr.

_ drawing rations if he accompanied the army, and
| as be could scarcely stand a baggage train and
i commissariat on his own account, nor could

plunder on his way like many of the Federals
themselves, and, of course, had not the large
acquaintance and resources of the members of
the American press, it was extremely difficult
for him to witness the forthcoming battle under
any circumstances. - But he did contrive to make
arrangements, hire a carriage and a saddle-horse,
with a negro boy to rige the latter, and, accom-
panied by one of the Attaches of the English
Legation, he went out to see the fight.

Probably most people remember his descrip-
tion of the sequel in our own pages, but the
reader will find various other particulars here
which are strikingly illustrative of the fortunes
and tremors of the day  Thus, while the cannon
were freely playing, somewh.tearly in the morn-
ing, Mr. Russell met g Pecnsylvania regiment
quietly on its way home, because on that day it
had completed its three months’ term of service.
When Mr. Russell reached Centreville with his
companion they had a good view of the battle, as
they sat on the hill in the carriage, and here the
news reached them thay the Federals were ad-
vancing steadily, But, after Mr. Russell had
mounted his horse and ridden three or four miles,
he fell in with the first rush of the receding force
His description of the thorough rout and confu-
sion which followed is pictorial and vivid in a
high degree, without the least attempt at exag-
geration or fine writing ; and he now appends, on
page 240, some corroborative testimony from
American spectators to the accuracy of his re-
port, which completes the refutation of the
ghﬂraccerless scribes who ventured to contradict

im.

After his return o Washington, and not till
then, did he perceive the full extent of the re-
verse which bad befallen the Northern army. It
Wwas tantalizing to baveto sit with closed doors
preparing his letters for his English readers when
there was so much tobe seen and learnt in the
streets then seething with the wreck of the
Northern army. As he woke toresume his duties
as correspondent :—

“The rain was falling in torrents, and beat with
2 dull, thudding sound on the leads outside my
window ; butf, louder than all, came a strange
soand, as if of the tread ~of men, a confused
tramp and splashing, and & murmuring of voices.
I got up and ran to the front room the windows
of which looked on the stréet, and there, to my
intense surprise, I saw a steady stream of men
covered with mud, soaked through with rain,
‘'who were pouring irregularly, ‘without any sem-
blance of order, up Fenngylvanis-avenue towards
the Capitol. “A dense stream of vapour rose
from the multitude ; but, looking closely at the
men, I perceived they belonged to dufferent regi-
ments, New Yorkers, Michiganders, Rhode
Islanders, Magsachusetters;, Minnesotians, mingled
pellmell togethir, Many of them were without
knapsacks, crosshels, and fi elocks - Some had
neither great-coats nor shoes ; others were cover-
ed with biankets.” :

While the rain fell the tramp of feet went steadily
on.  “As I lified my eyes,” says Mr. Russell,
*now and then from the paper Isaw the beaten,
foot-sore, spungy-locking scldiers, officers and all
the debrss of the army, filing through mud and
rain, and forming in crowds in front of the spirit
stores.”  In the utter confusion and prostration
of the moment the Confederates were hously
expecled to make their appearance, and Mr.
Russell's negro boy proposed to quit because the
~eceshers would soon be upon them, “[’m a free
nigger,” he pleaded, *‘Imust go, sar, afore de come
and cotch me.” Importunate visito s, %some with
( Beraps of intelligence, more with a gormorant and

insatiable curiosity, besleged Mr. Russell throug:
out that busy day, till at last came the-trusty
messenger at 3 a.m., when hig parcel was com-
plete. “ Then,” says he, “I looked round to
see tnab all my ‘hings were in readiness lest a
rapid toilet might be necessary in the morning,
and, with a sign of reliet, I plunged into bed and
slept. : :

Such are the demands made upon ‘& Corres-
pondent’s energy and sangfroid while the pillars
of & Commonwealth ave crashing around him.
There i3 some quuaint material for the future
Bancrofts and other historians in the panorama
of Pennsylvania-avenue from Mr. Russell's bed-
room window. Some inevitable consequences
fullowed the collapse of the American army, of
which the first was the supercession of General
McDowell hy MeClellan = McDowell took his
disgrace with soldierly fortitude, only bewailing
the indisposition of his officers to obey orders, and
the hard fate which condemned him to lead an
srmy of volunteeys. McClellan, who succeeded,
was already known to Mr,zRugsell, who had met
him in‘the Crimea, where he was sent by Jeffer-
501 Davis to examine and report. “I used,”
says Mr. Russell, to see him and his companions
poking abouv the ruius of the deserted {renches
and batteries, mounted on horses furnished by
the courtesy of British officers, just;asithey lived
in Hnglish quarierspwhen they wers snubbed and
refused an audienceby the Duke of Malakhoff in
the French camp.” Nevertheless, Major McOlel-
lan gaid noLhiug of this affront, and showed his
christian spir:t "by praising the allies and dam-
ning Joln Bull with very taint applause, season-
ed with lofty censure. My, Russell, however,
plegds in his behaif that he was at the time very
young, and that he had since gained some exper-
ience in, Western Virginia, having captured 1,000
 prisoners, which was excuse enough for his pro-
motion.

Just as the Yankees were beginning fo recove
from their panic Prince Napoleon arrived  in
Washington, and was received with due honours
by Mr. Seward, The Pringe, wishing 10 go
Soyth, though it was not agreeableito the au-
thorities, yuestioned Mr, Rusgell abcut the roads
to Fairfax Court-house, and from Centreyille
and Manassas, “I told him I'had not got quite as
far as the latter place, at_ which he laughsd.”
The Prince inquired with rauch 'interest about
General Beaurcgard, whethér he ‘spoke good
French, if he seemed a man of capacity, or was
the creation of an accidentand of circumstances,
His manuner was perfectly easy, but he gave mno
encouagement to pores, nor did he court popu-
larity by unusual affabiiity, and he moved off
long before the guests were tired of looking at
him. The following day Mr, Russel found that
Many Awmericans had mistaken him foy the Erm-
peror, and, subsequently, Mr. Kussell jhimself
was mistaken for Prince Napoleon by some Irish
recruits, who shouted out “ Bonaparte for ever I”
and gradually subsided into requests for % some-
thing to drink your Royal Highness's health.”

~ In due course the New York papers received
Mr. Russell's account of the battle of Bull Ryn
from England, when, utterly forgetting their own
version of the affair, they turned upon him as a
conductor to carry off the popular disgrace, and
a3 a means of charging the vials afresh against
the British people, inasmuch - ag they had not
condoled with the North on the defeat of armies
which they were agsured would, if suecesgful,
be imuwediniely led to ths disruption’ of the Bui-
tish empire. ‘At the outset r. Kussell forega'w
this difficulty, and aceépted the prospective  js-
sue,  His Jettey oamp bagk §U the oment when
the hysterical teccor nad passed away.

Anonymous
letters came threatening him with that last infir-
(mity of Yankee minds, the howie knife and re-
volver, or simply abusive, frantic with hate and
obscure warnings.

York ; the
greater number—up to the 23d August he had
nine of them-—wers from Pennsylvania. He
paobably jndged rightly that these had' come

General M‘Clellan invited Mr. Raussell toa
soldier’s dinuer as he was inspecting ‘he camp.
Here he met General Sherman, General Keyes,
Wadsworth, and some others, and he was exceed-
ingly gratificd to hear every officer present de-
clare inthe presence of the General who had
commanded the army, and who himself said no
words could exaggerate the disorder of the rout,
that his narrative of Bull Run was not only true,
but moderate. General Sherman, whom our
correspondent met for the first time, said, ¢ Mr.
Russell, I can endorse every word that yon
wrote ; your statements about the battle, which
you say you did not witness, are equally cor-
rect. All the stories about charging batteries,
and attacks with the bayonet are simply false-
hoods, so far as my commarcd is concerned
though some of the troops did fight well. As to
cavairy charges, [ wish we had had a few caval-
ry to have tried one ; those black horse feilows’
seemed as if their horses ran away with them.
General Keyes said, “I don't think you made it
half bad enough. I could not get the men to
stand after they had received the first severe
check. The enemy swept the open with a tre-
mendous musketry fire. Some of our men aund
portions of regiments behaved admirably. We
drove then easily at first ; the cavalry did very
little indeed, but when they did come on I could
not get the lnfantry to stand, and after a harm-
less volley th-y broke.” These officers were
brigadiers of Tyler's divisions. And let the
New York press print this as a sequel to their
strictures on the narrative of Bull Run, that
“ every soldier at table” denounced their influ-
ence and pretensions. 'The principal accusa-
tions made against them were that the conduct-
ors.were not gentlemen, that they were calumn-
ious and corrupt, regardless of truth, honour,
anytning but circulation and advertisements
“ 1t is the first time we have had a chance,”
said they, “of dealing with thege fellows, and
we shaull lose it.”

Mr. Russell is particularly amusing in his rem-
iniscenes of a certain Dr. Bray, of the Chicago
T'ribune, who professed to contradict him with
an impudent mendacity which was a surprise
even among his many suartling experiences. He
had fallen in with this worthy on the retreat, had
assuaged s fears, had even, out of compassion
for his sufferings in the saddle, recommended
him melted tallow and whiskey for the part af-
flieted. But Bray was not only ungrateful, but
perfidious; and “some day,” says Mr. Russell,
“when I have time, I must tell the people of Chi-
cago how Bray got into Washington, and how
he left his horse, and what he did with it, and
how Bray bebaved on the road. I dare say they
who know him can guess.” Thus he encounter-
ed a month of exposure to calumny, falsehood,
not to speak of danger—-after being pointed at
by a host of scowling commentators as “Ball
Run Russell,” = Even on the 1st of September a
dirty German soldier called out from the parapet
of an earthwork over jthe Long Bridge, “Pull
Run Russell,” and at the same time cocked his
piece any levelled it. Mr. Russell immediately
rode round into the fort, the fellow still present-
ing his firelock, aud asked him what he meant,
at the same time calling for the sergeant of the
guard, who came at once, and at his request ar-
rested the man, who recuvered arms and said,
“1t was a choake; I want to freeken Pull Run
tussell.” As the man's rifle was capped and
loaded, and on full cock, Mr. Russell did not see
the fun of the proceeding so clearly, and urged
an investigation into his conduct, which he did
not, however, think it necessary to pursae.

On September 5 “the event of the day was the
appearance of the President in a suit of black,
with a parcel in his hand, walking, umbrellaless,
in the rain. Mrs. Lincoln had returned, and the
worthy “Executive” will no longer be obliged to
go ‘ browsing round,” as he says, “among his
iriends at dinner-time,” Even the ¢Hxecutive'
was net 80 good humoured, nor Mrs. Lincoln so
affuble in their return to our Correspondent’s sa-
lutation as usual. Some Philadelphia people got
up a petition against bim to Mr, Seward, on the
ground of hig ‘“tyeasonable practices and misre-
presentations ;” and the Profegsor of Rhetoric
delivered a lecture on him to a Volunteer regi-
ment. On the 24th of Sept mber he was arrest-
¢d on a little excursion into Illinois, as “the Ho-
nourable Lord William Russell, in the nume of
the people of the Commonwealth of [llinois”
The defence which his friend, Colonel Forster,
made in his behalf reads like a passage from a
Cliristmas exiravaganza, yet it did not exempt
him from a fiue of 25s, for accompanying the
Uolonel in a shooting excursion on the prairies
on Sunday, against which it is but fair to state
he had protesied. The latier part of My. Rus-
sell's diary is probably droller than anything
Which our theat-ical wits will produce this Chirist-
mas, We regret especially that we have nospace
for the story respecting the President, on page
372 of the sepond volume. The United States
have been a vast burlesque on the functions of
national existence, and it was Mr. Russell’s fate
to behold their transformation scens and to see
the first tumbles of their clowns and pantaloons.
It was time for him to come away, though the
shame of his retirernent was theirs. He did his
duty while he was with them, and he has left
them a legacy in this Diary.

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COMMERCIAL BANK. V8. THE GREAT
WESTERN RAILWAY.

The judgment recently rendered in this cage
by the Uourt of Queen’s Bench, has been printed,
and makes a pamphlet of 3G pages. 'I'he’follow-
ing i3 g biief apalysis of the’réasons which in-
duceq the Oourt 10 prgnounce u_nanimlously in
favour of the Bank :—The Courf of Proprietors
of the Great Westorn on the 8th of Uctober,
185%, sanctioned an advance of 150,000 ster-
ling to the Detroit and siilwaukie Railway Com-
pany, to insure the complition of the railway
aorosy Michigan, in connection with the Grest
Western Railway ; such advance beiug made as
a temporary loan, on suificient security ; and the
expenditure of it being subject to the contral of
the Great Western Railway. T losn was
sanctioned by subseqnent Act of Pgrliame, .

Un the Tth Uctober, 1§88, tha O of Proprie

tors sanctioned another loau of £100,000 ster-

.| ling, to be expenned under the control of the

Grear Weagtern Railway Directors, About the
beginning of 1888, the Commercial Bank, which
had previously been the general bankers of the
areat Westers, opened an account called “The
Detroit and Milwaukie Railway account, Great
Western Railway,” and made very large -ad-
vances; the bank to be repaid by deposit of the
receipts of the Detroit and Milwaukee Uompany,
and any deficiency to be covered by bill of ex-
change drawn oy the London Roard of the Great
Westepn. It muat remembered that Mr, Brydges,
the managing Director of the Great Western, and
Mr, Reynolds, tne fiuancial Director, who were

| the parties that made the arrangement, held at

the same time the positions respectively of Presi-
dent and Vice-President of the Milwaukie Com-
pany. Theaccount having been largely over-
drawn, the Bank sued the Great Western for the
balance, and the jury found in their favour.
Leave to muve on the legal exceptions, however,
had been reserved at ihe trial, and it is of these
exceptions that the r cent judgment princ.pally
treals. They may be classificd as follows :

i1st, The detendants contended that it was il-
legal to empioy the money borrowed, in making
a foreign road, and that the Bank should have
been aware of the illegal destination when it
made the advances. With respect to this, the
Court held that the firat loan was expressly sanc-
tioned by Parliament, and that there was nothing
to show that the second was to be expended con-
trary ta law,

2nd. The defzndants contended that they had
no power to borrow money to be expended in
such a manner. The Court believed that tae
directors of a railway company do possess all
powers necessary to obtain advances for there
business purposes, either on loan, or overdrawn
account from their bankers.

3rd. It was urged by the defendants that the
common seal of the co: peration wag not used by
Messrs. Reynolds and Brydges, and that they
did not bind the Company. But this objection
also was overruled by the Court, and it was held
that the case being merely one of an overdrawn
account between bankers and & corporation
customer, the arrangement made by these gen-
tlemen was binding. It was pointed out that,
m & letter dated 16th Dec., 1858, signed by
Messrs. Brydges and Reynolds, officially, as
managing and financial directors of the Great
Western, it was expressly stated that the Great
Western “holds itseif liable to the Commercial
Bank for all overdraft on the Detroit and Milwau-

Taxes oN No~-ResipenT Laxps.—We have fre-
quently heard complaints made that in some of
the municipalities the lands of non-residents are
unfairly assessed.
cases the complaints are groundless, and that in
others they are but too we!l founded. A case hag
lately come to our knowledge, which we think it
well to publish as a warning to the assessors or
Council of any municipality for the time to
come. The case is this: —In the year 1858 the
assessor for the township of Nottawasaga assesc~
ed the lands of non-residents fairly, but those of
residents at rates greatly below taeir real value.,
Ope of the ratepayers susyecting a false assess-
ment examined the rolls and found his suspicions
Jjust. He appealed to the Court of Revision, but,
not obtaining relief, he took the case before the
County Judge, and proved the assessment to be
false in seveial instances. The rolls were amend-
ed by the Judge so far as they were proved false.
The Council, instead of levying the additional
amount, took the promissory notes of the variovs
parties thus newly assessed, and also the notes
of various otver persons for taxes, and thén re-
turned and cancelled many of them, and
refused to collect the others. The members
of the Council also gave notes for their
own iaxes, thus allowing a large sum to remain
due to the Corperation, and which they refused
| to collect. The party who had taken all this
trouble intended first to proceed agains® the as-
gessor and have him punished under the Statute.
But that officer praying for mercy, and express-

had been guilty, and it appearing, also, that his
proceeding had been dictated or influenced by
the Council, no action was brought against him.
But & bill in Chancery was filed in April, 1862,
against the members of the Council of 1858 and
the members of the Court of Revision, praying
that the defendants should be made personally
regponsible for all monies due the Gorporation
by their means. -After some delay the defen-
dants filed an answer, but the matter beginning
to look serious for them they proposed a com-
promise, which, after some hesifation, was agreed
to. The compromise was to this effect, that the
Council should collect the notes taken for taxes,
and enforce the payment of those which had been
cancelled or returned, and to pay the costs cf the
suit. Iu case the defendants do mot perform this
agreement within a reasonable time the suit is to
be continued.—Leader.

PRRSEVERANCE BRTTER THAN GRUMBLING.—The
situation of affairs is just now anything but satis-
factory. There is grumbling at the slow pro-
gress of the war for the suppression of the rebel-
lion, political animosities run high, and there is
a‘hitch in the finances that not only disturbs
those engaged in commerce, but preventz the
payment to the soldiers of the small wages they
have so‘hardly earned. This is a state of things
to be deplored. Inquiry and reflaction, however,
will show that such difficulties usually astend
upon war, and especially upon civil war. His-
tory, in fact, points to these as inevitable inci-
dents of war. A people generally enter upon
war with blind and unreasoning enthusiasm, than
Wwhich nothing is less reliable in supporting the
prolonged and manifold burdens which are insep-
arable from war on & large scale and continued
for a long time. The author of a pamphlet
“How a Free People conduct a long War)
says:

"yl.‘he popular idea of war is a speedy and deci-
sive victory, and an immediate vccupation of the
enemy's capital, followed by a treaty of peace by
which the objects of the war are permanentily se-
cured. Nothing is revealed to the excited pas-
sions of the multitude but dazaling visions of
national glory, purchased by small privations,
and the early and complete subjugation of taeir
enemies. It is, therefore not unpatural that at
the first reverse they should yield at once to an
unmenly depression, and, giving up all for lost,
they should vent upon the government for its
conduct of the war, and upon the ‘army and its
generals for their failure to make their dreams
of victory realties, an abuse as unreasouning as
their original enthusiasm.

The progess of a war nevsr fulfills the popular
expectation, because during the continuance of
a long conflict, the hope of constant and uniform
trinmphs in the field, illustrating the wisdom of
thoge who conduct it, cannot be realized. On
the contrary, all war, even that which in most
successful in the end, cousists rather of checkered
fortunes, of alternations of victery and disaster,
and of wbat, when viewed in the light of exper-
ience, are seen to have been glaring blunders in
the policy of the government or in the strategy
of its generals, The writer we have already
quoted says :~—The English have thus been
“taught that the true characteristic of public
‘ opiuion, in its judgment of a war, should be,
*“not s0 much hopefulness or impatience of im-
‘“ mediate results, but rather a stern endu ance
* —that king-quality of heroic constancy which,
“rooted deep in a prefound conviction of the
“justice of the cause, suppoits g lofty public
‘ spirit equally well in the midst of temporary
¢ disaster, and in the hour of assured triumph.”

Perseverance is immeasurably better than
grumbling at such times and under such cir¢cum-
stances, Our own government has a firm sup-
port in public opinion; has the means requisite 1o
sustain a grea' army, and all the fundamental
elements of military success. Hngland has suc-
ceeded only by her resolute and determined per-
severance.

ed triumphed, Let our government emulate her
example, and we sha 1 triumph over this foyl re=
bellion.— N, Y. Com.
