City Hall, In tbe i>ald City, on the fourteenth 
day of December, one thousand eight hundred 
and fifty-five, In virtue of a By-Law made and 
passed at a quarterly meeting oi this Council, 
held on the ninth day of June, one thousand 
eight hundred aud forty-five, adjourned from 
the said ninth day of June to tbe tenth day of 
tbe said month, and further adjourned from 
the said tenth day of June to the eleventh day 
of the said month of June, in tbe year last 
aforesaid, at, each of which several meetings 
were and are present two-thirds cf tbe Mem­
ber* composing tbe Connell of tbe City of Que­
bec, that ii to say :—

His Worship tbe Mayor, Messr*. Hall, Staf­
ford, Glackemeyer, Robltaille, Vallee, Bureau, 
Rbeaume, Sewell (Dr.), Connolly, Joeeph 
Rousseau, Robertson, Alleyn, Leaycrafl 
Hearn.

It was ordained by the said Council, and tbe 
said Connell doth hereby ordain and make 
tbe following By-Law :—
A B Y-LA W to regulate Me Measurement and 

Selling of every kind qf Fire Wood brought 
into the City qf Qutbee.
HEREAS it is expedient to regulate tbe 
Sale of Fire Wood upon the Markets and 

other public places of the. City, the said Coun­
cil, by and la virtue of the authority given to 
them In and by Act of the Legislature of this 
Province, 18 Vic., cap. 159, intituled “ An Act 
to amend and consolidate the provisions con­
tained In tbe Ordinances to Incorporate the 
City and Town of Quebec, and to vest more 
ample power* in the Corporation of the said 
City and Town,” ordalna and enacU, and it is 
hereby ordained and enacted :

1.—That within the limits of tbe City of 
Quebec, from and alter tbe passing of tbs pre­
sent By-Law, the standard cord of Fire Wood 
shall be of wood not le» than two and a half 
feet long, the cord being eight feet long by four 
feat high, French measure, or shall consist of 
eighty French cubic feet, tbe said wood hav­
ing, therefore, two feet and a hair In length 
and not less.

2.—That from and after tbe first day of 
Jannary next, no fire wood shall he sold or 
offored for sale or bought on any of the Mar­
kets or public places of tbe City of Que­
bec, otherwise than by tbe co'd, half cord, a 
third of a cord or a quarter of a cord, and in 
no less quantity, and such wood shall not be 
lees than two feet and a half In length as 
aforesaid.

3.—That notldng above ordained and enact­
ed shall affect in any way the firewood which 
shall be tbe property of Her Majesty’s Govern­
ment.

4.—That any person who shall violate or In­
fringe any of tbe provisions contained in the 
present By-Law, or any part of tbe same, shall 
incur and pay for each atd every offence, vio­
lation, or Infraction, a penalty not exceeding 
five pounds currency, or shall be liable lo an 
Imprisonment not exceeding thirty daye.

6.—That avery other By-Law of this Coun­
cil, or any part of tbe same, aud ait other 
orders, rules or provisions made and passed by 
any other authority, sad now In force touch­
ing and concerning the matter* and things 
contained In the present By Law, or which 
are incompatible with tbe provisions of tbo 
said By-Law, or any part of the same, or 
which shall be repugnant to the same, shall 
be and are hereby repealed.

THE SNOW BLOCKADE.
The Montreal Star published the fol­

lowing in it* issue of' Monday :—When 
our Pacific Railway i* built it will be well 
to make tbe embankment* high. The 
New York Time* says: ,fEngli8h papers 
report frequent blockades of railroad* in 
consequence of the snow. These account* 
remind ua of the fact, which is well 
worthy of notice, that throughout ibis 
winter, severe a* it has been, we have not 
yet heard of a single snow-blockade on 
the Union Pacific Railroad. Two years 
ago we received constant report* of tra­
vellers being snowed-up for days, and 
even weeks, together. The improvement 
has, we believe, been caused by the 
elevation of tbe track across the more 
exposed district* five or six feet above 
the level. The snow lies light, and is 
easily blown from the elevated track by 
the winds. The result is that the traffic 
has been unimpeded—a feat of no little 
consequence, considering bow greatly 
emigration must necessarily be stimulat­
ed in the future, and the material re­
source* of the country developed, by this 
important line of oommumcation be­
tween the Atlantic and the Pacific. We 
shall not find the tide of immigration 
from abroad falling off when the wonder­
ful mineral and agricultural wealth of 
the country spanned by this road oomes 
to be fully app

On motion to go into Committee of Sup­
ply,

Mr. JOLY called attention of the Hon. 
Treasurer io the grant made to tbe North 
Shore Railroad. His remarks would not In 
any way refer to the Northern Colonisation 
Road, concerning which he accepted assur­
ance of tbe engineer, Mr. Legge. In regard 
to the North Shore road be contended that it 
was not flrst-cls», and therefore not entitled 
to the grant. He read a letter from Mr. 
Light, who mentioned several particulars, to 
which the work on the road was very imper­
fect and unsubstantial. He (Mr. Joly) con­
sidered that in this matter the Government 
had acted with great imprndence. Tbe 
House should watch narrowly the grants 
mado to these roads, and see that the money 
was not thrown away. Tbe course of the 
Government was calculated to encourage ill 
constructed and unaubstant al roads, con­
trary to the intereete of the people and the 
country. The Act of last session distinctly 
stipulated that these two lined should be 
first-class in order to receive the grant*. In 
the case of the Northern Colonization Road 
he acquitted tbe Government of blame, but 
in the case of the North Shore line he aeked 
'he House to pronounce against tbe careless­
ness or worse which had characterised the 
action of the Governm» nt

Hon. Mr. CHURCH asked whether Mr. 
Joly spoke under the Impression that the 
present Government had advanced any mo­
ney to the North Shore Road.

Mr. JOLY said he was not ready to 
treat the House to a Constitutional lecture. 
There had latterly been so many changed in 
tbe Government that he would not answer 
affirmatively the question of his hon friend. 
Still he coB'ended that tbe bon Treasurer and 
the present Government were fully responsi­
ble for the grant that had been made. He 
thought bon Treasurer must have seen tbe 
report of Mr. Light which be had just read.

Tho Hon Mr. ROBERTSON said it was 
strange that Mr. Joly should require that a 
road should be first claes when it was only 
one-fourth built. This money was paid by 
the old Government, yet he was quite pre­
pared to take upon himself the responsibility 
of the grant. The ground he took wss this; 
that under the Ordt r-ln-Ooencil his colleagues 
had agreed that one-third of the cash ex- 
penditute on the road was to be advanced by 
the Government in bonds of the Government 
provided one-third was advanced in Corpora­
tion Bonds and tbe other third in the 
bonds of the Government. Bat instead 
of advancing one-third, the Government 
had only - advanced one-fifth. When 
the correspondence was brought down 
with regard to this matter it would be seen 
that the Government had taken every pre­
caution to have a first-class road, and no 
mere debentures would be paid the Company 
nmil a qualified engineer should report fav- 
otably upon it.

Hon. Mr. IRYINE wished to correct a 
statement made by his honorable friend, 
which he thought was not quite exact. The 
Treasurer had referred to the order in Coun­
cil with too much reverence, or with the air 
of a man who accepted what he disapproved 
of. He spoke as if ha would never have ap­
proved of it if he had not been absent when 
it was passed. In this order in Council under 
which the grant was made, it was distinctly 
provided that the bonds were to be paid only 
upon the favorable report of the Govèrnment 
engineer. And yet the Hon. Treasurer ad­
mitted that no snch report had been made, at 
the same time he attempted to justify him­
self by that same order In Connell.

Hon. Mr MAL3IOT, in French, support 
ed tbe position of the Hob. Treasurer.

Mr. BEAUBIEN said that the contract 
the Government had made with the 
Northern Colonisation Railroad and the 
North Shore Railroad must be fulfilled. 
With regard to the latter road tbe Direc 
tors were quite ready to go over it, and 
make first-class any part of the road the 
Government engineer might be dissatis­
fied with.

Hon. Mr. GARNEAU said he had sent 
the reports of the Government engineer 
to the engineers of both roads.

The House then went into Committee 
of Supply, and passed the item* relating 
to Civil Government», $145,915 ; Admin­
istration of Justice, $415,416; Superior 
Education, $7S,410; Common Schools, 
$155,000 ; Schools in poor Munidjialitiea,

IlOr&E OF C OMMOM*.

Ottawa, Fvby. 5, 1875.
The SPEAKER took the chair at 3 o’clock 

p. m.
After some conversation it was resolved to 

make a place for the Hansard staff on tbe 
floor of tbe House, and place tbe whole ar­
rangement in that connection under tbe 
management of a Committee on Piin log.

Hon. Mr. GEOFFRION preasnted a report 
of (be Minister of Internal Revenue.

Mr. FRECHETTE said,as it was the first 
time be spoke in this Houae, be took it upon 
himself to speak in his native tongue, that 
beautiful language of France, of which every 
Canadian should be proud. It was with 
much pleasure (bat he movtd the address in 
reply to tbe Speech from tbe Throne. He 
took occasion to say, in the most absolute 
manner, that be bad full confidence in tbe 
present administration. Since their advent 
to power they had acccppiichid the 
principal reforms which they had advocated. 
Sometimes suclr reforms were difficult and 
and when party came into power they too 
oiten forgot tbe principles they advocated 
when in Opposition—they born the Idol they 
once worshiped. Such had not been the caae 
with the prevent Government, strong as a 
party and strong in their principles, they had 
put tbe axe of Reform into the forest of 
abuse. That was the reason why they enjoy­
ed to such a largo extent tbe confidence of 
the country. Some reforms yet remained to 
be accomplished, and among them was the 
creation of a Supreme Court. The want of 
each a (ourt had long been felt, for withont 
oar Constitution, frame i at tbe Confedera­
tion of the Provinces, was incomplete. He 
bad no intention to refiect discredit on the 
Privy Connell of England, which would still 
be most useful to us in settling Constitutional 
questions With rrgaid to propoetd Copy­
right Law, he held that if (here was to be 
protection in any kind of labor, it cer­
tainly should be intellectual labor, and 
the Government deserved the thanks of sll 
literaiy men for this measure. Ou 
the subject of Immigra loo, be remarked 
that the time had now passed when men 
thought it was impossible to retain our own 
people within our borders. UU desire wag 
that we should all be united—that those who 
had gone should come back as soon as posai, 
hie—that we might become ono great nation, 
under one great flag. He congratulated the 
Government on the success which bad at­
tended their adminiatraiic n pf affairs in the 
North-West. They bad enforced the law in 
places where disorder had, until recently, 
prevailed. Wi b reference to tbe North-West 
troubles, he raid that, as the Government had 
promised to bring down the doenmeuts re­
lating thereto, he would not fotm any judg­
ment on the question nntil he had seen 
them ; but what he expected was a complete 
settlement of the difficulties which had so 
long troubled Manitoba. He concluded by 
bopiog that, as Canada had weathered the 
criais which bad so injured tbe neighboring 
country, we would also pass successfully 
through all political crisis whiçh might arise 
in the fatore.

Mr. COLIN McDOUGALL seconded tbe 
address, craving the indulgence of tbe House 
while directing attention to topics adverted 
to in tbe Speech. He adverted to tbe fact 
that the House had been called at a season 
which it could not be dis( uted, was the best 
for all the members. He thought it must be 
a source of satisfaction to the people of the 
country to know that tbe organization of the 
North-west police had had the excellent 
effect of suppressing the traffic in intoxicate 
lag drink among the Indians,—A traffic both 
ruinons to the red man as to tbe whole hu­
man race ; and that tbe police bad been in­
strumental in reducing disorder to order. It 
was also gratifying to know that a treaty with 
the Indians of the North-west had been bap- 
pily consummated which would enable them 
to invite immigration to those extensive ter­
ritories. The establishment of a Supreme 
Court was also a subject of vast importance ; 
laws were dead unless there were Courts to 
give effect to them, and such a Court 
as that proper ad was needed in a con­
stitution like Canada’s. It was neces­
sary to have a Supreme Cfourt to define 
limits of respective jurisdictions, so that the 
rights oi this Parliament might not be invad­
ed and tbe rights of tbe Local Legislatures 
respected. He next referred to tbe subject of 
Insolvency, and thought that some bankrupt 
law was absolutely necessary. Profiling by 
tbe experience of the pas*, he bad no doubt 
that tbe present law wai of great advantage 
to the whole community. He thought a law 
would be framed which would protect honest 
traders under misfortune, and give them a 
chance of starting afresh, while the dishonest 
traders should receive no protection. Ho be­
lieved a ch' àper mode of dealing with in­
solvent estates might be devised. Another 
topic to which their attention was directed 
was the Canada Pacific Railway, which was 
a very great enterprise. It might not be a 
snccess for many yeavs, though it was to be 
hoped it would ultimately become so. He 
was glad to know that the undertaking was 
being prosecuted with vigwr by the present 
administration. He spoke of tha eSocle of 
tho -enterprias when completed in eloquent 
terms and at considerable length. The 
speaker next referred to that part of Address 
relate ug to ibe tear of Hie Excellency tbe 
Governor General through the Dominion, 
which be felt sure woqld have a very benefi­
cial effect. Tbe subject of immigration was 
next taken np by Mr. MéDongall, He raid

promote further increase. He wished tdaew’ investigation, aud declared that ba bad care- 
the people of every clime and country coar 
ing to Canada and feeling that in it they had 
a home where there Was no dlu< rtruiuation 
as to rundor nationality, where they would 
find equal rights for ali, aud feel lh»t they 
wore citiaeua of the country and part of its 
people With re gard to the diW' ulty in the 
relations of the Dominion and British Col­
umbia, hr. was happy they were dissipated.
Tbe question of the North West troubles was 
also a difficult one, but the good judgment 
and liberality of the House would enable it 
to work o»t such a solution as would not br 
derogatory to us as a people, while at the 
same time the law was vindicated. He re­
ferred briefly to. the controverted elections 
and other topics mentioned In the Addreès.

Sir JOHN A. MACDONALD tken reviewed 
he Speech from the Throne, declaring Üfo 

bill of fere a meagre one, and not qualified to 
satisfy a hungry Parliament. He would not 
move any amendment, believing that th? 
system should be adhered to which prevailed 
in the Imperial Parliament, of agreeing to it 
as a matter of form without undue delay, so 
that the House might proceed at once to 
business. It was a matter for congratula­
tion, as said by the seconder of the Address, 
if the Ministry was popular in the country, 
but he would leave it to tbe House to say 
whether the recent elections bad proved this 
to be a feet or not. He expressed pleasure 
that the North-weet police force had been or 
ganised, but asked that the Government 
should furnish the House with a detailed re­
port. He hoped tfce military force of that 
country would not be reduced to ibe diftur- 
hance of the feeliug of security now t xisting.
Hu referred to the treaty with the Saltenux 
aud Crue Indiana, and hoped that it would 
bo laid before Parliament. He desired Ji to 
be understood that all such treaties should 
he submitted to tbe Hous-j for conaidi lation 
and approval. He referred to tbe Governor 
General's tour to the West, and paid him a 
high compliment for ability and fit 
ness for the position, especially as
display» d in bis speeches at Toronto 
and elsewhere. The creation of
Hupreme Court bad engaged the attention of 
the late Government, which considered thu 
creation ot a satisfactory Court a difficult 
matter, chit fly on account ot the Province of 
Quebec, as the Minister of Justice came from 
that Province. He hoped they would over­
come that difficulty. He referred to the in­
solvency and immigration policy, of which 
be approved in a general way, witbont com- 

titing himself as to details, and concluded 
by calling attention to the fact that no 
mention ot tbe Reciprocity Treaty was made 
in the Speech from the Tyrone, which he 
considered unfeir. .

Mr. MACKENZIE hoped the good quality 
of the dishes would make up for tbe alleged 
meagre bill of fare. In respeut to the Norths 
West Police Force, he announced that the 
papeis would be laid on the table aud the 
fullest informatiun afforded, and explained 
ihat the Government wished to avoid, if 
possible, haring a military force in that ter 
ritory, as being opposed to the spirit of tba 
times and tbe enstoms of the country. Re­
specting insolvency, he stated the opinions of 
members would be wanted so as to frame the 
most practical measure possible. He ex 
plained that further steps would be taken in 
reference to the conjoint operations of the 
Dominion and the varions Provinces on tbe 
subject of immigration. On reciprexuy, 
said that the draft treaty, backed by the re 
commendation of the African (government 
had been peot to ibe Senate and no notice 
had beep received by the Canadian Govern­
ment as to bow it was disposed of. He was 
prepared to defend it on its merits. He de 
uied that it was necea#ary that any treaty 
should be submitted to Parliament before ra 
tificatiou, and pointed out that such a prin. 
ciple couif' not hold with regard to tbs recent 
treaty wi h the Indians. He expressed appre­
ciation of the courtesy of the Oppoeition la 
regard to the Address.

After explanations by Sir John A. Mac. 
fjongld, the resolutions were read the first 
time. 75W

The ninth resolution, in vegard to the Pa­
cific Railway, at the request of Sir John A.
Macdonald, was declared carried on a divi­
sion.

The other resolutions passed without oppo­
sition. it; .

Mr. LYNCH introduced a bill to authorize 
Joseph D. M oison and William Hastings 
Kerr, to sell certain property affected with a 
substitution.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH introduced a bill to 
divide the Registration Division of Montreal 
into three Registration Divisions. , ~lj

Mr. DORION introduced a Mil to amend 
the Municipal Code wjth respect to winter 
roads on rivers.

Mr. MARCHAND, from tbe Select Com­
mittee, reported a recommendation for the 
immediate printing in both languages ot the 
bill respecting the Notarial profession, and 
an expression of regret that tbe printing of 
so important a measure had lieeu delayed so 
long.

The report was adopted.
Hon. Mr. BELLEROSE presented the 

third report of the Committee on contingen­
cies.

Mr. LANGELIEB presented a petition 
from rate-payers of St. Sauveur de Quebec 
against tbe bill respecting that Municipality 
presently before the Honse.

Hon. Mr. TRUDEL introduced a bill to 
amend the iOtb clause of the Notarial Act 
with respect to the time of holding tho an- 
nnal meeting.

Hon. Mr. MALHIOT brought in a bill to 
amend tbe article of the Civil Code respeciing 
tho Cadastres.

Hon. Mr. cHUECH moved eoncurrence in 
tbe report of the Tanneries’ Commit ee.

The bon gentleman, at tbe same time, pre­
sented the evioence of Mr. Dansereau, as 
already taken, and stated that Mr. Dansereau 
had refused to answer a certain question, 
until after he bad consulted his frieuds in 
Montreal, and, after having held 8u<:h con­
sul alien, he had written to the Committee, 
saying that he declined to answer

Hon. Mr. CHAPLEAU said that Mr. Dan­
sereau bad already appeared and answered 
four out of the five questions he had refused 
to answer in Montreal. He bad also answer­
ed a great many other questions and bad 
signed his depositiou. Under the circum­
stances, he thought tbe Committee had no 
right to recall the wi nesses.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH said it was true Mr. 
Dansereau had signed his deposition, but it 
was irregularly done, inasmuch as it bad not 
been signed or acknowledged in his presence 
or that of any other member of tho Com­
mittee. To all intents and purposes, bis 
evidence in its present shape was merely 
null. The fifth question relating to the $17,- 
000 was put to thé witness, who refused to 
answer It. He repudiated Mr. Ohapleau’s 
assumption that they had nu right to interro­
gate beyond the scope of the original five 
questions. He bad before the house a letter 
from Mr. Danserean, asking to be dispensed 
from answering fur.her regarding r.he sum of 
$17,000.

Hon. Mr. TRUDEL supported the position 
of Mr. Church to the effect that Mr. Danse- 
ruau’s testimony was not yet completed, nor 
properly recognised before a member of tbe 
Committee.

Mr. JOLY confirmed the statement of Mr. 
Church, and rebuked Mr. Chapleau for raising 
frivolous objections on a matter of each grave 
importance. Mr. Chapleau was endeavoring 
simply to thwart the efforts of the Committee 
sud the Honse to ferret out the troth in the 
matter under investigation. It was chiefly

Hou. Mr. CHAPLEAU said since tha 

House was determined to proceed in Star 
Chamber feafijon in this business, and to re­
fuse to consent to the production of the uotep 
of evidence, it was very desirable to know 
which was the question Mr. Dinsereau had 
objected to answer.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH said the question had 
reference to the $17,000.

The motion whs carried on division.
Hon. Treasurer ROBERTSON then moved 

the Honse into Committee upon tbe following 
resolutions concerning railways, which he 
briefly explained t *

Retoh't i, 1 —That it is expedient, in the 
interest and for the greatest benefit of tbe in­
habitants of the Province of Quebec, to au­
thorize tbe Lieutenant-Governor in Connell 
to grant an additional subsidy of fifteen hun­
dred dollars per mile to each of the following 
railway companies:

1. The Quebec and Lake St. John Railway, 
not exceeding a length of 150 miles ;

2. Tbe St. Francis and Megantic Interna­
tional Railway, not exceeding a length of 80 
miles ;

3. The Bay des Chaleurs Railway, not ex­
ceeding 180 miles;

4. The Levis and Kennebec Railway, not 
exceeding 80 ^rifes ; 'jy.

5. The Sherbrooke, Eastern Townships and 
Kennebec Railway, not exceeding 100 miles;

6. The Philipaburg, Karobam and Ya- 
maska Railway, not exceeding 100 miles ;

7. The M00!***! Northern Colonization 
Railway (foe the branch line of St. Jerome), 
not exceeding. 15 tall s.

Resolved, 2.—That tbe subsidy mentioned 
in tbe preceding resolution be paid in tbe 
same manner as the Provincial aid granted by 
(iTbe Quebec Railway Aid Act of 1874,” with 
the exception that the same may be payable 
for each ten miles or more of road completed, 
continuous and nou-interrupted.

/■«oforrJ, .3.—That the Frontier Quebec 
Railway Company and thu Minsisquoi aud 
Black River Valley Railway, which have the 
right to a subsidy In money under “Tbe 
Quebec Railway Aid Act of 1874,’’ shall con­
tinue to have the right to that subsidy until 
the first of February, 1876, provided that, at 
this date, not less than ten miles of road con­
tinuous and non-interruptcd, with iron or 
steel rails, shall have been made and com­
pleted by those companies, and that tbe pay­
ment of that subsidy may be made for each 
ten miles or more of road thus finished and 
completed.

Resolved, 4.—That the railway com panics 
which have the right under “The Quebec 
Railway Aid Act of 1874,” to a subsidy only 
after having made and completed twenty-five 
miles of road continuous aud nou-interrupted, 
shall have the tight to that subsidy for each 
ten miles of road thus made and completed.

Resolved, 6.—That, any provision to the 
contrary notwithstanding, any company 
which bas a right to a subsidy under the pre­
sent résolutions or of “The Quebec Railway 
Aid Act of 1874,” shall have the right to re­
ceive on account of the subsidy thus granted, 
a sum of $75 per mile to assist that company 
to locate its road, but only after that the sur- 
veys, plans and profiles of such road shall 
have been deposited in the Department of 
Agriculture and Public Works.

Resolved, 6.—That, whereas it is of the 
greatest importauce for this Province to se­
cure the junction of the Pacific Railway with 
the North Shore Railways of the St. Law­
rence aud Ottawa Rivers, it is expedient to 
authorize the Lieutenant-Governor in Coun­
cil to grant a sum of thirty thousand dollars 
to assist in the construction of tbe bridge 
which shall unite, in tbe county of Pontiac, 
tbe North Shore Railways of the S:. Law­
rence and Gttewa Rivers, to tbe Pacific Rail­
way.

Hon. Mr. LAFRAMBOISE asked why the 
Missiesquol and Black River Valley Railway 
bad been omitted ?

Hon. Mr. ROBERTSON said that it was 
because tbe Company bad not ten contiunous 
miles of road made, although they had sec­
tions of five and six miles here and there 
graded.

Mr. LYNCH denounced the unfair discri- 
mination, which was evident in the Govern­
ment policy, in fevor of certain roads and 
against others just because it suited the 
whims of ministers or might please their 
supporters or disappoint those who happened 
to differ from them politically.

Hon. Mr. IRVINE was gratified to find 
that the Government had been able to adopt 
such a liberal policy in aid of railways. He 
supposed it was inevitable that dissatisfac­
tion should exist on tbe part of friends of 
some roads, who bad not received all tbe aid 
they expected, but on the whole tbe country 
bad reason to be satisfied. He must say, 
however, that the Governmeut entirely ig­
nored the distinct promises made at the open­
ing of the session to tbe effect that they 
would carry out ibe policy of their predeces­
sors. He deprecated any attempt ou 
the part of dissatisfied members to 
coerce tbe Government into modifying 
their policy in regard to certain roads.

Hon. Mr. ANGERS contended that far from 
felling in their dutiee the Government had 
Improved largely on the policy advocated 
and supported by the hon. member for Me­
gantic last year. He protested against the 
unfair charge, that the Government had been 
actuated by partisan motives in distributing 
the proposed grant.

Tbe debate continued rill half an hour after 
midnight, when Mr. Joly, after a severe cri­

ticism of the policy of tbe Government, mov­
ed In amendment—* want of confidence— 
that the Speaker do not foave the chair, but 
that it be resolved that this House, while 
willing to aid as much as possible, consist­
ently with the resources of tbe Province, the 
construction of railways in tbe Province, is 
convinced that the policy of the Government, 
as announced in their resolutions, is unjust 
aud does net promise results in proportion to 
tbe sacrifices imposed upon the Provinoe.

The debate on tbe amendment continued 
until one o’clock, when Mr. Watts ot'ktd for 
an adjournment of the debate1.

Hon. Mr. MALHIOT pressed the question 
to an issue.

Mr. JOLY said the Government had been 
two mouths maturing these resolutions, and 
it was only fair that they should give tbe 
House more than a single sitting to consider 
and discuss them.

Hon. 51 r. OUIMET thought tbe Govern­
ment would do well to concede to tbe desire 
for an adjournment.

Mr. LANGELIER deprecated tbe desire 
and eflorts of the other side to choke off dis­
cussion on this qnestion, characterizing the 
conduct of the Government ia the matter as 
simply scandalous. (Cries of order !) He 
went on to criticize the Government policy 
severely and at great length, pretending that 
a bubeidy of $4,000 per mite was insufficient 
to build such necessary aud important roads, 
for example, as tbe Levis and Kennebec, in 
connection with which he more particularly 
mentioned that ten mites had been cut off— 
for what reason he knew not—from the 
length given to it last ytar and upon which 
the subsidy was paid.

Tho discussion continued to be carried on 
evidently against time.

At 2.15 a. m., the Speaker left tbe chair 
for a brief period, calling Mr. Houde thereto 
amid general laughter and applause.

At three o'clock there were no signs of the 
House adjourning. Mr Marchand was speak­
ing, amusing his hearers with bon mois, that 
is to say, as far as they could be beard amid 
the almost incessant laughter, cries of oitjer, 
pounding of desk covers, cat-calls, and all the 
other abominable noises it is possible to 
imagine. In fact, at this period, the House 
bad more the appearance of a Bedlam or 
bear garden than that of a respectable deli- 
b -rative body.

At four o’clock, things continued to present 
pretty much tbe same appeirance—motion 
after motion for adjournment being only 
offered to be sbou ed down.

Hon. Mr. IRVINE pressed for an adjourn 
meut and deprecated the conduct of the past 
three hours.

Hon. Mr. LAFRAMBOISE charged the 
Government with being afraid of the discos 
sion of their policy on his side of the House 
auj therefore with being anxious to cbtaiq a 
catch vote.

The Quebec Legislature may rely upon it 
that, so for from promoting the Interests or 
religions peace of tbe city, the enactment in 
any form whatever of such exemptions will 
have a directly contrary effect. They will 
arouse class antagonism, imperil the collec­
tion of tbe city revenue, and ruin Montreal 's 
financial credit Let the Government beware 
of sanctioning snch a disMtrous law.

The petition against these exemptions, al­
ready were numerously signed by dtisans of 
all classes sod creeds, will show the wide­
spread opposition In Montreal to sucb immu- 
nities. Two or three days ago a Catholic 
Irishman signing the petition in this office, 
remarked that be did so from afeeliog of jus­
tice. He bad seen at home bow the people 
were burdened for the support of a dominant 
Church. This had since been abolished, and 
he oould see no ground for the maintenance 
of similar grievances hero. At Point St. 
Charles the petition hM been very numerous­
ly signed, most of the Grand Trunk employ­
ees adhibiting their names. Citizens who 
have not yet signed it, bnt would like to do 
so, should come forward at once, as the peti­
tion will have to be sent to Quebec for pre­
sen: ati ou in a day or two.— Witness.

FRIGHTFUL LOS* OF LIFE.
A FAMILY SWEPT OUT OF EXISTENCE.

An ftfaum sounded from box 17 Wednesday 
niffct, most people thought it was for a fire 
and feared that with the terrible storm that 
waa blowing the flames would hare foil 
play among the wooden booses clustering 
round the Mariners1 Chapel, and play dreadful 
ha roc in Dtomoori harbor. But, sad to say, 
a more dangerous element than fire was at 
work, and a more frightful sacrifice of life 
«ran than that entailed by the cot* 
fUgratioa of the Beau port Lunatic Asy­
lum, has to be reported this morning with 
•cense of the most - bamming nature. 
Nestling under the promontory of Cape Dia­
mond are numberleee- homesteads of the 
hardy, indastrione people, of whom Quebec 
is justly proud. Many of these houses axe 
of wood, protected from the fall of gravel aad 
shale by wooden uprights, and, perhaps safe 
eaoogfa In their way. Examples have occur­
red to show that no dependence whatever 
may be placed upon such safeguard*, and it 
la plain enoogh now that they afford no pro­
tection against snow. The storm which set 
in on Tuesday night, and increased in force 
on Wednesday, served to pile an additional 
load upon the tremendous heap behind the 
boom of Nicholas Haber land, on Champlain 
street, neer the Mariners’ Chapel. Like 
many of his neighbours he had never 
paid much attention to the constantly 
accumulating load, nor would he, nor any 
one else in the neighbourhood, have bothered 
about it withoat a warning oi some very 
ahocking character. Strange to say last year 
this house was moved by a land slide. So 
far as we have been enabled to team, the 
lower portion of the boose, a two story wood­
en structure was occupied by the family of 
the owner, Nicholas Haberland, and bis 
family of four souls. The upper fiat waa 
rented by John Qibson, whose family was 
composed of hie wife and five children, and 
ii^the attics, was Mr. Haberlacd’s mother, 
a bed ridden «roman of 75 years of age. A 
sudden crash about 9 o’clock, was the signal 
ot the impending catastrophe, for a huge 
mass of snow bod fallen in the rear of the 
house. The old woman tried to 

- givs an ahum, and John Gibson's voice 
was heard calling to his wife, who h -.d 
just entered the house from a visit to 
a neighbour across the road. Nearly every­
body waa to bed at the time, but Haberland 
and his wife, who were fortunately saved, 
with their children. Soon there was another 
crash, and this was the crack of doom lor the 
inmates of the house. The enormous masses 
of snow poised on the almost perpendicular 
lace of the cliff came down with furious force, 
aad for a moment there was nothing but a 
whirl of fleecy white and a storm of sca.ter- 
ing timbers. The house waa wrecked In a 
flrnb, ss it were, and its nufortaua e inuaitts 
buried in a living grave. There was no 
time for preparation for tbeir dread fate for 
them, in a me ment, in the twinkling c-f an 
eye, they wtre involved in destruction. The 
neighborhood was speedily aroused, and a 
few minutes after the wreck of the bouse 
there were hundreds busy with spade and 
shovel tiyiag to extricate from the mass of 
debris spread across the .«treef, the 
bodies of the inmates of the bouse. 
For nearly an hour there was bard 
work with the constantly increasing crowd 
pressing sronnd, but the police soon inter­
fered and enabled those who were In earnest 
io work animpeded. The Haberland family- 
father, mother, and thtee children—were 
taken ont alive and well. They were imme­
diately conveyed into thu grocery store of 
Mr. Manning, opposite, where they were hos­
pitably accommodated, and in the meantime 
the march went on. John Gibson’s body was 
next found, sod taken i»to Manning's and 
laid on a louage. His face was placid, and 
he bore no appearance of pain, but, from tfce 
state of bis clothing, we should uy that he 
made a fearful struggle with death. A little 
girl next recovered from the ruins and 
laid on the floor in >he kitchen. Then there 
was found sticking through the snow s por- 
tioo of the clothing of Mr. Habei hind’s 
mother-in-law, sod she was shortly after- 
trada recovered, bat in a frightfully mangled 
condition in consequence of the chimney 
having fallen on her. Mrs. Gibson was next 
found. She had evidently been dead about 
an hour and wa* still warm. Her death 
seemed to have been attended |with suf­
fering. The children were gradually r.- 
ooveted, and they looked, with ’ the 
exception of little Kate, just as peaceful as 
wben’thoy were put to bed. Finer children 
it would be hard to And than the little b&aies 
lying on either side of their mother on the 
floor of Mrs. Manning’s kitchen. The dead 
are :—

Johanna O’Keefe, wife of the late Patrick 
Haberland, aged 75 years.

John Gibson, labourer, aged 35 years.
Mary O'Brteo, his wife, aged 3fl years.
Their children, John Francis, sged 9; Msry,

8 ; Richard, 6 ; Catherine, 4 : and Llisa Ann, 
the baby, whose body was not recovered when 
we left at three o’clock this morning, aged 1 
year. A terrible death roll indeed.

Rev. Father Oates, of the Redemptorist 
Order, was upon the tesne at au early 
hoar, and did his almost, .apuia Belg­
ium, with the Provincial Police, work­
ed heartily and well. Councillor Mc­
Laughlin ; Mesan. Grogan, Power, and a 
host of others whose names escape us, work- 
•d throughout the night with nothing vigor, 
and Dr. M. Ahern won universal admiration 
by the manner in which be laboured. Mr. 
Giblin loaned shovels and every requisite 
with eotnm ndable promptitude. This is 
about the most terrible accideat which has 
occurred in this neighborhood. The last 
thing of the kind occarred in 1857, when the

The wind was blowing {frightfully at 
the time, and blinded, everyone with the 
drift Assistance waa Instantly procured, and 
we all set to work to clear away the snow.” 
The fanerai oi the eight victims took place at 
a little after three yesterday 'afternoon, the 
whole of the expense# bring very generously 
defrayed by the Ship Labourers’ Benevolent 
Society. The scene as the funeral cortege 
passed by was most Impressive, and it is long 
since Quebec has witotpsed so sad a burial. 
There were no leas than six hearses. These 
were followed by from two to three thousand 
people on foot, of all classes and grades of 
society ; behind them fifty sleighs also con­
veyed moomers. The streets on the way to 
the church and cemetery were soon filled 
with spectators, who looked in mournful 
silence on the passage to the grave of persons 
who, with but one exception, one little day 
before, had been in UtFenjoyment of healthy 
life and vigor. Little remain « on the ground 
of the accideat to show the enxtent of it save 
a huge thick pile of snow—a white and pet- 
ishable monument of a fearful disaster.

At St. Patrick’s Church, Rev. Father 
Burke, who officiated before the service 
was commenced, ascended the steps of 
the altar, and addreased the people as­
sembled on the subject of death, from 
the text, “Blessed are the dead who die 
in the Lord.” He spoke earnestly and 
feelingly. Life, he said, was uncertain, 
and Heeling, and Death came on apace, 
like a thief in the night. 1 u the midst of 
life we are in Death, and that truth was 
never more strongly verified than in the 
instance of the corpses lying before them. 
Twenty-four hours ago, m the full 
tide of health and vigor, they were re­
joicing in life, now cold and pale, they 
lay in the embraces of the destroyer, 
and their souls had gone before the God 
who had given them. The lesson he 
sought to impress was, that seeing that 
life was so uncertain, and as every step 
taken on earth was but a step toward the 
grave, and every pulsation of the heart a 
nearer approach to the inevitable, it was 
the duty of every Christian to be prepar­
ed to meet his God, to endeavour to 
maintain himself in a state of grace, to 
desist from evil, and seek to do good, 
and he implored his hearers, in the pre­
sence of the silent witnesses on their 
biers, to seek salvation while it was of­
fered to Jthem freely, and be reconciled j 
to their Creator.

The service was then proceeded with 
according to Roman Catholic ritual, and 
afterwards the bodies were again placed 
in the hearses, and taken to the Ceme­
tery, where they were deposited in the 
receiving vault. Rev. Father O’Connor 
performed the last offices, and the im­
mense procession immediately dispers 
ed.

Vesterday the committee appointed to 
solicit subscriptions in aid of the inter­
ment expenses and the assistance of the 
survivors deprived of their homes, com­
menced work. Messrs. W L. Thom and 
Jordan collected some f!30 in theParlia 
ment buildings alone.

The Fatal Avalaaclxe Accident.
The inquest on the eight bodies of the un­

fortunate family wbo were, without a mo­
ment's warning, swept into eternity at Dla- 
mood Harbour, on Wednesday night, waa 
held yesterday morning at the house of Mr. 
Manning, immediately opposite to where the 
annihilated bouse formerly stood. Coroner 
Praadergast and the Jury, after a short exa­
mination of witnesses and the self-evident 
lantimcny of the tecta, returned a verdict of 
«Aœtdantal death.’’ The rooms in which 
the corpses were laid ont were in the grocery 
store owned by Ur. Hanning, who is a bro­
ther-in-law of the deceased Mrs. Gibson. 
Entering the first room through an immense 
crowd of sympathetic onlookers, the whole of 
the Gibson family were arranged upon tables 
which occupied the whole of one aide of the 
nmallchamber. HeroJaalUheawfoUtiliness 
and pallor of death were ranged the bodies. 
The husband on the right and the wife on tbe 
left, and within the intervening space lay tbe 
poor little children, according to their rgea, 
the beby next to the mother. In spite of tbe 
ernahi' g and suffocation, it is supposed that 
the little ones were teat asleep and suffered 
ao pain, the calm and placid faces with their 
curly locks, were touching in the extreme 
The kindly neighbors, in sobbing wbisp- 
ere, spoke in the highest terms of the good 
character of Mr. Gibson and his family. 
The room waa draped in white and candles 
w«e placed at the feet of tbe dead, rosaries 
**** also lying on the breasts of tbe man 
and wife ; clean white sheets covered the 
whole of the deceaced, all of whom bad been 
tenderly cared for in tbe solemn offices pre- 
vtona to burial. From this ghastly piteous 
night to another room at the back of the 
hooee, where, in her coffin, lay Mrs Haber 
land. Oar reporter was informed that for 
ten yean past the poor old woman bad been 
bad-ridden, and that her friends were in daily 
«xpeciatioa of her decease, bat not in the 
fearful way that it occurred. Both rooms 
ware filled with an ever changing crowd. All
were admitted, and boys and girls whose 
aatnial spirits wonld keep them excited in 
XBoet sol. run scenes, sobered down into 
gravity at the sight of the all pervading pre­
sence of sodden and violent death Elderly 
man and women conversed In nndertones 
with the relations and friends of the Gibson 
and Haberland families, and all had a good 
word to soy for those who were gone. In 
the back of the store were a pile of seven 
coAna of all siaes. from tbe large one for 
adalta to the little case of wood that a doll 
might fill with ease. The decorum of the 
hundreds who visited the scene was most 
praiseworthy, young and old were visibly 
affected, and it was hard to see eyes free from 
tears. Tbe neighbours, in telling their ver­
rions of the catastrophe, spoke of tbe exer­
tions of Father dates, Dr. Ahern, Messrs. 
Giblin, McLaughlin, Jaa. Ramsay, who was 
daaertbed as a tower of strength, T Shea who 
la ably assisting at the recovery of the bodies 
waa oonaiderahly injured in tbe face, and 
affffMMMS ethers fft the highest terms. Mr. 
baaing describes the dread moment thus—
