Giant Geranium
Plants Adern
Westmount Park

usually seen
window boxes throughout the
world, are growing, in West-
mount Park this year—all five-
and-a-half feet of them.

The tall plants unusual to the
housewife who has become accus-
tomed to the one-foot variety she
uses in her window boxes, are
common to botanists and green-
house men, officials at West-
mount Park and at the Montreal
Botanical Garden said.

Of course, it takes special care
and work in order ,to force the
small plant to go against its
natural course and shoot up past
the five-foot mark.

The four giant plants in West-
mount Park this year—placed on

Geraniums, in

to Viectoria Hall—have been under
care for more than a year.

Officials sald there are two
ways to make a geranium grow to
the five-foot-six level.

One way is to tie the plant to a
standard and keep cutting off all
shutes. In that way, they explain-
ed, the one stem continues
straight up. When the desired
height is reached—five-foot-six
is about tops—the top is pinched
in order to permit the plant to
bloom. The bloom is only at the
very top and gives the flower the
appearance of a Ssmall tree or
bush.

The other method is grafting,
which usually leads to a stronger
plant.

A. Clogg Addressess Rotary
On Rubber Industry

Canada last year imported 85,-
000,000 pounds of rubber in sheets
and 5,000 pounds of latex, Alan
Clogg, of Dominion Rubber told
the Westmount Club this week.

He stressed the fact that there
are 62 establishments in Canada
making rubber products and em-
ploying over 20,000 people with a
gross production amounting close
to $200,000,000.

“Tires take the greatest amount
of rubber and the industry pro-
duced more than 5,000,000 last
year,'" the speaker pointed out,

“The communists have exerted
the most fiendish tactics to ruin
the Malayan economy and no-
where can they do the democracies
more harm.”

Elaborating further, Mr, Clogg,
pointed out that bandits slashed
thousands of rubber trees every
week which destroys a tree for
years. “It has cost plantation own-
ers a million and a half dollars for
defense protection alone,” he said.

Rubber is a matter of chemis-
try, the speaker said, and syn-
thetic rubber has become one of
the greatest triumphs of organic
chemical research.

“World War II required more
than 18 times as much rubber as
World War I”, Mr. Clogg said.

Captain’ Albert Mah, whose adventures have been penned in most
leading Canadian chronicles, is now residing at the Westmount “Y"
following hectic activities as a flier in war-torn Asia.

Captain Mah, who has been flying in and out of the trouble spots
of the world ginca he was 18 years of age, told The Examiner this
week, that he “wouldn't know any other kind of life",

Born in Prince Rupert, B.C., the young ‘Chinese pilot, attracted
considerable attention in 1944 when he snatched his 13 year old sister,
Bervniece out of the hands of the Japanese.

During this time, Capt. Mah, attired in an American Flying
Corps uniform and equippedy
with $40,000 in Chinese money,
slipped into . the Japanese-held
village in China where his
mother and two sisters were held,
After visiting them he left un-
noticed with his 13-year-old sister
Berniece in tow. He hrought her
back tc Canada in the spring of
1945 #nd she is now living in|
Prince Rupert.

Capi. Mah was seriously injur-
ed in &n airplane accident in the
Spring of 1948 and it was felt that
he mezy never fly again.

Volunteer Workers Needed In $100,000
Campaign of Association Here

The special $100,000 appeal of the Mont-
real Association for the Blind begins on
June 15, and the success of this drive to raise
funds for work among English-speaking
blind persons depends squarely on the public.

Gilbert Layton, secretary for this, the
first general appeal made by the association
‘since 1910, has indicated that several hun-
dred more volunteer workers are now need-
ed, despite help from church groups, ser-
vice clubs, and women's organizations.

Team captains and canvassers, both men
and women, are needed now. Anyone inter-
ested should contact campaign headquar-
ters, DE. 5312.

The June 15-30 drive has been called by
the 44-year-old association, which is located
at 7010 Sherbrooke Street West, in Western
N.D.G., to meet accumulated deficits of
$100,000 and the budgeted loss for 1952.

The association needs this money to con-
tinue its work which now includes school
for blind boys and girls, work shops, a home
for the aged, social service, home teaching,
a library, social and recreational functions,
employment assistance, research, and the
advocation of special Government legislation
to benefit the blind.

The association provided the first work-
shops in Canada for the adult blind, the
first Pension fund for the blind in Canada,

e first home for the aged and homeless
lind and the first Social club for the blind.
It is the first to supplement wages of blind
men, to teach Braille shorthand in Canada,
to make a success of machine knitting, to
{ntroduce mop-making, to obtain free car
rides in Montreal so that blind man’ and
guide travel on one ticket, and to propose

Toronto Convention This Summer
Is Another Milestone

Recently, the Red Cross and Red Cres-
cent (Moslem) Societies of all nations cele-
brated the ‘“International Red Cross Day,”
marking the 124th birth anniversary of
Swiss banker Henri Dunant, founder of the
Red Cross.

In New York, the following “Interna-
tional Red Cross Day” message was issued
by United Nations Secretary-General Trygve
Lie::

“Today there are Red Cross — or Red
Crescent Societies in 68 countries, with 100,-
000,000 members, co-operating under a uni-
versal flag for the alleviation of human suf-
fering, irrespective of political, ethnic or
religious considerations.

“The United Nations honors that flag
and the Societies which perform their hu-
manitarian tasks in its name, and we pay
special tribute to the fine efforts of the Red
Cross in connection with activities of press-
ing concern to our Organization.

The Canadian Red Cross now has over
1,300 Branches. Outstanding among its
many peacetime activities are the Blood
Transfusion Service, The Disaster Relief
Organization and the Veterans’ Welfare
Services.

The activities of the Red Cross on the
international level are of special interest to
Canadians this year, as the 18th Interna-
tional Red Cross Conference will sit in
Toronto from July 23 to August 9.

Such a conference takes place every féur
years. The first one was held in Geneva in
1864.

All of the 68 Red Cross and Red Cres-
cent Societies will send delegates, as mem-
bers of the League of Red Cross Societies.
The 72 nations which are signatories to the
Geneva and Hague Conventions, will send
Foreign Affairs representatives. The Inter-
national Red Cross Committee, acting as the
intermediary between belligerents in time of
war, will also take part in the Conference.

Taxes Of All Kinds . . .
An Increasing Burden . . .

Reports

§

For a long time now, the Canadian Association of Consumers has
been pointing out to the public' generally and to its own members,
the danger to their economic welfare caused by the increasing burden

of indirect taxation, Every level

of Government has, for various

reasons, needed to increase taxes but some of the ways which have

been chosen have placed an unfairk

tax burden on the consumer. The
pyramiding to which the indirect
tax is subject, as an article passes
through the different stages into
the hands of the consumer causes
a sharp increase in price with no
corresponding value given. The
lower income groups are the ones

who suffer most from this kind of
taxation, as such a large amount
of their cash income is spent to
maintain the family. It seems only
fair to also point out that the more
direct Sales Tax bears very heavily
on the lower income and for the
same reason. So we find ourselves
taking a critical look at the overall
pieture of today's taxation.

One Out of Three

It has been an accepted axiom of
economists that all forms of taxa-
tion should not exceed 25 cents of
the National Income Dollar, Re-
cent studies by the Tax Foundation
of the United States show that an
amount of 32 cents of each nation-
al income dollar is now collected
in taxes in the United States.
What has happened in Canada? It
has been the practice of Canada’'s
Finance Ministers to use a figure
called “Gross National Production”
— this is the market price of all
the goods and services produced
throughout the country during one

year. Last year this amount was|

about 21-2 billion dollars and may
reach 22 billions this year. How-
ever the rise in “G.N.P."” since the
end of the war has been ballooned
by inflation and it is a question if
it is really an accurate index of
income, It would be more accurate
to take the total accumulated in-
come of the people as reported in
wages, salaries, farm earnings, in-
terest, corporation profits and pro-
fits of small business. Using this
method we should find that the
total estimated income of Cana-
da's people was 17.2 billion dol-
lars. Last year, the three levels of
Government, Municipal, Provincial
and Federal collected six billion

dollars from the public in taxed.
They spent’4.9 billions and were
left with a total surplus of just
over 1 billlon. Thus the taxation
level on Canadian incomes wag
over one third — 35 cents on the
dollar, Perhaps it would be clearer
to put these figures info the termsg
of a typical family budget. If your
family income last year was $3000,
then taxes of every description
cost you $1000. If your family in-
come was $6000, your contribution
to this heavy burgen was $2000,
A Report Might Help

The Senate of Canada is often
criticized as a lethargic and use-
less institution. Yet in March 1922,
this same Senate asked its Finance
Committee to make a survey and
to report on the total tax cost
which all three levels of Govern-
ment are imposing on different in-
come groups in Canada. We are
sure that one of’ the biggest fac-
tors in the colossal National Tax
Bill will be found to ba the indirect
Tax. The 10 per cent Tax which is
imposed at the wholesale level is
the chief offender and does a great
deal to erode away the value of the
consumer dollar. C.A.C. was deep-
ly opposed to the action which in-
creased this tax to 10 per cent, and
has repeatedly urged that it at
least be reduced to the former 8§
per cent,

* BUGGESTIONS FROM EXPERIENCE

Out-of wide experience come these suggestions for rural councils

and committees:

(a) BStart in a limited way, keeping firmly in mind, however,
the conception of a rich total program.

(b)

Do not embark on building a community house or other

structure until you have made sure that school buildings, churches
or halls are unavailable and unsuitable, and that the community can

finance its operation.
(c)

Areas for organized games and sports usually belong on

school properties or adjacent tox

the schools, or in nearby county
or state parks.

(d) If a new school is in pros-
pect, see that it is constructed to
serve recreational and social needs
by incorporating in it a gymna-
sium or social hall, stage, kitchen,
etc. And the property should he
large enough to include ample
outdoor recreation areas.

(e) Be constantly on the alert
for competent local talent as lead-
ers. Good prospects are to be
found among college undergradu-
ates, former employed playground
leaders, older 4-H Club members,
Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts, indi-
viduals who have Ppassed Red
Cross Life Saving Tests, hobby-
ists in such fields as crafts, musie,
nature and drams, teachers, cler-
gymen, sport enthusiasts, and the
parents of children active in or-
ganized recreational groups.

(f) Secure trained paid leader-
ship, if only on a part-time basis,
as soon as possible.

.(g) Aim eventually to put as
much of your budget as is feasible
on the tax roll

(h) Send promising committee

members or volunteer workers to
training institutes in nearby cities
or the county seat,

(i) Frequently donations in
equipment and supplies may be
secured from generous firms and
individuals.

(j) Encourage the local or
county library to make available
books on personal and community
recreation.

(k) Insist on practical train-
ing for recreation and leisure in
the school curriculum.

(1) In developing a program,
among other things stimulate
home recreation, sponsor holiday
celebrations, serve cultural needs
as well as physical, think in terms
of seasonal planning, bringing
young people in their teens to-
gether in appropriate activities,
encourage hobbies through Iin-
struction and exhibits, and con-
sider the whole span of life, not
just the earlier age periods.

(m) Keep your central organ-
ization simple. Do not create a
cumbersome inflexible constitu-
tion.

County Organization For

Rural Recreation

While not a substitute for local
effort, recreation on a county basis
may be feasible where the public
is accustomed to civic action on a
county plan. One advantage of
county organization is financial.
Where individual communities
cannot afford the full-time em-
ployment of a leader, it may be
done sometimes on a county or
co-operative basis. This may be
accomplished either through gov-
ernmental appropriations or sub-
scribed funds. The county plan
also lends itself to projects in
which it is desirable to include a
number of communities. Examples
are historical pageants, harvest,
music or drama festivals, or the
acquisition of parks, playfields or
swimming pools. Furthermore, a
recreation worker may be added to
the county staff of the extension
service and have the close co-
operation of .the other staff
members.

As a result of the rural training
institutes of the National Recrea-
tion Association, county, district
or regional councils or clubs rep-
resenting farm centers and other
rural groups have been organized
in counties in several states. They
conduct monthly meetings for the
practice and study of recreational
methods, co-operate with county
libraries in building up collections
of recreational literature, survey
facilities, co-operate with foresters
and rangers, demonstrate pro-
grams, undertake talent finding
inquiries, orgenize training classes
and substitute musie, dancing,
games and dramatics for cheap
commercial amusements at fairs.
