Union behind scene

Reds press the revolt
PARIS (CPI — The giant 

Communist-controlled labor 
union, Confederation Generale 
du Travail, called for nation­
wide demonstrations today de­
spite government warnings that 
police will “act relentlessly” 
against illegal meetings.

As the general strike, now in 
its 13th day, continued to 
spread, the CGT, France’s big­
gest union, planned a massive 
slogan-chanting parade in Paris 
to back up its demands, includ­
ing a 12-per-cent pay increase.

The CGT called the package 
offered Monday by the govern­
ment and private industry “no­
toriously insufficient.” That one 
included a 10-per-cent wage in­
crease and reduction of the 
work week to 40 hours from 46- 
47.

The latest CGT protest came 
as banned student agitator Dan­
iel (Danny the Red) Cohn-Ben- 
dit dyed his red hair black and 
slipped back into France from

West Germany.
Cohn-Bendit told a news con­

ference at the Sorbonne early 
today that students in Paris 
should not renounce street dem­
onstrations. But they should try 
to avoid confrontations with po­
lice.

On the strike front little pro­
gress was made in talks among 
the government, the major 
trade unions and employers. 
Union leaders found that even 
when they reach an agreement, 
shop floor militants refuse to 
accept it and tell them to return 
to the conference table with 
greater demands.

New walkouts came at 
France’s major nuclear plant, 
Pierrelatte, and at the French 
news agency. Agence France- 
Presse. The strike at the nu­
clear plant may delay the test 
of France’s first hydrogen 
bomb, scheduled to be held in 
the Pacific this summer.

Coal miners and bank employ­

ees voted to accept the settle­
ment rejected by most other 
workers, but this did not send 
them back to work. They decid­
ed to stay off the job in support 
of the other strikers.

Cohn-Bendit, 23-year-old lead­
er of the radical student group 
that launched the student agita­
tion from which the crisis result­
ed, was cheered wildly when he 
re-entered the Sorbonne build­
ing.

He said he had come across 
the border near Saarbruecken 
by car.
“Its a long frontier,” he said 

“I stopped in a lot of little 
cafes.

He told the news conference: 
“There will be continuous vio­
lence as long as we live in a 
capitalist society. ... In no 
case must we give up the 
streets to the police.”

Cohn-Bendit, bom in France 
to German-Jewish refugees, had

been to Holland and West Ger­
many for speeches. Because he 
uses a West German passport, 
the government jumped at the 
chance to bar him from France, 
and two destructive student 
riots in Paris resulted.

The interior ministry said it 
knew of Cohn-Bendit's arrival 
but had not decided whether to 
try to expel him.

The student leader vowed 
“Beginning today, we will show 
two things—that every militant 
who is expelled will be brought 
back, and that the movement 
March 22 still exists." It was on 
March 22 that his militant group 
walked out of classes at subur 
ban Nanterre University.

The Conservatives and New 
Democrats stepped up their at­
tacks Tuesday on the Liberals' 
record in running Canada’s 
economy, while Prime Minister 
Trudeau sat in his Ottawa office 
catching up on his paper work.

Mr. Douglas, speaking in 
Windsor, Ont., said both the 
Liberals and Conservatives 
want to merge the Canadian 
economy as closely as possible 
with that of the United States. 
This was the so-called policy of 
continentalism.

The NDP opposes this policy, 
Mr. Douglas said. Canadians 
must control their economic

McCarthy stages an Oregon upset
PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) - 

Senator Eugene J McCarthy 
has scored an Oregon upset to 
refuel his campaign for the 
White House, and Senator Rob­
ert F. Kennedy has conceded 
defeat in a Democratic presi­
dential primary he once said he 
could not afford to lose.

The Democratic rivals turned 
today to California where they 
do primary battle again next 
Tuesday—and where the Oregon 
surprise is likely to echo.

Richard M. Nixon scored a 
72-per-cent runaway on the Re­
publican ballot, and said that 
showing virtually eliminated the 
possibility that his drive for the 
Republican presidential nomina­
tion could be derailed 

The derailing was done on the 
Democratic side, where Mc­
Carthy captured 44 per cent of

Says hospital expansion's imperative
In view of the number of 

visits to the Outpatients De­
partment, the number of ad­
missions and the number of 
examinations in the Laboratory 
Department of the Sherbrooke 
Hospital, it is imperative that 
plans for expansion be com 
pieted as soon as possible. 
Sherbrooke Hospital corpora­
tion members were told last 
night.

Addressing the members, P. 
M. Robins, president of the

hospital, submitted the Finan­
cial Statement and the Annual 
Report for the year ending 
Dec. 31. 1967

“The number of admissions 
decreased." he said, "by 103 
with a corresponding decrease 
of patient days from 12,000 to 
40.563."

This could be due. he said, 
to the radiologist strike in Sep­
tember and October when the 
percentage of occupancy was 
much lower than for other

months of the year.
The Canadian Council on Hos­

pital Accreditation granted the 
hospital, he said, accreditation 
status again for another three 
years.

“The Q.H.I.S. continues to oe 
slow in its payments,” he said, 
"for prior year deficits.”

The final statement for 1965 
was received with a drastic re­
duction in operating exnenses 
of approximately $92.030 for 
that vear. he said

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Municipal tax boosts 

apparently inevitable
Judging from the record-making deficit of more than 

$770,(XX) for the 1967 fiscal year Sherbrooke taxpayers 
may expect a substantial boost in their taxes when the 
1969 budget is presented to the Council this fall.

It is obvious that expenditures are running substanti- 
afly ahead of revenues for the current year and the city 
cannot long incur deficits of this size and retain any 
semblance of financial integrity.

The only alternative to a tax increase would be sub­
stantial subsides from the provincial government, a rather 
unlikely development in the light of the uncomfortable 
financial position in which Quebec finds itself.

Even the application of the strictest economy and 
a virtual suspension of every unnecessary expenditure 
would fail to meet the situation, although this is no reasdn 
for the the aldermen not to do everything in their power 
to control the outlays of the various departments.

Any economies so achieved would correspondingly 
lighten the added burden to be placed on the taxpayers.

And an uncomfortable fact is that within the next 
few years the city will have to undertake extensive bor­
rowing to finance a number of pressing projects, the most 
important of which will be a sewage disposal plant.

De Gaulle-out of step
The suddenness with which an incident involving a 

handful of students at one branch of the University of 
Paris escalated into virtual shutdowns of all work and 
business in France has amazed the world.

That elusive stability with which Charles de Gaulle 
supposedly brought to his nation has proved to be but a 
temporary lid on the historical French penchant for the 
politics of revolution

As the French themselves say, the more things 
change the more they remain the same.

De Gaulle instituted needed changes in the form of 
government but not its substance; he gave in the veneer 
of democracy but not the substance.

He has given the Frenchmen that cake of a refur­
bished national prestige but no' the bread of a steadily 
improving standard of living.

He has given them a nuclear - armed “force de 
frappe” but not better housing and better pay.

He has given them a stockpile of gold and visions 
of grandeur but not the solution to long-standing econo­
mic and social problems.

The signs were there to read in 1965 when de 
Gaulle failed to receive a majority mandate and was 
forced into a runoff election, and in the general election 
last year when the Gaullist majority in the National 
Assembly was cut to one.

France is now undergoing her most severe crisis 
since the end of the Algerian war when disgrunted gen­
erals and rightists threatened civil war.

But while de Gaulle had the mass of the people be­
hind him 10 years ago, today it is the people against de 
Gaulle and the reactionary government he symbolizes.

The question is whether the hero of the past can 
once again identify himself with the true spirit and aspir­
ations of the French people or whether he has outlived 
his usefulness.

It is difficult to come down from Olympus once you 
have been up there — for de Gaulle it may be birth im- 
,possiblc and too late.

STEPHENV1LLE, Nfld. 
(CP) — Almost two years 
after closure of the United 
States Harmon Air Force 
base adjacent to this west 
coast Newfoundland town, the 
local economy it supported for 
25 years still sputters weakly.

Buoyed up mainly by feder­
al-provincial government as­
sistance, it lacks any sound 
replacement for lost U.S. de­
fence dollars as an economic 
mainstay. The Stephenville 
area is reported to have be­
come the biggest “welfare 
district” in die province.

This community’s 6,000 resi­
dents look to the $140,000,000 
group of buildings, harbor and 
airport facilities inside the 
8,000-acre Harmon compound 
as their only hope for the fu­
ture.

Uncle Sam moved in here in 
1941 as a result of the Church­
ill-Roosevelt destroyers-for- 
bases agreement, and 
changed overnight the sleepy 
community of 250 Acadian-de- 
scended fishermen and farm­
ers into a swinging air force 
town.

A narrow sandbar was 
erased between Stephenville 
Pond jMid the Gulf of St. Law­
rence, and high-quality harbor 
facilities were installed at 
Port Harmon. The 10,000-foot 
airport runway here is said to 
be among the best in Canada.

NO GREAT MARCH

Officially, the feeling of 
those in chargé of promoting 
the area is that it is too at­
tractive as an “industrial 
park” to resist. But there has 
been no great industrial 
march into Harmon since the 
last USAF plane left in June, 
1966.

When Harmon was at its 
peak prosperity, it was a town 
of about 12,000, including 4,500 
U.S. personnel and their de­
pendents. one-third of whom 
lived in private homes off the 
base. The total payroll was al­
most $1,000,000 a month.

Premier Joseph Smallwood, 
in a speech in August, 1966, 
listed 11 different industries 
which were “certain” to es­
tablish here, providing 1,700 
jobs compared to the 850 civil­
ians on the payroll when the 
base closed two months ear­
lier.

Today, the largest so-called 
employer—because it provides 
an Income of sorts—is an 
adult education school operat­
ed in the 23-room high school 
which served the base Hwre 
are 420 students currently 
being upgraded to Grade 10 in 
six-to-nine-month courses 

Original plans called for 
only 300 students, but the 
province this year raised the 
ceiling by 200 sçats. The prov­
ince operates the school and 
Ottawa pays weekly allow­
ances of $35 to single students 
and up to $79 for married stu­
dents with four or more de­
pendents. There also is a 
weekly $15 allowance for stu­
dents living away from home.

The next largest employer 
is the Harmon Corp., a prov­
incial Crown agency created 
to “maintain and develop" the 
base for future industrial use.

AIRPORT BOLSTERED

When the federal govern­
ment took possession of the 
base from the U.S. it turned 
over to the province every­
thing except the airport, 
which the transport depart­
ment • operates. The depart­
ment has bolstered its staff by 
10 and now employs 65 here.

A 100-bed hospital at Har­
mon was reactivated and will 
employ a peak of slightly over 
50, but a smaller hospital at 
nearby Stephenville Crossing 
was closed about the same 
time.

Atlantic Brewing Ltd., a 
new company, began produc­
tion this spring of 50,000 bar­
rels of beer annually from a 
converted machine shop on 
the base. The brewery eventu­
ally will employ up to 50.

Other small industries are 
likely to be established in the 
near future, producing every­
thing from wire cable to 
magnesium.

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Author's ego beats cancer

NEW Y O R K—(NEA )—“I 

learned to think about myself.
I became an egoist. I take 
care of myself. I take care ot 
my body, of my beauty, of my 
setting; they are gifts which 
I don't want to waste. And 
when anyone derides my cult 
of myself, I sometimes feel 
tempted to teach them what 
true distress is like!'’

With these words attractive 
Italian author Pia Paoli 
closes, not opens, a grueling 
12-year chapter in her life, 
one that led her to write “De­
termined to Live ’ (Harcourt, 
Brace & World), detailing her 
emotional and physical strug­
gle with cancer of the thy­
roid.

Fortunately for her, after a 
few deadend approaches seek­
ing a cure she entered the 
University College Hospital 
Medical School in London 
when a pioneer period of re­
search in cancer was under 
way.

She was a guinea pig in a 
sense. But sitting in an ex­
clusive women’s club here, the 
trim author feels that submit­
ting to the use of isotopes for 
cancer of the thyroid was def-

initely worth every agonizing 
minute.

During her struggle she felt 
she was abandoned by her 
husband and she herself in­
sisted her two small daugh­
ters not live with her

Her own family was solicit­
ous and one bright light was

the meeting of a strong young 
man who now is a successful 
French businessman and her 
second husband. Even with 
these persons she felt alone.

The novel, originally pub­
lished in Paris where she 
lives, stirred others to write 
to her and their letters, she 
says, show that what she re­
vealed “has helped keep them 
hoping and given them opti­
mism.”

F,ven with this she stresses 
that many people do not 
understand that cancers are 
of different types and she 
urges readers not to take false

hope of 
kinds.

cures for specific

Her reason for writing of 
her medical experiences, she 
says, was selfish. “I had a 
shame about mv illness and 
my daughters didn’t know 
about it and wondered why 
they had to live in the coun­
try away from me for so 
many years The second rea­
son was the death of a family 
friend of cancer.”

The year it took to write the 
book was very painful for this 
former newspaper and maga­
zine writer but now she gets 
up early every morning and

writes for two hours on a new 
novel while her family is out. 
Her philosophy gleaned from 
her hospitalization, chats with 
fellow sufferers and the doc­
tors and medical staff is quite 
simple. It worked for her and 
Pia Paoli (a nom de plume) 
hopes it will help others in 
distress'.

DOCTOR’S MAILBAG

Ease Painful Joints 
With Rest, Hot Packs

Q—I have synovitis in my 
right ankle. What can be 
done for it?

A—Synovitis is an inflam­
mation of the sheath of tissue 
that surrounds the large ten­
dons where they are attached 
to a bone near its joint. It 
may be associated with 
tuberculosis and other serious 
diseases of the bones and 
joints but in most cases is 
caused by repeated injuries 
incurred when you make 
quick, forceful movements. 
If hot applications, rest and 
protective bandaging don’t 
relieve it, injecting the joint 
with hydrocortisone should be 
tried.

Q—I have capsulitis in my 
right elbow. What is the best 
treatment? How long does it 
usually last? Will it recur?

A—Capsulitis of a joint is 
closely related to synovitis 
and bursitis. All are treated 
in essentially the same way. 
The duration depends on the 
severity and your individual 
response to the treatment 
used. Recurrences are com­
mon so it behooves you to 
avoid sudden violent move­
ments or injuries to your 
elbow.

Q—What causes some of my 
joints to make creaking or 
grating noises when I move 
them? Is there a cure for 
this?

A—Grating sounds in the 
joints are usually due to arth­
ritic roughening of the joint 
surface. When these changes 
have occurred the smooth
surface can be restored only 
by replacing the joint carti­
lage with a noncorroding 
metal.

Q—My doctor says I have a 
frozen shoulder. What does 
that mean? What can be 
done to relieve the pain’

A—This is a name given to 
adhesive or calcified tendini­
tis, a condition in which the 
joint is stiflf and movement is 
very painful. The latest treat­

ment is to put the victim to 
sleep and forcibly break up 
the adhesions. Hydrocorti­
sone is then injected into the 
joint. The victim must move 
the joint in all directions 
every day. The hydrocorti­
sone will eliminate or greatly 
reduce the pain but, pain or 
no pain, the joint must be 
moved if recurrences are to 
be prevented.

Q—When I was 5. I had a 
slight case of poliomyelitis. 
The doctor told my mother 
that if I got married I would 
produce only one sex. I now 
have three ’ boys and would 
like a girl. What are my 
chances?

A—Since poliomyelitis does 
not affect the sex of your off­
spring, the chances are 50-50 
with each pregnancy.

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Junior hockey leagues up in arms 

over CAHA ruling on age limit
The onslaught against the Ca­

nadian Amateur Hockey Asso­
ciation's decision to peg the age 
limit for junior players at 19 got 
under way in earnest Tuesday, 
with Western Canada’s top jun­
ior league heading for a direct 
showdown with the CAHA

The nine-team Western Can­
ada Junior Hockey League an­
nounced its governors have 
agreed unanimously on an age 
limit of 21 The CAHA at a 
meeting in Windsor, Ont., last 
week authorized an age limit of 
19.

There was also an outcry 
from Terry Fraser, general 
manager of Moncton Alpine 
Seals of the Maritime Junior 
Hockey League, who said the 
fledging league may be in jeop 
ardy because the CAHA limit 
will cause a scarcity of players.

And city council in Kitchener, 
Ont., took the first step in what 
may evolve into a formal com­
plaint to the Ontario govern­
ment over the CAHA move.

Prior to last week's Windsor 
meeting, the CAHA recognized 
as junior any player who was 
under 20 on May 31 of the year 
following the start of the sea­
son. The new rule moves the 
deadline up five months, to Dec.

Traveler and Springbok Boats

By PETER VERBAL 
(Record Staff Reporter)

Whenever the subject of 
water pollution is discussed, the 
public almost always wags an 
accusing finger at pulp and 
paper mills ignorant of the fact 
that the mills are presently en­
gaged in an intensive and cost­
ly program to combat potential 
pollutants being dumped into 
rivers.

Here in the Eastern Town­
ships the pulp and paper mills 
at East Angus, Bromptonville 
and Windsor are busy with 
anti-pollution programs.

The Quebec Water Board re­
cently nudged the mills into 
action by suggesting pollution 
abatement efforts be paced 
over a three-stage period to 
end in 1974.

J. A. J. Meyers, assistant to 
the manufacturing manager of 
the Windsor-based Domtar Pulp 
and Paper Limited said the 
mill "has carried out a sustain­
ed program of water purifica­
tion” over the years.

"The company envisages a 
continuing program of pollu­
tion abatement at an acceler­
ating rate that will cost appro­
ximately $2 million over the 
next three years,” he said.

Interview’ed at the Windsor 
mill, Mr. Meyers explained the 
past, present and future plans 
in a continuing anti-pollution 
program.

Ten years ago a $500,000 
bark burner was installed 
which eliminated the coarse 
bark from the St Francis Krv 
er. In 1966 a $150,000 effort was 
launched to reduce the amount 
of chemicals and wood fibre 
from the paper machines.

"The same year," Mr. Mey­
ers said, "a $75,000 program 
was started to install measur­
ing devices on each source of 
mill effluent. This program is 
providing control over the 
sewers, enabling us to reduce 
the pollutants discharged into 
the river,”

In 1967 $150,(XX) was spent in 
the pulp mill in an effort to 
stop sew'ering lime mud (chem­
ical waste from the Kraft mill 
process), to the river, The pro­
ject is expected to be complet­
ed this year.

Ticking off other campaigns 
the mill official said in 1968 "a 
$21X1,000 anti-pollution program 
was set in motion by starting 
a large reclaim installation in 
the woodroom that will elimin­
ate bark fines from the river.

"Up to now there was no 
practical known method to re­
claim these particles, but as a 
result of research undertaken 
by the company, new techni­
ques were developed to make 
this possible.”

Mr. Meyers said this pro­
gram is expected to be com­
pleted by 1969. This year, he 
said $50,000 will be spent to

eliminate chemical effluents 
generated by the bleaching pro­
cess.

In addition to the major pro­
jects spelled out, "we have re­
duced considerably the miscel­
laneous spills in all depart­
ments. We have formed a mill 
task force of key personnel who 
are actively investigating pol­
lution losses in their depart­
ments and who will evolve new 
techniques to reduce these fur­
ther."

A spokesman at the pulp and 
paper mill in Bromptonville

said the mill will stop dumping 
bark into the St. Francis Riv­
er this month. He said govern­
ment authorities have told the 
company once the bark dump­
ing is eliminated, "the mill 
will come out smelling like 
roses."

He said the company is pres­
ently improving the machinery 
to get the bark from the wood, 
and the bark will eventually be 
piled in gullies.

Another mill source said 
about $40.(XX) has been earmark 
ed for the project. “With the 
elimination of bark we will be 
up with the front runners” who 
are putting a minimum pollu­

tion loan into Quebec rivers 
and lakes.

The spokesman explained 
that since they do not have a 
chemical pulp mill, there is no 
chemical pulp load going into 
the St. Francis River

He said a number of She r- 
brooke groups are pressuring 
to make the St, Francis a 
“pleasure river" with crystal 
clear water.

He said with this in mind the 
groups may still consider the 
load going into the river is un­
acceptable despite the elimina­
tion of bark.

Although the situation has 
vastly improved, a 1955 study 
of Stream Pollution by the Que­
bec Federation of Fish and 
Game Associations, was al­
ready raising an alarmed voice 
over the dumping of bark into 
the water.

A spokesman for the Domtar 
mill in East Angus said the 
mill hasn’t been dumping bark 
into the river for the last eight

to 10 years.
At present the East Angus 

mill is working on a program 
to reduce the amount of solids 
as well as chemical pollutants 
that are dumped into the St. 
Francis.

The spokesman said new 
washers (which wash the pulpl, 
will help reduce the quantities 
of cooking liquors that go into 
the river

He said the main problem is 
to prevent sediments that will 
cover over fish spawning 
grounds from going into the 
river.

According to the spokesman 
the Quebec Water Board has 
suggested a schedule to elimi­
nate the various pollutants go­
ing into the river. He said the 
mill hopes to get the amount of 
solid pollutants down to a con­
trolled level per day by the 
middle of this year.

And this level is expected to 
be reduced even farther by the 
end of 1969.
