In Korea As Remote As Ever

Chmese Alr Force Offlcers
Fear Execution, Seek Asylum

Washington, Sept. 7 —(#)— A
story of intrigue involving mil
lions of dollars unfolded today
around two Chinese nationalist
air force officers who may seek
asylum 1n the United States to
escape a pessible firing squad on
Formosa.

The two officers are 14.-Gen. P.
T. Mow, deputy commander of the
Chinese air force and his execu-
tive officer, Col. Hsiang Wei-
Hsian. They have been accused by
their government of failing to ac-
count for $19,440000 in govern-
ment funds

Friends of the two men say the
charges are absurd and grew out
of Mow's determination to block
n Chinese air force pur-
chases made in the U, S.

They say Mow and Hsiang will
account for all the money at the

The dinner was held three days
after the Chiang government on
Formosa had dismissed and de-
nounced the two officers. It was
given in honor 8f Mow's successor.
Gen. Tu Ta Wei.

Mow and Hsiang decided reluct-
antly to attend the dinner but
arranged for bodyguards to be
outside the house armed with
automatic shotguns and a pistol,

Friends say the two airmen will
ask for pelitical refuge in the
U.S. if any move is made to send
them ba>k to Formosa.

The U.S. has no extradition
treaty with the Chinese nationa
list government. But officials say
this government could deport the
two,

Before such a move is consider-
ed, these officials say privately,
the U.S. government will have to
satisfy itse.f there is a sound basis
for the charges against the two
men and that justice would be
served by returning them to For-
mosa to face possible execution.

Gromyko Is Past-Master
At Art Of Saying ‘“No”’

San Francisco, Sept. 7.—AP)—
Poker-faced Andrei Gromyko can
say “no” in more ways—and more
frequently—than a good-looking
old maid with a million bucks

The dark-haired, 42.year-old
Russian deputy foreign minister
has been saying nothing much
but “no” since he arrived here
for the Japanese peace confer-
ence,

He is stiffly unbending, both
in his actions and in his firm re-
fusal to comment on anything—
including the weather and the
scenery,

If it wert not for the Russians’
cloak-and-dagger behavior, chances
are they would be regarded with
no more curiosity than the Cam-
bodians or the Viet Namese,

Each day the Russians drive up
to the Opera House in their sleek
limousines and stride inside un-
der the white glare of television
lights.

They silently take their places
and assume an attitude of bored
| patience. Gromyko often doesn’t
even bother to put on the head-
set through which translations of
{the speeches are broadcast to the
audience.

After the session, the Russians
are whisked to their rented man-
sion at Hillshorough, 20 miles
south of here. That temporary
“little Russia” is centred in 12
acre, park-like but unkempt
grounds for which the Russians
provide their own security.

Evidently, Gromyko has noth.
ing to say until he gets inside. He
seldom speaks to tne Soviet dele-

gate at his elbow in the confer-
ence hall.

Gromyko is reported to find re-
laxation in chess, Hollywood mov-
ies and in reading Mark Twain.
Once in a while he goes fishing.

At some social occasions he'll
take a scotch and soda.

In a sense, at 42, he's Russia's

“hoy  wonder, although some
wags call him “the oldest young
man in the world.”

He studied at the Soviet Insti-
tute of Economics in Moscow in
1921 after attending a teacher's
college in Minsk. Later he was

assigned to teach at the Academy
of Sciences and lectured at the
Institute of Economics and at
Moscow University.

His diplomatic career began in
1939 when he joined the Ameri-
can section of the Russian foreign
office. He served as counsel,
charge d'affaires and in 1943 be-
came ambassador to the U.S.

He was Russia’s spokesman at
the Dumbarton Oaks conference
in 1944 and attended the United
Nations founding conference in
San Franisco in 1945,

Gromyko started the
walk-outs from U.N. sessions in
1046 when  Russia's  protests
against considering the Iran case
were over-ruled. Iran had charged
Russian troops violated the Indi-
an frontier.

Gromyko accounted for 24 of
the 25 vetoes cast by the Russians
in the early days of the U.N.

In 1948, he returned to Moscow
to become No. 2 man in the Rus-
sian foreign office—first deputy
to Foreign Minister Andrei Y.

Some observers of South American politics
believe that the decision of Eva Peron to de-
cline the nomination as vice-president is a sign
that this very threwd lady sees the handwriting
on the wall. Her husband, President Juan
Peron, has been running high, wide and hand-
some as dictator of the South American Re-
public ever since his election in 1946 and as
usually happens in dictatorships, a crisis of the
first order is developing rapidly and may come
to a head at any time.

A writer in the New York newspapers
has attempted to analyze the real reasons for
this crisis and a summary of these may help to
reveal what is really going on. Few countries,
points out the writer, are blessed with an abun-
dance of foodstuffs and exportable raw ma-
terials as is underpopulated Argentina, which
furthermore found itself in 1945 with a
mendous dollar balance accumulated during
wartime.
