A whimper, not a bang

Discretion in the prosecution of the law often can have
a subtle effect

A case in point 1s the trial of alleged terrorists. The
five-month trial of the ""Chicago Seven' for corspiracy
during the 1968 Democratic convention in Chicago had
the important effect of stimulating the extreme radical
elements of the Unmited States and the sulf contempt
sentences passed by the presiding judge have martvred

the seven and their lawver

In a Montreal case, the Crown Prosecutor on the other
hand failed to present a strong case against the
umbingualist  leader taymond Lemieux. who wa
charged among other things with encitement to riot. As a
result the charge was dismissed by the judge

F'he charges against Lemieux arose out ol i
leadership of the fiery demonstration in St Leonard last
fall during the height of the school language controver

which focussed on that Montreal area cormnmunity

Had the Crown Prosecutor chosen to pursue the case to
its tullest he could undoubtedly have presented a well
documented case against Lemieux Instead a poor case
was presented and it was thrown out by the judge
Lemiecux was denied the opportunity for martvrdom at
the hands of the provincial government and. theretore

to some degree, negated

Despite any criticism that may be torthcoming of
gomng easy on criminals, it would seem that the wisest
course was followed in the Lemieux case with the end
result a whimper more than the bang which was heard in
Chicago with reverberations in three other United States

centres

Next came the President's last-minute decision, taken only
Monday morning. to tear up his schedule and go to New York
for the dinner for the French president the same evening The
purpose, obviously, was to show the most marked extra
courtesy to Pompidou because the pro-Israel demonstrators
had gone on being rude

All this seems a bit odd. in view of the jackal character of
Pompidou's Middle Eastern policy. That policy’'s practical
aim, after all. is to exploit Arab resentment of future U.S. aid
to lIsrael. in order to get existing US o1l concessions
transferred to new French concessionaires

All this is far less disturbing than the President’'s concurrent
failure to keep his promise to decide ““within 30 days’ whether
Israel is to get the additional U S. aircraft which Israel so
desperately needs. One hopes the always crafty President is
merely trying to obscure a favorable decision to be taken later
because of the inevitable reaction of the Arabs. But against the
background already sketched in. a decision adverse to Israel is
no longer unthinkable

Indeed the State Department is already passing out word
that the Israelis have quite enough Phantoms and Skyhawks to
insure air supremacy. as anyone can see. But this is misleading
guff

For the time that matters is more than a vear from now
the first moment the Israelis can get their new planes if their
request for them is approved. And by then. the need for the
planes will be urgent

The contrast is frightening, in fact, between what is going on
here and what is now going on in Cairo and Moscow In Cairo
to begin with, the senior Soviet official charged with Middle
Eastern affairs, V.M. Vinogradov. has been secretly
conferring with Gamal Abdel Nasser and other members of the
Egyptian government for a matter of days

In Moscow, meanwhile, a perfect drumfire of the most
vicious anti-Israel propaganda has been going on for some
time. There is a compiacent notion that the Soviet Union really
has no thought of destroving Israel. But this was not exactly
confirmed by a prominent letter to Pravda from Lt. Gen
David A. Drwgunsky. After much name-calling Gen
Drwgunsky ominously concluded

“The military dictionary also includes such words as
defense, retreat and flight. It might well be that the Israeli
army will have to use these words some time."’

Any fool knows that if this is ever permitted to happen, the
successful Arab armies will put to the sword Israel's whole
Jewish population. Yet while the United States waffles and
hesitates over planes for Israel. the Soviet Union is doing the
very opposite over arms for Nasser

Unless the Soviets positively enjoy throwing good money
after bad. furthermore, the arms program may be only one
part of the story. Remember that the Egyptians’ Soviet-
supplied SAM-2 missiles have been so incredibly mishandled
that they have shot down tomewhere between six and 10 of the
Egyptians’ Soviet-supplied MIG-21 aircraft as against a
single Israeli Mirage

This startling kill-ratio. first reported in this space. rather
obviously suggests that Soviet SAM-3 missiles will never be
supplied without complete Soviet crews to operate them
Soviet “‘volunteers.” flying air patrol over Cairo, are another
possibility to consider

In short, the great danger now is the thin end of the wedge of
direct Soviet participation in the Arab-Israeli war. Already
the distinction is worryingly blurred between the presence in
Egypt of Soviet soldiers and officers as advisers, and their
presence there as combatants

In these circumstances, when so much may depend on
rocklike American firmness, the line the President is taking is
worse than bewildering. But so is the line of a great many
people on the left who are still doing all they can to weaken this
country’s strength and will, on which Israel’s survival must
ultimately depend

3,000 tons

of sewage

NEW YORK—Ev-
ery day, the Newtown Creek
barge sails from Brooklyn
with the most offensive
cargo in Gotham harbor—
100,000 cubic feet of sewage
sludge

The boat’s trip 1s relatively
short. Straight out the mid-
dle of the New York bight,
past a light tower called Am-
brose, to a point about 12
miles between Long Island
and New Jerseyv. There the
sludge. which is in fact the
solid wastes of eight million
New Yorkers. is dumped into
the silent sea

This is nothing new. The
Newtown Creek and others
like it have made the dump
haul for three decades, an-
ually scuttling some 500 mil-
lion gallons of goo—rou-
tinely, quietly, almost unno-
ticed except for the, um,
odor

Recently, though, every-
body has taken notice of the
Newtown Creek

Fortnight ago, a federally
requested report depicted
several square miles of
“dead sea.”” oxygen now
scarce in the water of that
area. sick lobsters, fish life
rapidly dving

Conservationists, newspa-
pers and politicians have
grouped loud demands to
nove the dumping area or
find some other means of
sludge disposal entirely

But the solution just may
not be this easy. In fact, ac-
cording to Maurice Feld-
man, the city’'s water re-
source commissioner: “‘Very
little can be done at all

o prove his point, Feld
man accompanied a news-
man on a recent sludge
dumping voyage aboard the
Newtown Creek. Explaining
his expertise ('35 vears ex-
perience in the sewage busi-
ness’’) and periodically
punctuating his remarks

with a jab of a filter-tip ci-
gar, Commissioner Feldman
thus laid out his case

“In the first place, I'm not
convinced we're doing harm
with the sludge dumps. The
‘dead sea’ report was incom-
plete and shallow. No one
has yet shown me that we
are polluting anything. Re-
member, this is organic mat-
ter—we're just putting it
back into nature. We test
the waters on New York's
beaches regularly, and we
have no evidence that any
biological change is occur-
ring

‘But aside from this, tell
me, what else can we do
with this sludge? We can't
use it for land fill because
we've run out of land to fill

We have tried to turn it into
a kind of topsoil—but the
process of drying it and add
INg nutrients is too expen
sive. And if we burn it, we'll
produce smoke—and just
add to the city’s already in-
tolerable air pollution prob-
lem."

So. the commissioner says
it will continue to be
dumped

This continuation has
rather noxious omens about
it, just from the size of the
operation alone. New York-
ers daily produce about 1.3
billion gallons of sewage
And enough sludge is ex-
tracted each year—by a
dozen purification plants—to
build a hundred-foot moun-
tain for 28 blocks along Fifth
Avenue. Moreover, in the
next few vears this amount
will increase threefold

But Feldman and the city
have some convincing eco-
nomic arguments against al
tering the disposal of even
this vast amount of glob. If
the city decided to take the

sludge farther out to sea—
100 miles to the continental
shelf—disposal costs would
jump an estimated 500 per
cent

And even then, according
to Feldman, ecologists would
not be satisfied

“Now, I'm not against
ecology. Not really. But too
many of them have made an
almost religious thing out of
environmental control. They
have let their emotions get
the better of them. They've
stopped being scientists and
become politicians

They seem to be scaring
people in order to force ac-
quisition of new research
funds. And, in the case of
this sludge, for instance.
they've put the welfare of
some fish above the welfare
of eight million people.”

So the Newtown Creek
sails on

Under the Verrazano
Bridge. Out the Narrows
Past the Ambrose Light
‘We're ready to dump.”
savs Commissioner Feld-
man, moving to the rail. The
ship shudders slightly. Be-
gins a turn. “We're dump-
ing,”" says the commissioner

Three thousand tons of
slop released in five minutes
—the second load for the
Newtown Creek today. The
20th load. including other
vessels, for the week. From
the skyscrapers, the indus-
trial plants, the hospitals of
the city

Says Commissioner Feld-
man, almost insistently
‘See. you don't smell any-
thing. do you? Well, maybe a
slight tarry smell. But it's
not bad. is it? I mean, there
18 just a slight tarry smell—
right?”

The reporter looks out at
the filthy, discolored water
Sure. sure.’’ he sighs. Then
he grabs his nose and walks
numbly away
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Sure, and next Tuesday will be a great day

for the Irish.
