During the exciting period election
night when various information media
are secking to bring the voting results to
the people of Canada these agencies with
a degree of justice, proudly announce
just what a wonderful job they are doing.

But too often they forget the key
figure in the cfficient gathering of the
returns — the constituency Returning

Officer. This 1s the man or woman char-
ged with organizing the clection itsell
and with setting up the machinery for the
prompt receipt and reporting of the re-
sults,

If this individual falls the
job, if for some reason or another all the
technical details have not been
out in advance there will be delay and

confusion, But if he has done his pre-

paratory work the results are known
promptly.
In this respect a word of thanks is due
%

to the Sherbrooke County Returning
Officer, J. Nestor Boucher, for the or-
ganization he set up election night.

closing of the polls.

Those errors and discrepancies which
so often bring confusion to election re-
ports were completely absent.

In many other counties, individual
Returning Officers developed systems of
their own, most of which seemed to
operate efficiently, judged by the speed
in which the returns were gathered and
the winning candidates announced.

They deserve congratulations, too.

Part of this may be due to the dis-
appearance of the practice whereby Re-
turning Officers were replaced every time
the political stripe of the government in
power changed. The idea of making the
position of a Returning Officer perma-
nent permits him to learn from experi-
ience and benefit from past weaknesses.

Under the former practice, the Return-
ing Officer had to start from the ground
to build up his reporting machinery.

Will election end minor parties?

Monday’s inconclusive clection  re-
sults, which brought Canada its fourth
minority government in cight years, may
have an important role in restoring the
two-party system 1o this country.

Faced with the necessity of adminis-
tering the nation without a majority in
the House of Commons, it is logical to
assume that Prime Minister Pearson may
seek some form of a coalition with one
of the minor parties.

This would give his government a de-
gree of permanency which would be im-
possible if he must depend upon the
uncertain support of one of the minority
groups to remain in office.

Obviously the party whose ideas are
closest to those of the Liberals is the
New Demaocratic Party led by Tommy
Douglas.

Both groups hold somewhat similar
views on advanced social legislation, with
the chief differences between them being
the speed with which the programs should
be implemented,

Thus the way is open for the entry of

n

one or more NDP members into a Lib-
eral cabinet.

In turn the Thompson Social Credit
group would have everything to gain and
nothing to lose by disbanding and align-
ing with the Progressive Conservatives
Except for its brief foray into Quebec,
Social Credit has never made any serious
progress outside of Alberta and British
Columbia and its five-man Commons
delegation would find the going easier
by having the support of a major party.

The only problem then would be the
Creditistes from Quebec whose influence
even in this province is becoming more
and more regional. And judging from the
past story of splinter groups in this pro-
vince, they will disappear as the lung
power and dynamism of the Villencuve
MP decline.

With such a realignment of political
strength, which would provide the elec-
tors with clear alternatives between the
Ins and the Outs, much of the threat of
minority government would be removed
with a consequent increase in the effi-

ciency of the political system,

This James Bond
is real and Red

“I
particularly liked her ome-
lettes,” Lonsdale recalls
Finally run to ground
Lonsdale was sentenced here
to 25 years in 1961, was later
swapped for a British busi-
nessman whom the Russians
were holding. But Britons had
not heard the last of Lons-

dale
Currently, Lonsdale has
made a return appearance

with the publication here of
his memoirs titled “Spy
Twenty Years of Secret Serv-
ice." After reading “Spy",
one understands why the So-
viets allowed 1t to be pub-
lished abroad, for it is loaded
with propaganda, some of it
skillful, some of it crude. It
shows every evidence of hay
ing been ghost-written by a
committee.

Not surprisingly, the book's
aim is to drive a wedge be-
tween the British and the
Americans as allies. In parti-
cular, Lonsdale seeks to dam-
age Anglo-American security
arrangements by claiming he
obtained American secrets
that were passed to the Brit.
ish under defense agree-
ments.

The memoirs, however, are
being studied closely by
kremlinologists here for indi-
cations of trends in Soviet
thinking. The experts are
wondering, for example,
whether the Lonsdale book
will touch off a war of words,
with spies boasting of their
exploits in order to discredit
rival intelligence services.

Announced for publication
in November are “The Pen-
kovsky Pavers,” supposedly
culled from the personal
diary and espionage reports
of Oleg Penkovsky, America's
man in Moscow, for the Cen
tral Intelligence Agency until
his arrest in 1963. Penkovsky,
who was executed for espion-
age, was a Red army colonel
with access to Russian mili-
tary secrets which he shared
equally with the Americans
and the British,

Britons are marvelling at
the ease with which Lonsdale
passed himself off as a Cana-
dian during his six years of
spying in Britain. He came
here in 1935 ostensibly as a
student, but later developed
a lucrative side line in rent-
ing jukeboxes and in selling
an electronic locking device.

Meanwhile, Lonsdale set up
a spy ring at the Admiralty
underwater weapons estab-
lishment at Portland, Eng-
land. By means of this ring
he was able to pass on to
Russia classified information
regarding the American nu-
clear submarine base at Holv
Loch, the Decca aircraft
tracking system, and the Brit-
ish atomic submarine Dread
nought,

When not sampling Carla’s
scallopini, Lonsdale was busy
learning about wines, his fa-
vorite being Chateau Neuf du
Pape. Once when depressed,
he went out and bought him-
self a pair of pajamas “in a
Paisley pattern of particular-
ly revolting purple,” he re-
calls.

Of his London flirtations,
Lonsdale, a husband and a
father, writes, “I take the
view that a person in my job
1s freed from the normal ties
that bind a married man.”

Lonsdale’s a utobiography
raises more questions than it
answers, In fact, his whole
past is surrounded by murki-
ness which will probably
never be penetrated.

There is the matter of his
nationality for example. Lons-
dale swears that he is Cana-
dian by origin, being born in
Cobalt, Ontarioas in August
1924, But among the few
things that are known about
him for certain is that he is
Russian and that his real
name is Konon Molody, Also,
he was born in 1922 and not
in 1924, as he claims.

Then there is the question
of the identity which he used
during the five years he spied
for the Russians in the Unit-
ed States. But Lonsdale is
giving nothing away. “I hope
that many FBI man-hours
will be wasted in search of
this identity,” he writes.
Lastly, there is the question
of his effectiveness as a spy
Again, the answer to this rid-
dle is known only to a few,
but Lonsdale’s boast of hay
ing had access to the British
Admiralty’s top secrets has a
hollow ring. Meanwhile, to
most Britons, Konon Molody
is the closest thing to a James
Bond that has yet come eut
of Russia.
