After much success as a hit song­
writer for chart toppers such as 
“More Than a Memory” from 
Garth Brooks as well as many more from 

Tim McGraw, Jason Aldean just to name 
a few, Lee Brice is now focusing on his ca­
reer as a singer.

South Carolina native Brice is slowly 
making his mark on Nashville’s Music 
Row. The Billboard charts over the past 
few years reveals that the 32-year-old 
artist has become one of the most famil­
iar names in country music.

In 2010, it was his own single, “Love 
Like Crazy” off his debut album that re­
ceived the title of radio’s Most Played 
Country Song, and in 2011, it was Eli 
Young Band’s “Crazy Girl,” a song he co­
wrote that got the same honour.

Now, Brice has released his sopho­
more album for Curb Records titled 
Hard 2 Love. It is a 13-song collection 
that fearlessly showcases what Brice is 
all about. Mixing a vivid lyrical imagery, 
ability to craft hook-filled melodies and 
passionate, raw vocals is the secret. Brice 
has set the bar high while showing his 
growth as an artist.

The album features plenty of tunes, 
some penned by the singer and some by 
Nashville’s finest tunesmiths, including 
Billy Montana, [errod Niemann, Lance

Miller, John Ozier, Jon Stone, Phil Barton 
and Eric Church.

Many producers also collaborated to 
make this album. The team includes Kyle 
Jacobs, Jon Stone, Doug Johnson and 
Matt McClure. Brice, who co-wrote eight 
of the tracks on the album, also serves as 
a co-producer on the project.

“A Woman Like You,” the album’s 
catchy first single, is a great example of 
why Brice’s brand of country music ap­
peals to the fans, male or female. Here 
Brice describes the merits of bachelor­
hood, mainly the freedom to go fishing 
when you feel like it.

Part of those pleasures is also having 
plenty of time to be a good football fan. 
But there’s another message in the song 
that we discover, as Brice sings, “If I was 
a single man alone and out there on the 
loose / I’d be looking for a woman like

you.” Sweet enough!
Despite the different tempos and 

feels, the bluesy “Don’t Believe Every­
thing You Think” and the ringing “Life

Off My Years” (co-written with Eric 
Church) both showcase the singer’s pas­
sionate vocals.

On the title-track “Hard To Love,” a 
beautiful bass line and textured acoustic 
guitars are used as backup to the song’s 
introspective theme. The lyrics come as a 
confession when he sings, “I’m hard to 
love / No, I don’t make it easy/1 couldn’t 
do it it I stood where you stood.”

There’s also the stellar, but rather 
somber, “I Drive Your Truck” about the 
struggle of dealing with a brother’s 
death. On the other end of the emo­
tional spectrum, “Beer” is about having 
to wait for a whole week before finally 
enjoying the weekend. It also offers 
some great harmonica work. Many of us 
can relate to that one.

You will also find here a couple of 
party and friendship anthems such as 
“Parking Lot Party” and “Friends We 
Won’t Forget.”

Bottom line this is a wonderful sopho­
more album from one of the truly tal­
ented newcomer and Lee Brice is 
certainly making a giant step here. And 
ladies, he is good-looking as well!

artist Joseph Beuys on January 7, 1980 at 
Cooper Union in New York. Dialogue with 
Audience is a 50-minute video that reveals 
the multiple facets of Joseph Beuys as an 
artist, teacher, and activist. It is here that 
the performance artist shares his own def­
inition of art and of his conception of a so­
cial sculpture as a universal work of art - 
otherwise known as a gesamtkunstwerk. 
Beuys declares, “The idea that this art and 
this is not art, I refuse... People who work 
on the earth hauling potatoes, those who 
work in education, in medicine, in the sci­
ences, housewifes, and so on... this is art, 
this is also art!” To this day, Beuys is con­
sidered as one of the most influential Ger­
man artists of the second half of the 20th 
century. His contribution to the social di­
mension of art, which he explains in this 
video, has had an immense impact on the 
history of art.

Joseph Beuys (May 12,1921 - January 23 
1986) was born in Krefeld, Germany and at 
an early age was recognized by his teach­
ers as having a talent for drawing. In 1941, 
he began his military training as a radio 
operator. It was at this time that he seri­
ously began to consider a career as an 
artist. In March 1944, the plane of Beuys 
was shot down on the Crimean Front and 
crashed near Znamianka. Beuys subse­
quent recount of this event has become 
one of the most controversial parts of his

artistic persona. Beuys claims to have been 
rescued by a tribe of nomadic Tatar tribes­
men who healed his severe wounds by 
wrapping his body in animal grease and 
felt. This powerful myth greatly informed 
his identity as an artist. It was during the 
60s and 70s that Beuys began to become 
more and more active in German politics. 
He was consistently influenced by social 
and philosophic ideas. His extensive body 
of work consisted of four major areas of 
discipline: The visual arts, performance 
art, teaching, and social and political ac­
tivities. One of his most well-known per­
formances is “I like America and America 
likes me.” Performed in 1974 at the René 
Block Gallery in New York, Beuys shared 
the gallery space with a wild coyote for 
eight hours over three days. At the end of 
the three days, the coyote had become tol­
erant of Beuys’ presence. Over the course 
of his life, Beuys participated in the Fluxus 
group, and was selected to present his 
work as part of “Documenta” in the 60s 
and 70s, the “Venice Biennale” (1975), the 
“Paris Biennale" (1971), at the “Solomon R. 
Guggenheim Museum” (1979), and many 
other international institutions. Joseph 
Beuys died on January 23, 1986 at the age 
of 64.

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Donna Summer, Queen of Disco, dies at 63

Disco queen Donna Summer, whose 
pulsing anthems such as “Last 
Dance,” “Love to Love You Baby” 
and “Bad Girl” became the soundtrack 

for a glittery age of sex, drugs, dance and 
flashy clothes, has died. She was 63.

Her family released a statement, say­
ing Summer died Thursday morning 
and that they “are at peace celebrating 
her extraordinary life and her continued 
legacy.”

“Words truly can't express how much 
we appreciate your prayers and love for 
our family at this sensitive time,” the 
statement read. She had been living in 
Englewood, Fla., with her husband Bruce 
Sudano.

The family did not disclose the cause 
of death.

Summer came to prominence just as 
disco was burgeoning, and came to de­
fine the era with a string of No. 1 hits 
and her beauty queen looks.

Disco became as much defined by her 
sultry, sexual vocals — her bedroom 
moans and sighs — as the relentless, 
pulsing rhythms of the music itself.

“Love to Love You Baby,” with its erotic 
moans, was her first hit and one of the 
most scandalous songs of the 

polyester-and-platform-heel era.

The new album is a logical follow-up 
to 2010’s Ghost Train, and a nice addi­
tion to a string of albums, starting with 
1999's thematic The Pilgrim, that’s in­
cluded country, bluegrass and honky- 
tonk.

Stuart arrived in Nashville in 1972

and he was barely 13, when he started 
touring with different singers. One of 
them was Johnny Cash. Because of his 
vast experience, his knowledge and un­
derstanding of real country music is in­
credible.

The desire to be part of that world 
that was driving him when he first came 
to Nashville is still evident through the 
title track but also through the whole 
project. There are originals and a few 
covers but the thing is that you can feel 
his passion for country music through­
out the entire collection.

There’s “A Matter of Time” about the 
loss of a muse, and a solo cover of Porter 
Wagoner and Dolly Parton’s “Holding on 
to Nothing,” about a disenchanted 
singer letting go of his music dream.

The album closes on a somber note 
with Stuart and Hank III joining to­
gether for Hank Sr.’s “Picture from Life’s 
Other Side,” simply a great pleasure it is 
to listen to.

When it comes to his career and the 
country music scene, Marty Stuart has 
gathered the knowledge of an historian. 
As he writes in his fabulous liner notes, 
“Today, the most outlaw thing you can 
possibly do in Nashville, Tennessee is 
play country music.” The marketing 
suits on music row may not care, but 
playing country music is just what 
Marty Stuart and His Fabulous Superla­
tives do to perfection. A must-own for 
traditional country music fans!

had one of her biggest hits in the 1980s 
with “She Works Hard For The Money,” 
which became another anthem, this 
time for women’s rights.

Soon after, Summer became a born- 
again Christian and faced controversy 
when she was accused of making anti­
gay comments in relation to the AIDS 
epidemic. Summer denied making the 
comments, but was the target of a boy­
cott.

Still, even as disco went out of fashion 
she remained a fixture in dance clubs, 
endlessly sampled and remixed into con­
temporary dance hits.

Summer, real name LaDonna Adrian 
Gaines, was born in 1948 in Boston. She 
was raised on gospel music and became 
the soloist in her church choir by age 10.

“Love to Love You Baby” was her US 
chart debut and the first of 19 No. 1 
dance hits between 1975 and 2008 — sec­
ond only to Madonna.

During the disco era she burned up 
the charts: She was the only artist to 
have three consecutive double-LPs hit 
No. 1, "Live and More,” “Bad Girls” and 
“On the Radio.” She was also the first fe­
male artist with four No. 1 singles in a 
13-month period, according to the Rock 
Hall of Fame, where she was a nominee 
this year.

She was never comfortable with the 
“Disco Queen” label. Musically, she 
began to change in 1979 with “Hot 
Stuff,” which had a tough, rock ‘n’ roll 
beat. Her diverse sound helped her earn 
Grammy Awards in the dance, rock, RNB 
and inspirational categories.

Dionne Warwick said in a statement 
that she was sad to lose a great per­
former and “dear friend.”

“My heart goes out to her husband 
and her children,” Warwick said. 
“Prayers will be said to keep them 
strong.”

Summer released her last album, 
“Crayons,” in 2008. It was her first full 
studio album in 17 years. She also per­
formed on “American Idol” that year 
with its top female contestants.

Taylor Swift gives $4M to 
Country Music Hall of Fame 

for children’s education centre

Taylor Swift has taught a generation 
of kids to appreciate country music 
over the last five years. Now, she’s 
donating $4 million to the Country 

Music Hall of Fame and Museum to 
make sure that education continues.

The gift is the largest given to the mu­
seum by an artist and is the second 
largest from an individual, officials said. 
It will fund the Taylor Swift Education 
Center, an exhibit and classroom space 
scheduled to open in 2014.

“In terms of what it will allow us to 
do, we do education very well now,” mu­
seum director Kyle Young said. “It will 
allow us to do what we do better, serve 
more people, develop new programs and 
I’m happy to say that as we talked 
through this opportunity with Taylor, 
she very much wants to be involved in an 
advisory capacity in what we do. Is there 
a better person out there who’s in touch

with a young audience? I think not. I was 
joking we should be paying her to do 
that. I was only joking.”

The new education centre is part of 
the museum s $75 million “Working on 
a Building” expansion project that will 
increase the space more than 200,000 
square feet to 350,000. The expansion is 
part of the new convention centre pro­
ject in downtown Nashville and will in­
clude a new concert theatre, more room 
for exhibits and archives, and a shared 
entrance with a new hotel.

Swift’s education centre will have its 
own exterior entrance and is 7,500 
square feet-plus spread over two stories. 
It will include three classrooms and ex­
hibit space and will allow the museum 
to add to its youth education programs. 
The new space will house interactive ac­
tivities such as a musical petting zoo 
and a “wet” classroom space to make 
concert posters and other art projects. 
The expansion also would allow the

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Luke Kirby lands in The Samaritan

Canadian actor co-stars with Samuel
Opens in Toronto, Vancouver and Montreal on May 18

Former Toronto actor Luke Kirby has 
never hustled anybody in his life (or 
so he says). But you’d never know it 
from his convincing flim-flam man in 

The Samaritan.
“I would never give away the game, 

even if 1 had,” says the 33-year-old from 
his Brooklyn, N. Y. home.

Kirby’s joking, of course, but he adds 
as a tease: “Once you get inside the head 
of a con man, you can never go back, 
anyway."

Opening May 18 in Toronto and Van­
couver, The Samaritan stars Samuel L. 
Jackson as Foley, a former grifter who 
gets released from prison only to be 
tricked back into the swindler’s life 
again by Ethan (Kirby), the sociopath son 
of his former partner.

At first, Foley, just out of jail, figures 
he’s going on the straight and narrow 
when he meets Iris (Ruth Negga), and he 
has visions of settling down. That’s when 
the conniving Ethan shows ups, and of­
fers him a deal he can’t refuse.

Together, they set up the good Samar­
itan con on a crooked businessman (Tom 
Wilkinson) who is as smart as he is 
vengeful, but he’s a mark ready to fall

for somebody pretending to be his 
friend.

The score is $8 million, but Foley 
finds out the scam is way more compli­
cated, and a lot more dangerous, than 
he first imagined it would be.

“1 was so perplexed and disturbed by

Ethan when I first read the script, be­
cause I couldn’t grasp what his motive 
would be,” says Kirby of his role. “Then I 
realized he’s dealing with a great deal of 
loss, and not coping very well with hav­
ing things taken away from him.”

With his character backstory in order.

L. Jackson
Kirby says that he next faced the daunt­
ing task of acting opposite Jackson, one 
of his acting heroes from Jungle Fever 
and Pulp Fiction.

“I mean he is so iconic, and he is 
etched in my memory as one of the 
main actors in so many films I hold in 
high regard,” says Kirby.

Once they were face-to-face on the 
Toronto set of The Samaritan, the young 
actor got over his fan worship fast 
enough with assistance from the easy- 
goingjackson.

“When we got on the floor together 
he was playful and fun, but always ready 
to go.”

Kirby even enjoyed the fact that his 
Ethan had to be aggressive with Jack­
son’s Foley in some of the scenes. “Every 
day I would walk away from the set with 
a big smile on my face, grinning at the 
absurdity of it all,” he says.

Kirby also has praise for Toronto- 
based Samaritan director David Weaver.

“He really made a textured film that’s 
hard boiled but it doesn’t get lost in its 
own darkness.”

He thinks The Samaritan falls into 
the same category as 1990’s The Grifters
