DAMAGE IN COLUMNIA.

MR SEXTON'S AMENDMENT.
The Belfast Riots Discussed In the House

Lo¥poN, September 1,—In the House of
Comuiuons Lhis evening Mr. Sexton moved bils
ameudment to the address in reply to the
Queen's speech, which is as follows :

We humbly ropresent to Your Majesty that
the circumstances accountable for the recent
riota in Bolfast dietate the necessity for u
apecial mensura to maintain order thoro‘ the
most urzent of these mensures belng tho re-
establishment of Your Majesty's nuthority in
tho district wherefrom the polles have been
oxpollod by an inerease of local constabulary
to such n strenzth ns will enable it to deal
with any probable contingener.

In offering bis amendment Mr. Sexton de-
nled that he had acted conlentiously. He
charged that the riots in Belfast had been
concelved and prosecuted in the lnterest of
the present Government. Mr. Sexion con-
cluded by asking Lord Randoiph Churchill
what be Intended to do to remedy the
Irightful consequences of hls uwn acts.
(Cheers.)

Sir Michael Hicks-Leach denled absolutel
that Lord Randuiph ChurchHl's acilon !I.Ill)l
in nnywise led to the Beltast troubles. He
feared that the diMiculty of the itlon
would be materially increased by Mr. Sex-
1on's statements, and he earoestly implored
the Parneliites to refrain from saylog any-
thing that would be llkely to provoke
u]m.‘ertnln feeling which had originated the
riots.

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THE earthqlmke turns out to have
been a much more serfous matter than
was originally reported. Charleston is
ruined; two-thirds of its houses are

' paid to be totally or partially wrecked;

more seriously injured. The people who
are camping out and afraid to return to
their homes will be some time before
they get over their panie,

For presence of mind Mr. McGee, of
the United Btates Geological Survey,
purely takes pre-eminence among scien-
tifie men. The first shock of earthquake
caught him unprepared for which he
must be excused. When the second
shoek came thirteen minutes later Mr,
MoGes had improvised a seismoscops
with a tumbler of water and was pre-
pared to observe any further phenomena
sclentifically. This says a great deal in
favor of scientific training and the
habitual use of a tumbler of wateras a

“night-cap.”

Mg, JusTice BaBY in his address to
the Qrand Jury yesterday mmle some
ptrong observations with regard to a
—class -of —crime becoming inmtolerably
frequent, indecent assaults. His Honor
declared that the city could not allow
such infamous crimes to be committed
with impunity and urged the grand
jury to bring in true bills in such cases
almost unhesitatingly so that the
accused might be tried and punished
sccording to their deserts. Dy a coin-
cidence a prisoner was tried and con-
vioted of an aggravated assault upon a
women yeaterday. The lottery of
justice, however, brought him before
the Recorder instead of Mr. Justice
Baby and he was fined $20 or threc
months,

THRE INUNDATION COMMITTEE.

The refusal of the Inundation Com-
mittee to accede to Sir Alexander Galt's
proposal yesterday is creditable to the
oeagacity of the committee. 1t may be a
mar.wr of first class importance to the
Bt. Gabriel Levee and railway company
to save its charter by commeneing work
to-day and if so the company had better
commence work at its own risk, Iut
it is not a matter of firat class impor-
tance to the city that this particnlar com-
pany should do the work at all. There
seems to be no likeliliood of thelever
being built in time to prevent floods
next Bpring, and therefore we sec no
reason for the city to commit itself to
this particular scheme in a lurry,
merely to suve Sir Alexander Galt's
charter.

Now that the Government’s Engin-
eering Commission has reported in faver
of an embankment, we think the city
should institute a financial investigation
to ascertain the most proiitable way of
going about to get an embankment.
Buch desultory and apparently purpose-
less conversations as those enjoyed by
the Committee and its visitors yesterday
are useless, The floods will never be
stemmed by any such palavers. It
seems to be gradually dawning upon the
Committee that something ought to be
done by somebody, but they do not seem
* to have the slightest idea how to begin.
Bir Alexander Galt has a delinite scheme
bnt the Committee has not a single
definite alternative.

NOT FOR CONFIRMED BACHELORS,

Oue often observes children much
happier and more confidential with their
grandparents than with father and
mother, and doubtless many a father
has felt that his boyhood would have
been happy had * Grandpa” been ns
loving to him as to his little son. It is
not only that the old people have be-
come less ahsorbed in business, or work,
or soclety, and 8o have free minds to
take an interest in, what the children
like, but that they r‘t(‘n have discovered
1ow poor are all things compared with
love, and have become hungry
to obtain, before the end, all
that they can get of that priceless
blessing. Then too the old, we know,
often look back, not without remorse
on the neglect with which in their best
days, they treated their boys and girls,
and try to make up to their children’s
children for what they did not bestow
on their own. Longfellow's refraln tells
us that “a boy's thoughts are long,
long thoughts,” but who shall explain
the longer thoughts and the regretful
memories that often make the aged
find congenial companionship in the
young ? *.

salie fn this world. It is a terrible thing
for a father, looking back, to have to
confoas to his- heart that tho bright
gaced boy, who became @ disrevutable

man and died miserable and dis-
graced, might have looked from
honest, clear eyes -to the last, but
that his craving heart never found
enough affection at home, Let parents
try to be sure that at least that saddest
solf reproach shall never be theirs, It is
s0easy to be loving if one will, and part
of the reward is usually so instant from
girl or boy. The glad smile of more
thanks than the child has words for, the
beaming look, the lmpulsive embrace,
and all for a pat on the head only, or a
moment's stooping to consider a maim-
el Loy, or perhaps a genial reference to
some dear old family jokel

It isn’t enough not to be brutal,not to
belabor the children with blows or hard
words; it isn’t enough even, to provide
them with everything good in food and
clothes and games. And it isn't
enough to preach to them, either!
You must take thought of them, in-
terest yourself with them and bend your
mind to their fancies, and not try to
cramp their living and alert souls to
your half dead and inactive one. Mind
this, that you have as much to learn
from them as they from you, and the
wiser you are the more you will flud in
their company. 8o all the sages say,
and it will be judiclous to take thelr ad-
vice on trust in this case,

It won’t do to excuse oneself from in-
timate friendship with his own children
by saying, *“Ob, but 1 come homne
from the oflice, or the store, or
the field, or the workshop too much
fagged out. Rest is what I want
and not to be troubled with a pack of
noisy young ones.” If you do say that
you might be surprised, and even shock-
ed, to find how deadly quiet they would
become if you offered to play with them.
But you are in a bad way if that is what
you say, for then you have no notion of
how to value the best that life yields,
nor any idea of how to get really rested.
Seldom is brain s0 weary or muscle. so
fatigued that the caress of a loving
child cannot help the case somewhat ;
very seldom does work exhaust one be-
yond the power of giving the youngsters
half an hour. - lark fo Longfellow
again :
