EARLY INFANCY.

Doctors Speak o¥ its Problems
Before the Local Council
of Women.

i HL RSDAY AFl]:..R.&O'O\T

HOW THE APPALLING LOSS OF
LIFE IN MONTREAL MIGHT
BE MINIMIZED.

The hundreds of babies in Montreal
who enter hife only to leave it again
after a short and miserable experience,
will surc} have a chance for their lives
should the plans proposed in their behali
materialize.

At a meeting of the Local Council of
Women held yesterday afterncon, Dr. La-
city medical health officer, dis-
cussed the deplorable mortality among
children under two years old, and sug-
gested ways in which efforts should be
directed to lessen the enormous death
rate. Who is to undertake the prob—
lem? the doctor asked. He did not
think it could be as well undertaken by
the government as by a philanthropic so-
ciety. The great need was to educate
the people on the proper care of their
children. A brass-buttoned official
could not find out bow the mother was
trying to rear her child, and direct her
in the right way, as could a friendly visi-
tor from an association.

Dr. Laberge enumerated some of the
pregent conditions which needed to be
remedied. Overcrowding in  houses
ghould be prevented. A great evil
among uneducated mothers 6f the poor
class was the abuse of narcotic syrups,
which they gave to their suffering chil-
dren in quantities, to still their crying,
without knowing the injuriors effects.

Public eqnares are too few in Mont-
real, The large ones are too far away
to be of much use for the poor. In
every ward there should be a small, tree-
shaded square, as a breathing place for
children of the poor.

The system of enforcing the. payment
of water rates, by cutting off the water
supply from any delinquent citizen, was
to be deprecated by the doctor in its ap-
plication to the vervy poor. Every man,
he thought, had a right to use the water
from the river, and as the city sewage
rendered what he could obtain for him-
gelf unfit for use, he should not be de-
prived of good water, even if he could
not pay for it.

More public baths, with time set apart
for mothers to visit them with their chil-
dren, are a necessity.

There should be a free distribution of
ice to the poor in the heat of summer,
to keep the milk for the children fresh.

It is well known that light and the
rays of the sun are necessary to keep a
room healthy, and there should be a regu-
lation to prevent the building of dark
rooms in houses,

The doctor also recommended having
the city covered by medical inspection.
In this way, it could be found where
the trouble among the poor lay, and
much diseaze and many deaths could be
prevented. Mothers should aleo receive
;killed advice on the care of their chil-

reno.

The Pure Milk League, or ‘Goutte de
Ilmt had been formed with the object

f providing for the poor pure milk suit-
ably modified for the needs of the chil-
igeu to disseminate literature on the
care of the children; also to arouse a
s@_nhment for the proper care and dis-
ibution of milk. On investigation, the
laeague had not found any place “here
first class milk was delivered, and the
{Ia\ in which it is delivered is often ver
nhygienic, as where open jugs are left
{out all night on the doorstep.

The league began by estab 1sh1ng a cen-
|tral station, with a trained nurse in
‘charge, and opening three branch sta-
|tions. At the central station the milk
jwas prepared, being modified in differ-
ent degrees to suit the case. The food
for each babe was put up in bottles pack-
ed in a separate box, and sent to the
‘branch stations, to be distributed by the
local nurse. Medical men in the dis-
trict co-operated by reporting on the
cases, and d]roctmg the parents in the
yse of the modified food. The nurses
also talked with the mothers, who were
anxious to learm when they saw their
babes doing better under wiser care.
The chief trouble was in the us=e of sooth-
yng syrups, and bottles with long tubes.
In August and September, some five hun-
dred bottles a day were being distribut-
¢d, and when cooler weather and lack

REGRETS THAT PEACE IS NOT
RESTORED.

Tekio, Nov. 3.—1 p.m.—Upon the oc-
casion of his birthday at lunchcon to-day
the Emperor briefly addressed his guests,
extending welcome to the foreign diplo-
matie corps and ministers of state. Dur-
ing the course of his remarks he said:
‘We regret that the time has not come
to see peace restored in the Far East in
realization of our desires.

He then proposed the health of the
sovereigns and rulers represented at his
court and expressed the wish that the
bonds of friendship existing between the
respective countries might be drawn
closer,

Baron D'Anethan, the Belgian minis- |

ter, doyen of the diplamatic corps, re-
sponded, congratulating the Emperor on
the day and expressing regret at the con-
tinuance of the war. Contnuing, Baron
D’'Anethan said: ‘We again express our
wishes for peace and do so with more
fervor when we contemplate with pro-
found emotion the ravages already caused
in suffering families and the thousands
of noble vietims on each side in the ar-
mies in the field, struggling and shedding
their blood with a bravery that rises to
the height of a sublime and indomitable
heroism.’ 7

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A SCOTCH POELT.

S3.D.W., New Glasgow. — Can you tell
something about a Scotch poet oy tne name
of Fergusson? He llved in Burns's time,
the early part of it. Where apnd when
was he born, and where and when did he
dle? What poems did he write, and what
were the characteristics, etc., of his life?
Ans.—Robert Fergusson, a Scottish poet,
was born at Fdinburgh, on Sept. 5, 1731,
the third son of an accountant from Ab-r-
deenshire. A bursary enabled him to geta
geod educzation at Dundee Grammar School
and St Apdrew's University, where he
cgan  to write verses. He left college
without any definite plan for life. His
father had died, and after a brief sojourn |
with an uncle at Aberdeen, Robert found
employment 2° a clerk In a lawver's of-

fice. He (ontlnued his poetical composition.
contributing to the ‘Weekly Magazine.’
His lively fancy, ability in converzaticn,

and fund of humor made his company eag-
erly sought after, and at a time when men
aof all rarks met frequently in taverns and
convivial c¢lubs, he was led inty excesses.
In time he fell into a melancholy, and af-
ter a fall by which his head was injured,
he became insare. After about two months’
confip-ment I an asylum In Edinburgh, |
the poet died on Oct. 16, 1774, His ,0ems
had beea collected and published in a|

volume in 1773, Robert Burns was then
in his fAfieenth year. Later, he wrote of
Fergussor:

‘Oh, thou rmy elder brother in misfortune,
By far my elder brother in the muses.’ . .

In 1757. Burns erected a memorial stone
over Fergusson's grave. Among hiz poems,
few of which are very generally known,
are ‘'Leith Races'; 'The Farmer's Ingle’
(which probably influenced Burns in his
‘Cottar’s Saturday Night'): ‘On Seeing a
Butterfly in the Street’; ‘The Mutual Com-
rlaint of Plainstanes and Causey’; 'The
Kipg's Birthday’; °‘Brald Claith.’

With Conspiracy in St
Antoine Division.

OTHER ARRESTS ON THE SAME
CHARGE IN MAISONNEUVE,

At about eight o’clock last night, in
the Eagle Restaurant, 40 St. Lawrence
street, Detectives Laberge, McLaughlin,
Richard and Vincent arrested Alphonse
Beauvais, Plessis street; Alfred Auber-
tin, Notre Dame street; George Bisson-
nette, Berri street; H. Levesque, Wolte
street, and Oscar 8t. Jacques, Roy
street, on a warrant sworn out by Mr.
I&. Edwin Howgrd, advocate, of Messrs.
MecLennan & Howard, acting under in-
structions from Mr. Charles A. Dueclos,

1I{.C., agent for Mr. H. B. Ames, Con- |

servative canaidate in St. Antoine divi-

The charge was that the aforemen-
tioned did unlawfully conepire, confed-
erate and agree together to commit an
unlawful act, to wit: ‘to commit the
oifenice of personation at the election
now about to be held in the electoral
district of Montreal, St. Antoine divi-
sicn, of a member to represent the said
electeral district in the House of Com-
mons of Canada, on the 3rd day of
November, instant.

When searched at the Central Police
Station, the sum of $£583.76 was found
on lissounette. This consisted of one
and two dollar bills and $13.75 in silver.
Money m fractional currency and bills
of smail denomination was also foupd
on the other prisoners,

Desides the money, each man had
cards comisiwng the names, addresses,
oceupations and other information about
voters in the ‘swamp’ district of the
St. Antoin: division,

Lissonnette is the man who some four
years ago> was alleged to have caused
the death of Zotique Dansereau, on
Dorchester street, by striking him on
the side of the head. For this he setved
four months in jail. He wag dischargad
by Mr. Peter Lyall about two weeks
ago for not attending to his work.

Aubertin, at the time of the Duval
murder on Notre Dame street, was ar-
rested for assaulting Constable Gray. It
is said that Aubertin, instead of Duval,
was the intended victim of Antoine
Giacconi, who is to be tried for mur-
der at this term of the Court of King's
Bench.

For several days the detectives lmve

been watching these men, of whom
Bissonnette seems to lhave been the
leader. They met in a room at 29

St. Charles Borromee street, where it
is alleged ther were schooled as to
what they should do on the day of elec-
tion. It is said they had gonme to Ald.
Ames's committee rooms and g_i\'en\_the
names of men whom Mr. Ames’s hegech-
men concluded they intended to per-
sonate., After further evidence had been
gathered the warrant was sworn ouk.
At about 6.45 last evening a telep]g ne
message was received at detegiive
headquasfers stating that the above #nd
five other men were in the room om St.

Later on Bis-
sonnette, Beauvais, Aubertin, Levesgue
and St, Jacques were arrested in the
Lagle Restaurant.

He complained of
trouble in his head on Sunday :norning
and in the afternoon went to the hospi-
tal at Verdun, but was unable to see
Dr. Burgess. He worked on Monday
and left his home Lo go to work again on
Tuesday morning. is family never saw
him again alive.

Relatives of the deceased also testi-
fied thut he was subject to periodical fits
of insanity.

He
was a bright youth, and Joseph Davis,
ihe brother ot Jefferson Davi+, owned
him. Mr. Davis, attracted by Jhe boy's
sprightliness and good qualities, had him
educated, and he was a famous pet on
the plantation. He was always respect-
ful, grateful and obedrent as a bond-
man. He was faithful to the persons
and interests of the Davis family, dur-
ing the far and after it. Ie was per-
mitted to purchase the old plantation,
and nobody objected. He has the es-
teem of all Mississippians, and is now
worth about three hundred thousand dol-
lars. He is a type of many good oldtime
negroes, and all white people wish bim
bkim well.,, After the war, we are told,
he tried to educate ome of hus =ons, and
even gent him to Europe to study medi-
cine and become a doctor, but the pro-
ject failed. The free son was not the
equal of his once slave father. Isaiah
Montgomery is respected in Mississippi,
and deserves to be. He is a rare charac-
acter, and the coming generation of his
race might learn valuable lessons from
his virtues, his patience and good sense.

FOTHERINGHAY.

Visitors to the historic church of
Fotheringhay (writes a eorrespondent)
pow find it in a sad condition :—

‘Some time ago its restoration was be-
gun, but the work has recently stopped
through want of funds, and, on enter-
ing the great building, one finds a scene
of complete desolation, the monuments
erected by Queen Elizabeth over the
tembs of her Plantagenet ancestors
boarded up, the noble windows on one
side without glass, and the awle open to
wind and rain. Fotheringhay Church
was begun in 1415, and was finished by
Richard of York, father of Edward IV .,
who is buried there. 1t has had an
unfortunate history. The choir and the
chapel built by Edward IV. fell into
ruin at the Reformation, and in the
eighteenth century the nave, which 1is
all that remains, was shockingly neglect-
ed. Its splendid old stained windows
were wantonly brokem up.

The historic site on the banks of the
Ness, with its mounds that alone wit-
pess to the, former existence of the
glorious castle—the scene of the tragedy
of Mary Queen of Scots—is to-day more

THE ‘GAZETTE AND NONSENSE.
The ‘Gazette’ disputes our assertion’
that ‘the preference given to Great
‘ Britain was the starting point of our
‘present wonderful prosperity,] and
quotes figures to show that we are
sending Great Britdih just about the
same proportion of our whole agricul-
tural exports as we did eight years ago.
That is true. Great Britain took eighly-
five and a half percent of the whole
then, and takes eighty-five and a half
percent now. But, whereas she took
forty millions then she takes nine'_c_','-
five millions now. Surely that is ‘the
practical thing. As she is almost our
sole customer, the important thing with
us is the amount she can take from
us, and the amount is two and three-
eighth times what it was in 1896. The
use of these percentages by the ‘Gaz-
ette’ is like the quotations made by the
protectionists of Great Britain to prove
the decay of the trade of that country.
For instance, they will say, ‘See how
Great Britain's trade is falling behind,
since it only increased, say, five per-
cent in a certain period, while Ges-
many's trade increased, say, for the same
period, ten percent. They neglect to
say, however, that, whereas Germany’s
oversea trade is of recent growth and
comparatively small, England’s trade
has been commanding for several cen-
turies. Double a cent and. you have
made a hundred percent, add’ ten dol-
lars to a hundred dollars and you have
only got a ten percent addition. Used
in such a fashion, therefore, and that
is also the ‘Gazette’s’ fashion, such per-
centage figures tell a very partial story
and are most misleading. The fair
thing to do is to give the figures as we
gave them yesterday. These we
now repeat a little more in detail. On
page 3 of the Canadian Trade and Navi-
gation Blue Book, our total exports are
given as $121,013.852, for the fiscal year
1896, the year the Laurier government
came into power.. For the fiscal year,
1903, we find that our exports had in-
creased to $225840,724, a gain of R104,-
835,872, or 86 percent odd. ©On page 4
of the same Blue Book we' find that
during the fiscal year, 1896, Canada ex-
ported to Great Britain goods to the
value of $99,670,030, and that this had
increased to $190,099,222 for the fiscal
year, 1903, which 4s an increase of $90,-
429,193, or 91 percent. Our total trade,
therefore, increased $104,835872, and” of
this increase  $90,420,192, or over 86
percent was with Great Britain. ‘Lhe
percentage of Canadian agricultural pro-
ducts exported to the United States in
1896 was 1285 percent of the whole.
This had decreased to 7.46 percent last
year, so that that country at least does
not show an equal percentage of in-
crease. It goes without saying that if
our commerce continues to expand at
the same rate as it has been .doing dur-
ing the past few years a time must come
when Great Britain will not be able to
keep up the enormous percentage of
over 86 percent of all our exports, al-
though she may actually take many
more goods and pay us much more than
she does mow. We agree with the
‘Gazette's’ remark .that ‘There is an
‘awful lot of nonsense talked about th
‘ British preference.’ :

All elements of
ourr population are clearly entitled to
consideration, but to this end it -is ne-
cessaty for every class to make its legi-
timate influence felt. The largest ele-
ment, the agricultural, has never exer-
cised its real power in a matter that so
much affects its interests. The weason
of this is that the agricultural popula-
tion of Canada is not organized as the
manufacturing necessarily is, and has
no equal means of exciting itself over
its own interests, while the manufae-
turers have a clear, unanimous purpose
which they have spared no pains to
achieve. That the scale of customs du-
ties has not been waised long ago, in
response to the persistent dunning of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association, is
evidence that the Prime Minister and
his Finance Minister realize that there
is a strong undertone in an opposits di-
rection.

There has not been a year since
1897 that the high protectionists
of the Canadian Manufacturers’ Asso-

ciation have not made unavailing ap-
peals to Ottawa for a higher tariff all|
along the line.

He arrived in the
city on Saturday and succeeded in find-
ing out her address, He went imme-
diately to Mrs. Shelling's and rented a
room in her house.- Here he met Miss
Miller frequently, and during the past
five days has asked her repeatedly to
become his wife, but did not succeed
in gaining her consent. -

Last night he met the girl and made
a final appeal to her. Meeting with an-
other refusal, he produced an old-fash-
ioned revolver of German make and,
pointing it at his own body, fired. The
ambulance was summoned zund Kroll
was removed to the Notre Dame Hos-
pital.

THE ROASTING FOWL.

‘ Roasters, as they are called in the
market, are growing considerably in de-
mand,” remavks the * Feather.' ‘There
are several grades of these, but the most
desirable and those that Lring the high-
est prices in the city market dress at
from four to five and one-half pounds.
Those that are over-fed and are too
heavy, or are out of proportion in the
abdomen, do not sell as well as do the
otbers,

‘In addition to these, there is what
is termed the soft roaster. ‘Lhese are,
young fowls that are hatched and grown
as are capons, as fust as possible to the|
proper roasting size. Brahmas and Lhe |
American varieties are largely used for|
this purpose. These roasters, when of'
the proper character, bring good jlrice'-ii
what the
weight or size may be. 1

‘ Then, again, there is the virgin cock-|
erel.  'These are usually made from late-|
hatched Brahma cockerels that are di-
vided off from the pullets as soon as
they can be told, then are raised or

own in lots of about twenty-tive, and.
ed continually for a quick, heavy growth.
These cockerels are juite as desirable
for table use as are capins. In fact,
they are used both us capons and roast-
ers.  When the market is right, and!
the best prices paid for capons, they
are caponed_dressed, as the saying goes, |
and thus sent to the market. When
it is unfavorable, they are dressed as
roasters and sold. |

‘The interest in growing this kind of
poultry is largely on the increase, and
many claim they much prefer this kind
of a capon or roaster to the real capon
itself.  Truly, there is nothing tiner for
a roasting fowl than a fat, well-finished |
young Asiatic, dressed and roasted as
are turkeys.

‘The pullets from this same grade ot
fowls are set apart and grown by th:-m-|
selves in the same manni» as are the!
cockerels, fed on strong, rich, fattening|
foods, o as to hasten their growti.|
These sell for quite as much as do the!
others. In fact, these high-class pullets!
—plump and bright—are -old
Eastern markets as roasters for a price|
about the same as must be paid for|
capons.

*Then, again, there i8 the
heavy roasting fowl; these are also used |
for broilers. ‘They are coosked in this
way, and used for cold Junches, sand-|
wiches and salads. This is a better|
grade of poultry than that which is'
known as “ fowl”  Fowls are usually!
the overly large, overly fat hens, and;
roosters that are too old to be sold at|
any other grade. These bring the low-
est prices per pound in the market, and

are sold to cheap restaurants and fami-

lies who wish a large amount in
weight without so much consideration
for quality.

‘In some one of these several classes'
may be sold all the poultry that '
to dispose of in the market. There is
one controlling featwre in the selling of
all these different grades of fow!, and
that is in the dressing them before gend-

But
the appointment. will be hailed with de-
hght by the soldiers of the Dominion
everywhere, for no leader that Canada
hus ewver had, except, possibly, Miss
Hooth, the present commissioner, has
been so beloved and revered as Commis-
sioner Coomba.

Commissioner Coombs was only about
thirty years of age when, in 1884, he was
commissioned by General Beoth to take
cnurge of Canada. It was his first ter-
ritorial command and the work was new.
'lﬁwre were less than a score of corps in
the wholz of the Dominion and those
that hid been organized were under the
jurisdiction of the New York commis-
sioner and were officered by captaius
sent over from the United States. Mont-
real I. Corps was not formed until some
time after Commissioner Coombs took
charge. When he left, five years atter,
every city, town and village of import-
ance had been invaded and corps or out-
posts had buen established in them.

From C(anada, Commissioner Coombs
was sent to Australia, where great suc-
cess accompanied his ministrations. Af-
ter about Hive years in the Antipodes he
was transferred to England, where he
has been ever since, succeeding Miss
Booth as commissioner for the English
field.

He says the tests referred to by the cor-
respondent consisted of foreign cattle off-
spring, or those belng in conmtact with
foreign cattle, the result of which was that
an enactment was made that British cattle
should pass a-tuberculin test. Now, ac-
cording to Dr. Trotter, the veterinary in-
spector at Glasgow, Canadian bullocks and
cows are practically free, whilst British
cows in large numbers, and bullocks to &
cons!derable extent, suffer from tubercu-
losis. Elther man or nature kiils the In-
fected stock in Canada. British cattle bred
from tuberculosis stock is constantly in
contact with Infected stock. The corres-
pondence argse through Mr. Spler contra-
dicting the Glasgow ‘Herald's' editorial,
that Great Brtiain desired to debar cattle
free from disease, though the disease is
very prevalenl amongst home stock.

CANADIAN FAILURES.

UNITED STATES EXHIBIT MORE
FAVORABLE.

Returns from the Dominion of Canada
do not make nearly as favorable an exhibit
as those for the United States. According
to reports to the Mercantlle Agency of R.
G. Dun Co., there were 112 defaults for
$819,840, comparing with 85 failures and
$747,312 liabilitles last year, while the in-
crease js still more siriking when the com-
parigon Js carried back still further, for
liabilitles were only $502,183 In 902 and
$594,070 In 1801. This year's record is good
as to manufacturing failures, 24 for $114.-
436 comparing with 20 for $474,248 last year,
when two large sawmills and one mine
defaulted for a heavy amount. Trading
fallures numbered B85, with liabilitles of
$547,963, against only 62 defaults for $269,-
476 & year ago. Last moanth's total was
swelled by a large bardware suspension,
and the losses In general stores were ex-
ceptlonally  heavy. Other commercial
failures numbered only three, but provided
$157,441 ljabjlitles, owing to the suspenslon
of a stock broker in Nova Scotia.  Last
year there were also three- suspensoins in
thie class, but the amount invelved was
only $3,588.

Jury Finds That Shots
Were Fired by Rus=
sians Without
Provocation.

OWING TO DecLICATE NEGO-
TIATIONS A VERDICT OF
MANSLAUGHTER WAS
AVOIDED.

Hull, England, Nov. 2.—That George

Henry Smith and Wm. Leggett were,

¢« ARROW' IN TROUSBLE
FAILS TO MAKE HER LONG
TANCE TRIAL FLIGHT.

St. Louis, Mo, Nov. 3.—Two accilents | )

vesterday prevented the long distance
trial flight arranged by Captauin Thomas
H. Baldwin, of San Francisco, to test the
staying powers of his airship, the ‘Cali-
fornia Arrow,” and what was to have
been a speed demonstration around a
pregcribed quadrangle course of about hi-
teen miles, developed into a drifting ex-
hibition. The ‘Arrow’ finally landel
in a corn field four miles west of the
Aeronautic Uoncourse at the World’
Fair, after the motor had been disable
by an exhaust cap again bLlowing off,
when the vessel bad resumed its flight
after the first breakdown had been ve-
paired. The airship was commanded by
A. Roy Knabenshue, of 'loledo, Ohio.
the hero of the successful flights on Mon- |
day and Tuesday.

The 'Arrow’ was brought to the grounid
about a mile and a half north-east of the
Concourse after the first accident. It
was repaired, and in less than an hour
the ‘Arrow’ was again in the air, making
headway against the breeze that had
blown it out of its course.

After the ‘Arrow’ had disappeared from
sight the crowd waited patiently for
some word fram the damaged mirship.
Suddenly a watchful eye discovered the |
‘Arrow’ rising above the lorizon, and
within five minutes it had approached !
so near the Concourse that IKnabenshue
could be plainly seen, and the ‘chug.
chug’ of the motor heard. Cheer after
cheer greeted the reappearance of the
airship. Just before the ‘Arrow’ ar-|
rived in a position over the Concourse |
fence, the motor was again seen to hesi- |
tate. Three or four wavering revolu-
tions followed, and then the blades hung
motionless, while the airship was again
grasped by the breeze and hurried back
over the distance it had won in its duel
with the wind.

Higher-and bigher floated the airship, |
the breeze, which was blowing at the
rate of about five miles an hour from the |
south-east, eagerly taking hold of the;
helpless air craft and waiting it slowly |
away from the sight of those following
its course 1,500 or 2,000 fect below.

The atmosphere had been hazy all af-|
ternoon, and it was not long before the
‘Arrow’ was a tiny, cigar-shaped object, |
As long
as it could be discerned, however, the|
crowd watched its every movement, and
several hundred persons remained at the
Concourse until word had been received
from Knabenshue that he had alighted |
safely and that neither he nor the ‘Ar-|
row’ had been injured beyond the minor
acicdent to the machinery of the latter.
