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T.D. Bouchard Pleads
For Canadian Unity

An eloquent plea for racial tol-

erance not only in the City of

Westmount, not only ‘in the pro-

vince of Quebec, but throughout

the length and breadth of the

Dominion ‘of Canada, was voiced

at the 12th annual meeting of the

Westmount High Old Boys’ As-
sociation last night by Senator T.

D. Bouchard, former head of the

Quebec Hydro Commission and

publisher of the liberal weekly,
“Le Clairom”

The meeting, held at the Mount
Royal Hotel, was aftended by close
to 500 Old Boys.

Senator Bouchard, describing
his brief address as part of the

campaign he is personally conduct-
ing against those who are preach-

ing racial and religious intoler-

ance. said, “If my personal inter-
ests were or could be involved in

i the battle IT am making for unity,

| one could question the honesty of
my purpose. Though the ties that
formerly attach me to my political

party have never been ‘strong

enough to stop me from promoting
reforms that were far from being

approved by my party chiefs, re-

forms, which, by the way, I may

say have nearly all become laws,

and, though I am still a liberal, I

jam freer than I have ever been

from party bondage. My fight is

on a higher plane than the ordin-

ary level of political parties. So,

if during my short remarks I

speak of some doings of politicians

who are members of such and such
a party, donot have the false con-
ception that I am prompted to

bring them to your attention be-
cause of a partisan bias.

“It would .be the same case if

I ‘should - condemn_the attitude’ d

some clergymen of the Catholic

faith. In no instance should re-

proaches be applied to the Clergy

at large or to the réligion

to which I @belong. I have
nothing to expect personally

from ome party or another.

builds on the ground but seldom
leaves earth, except to give its
soft, but wild and joyous song at
mating time.

The ordinary song is a low, sweet
warble.

This bird walks instead of
hopping, and its hind toe ends

other kinds of birds are so
equipped. When we come upon

a flock feeding, with little

whistled notes they all rise, fly

off a short way, then swing back
and settle down again in much

diet at this time of year. Al-

documents and witnesses were at

large and no agreement arranged

as to how justice should be meted

out to those responsible for in-

‘suman warfare, which included ex-

termination of six million Jews in

Europe, murder, torture, concen-

tration camps and foul medical ex-
periments.

It was the establishment of in-
ternational law able to deal with
war crimes and the power to pun-
ish those responsible, the speaker

said, quoting the phrase of Roose
velt, “International Law with

ment and expense end of it, in

ratio, were actually more econo-

mical than that required for com-

mon murder cases anywhere.

Never before had such a titanic
piece of litigation been accom-
plished, involving continents, with

considered justice and despatch,
he stated, and the calmer review

of it all, decade hence, would only

confirm the necessity, the justice
and the efficiency of the Nurem-
burg Trials.

, Four Offences

Actually there were four of-
fences on which they were charg-

ed, breaking peace by violation of

treaties, which the tribunal de-
clared the greatest crime of all,

war crimes as such, crimes

against humanity and the fourth,
conspiracy to commit each of the
other three.

The Nuremburg Trials were a
success, declared Lt. Col. Camp-

bell, each defendant was given a
fair and deliberative trial and the
way the trials were conducted
commended itself to the consci-
ence of the world.

Lt. Col. Campbell was suitably

thanked on behalf of the Club by
W.G. Moxley. President Doug Mc-
Kean was in the chair.
Mr. Campbell succeeded the re-

Dutton as President’ of the Na-

But not so the authors of this
text-book. “The answer to some
of these questions,” they say,
“is fairly simple. In spite of the
amazing differences in appear-
ance and surroundings, in living

and habits of thought, with few
exceptions, all have the same ob-
ject in view: the good life, and

a good living.” So there you
have it, The riddle of the Sphinx
is solved at last—and it was so
simple after all. It is merely a
question of economics, for this
book informs us that when man
emerged from the savage state
he “became an economic animal.”
His chief aim in life is “the
search for a good living.”

It is only fair, however, to add

that the authors, in a note on the

back of the title page, state: “It
is the purpose of this book to
describe some of the more impor-
tant social, industrial and poli-
tical aspects of the world since
the Tweaty of Versailles in 1919.
Lack of space makes possible
only a passing reference to the
artistic, literary and spiritual
achievements in the present-day
world.” That is well, but the

 
wide difference between the fi-
nancial and commercial status of
the two countries.

As I have said, there is a good

deal of information in this book
that is of interest ‘to public
school pupils and it is presented
in a readable form, but that ren-
ders the conclusions drawn and
insisted upon by the authors all
the more insidious. If there were
any doubt about the very de-
finite trend of its teaching to-
ward Socialism, I could quote
numerous passages to show that

the whole book was carefully
planned as a piece of socialistic
propaganda for young and in-
genuous minds. One quotation
is sufficient, and it is this:

“The year 1932 witnessed the
rise of a new political party. At
a meeting in Calgary of various
farm and labor organizations,

plans were laid for the formation

of a Dominion-wide socialist
party, the Co-operative Common-
wealth (C.C.F.). Among its ob-
jects were the socialization (pub-
lic ownership) of banking, and

Drama Festival
Inauguration
In ‘32 Recalled -

The Dominion Drama Festival

was inaugurated at a meeting
called at the instance of His Ex-
¢ellency The Right Honourable
the Earl of Bessborough, Gover-
nor General of Canada, and held

in Government House, Ottawa, on
Octeber 29th, 1932. There were
present at the meeting about six-
tyrepresentative men and women
interested in the drama from all
parts of the Dominion. An organi-
zation was set up, a Committee
was appointed and it was decided
to hold the Festival for 1933 at
Ottawa in the month of April. The
competitors were to be. amateur

grotips chosen by previous com-
petition as representative of the
best.dramatic work being done in
the various parts of Canada. For
this purpose the Province of On-

tario was divided into three re-
gions and the Province’ of Que-
bec into two. Each of the other
provinces constituted a single re-
gion. :

* Shortly thereafter a Regional
Cofimittee was appointed in each
region and arrangéments were
made by each of these for a re-

gional competition. The general
interest excited is shown by the
fact that in these regional com-
petitions 90 plays in English and
20 in French were presented. In
some regions, it was necessary to

organize preliminary competitions
in order to keep the numbers of
contestants in the regional festi-
val within manageable limits.

Adjudicators for the regional
festivals were appointed by the
Dominion Committee and on their
reports the groups taking part
in this programme were selected.
The festivals were suspended

during the war, the last one tak-
Ing place in 1939. This year the

eighth festival will be run off-in
London, Ontario, during the week
of May 5th. Winners from the
regional competitions will meet
then for the final contest. :

Pre-Laundry Tricks Great Help
In Keeping Sweaters-Lovely
Do you have a favorite sweater

so treasured that you have been
almostafraid to wash it? Did you
fear that the color would run, or

that it would shrink or stretch or
just somehow manage to end up

unwearable, or at best not the

same garment it was before? You

shouldn't feel that way, for a

sweater that is washed and
handled with care should last
through dozens of such washings
and still look as it did when new.
But to have it turn out success-
fully, don't just dump it into the

water and hope. Go about it care-
fully, and systematically and you
are practically guaranteed success,

Sweaters
The first step in washing a

sweater is to remove any buttons
or ornaments that might rust or

run. In fact it is better to take all
such things off even ifyou think
they won't be affected by washing.
Now measure the sweater. You

can do this in two. ways. Either

spread the garment flat on a bath
towel and outline it carefully with |
pencil, or measure the body

length, shoulder width, sleeve

length, waist and bust measure-
ments, and record the figures.

Soiled Spots
If there are any spots that are

going to need special attention

during the washing, outline these
with a contrasting, color-fast

thread in large basting stitches.
This will make them show up when

the sweater is wet and insure that
you don’t miss any of them. While
you have that basting thread

basting thread around them and
draw them into their original size.
This basting should be left there

until the garment is completely

dry.
You are ready to wash now, so

fill the bowl with lukewarm water
and rich soap suds. Squeeze the
suds through the sweater, but do

not rub two parts of the garment
