Cock-fighting has been 
la » great measure abolished to coeaequonoe 
of the vigilance used. The depntatioo, com­
peted of Mayor Garneau and three gentle­
man of the Oomarittoo, who wailed upon the 
Roman Catholic clergymen of St. Rocks, had 
been mort successful, and tbe Society had re­
ceived great encouragement and assistance 
from them.

Lieut.-Gov. Talbot and tbe Executive 
Council, returning from the Hoosac Tunnel, 
were gneste last night At tbe Haynes- House. 
Theft observations were not favorable to an 
early opening of the big bore. To be sure, 
there is a hole throogh the mountain ; a steel 

«k fe nearly laid from North A lams to tbe 
kern portal, and only a few weeks would 

be required to extend it through tbe tunnel. 
But the Council are of opinion that it would 
be a waste of money to do so at present, and 
attempt to carry even ireights through the 
mountain. The rock, which was ao hard to 
gei through, crumbles, slakes off and fells on 
exposure to air, and a steel track would not 
.only be often ototrncted. but would be greatly 
damaged, by tbe rock falling upon it. There 
b do alternative hut to arch the tuuael with 
bricks ; at least 6,000 feet of it must be so 
protected, and probably this work will even­
tually extend through tbe whole tunnel. Un­
til this arching is completed it is proposed to 
lay a temporary track of iron through the 
mountain, which can, of course, be used for 
trains if the authorities so will ; but It is the 
opto ion of the Council that trains cannot bo 
run economically until the arching la com­
pleted, which will not be till next summer 
or fall. The contract for the arching is let 
to Mr. Farren, and the present desire of the 
Council is to let Mr. 8 bonly out and Mr. 
Farren in. The former’s contract Includes 
steel-tracking the tunnel, bot he is willing 
to subtract the expense of that Job from his 
contract in order to effect a settlement.
