CANADAHAS
SUPPLY OF WORLD|
 

In Its Hands If It Only Knows

How. to Handle It, Says
Hon. Clifford Sifton.

Ottawa, Ont, Sept. 5—Hon. Clif-
ford Sifton and Mr. W. T. White of
Toronto, general manager of the Na-
tional Trust Company, resumed their
antixeciprocity tour of Ontario here
tonight, addressing an overflow audi-
ence in the Russell Theatre at a
meetin gorganized by the local Lib-
eral-Conservative Association, and at-
tended by the two candidates of that
party in Ottawa. The theatre was
packed to the doors, over 2,500 gain-
ing admission, while many were
forced to go away disappointed.
Hon. Mr. Sifton received a good re-

¢eption. His remarks were along the
same lines as he has been taking so
far in the campaign. The arrange-
meut between the United States and
(Canadian Government with regard to
the pulp and paper ptoducts he char-
pcterized as a conspiracy to force the
hands of the Provincial Governments.
“We have supply for the world in
our hands, if we know haw to control
it,” he stated. “After the Provinces
th out the situation and passed
regulations forbidding the export, the

Provinces to allow it to be exported.”
Mr. Sifton referred to. the great

sums spent in building up the trans-
portation facilities of the country, and
said that if the agreement passed it
would result in thirteen or fourteen
American roads shoving their noses
acrossthe Canadian border within a
year.
“ “The Liberals have dwelt on the
approval of Sir John A. Macdonald
and other dead and departed states-
men’s approval of reciprocity,” said
Mr. Sifton, “but they are dead and
gone and we don’t know what they
would think about it now. We do
know what Sir Charles Tuppers stand
on the question is, and he was at one
time in favor. That was before we
dad built up our transportation facili-
ties, and it did. not matter then if the
market was opene, it could not be
reached.”
He predicted that in three or four

years the farmers of the West, should
reciprocity be passed, would demand
of the Government free trade in all
manufactured products they con-
sumed. “Where would the Govern-
mentbe tha?” he asked. “What stand
would they take?”
Mr. W. T. White was given a good

hearing. He asserted that the United
States had never done gnything to
help Canada. It was a pity that the
fssue of reciprocity should have be-
tome tangled up in politics. He re-
otted it. A. E. Fripp and Dr. Cha-

‘dot, the local candidates, spoke
briefly.
A feature of the meeting was the

reading of two letters from J. R.
Booth and W. H. Rowley of the E. B.
Eddy Company, denouncing the reci-
procity pact in strong terms.

GREAT RECEPTION
FOR BORDEN

Conservative Leader Addressed

Two Large Meetings in St.

John, N.B. ,Last Night.

 

 

St. John, N.B., Sept. 5—One of the
largest political deomnatrations that
have ever occurred here took place
to-night when Mr. R. I. Borden made
his entry into this city in the course of
his campaign. Conservative clubs and
ward organizations formed a huge
procession at Market Square and es-
carted Mr, Borden in his antomobile
to Queen's Rink, where the meeting
was held.
Ig addition to the indoor meeting

presided over by Col J. B. M. Buster,
an overflowing meeting was held in
Queen’s Square, the Conservative
feadres proceeding from one meeting
to another.
In introducing Mr. Borden, Colonel

Baxter referred to him as the next
Premier of Canada which called forth
a good deal of applavse.
The leader of the Opposition, in

opening, outlined a Conservative pol-
icy for the development and national-
‘ization of the great Canadian ports
and brought forward arguments to
show how reciprocity by diverting
trade north ad instead of east

eatery into fai jend west, woul ure the sea coast
ADRS SETnd,mondTaretheen of

the United States. He pledged him-
self to secure the development of St
John and said that if his party hod
been in power the port would be far
better equipped than at present.

Referring to the speech made by Sir
Wilfrid Laurier here he picked out the
Premier's statement that with reaipro-
city once adopted”trade would flow
from Canada to the United States. like
water through a mill race and advanc-
ed statistics to show that the export-
able surplus, after the home market
had been supplied, was only 15 per
cent for the most of which now goes
to Great Britain. With such a condi-
tion Canadian ports stood to lose
heavily by surrendering British trade
for that of the United States. He then
reviewed charges of corruption
against the administration.
Addresses were also enade by Dr.

B. W. Daniel and H. A. Powell.

IMPERIAL ATHLETICS.
Winnipeg, Sept, 5—Lord Desbrough

President of the London Chamber of
Commerce, and advocate of the ath-
letic life, addressed the Canadian Club
to-day on “Commerce and athletics as
factaes in Imperial unity.” His Lord-
ship pleaded ably for the maintenance
and the furthering of the present
spirit of unity, which binds the Em
pire. He eulogized amateur sports as
a great factor in nation building. Lord
Desbrough announced that the chief
object of the Duke of Sutherland's
visit to Canada was‘to carry into effect
a schethe whereby English settlers
would be enabled to secure good
lands. The preliminary financing will
be done by the aristocratic capitalists
now touring the west and their Lon-
don associates.
 

AFTER OUR PULPWOOD.
Lincoln, Neb., Sept. 5—Secretary of

Agriculture James Wilson delivered
an address at the Nebraska State Fair
here to-day advocating the recipro-
city agreement with Canada and
dwelling on the beneficial results
which he believed would accrue from
the adoption of the agreement which
he declared would be to the advantage
of both countries. The most advan-
tageous to the United SCtates, he said,
would be access to the Canadian
woods.

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1S NOW VALUELESS
Captain Ota’s Speech Before

Military Committee Causes

Sensation. }

 

 

Tokio, Sept. 5.—Quite a sensation
has been caused in naval circles by an
address delivered by Captain Ota be-
fore the War Affairs Investigation As-
sociation. It is not often that a Japan-
ese naval or military officer permits
himself such latitude as did Captain
Ota on thia oceasion, and ther is
some talk about the application of the
disctiplinary law by way of punish-
ment for the views he ventured to ex-
press.
The gist of Captain Oia's philippic

is that the naval authorities are mak-
ing a mistake in being too eager to
‘complete the works on land, seeing
that the navy necessarily has its effic-
iency on sea and naval strength can
be increased only by the construction
of a powerful fleet.
To illustrate this contention Captain

Ota pointed tg the five naval stations
on the coast of this: country. In es-
tablishing these naval stations the
country was divided into five artificial
sections, a naval station being estab-
lished in the best harbor in each divis-
jon; but as coast defences nome of
these has any real significance. Each
Japanese naval station is presided over
by an admiral or a vice admiral, with
a rear admiral for chief staff officer.
Outwardly they are very imposing as
compared with the big naval stations
of the foreign naval powers, but view-
ed from a strategic standpoint most
of them are valueless.

In this connection the Captain stat-
ed that attacks by an enemy's fleet
wôuld come on the southwestern side
of this country, as more than once
evinced in the late war, The Captain
reviewed the various naval stations,
denouncing Maizuru as not only use-
less but rather harmful, since its pres-
ence hinders the quick movement of
the navy. He admitted that with the
annexation of Corea the naval station
projected at Chinhal Ray might be
necessary, but even here he deprecat-
ed the outlay of gigantic capital. So
long as Japan's main naval force is
concentrated at Sasebo it is unthink-
able that a smill section of theen-
emy's fleet will trespass on the Sea of
Japan to squadron their stock of am-
DaiDreRR

Captain Ota alvo sags -thét'ih the
Japanese navy officis! posts sre given
for personal considerations, A lieu-
tenant commander may command a
war ship, but in the Japanese navy
officers of this rank occupy much low-
er posts. Again, under the present
system of organization torpedo sta-
tions transact the business of fish
tropedos and submarine mines, where-
as in England the management of sub-
marine mines is left to the army. See-
ing that the one is for offensive and
the other for defensive purposes. the
placing of the two under one and the
same management is calculated to
cause considerable inconvenience and
friction. According to Captain Ota, if
radical reforms were effected in the
present Japanese naval organization,
the annual naval expediture could be
reduced by one-third.
Another evil is the lack of uniform-

ity in the guns with which Japanese
war ships are equipped. Whereas 12-
inch guns are recognized as composing
the main battery, subsidiary 8-inch
guns are generally carried. At first
sight this may appear a happy com-
bination, but in practice it is otherwise,
secing that the war ships have to store
shells of different sizes, a circum-
stance calculated to entail great incon.
venience and confusion in the supply
of shellz during actual engagements.

In the course of an axplanation of
his reasons for making this expose of
the defects of the Japanese navy. Cap-
tain Ota is quoted as saying:—
“When I came back from Europe

for the second time after the war with
Russia I could not but muse when I
saw the inner workings of the navy,
especially in the light of the know-
ledge 1 had of European navies. 1
state emphatically that our navy is
formidable only in appearance—the
heart is rotten. If the existing defects
are not speedily remedied the nation
will some day have to pay the penalty
and in the interim to bear ever larger
and larger appropriations to no use-
ful purpose.”
The Captain said that he had resign-

ed because the naval authorities had
turned a deaf ear to his representa-
tions.

MEXICAN IN OTTAWA.
Ottaws, Sept. S-—One of the inter-

esting visitors in the city is Mr. Aure-
lio Dias, of Mexico. He is not re-
lated to the late president of the dis-
turbed republic, but is an official in
the Bank of London in Mexico and
has brought his two sons, 14 and 15
yeary old respectively to be educated
both in French and English at the
Ottawa College.

“I wanted to have my sons educat-
ed in hoth languages so I heard of
your college up here and wanted to
bring them up to be edugated.”
“How was the revolution when you

left it in Mexico?” he was asked.
“Its all quieted down again,” he

responded. “Any word you receive
to the contrary is not correct.

Protection of Animals Marks a

Decided Advance in Treat-

ment of Pets.
,

London, Sept. 5—Every dog has
his day, they say, and this-is surely

the day of every dog. Never in all
the long history of comrgdeship be-
tween man and dog bas there been
a time when the canis race was held
in such high regard as now, when
gvery care is taken by millions of dog
owners and dog lovers to secure the

comfort and well beipg of one of
man's most faithful friends.
The Protection of Apinnls bill

says the Observer, which has just re-
ceived the royal assestand now passes
on to the statute b marks a very
decided advance in lic opinion on
matters affecting animals generally
and dogs partienlariÿ when compared
with that widespregd attitude of in-
difference prevailing thirty years ago.
The new act secures, among other
things, the preventign of revengeful
treatment of dogs other animals
after a conviction of an owner for
cruelty, and provides a deterrent to
the cruel treatment of performing
animals. It also provides for the in-
spection of spring traps every twelve
hours and imposes penalties on those
who sell poisoned grain or seed or
who place poison without taking reas-
onable precautions against access to
it by dogs or other domestic animals.
Contrast this legislation with the

comparatively hard times for animal
life that followed ghe great hydro-
phobia epidemic. any dogs were
then destroyed and there was univer-
sal muzzling. It #3 noticeable how
much more secure a place the dog has
gained in the affections of the people,
from thethighest to the lowest classes,
in the last decade gr two. Instead of
chaining the dog up in dull back yards
or of muzzling the animal on every
appearance in a public place, there
is on eve-y fiand 2 remarkably demon-
strative desire to make much of this
most valued domestic peta.
There were last year in Great Bri-

tain 1,826,841 dogs in respect of which
licenses were issued. Theph were
dogs thatwere happy enough to bave
owners and homes To this number
must de addon dogs happy in
exemption from licensty: making a to-
tal accounted for in theofficial re-
turns of the Board of Agriculture and
in the official accounts of the Inland
Revenue Department of well over, 2-
000,000 dogs. Upward of another 100,-
000 may be added to this census of the
dog life of Britain on account of owa-
erless, homeless dogs which always
seem to manage to escape the police-
men as well as the tax collector. The
némbers show no very remarkable
increase on those of ten years ago,
when dog licenses totalled 1,525,273
and exemptions totalled
England has the preponderance of

dogginess, with Scotland next and
Wales third, and in England, York-
shire, Lancashire and London possess
the largest number of dogs. During
the last financial year for which re-
turna are available the local taxation
licenses produced in London county
alone £61,417 in respect of dogs, the
contribution from dog licenses of
£20,039,

PORTUGAL WILL
ADOPT THE WIRELESS

Lisbon, Sept. 5—The Portuguese
government has notified the British
and Italian governments that it has
decided to adopt the Marconi system
of wireless telegraphy. - Stations arc
to be erected at Lisbon and the prin-
cipal points along the coast and at
Cape Verde. It is understood that
Portugal has been accorded the same
terms as accepted by the British go r-
ernment.

from or where he was going.

Mr, Keene is reluctant to be operated
on. He has insisted that he will not
go through the ordeal unless the phy-
sicians can demonstrate to bim that
it is absolutely imperative for the pre-
servation of his life.

Friends of Mr. Keene are appre-
hensive sbout his being operated on
in view of the poor condition of his
health. Mr. Keene has not been strong
in a year. His mind is as clear and
as active as ever, but bis body is
weak.” His physicians have tried to
persuade him to remain in bed, but
e believes that exercise and the fresh

air will be of greater benefit than ly-
ing in bed. Consequently he has ig-
nored thtir suggestions in this re-
spect.

ARRESTED FOR SHOOTING

BONG BIRDS IN MONTREAL.
_ Montreal, Sept. S—Song bird shoot-
ing was going on along ehe Riviere
des Prairies (Back River) on Sunday
and yesterday, with the result that
fifteen arrests were made by Game
Warden Griffiths, of the Fish and
Game Protective Society for the Pro-
vince of Quebec and his ten assistants.
The entire squad of the society kept
= vigilant watch, in
rounding up» record number of men
violating the fish and game laws.
Those who pleaded guilty were fined
$4 and costs each by Justice of the
Peace H. R. Ives. Otherswill: be
tried later. The men submissively
handed over their guns to be confis-
cated, but all manner of excuses were
made. One man argued that he was
shooting the birds for scientific pur-
poses. He tried to explain to Game
Warden Griffiths that in the neigh-
borhood of Cartierville there abound-
ed a species of birds unknown to
ornotholigists. It was such birds as
these that he was anxious to ob-
tain.

 

THRESHING IN WEST,
Winnipeg, Sept. 5—Somewhat au-

thentic reports on crop conditions
were 1eceived to-day, when Thomas
Acheson, General Grain Agent of the
Canadian Pacific Railway, announced
that most of the cutting in Southern
Manitoba had been completed and
that wheat was commencing to move
from the threshers. Wheat is running
from eighteen to twenty bushels to
the acre. The first carload to arrive
in the city was graded No. 1 northern.
The Canadian Northern weekly re-
port announces cutting is well under
way and that most districts are al-
ready threshing. Estimates of the
ytelds where threshing has been done
run from 17 to 30 bushels to the acre.
Farm belp is still required at one or
two points. Weather conditions to-
day are ideal after the local showers
and coolness of yesterday. At one
point last night frost was registered,
but generally the temperatures re-
mained above thirty-six,

When Mr. Power contested Quebec West in 1904; the

chief theme of his own discourses and those of his supporters
was the Grand Trunk policy of the Government.

Sir Wilfrid came down to tell us that the establishment of

the Transcontinental terminus in this city would mean the

dawning of a new era of prosperity. A Canadian railway with

every foot of it in Canadian territory was, he said, a national

necessity and when Sir Charles Tupper had approved of the
passing of a little fraction of a Canadian line through the ter- -

ritory of Maine, then, in the words of the Premier, “he had gone

back on the heart and conscience of the Canadian people.”

The policy of

the Government was to force Canadian trade through Canadian

channels to Canadian ports and, without such a line, our vigilant

competitors, the Americans, would seize our traffic and carry

it over their lines. In his opinion, such a condition of things

would threaten our national existence. It was better for us to

be commercially independent of the United States and, there.

fore, the proposed new line was a necessity.

This policy was endorsed by the Liberals and their local

organs without a dissentient voice. The Hon. Rodolphe Le-

mieux said that this Western traffic would make Quebec a see-

ond Liverpool or Marseilles. The Hon. Charles Fitzpatrick

said that if Canada was to be Canadian, the trade must flow

from East to West as the flag followed trade. Particularly he

called attention to the fact that the Hill lines were waiting on

the boundary for the chance to seize Canada’s grain-carrying

trade from the St .Lawrence route. Canadians should strain

every effort to keep the trade from going south.

SCHOOL DAYS.

The “melancholy time” has now ar-

rived, when once more we see the

modern editions of “The whining

schoolboy, with his satchel and shining

morning face, creeping like snail un-

willingly to school”

It must, however, be admitted that

a change has come over the school-

going generation of our time. There

is hardly so much of that feeling of

despair as we, grown men now, used

to feel in the days when the near ap-

proach of school time seemed to make

life a dreary blank and a hopeless

thing.

Time was when the fines of Gray

found a sympathetic echo in every

schoolboy heart: :

“Alas! regardless of their doom

The little victims play,

No sense have they of ills to come,

No care beyond today.”

Modern methods and a better un-

derstanding of the heart of childhood

have done much to eradicate such

feelings, and school and studies are

not the dreadful bugbear they used to

be. The modern boy loves baseball

and other games, swimming and boat-

ing and the rest no less than the boy

of other days, but even à severe course

of school, as it is arranged today,

does not deprive him wholly of these
things. The common sense of mod-

ern educators has proved that there

is much variety in the old couplet,

“All work and no play makes Jack a

dull boy,” and so in the public schools,

education does mot consist in “cram-

ming” and in the fields of higher edu-

cation, athletics and pastimes other

than the books, are coming to get a

recognized place in the curriculs.

That fine iconoclast, Bernard Shaw,

declared that a child should be al-

lowed to leave the classroom as soon

as the tescher began to bore him,

which sounds much more extreme

than it really is, for we have come to

realise that that education is the most

valuable, which is absorbed by the

student, not merely because he is told

to learn those lesons, but because he

has been first taught what value those

studies will be to himself. The child

that is taught to study because he has

first been taught to love studysfof its 

own sakeis sure to get on betierthan

the one who is just driven to studies

without rhyme or reason that he can

understand.

One of the tragedies of life is that

so many boys are never allowed to

reslise the value of education until the

time for study has passed, and this

fact has done much to change our

methods of education, so that there is

a ‘aweet reasonableness” about the

modern educational course that ap-

peals to most self-respecting children,

so that the approach of the time of

going back to school is not looked on

as a calamity, but with a certain

eagerness and pleasure. That is as

should be. The old ideal expressed

in “Don Juan”:

“Oh, ye who teach the ingenious

youth of nations—

Holland, France, England, Germany

or 6pain—

I pray ye flog them upon all occz-

sions;
It means their morals, never mind

the pain,”

As an answer was made to them in

the House by a Conservative member,

Nr. J. E. Armstrong, we will be con-

tent te quote that he said, though

we could add many more facts to his:

“We have always had the protec-

tion of the greatest dea power on the

earth. Between 1852 and 1902 Great

Britain spent $85,000,000 on military

expenditure in this country. Go back

100 years and you will find that she

spent $170,000,000 in addition to mak-

ing ia total of $253,000,000 in 150

| years. ‘Then she spent $35,000,000 in

the citadel and public works in the

City of Quebec, and $81,00,000 on our

canals. Again she spent $36,000,000

on all kinds of public works in all

parts of this country. And I want you

to remember that I am not taking into

consideration the war of 1775 or the

public works on which enormous sums

were spent in 1778 at Montreal, To-

ronto, Halifax, St. John, Kingston,

St. Levis and many other places. I

am not taking into consideration the

war of 1812, which lasted so far as

the British taxpayer is concerned,

from 1811 to 1815. I could go on as

what she expended on roads and

bridges in this country.”

The expenditure quoted here by no

means represent the total, but’ it is

sufficient to warrant Mr. Armstrong's

assertion:

“Therefore, when I hear the hon-

able member say that we do not owe

Great Britain anything, 1 cannet un-

derstand how he can make such a

statement so utterly unfounded on

facts.”

Perhaps it Is due to the view that

we owe Great Britain nothing that

Sir Wilfrid Laurier has adopted a

naval policy, whose outstanding feat-

ure is that in war time we need not

give our strength or assistance to the

Mother Country, but will be content

to let her fight her own battles un-

aided.

 

A TREATY IN EFFECT.

The reciprocity press in Canada

makes much of the claim that the

reciprocity pact is in no sense a

treaty, that it is an agreement ter-

minable at the pleasure of either

party, and that it has no binding

effect on Canada if it shall be discov-

ered that a mistake was made in as-

senting to President Taft's proposals.

But there is no essential difference.

The Washington Government regards

the pact as a treaty. Should the elec-

tion of Laurier confirm the agree-

ment, the view which the United

States will take is that the “agree

ment” is a treaty.

In Leslie's Weekly of the issue of

August 10, President William Howard

Taft, who is an authority on inter-

national law and procedure, has this

to say of the pact:
“One of the greatest objects of the

TREATY was the conservation: of

our resources.”

Speaker Champ Clark, of the Amer-
ican House of Representatives, takes

the same view. On page 2624 of the

Congressional Record he is official

quoted as saying:
“It is my judgment that we get the

better of the proceedings ia this

TREATY.”
The reason why the American Gov-

ernment did not insist on embodying

the terms of the agreement in a regu-

lar treaty is explained by the fact that

to secure the consent of the United

States Senate to any treaty requires a

two-thirds vote in that body. Agree-

ments may be passed by a mere ma-
jority vote. Mr. Taft knew that he

would encounter difficulties in secur-

ing the Senate's approval of the pact,

hence he permitted it to be considered

ss an agreement. In effect it is a

treaty and so regarded by the United

States.

It may be terminable at will, as Mr,

Fielding assures us, an assurance

which conveys the impression that

Mr. Fielding is not as sure as he

would have us belicev that the past
will prove of benefit to Canada.
But as Mr. Borden has pointed out.

the abrogation of the treaty would
involve such grave and delicate in-

ternational difficulties that in the end
the weaker party to the agreement
must be bound by the wishes of the

stronger.

RECORD WORK IN
 

o IDLING STEAMER
Arrives from Europe, Lands

Passengers and Cargo,

Takes on Board Qutward

Passengers in Seven Hours.

Despite the lateness of the season
nearly 2500 passengers from Europe
were landed here yesterday morning
from two steamers.
The first vessel to arrive was the

C. P. R. Co’s RM.S. Emperss of
Britain, Captain Murray, which
reached here at 5 a. m. from Liver-
pool. She brought out 296 first, 394
second and 710 third class passengers,
a total of 1400. She had a consider-
able quantity of mails. As usual with
the Empresses the baggage of the
first and second class passengers was
inspected eo the steamer was on
the way up from Rimouski, so that
it was ready to be landed and trans-
ferred to the trains as soon as the
steamer was moored. It was but a
short time after this took place when
the trains with the mails and saloon
passengers had left for their destina-
tions.

 

QUICK WORK.

line R.M.S. Laurentic, Captain Mat-
thias, also from Liverpool, with 253
first, 268 second and wo third class
assengers, 1061 all told, reached port.
his was quite a large party to han-

die s0 soon after the people from the
Empress had been attended to, but
the steamship, customs, railway and
immigration officials in Quebec are
well up in their respective duties and
by 9.30 a. m the special train with
the saloon passengers by the Lauren-
tic left for the west, the trains with
the other passengers following shortly
afterwards.

1t would appear as if the steamship
companies intended to establish reg-
ular lines of ferry across the Atlantic
ocean between Liverpool and Quebec,
Last Friday evening the Allan R.M.S,
Virginian arrived here from the for-
mer port with a large number of pas-
sengers, the mails and a general car-
go. These were all landed, a goodly
number of passengers with their bag-
gage, the mails, a good sized cargo
and a large quantity of coal taken on
board, and the steamer left on her
return trip on Sunday morning.

Yesterday, however, the White Star
Line made a new record, Although
the Laurentic only arrived at 8 a. m.
she disembarked over 1500 passengers.
and their baggage, took on board
nearly 300 passengers, baggage, pro-
visions, part cargo, etc, and left on
her homeward passage at 3 p. m., just
seven hours after reaching this port.
This is a record that will stand some
hard beating, and speaks volumes for
the energy displayed by all connected
with the company at this port. It is
doubtful if such a piece of work could
be performed in any other port in
Canadas.

New York, Sept. S—The stock
market reflected the lower cables
from London in the early trading.

IN GERMAN FLEET

Dreadnoughts of Asembled

Navy Create Impression of

Immense Power.

 

 

Kiel, Sept. 5—The fleet that assem-
bled here to-day is belioved by Ger-
man e pants to give Germany for the
first tithe the rank of the second naval
power of the world. The three great
Dreadnougbts of the Ostfriesland
class and the two Dgeadnought cruis-
ers Wondertann and Blucher com-
missioned during the year, ousting the
United States from this positions |’
which it held by a slender marginlast},
year.
While the three battleships, the

first German ships armed with 12
inch guas did not take part in the re-
view they attracted much attention as
they lay at anchor in the harbor.

been closely guarded secret until re-
cently. The appearance of the new
cruisers was fairly familiar on ac-
count of their lattice work masts.
Four ether Dreadnoughts, the Nas-

sau, Westfalen, Rheinland and Posen,
each of which displaces about 20,000
tons, were the chief units of the as-
sembled fleet through the lines of
which the Emperor passed. Giving
an impression of almost equally im-
mense power were the five battleships
of the Deutschland class of 13,000
tons and five of the Braunschweig |8
class of about the same displacement.
The other vessels, composing the

third, or reserve, squadron of battle-
ships formed for the occasion, com-
prised one Wittelsbach of 11,800 tons,
four of the Kaiser class of 11,150 tons,
and two Bradenburgs. A complete
picture was thus obtainable of the
recent progress of the fighting units
in Germany's fleet. Then came in
succession after Wondertann and the
Blucher, three other powerful first.
class and 11 smaller cruisers, 66 of
the most modern torpedo bosts divid-
ed into six flotillas, and several sud-
marines and special ships.
The total displacement of the great

fleet gathered to-day amounted to
about 500,000 tons in round figures.
Its engines were capable of develop-
ing 1,400,000 horsepower while it was
manned by 1,200 officers and 30,000
men. The armament consists of 188
big guns, 488 of middling calibre, and
670 smaller cannon, without counting
machine guns, while the vessels are
fitted with 400 torpedo tubes.

 

SAID “GOOD-BYR
RECIPROCITY”

Bis Wilfrid Lauriers Justification of

the Defeat He Bustained
in 1801. *

The starting of industries, the build-
ing of a railway across an empty
continent, left Canada in à condition
of strain. The Jack of faith, of which
the Continental cry was à model ex-
pression, meant a lack of works. Few
of the millions of people who desired
to forsake the Old World learned of
Canada. The population continued
stationary. Progress .was painfully
slow.

But, in due time, the movement of
people into Canads began. It was pre-
sently accompanied by s movement
of capital, until, at last, everybody
saw that the hour of Canada had

safed when the exodus from Canada
to the United States was more than
balanced by an exodus from the Unit-
ed States to Canada.
Right up to the time that Canada

became known te the people of Eu-
rope there was a hankering after Re-
ciprocity. In 1891 a general election
was fought on the question, and the
advanced Reciprocitatian were beat-
en. The issue was destined to keep
away from the ballot-box for more:
than twenty years.
The Liberal party, in pursuance of

a platform written in 1893, asked;
Washington for Reciprocity in 1897,
and was repelled. The immigration
tide then began to flow, and is flow-
ing still. At that very time the in-
stinct which bad turned aside from
the Reciprocity advocated in 1891 re-
asserted Îteelf-—this time in the un-!
famitiar guise of a Liberal Govern-
ment—and in 1398 the offer of Re-
ciprocity which had stood for many

was repealed. The repeal was hap-
pily endorsed at the rial Con-
ference in London by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, who said:
“There was a time when we were

wanting reciprocity with the United
States, but our efforts were put aside.
We have said good-bye to that trade
and we now put ail our hopes upon
the British trade.”

Madison Square Garden, N. Ÿ., Sept.

Meeting in Cobourg Last

Evening. ‘
 

Cobou:z, Ont, Sept. 5—The visit
of Mr Wilirid Laurier drew a large
influx of visitors. Some 5000 people
heard him speak. Sir Wilfrid was in

good form and spoke for an hour.
The Premier extended the heartiest
welcome to those present who did
ant belong to the Liberal party, If

the Conservatives would remain true
to the policy of their former leaders,
Sir John A. Macdonald and Sir John
Thompson all - disparities of party
‘would be dropped and they would be
one with the Liberals in this contest.
The Premier said he would not do
violence to any man's conscience, or
quarrel with anyone, but would advo-
cate a measure Bf free trade that had
united the best men, who had pre-
sided over the destinies of Canada.
He reviewed the various attempts
made to enter into freer trad with the
United States up to the time that Ca-
nadian representatives were summon. |
ed to Washington by Mr.- Taft. The
United States, previous to a few
years ago, had regarded Canada as a
negligible quantity. He dwelt upon the
circumstance that the last pilgrimage
was not from Ottawa to Washington,
but from Washington to Ottawa.
Canadas was not much fifteen years

ago, when the Liberal administration
assumed power. “To-day,” he said,
“it is the magnet that is drawing
population from all countries, who
pack their trunks, and come to it as
the land of promise.” A new ~ra had
dawned for Canada. The American
Government had come "with an offer
to tradè. To refuse to enter into re-
eiprocal relations with them would be
a crime against civilization. He went
into the matter of the twelve nation
treaty, claiming that there was noth-
ing that would endanger Canada’s
interest, Neither did he esr Ameri.
can competition. The leaders of the
Copservative party to-day, he said,
had gone back upon and trampled
under foot all the traditions of their
leaders in the past. He represented
the party since the leadership of Sir
John A. Macdonald as being like a
ship without a rudder or captain, and,
while Mr. Borden might destroy his
own platform it was not so easy to
destroy the one made by Sir John A.
Macdonald.

FOR CLAIMS

South African Veterans Were

Recognized — Why Not

Those Who Repulsel Fe.

nian Raiders?

From Rocester, New York, there
comes a letter to Capt. Joseph H.

Patterson, president of the Federal

Veterans’ Association of 1766-70, from
the pen of Set. Frank O'Cain, who

served In the Fenian raid of 1870 with
the Richelieu Light Infantry. Sergt

O'Cain has been writing a number

of similar letters to Canadian news-
papers, advocating the cause of the

Fenlan raid veterans, who have been
refused recognition by the Govern.

ment. Sergt. O'Cain's letter is as fol-

lows:

Dear Sir and Comrade,—I have be-

fore me a clipping of the St. John

Standard of à recent date which reads
as follows: “For the veterans of 1866
and 70, the Government has no recog-

nition whatever to offer. If there is
any good reason to explain the mani-
fest discrimination that reason should
be given forthwith, and if there is
no difference between the heroes of
'66 and ‘70 and those of ‘85, 1900 and
1901, this fact should be made known
at the earliest possible moment.”

Now, sir, I do not know whether
the Standard is a Government organ
or not, but I say the Government
ought to be ashamed of itself for
permitting such things.
Take the first sentence, which reads

as follows: “For the veterans of 1866
and '70, the Government has no rec-
ognition whatever to offer.” Let me
ask, what will the Government of oth-
er countries think of a Government
which has no recognition whatever to
offer fur the services, sacrifices, and
the lives its subjects gave up in the
defence of their country?
Did you ever hear of anything so

raw andrank uttered by any set of
men calling themselves a government
or ministry, as you like it. Why the
most barbarous and uncivilized ap-
preciate the services of those who de-
fend their country; but not so with
that institution called the Laurier Gov-
ernment, and can you wonder at it,
when the head of that same Govern-
ment said, in the House of Commons
a short time ago, when making a
speech upon the question of recogni-
tion of the veterans of '66 and '70,
that he was in the ranks at the time
of the Fenian invasion and like others
he received à medal for his services,
but always considered that he got
something which he did not deserve.
Now, when 3 man at the head of a

Government accepted something
which he knew he did not deserve,

of that organization, and such are the
men who come before the Canadian
voters today, asking to be returned to
power once more. That is what I
cali heaping insult upon abuse; they

one wo has na Intelligence, no mind,
or volition of his own, but will vote
just as Sir Wilfrid tells him to.
But he will discover that the voter

will not have the wool pulled over
his eyes any longer. The Standard
says: “If there is no difference be-
tween the heroes of °66 and ‘70 and
those of '85, 1900 and 1901, this fact
should be revealed at the earliest pos-
sible moment.” Now, here is the dif-
ference.

Another figure, Paul Beattie, cousin
of the accused whose confession con-
cerning the purchase of a shotgun
for Henry led to the building of the
case for the prosecution, likewise was
kept in jail, but both he and the Bin-
ford girl are likely to be relaesed to-
morrow.

MOTORBOATTROPHY
Dixie IV. Again Defeated

the English Challenger Pio-

neer in Race Yesterday.

Huntington, LI. Sept uperior
speed and construction and perhaps
an accident gave to the United States
to-day the custody for another year of
the Harmsworth Trophy for the
world’s motor boat championship. The
Dixis IV., the speediest boat of the
American defending craft, carried off
the honors. But if it had not been for
an accident to the Duke of Westmin-
ster’s Pioneer the Englishman might
have saved the day for the chalieng-
ers. At least it would have been a
better contest. *
The Pioneer was within 100 feet of

the Dixie at the second stake boat of
the second round. No contest so close
had been seen since the cup was offer-
ed. The Pioneer was overtaking the

-| Dixie. On the first round the Pioneer
had gained 200 feet—and that amounts
to a whole lot in the early stages of a
30-knot race. The spray of the leader
drenched the wheelsman of the pur-
suer.

In turning the west stake buoy, how-
ever, Noel Robbins, steering the Pio-
neer, put on all speed--all power—all
gasoline, The engines would not
stand it. They heated and there was a
collapse.

The Pioneer stopped. The Dixie in-
creased her lead from only 100 feet to
half a mile, then a mile and then four
miles, while the crew of the Pioneer
strained themselves to overcome the
difficulty.

As the American wonder passed the
committee boat there was a wild
screeching of whistles from the

was completed.

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FLOODS IN CHINA.

Peking, Sept. 5—The great flood

which is devastating a part of the Chi-
nese empire extends from IcLang in

the province of Hupeh to Shanghai on

the const, à distance of about 700

miles. The banks of the Yangtse-

Kiang have been obliterated except in

the highlands and around the walled

cities and towns. So far the loss of

life can only be estimated but it is be-

lieved that thousands of persons have

been drowned. Farm houses and

brush huts have been submerked
thronghout the entire district or are

floating down the river. The loss to

foreign property is extensive.

Shanghai trade hasbeen seriously af-

fected and the cotton and rice crops

in the Yangtse-Kiang valley have been

completely destroyed. The consequent

famine iwll doubtless be more severe
even thar that of last year.

The Liao River in Manchuria is

also flooded. Many have been
drowned and a serious famine im that
section is certain.

The Chinese government has other
important matters confronting it at
the present time. Rebellions have
arisen in not less than five diffe.ent
quarters.

New York, Sept. S.—Beginning the

day with a severe shaking up with
prices depressed by the unsettling of
European liquidation the stock market
made up its losses and advanced fur-
ther. Before the close one of the
most comprehensive upward move-
ments of some weeks occurred, in
spite of the fact that the demand was
so limited that trading throughout
was on a comparatively small scale.
While nearly all the more important

issues developed weakness at the
opening the stocks in which three is
the greatest amount of active interna-
tional interest sustained the most se-
vere losses! The declines were some-
what smaller than those recorded be
fore the opening of the market here
and in London which drop wis as.
cribed to Berlin selling on account of
the Moroccan situation. Canadian Pa-
cific which lost four points in Lon-
doa dropped three-quarters here on
London and Berlin selling, and Bal-
‘timore & Ohio, Southern Passe,
Reading and Union l’acific were sup-
ptiedd from the same snurces. The
tower prices established by this move-
mess. prompted svort covering ave the
list soon rallied. The advance wus
continued steadily to the end of the
session, resulting in net gains of two
points in the majority nf the more
prominent issues, 2c well as in a
number of a lesser known industrials.
The improvement in the market re-

sulting in & continuation of the up-
ward movement wtih began last
week, apparently was due largely to
short covering. Stocks were in small
supply and the fact that the recent
gains have resulted in no large offer
ings seemed to increase the demand
for short covering and as the day pro-
gressed the inquiry became more urg-
ent. While short covering doubtless
was the chief cause of the vigorous
upturn there were indications of in-
creased activity on the long side.
The fact that American Tobacco

securties were unusually strong
throughout the day, the preferrett
stock moving up about three points
and the bonds about two, was a
strengthening influence in the general
market. Advices from abroad in re-
gard to the international political sit-
uation were more reassuring also, but
uneasiness in regard to the labor sit-
uation on western rallroads was not
diminished. The Influence of this fac-
tor upon the stock market undoubted-
ly will be felt plainly until the crisis
is past.
Owing to the present uncertain

state of trade, much interest ataches
to the forthcoming report of unfilled
orders of the United States Steel Cor-
poration as of Aug. 31. It is expect-
ed that the statement will show a
considerable increase over the pre-
vious month, estimates placing the
amount at 100,000 to 125,000 tons.
Officials of the corporation were
quoted today as stating that they did
not look for a falling off in business
during the current month. Resump-
tion of work by 8 number of New
England textile mÿlls as reported, al-
though there is nothing to suggest
that a definite ending of the condi-
tions under which that Industry has
labored for many months is at Band.

REORGANIZATION OF
THE FREBRIGADE

Mr. Forrester Gave an Interest-

ing Outline of Needs of Serv-

ice Last Night, x .

 

There was an important meeting of
the Fire Committee at the City Hall
last evening, when the question of the
reconstruction of the Quebec Brigade,
as well as charges made against the
officers and members, were consid-
ered.

. Ald. Cummings presided, Mayor
Drouin and the other members of the
committee present being Ald. Delisle,
Dinan, Barbeau, Cote, Emond and
Lamontagne. Other members of the
council present we re Ald Guillot, Col-
lier, Pouliot, Beaumont, Verret, Pa-
quet, Madden, Shink, Trudel, Jobin.
The first matter to engage the at-

tention of the committee was the
question of the appointments to the
Fire Brigade. Several of the Alder-
men expressed their views for and
against the proposition to have the
men appointed by a committee com-
posed of the Mayor, the chairman and
the chief. Ald Dinan said that the
present system had worked well, and
it was up to the chief to decide if the
man appointed was able or not, as he
had a month to try him out, and see
if he was fit to become a competent
fireman.

Ald. Pouliot, Collier, Madden and
others took part in the discussion.
The next question taken up was

the recent fire in Crown street, in
which Mr. P. C. d’Auteuil lost his life.
The Aldermen made a strict investi-
gation into the affair, and the different
Aldermen made searching queries as
to the facts of the matter. The fact
that the ladder 4id not go out on the
first alarm was enquired into, and
Chief Hamel and Deputy Chief Talbot
gave evidence as to the time which it
took the ladder to get to the fire, Ald,
Barbeau was ofopinion that if the
ladder had gone out on the first alarm
there was a chance to have saved the
life of the victim. The chief explained
that the ladders never went out on
the first alarm, and Ald. Pouliot and
others said that on night alarms the
ladders should always go out. The
question of shortage of horses, owing
to a detachment being sent to the
exhibition grounds, was also dis-
cussed.

Chief Hamel and Deputy Chief Tal-
bot then gave testimony as to the
departure of the ladder, which was
difficult to get out of the station ow-
ing to excavations in Dorchester
street. Ald. Dinan asked if Any ef-
fort bad been made to get up the
stairs, Deputy Chief Talbot answering
that the stairs were all on fire. Ald.
Jobin and others also asked for in-
formation.
His Worship Mayor Drouin com-

plained of an article which had ap-
peared in an afternoon French paper,
which accused him of being unfriendly
to Chief Hamel, and he called upon
the chief to corroborate his denial,
which the latter did unreservedly.

Several other questions came up
during the discussion in regard to fire
escapes on buildings. Another ques-
tion was raised by Ald. Collier in re-
gard to storage of oils and other in-
flammable materials in buildings. A
by-law had been passed In 1866 and
had never been amended or repealed
in regard to this question, yet gaso-
line and other inflammable substances
were stored in buldings to the great
danger of human life as well as prop-
erty.

Ald. Cummings stated that the con-
tractors who installed the tanks for
gasoline guaranteed them to be per-
fectly safe. They were installed in
tanks underground. Several of the
Aldermen present urged that the by-
law be strictly enforced.
Mr. Forester, consulting engineer of

the Fire Brigade, then gave a brief
outline of the proposals for the re-
organization of the service. He had
visited all the stations and had min-
utely examined the conditions which
existed. There was some very good
material in the brigade, and the men
seem to be imbued with the intention
to help the Council to make the Que-
bec brigade one of the finest in Can-
ada. He hoped by next meeting to
give the Councel a full and detailed
report of the needs of the brigade. Al-
ready & card had been issued to the
captain of every fire station, instruct-
ing them to report upon every build-
ing in their district, so that in case
of fire, they would know exactly the
conditions which confronted them.
Another measure was to have the cap-
tains of each station report weekly to
the chief, so that he will know exact-
ly the situation of affairs in each sta-
tion, the number of men on duty, the
condition of horses, apparatus, etc.
Anather report to be made will be
full details of all fires attended.
The condition of some of the sta-

tions in Quebec was very bad, said Mr.
Forrester, and the men could not as
a result do good work. Horses were
short in several of the stations, and
the new engine. would arrive here in
a few days for No. 5 station, when
he thought the old engine should go
to Limoilou He also advocated a
lighter ladder for No. 3, A new
schedule would be prepared for the
different stations, so that the captains
would at once know where they had
had to respond with full apparatus on
alarms.

Mr. Forrester said the chief needed
more men at once as well as more
hordes, The chief was up against a
hard task. He had a number of old
men not fitted for active fire fighting.
He advocated fair play for the men of
the brigade, and did not think .any
man should be called upon to do two
men's work. The men worked 24
hours out of 24 and their duty was
hard and onerous, the conditions of
some of them being little less than
slavery, according to the views of
many. A holiday, he thought would
give the men fresh spirit and conduce
to their good work.
The remarks of Mr, Forrester were

|lstr~ed to with desp intprant by the 
 

members of the committee, and it was
moved by Ald. Dinan that the Mayor,
chairman of the Fire Committee and
chief of the Fire Brigadebe empow-
ered to carry out his wishes in re-
gard to purchase of horses and en-
listment of new men.

WHAT CABES DI
IN BLD

Reasons Why They Have Not

Yet Received the Coronation

Medal,

   

The special correspondent of the
Sydney (Australia) Herald gives a
glowing account of the overseas Ca-
dets encampel at the Crystal Palace,
London, for the Coronation.
‘The Cadets got into their places at

7 a.m, and they were there till 4.30
in the afternoon. Some ofthem bad
probably had no sleep at ali--they
were supposed to be sleeping in their
tents by 1 a.m., but as matter of fact
some, at any rate, were rubbing up
their buttons till long after that, and
at 2 a.m. the fire bugle went, and
they found one of the tents on fire.
They fixed two hoses to the hydrants
and had it out before the tent was
half burned. And at 3 they had to
turn out for the day. 1 saw one
Junior Cadet propped against a tree
during one of the intervals of the day,
so fast asleep that he had to be pulled
to his feet before he properly awoke.
During the hours when the King

was being crowned in Westminster
Abbey, I stood behind the Australian
Cadets on Constitution Hill, and I
confess it made one proud to be an
Australian.
They were lining about 40 yards of

route four deep. Opposite them were
sections from the corps of all the big
English public schools. Attached to
the Australian Cadets were six Ger-
man boy scouts, whom they have an-
nexed and are shepherding through
London—the most curious friendship
in the world to watch. Beyond them
again was a small detachment of Ca-
nadian Cadets, who have been at-
tached to our Cadets and camp with
them at the Crystal Palace.
During the long wait before the

procession, the band of the London
Scottish marched once or twice up
and down the street to entertain the
people. Major Wynne decided to. do
the same. He did not ask leave, but
assumed it, and marched the Cadets—
Victorians, Germans, Canadians and
all, with their pipers at their head, two
or three times up and down Consti-
tution Hill. The stand of the royal
guests was just opposite, and there
were other packed stands ail up the
roads. The boys were clappel as they
went, and they deserved it. Lord Rob-
erts, who came down Constitution
Hill before the procession started, and
who chatted with Major Wynne for a
long time, admired the serviceable uni-
form and the look of the boys them-
selves. They may have been tired,
but they marched up aid down Con-
stitution Hill absolutely stiff, with
pride, as bursting with spirits as a
champagne bottle. When they order-
ed arfis, and stood at ease at the end
of it, drilling like one man, the spec-
tators clapped again.
One thing I noticed particularly,

When, at last, after eight hours, the
procession camepast, a good number
of heads in other parts of the ‘ne
were turning to right and left. «he
Cadets weer as still as starched linen,
every face staring motionless ahead of
it. Even when the King and Queen,
in their crowns, were drawing near,
well within sight, there was scarcely a
motion. Through the whole process-
sion the boys stood like carved fig-
ures. Their disciplime is beyond praise.

Incidentally the article throws a
good deal of light as to why the Ca-
nadian Cadets have not yet received
the Coronation medal. Whereas the
Canadian Cadets were sent by the
Canadian Government as an accredited
unit, the Australian boys owed the

During the celebration of Empire Day.

ier in 1908 While Mr. Bourassa was
given an ovation and had probably
over two-thirds of the crowd with him
possibly a third was.for Devlin and
the refusal of the promoters to make

it a joint meeting caused a rather
noisy demonstration at the outset. In
the end the cheering was much more
general for the Nationalist leader. His
speech lasted nearly two hours, prac-
tically all of it being devoted to the
navy. He spoke on the same line as
at a Hyacinthe and other places, de-
nouncing Laurier and his imperialism,
describing him as a renegade to his
rinciples and asking support of Mr.

He said the Laur-
ler government had millions to spend
on the navy btu nothing to compen-
sate the widows of the Quebec bridge
disaster. He denounced the Premier
as an agitator whose policy would
eventually lead to conscription. If
there were from fifteen to twenty
Nationalists in the House they would
be slaves to neither party.
