Premier Greenway writes a long letter to 
the Financial AYu», asserting that Manitoba 
never placed a guarantee on the bonds of the 
Hudson’s Bay Railway. The Neves, how­
ever, repeats the charge of repudiation and 
says Mr. Greenway’s idta evidently is that 
good faith requires tho Province to keep 
only snch engagements as are found con­
venient.

Mr. Gladstone has gone to Southampton, 
where he will open a western stamp toar.

It is reported at St. Pet3r8bnrg that the 
Grand Duke Nicholas publicly congratulated 
Prince Nikata, of Moaleneg-o, a« the future 
King of Bosnia.

The railway from Alpnach to the summit of 
Mount Pilatns, in Monnt Switzerland, has 
been opened. The incline is 48 feet in the 
hundred and the ascent of 8,000 feet occupies 
an hour and forty miootes.

Liverpool, June 5—The inquest into the 
death of Mr. Maybrick, who is supposed to 
have been poisoned by his wife, was returned 
to day. Dr. Hopper testified that he had 
treated the patient for dermged digest im and 
servons disorders. He had prescribed the use 
of strychnine, bat had never advised the 
use of arsenic. Maybrick had told witness 
that he was acquainted with the medicinal 
properties of arsenic. Witness atated that in 
«une, 1888, Mrs. Maybrick came to him and 
asked him to speak to her husband about the 
habit of arsenic taking, to which she said he 
was addicted. Maybrick had acknowledged 
to witness that he had struck his wife and 
given her a black eye daring a quarrel about 
a gentleman. Witness farther stated that 
Mrs. Maybrick had expressed to him a re­
pugnance towards her husband and wished 
that she could obtain a separation from him. 
Dr. Hnmphreys, who had also attended Mr. 
Maybrick, testified that shortly befere the 
patient’s death he had given directions that a 
few drops of solution of arsenic be administer­
ed to the eick man.

Thousands 
of Christians have been thrown into slavery, 
thousands of others have been butchered and 
hundreds of the nobieet inhabitants have been 
taken to Mecca as slaves in violation of 
treaties,

Mr. Balfour, Chief Secretary for Ireland, 
in a speech at Portsmouth this evening, said 
farther dealing with the Irish land question 
ought to preceie the introduction of an Irish 
local government measure.

At a Nationalist meeting in Belfast to-day, 
a letter was read from Mr. Gladstone ta'Iying 
Pretest ants on the patriotism ot thsir ances­
tors at Londonderry.

Chicago, Jans 5—In the Cropin inquest to- 

day, Patrick McGarry, a friend of Dr, 
Cronin, testified as to what Cronin told him 
regarding the investigation by a Committee 
of the Clan-na-Gael, at Buffalo, of charges 
that Alexander Sullivan had approprated 
funds of the Clan-na-Gasl to his own 
nse while a member of the Executive 
Board or “Triangle.” McGarry said Cro­
nin informed him that the charges 
were not cniy of misappropria'ion of funds 
bat that the “triangle” had sent men to their 
death and to British prisons. The witows 
could not remember the exact amount of 
money mentioned by Cronin, but it approxi­
mated half a million dollars. The witness 
then told of bis visit to Toronto after Cronin’s 
death and the result of his interview with re-

Jt hnstown, Pa., June5—Mr. Klein criti­
cizes the City Council of Johnstown for not 
taking steps to prevent the vandalism which, 
he says, is going on night and day. Chairman 
Maxh&mofthe Citizens Committee tells of 
frightful desecration of the dead and of the 
looting of houses. One-fourth of the Council- 
men, howevrr, are believed to have lost their 
lives in the flood and there is scarcely one of 
the living who have not met with some tn- 
rible loss. It is said that 2,200 men will be 
at work ar the mins to-morrow. A large de­
tachment of men from Pittsburg are digging 
graves, a large number of bodies were buried 
yesterday. Pneumonia and diphtheria have 
broken out among the people who were res­
cued, as well as those who are being cared 
for. Typhoid fever is feared.

The best estimates this morning on the loss 
of life, based on the registry of the living and 
the unofficial poll, puts it

AT FROM 12,000 to 15,000.
Advices from Phillipsburg, Center County, re­
port great loss of life there, and that 243 
bodies have already been recovered.

The emanations from the half mile of debris 
above the bridge are bat little more offensive 
than yesterday, and should this cool weather 
continne a few days longer it is possible hun­
dreds of bodies may yet be recovered from the 
wreck in such a state of preservation as to 
render identification possible. Over 6,000 
men are at work in the various portions 
of the valley and each little g mg of 
twenty men is directed by a foreman who 
is under orders from the general headquar­
ters. As the rubbish is gme over and the 
bodies and scattered art:c!es of value are re­
covered, the debris ia then piled np in a high 
mass and the torch applied. In this way the 
valley is assuming a less devastat’d appear­
ance. In 24 hourj more every mass of rub- 
biah will probably have been searched and 
the investira'.ion will be confined to the 
smoking wre.k above Johnstown bridge. Tne 
14th Regiment ordered here will do gnard 
work. Martial law will not be declared as 
there is no cecessity for it. There were no 
depredations last night and everything is 
qmet this morning. The stories about riots 
and lynching are untrue and are sent out by 
people who are desirous of making seusations.

Conservative men are of the opinion that 
the number of people lost will reach from 12,- 
000 to 15,000. This view is based on many 
fragments of evidence obtained from over one 
hundred of the best citizens. They were 
asked to estimate the percentage of loss to 
the total population, to tell how many peo­
ple ot their acquaintance have disappeared, 
how the gathering of residents on the streets 
and in the public places compare with the 
same in former times. Their (tatementsof 
facts and estimates wrrs proved, as far as 
could be, and the pendelum of calculation 
seems to be between 12,000 and 15,000.
A very large proportion of this is 
made up of children. How strikingly 
frequent is the reference in the death list 
to Mrs. Jones and six children and Mrs. 
Smith and five children. In the morgue tho 
little ones lie in dozens where the adults are 
in half dozens, but there is and has been 
much greater difficulty in recovering the bo­
dies cf the children. Being lighter and 
smaller they have often been swept into out 
of the way recesses that are almost inaccessi­
ble. The drift of opinion among physician*, 
engineers and railroad men is that from 1000 
tn 1.500 of the bodies will never be found. 
Visits to the several registration offices to- 
Cuy and inquiries among survivors who came 
in to register, disclose that the proportion

OF .SAVED AND LOST IS ABOUT EQUAL.
The falling off in the registration to-day 
leads ths authorities to apprehend that their 
worst fears may yet be realized and the 
death roll will amount np into the* five 
figures.

WHERE THE RESPONSIBILITY LIES.
New York, June 5—The Sun'* Johnstown 

correspondent says :—Investigations yester­
day show clearly that the major part of what­
ever responsibility may belong to human 
agencies for the calamity that has desolated 
the Conemaugh Valley must be placed upon 
the South Forks Fishing and Hunting Club, 
the association of wealthy Pittsburg gentle­
men that has been for four or five years past 
endeavoring to establish a sportsman’s para­
dise at Cooemaugh Lake. When they leased 
the lake they closed the waste gates, through 
which all the water that bad before accumu­
lated in Cooemaugh Lake had found a safe 
and speedy exit. It is measurably certain 
that had the waste gates been maintained the 
dam would never have given way. They were 
removed, it is said, because whenever they 
were opened the game fish with which it wa 
being stocked would escape. The fish have 
escaped and the lives of over 8,000 human 
beings have gone with them.

A DESCRIPTION OF THE DAM.
The correspondent yert»rday visited the 

dam and says there was no massive masonry, 
n:r any tremendona exhibition cf engineering 
■kill in designing the structure or putting it 
up. The dam was simply a gigantic heap of 
earth, dumped across the course of a moun­
tain stream b: tween low hills. It was faced 
on each tide with a layer of heavy rough 
time, loosely tbnwn together and uncement­
ed. This pile of esrth was about 75 feet high 
and 90 feet thick at the base. At the summit 
it was levelled off so as to be about 20 feet 
wide and a waggon road creased it. It was 
an ordinary dir; road and there was no 
reck or masonry beneath it. The width 
of the stream at the bottom of the 
dam was about forty feet at the 
top. The dam waa about 400 feet long. It 
was built stra:ght across the gap and neither 
face nor back was curved. The slopes were 
about the same on both face and back. There 
were five big pipes which were calculated to 
be large enough to carry off all surplus water 
that could ever be poured into the lake above 
and could not escape by the regular exit, 
which vas a sluiceway around one corner of 
the dam at a level of eight or ten feet below 
the tip. This sluiceway was really a new 
stream. The water passing off through it 
fiudi g its picturesquely winding course down 
the hillside and joining with the stream 
again some distance below the dam. Tne 
sluiceway and waste gates never failed to do 
the work fer which they were designed, and 
there is no reason to suppose they would have 
failed to do so at the present time and for 
the future, had they been maiotaiuel as the 
builders contemplated.

There were a thousand funerals here to­
day. In most cases there were no religious 
rites. The graves of the unknown already 
number several hundreds. Almost every stroke 
of the pick in some portions of the city to-day 
resulted in the discovery of another victim.

Over 100 men were all day engaged in an 
effirtto clear a narrow passage from the 
death bridge upward through the debris. 
Dynamite was used, and gradually a few of 
the heaviest timbers were demolished, and 
the fragment* floated downward through the 
centre arch. At nightfall, however, the clear 
space above the bridge did not exceed sixty 
feet by forty feet in width. Fully 25 acres 
are to be cleared, and the tisk ahead seems 
interminable. Tho suggestion that the debris 
be burned, invariably meets a wild furore of 
objectives. Befere two more days have 
elapsed, however, there is little doubt the 
emanations of putrid bodies will have become 
so frightful, as to drive the hardiest workmen 
from the scene and then fire will have to be 
resorted to.

This 
evening, a reception will be given in his 
honor in the Opera House, when he will be 
presented with au address. Interviewed by 
a press representative, he expressed his sur­
prise at the efficient railway service and 
praised the officials for the precautions taken 
and the care exercised. Ho is pleased at 
the growth of the Province and its cities, and 
said Vancouver was a marvel.

JUDGE PAGNUELO.
In the place of Judge Pamneau, who 

has resigned, Mr. Simeox Paoscelo, Q.C.

The new 
judge is a very able and learned man, and 
ho will prove, in all probability, an orna 
ment to the Bench. Friends of higher 
education in this province, however, will 
rejoice that Mr. Paoncelo has been 
placed in a position where he can not harm 
them. To Mr. L. P. Pelletier may now 
be left the congenial task of proving that 
in the universities of his native province 
ignorance only is to be found.

THE BANK OF MONTREAL.I
We print, this morning, a full report of 

the annual meeting of the Bank of Mon 
treat, which took place at Montreal, on 
Monday afternoon, in the Directors’ room 
of the bank. The attendance of share 
holders was large, influential and repre 
aentative. The yearly meetings of the Bank 
of Montreal are always viewed with impor 
tance by the capitalists of this country. In 
a large measure, they tell the story of the 
Dominion’s prosperity, and the banking 
and commercial classes always read with 
care, the annual statement of the affairs of 
our chief bank, as well as the addresses of 
the President and the General Manager of 
the concern. In those addresses there is 
always matter for thought and considera­
tion. The men who speak for the Bank 
are men of high standing as financiers and 
business men, and their words are inva 
riably carefully considered before utter 
ance is given to them. This year no bonus 
is given, though the profits have been large 
and the “rest'' of the Bank is left unim 
paired. But the dividend is as usual, high 
viz., ten per cent, and this ought, in all 
consciousness to satisfy the shareholders. 
The President, Sir Donald Smith, and 
the able General Manager, W. J, 
Buchanan, Esq., both spoke hopefully 
and encouragingly of the Bank’s 
present and future. But a prudent 
course is strongly advised, and that advice 
the stockholders will take. Mr. Buchan 
an’* address dealt largely with the finances 
of the world so far as they bear directly 
on the fortunes of the great institution of 
which he is the executive head, and the 
guiding hand. He showed how necessary 
it was tli&t Canada should have good crops, 
and good lumber prospects, —the real 
staples of the country. He strongly ad 
vised business men to be prudent, and he 
warned importers against the sin of over­
importing. As last year's experience 
proved, expansion was always dangerous. 
The wise will profit by the hint conveyed in 
the General Manager’s address, the key 
note of which is, in a word, caution. A 
large harvest is expected this year. It was 
expected last year, and everything prer 
dieted prosperity in that respect. But the 
harvest last year failed to turn 
out as well as the prophets fore­
told that it would, and mindful 
of that experience, Mr. Bcchanan wai 
the sanguine against being over sanguine 
this ye&r. So far as the general trade re­
sources of the country are concerned, it 
cannot be said that they are at a stand 
still. There are many signs of prosperity 
to note in various lines of business, and 
the railway progress of the country, from 
which much is expected, has been very 
great. Mr. Buchanan discussed with 
much clearness, the reserves held by the 
other banks of the Dominion. On this 
point, he uttered a serions note, and 
bankers and others interested in the ma­
terial concerns of Canada, will do well to 
take heed.

The net profits of the Bank of Mon 
treat, during the year amounted to 11^ 
per cent,—sufficient, was pointed out,
to pay both a bonus and the handsome 
dividend of ten per cent. But it was de­
cided not to exact the bonus. We hope 
that our readers will read the report with 
care. It is full of interest, information 
and good advice.

towns and villages where their churches and ! 
chapels are allowed by the superior taste and 1

Y. M. C. A. Convention.
The 23th loternational Convention of 

Young Men’s Coristian Associations of the 
United States and British Provinces was held 
in Philadelphia last month, and waa attend­
ed by about 1,000 delegates, repreaenting all 
parts ot this continent including California 
and British Columbia. Delegates were also 
present from England, Scotland, Ireland, 
Germany, Sweden, Switzerland and Jafan. 
Very interescing reports were presented by 
delegates repreaenting Railroad, College, 
Colored and Indian Young Men’s Christian 
Associations. The singing during the Con­
vention which was very hearty, was led by 
Ira D. Sankey and an efficient choir. The 
following interesting statistics wet* given in 
the report of the International Com- 
mittee*; number of Asiooiat ons on the con­
tinent 1,2^3, value r f property owned by 
Associations $3,944,685, compared with $6,- 
053,259 in year 1887, number of secretaries 
aud other paid officers 869. The report 
stated there was a large increase in every de­
partment of work since last report was issued 
in 1887- The next Cnvention will be held in 
1891 at Kansas City, Mo. Before the close 
of the Convention $30,000 was raised to carry 
on the International Committee work. The 
following telegram was received from E. \V. 
Halford, President Harrison’s Private Seore 
tary. “It will be impossible for me to be

resent,’ much to my | regret, greetings to
rethren.” The farewell meeting of the Con­

vention was held in the Convention Hall, and 
was crowded with delegates and their friends. 
Short addresses were given by several dele­
gates including one by the lion, John Wan- 
namaker, Postmaster-General of the United 
States, who expressed the deepest regret that 
he had not been able on account cf his official 
duties to be present daring the sessions of 
the convention, but said that he felt the 
electrjc thrill of its magnetism, and that it 
was aa event in fife to stand in such a pres­
ence se that cf the body of men before him. 
Not even the genius of Edison, he declared, 
oould make a dynamo like that whose force 
was now thrilling abroad from the hearts of 
that assembly for the building up of charac- 
tsr and the elevation of practical Christian­
ity. Wo have come, said be, to a great time 
in the history of the world, and should go out 
with new faith and a greater sense of respon­
sibility. God hui given to you a grip on the 
heart of this country that no other association 
cun get. Yon are touching the very soul of 
the young men of this country and teachioir 
it with Gcd.

Twenty years ago Jthe people aaid this 
association was a great idea. Now it is a 
great fact. Their bauds, their hearts, their 
purses are yours for aoy substantial purpose 
of good. Not for parade, but in downright 
hard work, jo building houses and in reach 
ing hearts. The great Christian heart of this 
country is with you.

Mr. Wanamaker added that the happiest 
memories of his life related to his share in the 
work of the association as its secretary, ami 
later, as he modestly said, “its poor pre*-. 
dent.” His address «ai followed by a frw 
moments of silent prayer, and after tlu 
brethren iaugthe closing hymn :

“Blest be the tie that binds 
Our hearts in Christian love,” 

holding each others hands as they sang, Rev. 
Dr. John Kirkpatrick pronounced »»•>•'« 
diction, followed by a touching 
friendly and fraternal farewell,

The only 
change of importance being the increase in 
Deposits at interest accounted for by special 
deposits of the Dominion Government.

The Board recommends to their successors 
in office, as an improvement upon the system 
which has hitherto prevailed in framing the 
Anneal Statement, that a earn be set aside out 
of the Profit and Loss Account, to cover the 
rebate on Bills nnd«r discount, a measure 
which will doubtless meet with the approval 
of the Shareholders.

An office has been opened in the town of 
Wallacebnrg, Ontario, with satisfactory re- 
suits.

The business of the Branch in the town of 
Port Hope, having become nnprofittble, it 
was closed in October last.

It has been decided to open an office in S‘. 
Catherine Street West, in this City, to be 
called the West End Branch, and temporary 
premises in that locality have been rented, in 
the meantime, nntil a suitable building can 
be erected cn a lot recently purchased for the 
purpose, at the corner of Mansfield and St. 
Catherine Streets.

The Head Office and all the Branches have 
passed through the usual inspection durieg 
th* yesr.

The Directors report, with extreme regret, 
the death, on the 29:h December last, of their 
esteemed collesgue, Mr. Alexander Murray, 
who had served on the Board since the year

THE president’s ADDRESS.
The President, Sir Donald Smith, in mov­

ing the adoption of the anneal report, sxid : 
Gentlemen, in proposing the adoption of 
this report, which will bo seconded by the 
Vice-President, Hon. G. A. Drummond, I do 
not intend to bs otherwise than brief in my 
observations, especially as the General Man­
ager will give such particulars as may bu 
necessary to supplement the statement you 
now have in your hands. It may be, and 
doubtless ie, a disappointment to tome that 
there is no bonns on this occasion. The 
earnings, as you are aware, were such as to 
ponnit the giving of one p<r cent, in addition 
to the ordinary ten per cent, tut your Direc­
tors give their most careful consideration ta 
this in all its bearings, and they considered it 
best in yonr interest and fer your protection 
that instead of giving a bonus now there 
should be an addition made to the reserve of 
profit and loss. At this time the prospects of 
an abundant harvest are excellent, and were 
wc assured of that it might have been well that 
we could all have put into our pockets now a 
little more money. You will all recollect 
that at this time last year ev< rything also 

j looked very bright, but, unfortunately, the 
harvest both in the old provinces and in the 
Northwest was a disappointment to all of ns, 
and consequently the earning power of the 
Bank was curtailed because the capabilities 
of borrowing were not the tame for the com­
munity as they would have been had the har­
vest turned out as was hoped for. You will 
then be stronger by keeping this in reserve 
for the present and will bj able to meet and 
to deal with circumstances as they may pre­
sent themselves, and should the crops be such 
as we all look forward to at present, and 
there are no m,foreseen adverse influences, 
the giving of that bonne, which yon and ali 
of os will be very glad to get, will only be 
postponed for a little while, for it is not that 
we look forward with any misgivings to the 
business of the Bsnk. Far from it. It is 

IN A VERY EXCELLENT POSITION 
to do all that may be necessary to give the 
best return to its shareholders. And while 
wo have proposed this dividend, of course it 
rests with you to say, after all, that you are 
not to have the bonus, but I am sure that all 
of you who aro business men, and who are 
capable of looking ahead as well as any of us, 
will consider that it is really best that we 
should content ourselves with the ordinary 10 
per cent, at this moment. During the present 
year the Bank, to strengthen itself in Eng­
land, has made purchases to a very consider­
able extent of Imperial securities, that is, 
securities such as the Bank of England wi.l 
unhesitatingly acceptât any time, and which

NORTHWESTERN STATES, 
via Sault Ste. Marie, were under construc­
tion. Now, I am f appy to say, they are an 
accomplished fact ; and I could wish very 
much that all of yon had been with me on a 
very pleasant trip we made over those roads 
within the last ten or twelve days. You 
would lave seen for yourselves the great 
capabilities of that intervening country and 
of the Northwest, marking out what we may 
well expect to come to Montreal from that 
source. And to-day we have for the first 
time, speeding over the road called the Short 
Line to St. John, N.B., a new service, by a 
route which takes oil 270 miles of distança to 
that part of the Maritime Provinces, and 
reduces the time to, I think, at present, 
eighteen hours, which I understand will very 
shortly be further curtailed by two hours. 
This cannot possibly fail to benefit us here in 
Montreal ; and it appears to me that if we 
arc true to ourselves, if wa bend ourselves 
sturdily to the work before u», what with all 
these facilities, and with Montreal as it is to 
be, a tree port, with such accommoda­
tion for traffic both by sea and land as 
you, gentlemen, who are connected with 
the trade and commerce of the country 
will insist on having, surely we may look for­
ward for even a greater and much brighter 
condition of things throughout the country 
and Montreal than we have had in the past. 
(Hear, hear.) This in its train will bring 
with it additional accumulated wealth, and 
that, in turn, will give to the Bank of Mon­
treal and to other banks, increased deposits of 
which, I hope that, ui in the past, the Bauk 
of Montreal will have it) good share at a low 
average rate of interest, so that notwithstand­
ing the steadily decreasing rate of interest 
obtainable for money for the last eight or tin 
years, the tank hy a largely increased buti- 
ness by reason of these deposite, will, like the 
great banks in London, be in a position to 
continue the distribution of satisfactory pro­
fits. You will, notwithstanding that the 
rats of interest trom your customers is much 
lower, be still able, with that good manage­
ment which has characterized your Bank, to 
look forward I firmly believe t) having the 
10 per cent, dividend. As to bonus twat 
mast be just as the condition of affairs may 
permit. At any rate your directors, in the 
future as in the past, will, no doubt, do their 
utmost to keep np the standard of the Bank, 
and give you all the profit and all the ad van 
tage it may be possible ft r them to afferd. I 
now move, seconded by Mr. Drummond, the 
vice-president,

“That the Report of the Directors, now 
read, be adopted and printed for distribution 
among the Shareholdt re.”

Hon. Senator Drummond—I have much 
pleasure in seconding the moticn.

The President—I will now ask the General 
Manager to make a few remarks.

THE GENERAL MANAGER’S ADDRESS.

Mr. Buchanan, the General Manager, then 
said : As having a very important buvriug 
on the results of the Bank’s operations 
during the past y< nr, I wish to take the 
liberty, as I did at our last meeting, of 
drawing your attention to the course of the 
money market in Great Britain and the 
United States, In London the rates for

i money ruled low until Septemh»r, when, in 
: ordrr to stop t in uf gold, chit Hy to
! iho Argentina Republic, on whese aeciunt 

large loans hud been put out, the Bauk of 
j England rais.-d the rate to 4 and three weeks 
j later to 5 per ce-t. Notwithstanding this, 
j a,,d the fact that that bank b.~.rr-»w;*d largely 
I from t-ie other grjat hanks, with a view 

of reducing the supply cf loanable funds 
tha open market rata for money respond 
ed to the advance in the bank rato for 
ouly a very limited period, and the fol 
lowing anomalous condition of sflalrs existed 

The Bsnk of England rate was 5 per cen 
— Ihe other banks, according to London eus 
tom, were a'lowing II percent below, that is 
3J per cent to depositors, while they were 
only able to lend on the market at 2 tc per 
cent—a very unprofitable business for them 
Before long arrangements were made with 
the great issuing houses to stop the export of 
gold to the Argentine Republic ; gold was 
brought in from Russia and elsewhere, and 
the year 1888 closed on a comparatively quiet 
money market. By the end of January the 
hank rate had been brought down to 3 per 
cent, and on 18th April it was further ra 
duced to 2j[, where It now stand», with dis 
count) in the open market at 1§ par cent. It 
must be apparent, therefore, that London has 
bem a poor field, throughout our year, for the 
profitable employment of any of our surplus 
monies. It may be interesting to ncti that 
during the stringency the stock of bullion in 
the Bink of England sank to £18,300,000 
the lowest point it has reached since 1866, 
the year of the Overend-Gurney failure.

In New York with the exception cf a slight 
squeeze towards the end of Decembîr,

MONEY HAS BEEN SUPER-ABUNDANT,

and has not averagfd for the year over two 
per cent for call Iran*. Time money has 
been correspondingly low, and in Chicago 
we have been obliged to content ourselves 
with a reduced rate. This condition of 
things was largely prodneed by the exten 
sive houd purchases made by the United 
States Government. From the 23rd of April 
1888, when the fir»t purchase was made, 
nntil now, the enormons sum of $195,000,000 
has been put out in that way. The surplus 
however, now held by the Treasurer has been 
reduced tc $56,000,000, and unless he ad 
vauces the price he has so far been willing to 
pay for the bonds, there is not much likeli 
hood rf its being disbursed to any great ex 
tent, in which case, if the harvest equals gen 
eral expectations, we look pretty confidently 
for much better vaines for money in the 
United States this Autnmn.

The rates in Canada have been about ncr 
mal, with a tendency to a lower level, owing 
to keen competition ; profits on collections 
from the same cause have been greatly re 
dneed, while Foreign Exchange ie dealt in at 
a price altogether out of proportion to the 
risks incident to the bueinees. Bat this has 
been, I fear, about the case with most kinds 
of business for the past few years- -greatly 
diminished profits on all sides. It is evident 
to every one that capital is yielding less year 
by year—for instance, between now and De 
cember, 1900, there are maturing in the 
Umted States, something like $650,000,000 of 
railway bonds, now bearing not less than 6 
per cent, and some as high as 10 per cent, 
to-day these could be refunded at from 4 to 

per cent. Bringing this home to the cas 
of this Bank it seems to me, that only by a 
great expansion in our lending capacity in 
this country which, I think, however, we 
may very fairly calculate on, as riches and 
population increase, can we look to a main­
tenance of our profits at about the present 
figure for many years longer, and that, there­
fore, a distribution of all a bank’s earnings 
would be a measure of c^nestionable prudence.

THE YEAR S BUSINESS.
Business generally during the paît year in 
Canada has been rather disappointing, and,

am under the
mpreaeion that a majority of merchants, who 

have had the courage to value their assets in 
a proper manner, have had to contemplate a 
shrinkage of their capital account. The crops 
were only fairly good inUntario, and were dis­
appointing in Manitoba. Payments wire con­
sequently light, and the banks have had to 
carry a heavier load than usual. This, with 
the holding over of a good deal of lumbir and 
logs, will pretty well account tor the increase 
of $19,000,000 during the year in loans, and 
does not altogether indicate a healthy ex­
pansion of basinets. The deposits have in­
creased $15,000,000, and though a portion of 
this very probably represents the savings of 
the community, a large part is composed of 
proceeds of leans in other countries, and coc-t 
■eqnently, increased indebtedness of the 
Dominion. One feature about these deposits 
in banks is not very satisfactory. Leaving 
out the Bank of Montreal from the Govern­
ment statement, it will bs seen that while 
circulation and depoeiti representing the 
liabilities to the public have increased, the 
Reserves, which should have augmented pro- 
porti mately, have dimislud, The figures 
are : —

are convertible at any moment, so that with unless in exceptional cases, I 
these in our possession we are always in a impression that a majority of 
position to borrow money as it may be 
required. You will see in the report that 
come $50,000 has been cet aside for bank 
premises in Calgaiy and Vancouver. This, 
your Directors considered essential ; that is 
that the Bauk should bo in possession of such 
prtmises and accommodation as would enable 
it to do it) business in the best way in what 
may bo called great centres of the Northwest 
and Pacific coast. S.r.all comparatively at the 
present moment, bat growing so fast that we 
may expect in a very she rt time that they will 
be very considerable factors towards enabling 
the Bank to increase it) profits. Calgary is 
the centre of the ranching country. Van­
couver, only three years old and now a city of 
some 10,000 inhabitantc, and being the tér- 
minus ot the Canadian system of railways on 
the Pacific comt cannot fail to become a place 
of very considerable importance in the im­
mediate future, and we wish to be ready for 
whatever may oiler itself to the Bank in both 
these places. As an evidence of

THE PROGRESS OF THE BANK

and of Montreal yon will see also that the 
Directors have thought proper to establish a 
branch in the west end of the city ; that is 
St Catherine street. This is for the accom­
modation of customers in that part of the 
town ; fer we all recognize that the great por­
tion of the retail busioess is led in that direc­
tion, and it will be a great convenience for 
depositors and others having business trans­
actions with the Bank there.

The question of rebate on bills discounted 
i) one which has been under consideration by 
your Directors from time t > time for many 
years back. The system which now prevails 
is that commenced by the Baok at its incep­
tion, and it has gone on ever since. The Bank 
year, as you are awsre, closes cn the 30;h 
April, and it has not been the practice hitherto 
to deduct the unearned interest from thaï 
date until maturity of the bills di*counted.
It is thought by the Directors that it is better 
an allowance should be made for this. That 
will require $200,000. You may say that the 
Directors might well have done this of them­
selves this yiar or the year before. But they 
thought that it was only right and proper be 
fore they changed the system of accounts that 
had prevailed for over seventy years, to come 
before yon and inform you of their opinion 
on the subject and ask your ad­
vice with regard to it. (Hear, hear.) At the 
annual meeting last yiar I think reference was 
made to the opening up of certain roads inti 
Montreal which must necessarily bring an ac­
cession of business to Canada, and to Montreal 
especially. Then the direct railways

THE OUTLOOK FOR THE FUTURE

is at present bright. Lumber prospects were 
never better. Crops all over the Dominion 
give great promise. The cotton mills appear 
to be working in harmony, and consequently 
on more prohtable lines, ani many securities, 
which were a short time ago unrealizable, are 
now getting a market value. If our'hopes 
are realized we should have an active business 
in the early autumn, but, if on the contrary, 
the crops should turn out badly and the lum­
ber business, which is a very important factor, 
not meet expectations, the results cannot fail 
to be correspondingly disappointing. We look 
on this as rather a crucial year, and until the 
outcome of it is seen, our distribution of pro­
fits was, I think, wisely confined to, what has 
been considered for some few years back the 
minimum, viz., 10 per cent. Let ns hope 
that merchants also will not discount the fu­
ture, which is always full of uncertainties, by 
increasing their importations, at least until 
wo are treading on firmer ground than is pos­
sible so long before harvest time. I have 
already taken up too much of your time, and 
shall now only add that I shall be pleased to 
answer any questions which any of the share­
holders desire to put to me.

The President—If there is any other gen­
tleman who would like to make some observa­
tions on the repert, we will be happy to hear 
him.

Mr. John Morrison reviewed the business 
of the Bank for tho past year, and added that 
the Directors had acted with commendable 
prudence in adding to the reserve fund. Had 
a bonus been declared a gross error would 
have been committed. It would have been an 
improvement if the current expenses and 
losses every year were given in the annual 
statements. The statement, however, he 
must say as far as it went for the present 
year was unexceptional.

Mr. John Crawford—Mr. Chairman, there 
does not seem to be much disposition either to 
ask or answer any questions. I am very hap­
py to remark that my friend Mr. Morrison 
has done that respect to Ihe resolution for the 
adoption of the reports which, it seems to 
me, it deserves. He has led the way, and I 
will follow with a few supplementary re­
marks. I think sir, in the first place, that 
your remarks about the non-payment of a 
bonus were sound, logical and conservative ; 
and I can scarcely believe that any person in 
terested in bank affairs could take exception 
to

SUCH A JUDICIOUS POLICY.

I ocncludo that the whole is an argument 
generally in favor of the conservatism of the 
Board. Notwithstanding the tire and brim­
stone which was showered on the hiade of 
certiin gentlemen at the time of the declara­
tion cf the no-bonus dividend, 1 predict from 
tr.c eerene faces before me that harmony will 
be the prevailing characteristic of this meet­
ing. I cm understand there was some ex­
citement on the paitof the street; some 
gentlemen were severely clipped in their 
wings by the stock falling, but the general 
result is only another illustration of the 
Bank s sound position aud the judicious 
course which the Bank has adopted. A 
question which naturally arises, and one 
which I presume we are qualified to pro­
nounce upon is the expediency of the policy 
of the Board. I have no hesitation in de­
claring, Mr. President, in favor of that policy.
1 have listened to the remarks of the General

Manager with a great deal of interest and 
attention, and I think he deserves ciedit for 
the interesting statUt ica rtnich ho has com-’ 
piled, and i havi no 3r.u:.t they \viil pro*e i 
beneficial to maty h. re. It is only two year» i 
ago since v.<- w« re to! i that if the !».rectors i 
had btm w .-lt to !;•<* ;u:th;r abe-d they I 
wcul i in that ye'.r ( 1887) h ivn ot'iy poi 1 a 1 | 
per cent instead of a 2 per ce: t bonus. New, 
sir, neither can we ignore our present situa­
tion. Competition between tanks is vastly 
on the increase, money is phenomenally cheap, 
and the expenditure is still maintained at its 
maximum rate. It seems to me, though, that 
the country, narrow as it is, is capable of ab­
sorbing all its unemployed capital, and I 
think that these rearonn will lead us to the 
conclusion that the policy of the Bank is de- 
eerviog of credit. I might take this oppor­
tunity of saying that the p eture presented 
by the Pre-ident contrast* severely with that 
roseate picture usually given at baok meet- 
iags. Now, sir, last yesr I tcok the oppor­
tunity of saying a tew words

WITH REFERENCE TO DIVIDENDS, 
and I suggested that the Bank, in view of 
the uncertainty of business, should take up 
the question of the propriety of paying 
quarterly dividends of 2J per cent, in the 
aKgrfRate 10 per cent., a rate which you. Mr. 
Preeident, said might be relied upon. I am 
satisfied that that step would become very 
popular among a large proportion of the 
Shareholders, and I would say that if the 
policy be adopted, the increase in the expen­
diture of the institution would be scarcely 
appreciable. Now, Mr. President, at the last 
annual meeting you were kiud enough to say 
that this subject, as well as that of the gross 
earning», would be taken into rarucst consid 
eration by the new Board. I hope that has 
beep done. I sincerely hop», sir, and I am 
quite satisfied that everyone in this room hopt 
with me, that you will always continue 
a member of that Board until you 
are, of course, removed to a higher ond 
better sphere. In reading the annual report 
of the Banque Nationale a week or so ago, 1 
perceived an item of $50,000 appropriated to 
defray bad and doubtful debt), a proof that 
that institution is in touch with the situation 
of the times. Take just one progressive step 
further and give ns au it?m of the expense of 
the management and that horrible problem 
gross expenditure, the bug-bear of bankers, 
will be entirely solved.

The President—I may say, in reply to Mr. 
Crawford, that although the Board have not 
seen thsir way to introduce quarterly divi 
deads, this is not lost sight ot and that we 
will always keep it in view, and have done so 
and I have no doubt that those whom yon 
may elect as your Board tc-day will keep be 
fore them the question of the renewal of the 
charter, and that so far as may rest with them 
the Bank will not suffer from any change.

The report was unanimously adeptef.
THANKS TO THE PRESIDENT AND DIRECTORS, 

Mr. John Crawford then moved :
"That the thanks of the meeting be pre 

sented to the President, the Vice-President 
and Directors fer their attmtion to the inter 
eats cf the Bank. ’
He said : I may say that it gives nu great 
pleasure to discharge the agreeable duty im­
plied in moving this resolution and I think it 
should be understood, or I desire it to be 
understood, that it is not do^e in that con­
ventional sense usual for motions of this kind, 
but with an honest desire to convey the sin’ 
cere thanks of Shareholders to yourself and 
colleagues for the year’s result;. Tdat direc- 
ters incur great responsibilities goes without 
saying. When the industrial and commercial 
affairs of the country are booming these re- 
sponsibilities are in a great measure both 
nominal and agreeable ; but when a period of 
adversity arrives, when industries are lan­
guishing and failures tho order of the day 
their position and their relations to the share­
holders, as well as the public, assume a wide­
ly different aspect, Tnere is flseting before 
their eyes, perhapi, vision» of ruined widows 
and orphans, and dogging thdr steps, and if 
conscience were present, perhaps, filling them 
with remorse. On the ether hand, when they 
diicharge honestly and faithfully the dot es 
devolving upon them, as ours have during 
the past year, they are certainly entitled 
to our thanks. Their substantial interest, 
might say, Mr. President, in this Bank is a 
guarantee that not only their own but ours 
will not go by default, if zsal, energy 
and integrity be of any avail, and theae, 
sir, are the sterling qualities which con- 
stra-ned me at an earlier stage of the meeting 
to endorse the policy of the Bank. If ever 
the golden rule applied it is in this instance 
“the right man in the right place,” and while 
they are but mortal, they cannot expect to 
convert blood from a stone, or other assets, 
golden though they be. into profits in thé 
absence of a dear,and. The General Maragor 
stated that the profits fell below the average 
during the pa«t year, and I may say that it is 
stated, f presume on good authority, that our 
Board is a canny, formidable Scotch clan, who 
get the credit of a bump of cautmn, and they 
will net have any transaction of a speculative 
character. I desire, s'r, in conclmion, to 
emphasizs this, that what shareholders have 
most to apprehend is not the witholding of 
bonuses, but the natural tendency of directors 
to be too generous. I do not allude to any 
particular bank, and least of all to the Bank 
of Montreal—to declare dividends out of un­
earned or unwarranted profits. It is not 
politic in Shareholders to bring great pressure 
to bear upon Directors to pay bonuses or 
higher dividends, One word more in the 
shape of caution : if our Directors should 
unfortunately be caught napping, and a very 
serious deficit abould ensue, woe betide them ; 
therefore gentlemen look out for your nod­
dles.

Mr. Hector Mackenzie seconded the a 
tion, which was carried unanimously.

The President in replying said For my 
colleagues aui myself I thank you most 
warmly for the manner in which you have 
referred to us in our administration of your 
affairs for the past year. It ts gratifying to 
us to know that yon so thoroughly endorse 
the conservative policy we thought it cur 
duty to pursue in withholding the bonns 
which it would have been possible at this time 
to give, and I will only add that, st any rate, 
we are conscious of having done with regard 
to your affairj just as each of us would have 
done were we looking after our own indivi­
dual matters. While speaking of this I will 
just say this one word. We all of us deeply 
regret the lost of our collesgue, the late Mr. 
Alex. Murray, a gentleman upon whose ma- 
ture judgment we always relied and whose 
sound advice we found to be most valuable in 
all cases of emergency. He was always ready 
to do his part in the beet possible way for the 
intere-.ts of the shareholders, w hose trustee he 
was.

THANKS TO THE GENERAL MANAGER AND 
OTHER OFFICERS.

Hon. J. J. c. Abbott said : While I feel 
gratified at the approbation which the share­
holders have been pleased to accord to our 
labors for the past year, I feel that we 
mast not forget that the executive officers 
of the Board have contributed in their re­
spective departments to the success of the 
operations of the Bank, and I think they 
should have their due amount of appioval 
also. I therefore beg to move :—

“That the thanks of the meeting be given 
to the General Manager, the Assistant Gen­
eral Manager, tho Inspector, the Managers, 
and other Officers of the Bank, for their ser­
vices during the past year.”

Mr. R. B. Angus—I have much pleasure in 
seconding the motion.

The G-m^ral Mansg**-, In rrplyjng, said :_
beg to thank the mover and seconder of the 

resolution for the manner in which they have 
spoken of myself and the other officers of the 
Bank, and for your cordial reception of the 
motion. I can say with confidence that from 
the highest to the lowest in rank there is the 
utmost loyalty and zeal, and that the Man­
agers in Canada, from Halifax to Vancouver, 
as well as those in London, New York and 
Chicago, to whom especially great responsi­
bilities are entrusted, have a full appreciation 
of the magnitude aud importance of the 
interests committed to their charge.

Mr. Crawford—Mr. President, might I ask 
when the renewal of the bank charters comes 
before the Legislature ?

Sir Donald Smith said the charters termin­
ated in 1891, and would doubtless then be 
dealt with by Parliament.

Mr. Jas. O’Brien moved, seconded by Mr. 
John Dunlop :—

“That the ballot now open for the election 
of Directors, be kept open until 3 o’clock, un­
less fifteen minutes elapse without a vote 
being cast, when it shall bs closed, and until 
that time, and for that purpose only, this 
meeting be continued.”

One Vessel Wrecked and Two Ashore.

Stbamkr “BiAvn” Lgsks Hkr Rudder.

By the following telegrams, received by the 
Signal Service Office in this city, yesterday, it 
will be seen that there has been a considerable 
number of disasters to shipping in the Gulf 
daring the past day or two :—

“Egg Island, June 5.—Schooner ‘Cerillv’ a 
total wreck near the telegraph office.”

4 Cape Rosier, June 5, 10.40 a.m.—Foggy and 
heavy rain ; light east wind. Bark ‘Anna’ on 
ihore about a mile from the lighthouse ; also 
schooner ‘James Dwyer’ about half a mile. 
Particulars later.”

"Bark ‘Anna,’ of Christiania, Captain Gnld- 
muedsen, ashore at Cape Rosier ; leaking ; 
striking heavily ; rudder gone.”

Magdalen Islande, June 5.—Dense fog ; 
strong south-east wind. Steamer ‘Beaver,’ with 
the mails got aground on Alright Island, last 
night at eleven o’clock. ^ She got off with stern 
post and rudd r gone. No other damage. Now 
rigging a jury rudder to proceed to Pictou.”
