Jn support of its pica for greater cul­

tural interchanges between the two 
major ethnic groups in Canada, Bishops 
University’s brief to the Royal Commis­
sion on Bilingualism and Biculturalism 
lists several steps that institution has 
taken in promoting the study of f-rench- 
Canadian culture within its walls.

It also lists a number of suggestions 
by which it hopes to expand this inter­
racial understanding in the future.

These include proposals for the great­
er intermingling of students attending 
Bishop's and the French-language Uni­
versity of Sherbrooke; bilingual eonlercn- 
ces on public affairs and the exchange 
of students between the two universities.

Undoubtedly Bishop's has taken sev­
eral important steps towards the goal of 
a bilingual Canada, but unfortunately 
to be effective these must be two-way 
undertakings. They must be co-operated 
in fully by the members of both univer­
sities.

Past experience lias shown that the

a two-way street
University of Sherbrooke has been none 
too eager to join in common efforts.

Several attempts have been made in 
the past to launch joint enterprises in 
the social, cultural and sports fields but 
lor the most part they have been aban­
doned because of an apparent lack of in­
terest by the French-speaking faculty and 
students.

However this record of past failures 
should not cause an abandonment of 
the idea of interchanges at the various 
levels.

Perhaps it may point to the need of 
an overhaul of the basis on which such 
joint functions are organized. Perhaps 
any large-scale project should be prece­
ded by a period of intensive study by re­
presentatives of both institutions to de­
termine just why the anticipated support 
was not forthcoming.

If some of the underlying differences 
between the two groups could be under­
stood, it is probable a program of interest 
to both could be prepared,

One of the advantages of being leader 

of a minority party that has no reasonable 
hope of assuming office lor many years 
to come is that he can offer pious sug­
gestions that he knows will never be im­
plemented.

$b,()()0 expense allowance is free from 
income tax.

It may be significant that Mr. Thomp­
son made his suggestion outside Parlia­
ment where it embarrasses nobody, not 
even Mr. Thompson. The Flousc of Com­
mons takes particular care to ignore dis­
cussion of statements made outside its 
walls - unless they reflect on its digni­
ty-

And as he is unlikely to become head 
of the government he will not be called 
upon to make good on his proposals.

For what it is worth, Mr. Thomp­
son said nothing about Members of Par­
liament cutting down on the amount thev 
spend on air travel, the tab for which is 
picked up by the federal treasury. The 
Social Credit leader hail the enviable rec­
ord of turning in the biggest transporta­
tion bill for the past fiscal year.

Partridges challenge new season
It is a heartening sound when the stac­

cato drum call comes from the wood­
land. The cock partridges know it is a 
new' season and they sound their chal­
lenges. The experts tell ns we should call 
this noble bird a grouse, but the early 
English settlers thought it resembled the 
partridge of their homeland, and that 
is the common name.

T he partridge drums in all seasons of 
year, but it is in March that the ur­
gency of spring stirs the bird to the most 
drumming. FIc is a handsome, cocky, 
beady-eyed miniature monarch. Some­
how when the countryman sees him strut­
ting in the woodland aisles, the bird 
reminds him of Napoleon. The partridge 
is imperious in manner; he holds his head 
high and he pushes out his chest.

It is a memorable picture to watch a 
bird in the drumming act. He usually 
mounts a log, hummock or rock. For a

few moments he surveys the scene in 
regal self-confidence. I hen he lifts his 
wings, for a moment they are held high. 
I hen the drumming begins. I he w ings 
go so fast they are a blur to the human 
eye.

For many years it was believed the 
drumming noise was the result of the 
wings against the body. Now we know 
that it is concussion of air. The technique 
is not really important. When a man is 
mending fence on a warming day and 
enjoying the heart hit of spring, and the 
drum roll echoes from the woodland, 
he stops a minute to listen. There are 
many sounds of an awakening world in 
March, but nothing scams quite so de­
tinue as the challenge from the woodland 
drummer. I here is much indecision and 
shilly-shallying in man-regulated society, 
but whan the partridge sounds his drum, 
it means business.

VANCOUVER — (TNS) — 
Short of the death penally, a 
conviction as an habitual 
criminal carries the harshest 
sentence the law permits.

It is indefinite preventive 
detention in other words 
life. But even if not carried 
to the ultimate, it brands life 
for ever. A convicted man 
can never return to society 
as a free man. but only as an 
individual under parole. 

Vancouver currently is pros­
ecuting more habitual crimi­
nals than other parts of Ca­
nada. It has the underworld 
worried, and is driving some 
away from the city.

Last December a Vancou­
ver court sentenced in ab­
sentia Jean Louis Henry, 48, 
currently in Ihe maximum se­
curity section of Kingston 
Penitentiary.

He was served with a copy 
of the Crown's application to 
declare him an habitual 
three days before his release 
from jail in July last year af­
ter a two-month term for 
shop-lifting. Henry went east, 
but the prosecution continued. 
It was alleged in court that 

Henry had more than 35 con­
victions since 1937 for charges 
ranging from possession of an 
offensive weapon to indecent 
assault, Magistrate Cyril 
White heard tjhe evidence 
and declared him an habitual.

Legal aid lawyers in On­
tario are planning court ac- 
toin to free Henry who claims 
he heard about Ihe convic­
tion as an habitual from 
others while he was behind 
bars at Burwash Reforma­
tory. He was taken to King­
ston from Burwash under 
guard to start the life term.

Ontario's Attorney - General 
Arthur Wishart said this 
week he is investigating Hen­
ry's case. Before making a 
full statement he said he 
wanted to learn all the facts.
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By IAN MACDONALD

‘‘But I will say that the 
principle of convicting some­
one when he hasn't had an 
opportunity to be present is 
certainly abhorrent to me,” 
he said. "I don't think any­
one should be convicted with­
out having a chance to de­
fend himself.”

By definition, the habitual 
offenders act in the Criminal 
Code stipulates an habitual 
must have committed at least 
three indictable offences each 
punishable by five years or 
more, and must be demon­
strated to be living a persis­
tently criminal life.

The. indefinite preventive 
detention must be reviewed 
every year by the parole 
board and prison officials. 
They can free a man after 
the first year. The frighten­
ing prospect is life behind 
bars.
Vancouver started Its crack­

down in ID62, So far, 65 cases 
have been concluded. Forty- 
six persons have been sen­
tenced to preventive deten­
tion.

Thirteen have been ad­
judged habituais but not sen­
tenced to preventive deten­
tion, including a woman. The 
other cases were withdrawn, 
staved, or lost. Twenty-four 
cases are pending in the 
courts. Over the years, 87 
cases were considered but not 
proceeded with.

Since the crackdown, 13 ap­
peals against conviction have 
been dismissed, and five al 
lowed.

Sparkplug of the drive is 
intense, tough-talking Van­
couver City Prosecutor Slew- 
art McMorran, 45, who is 
currently taking two appeals 
to the Supreme Court of Ca­
nada. He wants further clar­
ification of the law'.

Who are. some of these peo­
ple convicted? The woman 
was Margaret McNeil. Reared 
in an unhappy family, she 
was a prostitute at 13 and 
wife of a drug addict at 16. At 
35, she had almost a 20-year 
record.

James Patrick Atkins, born 
in Toronto, had 46 convic­
tions, ranging from imper­
sonating high-ranking mili­
tary officers and churchmen 
to cheque forging charges.

German Marcou. 39 was an 
expert mechanical engineer 
who hadn't worked since 1955 
after being hooked on drugs. 
He had 10 convictions rang­
ing from possession to theft 
and assault.

Austin (Thunder) Tarleck, 
49, a man with a massive re­
cord, committed suicide in 
jail after he received notice 
of habitual proceedings 
against him.

The youngest man sen­
tenced so far is 25, the oldest 
70.

The prosecution program 
appears starkly punitive in 
these days of permissive pen­
ology, but there has been no 
public outcry. A few lawyers 
and others have objected — 
and it has driven fear into 
many criminals who decry it 
— but it has received approv­
al both locally and nationally.

Authorities say it began in 
an attempt to clcan-up crime- 
ridden Vancouver, particular­
ly plagued by the drug racket.

They don t talk about it 
much, but a pleasing effect 
i* that it also haa driren

some Vancouver criminals to 
other parts of the country 
as well as dissuading others 
from coming.

Attorney - General Robert 
Bonner commented that if 
criminals fear habitual pro­
ceedings hçre, they should 
stay out of British Columbia.

He added: “There has been 
a tendency for criminals in 
the east to come to this pro­
vince and further their ca­
reers in our climate. This 
should obviously not be en­
couraged.”

It has been suggested that 
many French-Canadians have 
fallen victim to the law in 
Vancouver, but the records do 
not bear this out. Most of 
those convicled have Anglo- 
Saxon names, or those of ori­
gin other than French.

McMorran said the crack­
down stems from a conviction 
in January 1961, and uphold­
ing of it by the Supreme 
Court of Canada in 1962. He 
got permission for city and 
provincial authorities to press 
the prosecutions.

"I felt that anything that 
could be done for the pro­
tection of citizens within the 
bounds of the Criminal Code 
should be done,” he said.

Prosecutions costs are con­
siderable, an average of $1,000, 
but are felt well worth it.

Harshest sentence short of death

Conviction as habitual criminal 
means end of life as free man

REPORTING
OTTAWA — The first time I heard that Commons 

Speaker Alan Macnaughton wa- going to resign was on 
Feb. 11, five days before the House reconvened for this 
rump session of the 1964 Parliament. The story purported 
to come from a cabinet minister, and said Mr. Speaker 
would resign “next week”.

I telephone Mr. Speaker, told him of the report, and 
asked if it were true.

"It's the first I've heard of it,” he said "Tve no in­
tention of resigning — but that's not to say that other» 
may not have different ideas”.

This rather obtuse comment was, I judged, an allu­
sion to the fact that if a Speaker lose.; the confidence and 
support of the House, his position becomes untenable, and 
resignation is the only course open to him.

The next time I heard that Speaker Macnaughton wa» 
going to resign was on March 10, when a radio commenta­
tor picked up the month-old rumor. Next day the Cana­
dian Press carried an item. And the following day the 
Toronto Globe fc Mail front-paged that "Ottawa Expect» 
Speaker to Retire”. Again I telephaned Mr. Speaker,

"Are you making any comment on these reports?" I 
asked.

“Nobody's asked me to yet,” be replied.
One may wonder how any reporter, radio or news­

paper, could write a “Speaker to Retire” «tory without 
asking Mr. Speaker if the report were true — but accord­
ing to Mr. Speaker the question was never asked.

“Well, I'm asking you,” I said. “Are you planning U» 
resign?”

“No,” he replied. “But I’d rather be in Florida!"
☆ ★ ☆

And well he might. The Common* over which he pre­
sides with backward-bending impartiality has deteriora­
ted from a staid and sober deliberative body into a chaos 
of breaches of order, decorum and dignity.

A fortnight ago the Common* took the highly utv 
usual action of overriding the Speaker’* ruling. It wa* the 
first time Mr. Macnaughton had been overruled, and it 
was a serious blow at the prestige of the chair.

"If a Speaker were overruled two or three times,’* 
Mr. Speaker told me, “he'd have to resign

This is an opinion the House should heed. It show* 
how little more is needed to drive Mr. Speaker from the 
chair.

And last week the House was treated to the spectacle 
of Opposition Leader John Diefenbaker refusing to bow 
to instruction from Mr. Speaker to withdraw the word 
“false” as applied to Justice Minister Favreau. By flouting 
the chair Mr. Diefenbaker seemed to be deliberately try­
ing to provoke Mr. Speaker into “naming” him, whereupon 
it would be incumbent upon the government to move Mr. 
Diefenbaker * expulsion from the House for the rest of 
the day. A former Tory Speaker, Marcel Lambert, poured 
oil on the waters, and a showdown was averted.

The daily dogfights on the Commons’ floor have taken 
their toll of the office of Speaker and of Mr. Speaker 
himself. But the saddest toll is of the prestige of Parlia­
ment.

What is taking place, Mr. Speaker aver», 1» “th* 
denigration of Parliament”. Popular respect for Parlia­
ment, the foremost of all our democratic institutions, is 
being eroded in the bitter power struggle in the Com­
mons, and no occupant of the Speaker’s chair can stay 
th* erosion unies* those responsible desist
