It appears thau these islands are
surrounded by extensive coral reefs, situated at
the mouth of the gulf streams, and are, during
the winter months, the dread of mariners bound
to and from Neéw Orléans, no less than three emi-
gnnt ships baving been wrecked there daring
@ past winter. The shio William and Mary
having besn observed by Sands to strike on one
of these reefs, he immediately bore down to her
nssistance, and fonrd the poor emigrants using
every exertion to keep iier afloat, and discpyered
that, with the exception of two men, they had
been cruelly deserted by the captain and the
sailors, who, he adds, to'the horror and conster-
nation of the unfortunate people, had taken with
them all the ship’s boats  Seeing tha} the ship
was rapidly sinking, Sands and his-brave crew,
who were, like him, men of ‘color, set to work,
withont loss of time, ut the pumps, while & por-
tion of the women and children were being: em-
barked ‘on board his vessel. This havmg been
speedily done, he placed the schooner nnder the
charge of his brother, with directions to take her
to the nearest land, he himsell remaining on
Voard the sinking ship with tbe almost frantic
people, and patiently awaiting his ?rothgr’s re-
