BRITISH FIGHTING IN INDIA.

NEWFOUNDLAND AND CON FEDE­
RA TIOS.

Tho British-Venezuelan Dispute—Spain 
anil the Cuban Revolution Sinai 
Pox Epidemic in Missouri—Another 
Murderer Electrocuted.

London, April 4—The petition of Countess 
Russell against her husband, Karl Russell, 
fora restitution of her conjugal rights, was 
opened in the Divorce Division of the High 
Court of Queen's Bench this forenoon. The 
ground of the Earl's refusal to grant her the 
restoration she seeks is cruelty on her part 
in having accused him of a disgusting offence 
during the progress of her unsuccessful action 
for divorce in 1891. Sir Henry James, Q.(\, 
on behalf of Karl Kin-sell, denounced the 
Countess’ charge as entirely false, and said 
that should the wife succeed in obtaining the 
restoration of her conjugal rights she would 
doubtless demand that her husband maintain 
her. This he was not disposed to do, as he 
could not maintain the relations of 

husband to her after the foul 
charges she had made against him. 
Sir Henry Janies said that after the first 
trial for divorce, the Countess had proposed 
to resume marital relations with her husband 
if she could have in the house some person of 
sufficient physical strength to protect her 
from violence. Her husband refused toaccede 
to this arrangement unless she withdrew her 
charges against him. She threatened logo 
upon the stage in order to obtain alivelihood, 
w hereupon her husband reminded her of the 
fact that she had an income of £600 a year, 
which made it unnecessary for her to take 
to the stage. Counsel for Countess Russell 
said his client withdrew the imputations of 
immoral practices wliiehshe had made against 
her husband, but still held that there was 
foundation for the belief. She, however, 
maintained the truth of the charge of physic­
al cruelty which she had origiually made. 
The case was adjourned.

In the House of ('ominous to-day, Mr. 
Sydney Buxton, Under Colonial Secretary, 
said thaï a commiinicalhn had hem received 
from the Colonial Government for Australia 
ex pi easing a desire to be represented in the 
coining monetary conference. As the Gov­
ernment had no information that such con- 

rence was to be held, he said, the question 
of arranging for Colonial representation had 
not arisen.

disclosed at yesterday’s meeting that was not 
known or suspected already.

The Financial News will say to-morrow, in 
leader on the Canadian Pacific Railway re 

port and meeting “We fail to discover any 
tacts that justify investors in putting their 
money into the Company with the idea of an 
immediate return. We shall welcome gladly 
any signs of reluming prosperity, but any­
body studying the situation carefully and im­
partially, must see that such signs are so 
faint as to be almost invisible.”

Bf.ki.in, April 4—Baron Von Hammer- 
stein, member of the Reichstag and editor of 
the Kreuz Zatung, announces his intention to 
begin proceedings for libel against a number 
of Frankfort papers which staled that he had 
been notified that his services on the Kreuz 
Zfitunq would be dispensed with after July, 
and that the paper was on the eve of bank­
ruptcy owing to the editor’s peculiar financial 
methods.

Tangier, April 4—The carcasses of several 
bullocks have been washed ashore here and it 

ascertained that they were amoug the 
number of cattle shipped on board the miss­
ing warship “Reina Regente” for food pur­
poses.

Madrid, April4—Gen. MartinezdeCampns 
started from here last evening tn route tor 
Cuba The members of the Cabinet and a 
large number of Deputies, Senators, Generals 
and other distinguished persons bade him 
farewell at the station, the platform of which 
was packed with enthusiastic people, who 
cheered for Campos and Spanish Cuba. The 
General will sail from Cadiz this afternnoon. 
The Chamber of Deputies has approved the 
reform of the penal code for Cuba, changes 
in which have been made with a view of 
inflicting severe punishment upon the pro­
moters of rebellion and separatism.

A Cabinet Council was held to-day over 
which Queen Regent Christina presided. 
Premier Canovas Del Castillo read a despatch 
from Havana stating that the insurgent leader 
Maced had landed in Culm, fought a battle 
with the Government troops and been de­
feated.

In consequence of the adverse action of the 
Republicans in the Chamber of Deputies yes­
terday, it will be impossible to vote the bud­
get until Juue.

Calcctta, April4—In the fight at Me- 
lamd Pass on Mardi 3, the loss to the British 
'hitral expedition was three killed und 50 

wounded. The enemy lost 500 killed.
It is reported from Simla that the Chitral 

expedition sustained losses more severe than 
was at first reported. Umra Kahn is reported 
lo have captured two British officers Hun- 
«lieds of natives are flocking to his standard. 
All of the reponed casnultits to the British 
force are to the fin-t brigade, tho other 
brigade has not been heard from.

AMERICAN.
New York, April 4—A Washington des­

patch to the Herald sajs : —“Great Britain 
wrill not tolerate any interference by the 
United States in its dispute with Vene 
zuela. This is the reply of the British Foreign 
Otiice to Ambassador Bayard’s representa­
tion of the desire of the United .States to 
bring about a settlement of the boundary 
dispute by arbitration. It is understood that 
the British Government informed Ambassa­
dor Bayard that it would insist upon the
boundary line surveyed in 1881 by Sir Robert 
Schnmburgh and not submit lo arbitration in 
any form that would bring that line into ques­
tion. It is claimed on behalf of Venezuela 
that the Britisn position practically amounts 
to a declaration that if Venezuela will admit 
the claim of Great Britain to all the territory 
on the British side of the Scliomhurgh line, 
arliilration may he received to determine 
whether still more territory shall not be 
taki-1. by Great Britain. The United States 
Government has practically made the cause 
o* Venezuela her own. A great «leal will now 
depend upon the action ol the tw«> Govern­
ments in the disputed territory. Both Vene- 
zm lu and Great Britain have established 
Hinall outposts along the Guy ini river, which 
flows thrtiugh the centre of the territory iu 
controversy. These outposts overlap each 
other, some of those established by Venezuela 
being nearer to the territory whn h is admit- 
udly British than are some of the British out- 
poits. The situation is such that a hostile 
clash may be brought on at any time.

A Tribune special from St. John’s, Nll l., 
says : — 1 he opponents of Coufeder ition are 
noisily trying to work on the un indices ami 
passions of the ignorant. Tho ‘ intelligent 
«liasses pay no attention to them ami await 
the return «>f the delegates with terms. No 
prominent men are connected with the anti- 
( onfc-leralion agitation. On the return <*f 
the delegates a Confcdeiation League will he 
formed and the terms laid fully lu-fore the 
people. Destitution is iiiereasing.

A despatch from I'aris says :—Thomas 
O'Brien, the man w ho shot Waddell on Maich

years ago on a requisition from the United 
States and extradited to that country, but 
who afterwards escaped. The examining 
magistrate has adjourned the inquiry until 
the condition of Waddell is decided.

Representatives of the Trunk Line Associa­
tion, the Now England roads, the Canadian 
lines, the North-West lines and the Lake 
lines, met in conference yesterday and ad 
justed rates to apply on west-bound freight 
between the Atlantic seaboard and points in 
the North-West after the opening of naviga 
tion in the great Lakes and Canals about 
April 15.

Mr. Robert Allan, one of the most re­
spected citizens, passed away suddenly Tues­
day morning. He was going about ou Mon­
day as usual, and about 7 p.m. was taken ill 
and died early on the following morning.

He had dark complexion, 
hair and moustache ; height about 5 feet, 9 
inches, and wore a long light frieze overcoat.

ONTARIO

The «lelegates 
will be entertained to a banquet at the Russell 
on Tuesday evening next by tho citizens of 
Ottawa.

The Act relating to electric lighting, piss- 
ert last session, went into force on April 1st. 
Manitoba, British Columbia and the North- 
West Territories have not yet been brought 
under the Aet.

Mr. Joseph Cousineau, ex Mayor of Gati­
neau Point, has entered an action against tho 
heirs of the late Felix Cousineau for the sum 
of $3,550, which was due the Government of 
the Province of Quebec for maintaining the 
late Mr Cousineau in Longue Pointe Asylum 
for 31 years. The Government had this claim 
against the succession, but it was paid by the 
plaintiff, who had the claims against the rest 
of the heirs transferred to him by the Gov­
ernment.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.
Vancouver, April 4—The News-Advertiser 

publishes a letter signed by soute twenty 
miners in the Yukon country regarding that 
much talked of though comparatively un­
known region. The miners advise those 
coming to Yukon to consider carefully the 
hardships which must he endured. There are 
at present about 600 whites iu the country,and 
while they nearly all have m ide fair wages, 
there are two great obstacles the miners have 
to contend with, viz., the short season and 
the perpetually frozen ground. The chief 
difficulty, they state, is the procuring of sup­
plies. It is estimated that every white man 
requires about a Ion of provisions, tools, 
clothes, etc., each year. This statement is 
proven by the fact that of 700 tons of provi­
sions brought up last summer, not a pound 
has been procurable for several months and 
the miners having any’ supplies have been 
obliged to divide with the others. Many ex­
pect to have a hard time to pull through the 
spring Most of the claims are some dis­
tance from the river and hy the time they are 
reached half of the summer is gone. The 
boats on the river at present cannot carry 
more than 1,200 tons of merchandise and the 
shortage in supplies especially alTects the 
output, as it is expected will he the case this 
season. In conclusion all state that any 
large immigration to the Y.ikoti Valley 
would he disastrous to those now there and 
also to the new comers.

Across two fields to the west 
from the Merrick mansion is the Keith house, 
where Washington had his headquarters 
from December 14 to December 25, and over 
Jericho hill to the n mth is the old Chapman 
residence, where Gen. Knox ami Alexander 
Hainiltott were quartered during the same 
period. Besides the Keith lieuse, Washing­
ton had his hcadcjiiailets in three other dwel­
lings in the County ; the Harris house, New­
ton ; the Barclay house, Mortisville ; and 
the Moland house, near Hartsville, on the 
Neshan.iny creek. In the latter house La­
fayette fiti-t reporte.I for duty in the Conti­
nental army, and under its roof first took his 
seat at the Council Board.—Philadelphia Re­
cord.

Washington, April 4—“Venezuela,1
gentleman to-day who has lived many years 

in South America, “would rather be re«luced 
to ashes than permit (jreat Britain to occupy 
permanently the country io dispute between 
her and British Guiana.” This declaration 
seems correctly to express the sentiments of 
the Venezuelan people with reference to this 
long mooted question. What action Vene­
zuela may ultimately take in the matter is 
not known, but it is doubtful if the Crespo 
Administration is considering the probability 
of war with Great Britain as a result of the 
latter’s refusal to abandon this territory. 
The Venezuelans believe that their iutecests

ill be protected by the United States and 
they are hopeful that the dispute between 
themselves an«l Great Britain may yet be re­
ferred to arbitration. They insist strenuous- 

that the territory belongs to them 
and that Great Britain has been en­
croaching upon it for years because 
of Venezuela's inability lo prevent her. 
Great Britain on the oiherh.tnd has long main­
tained that while she will arbitrate some of 
the poiuts in dispute between the two coun­
tries, she will not arbitrate her control of the 
country now held by her, which embraces a 
tract 180 miles long by 35 wide, stretching 
from the coast eastward and embracing a 
portion of the mouth of the Orinoco River. 
There is nothing new in this position taken 
by Great Britain. In tie correspondence 
between Mr. Bayard and the Salisbury Gov­
ernment as far back as 1883, when Mr. 
Biyard filled the office of Secretary of Stale, 
Great Britain asserted that this territory was 
as much a part of Iter country as any of her 
colonial possessions and that she could not 
permit her right to occupy to be arbitrated. 
Morerecentlv the British represen*altves have 
claimed that their ownership of this land 
could be no more the subject of arbitration 
than Great Britain's right to Surrey or Essex 
or any o.lter of the Counties iu England.

Since the Mayor’s return 
from Hot Springs, Ark., where he was ser­
iously ill for some time, he has been stopping 
al a hotel, refusing to see his wife, although 
he had frequent interviews with the eon. 
People intimate jvith the family believe that 
Mrs. Hurt has been w rongfully accused.

THE CHINESE ARMY 

FORMOSA.
IN

London, April 4 —A Oentrsl News des 
patch from Shanghai says that the corns 
pondent of the Shanghai Mercury writrs1 
under date of Mrrch 28th, that he h.xd 
visited the batthfiehl at Tteo Chwang Tai 
and found that the bodies of the Chinese dead 
had not been buried but had been left as they 
fell ami many of them ha 1 boett devoured hy 
dogs. The place was wholly deserted. The 
Japanese have established a civil administra­
tion at New- Chwaug to make preparations to 
take over Customs revenues.

A Central News despatch from Tokio says 
that information has been received from the 
Pescadores, that ou March 29th the Japan­
ese warship “Matsusma” sounded the mouth 
of the Makoug Bay. No torpedoes were 
found, and the transports landed their troops 
and stores in Makong harbor. The Chinese 
soldiers imprisoned there were sent to the 
main land iu junks. The captured Chinese 
officers were retained. The guns in the forts 
are slightly damaged. The inhabitants are 
resuming business and appear to be easy to 
govern.

A despatch from Tokio to the Central News 
says “General Lodzu reports from Hsi 
Cheng that on April 1 he sent a Chinese met - 
senger to the Chinese military front, notify - 
lug the command ir of the armistice and te- 
questing a meeting to arrange details. On 
April 2 he sent a Japanese messenger, a 
trumpeter, requestiog an answer from the 
Chinese commander within 24 hoars. Qn 
April 3rd the messenger and trumpeter not 
having returned. Colonel Aoki, fearing foul 
play, started himself with a white flag and a 
trumpeter, toward the outposts. The Chinese 
outposts began firing, when Colonel Aoki 
halted and signaled with his flag of trace. 
When he attempted to advance, the Chinese 
renewed their firing, wounding the Japanese 
flag-bearer and Colonel Aoki was obliged to 
return. General Nodzu asked whether the 
Chinese envoy has informed the Government 
at Pekin of the armistice.”

From Hong Kong the Times has this des­
patch, under to day’s date The Chinese are 
fleeing from South Formosa to the mainland 
an«l Hong Kong. The Japanese are reported 
to be marching upon Tokan. The Chinese 
army in North Formosa is 80,000 strong. Of 
this force 50,000 are splendid troops, well 
armed. The remainder are raw recruits, in­
cluding even many beggers. Fighting is 
imminent. The foreigners are believed to be 
safe. Vigorous measures have been taken in 
Nwatow ami ( anton to resist the invaders. 
Booms (tave been placed in the Canton River 
and torpe.locs have been placed in Swatow 
harbor.

Paris, April 4—The European editon of 
the New York Herald has this despatch, on- 
der to-day’s dace, from the Herald corres­
pondent in Shanghai :—“Telegraphic com­
munication has been suspended with For­
mosa as the cable is broken. A German 
warship present during the operations at tho 
Pescadores, reports that the resistance at 
Mai Kung was feeble and the artillery waa 
ineffective. The garrison at Tai-Wan-Foo 
consists ot 30,000 Chinese. Six Japanese 
warships will remain at the Pescadores.’*

A Smart Travelling; Costume.
The material used is a light-weight cloth in 

the fine black and white check known os 
“shepherd’s plaid,” writes Isabel A. Mallon 
in the April Ladies' Home Journal. The 
skirt is the usual plain, flaring one, cut very 
well, because, as U most desirable, the 
material is double-width. White it flares 
sufficiently it is not, at the same time, stiffen­
ed quite as much as are the skirts intended to 
be worn in the street or when visiting. At 
each side at the top a V shaped section is out 
out ; the straight line is piped, as illustrated, 
with fine black cord, and real buttonholes fit 
over three large black gotta percha button*. 
The basqne is decidedly short, V-sh&ped at 
the back and front, and arching well over the 
hips, while the front is closed from tiie neck 
down with small gutta-percha buttons. Tha 
sleeves are very full at the top, shape in to 
the arm from the elbow down, the fullness 
being laid in fine tucks that are flatly stitched.

The hat is an English turban of black straw, 
with a smooth baud of white moiré ribbon 
around it and black and white wings lapping 
over each other just at one side. The gloves 
area light shade of tan, with four large but­
tons to close t hem. A small, well-strapped 
black silk umbrella is carried, and the wrap 
that may be required is a double cape that 
reaches well below the waist, of black serg 
lined with white surah silk. A monk’s hood, 
lined also with the white silk, gives a de­
cidedly picturesque air to the pretty and 
comfortable wrap, and, best of all, looks de­
cidedly smart.

The Women of Armenia.
The Armenian women are excellent house­

keepers. Their houses are models of neat­
ness and cleanliness. They are good cooks 
also. Besides the household work and the 
care of the family and domestic animals, the 
manufacture of the family clothing devolves 
upon them. With the help of the simple in­
struments, needle and spindle, they make 
with admirable skill fine woollen and cotton 
cloth, shawls, carpets, and silk embroidery. 
In all the public schools of Armenia manual 
training occupies an honourable place.

Armenian women, like all Orientals, are 
fond of bright colours. Red an«l yellow are 
common in their costumes. They wear a 
long garment of red, yellow, or blue, an 
apron of red or yellow, and yellow shoes 
without heels. Their hair falls in two braids 
on the breast, which is adorned with gold and 
silver jewellery, and with pinks and other 
flo wers. Titey wear a cap embroidered with 
silk and silver. The forehead of a married 
woman is adorned with strings of gold or 
silver coins. In some provinces they wear on 
their arms a long row of silver pendants, 
which jingle when they walk. The beauty 
of the Armenian women is praised through­
out the Orient.—Lippincott.

Banana Eating:.
During last year the American people 

manage,! to use up nearly 18,000,000 bunches 
of bananas, the exact number reported being 
17,864,714 Of these New Orleans received 
about one-third. New York nearly a quarter, 
Philadelphia a sixth, Boston more than one- 
ninth, Mobile a tenth, and Baltimore one- 
eighteenih nirl, the small remainder being 
distributed among other receiving points. 
Stated to the nearest miHion and tenth of a 
million bunches, these bananas were contri­
buted as follows:—By Jamaica, 5.2; Chiba, 
3.0 ; Honduras, 3.0 ; Colombia, 2 4 ; Blue- 
fields, 2.1 ; Costa Rica, 1 5 ; and other 
conn’ries, 0.6. The Northern ports obtain 
the most of their bananas from the West In­
dies, Jamaica and Cuba, while New Orleans 
chiefly receives from South and Central Ame­
rica. The trade is an important one interior­
ly, but it is of no small consequence as an 
item of ocean transportation. The imports of 
the one year composed no less that 1,376 car­
goes. The consumption per year averages 
more than one bunch to every four persons 
m this country, and appears not to have 
reached its per capita limit, as men engiged 
in the business report indications of a steady 
growth of the article in popular favor in the 
United States.—Chicago Tribune.

FilnrrMl of (Be tuile Mr, Tbotu.
The funeral of the late Professor Thom 

took place from his late residence, Ste- Angele 
street, yesterday afternoon, and was attend­
ed by an Immense Concourse of mourners, 
The gathering was extremely representative, 
including persons of nearly every creed and 
nationality represented here, and individuals 
in all walks of life. Such a spontaneous, 
general aud noteworthy tribute of respect 
has not been paid in Quebec to the memory 
of any one for a long time past. The prir.ci 
pal mourners were the sons of the deceased 
gentleman, Messrs. John S., Albert, and Her­
bert Thom and hissons-iu-law. Somejof his old 
and paiticular frienils acted as pall-hearers. 
The service was held at St. Andrew’s Church 
and was conducted by the Rev. A. T. Love, 
the minister of the church. The musical 
portion included the singing of a number of 
hymns, among others the ever beautiful 
“Lead Kindly Light.” The Revd. Mr. Love 
also tead a lesson from the Holy Scripture 
and lead in prayer, after which he made a 
short address. It was not his habit, 
he said, to speak on the occasion 
of funerab, but in the then present 
case he could not refrain from doing so. 
The deceased gentleman was one of the most 
widely known and most highly esteemed in 
town and was of a deeply religious turn of 
mind. His character, life and work came in 
for the most eulogistic and well deserved 
mention, and the presence of so many old 
pupils of the deceased gentleman of different 
languages and beliefs was pointed out as a 
testimony of the high regard in which he was 
held hy his former scholtrs, who included 
some of the ablest and most successful busi­
ness men to be found in America to-day. 
The fact was also related that Mr. Thom was 
senior elder ot St. Andrew’s Church, having 
been elected to that position in 1838 ami 
holding it ever since, a period of 37 years. 
Mr. Love exhorted all present to see that 
they were as well prepared as Mr. Thom for 
the last summons, which hasjrecently fallen 
with such appalling suddenness upon several 
of the congregation. The address was very 
appropriately closed by the quoting of Ten­
nyson’s famous “Grossing of the Bar.” A 
very impressive service was concluded by 
the solemn strains of the “Death March in 
Saul,” played by Mr. Budden as the remains 
and the procession left the Church. A most 
unusually large number of mourners followed 
the hearse to the burying ground to witness 
the intermrut of one of Quebec’s most well- 
known and most popular -citizens, whose 
greatest delight, as Mr. Love said, was ever 
to talk of, and take & pride in, the success in 
after life of those whom he had helped in 
early youth.

Cruelty to Animals.
Sir,—In view of the fact that the Canadian 

Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to 
Animals is making a strong effort to induce 
the Kennel Clubs in this country to follow 
the example of the English Club and decline 
to give prizes to cropped dogs, the following 
may be of interest.

1. Copy of letter written by instructions of 
II. R. H. the Prince of Wales.
“MarlboroUfiH, House, Pall Mall. S W., 

January 22, 1893.
Sir,—I am desired by the Prince of Wales 

to acknowledge the receipt of your commu­
nication, and lo inform you, in reply, that 
he has kept dogs for many years, and fre- 
qucntly sends some of them to exhibitions, 
but that he hvs never allowed any dog 
belonging to him to he mutilated. His 
Royal Highness has always been opposed 
to this practice, which, he considers, causes 
unnecessary suffering, and it would give him 
much pleasure to hear that owners of dogs 
had agreed to abandon such an objectionable 
fashion.

I am, sir, your obed’t servant,
(Sgd) Francis Knollys.”

2. Extract from article appearing in the 
Xineteenth Century Magazine, contributed by 
Dr. Fleming, C.B., at one time principal 
veterinary surgeon to Her Majesty’s Forces.

“Eir-cropping is ano.her brutal and dis­
figuring operation to which dogs have been 
subjected for two or three centuries, and 
though it is forbidden by law it is still prac- 
tisred somewhat extensively, as the number of 
animals seen with clipped ears at dog shows 
and eLcwhere testifies. It was probably first 
introduced when bulldog fighting became u 
fashionable amusement, and the ear flaps 
were almost totally removed to prevent their 
being torn and mangled by the fangs of con- 
tending dogs—for the same reason, in fact, 
as were the combs of fighting cocks and the 
h sir cropped close from the heads of pugilists. 
Mut this discreditable pastime is now abolish­
ed, so their is no occasion for ear-cropping, 
even iu the case of bulldogs, and certainly no 
valid excuse can be offered for this exhibition 
of depraved taste with regard to other breeds 
of dogs, and especially terriers—animals 
which, as their name implies, have need for 
the pendulous ear to guard the entrance to 
the auditory canal while burrowing. The 
operation is a protracted and horribly painful 
one, and it generally happens that piece after 
piece of akin and cartilage have to be clipped 
away iu order to make the portions re­
maining of the same length, but this is only 
the initial part of the business, us it it ncces- 
sat y for several days afterwards to pull the 
ears, or what is left of them, to make them 
stand erect and unwrinkled ; meanwhile ths 
piercing yells of the poor dogs while all this 
is being done is terrible evidence of the agony 
they suffer. Toy-terriers, a most delicate 
and sensitive breed of doge, are, perhaps, 
those which are now most frequently mutilat­
ed in this way. It may bo mentioned that 
deafness is not an unusual result of ear-crop­
ping, ami also that the inner part of the 
or-* mi having no protection from flies or the 
entrance of foreign matters, the flog so muti- 
I sic 1 sTUlers great annoyance during his life. 
This irreparable injury to the dog, inflicted 
to satisfy a morbid taste, is due to the stupid 
notion mat the shortened peaked tarscauac 
the Iintnial to ‘look smart’ or ‘more var­
mint.’ ”

Protestants in Beauport asylum.
( To the Editor of the Morning Chronicle.)

Sir,—The Hon. L. P. Pelletier in his let ter 
of March 26th, addressed to the Quebec Pro- 
testant Ministerial Association, in reply to 
their resolution of March 18th, appears to 
day. And it is quite evident from the tone 
of his letter, that «orne one has blundered. 
Either be, or those who placed him in his 
present official position—for no hon. gentle 
man would address an Association of Chris­
tian Ministers, as he has done, e.g. He 
refers to an “alleged resolution,” insiuuating 
thereby, that no such resolution was passed. 
Then he charges the Secretary with “pre 
tending to quote" from said resolution, thus 
insinuating a want of honesty and truthful 
ness Then he refers to “a series of insulting 
aud unjustifiable communications, which have 
been published in the newspapers." He has 
no right thus to characterise the statement 
of facts, which he lias not dared circum 
stantially to contradict. He further alleges 
that these communications were made “by 
persons representing themselves as members 
of your Association.” Here he insinuates want 
of truth and honesty, without producing one 
iota of evidence, to justify such insinua­
tions. If individual members have written 
on this subject over their own names, they 
alone are responsible for what they have 
written and can take care of themselves j 
but he knows it is not just, to hold the 
Society responsible for the utterances of indi­
vidual members, e g. Are all his colleagues 
responsible for his threats, to break up 
Confederation, and punish the Protestants of 
Quebec, if the Romish ecclesiastics do not 
get separate schools in Manitoba? If not, he 
ought not to apply this rule to others. And 
a gentleman would not have insinuated that 
the letters of individual members, written 
over their own names, “were inspired by the 
late Chaplain." If there is any private 
animus between him and the late Chaplain 
he has no right lo attribute it to gentlemen 
who have written publicly over their own 
names. Plain facts have been put before him, 
which he has not attempted to disprove, and 
his unsupported insinuations are not credit 
atle to him. And the occasion for making 
them was unhappily chosen. We made a 
very generous offer of gratuitous service, and 
asked for a room in Beauport Asylum, in 
which to conduct divine service for our Pro­
testant patients. And these two facts, he 
has altogether ignored in his letter, so replete 
with abuse. He goes on to say : “I arranged 
with the head of the Protestant Chorch in 
Quebec, His Lordship Bishop Dunn,” but he 
does not stale what that arrangement is. Aud 
I would call his attention to the fact that 
Bishop Dunn is the head of only onç of the 
four Protestant churches in the city of 
Quebec, while this Association represents all 
the Protestant churches in the city. How 
ever, if he has appointed Bishop Dunn 
Chaplain and provided a suitable place for 
divine worship in Beauport Asylum, it will 
no doubt be satisfactory, but prompt and de 
finite assurance on these two points would 
save further trouble in this matter. I can 
assure the hon. gentleman that no one in 
Quebec either dictated or saw any of my com 
munioations on this matter till they were sent 
to the press, and I accept full responsibility 
for what I have written.

THE WILDE-QUILENSBFIRRY 

SUIT.

C( >NTIN l ATION OF THE EVIDEXCE.

London, April 4—The trial of the action of 
Mr. Oscar Wilde against the Marquis of 
Queensberry for libel whs resumed to day in 
the Central Criminal Court, Old Bailey, with 
the complainant in the witness box, Mr. Car- 
son examining. Mr. Wilde, in answer to a 
question by Mr. Carson, said he hud been in- 
trod need to the man Wood by a man named 
Taylor. He had frequently been to Taylor s 
house to attend afternoon tea parties. lay- 
lor, he said, had a habit of burning pet fumes 
in the room, but candles or gas were not 
lighted upon every occasion of his visits at 
Taylor’s house. He had met a youth named 
Mavaria, who had since disappeared. Mr. 
Wilde said he was aware he had been arrest­
ed, but he did not know that Tay­
lor had made himself notorious by 
his practice of introducing young men 
to older ones. Taylor, he admitted, 
however, had introduced him to five young 
men. None of these young men had any 
trade, profession or employment as far as he 
knew. He had made them presents of money 
for the reason that they were poor. Mr. 
Wilde was questioned in regard to his ac­
quaintance with two brothers named Parker. 
He replied that ho knew them and had dined 
with them He was not aware that one of 
them was a valet and the other a groom, both 
of them out of employment. He had given 
one of them money on the occasion of his 
taking tea with him (Wilde) in the latter’s 
private rooms in St. Janies street Hi* be­
havior was in no way improper. When 
Taylor and one of the Parkers were arrested 
they were in women’s clothes. They were 
charged with felomious practices.

Mr. Carson—“When you read of Taylor’s 
arrest did it make any difference in your 
friendship for him ?”

Mr. Wilde—“I was aware that Taylor had 
been arrested, but did not know that he had 
made himself notorious. 1 was greatly dis­
tressed and wrote to him that Ids arrest aid 
not affect my friendship.1’

Mr. Wilde admitted his acquaintanceship 
w ith a man named Atkins who was employed 
by a bookmaker. He first met Atkins at the 
rooms of a gentleman whose name he declined 
to give, but which he handed up to the Judge. 
The name was not made known by the Court. 
Mr. Wilde said he had called Atkins by his 
Christian name. Atkins went to Paris with 
him and they stopped together there. Wilde 
paid the fares, but he declared that it would 
be an infamous lie to say that they had been 
guilty of any misconduct. Hehad given Atkins 
£3 upon one occasion and £15 on another, 
besides he had given him presents of various 
articles. A youth named Maher had stopped 
with him in a hotel in London. Mr. Wilde 
said that he was a nice, charming young fel­
low. He gave Maber a cigarette case worth 
£4. He k new also a youth named Grainger, 
who was a servant to Lord Alfred Douglas, 
■on of the Marquis of Quenm-berry.

Mr. Carson asked Mr. Wilde it he had ever 
kissed Grainger.

Mr. Wilde, who has succeeded remarkably 
hitherto in maintaining his composure, be­
gan to lose his temper. He declared that he 
had nevep kissed Grainger and denounced the 
insolence of Mr. Carson in pursuing the line 
of questioning hehad followed. Mr. Carson, 
he said, had insulted him throughout the 
cross examination.

In answer to a new line of questioning, Mr. 
Wilde said that a masseur had attended him 
at the Savoy Hotel, hut denied that that per 
son had ever seen him in a compromising 
situation. All of the young men who visited 
him at his rooms did so us his guest*.

This ended the cross examination. It was 
noticed that during Mr. Carson’s questioning 
several names were written on slips of paper 
and handed up to the Court. Those names 
were not made public.

Sir Edward Clarke then questioned the 
witness in re direct examination. He began 
by reading a number of letters written by the 
Marquis of Quecnberry ‘ to bis son. Lord 
Douglas, in w hich the Marquis condemned 
ids son for his conduct with Mr. Wilde. He 
also read a letter written by the Marquis re­
viling L°rd Roseberry, Mr. Gladstone and 
the Queen because of the appointment of his 
son to the Peerage of Drnmlanrig. In one of 
the letters the Marquis declared that Lord 
Alfred Douglas was not his son.

Before leaving the witness stand, Mr. 
W’ildeexpl ined his fondness for the soch ty 
of males in thoir youth, by saying that he 
disliked the old and senile, while the com­
pany of the young, happy, careless and 
original had a wonderfql charm. The me^c 
fact of their youth was amazing.

At the conclusion of Mr. Wilde's re-direct 
examination, the case for the prosecution was 
closed.

Mr. Carson, In opening the case for the 
defence, declared that all that the Marquis of 
Queensberry had said and done he stood by, 
withdrawing nothing. His sole object in all 
the steps he had taken was to save his son 
from the influence of Mr. Wilde, who, ac­
cording to his own admissions, was a friend 
of a person who was known to be a procurer 
of boys for vioioua purposes. Proof would be 
adduced that Mr. Wilde had carried on a 
criminal intercourse with the man W’ood, 
who had now returned to England and who 
would give the true version of the nogotia 
lions carried on between himself and Wilde 
for the return to the latter of a letter written 
by Mr. W’ilde. Mr. Carson referred to the 
letter from Mr. W’ilde to Lord Alfred 
Douglas as showing that Mr. Wilde had con 
ceived for him wn abominable passion, TI10 
Court here adjourned.

REPUDIA TED UY THE SENATOR.

Montreal, April 4—There arrived in 
Montreal from the West about two weeks 
ago, a young man who styled himself Captain 
Hughs and claimed to be the secretary of 
Senator Mclnncs, of British Columbia.

Mr. Knglia was in trouhle from the 
moment that he landed here. He stated 
that he. gave his baggage chocks into the 
hands of a Canadian Pacific Railway porter 
and proceeded to the St. Lawrence Hall, 
where he secured a room ami gave instruc­
tions to the porters of the hotel to bring 
dow’ii his baggage. The porters could find 
no bagg igc and none has been found since. 
Mr. Englia was notified that his baggage was 
not to lie found ami he expressed much sur- | 
prise and indignation. He visited the 
W'indsor station and lodged a complaint with 
the baggage master, who marshalled all the 
station employees before the young man for 
identification.

Mr. Englis, however, could not name the 
man to whom he gave his checks utul he pro­
ceeded to the Detective Bureau and laid his 
grievance before Chief Detective Cullen. The 
result was the same, the detectives could 
find no trace of the baggage. Mr. Englis de­
clared that the loss of his personal effects was 
a trifle, but that one of his valises contained 
political documents of great, value relating to i 
the election campaign in British Columbia 
and the property of hU Chief, Senator Mo- 
Innés. He said that the Senator would be 
naturally much annoyed at the loss and re- 
qneste 1 several newspaper men not to men 
tion the occurrence so that he might have a 
chance to recover the property before his em­
ployer arrived. Mr Englis also hinted that 
there was a polit c il conspiracy at the bott m 
of the theft and that startling developments 
might occur.

Meanwhile he continued to live at the ; 
Hall, where he soon made a number of ac­
quaintances among young men about town, to 
all of whom he confided the story of his 
trouble*.

After about a week of this, during which 
the stranger had a good time with his new ac­
quaintances, he was presented with his hotel 
hill. Then there was more trouble for Mr. 
Eoglis. Il was not convenient for him to 
settle just at that lime. As he had no 
baggage and the hotel people thought he 
never had, be was politely requested to move 
out.

Among Mr. Englis’ new city acquaintances 
were a young lawyer, to whom he confided 
his intention of taking rooms in a boarding 
house, it was so much quieter The lawyer 
mentioned casually the name of a lady who 
manages an exclusive boarding home on 
Mansfield street. Mr. Eoglis straightway 
proceeded there and, giving the lawyer as his 
reference, had himself installed in his new 
quarters.

His next move was to replace his vanished 
wardrobe. In his conversation with the 
lawyer, he learned the name of that gentle­
man’s t itlor, a well-known merchant, and 
presenting himself there as a personal friend | 
of the lawyer, ho obtained a slock of clothes 
on credit.

On Friiiay afternoon last, Mr. Eoglis pre­
sented himself at the Herald office and, after 
introducing himself, requested that the foL 
lowing personal be inserted : —

“Senator Mclones, of British Columbia, is 
expected in Montreal on April 12 on business 
connected wjih the opening of the session. 
Captain Englis, Secretary of the Senator, is 
at the St. Lawrence Hall.”

What his object was may be surmised. 
The peculiar methods of the young man and 
his story of a political conspiracy aroused 
some suspicion, and in answer to a telegram 
sent yesterday to Senator Mclnnes, at Vic­
toria, B.C., the following was received ;—

’To Editor Herald, Montreal—Have no 
private secretary in Montreal. Know no such 
terson as Englis. (Signed) Titos. K. Mc- 
NNKS."

Mr. Englis is a young man of pleasing ap­
pearance and plausible address and likely to 
inspire confidence with the publie generally.

KILTY

REFUSE TO BACK DOWN.

THE MANITOBA GOVERNMENT 
RESOLUTE ON THE SCHOOL 

QUESTION.

Winnipeg, April 4—Those who had tho 
dea that because the Hott. Thos. Greenway 

delayed before making answer to the reme 
dial order he was weakening will probably 
find themselves mistaken. The Tribune 
which speaks with authority, being the organ 
of Mr. Greenway’s Government, says to 
night : “There is not the slightest truth in 
the report of a division in the L°v‘al Cabinet 
on the school question. Each member is re 
solute in his uetermination to stand by the 
national schools, no matter what the issue 
maybe. To yield to any suggestion as to 
the appoint ment of a commission or making a 
compromise would, it is considered, he per 
fectly suicidal ami would never be approve 
by the public. The Government fully re 
cognizes that it has a mandate from the 
people of Manitoba to stand by the public 
schools system, and there is no more intention 
of departing from that mandate than there is 
of handing over the Government of the Pro 
vince to the Roman Catholics. Manitoba 
counts upon tht* hearty support of Ontario i 
he struggle us Ott’.ario must recognize that if 

the cb-rgy of Quebec sre allowed to force 
eparatc schools on Manitobi a blow will be 

s’ruck at equal rights in Canady from which 
the country will never recover. It is felt by 
our Government that the right thinking 

pie of Canada will never permit the 
French people of Quebec to have their way 
in this case and trample Provincial rights 
under their feet. While the Government 
will take the very best advice it can obtain 
in the case and give due weight to all con­
siderations, still there will he no weakening, 
and when the time conies it w ill be seen that 
the Government will stand resolutely by the 
national schools.”

Editorially, the Tribune calls upon the 
Liberals of Ontario to pronounce on the 
school question and to stand by national 
schools. It warns them that they are wasting 
time to suggest a compromise, and adds :

Commissions of inves'igatioii and all (he 
other proposed compromises need only be 
mentioned to be dismissed. It is no time for 
compromise. The national schools must be 
maintained in their integrity or the strife 
that is now raging will be intensified and per­
petuated,”

The Bank of England s Losses by 
Uounterfeiting.

(If' J- IF. Dam, in MrClure't Mayazine fo 
April. )

The known losses of the bank through 
counterfeiting, mount up, in the two hundred 
years of it* history, among the millions. The 
Drat forgery of this kind appeared in 1758. A 
youngman named Richard William Vaughan, 
to show his lady-love how easily he could 
make money, forged twenty notes, and gave 
them to her, she thriftily taking them to the 
bank. . . .

In 1,84, Old Patch, the son of an old 
c.othes dealer, and the ex-partner of Foote 
the comedian in a brewery, took £200,000 
from the bank by forgeries, making his own 
ink, paper, and press, and he hung himself 
when arrested. Astlett, in 1803, embez 
zled Exchequer bills to the value of 
£.142,000. I* auntleroy, a banker, in 
1824, obtained £360,000 by forging powers of 
attorney for sale of consuls, and was hung at 
Newgate. In the general jubilee thro.ghout 
the city over the proclamation of peace with 
the American R-public, in 1783, fourteen 
forged £50 notes were cashed unnoticed, and 
for years in the early part of this century, 
the bank’s annual loss by counterfeits was a 
figure of many thousands of pounds. Forgeries 
tc-day are rare. The machinery of detection 
is pjrfect, and the system of numbering, as 
well as the perpetual use by all bunks of 
freshly printed Bank of England notes, 
presents insurmountable obstacles to “smash­
ers."

1 he remarkable statement is made in the 
Review oj Review* that Athens, in Greece, 
supports more daily newspapers than New 
York. The range and versatility of the edi­
torial and répertoriai work is said to be ex­
traordinary, and it is often very fresh and 
fascinating. In the heat of a political cam­
paign these journals are said to contain vigor­
ous writing, by contrast with which the

^ The annual convocation of the Medical 

Faculty of Bikhop's College, which took place 
yesterday afternoon in the Synod Hall, Uni­
versity street, was marked by two important 
events. In the first instance, the present 
year marks the jubilee of the College, and 
secondly, for the first time in the history of 
Canada;the degree of M.D. andC.M. has 
been conferred upon a Jewest, Miss Regina 
Lewis-Landau. Thbsfc Were subjects outside 
the ordinary run of convocation routine, and 
as such called forth many words of congratu­
lation and expressions of good will from the 
speakers who addressed the audience.

The attendance of friends interested in the 
welfare of the University was large, and, 
among thu Students, the enthusiasm was con­
tagious and fervent. Following the prece­
dent of last year, the lady graduates have 
carried off the highest honors and medals, for 
which they were warmly commended by the 
Chancellor and Dean of the Faculty.

The proceedings opened at three o’clock by 
the entrance of the Chancellor, accompanied 
by the following, all vested in their convoca­
tion robes : Dr. Adams,Principal of Bishop’s; 
Dr. Campbell, Dean of the Medical Faculty ; 
the Rev. Principal Henderson, of the Dio- 
ceasan College ; Dr. Ross, Registrar of the 
University; Rev. Dr. Ker, Rev. G. Abbott 
Smith, Rev. Rabbi Veld, Dr*. MacPhail, 
Nichol--, Baker, Edwards, McConnell,Reddy, 
Stewart, Springle, Drummond, Briere* Bern- 
rose, Burnett, Cholefcte and Chai’tier.

After prayer by the Rev. Principal Adams, 
the Chandelier, Dr. Heneker, ^delivered the 
Opening address. Referring first to the plea­
sure he felt at being among them this year, 
a pleasure which he had to forego last year 
because of illness, he spoke of the great in­
terest which was now taken in

the welfare of the university 
by people from many lands. This year was 
one of special interest since it was the jubilee 
of the college at Lennoxville. An act of Par­
liament was passed in 1843, but the buildings 
were not completed and the real work of the 
calage begun until 1845. Consequently this 
was the fiftieth year of the existence ot the 
institution, and the authorities were looking 
forward to celebrating the event with some 
degree of eclat during the coramiug summer 
when the convocation for the conferring of 
degrees in arts and divinity was to be held 
It was expected that the Governor-General 
and Lady Aberdeen would attend the func- 
lion* and that there would also die a gather 
ing of the old friends of the College. The 
College School now occupied a position which 
was a unique one, being established on 
similar lines to that of Trinity School, Port 
Hope, Ontario, and those great public schools 
in England, such as Winchester, Harrow, 
Eton and Rugby. It was the desire of 
the corporation of the College at Lennox 
ville to form a school where physical culture 
would be developed as well a« mental 
and moral character, and he was pleased at 
the sympathy which had been Shown to 
them by all classes in furthering this ob­
ject. The establishment of Bishop’s Uni­
versity took place in 1853, or practically, 
ten years after the formation of 
the college, the object for such a course being 
two-fold, to enable the divinity students to 
mix with other men, as in the English univer­
sities, and to acquire a knowledge of the 
world as well as of theology, and not to be 
merely clergy, simply devoted to the study 
of theology. The royal charter, granted ib 
1853, conferred upon the university all the 
privileges which has been conferred upon the 
great sister institutions of Great Britain, the 
intention at the tube the charter was granted 
being that the institution should form the 
Church of England University in the Pro­
vince of Quebec, but since then the authori­
ties had felt the necessity of not limiting Its 
privileges to Churchmen, and now the doors 
had been opened to everyone, the only con­
dition exacted being that the students should 
attend a definite place of worship. The 
establishment of the Medical Faculty at 
Montreal was a necessity, since the large 
hospitals were erected here. Bishop's Col­
lege had done good in Montreal, ahd he hopecH 
to see it do better in the future. Owing to 
the immense advances which the medical 
science had made in the past fifty years, it 
was the duty of every student who graduated 
from the University to avail himself of every 
Opportunity which might advance his know­
ledge of medicine and surgery, and apply the 
skill thus imparted in ameliorating the

CONDITION OF HUMAN SaTURE.
The Doan of the Medical Faculty, Dr. Camp 
bell» lead a letter of regret at inability to be 
breseut from the Chancellor of McGill, Sir 
D maid Smith, and then announced the re 
suits of the sessioual examinations, together 
with the medalists and prize-winners, adding 
that the Corporation had decided to confer 
the ad tandem degree upon Drs. H. Cholette 
and A. P. Chartier. Owing to an insuffi 
ciency in the number of marks required, the 
Nelson gold medal could not he awarded this 
year, the second time such an event had oc 
curred in the history of the University. Re 
ferring to the work of the Medical Faculty 
and the need of adding a Dental Faculty, the 
Dean said:—“We have ha! a somewhat 
eventful and, perhaps, a somewhat stormy 
year. Some time ago the Faculty of the Uni 
versity, at the request of this faculty, gave 
us the power to appoint a dental board in 
connection with this faculty. We did so ; but 
it was necessary that we should go to the Le 
gtsl&tUre of ihe Province of Quebec for the 
purpose of getting certain amendments pass 
ei. Unfortunately, we found otirselves op 
posed in that move by a certain number of 
thcdent&l profession; we found they were 
divided. We were successful in getting our 
bill through the Lower House, but we

that is, when we reached the Legislative 
Council. I happened to have the visiting to 
do in the good old town of Quebec, and we 
Were there a great deal during the session 
endeavoring to get our bill through. We 
met with a fate very much like fhat of a man 
when he makes a stroke in the bowling alley 
we came down with a run. We did not have 
any show there whatever. However, we in­
tend to come forward this year. We are 
offering the dentists a bill which is precisely 
the same as onr medical bill. We offer them 
the degree of D.D S. We have taken the 
medical bill and inserted the word ‘dental 
instead of ‘medical.’ It seems to me that a 
bill which would elevate the dental profession 
to that of the medical is one which the den­
tists should not oppose. We believe the work 
will be of advantage to them, and we intend 
to prosecute it. We Intend to go before the 
Legislature at its next session, aud I am sure 
we will eventually succeed."

The graduates then took the oath of al 
legianoe to Her Majesty, and this was fol­
lowed by the singing of the National Anthem 
and the conferring of the ad eundem degrees 
upon Drs. Cholette and Chattier.

The members of the graduating class were 
called to the rostrum, where they reeeived 
their diplomas at the hands of the Chan 
cel lor ami the Dean. Their names were as 
follows :—Miss Josephine Canin, Miss Regina 
Lewis-Landau, Montreal ; Mr. Ü. H. Stevens, 
Nt. Felix de Valois ; Mr. C. C. Brymer, Mr. 
Wm. Mason, Mr. R A. Walker, Mr. T. Ban- 
nerman and Mr. A. In'.ernoscia, Montreal.

the valedictory address.
After the prizes had been presented to the 

prize-winners. Dr Brymer delivered the va­
ledictory address, of which the following is a 
synopsis :

“The progress made by ihe Medical Facul­
ty has been phenomenal Founded in 1871, 
that opening year saw 25 students regularly 
enrolled as undergraduates, while this year, 
the 24th, it has ou its register 60 students as 
undergraduates. 1 his is, I think, in itself 
sufficient proof of the stability and good 
standing of this institution as a medical col- 
lege. Commencing also in 1871 without any 
special hospital facilities, we have to day ac­
cess to the Montreal General Hospital, whore 
our revered Dean is an attending physician 
and one of the teaching staff, and this year 
for the first time the Western Hospital now 
a general hospital, with 50 beds besides a 
large out-door clinic, the teaching staff en- 
tirely made up of the professors and teachers 
of bishop s College. Wo have also access to 
the words of the Hotel Dieu and the Royal 
V ictoria Hospitals, besides the Women’s Hos­
pital, which is under the control of the Pro­
fessor of Obstetrics of this faculty. We have 
thus all the hospital facilities necessary for 
the study of the special branches, ophthal- 
iiiology, otology aud gynaecology. Our hos­
pital lacilnies are equal if not better than 
those offered by any other medical school on 
this continent.’'

Sincere thanks were tendered to the man­
agement of these different institutions for the 
privileges so liberally tendered to them as 
medical students and to the teaching ataffj 
for their uniform kindness. Turning to the 
teachers of the College Dr. Brymer °referred 
to the fact that the 1*acuity had no endowed 
chairs—the professors and teachers were

wmrkingpractically without remuneration-^ 
hut in the primary subjects they had ths 
most carefully prepared and Well delivered 
courses of didactic lectures, and the facilities 
for teaching these branches were as good in 
Bishop’s as in any Medical College extant. 
They had a most thorough course iu patho* 
logy and morbid anatomy, in materia medio 
and toxicology, as well us ih Hieuical juris­
prudence, hygiene or sanitary science. To 
the gentlemen leaching the branches includ­
ed in the final subjects thej wished specially 
10 e'.^.«»s tnelr gratitude. In surgery they 
had had a most careful cours* of didp.otic 
lectures “s well aa a thorough grounding in 
clinical Work whenever practicable, as well as 
a course in surgical anatomy. After referring 
to the course on diseases of the nervous sys­
tem and paying a high tribute to their honor­
ed Dean, Dr. F. W Campbell, he gave 

A few words of advice

to the students remaining In college. The 
graduating class left hoping that the stddents 
renUining would uphold the honor and 
dignity of the faculty, always endeavoring to 
bring the standard of the college up to par 
both in studious merit aud gentlemanly 
behaviour with any other college in e*- 
istenae..

Dr. Brymer concluded : “As a graduating 
class wt must say adieu, but before doing so 
we wish to thank the residents of the city 
for the kindly way in which they have 
always received us and in many cases made 
allowance for our students’ pranks. In say- 
ii>g good-bye to our professors we wish to say 
that we will always remember them and our 
Alma Mater with feelings of gratitude and 
affection, and will always remain staunch and 
true to the college in which we were in­
structed and the university that granted us 
our diplomas."

Dr. H. L. Reddy delivered the farewell 
address to the students on behalf of the 
Faculty. He said : “It has generally been 
the rule to make the valedictory more or less 
of a scientific nature» but I feel that there is 
one subject ori which ho lectures have been 
given and which does not come under any 
scientific heading^and yet, perhaps, lacking 
this, all your science may be of no avail. I 
refer to the physician himself, or, in other 
words, what manner of man you should be 
How you should conduct yourself, not only 
as regards your own personal conduct but in 
relation to the public and your confreres. 
For the lack of this knowledge, many 
young doctor has lost the race when he might 
easily have won it. What is required might 
easliy be summed up in a few words, 

use your common sense ; 
and act like a gentleman on every occasion 
In our professiofi, however, a young man finds 
himself so often peculuily situated, that 
without sonle experience he is apt to bé puz­
zled and to find it difficult to know how to 
set

Dr. Reddy enumerated a few of the dan­
gers into which young physicians fall and ex­
tended to them much sound advice, from 
which the following is deduced :

‘.‘If any of you should have the opportunity 
after leaving your Alma Mater to visit and 
study at any of the great medical centres, 
avail yourself of it ; if, however, it be neces 
sary to start at once in practice, it is better to 
start alone than with a partner; partners are 
usually not equally matched in industry, tact 
aud similar qualities, hence the union is rare 
ly as beneficial or as satisfactory as expected 
and rarely continues long. Keep up your 
medical atudies, or what you fdrrrterly ac 
quired will become misty and glide from you 
Subscribe to as many medical journals as you 
can read and afford to pay for. Du not hesi 
tate to take part in medical debates whenever 
you have anything valuable to offer. In ad 
dition to medical learning, you should strive 
to possess a large acquaintance with general 
scientific subjects ami general literature, that

“Have respect for religion. The ministra­
tions of a cheerful pious clergyman are some­
times more useful to a worn irritated patient 
than medicine. In serious cases be sure to 
inform the relatives, friends or neighbors ; 
religion does good, not only here, but here­
after. Any physician who does not recognize 
this fact, lacks the A, B, C of philosophy and 
the rudiments of oliservation.”

In conclusion, Dr. Reddy said : “Gentle­
men, we have endeavored to place your feet 
firmly on the lower rung of the ladder, and it 
now rests with yourselves to reach the top ; 
and, on behalf of this Faculty, I wish you 
‘God speed.’ ”

Rabbi Veld paid a warm eucomium to the 
worth of Bishop’s College. Though carried 
on under the auspices of the Church of Eng­
land, he was pleased to Hear testimony to the 
fact that

IT KNEW NO CREED,
in its teaching and never attempted to pro­
selytize. Proof that every denomination was 
welcome within its walls was afforded by the 
fact that a Jewess, the first of her race in 
Canada to receive the title of doctor, had that 
day graduated from its portals. In the name 
of the community he represented, he ex­
pressed sincere thanks for the liberality 
which Bishop’s had shown to those of other 
races aod creeds.

Short addresses were also delivered by Dr. 
O. P. Chartier and the Rev. Dr. Ker. The 
latter feelingly referred to the honor which 
Miss Lewis-Land tu had achieved, and, in 
*peaktr.g of the race which she represented, 
said : “God help the country which raises up 
its hand against the chosen people of God.” 
He was glad that Jew and Gentile could at­
tend the same university and compete for the 
highest honors j

Principal Adams spoke of the jubilee of the 
college, from the celebration of which he 
hoped some substantial benefit would be reap 
ed- The completion of the chapel and a new 
gymnasium were urgent needs. More en 
dowmenl wan required iu order to keep col 
leges abreast of tho times and to enable 
them to grow. The numbers in attendance 
at Lennoxville had increased. The highest 
use which could be made of wealth was to 
found and support religious, educational 
and philanthropic institutions. Reference 
was made to the admission of the dentists in 
the Medical Faculty in which the Univer­
sity had followed Trinity, Toronto. Refer 
ence was also made to the Musical Faculty, 
of which the examiner was a man of mark, 
Dr. G. M. Ganect. It was hoped that steps 
would be taken to develop the Musical Fa 
culty still further. Tiie work of women in 
this as in the Medical Faculty was referred 
to A reference was made to the graduates 
presenting themselves to be initiated, they 
were comparable to the priesthood or faculty 
of Æiculapius—a vast college, believed to 
be iu the possession of medical secrets—and 
it had been said that this guild came nearest, 
perhaps, of all the institutions of the Pagau 
world to the Christian priesthood. There 
was a refined and sacred happiness in a life 
spent in the relieving of pain. The medical 
profession has to be honored for the self-sa­
crifice and devotion of its members, for their 
consecration of mind and skill to the good of 
humanity.

Worth was not Europe’s first distinguished 
mau-milliuer, as has been supposed. In the 
reign of Louis XV a Bavarian named Rohm- 
berg became the fashion in I’aris as a maker 
of ladies’ habits. He gained the reputation 
of being skilful iu hiding little deformities in 
tho figure,and his vogue was immense. Whkn 
he died, at the untimely age of forty, he left 
a fortune of $250,000, a vast sum fora trades­
man to accumulate in those days. In the 
First Empire Leroy dressed all the princesses 
of the imperial court.
