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GARBAGE:
Westmounters underproduce ite
BY TONY MacGREGOR

An inquiry by the city
engineering department into the
gargage-producing habits of
Westmounters reveals that the
city is probably inhabited by an
exceptionally thrifty or clean-
living lot of people.
While the average North

American is usually cited as
producing just over five pounds
of gargage per day, or nearly a
ton per year, Westmounters
produce ly 2.4 pounds per
person per day,if the city’s work-
in population is included. If only
residents are counted, each
produces 3.4 pounds per day.
The city’s official population is

just over32,000 but about 10,000 of
these are transients who only
work here.

City Engineer Ed McCavour
and city works staffer Jim Miller,
who gathered the figures at the
request of The Examiner, offered
the explanation that the five-

d figure usually quoted must
include commercial and in-
dustrial waste while Westmount

"is largely residential.

Affluent aréa CF
Mr. McCavour also speculated

that because Westmount is a
relatively affluent area, many
residents may spend much time
away from the city.
The total amount of garbage.

produced by the city per year is
about 14% thousand tons. But
some commercial establish-
ments within the city cart away
their own garbage. Also, the
1444-thousand-ton figure does not
include the types of garbage
which cannot be incinerated,
such as old stoves and
refrigerators.

Yes, if one compares the 1961
figure of 10,300 tons to the latest
figure. The 1961 Westmount
population figure is listed as
31,840, However. 1961 may have
been'an unusual year.

figure out the rising cost, from a
strictly economic point of view, of
disposing of garbage becausecity
accounting methods have
changed drastically over the past
10 years.

Also, in some years the
cost of major repairs were in-
cluded in operating costs.

“Butit is safe to conclude that
Westmount does produce less
garbage than other cities,” said
Jim Miller.

No glass, paperfigures

The city has no figures on the
percentage of its garbage which
is paper and glass, but a booklet
produced by the American Iron
and Steel Institute lists paper as
50 percent of household waste
while glass is about seven per-
cent. Both these products can be
recycled, providing they can be
separated from the rest of the
garbage economically.
Mr. Miller asked Westmount’s

incinerator foreman if he had
noticed any change in the type of
garbage passing through his unit
during the 12 years he had been
working at the incinerator.
The foreman said the only

change he had noticed was that
the garbage was more com-
pressed now and mc¢ difficult to
burn.

Is there any method of getting
rid of garbage without polluting
in some way or another?
“No,” said Mim Miller who

wrote a university paper on the
problems of garbage disposal.
He said there were three ways

of getting rid of garbage —
burning it, using it as land fill and
depositing it in open dumps.

All three pollute

“All three methods,” he said,
“pollute the environment
In one way or another.”
He said using garbage as land

produced acids which caused
water pollution. Burning it

produces air polution and open
dumping creates visual pollution,
smells and disease-causing
vermin.
Apart from the small amounts

of garbage which cannot be in-
cinerated, Westmount burns its
garbage atits plant in The Glen.

How much air pollution is the
plant producing? It hasn't been
absolutely established yet, but
the city has hired a firm of
consultants to look into the
question.
The Montreal Urban Com-

munity has passed anti-air
pollution by-laws but City
Engineer Ed McCavour reports
that the by-law isn't clear on the
type of incinerator which the city
uses.
He added that the federal and

provincial governments will soon
be passing anti-air pollution by-
laws and the city government
wants to know how stringent
these laws will be before making
modifications to the plant.
“We don’t want to modify the
lant and then discover we’ll
ve to change the plant all over

again because of a more
stringent law passed by one of the
other governments,” he said.

He added that the studies
conducted so far revealed the
plant was producing only minute
amounts of sulphur dioxide, one

of the pollutants people are most
concerned about today.
Jim Miller said the biggest

problem of recycling garbage is
separation of different types.
“It costs money to have men
separate the garbage,” he said,
“because at the moment it can’t
be done mechanically.” The cost
is high, he said, because of high
labor costs.
The city can get between $6 and

$7 a ton for old newspapers and
about $15 a ton for glass, at op-
timum conditions.
“A man would have to separate

an awful lot.of garbage to makeit
worthwhile economically,” he
said. :
But City Engineer Ed Mc-

Cavour added that it was im-
possible to look at the problem
from a strictly economic point of
view.
He added that during the war

years the city did employ a man
to separate garbage, but at that
time it was a paying proposition.
Mr. McCavour said he was

convinced we would see im-
provements in garbage recycling
and in solving pollution problems
in general because ‘‘a lot of
people have started thinking in
recent years.”
Mr. Miller saw the pollution

problem as highly complex with
no easy solution. ;
“Just going around banning

products could aggravate the
unemployment problem and
upset the economy,” he said.
“You have to look at the problem
from all sides.”
He said one of the big problems

was that it is cheaper to make
new products from new materials
rather than recycling used
products.
He emphasized that the city’s

present methods of attempting to
recycle glass and newspaper
were experimental and would be
evaluated.
~The city has set up two glass
deposit boxes on Tupper street
opposite the Reddy Memorial
Hospital and has requested
residents to bundle up their
newspapers.

Thrown to one side

The newspapers are thrown to
one side of the garbage truck and
later separated at the in-
cinerator. This idea emanated
from one of the lead hands of a
garbage collection crew, O.
oulerice, who realized that the

city’s first experiment of having
a separate truck collect the
newspapers was just not feasible.

The grandson of onetime Prime
Minister Arthur Meighen, while
zeroing on policies of the present
Liberal government and par-
ticularly in the area of respon-
sibility as president of the
Treasury Board of the sitting
Westmount member, Hon C.M.
Drury, the young local lawyer
surveyed the labor field—
particularly large bargaining
units in essential services—and
declared the strike weapon as
now used out-moded and a threat
to members of the labor force
themselves as consumers.
He cited AFL-CIO President

George Meany in support of his
assertion that the costs of strikes
outweigh their gains.

Cites Australia

He also cited, in support of
curbs on strikes in Canada, the
experiences of Austrialia ‘‘where
the stated benefits are enviable”
resulting from binding ar-
bitration—speedy settlements,
uniformity of wages and working
conditions, stable rather than
militant unionism, and penal
sanctions which reduce drawn-
out work stoppages.
Mr. Meighen deplored in-

consistencies in federal govern-
ment settlements with its own
employees which ‘make non-
sense of the national economic
policy.” Taxes, postal rates and
other costs rise in consequence.
He said the consequence of

‘irresponsible’ government
wage eadership are country-
wide, setting the tone for in-
dustrial bargaining. He foundit
incredible when the government
“has in part legislated away the
right to confrol such pressure
points in the economy and,
secondly, that the invevitable
discomfort for 20 millions of
people is set in motion by a few
well organized groups with
competing claims.”
Provincial and municipal

employees have begun to build on
the example of .the federal
situation and to exercise the
strike weapon more frequently,
he claimed.

Montreal hard hit

“Montreal has been par-
ticularly hard hit,” he said,
“having experienced strikes by
bus drivers, police, stevedores,
teachers, hospital workers, and
Jatterly having experienced the
frightening absence of snow
removal crews.”
He thought it an anomaly that

these should have occurred when
unemployment in Canada has
been higher for longer than at
any time in recent history.

“If then the Canadian public is
obliged to interrupt itself to ar-
bitrate through popular opinion
in the press and other channels in
a dispute between their elected
representative and their civil
service, then it is high time we
recognize the situation and insist
on formal arbitration,”’ he
declared.

SUBURBAN residents, not least
of all Westmounters, have been
in something of a fools’
paradise for over two months
now.

While our superb police depart-
ment became, on paper at
least, a part of the new Mon-
treal Urban Community Police
Department Jan. 1, nothing
much appears to have hap-
pened.

The familiar, friendly men of the
Westmount force continue to
perform all the highly valued
services and courtesies upon
which Westmount citizens

have come to depend.
The painstaking work of the
various divisions continues
unbroken. Vehicles still
proudly carry the Westmount
coat of arms. Persons with
troubles, complaints and
problems get prompt, efficient
attention to their calls to 934-
0711 at 21 Stanton street
headquarters, right here still in
Westmount.

ALL OF thisis thanks only to the
cart-before-horse creation of
the MUC force.

It came into being Jan. 1, the
Quebec-controlled security
council was then formed and
then the director was named.

Director Daigneault in turn
began gathering a staff about
him. And now they are plan-
ning the new integrated
department, after the fact.

Before long, the plans are going
to be put into action.

One of the early steps which can
be expected—early because it
will signal the assumption of
centralized control—will be a
new communications setup.

It is known that greatly enlarged
phone and radio facilities are
being installed downtown.

One central phone number for
police, embracing the centre
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equipment in erstwhile
suburban vehicles will be
changed over to new
frequencies.

The major, vital steps will then
have been taken.

+ + +

AT THAT point local control of
policing will have ended for all

practical purposes.
If you hear suspicious sounds in

the night; if a strange car is
blocking your driveway; if a
child or an elderly person has
wandered off; if there is any
one of the many reasons why
you might,as in the past, phone
the police for help or

reassurance—no longer will it
be a Westmount matter.

The decision as to whether or not
even to respond to your call will
be made downtown,

Beyond that, the decision as to
just how many police vehicles
may be patrolling at any time
in Westmount, or within easy
reach of Westmount, will be
made downtown. Response
time will be decided downtown
and its reasonableness after
the event will be a downtown
judgment.

In short, while it has been
“business as usual” in the
policing of Westmount since
Jan. 1, be prepared for some
early change.

+ + +

IT COULD,of course, be that the
new MUC Police Department
will be a great boon to the
Island of Montreal.

Massive centralization could, if
imaginatively handled, provide
forms of service to the whole
community not now enjoyed.
Certainly, there is no unifor-
mity in quality of police service
on the island now.

But improvement is yet to be
demonstrated.

Some Montreal believe that
municip: o daries
somehow a i grime,

organized 9c /ofjief)fjse; that

abolishing these borders, with
one force, will be a blow to law-
breakers.

That, too, is yet to be shown.
Smaller, closely-controlled units
have demonstrated flexibility
and efficiency in the past which
big forces, such as the City of
Montreal’s heretofore, could
envy.

INTERGRATION, now on paper,
soon will be with us in fact.

We must keep our fingers
crossed.

We must pray that Director
Daigneault is the solid
professional he is reputed to be,
that his planning is sound.

We must pray that Judge
Coderre, as chairman of the
security council, can balance
the interests of the suburbs
with those of Montreal, and the
interests of our officers and
men with those of Montreal.

We must pray that the Quebec
Police Commission will temper
a maximum of watchfulness
with a minimum of in-
terference.

We must pray that Policemen’s
Brotherhood President Mar-
cil’s disproportionate say in
Montreal police affairs will not
be enlarged in the new force.

And we must pray that our calls
to the police, in the future, will
be answered as they have been,
in Westmount, in the past.

Federal election

Hisis tackling the policies of the
governmentin print and on the
speaking circuit and, not in-
significantly, is focussing at-
tention on the labor relations
policy of the Treasury Board,
Hon. Bud's domain.

It is good strategy. Federal labor
policies have many chinks

 

and who hasn’t? — from the
effects of strikes in the public
service ranging from the postal
mess through the more recent
airport tieups, and now the
CBC fiasco.

The issues in a federal election
campaign at this time as they
are thus shaping up locally are
interesting and, fortunately, on

Local initiatives programs

performance in Westmount

On the majority of my regular
fortnightly trips to Westmount
since the New Year, I have taken
time out to visit a few projects
operating either in the City of
Westmount or in the federal
constituency of the same name
with the help of “local initiative”
funds.

1 would now like to prevail upon
my readers’ patience by relating
my observations on the
imagination and creativity that
many of their fellow citizens and
neighbors have injected into
these projects.
The youth habilitation

demonstration is a pioneer
organization endeavoring to
‘‘habilitate,”” as opposed to
“rehabilitate,” men and women
who have never lived in the kind
of environment that condition
people for normal participation
in society. By selecting a tiny
number of individuals whose
behavior will be carefully
studied, the project organizers,
with the help of highly trained
human resources available in Sir
George Williams University.
hope to teach behavioral pat-
terns and psychological attitudes
which will give them an infinitely
greater chance of realizing their
potential.
The Children’s Service Centre,

located in Weredale Park, is
using its grant to provide
recreational activities for some
of the 900 foster children underits
jurisdiction, and to teach courses
to volunteers on how to help
disabled or unwed mothers
manage their families.

Senior citizens

The Westmount Park Church
has turned over part of its
facilities to a group of senior
citizens who are for the first time
meeting regularly throughout the
week. This project is being co-
ordinated with the well-known
Interfaith program of the Temple
Emanuel, which means
that the participants in the
project should not be restricted to
parishioners of the church.
STOP, also known as the

Society To Overcome Pollution,
is employing the funds allocated
to it by hiring new personnel who
will conduct studies on air
pollution, work on projects and
displays, develop an en-
viromental education program,
and help operate the Beacon-
sfield Recycling depot.
Green Spaces, another of the

projects which I have personally
visited, is testing public reaction
to the concept of a ““Green’’ or
‘“‘open spaces’ plan for the Island
of Montreal by promoting debate
and discussion and by holding a
public conferencein the spring. À
number of experts in the urban
planning field are co-operating
with the group’s research
operations which means that
their final report to the City of
Montreal ought to be pretty
enlightened.
These are only five out of the 32

projects being funded by local
initiatives grants whose principal
activitesor whose he offices”
aire lpchtedIn the ‘federal ridigg

> are ‘many’ Tooke
which I have not had an’ op-

portunity to visit but which I
understand are e ually
imaginative and popular. j
that my high praise about the
quality of the proposals put
forward by Westmounters is
substantiated by the fact that the
federal government officials saw
fit to allocate to these 32 projects
grants totalling $736,847 — a not
inconsiderable sum.

Word of caution

1 feel compelled to add a word
of caution at this particular point
and it has to do with the future of
‘special employment plans”
such as the local initiatives
program: present and future
organizers should be discouraged
from expecting financial
assistance on a permanent basis
from the federal government for
similar types of work.
For as it looks increasingly

probabable that the unem-
ployment figures are going to
decline steadily, so will it be less
and less necessary to create
emergency and temporary jobs.
In the meantime, I am con-

vinced that with the very rare but
well publicized exception, the
monies are being very fruitfully
spent, and 1 commend the many
Canadians who are participating
in this program for their
ingenuity and initiative.

their reasons. So now they are
doing this at the high school and
whose point of view do you think
they should present, the govern-
ment’s?
This brings out another point

clearly; there is no one in the
community to explain the
government's position, although
it spends the taxpayers’ money
on advertisements in defence of
it. The local board cannot defend
the employer’s position, being
completely out of the
negotiations. If the PSBGM has
any views on them, they are not
being publicized.
No, the teachers are here in the

community and are trying to
make themselves heard. They
are defending themselves, true,
but the danger to education in
Westmount does not come, so far
as I can see, from teacher
militants so much as from
Government policy at Quebec.
Take two of the most burning

issues in education in Quebec in
the last few years, pupil-teacher
ratio and teacher classification.
In both cases the policy has come
from Quebec.
During the last round of

negotiations the teacherstried to
reach the parents on the question
of the pupil-teacher ratio but
without much success. It was
onlv when parents realized, for
instance, that a ratio of 27 to 1 in
the primary school could mean
classes of 36, 37, or 38, with fewer
and fewer specialists even so,
that they grasped the importance
of the problem... 1.1 4,24

rightly . u by, th arbitrary
decision of. thé \sbverdment to

classify teachers on its own,
contrary to the previous
collective agreement and in such
a way as to down-grade large
numbers of them from
classifications under which they
had been hired. As these
classifications had been
established by the PSBGM, one
may hardly say that the teachers
are being greedy in asking that
they be respected.
Sure, the negotiations are

complex and the education bill is
high. Of course parents who
attend the meeting will realize
that they are hearing one side
only. So what? Nothi is
preventing the government from
explaining its case to all who are
interested.

Police, fire sirens

respect is urged

Sir: I feel that the attention of
the citizens of Montreal, and
Westmount, needs to be called to
the Highway Code.

The car in line
behind him was only prevented
from following by a pedestrian

The fire engine had to slow

right down, and swerve sharpl
to avoid the car which did pull
out. They were going to a fire on
Roslyn, which apparently was
not serious, but if there had been
more trucks involved, and other
cars acted in the same
irresponsible manner, there
could have been an accident, and
still another fireman injured.
Perhaps through your paper,

some attention can be drawn to
the responsibilities of the
motorist, not only to his own
safety, but to that of the police,
fire and other emergency ser-
vices.

that low-cost rental subsidized
housing projects (such as the
proposed one) especially are the
very worst of all municipal evils.
The article’s reference to ‘‘a

Frankenstein monster’’ and
“instant” and ‘‘dismal slums”
(even where a given project had
received the very highest ar-
chitectural honors) does truly
little to allay our concern in
respect of the one now being
readied for implantation in our
city. .
These important disclosures by

Fortune are timely, and
strikingly in line with our

- previously-expressed views, and
we would particularly like to
point up the following conclusions

awn therefromto be

(1) Glaring and very unfair
inequities always exist in public
housing, both vis-a-vis the con-
tributing taxpayers, and the
occupants themselves;

(2) Project housing, it seems,
forms a haven for social disorder
and crime, and is a destructive
blighter of neighborhoods. They
are unjust, most of all to their
own occupants. (Without the
added disadvantage of being
crowded against both a tran-
scontinental railway and a high-
way!);

(3) Only the welfare, etc. cases
will stay; the rest move out when
they are expected to pay
anything more than the rock
minimum rent;

(4) They are virtually im-
possible of administration
(setting aside, of course, the
added ludicrous traffic problems
inherentin this particular one!);

(5) Each rental type unit (not
“building’’) eventually costs
$180, to $200,000 over the long
term — representing a crushing
burden on the taxpayer!;

(6) Where absolutely necessary
to “publicly house” people,it has
been consistently found that
rejuvenated older existing
buildings are far less costly; (for
obvious reasons) -- see aur
letter, Westmount Examiner,
Feb. 10.,

(7) The concept of a cash or
scrip payment (or series thereof)
so that individual personal
arrangements can be made for
private housing, is strongly
recommended, in preference to
any type of public housing.
Like all long-term West-

mounters, we are proud of our
well-run city, and our police and
fire protection second to none in
America. We nonetheless deem it
foolhardy to think that as
neophytes in such a pernicious
field, we could expect ‘‘ipso
facto” to do much better than our
American counterparts. Their
professional expertise as well as
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The Westmount Examiner,

their sad experiences with public
housing span a third of this
century.

None of us are in any measure
reassured by the mass of
euphoria which has accompanied
the promotion of the city’s
proposed project. We think it will
change nothing in the poor
history of such programs.
With city mergers and MUC

taxes upen us,surely our citizens
at large need to be protected
from such untrod and potentially
astronomical fiscal burdens —
uite apart from all other
etrimental considerations. This

is doubly true for those of us
being asked to bear the added
extraordinary personal
sacrifices of living quality,
abased property values,over-

crowding, etc., in our daily lives.
In light of the foregoing, all our

people ask that the public housing
concept be abandoned as ob-
solescent, in our public ac-
commodation problems,
whatever they are, can be more
easily solved in an imaginative,
happier, and far less costly
manner.

degrading problems of public
housing for Westmount? We urge
a changeof direction while there
is yet time.
