PROGRESS OF MONTREAL.

New Public and Private Build-
ings.

We herewith present, as we have done annu-
ally for several years past, our review of the
new buildings erected and improvements car-
ried out in the city during the year which is
drawing to a cloge. Itisa most pleasing fea-
ture of these retrospects that we have always a
vast improvement to chronicle,—there is
neither standing still nor going back, but al-
ways a marked, frequently a rapid advance-
ment to note. So quickly indeed, are changes
for the better effected, that travellers absent
for but a few months, return to find the aspect
of whole distvicts altered. How great the dif-
ference then to those resident in the city for
thirty odd years, between the appearance, re-
sourceg, and extent of the great commercial
metropolis now and when they first took up
their abode here, Where offensive quagmires
and sluggish streams of muddy water then ob-
tained a place, the greatest thoroughfares, the
largest commercial emporiums, the most
charming parks and delightful villas are now
to be found, The Sf. Lawrence has been
spanned” and the few straggling wharfs are re-
placed by magnificent docks, a credit and orna-
ment to the city. Manufactories of every sort
have sprung up, the handiwork of which com-
petes favorably with that of any other country
in the world. Groupes of hovels have been
torn down to make way for terraces of noble

Tt is a question, how-
ever, whether further improvements of this
character should be carried out, whilst the city
is permitted to remain in such a state of filth
as we now find it, and destitute of many sani-
tary arrangements of the very highest import-
ance. The citizens generally would undoubt-
edly rather see money spentin keeping clean
the streets, in draining swampy land, and in
taking other measures of a precautionary char-
octer, than in widening or extending thorough-
fares.

While on the subject of streets we cannot for-
bear directing attention once more to the ma-
terial used in theéir construction. Kvery one
knows that Bonaventure street-has been shun-
ned by vehicles throughout the whole of last
summer in consequence of its being covered
with great boulders—for really ne other term
could bLe applied to the stones used in the
covering.  Although the City Surveyor has
year alter year in his reports protested against
using limestone for macadamizing the streets,
it is still taken from the Reservoir and spread
upon them, some of the stones used being as
large as one’s head, as for instance in the street
we have named, and Berthelot street. Itis
utterly impossible that a good enduring sur-
face can ever be obtained in this way; hence
the abominable condition of many of our
thoroughfares and the enormous expensc of
keeping them in any sort of passable condition.
The stone obtairied hy the enlargement of the
Reservoir can doubtless be applied to some
good purpose, but that is certainly not the
macadamizing of the streets. In the construc-
tion of a good road, not only does much de-
pend on the metal used, hut also on the sub-
stratum gecured for the material to rest upon
which should be firm, solid and dry. If the
sub road be well laid, enormous expense is
saved in repairs.  But too much attention can-
not be paid to the qualily of stone employed in
forming the road covering, It should notonly
be hard, but tough, so that it may not be re-
duced to powder by the action of the wheels.
Granite is one of the best matevials, and eur
able City Surveyor, Mr. McQuisten, has con-

stantly, but unavailingly been urging its in-
troduction,  Limestone, almost above any
other deseription, ghould be avoided in conse-
quence of its softness and affinity for water,
which ceuses the road where it is employed to
split up after wet weather succeeded by frost.
Mud is produced in wet weather and blinding
dust in dry. Such roads can never be kept in
a clean and healthy condition, and are n constant
gource of expense if they are to be kept in re-
pair. But not only is this soft stone employed,
buc in lumps of ridiculous dimensions. Each
piece should pass through a ring two and a
half inches in dismeter in every direction ; but
some of that we have seen used here would
gearcely go through a ring six or eight inches
in diameter. It is laid down also in coats alto-
gether too thick. Many roads are spoilt in
this way. Never more than three inches
should be spread at once, and half that is often

Any of
this sort of work which we have seen in pro-
gress has, it seemed to  us, been done
with great care. 'The street to which
we have just referred is, perhaps, the
best paved in the city. We think, howevyer, that

the Corporation should hold out some induce-

ment to parties to open granite quarries in the
country. There is plenty of it we believe, and
the Corporation have only to decide to doa
quantity of granite block paving for a few years
to come, to Induce parties to quarry it. Lime-

ments have been carried out under the superin-
tendence of Mr. Hutchison, architect, during
the past season. A new music gallery has
been erected on the right, and there is some
talk, we believe, of another being put up at
the other end of the building, which wonld
have a good appearance. The bed of the rink
has also been raiged, and painting and other
improvements been carried cut.,

A medal-
lion, overlooking the choir, contains the Nati-
vity of Christ ; above the chapel of St. Ignatins
is Christ blessing little children, and Christ
among the Doctors in the Temple. Various
other scenes such as the raising of Lazarus, the
Good Shepherd carrying hom« the stray sheep,
the Prodigal Son, &c., fill up the side panels,
while, in a corresponding place to the scene
among the Doctors in the Temple, is Christ with
a poor artisan, himself using the implements
of Trade. The other illustrations will be of a
similar character. The tone is warm yet sub-
dued, and the colours used are suitable to the
grave character of a building used for divine
service.

and 259, built for Thos. Mussen, Esq., are of a

new and original design. They are an addition
to the old and well established store, a portion
of the front in St. Lambert strect being used
again in the new edifice. It now, with the ad-
dition of a fourth story, forms a block of sixty
feet frontage on Notre Dame street, and
eighty feet on St. Lambert street. Mr. Mus-
sen we understand again occupies the whole,
one portion being devoted to dry goods, and
the other to carpets, &e. It is builtof Montreal
stone in the Renaissance style of architecture,
being remarkable for its originality in detail,
the cornices, &e., being treated as if they were
metal and not sham stone; the upper one be-
ing one of the handsomest in the city. Wrought
iron beams, newly introduced in construction,
have been adopted for carrying the floors.
They are entirely hid, This gives greater
height to the rooms and extra solidity to the
edifice; and is valuable in case of fire. In the

citizens of the realm, of their feelings of sym-
pathy and condolence with the Government
and people of the United States in the calam-
ty which they had suffered in the lamentable
death of the late President Abraham Lincoln.
The same procéedings spoke in one yoice the
language of indignant reprobation against the
perfidious political crime of assasination, by
which the eminently useful and honourable
career of the late Chief Magistrate was so
abruptly brought to a fearful, yet for him most
triumphant end.
J Uwing to some peculiar casnalties the effi-
ciency of this department was impaired at the
time these despatches were received. They
obtained only a simple and formal acknowledg-
ment from the presiding Secretary, and no in-
structions were (given you concerning the re-
cognition of the papers alluded to, by this
Government. I huve now to inform you that
all of the communications thus received were,
without any delay, submitted to the President
of the United States, and were read by him
with  profound emotions of sensibility and
gratitude. It was his expectation that the
parties from whom these generous and sym-
pathetic utterances had come would be duly and
properly assured oftheir consolatory inlluence,
not only upon himself bub upon the whole
American people. Itis deeply regretted by
this Government that this expectation of the
President was found impracticable.
“Our Government, simply constructed with
adaptation to the transaction of necessary
affairg in the ordinary course of administration,
found itself in the condition in which thig
department then existed inadequate to the
immediate acknowledgment of such varion
and vast obligations suddenly and unex-
pectedly incurred. The regret. however, is in
some measure mitigated by the fact that these
expressions of British sympathy and good will
were only a part of similar manifestations of
the same feelings which ocenrred in every part
of the world. Nevertheless, the President
earnestly desires that recognition shall even
now be made of the sympathies and con-
dolences which we thus poured inupon us with:
a profusion that did honour to human
nature,
“You will attempt to execute this purpose so
far as Great Britain is concerned by giving to
Earl Russell a copy of this degpatch, and by
promulgating it in England, cither with or
without accompanying references to the add-
resses, resolutions, lettors, and other testimoni-
als to which I have referred asshall be found
practicable.
