Elgin recalls early settlers

early councils and linked the
decisions of those days to our
present way of life.

Elgin Township did itself
proud Sunday with a two-part
community gathering
marking its 125th an-
niversary. About a thousand
residents of the municipality
and the surrounding areas
gathered at the township hall
for the official observance or
later on the farm of Mayor
James Gavin for a family
picnic.

The township, smallest in
population of any in Hun-
tingdon County, drew praise
from the many visitors for the
work of the residents in
organizing the event. The
weatherman co-operated after
a dismal week by serving up
one of the most delightful days
of summer.

The ceremonies opened with
Mayor Gavin symbolically
cutting a ribbon at the en-
trance to the township hall,
built in 1868. He used a
penknife originally owned by
the first mayor of Elgin,
Daniel McFarlane Sr. It was
loaned for the occasion by a
descendant, and namesake,
Daniel McFarlane.

William Howieson, township
resident, led in the singing of
0 Canada! accompanied on
the trumpet by Ruth Sparrow
of New Erin.

Gerald Laniel, member of

Parliament for Beauharnois,
which includes Elgin, and
Claude Dubois, Huntingdon
County MNA, made brief
addresses of congratulation
and expressed their pleasure
in being able to take part in
such an occasion. Mayors and
officials of surrounding
municipalities were in-
troduced. Members of Elgin
Council joined in installation
in the council chamber of a
plaque commemorating the
event, and had an official
photograph taken.

Before and during these
events three pipers and a
drummer played Scottish airs,
recalling that many of the
original settlers of Elgin came
from Scotland. The pipers
were Kathy Paul Anderson,
Wanda Goundrey and David
McIntyre, and the drummer
William Stewart.

Mayor Gavin spoke of his
researches into the early
records of the township which
had led him to realize the full
extent of the hardships of the
pioneer settlers and the spirit
of co-operation they had
shown in helping one another.

Apparent civic tax
boost is explained

Ratepayers in the Town of
Huntingdon are still confused
about this year’'s municipal
tax bills. Most citizens have
now received two separate
accounts, together totalling
quite a bit more than last
year's single bill.

This proves, many citizens
have complained, that taxes
have risen sharply this year,

Not so, says Huntingdon
Mayor Gerald Brisebois,

The coniusion, says
Brisebois, has come about
because of the new regulations
introduced by the Quebec
government, which affect not
only Huntingdon but every
municipality in the province,

Under Bill 57, passed last
year, the Provincial
authorities took away from
school boards the right to levy

Another
knife
attack

A Huntingdon woman was
robbed at knife-point in her
own home last Saturday. A
man rang her doorbell, asked
her if she was the lady of the

house, drew a knife and
demanded all her money.
The bandit, who wore no

disguise had mid-length dark
hair and was about 5'8"". He
got away with the victim’'s
purse containing about $300.
The robbery occurred around
8 p.m. and the victim escaped
without bodily harm.

A similar technique was used
recently in the store of Arnold
Kahn at 103 Chateauguay St.
in Huntingdon. 70 year old
Kahn, had been visited by a
man armed with a knife whose
description seems to closely
resemble that of the bandit
who threatened and robbed
the woman at home Saturday.

Police say they have a good
description of the attacker in
both robbery cases and the
inquiry into both robberies
continues.

In the meantime Police
Chief Joffre L'Heureux ad-
vised Huntingdon citizens to
take precautionary measures
to ward off would-be at-
tackers. L'licureux said older
people are advised to double
check their doors and windows
and be especially cautious
about answering the door to
strangers.

taxes, with a minor exception.
In future the government will
pay all education costs
directly instead of having part
come from grants and part
from school taxes as
heretofore.

Simultaneously, in a sort of
financial juggling act, Quebec
stopped paying the grants it
used to give municipalities
based on a rebate of the sales
tax collected locally. To
Huntingdon this meant a loss
of $231,000. Instead of this
rebate municipalities may use
the school tax field which
Quebec has abandoned.

What it all adds up to is that
ratepayers will be paying the
money they used to lay out in
school taxes to the
municipalities instead.

It's all a bookkeeping ad-
justment, says Brisebois, and
the majority of Hun-
tingdonians will be better off
as a result

There was so much con-
fusion about implementing the

new system, not only in
Huntingdon but throughout
the province, that the

government gave permission
for taxes to be billed in two
installments. (Municipalities
blamed the confusion on the
fact that Quebec tried to push
through the changes too fast).

Huntingdon therefore, for
example, sent out one bill on
July 1 based on last year’'s
rates, and a second one earlier
this month. The second was to
make up the difference bet-

ween the old and the new
rates.
It is this second account

which has perplexed many
citizens. However, said the
mayor, the total of the two
bills should compare
favorably with last year's
school and municipal accounts
together. There was ad-
mittedly some increase in
taxes because of inflation,
said Brisebois, but allan-all
the majority of residents will
pay less than under the old
system. He estimates that
total collections will be as
much as $50,000 less than
under the previous
arrangements.

un a final note you
probably won't get off without
paying any school tax at all
this year, however. School
boards have always had a
buried levy for what they
describe as “‘inadmissable
expenses,”’ those costs which
the Quebec government says
aren't really necessary These
will remain in most cases.
School boards have been
silent on what they might
amount to this year

Agriculture Can ada has
opened a new animal
pathology laboratory at St.
Hyacinthe, Que., to serve
the Quebec livestock in-
dustry.

An animal pathology
laboratory had been
located on the campus of
Macdonald College, Ste.
Anne de Bellevue, since
1947, It was decided several
years ago that the
laboratory would be more
appropriate near the
School of Veterinary
Medicine in St. Hyacinthe.

The new site allows
personnel from the animal
pathology laboratory to
collaborate with the staff of
the veterinary college.

Under the dJirection of
Dr. Andre Gagnon, the
laboratory staff will carry
out research and provide
diagnostic support for the
Quebec livestock industry.

Special attention will
continue to be paid to
brucellosis testing under
Agriculture Canada’s
brucellosis eradication
program to help eliminate
this costly disease in
Canada. In addition,
researchers at the new
laboratory will concentrate
on swine diseases.

The laboratory will
eventually employ about 10
people and will be tem-
porarily housed in
buildings near the
veterinary college until
permanent, larger

laboratory facilities can be
built.
