Residents living in the southeast

sector of Westmount are fighting
hard to preserve what they call a
valuable community resource, the
Greene avenue Unity building.

After Centraide withdrew its an-
nual $100,000 funding to the Unity
Boys’ and Girls’ Club in April — and
a plan to rent out part of the building
tothe city for its public security unit
fell through — the club board of
directors decided to sell the property
at 1090 Greene.
The board realized the clientele

described in its mandate no longer
exist in large enough numbers in the
area.
The building was put on the mar-

ket in late September with a $1.2
million price tag and several com-
panies expressed interest. The board
planned to use the proceeds as “seed

money” to re-establish the club else-
where. ;

Several residents in the area were
concerned by this prospect. They
passed the word around and a group
of more than 40 people soon formed
to see if an alternative existed. They
met with the Unity board and the
sale was put on hold.

Louise Blais, a resident of Greene
and part of the group, told THE EX-
AMINER the residents don’t want to
lose the building. They would like to
see it become a community centre to
serve Westmounters.

“If Unity wants to go elsewhere,
that’s fine. But they shouldn't take
the resources out of the community,”
Ms Blais said.

Detailed report

The group prepared a detailed 12-
page report that envisions alterna-
tive scenarios to having the building
sold to a purely commercial enter-
prise or a developer who would raze
it and build houses on the land.
The residents approached several

groups and found some of them in-
terested in renting out parts of the
building. In the report, they ident-
ify three potential core users — a
daycare, a preschool and a theatre
group — and indicate the number of
people involved and the amount each
group could pay for using space.
Other time-share users are men-

tioned, including the city for some of
its recreation activities and a group
of ballet teachers who would give
dance classes.
Other potential core users identi-

fied are a corporate daycare and a
physiotherapy clinic.
The report includes a financial re-

port identifying the cost of building
maintenance and how the different
scenarios could cover the expenses.
Three options are identified for

Records set SundayandMonday: |

New power-consumption highs
as residents feel the cold

Westmounters used more electri-
cal power Monday evening at 5:45 pm
than at any single time ever before,
city officials said Tuesday.
The new power consumption re-

cord broke the previous one set the
night before when overloading
plunged parts of the city into dark-
ness.
Monday's new record was set at

supper hour when demand peaked at
67,448 kilowatts. There were minor
problems in the summit area and a
few momentary outages.

Sunday's peak of 64,488 kilowatts
at 7 pm had more serious conse-
quences. Attributed to -22 degree
Celsius temperatures, the heavy de-
mand took light and power officials

… by surprise.
‘“That’s the last thing we expect on

a Sunday,” said Bruce St Louis, di-
rector of the Westmount utility. “It’s
typically the lowest day of the
week.”

The new figures, he said, show
“incredibly high consumption” and
were reached without some of the
city’s larger buildings (such as 1
Wood) operating at full capacity.
The previous record was set last

Jan 14 at 61,056 kilowatts. That broke
the record established eight days
earlier of 59,688 kw. Prior to that,
peak consumption occurred in Feb-
ruary 1987 with 54,000 kw.
The record has thus increased al-

most 25 percent in less than two
years.

A plan to provide Westmounters with the means to call for emergency
help in the eventof a telephone system '‘Blackout,”is part of an island-
wide effort to set up a radio network for emergency vehicles and foot
patrols. These resources are to be positioned in strategic locations
through the City of Westmount.

Highly visible MUC Police and Public Security Units will patrol main
arteries in the city, linking the strategic locations to complete the
temporary communications network.

The purpose of the plan is to enable citizens to go to the nearest point to
get help if they should need police, firefighting or ambulance
assistance.

In addition to emergency vehicles stationed and patrolling, the resourc-
es of the Glen Power station, Corporation Yard, fire station, Public
Security headquarters and the Metro will be available for use.
Personnel with radios will be placed at the following locations, in order
that a citizen may reach a radio point within five minutes of walking
distance.

Don’t bulldoze Unity

BULLDOZE Unity?

We get the impression that the directors of
the nearly half-century-old Unity club on

Greene avenue have not thought through

the effect of any decision they may make

concerning the all but disused facility.

Theircurrent plan is to sell the property toa

developer and use the proceeds for good
works elsewhere.

Soundsfine. Butisit?

This nine-person board represents no one
but their predecessors and fellow direc-
tors who elected them. They appear not to

know what their constituency might be.

It is not, asthey appearto suppose, the Boys’

and Girls’ Clubs Association of Canada.
Rather, the directors of Unity and other

such clubs are the constituency of that
association.

Unity came naturally and honestly under
the aegis of the association in its heyday
and by the nature of the activities which

evolved after the local club’s founding in
1944.

It is that founding, the roots of Unity, which

its present directors seem to have lost
sight of. It arose out of growing concern in

the Westmount community, and more par-
ticularly that of the southeast quadrant of

thecity, over the numbers of young people

hanging around the area seemingly aim-
lessly and undirected.

“ What evolved was a clearly Westmount

answer. The City of Westmount acquired

the land on Greene avenue, ideally and

centrally located in the area of concern
both in Westmount and in the immedi-

ately neighboring Montreal district, and

sold it for $1 to the initial directors. As it

has in many another demonstrated oppor-
tunity for community service, the Rotary

Club of Westmount raised the funds to

build the present clubhouse. The solid,

substantial building remains today just
that.

But, unfortunately, virtually unused under

its more recent management. Centraide

quite properly found better uses for the

funding it had provided until this year.
Unity people say its problem is demograph-

ics, that boys and girls, underprivileged
or otherwise, no longer hang around the

neighborhood and that, even if they did, a
boys' and girls’ club of the kind that has

served the area so well in the past no
longer attracts them.

This may be true. However, in October when
use of the building as a possible future

headquarters for the Westmount Public -

Security Unit came unstuck, we suggest-

ed in this space that others should concern
themselves about the building's future.

Others did. Some 40 or 50 persons, some

with excellent credentials, who live in

and know the neighborhood — much

changed in composition and character
since Unity's beginnings — got cracking.

They met, brainstormed and investi-

gated. We have seen a report which they

prepared, against a short deadline, which
suggests that the Unity board had not
done all their homework or, if they had,

had rejected all alternativesto selling out

in favor of boys’ and girls’ club projects
elsewhere.

At this writing the situation is muddied. We

understand that exchanges have resumed
between Unity directors and local citi-
zens determined that Unity's use to the

community is not ended.
We hope that cool and imaginative heads

will prevail, realizing that if the boys’ and

girls’ club concept may no longer be suit-

able for Unity, then alternative uses
should be explored, certainly with more

openness and imagination than disposing
of a valuable community asset and spend-

ing the proceeds elsewhere.

In itself, the bulldozing of a facility such as

Unity is unthinkable.
It should not be permitted to happen.

practical reaction to it by Premier Robert

Whether or not you happen to be worried

about the outcome, if any, of the language

arguments, it is disturbing that the pre-

mier appears to have constituted a nar-
row, closed circle for advice. À head of

government who wanted the best possible
suggestions might have been expected to

include at least one elected non-franco-

phone of standing and general respect
among his counsel.

After all, what element of the province is

chiefly affected by suppression of lan-
guages other than French? Consciously or

otherwise, Mr Bourassa has signalled

“ that he regards himself as the leader, not

ofthe pluralistic society of Quebec, but of
an imagined exclusively French one.

If the premier were truly liberal in philoso-

phy as well as in the name of the party he

heads, he long since might have declared
that he must do nothing other than

respect the decision of the final court of

jurisprudence of the land. He might even

see that as the best way to go, letting the
people rather than government decide the

language(s) of signs as they, not self-

appointed experts or politicians, should
determine.

It is not beyond possibility that the issue,

without further interference, will resolve

itself. In the bulk of the vast territory of

the province one might expect the exclu-
sivity of French to continue simply

because that would reflect the demogra-
phy and free will of those most concerned.

There might be exceptions resulting from

the enterprising instincts of francophone

entrepreneurs courteously wooing, say,

tourists and others not familiar with the

French language — a nicety forbidden
under present regulations written by the
separatists.

In other places — take Westmount, for exam-

ple — one might expect more manifesta-
tions of English and occasionally other

languages. But, to use the favorite phrase

of some politicians, this would be “only

normal.’ We would wager, however, after
the trauma of recent years that in most

non-francophone areas throughout Que-

bec the appearance of non-French on pub-

lic signs would be minimal if not outright’
cautious.

Throughout, we would expect the priority

language to continue to be French, if only
out of respect for the sensibilities of the

There is no public evidence that any of them

have been consulted by their chief in this
matter of primary concern to them and

their constituents. Even today as they

await events most if not all of them can
only speculate on their futures.

If the judgment is unequivocally against the

sign law and if the premier decides to

attempt to circumvent the judgment, then

our members’ course will be clear: to

resign from the Liberal caucus and, if a

minister, from the cabinet. What happens
then to our representation at Quebec

would be in limbo, but far preferable to

further compromise with fairness and
reason.

On the other hand, should the justices or Mr

Bourassa or both fudge the issue, Mr
French and his colleagues will have a lot

of agonizing to do. They will deserve our
thoughtful support and our prayers.

 

As we have said, life in its practical ways
will go on regardless of what we see on
signs.

But what comes out of the Supreme Court in

Funding research

ABOUT a month ago, at Quebec’s technolo-
gy summit organized bymycolleague Pierre
MacDonald, Mr Bourassa announced the
creation of the Premier's Technology Fund.
The fund will involve a commitment of $300
million in so-called “new money” over the
next five years.
The fund will be over and above tax

breaks for research and development that
were contained in the last two budgets and
which have made Quebec the most fiscally
attractiveprovince in Canada forcompanies
to undertake research.

Last week, I received a letter from Mr
Bourassa in which he asked me to chair a
cabinet subcommittee whose task it will be
to co-ordinate science and technology policy
for the government and, more specifically,
to manage the Technology Fund on behalf of
himself and of the cabinet. Among the min-
isters with major responsibilities in this
area are Mr MacDonald, as minister of in-
dustry, commerce and technology, and
Claude Ryan, as minister of higher educa-
tion and science.

Roughly 30 percent of the fund will be
spent directly in the universities for fellow-
ship and research support via the Fonds
FCAR(Quebec's granting council for doctor-
al studies and research), for the renewal of
scientific equipment in the universities, and
for covering the indirect costs of Quebec
university participation in the federal cen-

   

tres of excellence program.
The remaining funds will be spent sup-

porting major projects of research and de-
velopment led by industry, focusing on stra-
tegic technological sectors where Quebec
has a chance to establish itself among the
world leaders, and often including partici-
pation by universities and research insti-
tutes.
The expectation is that these projects will

be relatively limited in number, with the
potential to mobilize the strongest finan-
cial, intellectual and managerial research in
our high technology sector.

The City. of Westmount has a

_ money-saving tip now that the cold
days of winter are upon us.
By following it, residents can save

money not only on their individual
electricity bills, but also on the sub-
stantial bill Hydro-Québec sends
Westmount for supplying the power.

Bruce St Louis, the director of
Westmount's power utility, says the
demand for electricity shoots up be-
tween 4:30 and 6 pm, particularly on
weekdays. And that can be expen-
sive.

uses to bill the city.

Heavy penalties

“We pay very heavy penalties dur-
ing periods of high consumption, the
peaks,” Mr St Louis says.
The city tells Hydro in advance

how much powerit éxpects residents
and businesses will consume. It’s
billed for that amount whether or
not the electricity is consumed.

If the city goes more than 10 per-
cent over the pre-arranged quota, it
must pay a penalty on top of the
regular bill, Mr St Louis says.
On Monday at about 5:45 pm, West-

mounters were using far more elec-
tricity than their quota and far more
than everbefore. At one moment, the
collective demand peaked at 67,448
kilowatts (see separate story).

Last winter — at 5:45 pm Jan 14,
1988 — the consumption reached
what was then a high of 61,056 kilo-
watts.

“That one peak cost the city
$78,500 in penalties. That's money
the city could have used in other
areas,” Mr St Louis says. “I want
residents to be aware there are cer-
tain things they can do to help them-
selves. On cold days they should just
think about their electrical habits. It
would help the city reduce its power
load, help save on individual bills
and help reduce the penalties the
city pays.”
Mr St Louis says a tremendous

difference would result if residents
put off cooking dinner until after 6
o'clock. He suggests trying to avoid
using any electricity-guzzling appli-
ances between 4:30 and 6 pm.

Powerpriorities mean

MUCH concern is being expressed these days over Hydro-Québec’s
ability to maintain a steady supply of electricity. Westmount light and
powerdirector Bruce St Louis says local residents don’t have to worry.

Thecity
is on Hydro’s prioritylist since it supplies powerto its police and fire
stations and the Reddy Memorial Hospital.

“At this point in time,” Mr St Louis says. “Westmountstill has all
its circuits fully energized.”

12-month quota

Westmount’s current quota is
50,710 kilowatts. The city can raise
the amount at any time, but then
that amount stays in effect for the
following 12 months. The city deter-
mines the optimum figure with the
help of a computer to ensureWest-
mount doesn’t incur too many penal-
ties, yet doesn't pay for too much
electricity when demand is low.
The penalties are based on an

amount consumed for at least 15 con-
secutive minutes. On Jan 14, when
the 61,056 kilowatt peak was
reached, a consumption of 60,912 ki-
lowatts was maintained forthe quar-
ter hour.
The effective result, Mr St Louis

says, is that on its January Hydro
bill, the city had to pay as if it had

Onehighlight ofthe agreement, he
said, was the addition of a clause
concerning job security. This states
the city’s policy, saying “we won't
lay off employees as a result of sub-
contracting.” .
The contract makes no change in

annual vacation entitlement, Mr
Black said. “This was a big item in
the negotiations. They wanted seven
weeks after 30 years. We drew the

 

line at that. Where does it end?”
The City of Westmount does not

give seven weeks vacation to any
workers, Mr Black said, and he does
not foresee this happeningin the
future. Many municipalities do not
even givesix weeks, he pointed out.
The contract increases wages four

percent for each of the two years.
This raises thehourlypay of laborers
(manual workers) from $12.70 in 1987
to $13.20 in 1988 and $13.74 next year.
The highest paid worker covered

by the agreement is listed as a line
and cable foreman at $19.37 an hour
in 1989. Lowest is a probationary
carpenter’s assistant at $13.62.

Seven drafts

‘The blue collar contract required
seven drafts, he said. Negotiating for

the city were Assistant DirectorGen-
eral Ed McCavour and MrBlack. The
association's team consisted of Mi-
chel Poulin, president, and Richard
Cyrene, vice-president.
The three-year contract (1986-88)

with the Association of Westmount
Public Safety Officers ends Dec 31
thisyear. It is the first for the 21
PSOs since they unionized.

It boosts salaries by five, four and
four percent from $28,783 in 1985 to
$30,222 for 1986, $31,431 in 1987 and
$32,688 in 1988. ’
The PSO contract took 10 drafts.

The city’s'negotiating team included
Mr McCavour, Mr Black and Public

Lowest tender loses on a technicality
Westmount's methods of tender-

ing publie works contracts was
called into question again at the Dec
5 council meeting after Councillor
Peter Duffield moved that tenders be
accepted for modifications to the
city hall ventilation system and the
rental of debris containers for the
city yard.

tender.

Assistant director general Marc

A&A was just a bit above (Monette’s
price).”

Public works
director Fred Caluori said the tender
had to be refused because the compa-
ny did not submit a certificate show-
ing thev had a place to dump the
waste material.

Corresponding to these gables, at the ground floorlevel, bay
windows emphasize the three-dimensional character of the house. If
the refined manner in which the chimneys have been dealt with is any
indication, the woodwork details have undoubtedly been truncated
recently.”

So reads the heritage study entry on the house at 473 Clarke
avenue. The original owner was Jeffrey Penfold. Since the time of
construction, the roof has been replaced with asphalt shingle. Altera-
tions were registered at city hall in 1958 and 1971.

John N. Smith’s docu-drama Sitting
in Limbo.

MrPoulssoncame to Canada when
his parents immigrated from Nor-
way in 1962. After taking his BA at
the University of British Columbia,
Mr Poulsson was hired by the Na-
tional Film Board as an assistant
cinematographer.
By 1973, he was director of photog-

raphy at the board, and by 1984 he
had worked on more than 70 docu-
mentaries, docu-dramas and fea-
tures. That year, he left the NFB to
work with independent filmmakers
and on television projects.
As well as working with Mr

Smith, MrPoulsson has worked with
Donald Brittain, another West-
mounter, on Henry Ford's America
and The Champions.

Two of the films Mr Poulsson has
worked on have been nominated for
Academy Awards: After the Axe, di-
rected by Sturla Gunnarson and The
Painted Door, a 1984 drama co-pro-
duced by the NFB and Atlantis
Films.

In 1984, Mr Poulsson shot Donald
Brittain's Canada’s Sweetheart: The
Saga of Hal C. Banks, for which he
received a Gemini Award nomina-
tion for best cinematography in a
television drama.

Last year, Mr Poulsson shot 13
episodes of the Atlantis Films series
for television (seen on the CBC net-
work), Airwaves.
He has recently finished working

being shot for syndication; an Atlan-
tis-CBS-MGM co-production.

“Working with children is very
different,” says Mr Poulsson about
his experience with Tommy Tricker.
“For one thing, you can work only
eight hours a day. But the most dif-
ferent thing is that you have to keep
remembering that they're children.
It brings out the best in people.
“And the children are very hard-

working. At first, of course,it's just
fun, but as the hours go by, it is
amazing what stamina children can
have.

“Working with them is harder
than working with grown-up, profes-
sional actors, but it's more re-
warding.”
Mr Poulsson is married to painter

Jane Adams, and their daughter
Alexa, who is a former student at

Roslyn, worked as an extra there and

“I would have no hesitation about

Gordon Brown named

honoraryAJCSpresident
Westmount resident Gordon

Brown is one of the most distin-
guished members of the Canadian
Jewish community. He has been
named honorary president of Allied
Jewish Community Service.
The AJCS board of trustees voted

an amendment to the by-laws to al-
low the nomination of two honorary

presidents of the Federation. The
members unanimously approved the
motion to bestow this title on Gor-
don Brown. Saidye Bronfman, OBE,
has been AJCS’s honorary president
since 1972.
Mr Brown recently celebrated his

80th birthday. He has devoted more
than 60 years of his life to the world
Jewish community. Despite his fap-
tastic record of accomplishments, he
energetically continues as a vibrant
leader of Jewish activities.
He is honorary chairman of the

Combined Jewish Appeal, a veteran
of more than 55 campaigns. He was
awarded the Samuel Bronfman
Medal (the highest possible honor
for any member of the Montreal Jew-
ish community) and the Dr Israel

Goldstein prize, the most distin-
guished honor bestowed upon a Jew-
ish person living outside Israel.
Born in 1908 in Odessa, Russia, Mr

Brown's earliest years were influ-
enced by war and revolution. At the
age of 13 he and a 15-year-old sister
had to fend for themselves when
their parents were jailed repeatedly
for trying to escape from Russia
where they saw “no future for Jew-
ish life.”

Fled U.S.S.R.

In 1921, during the Russian Revo-
lution, the Browns managed to flee
the U.S.S.R., spending two years in
transit in Romania before continu-
ing — with the help of the Joint
Distribution Committee and HIAS
— to Montreal and a new life.
Mr Brown's first major initiation

into community work came with the
1929 campaign on behalf of a Jewish
General Hospital building. Since
then, he has participated in every
major capital funds campaign in
Montreal, as well as the annual Com-
bined Jewish Appeal, which he
chaired in 1961.

His involvement in the Federation
reached its climax with his presi-
dency in 1967-68. He became national
president of the United Israel Ap-
peal of Canada Inc, which in turn
honored him by naming a new facili-
ty for immigrants in Jerusalem, The
Gordon Brown Absorption Centre.

project in Israel in his honor.

In 1974 he was named Man ofthe

With the holiday season on us,it’s
so easy to get caught up in the whirl
of shopping, baking and partying
thatit's important to draw back for a
few minutes to check your state of
well-being. Let me tell you that, in
spite of all the “must dos,” mistreat-
ing your body does take its toll once
you're over 50. And sometimes the
damage lasts too long.
We all want good health and vitali-

ty in spite of our age. We want to be
alert and sharp, to be able to enjoy
ourselves fully. But that takes some
doing. It takes a commitment to a
way of life that will minimize the
natural biological decline all living
creatures experience. We are aware,
by now, that medical care is usually
devoted to sickness care, not good
health care. So it’s up tous to plan a
program of“treatment” for our-
selves that prevents illness, mini-
mizes complications and speeds up
recovery from ailments we can’t
avoid.
Jane S. Brody, health columnist

for The New York Times and author
of The New York Times Guide to
Personal Health, has some greattips
on how to take responsibility for
your own well-being. The goal could
be “To die young,as late as possible!”
Brody identifies the four roads to
good health: nutrition — what and
how much you eat; exercise — how
and how often you move your body;
stress management — adopting ef-
fective rather than abusive mecha-
nisms; routine check-ups — taking
advantage of medicine’s ability to
detect health problems and head
them offbefore they make you really
sick.
On nutrition: you want to make

your calories work for you. For the
protein you need, Brody stresses you
de-emphasize animal protein and fo-
cus on plant foods that provide pro-
tein with little or no fat. Dried beans
and lentils, pasta, potatoes and

bread. Fish, she says, is healthier
than:meatorpoultry. The natural oil
in fishmay protectagainst heart
disease ‘and cancer, and ‘even help
relieve the symptoms of arthritis.
But if the fish you eat is to promote
good health, it must be broiled,
baked or grilled, with little or no
extra fat.
Red meat, poultry, dairy products

and eggs don't have to be eliminated
entirely if you're smart. Just remem-
berthat meat should be lean, poultry
skinless. Buy beef that is labelled
lean. It costs a bit more, but you're

worth it! Limit egg yolks to three.a
week, including your baking. Use
cheese as a condiment instead of as a
main source of protein. One percent
or skim milk is important for calci-
um. Low-fat cottage cheese and yo-
gurt are good.
Go easy on fats. Use vegetable oils

such as olive oil or corn oil; diet
margarine rather than butter; and
cut out the cream cheese.

For carbohydrates, an important
component in the régime, you have
potatoes, rice, pasta, peas, cereals
and bread, fruits and vegetables.
These are all rich in essential vita-
mins and minerals as well as dietary
fibre. Get a steamerfor your veggies
and avoid spoiling them with butter.

Stick to fruit for dessert instead of
those rich cakes and cookies.

About moving your body: Brody
says that physical activity appropri-
ate for your age and health can take
years off your body and mind. The
only way to slow down the aging
process and to maintain youthful
vim and vigor for years after most

people have taken to the rocking
chair is to get that body moving.
No exercise program should be

started without a thorough checkup,

estetem

but raany activities do not overly
stress .the body. These include cy: 5

cling (indoors: or out), swimming,:

walking, dancing and workingoutto
an exercise tape for seniors. Try
walking up and down stairs, and

director concerns such as day care and the
welfare of seniors. Their platforms
must be addressed after election.
Gone are the days when city offi-

cials could be concerned only with
the mechanical maintenance of the
municipality, says Mr Patenaude.

Today, in both Canada and the
United States, cities must pay more
attention to the impact of commu-
nity and social concerns on cityser-
vices.
“One of .the reasons that these

concerns are more dominant today,”
he says, ‘‘is that senior governments
(provincial, federal) are so large and
inhuman that the only human one
may prove to be at the municipal
level.”

This emerging change in munici-
pal government was one of the areas
focused on recently at the 74th annu-
al conference of the International
City Management Association (IC-
MA) held in Charlotte, North Caroli-
na.

Two from Westmount

The meeting, which last year was

“held in Montreal, was attended Oct
23-27 by 3,500 members, including
both Mr Patenaude and Ed McCa-
vour, Westmount’s assistant director
general for operations.
The change in municipal issues

can largely be attributed to what is
being called a new breed of elected
officials, Mr Patenaude told THE EX-
AMINER.

“These are the members of coun-
cils who are sometimes elected on
either non-municipal issues or single
issues. They bring a new spirit to the
direction of the city. Because they
represent a community concern, it
has to be addressed.”
Although the new breed of official

is often thoughtofas being a woman,
he says, this has proved to be a false
notion.
Other areas of municipal manage-

ment addressed at the conference
included motivation of personnel,
the management-assistant relation-
ship, centralization versus decen-
tralization of computer systems and
recognition of excellence for deserv-
ing employees.
Mr Patenaude found the recogni-

not to run extension cords under rugs
and not to use frayed cords. If an
extension cord is required, they cau-
tion, make sure it is the propersize.

It is also importantto ensure that
the house is adequately wired to

Ÿ accept extra lighting without the use
of numerous cords and “octopus”
outlets.
To determine the correct size of a

cord, check the nameplate of the
electrical product for the ampere rat-
ing. Make sure the rating on the
product is not higher than the exten-
sion cord rating marked on a small

# label around the cord.

 
 

Declare the Christmas tree a no-smok-
ing area.

If the ampere rating is too high,
the cord will be overloaded.

Special care also should be taken
never to use extension cords with
portable electric heaters, cautions
Lieutenant Barry Coates of West-
mount's fire brigade. These should
be plugged directly into an outlet.

Otherelectrical tips:
e Don't use electrical toys outside;
e Burnt out Christmas lights should
be replaced immediately to avoid
overloading of others on thestring;
e Never use electric light strings on
metallic trees;
* Ensure that reflectors around light
bulbs carry certification by the Ca-
nadian Standards Association (CSA)
as required by law;
* Do not leave Christmas lights on
when absent from the home or when
going to sleep.

Special care is required over the
holiday season to ensure that the
magic of a natural Christmas tree
does not become a ball offire.

Natural trees, because of the fire
hazard they represent, are prohib-
ited from public buildings and
apartment lobbies in Westmount, ac-
cording to fire officials.

“Are we allowed to have real
Christmas trees? This is a question
I'm being asked over and over
again,” said Director William Tim-
mons.
“Not in churches, municipal

buildings, commerces, office build-
ings, schools and all institutions,” he
said. The ban extends to most apart-
ment lobbies as well, if they classify
as an exit to the building.

Coniferous trees burn with a very
hot flame and spit sparks in all direc-
tions, rapidly spreading the blaze to
nearby furnishings.

In homes, where natural trees are
permitted by law, moisture is the key
to keeping the tree as fire resistant as
possible, he explained.

This starts at the time a tree is
purchased.
Choose a fir or pine that is not

already shedding needles and is dis-
colored or brittle.

Keep it outside until decorating
and make a fresh, diagonal cut in the
stump immediately before install-
ing it in a water container. Since
most trees will absorb water quickly

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Christmas tree caution

when first installed, make certain
that the container is never allowed to
godry.

Set the tree away from heat
sources such as fireplaces, radiators.
Avoid blocking doorways and win-
dows which might be needed for
hasty exit in event of fire or for
forced entry by firefighters.
Thetree should be kept away from

curtains which may be ignited by its
lights.
When decorating, use only fire-

resistant materials and CSA ap-
proved lights. Do not let lights touch
needles or boughs.
Never use candles near evergreen

and preferably avoid any use of can-
dles, Dir Timmons said. Many fires
have been started in Westmount
homes over the holiday season when
candles have burnt low or been
tipped over, sometimes by family
pets or young children.

Tips from the Canadian Associa-
tion of Fire Chiefs include a message
that is worth remembering, “Happy
holidays start and end with safety.”

Rolland Benard responds
to city garbage arguments

Sir: Having just returned from holiday
this Saturday (Dec 3), I was presented by my
co-members of the Westmount Finance
Action Committee with the latest articles in
THE EXAMINER,one by Councillor Duffield
(“You Say,” Dec 1) and the other quoting city
officials on garbage costs (“City officials
answer queries on high volume of garbage
here,” Dec 1).

In Councillor Duffield’s letter I found no
new facts, except the use of terms such as
“imprecise,” ‘““misleading,” “statistical ma-
nipulations” and “insinuation.” The only
answer that I can give to this is that all
figures used were supplied to me by Mr
Duffield,his officials or documents submit-
ted to the provincial government, prepared
by his department, approved by city man-
agement, the whole council and then signed
as authentic by the city treasurer. These
figures apparently are not quite accurate,
and the above terms are being used in refer-
ring to “my figures.”
On the other hand, I found the city offi-

leaves per tree. Accepting the city officials’

- the extra garbage and following Mr Duf-
field's theory, I should have taken thefigure
of 2,200 pounds of leaves per extra tree to
make things right. City officials are less
specific, although still blame Mother Nat-
ure for the extra garbage.
This surplus consists of garbage collected

at the city yard, 5,240 tonnes against 1,758
tonnes, 242 percent more than Outremont. It
represents an expense of over $100,000,
which apparently is uncontrollable. Now
Councillor Duffield might feel quite com-
fortable with such an uncontrollable ex-
pense but I assure you that most of us who
now can afford to live here could not if we
were of the same business conviction. The
WFAC,therefore, maintains its recommen-
dation that a much closer look be taken at
the operations at city yard.
Another point brought up by our city

official is that the city overstated the gar-
bage removal budget by 16 percent in 1987
and 15percent in 1988. Budget preparation is
a very serious proposition, taking almost
six months in most municipalities, during
which each item is examined closely and
pared or totally eliminated where possible.
Every echelon of city management is gone
through until the budget is approved by
council and the tax rate established for the
given period.

Certain items, such as snow removal, can-
not be estimated accurately as we all know
what a couple of snowstorms more or less ‘
can do toa budget. But garbage removal and
disposal, as most other items in the budget,
has no such imponderables and I see no
reason why accurate estimates were not
supplied.
A 15-percent overestimate,if general, rep-

resents $750 more on an already inflated
average tax bill. The purpose of municipal
governmentis to give the best services possi-
ble at the lowest costs possible. Surpluses
and profits do not enter into the equation.
While I agree that citizens must not expect a
free lunch, municipal administration
should definitely not be a gravy train.

Villa Ste-Marcelline school
seeks funding for new wing
Villa Ste-Marcelline on Upper

Belmont avenue recently held a re-
ception to inaugurate the school’s
new wing and to launch a $3.5 mil-
lion fundraising campaign.

Among those present at the recep-
tion were Andrée Bourassa, wife of
Premier Robert Bourassa and honor-
ary patron of the fundraising drive;
Mayor May Cutler, a member of the
honorary committee; and Richard
McConomy, president of the cam-
paign and of the campaign commit-
tee.

Villa Ste-Marcelline, a French-
language girls’ school, first opened
its doors in September, 1959. Sixty-
six students were enrolled. Since
that time, student numbers in-

creased steadily so that by 1986 there
were 435 students attending the
school.
The Sisters who operate the school

bought an adjacent house in 1965, but
the school again outgrew the availa-
ble space. Students were taken to
nearby colleges for laboratory, phys-
ical education and cafeteria facili-
ties for several years. But changes in
the administrations at the colleges
and difficulties with transportation
put an end to such activities.

Last year, the new wing was begun
and its construction was completed
this fall. In it are 11 new classrooms,
a gymnasium/auditorium, a chemis-

again. Samuel Beckett couldn't have
written a better script.

Methodical madness

There’s method to this madness,
even if it is bureaucratic method.
When the Westmount Advisory

Committee on Recreation was look-
ing at ways thecity could cut back its
spending, city councillor Joan Roth-
man said, it made an informal and
“unscientific” decision that the
Queen Elizabeth rink would not be

put up thisyear since it was the least
used of Westmount’s rinks.
As commissioner of leisure and

culture, Mrs Rothmansuggested this
to council, but a formaldecision was
never made, When it came time to
put up the rink, Mr Patenaude gave
the go-ahead.
Mrs Rothman then asked that the

rink be taken down because she
thought the city officials had been
told that it would not be installed.
When four residents of the area

then complained to the city about
the loss of the rink, she explained,
the decision was taken to putit in for
this winter at least.
Mrs Rothman said the city would

examine all its outdoor rinks and
assess the costs associated with
maintenance. By next year at this
time, council will have to decide
which rink, if any, to forego.
Westmount's other outdoor skat-

ing surfaces are. located in Prince
Albert, Devon, King George, Stay-
ner and Westmount Parks, as well as
in the Westmount-Athletic Grounds
behind Westmoiint High.

The Unity Club started in the

avenue site to Unity. The Rotary
Club of Westmount raised the funds
required for construction of the
building.
A clause in the land deed indicates

the city must approve the sale of the
building. The land is zoned residen-
tial, but vested rights allow its use

The slate was elected at
Unity's May 10, 1988 annual general meeting.

“If the Boys’ and Girls’ Club
wants to go elsewhere, I don't have
any problem with that. But I don't
think they have the right to the
money from the sale of the land. If
theywant to run activities in N.D.G.,
then they should raise money in
N.D.G.,” Mr Duffield said.

“I don't think the residents of
Westmount should have to pay for
the building a second time.”
Mr Duffield said he plans to ask

council to take the position that the
building should be kept to serve the
community for which it was origi-
nally intended.

“Effectively,” Mrs Leahey said,“if
we have no right to sell the building,
then we don't own it. Ourlegal coun-
sel has advised us that Unity has a
rightto sell the building.”
