Orford's jazz festival promises an exceptional summer

F
ans of classical and jazz music 
are being courted by the line-up 
at this year’s Orford Festival 
2009, with the curtain rising on 
what promoters promise to be an ex­

ceptional summer.
The Orford Arts Centre announced 

programming this week for the 58th 
season of its popular concert series, 
which will bring over 200 artists to its 
own Gilles Lefebvre Concert Hall as well 
as a number of venues throughout the 
Eastern Townships.

“There's a lot of fresh new stuff this 
year,” said the festival’s director, Davis 
Joachim. “And the ones that are coming 
back are so enamoured (with the festi­
val) they’ve cooked up these programs 
like no one else has.”

Returning acts include classical pi­
anist André Laplante and jazz per­
former Oliver Jones.

New to the festival is the Orchestre 
de la francophonie, as well The Devil’s 
Fiddler with Roby Lakatos performing a 
concert of gypsy music - the first stop 
on their North American tour.

The festival offers almost 70 shows, 
much of it featured through its week­
end concert series.

The students at the Orford Arts Cen­
tre’s Music Academy play their role in 
the Orford on the Road concert series. 
Back by popular request is the Mardis 
Bleus Classique series, regular outdoor 
shows at Bleu Lavendre, the Fitch Bay 
lavender farm.

To­
gether with Wioleta Leska, I host “The 
Children’s Corner”. Heard every Satur­
day and Sunday at 8:00 a.m. Wioleta 
reads stories in the French language, 
and I try to bring my tales to life in Eng­
lish. We play music for children and 
have a great time at “Play.”

Enjoying life in our beautiful com­
munity I’ve noticed Lions, Optimists, 
Oddfellows, and Free Masons doing 
their thing. They feel good in what 
they’re doing.

Do you want to feel good about your­

self? CIDI radio presents a window, an 
opportunity, never before offered to 
work together in keeping the Town of 
Brome Lake “The Jewel” in the crown of 
the Eastern Townships.

Due to financial restrains, CIDI radio 
can only reach a small part of our com­
munity. That will change. CIDI plans to 
build a more powerful transmitting site 
soon.

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Community radio serves a purpose
Last week we started to look at the 

impact that networks have on local 
communities.

In some ways it can be com­
pared to the impact of large 
box stores on local merchants.

The comparison works but 
only to a certain degree, in 
order to see the real impact of 
networks on communities you would 
have to throw in a degree of danger.

Networks based out of large urban 
centres have something to offer us, but 
at what price.

While it could be true that networks 
produce in depth coverage, this is usu­
ally reserved for the urban setting that 
they are centred in; Montreal, Toronto, 
Vancouver.

If the weather in Toronto today does­
n’t interest you, if you don’t really care 
how much traffic there is on the Cham­
plain Bridge, If you aren’t thrilled by 
the American top 40 hits, if you don’t 
get excited by the great deals available 
at the Toronto Mall, you are not alone.

While big budget networks have pro­
duced excellent programming on im­
portant issues, the price we have to pay 
for these productions is probably a lot 
higher than you think.

Last week I mentioned the existence 
of communities that don’t have net­
works on their radio dial. I have visited 
some of these communities. The com­
munities I visited were located in the 
Lower North Shore. Life in this region is 
very different from life here in the

Townships. The communities are small 
and isolated with few services available 
compared to what we are used to here.

I visited the Lower North 
shore communities of Harring­
ton Harbour, St Augustine, and 
Kegaska. I came away with 
mixed feelings.

Harrington Harbour is 150 
km from the end of the road, and 300 
km east of Anticosti Island facing New­
foundland, it is a village of less than 300 
residents. St. Augustine is slightly larg­
er in population, but is still isolated 
enough to not have cell phone service 
or roads as we know them, travel in win­
ter is by snow mobile and in summer by 
4 wheeler and boat.

While isolated these communities 
are served by community radio stations, 
CFTH in Harrington Harbour and CJAS 
in St. Augustine. I visited these stations 
and found that they were lacking tech­
nology, resources, and access to a large 
listening audience. I came away from 
my trips to the Lower North Shore, 
humbled, envious and a little discour­
aged.

These communities have something 
that we can only dream of ever having, 
what they have is amazingly powerful 
and more than makes up for what they 
are lacking.

Next week I will reveal the source of 
this power and what effects it has on 
these communities. Imagine a world 
where.....

And this is no band camp, Joachim 
says - students at the arts centre come 
from 20 different countries to study with 
world-class masters in Orford every year.

A survey conducted by Tourism Que­
bec found that the festival has a satisfaction rate of 99 per cent, Joachim boast­
ed, indicating that organizers are doing something right.

“We broke all the records for our attendance last year,” he said. “Of course, 
we’ll have to do it all over again this year.”

Jaochim credits the success of the festival to its unpretentious approach to 
performance music.

Hoblyn creates 
Gospel concert

G
eorgeville’s own Sarah Hoblyn 
has developed a long reputa­
tion of being not only one of 
the finest voice teachers in the 
area but also being the spark behind 

many amazingly group performances 
by the Georgeville Occasional Choir. 
Hoblyn’s love of music has, once again, 
drawn her into the middle of an excit­
ing new adventure for not only the 
choir members and musicians in­
volved but also Hoblyn herself. The 
three upcoming performances are 
church charity events for Brownington 
Congregational Chiirch and 
Georgeville’s St. George’s Anglican 
Church. The performances (on April 
19th, April 26th and May 3rd)are being 
offered free of charge, with any dona­
tions being divided between the two 
churches.

“We have been able to put together 
many high quality performances in the 
past, which have proven to be quite a 
challenge but never as much as this one 
has been, especially for me as a director. 
The Georgeville Occational Choir and 
the Brownington Congregational

Church Choir will be combining 
their efforts, accompanied by Mark 
Violette and Jacob Lerner on Key­
boards, Will Castle on bass guitar 
and Kyle Walker on drums. Tradi­
tional gospel and jazz music are 
usually created spontaneously and 
for someone trained in classical 
music such as I, this would tend to 
pose a very big problem. Luckily for 
me, we found this one remarkable 
Gospel Mass by Robert Ray who has 
taken great pains to record each 
and every note which enables me to 
reproduce it exactly as he had in­
tended. Other Gospel works will 
also be featured,” explained 
Hoblyn.

Hoblyn went on to say that they 
were also fortunate to have a mem­
ber of their choir from the 
Caribbean, who was able to give 
the others a true feel for this type 
of music. Combining the talents of 
the two choirs and challenging 
them with such a new style ‘has 

proven to be enormous fun in their 
practices’. It is sure to be one of the 
most memorable concerts that these 
groups have done.

While Gospel music may not be any­
thing new to many who live in North 
America, it is definitely very different 
from the music that this young girl 
from England was taught and most def­
initely a much different type of music 
than you are used to hearing in the 
Georgeville area. One of the pieces that 
will be performed has quite accidental­
ly become a permanent piece of North 
American history for a different reason. 
It was used as part of the official inau­
gural event of U.S. President Obama, al­
though Hoblyn is quick to say that their 
program was decided upon long before 
the Obama inauguration was planned.

There will be three opportunities to 
enjoy the amazing voices of this com­
bined choir: Sunday, April 19th (4 p.m.) 
in the Brownington Congregational 
Church (Brownington , Vt), Sunday, 
April 26th (4 p.m.) at St. George’s Angli­
can Church (Georgeville, Quebec) and 
Sunday May 3rd at Le Grand Frisson at 
65 Principale Street in the Beebe sector 
of Stanstead, Quebec.

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Parker pens paean
Homage to the golden 

age of Chandler
Putting aside the works of Edgar 

Allan Poe, the hard-boiled novel is ar­
guably America’s most distinctive con­
tribution to crime fiction. Featuring a 
no-nonsense protagonist, an outsider 
battling the forces of evil al­
most always alone, and char­
acterized by lean dialogue 
and fast-paced action, the 
genre saw its heyday in the 
late 1940s, in heroes exem­
plified on film by the likes 
of Humphrey Bogart, Alan 
Ladd, and Robert Mitchum. Its influ­
ence extends to the present day, in the 
novels of Sara Paretksy, Elmore Leonard, 
and James Lee Burke, and nowhere does 
it find a more polished expression than 
in the hands of Robert B. Parker. Read­
ing a Parker novel is not unlike watch­
ing a master of Japanese brush painting 
at work: with a few, exquisitely-crafted 
strokes, he reveals the essence of his

Shakespeare it 
ain’t: but Parker’s prose has its own 
kind of polish, and its own fascination, 
and it is beyond doubt quintessentially 
American.

Robert B. Parker
Decked out in his customaiy brown 

leather bomber jacket and faded blue 
jeans, Robert B. Parker looks like some- 

thing between the avuncular 
next-door neighbor and a 
crusty veteran from the Sec­
ond World War. And indeed, 
he served in the U.S. Army in 
Korea before returning home 
to complete a Ph.D. in Eng-

---------- lish from Boston University.
But for the past thirty-eight years 
Robert B. Parker has been turning out 
crime novels at the rate of more than 
one per year, to the delight of his many 
fans around the world. His output to 
date includes thirty-five Spenser novels 
(the basis for the long-running TV series 
starring Robert Ulrich), six novels fea­
turing Boston PI Sunny Randall, and for 
good measure, almost another dozen 
standalone books. However, for my 
money one of his most interesting se­
ries, now spanning six novels and an 
equal number of made-for-television 
films starring Tom Selleck, center 
around Jesse Stone, the idiosyncratic 
police chief of a small New England 
town incongruously named Paradise.

Parker won an Edgar Award in 1977 
for Best Novel of the Year (Promised 
Land), and in 2002 he was named a 
Grand Master by the Mystery Writers of 
America. He and his wife Joan live in 
Cambridge, Massachusetts with their 
two dogs.

Jesse Stone is a middle-aged chief of 
police in a small town on the shores of 
upstate Massachusetts. A failed minor- 
league ballplayer whose body betrayed 
him, he has a history of failed jobs and 
dead-end relationships, and a problem 
with the bottle as well. But he is funda­
mentally a decent man who struggles to 
bring a measure of meaning to his life. 
As he explains it to his shrink, he seeks 
redemption through his career. Jesse is 
on good terms with his ex-wife Jenn, a 
television reporter, and nurtures a hope 
of getting their relationship back on 
track.

Stone is assisted in his duties by a 
team that includes Deputy Molly Crane, 
a worldly-wise married mother of four, 
and “Suitcase” Simpson, a deputy 
whose libido sometimes gets the better 
ofhim.

In this, his most recent outing, Jesse 
is confronted by two problems. A group 
of residents are rallying to fight the ere 
ation of a school for disadvantaged 
youngsters in their neighborhood. 
Local activist Miriam Fiedler argues 
that the mere presence of a dozen His­
panic six-year-olds is enough to bring or­
ganized crime to the area and threaten 
local property values. Stone is uncon­
vinced, and wonders about her underly­
ing motives. More worrying, a contract 
killer named Wilson Cromartie has re­
cently returned to Paradise. The last 
time he was in town several people died, 
and Crow, as he is known, served ten 
years in prison for his involvement in 
the violence.

Not unreasonably, Jesse decides Crow 
is the larger of the problems. Crow has 
been hired to find Amber Francisco, the 
fourteen-year-old runaway daughter of 
a Florida gangster, and return her to her 
father. He seeks an uneasy alliance 
with Stone, and Jesse is torn: during the 
incident that sent him to prison, Crow 
prevented several men from harming 
women they had taken hostage, and 
Stone figures there must be some ele­
ment of decency in the man. He has, it 
seems, his own personal ethic. The 
problem is, no one knows what it is.

Crow’s task is complicated. Amber 
has fallen under the spell of Esteban 
Carty, the leader of a local street gang, 
the Horn Street Boys. A social misfit 
whose aspirations are all out of line 
with his abilities, Esteban unwisely de­
cides to muscle in on Crow’s contract.

But Crow is no newcomer to jungle 
warfare. Before long the streets of Par­
adise are littered with bodies, and Jesse 
Stone must decide how to safeguard 
Amber and deal with the threat of a 
very uneven turf war between a gang of 
local wannabes, an out-of-state crime 
czar, and a contract killer with his own 
agenda. Jesse must also balance the in­
volvement of his ex-wife, who, as a tele- 
vision reporter, is understandably 
anxious for a story that could make her 
career. Lowest on his list is the manipu­

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lative Miriam Fiedler and her concern 
about neighborhood property values. 
Or is that her concern, after all?

A hardboiler for our times
Although in its cynicism and spare 

dialogue it owes a lot to the classic hard- 
boiled novels of the 1940’s, Stranger in 
Paradise is very much a story for today. 
The omniscient point of view gives read­
ers an overview of events as they move 
toward their inexorable climax. It’s ap­
peal lies in the interaction between the 
nuanced characters, especially Jesse 
Stone and his adversary, Wilson Crow- 
martie.

Jesse nodded slowly. “As long as I 
have you in town,” he said, “I’m going to 
do everything I can to put together a 
case against you.”

“I figured that,” Crow said. “I say you 
won’t be able to.”

“Limitation is sort of complicated,” 
Jesse said. “There was bank robbery in­
volved, kidnapping, these fall under fed­
eral statues. I’ll talk to an ADA 
tomorrow, see what they can tell me.”

“Ten years covers most things," Crow 
said.

“We’re going to watch you all the 
time you’re in town,” Jesse said.

“But you’re not going to harass me.”
“If we can put a case together, we’ll 

arrest you.”
Essentially an outsider in a flawed 

world. Stone strives to live by his own 
values and do the right thing. It is a 
sense of duty that Raymond Chandler 
and Dashiell Hammett would have per­
fectly understood.

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'Mad' Mike
on the mic

Years before Iraqis showed the world 
how to vote with their feet, “Mad” Mike 
Milbury became famous as a Boston 
Bruin for beating an abusive fan with his 
own loafer.

To be fair, we should point out that 
Milbury, who is something of a showman 
with a gift for turning a phrase, is the one 
who came up with the “Mad” nickname.

This goes a long way toward explaining 
his apparently effortless transformation 
from hockey executive to announcer since 
he left the game in 2006.

Milbury joined the Hockey Night in 
Canada team this year as a “panelist and 
analyst,” and he’ll be on the scene through 
the playoff season, which began last week 
and continues Sunday, April 19, on CBC 
Television. Before that, he was with TSN, 
and he continues to cover weekend games 
for NBC in the United States.

But let’s return to the shoe incident 
for a moment. As Milbury says, that was 
the least of what happened during a 
game between the Bruins and the New 
York Rangers at Madison Square Garden 
in 1979.

On that evening, the Rangers fans got so 
far under the collective Bruin skin that the 
entire Boston team waded into the stands 
to shut them up.

Although Milbury’s contribution was 
actually minimal, it was the most theatrical.

While he was trying to pull a Rangers fan 
off a teammate, the fan tried to kick him, 
and Milbury grabbed the guy’s foot, pulled 
off his shoe and whacked him with it.

The scene made for hilarious TV - which 
is probably why it lives on at YouTube and 
comes up whenever anyone talks to Milbury 
about his 31 years in the NHL as a player, 
coach and general manager.

“It was obviously a spur-of-the-moment 
thing,” Milbury says. “1 was in the locker 
room after the game had ended, and 1 
realized that no one was following me.”

He asked an assistant coach where 
everyone was. Hearing that “there was some 
kind of beef going on,” he ran out into the 
stands to help.

“The guy kicked out at me and I grabbed 
his shoe, whacked him once on the thigh.

“The worst thing I think I did was throw 
it out onto the ice. So he had to walk home 
with one shoe.”

As Milbury points out, it was one small 
incident in a 12-season, 754-game career 
with the Bruins that ran from 1975 to 
1987.

“I think there are more important things 
in my life,” he says. “But I guess the images 
of TV stick with people.”

Detective Casey Shraeger from 'The Unusuals'
When actors wear a relatively simple outfit, say a plain suit and tailored 

blouse, it’s not as if they reached into the closet and threw on whatever was 
bandy. Costumers and actors discuss outfits, and a small staff checks the 
tightness of each button, the sharpness of each crease.

On ABC’s “The Unusuals,” Wednesdays, Amber Tamblyn’s character, Casey 
Shraeger, could be wearing haute couture as the daughter of an extraordinarily 
wealthy family. Instead, Shraeger is a detective.

In the pilot, her mom (Joanna Gleason) tells her that she looks “like a 
lesbian.”

“I’m not sure what a lesbian looks like,” Tamblyn says while cameras move 
behind her. “It’s just real generic suits,” she says. “She enjoys the simplicity of a 
suit, practical shoes. Even in scenes where she’s off duty, she’ll wear a cardigan 
sweater and Converse. She doesn’t have anything very luxurious.”

Shraeger’s closet - characters on shows have closets from which their outfits 
are chosen - is in the wardrobe trailer on the show’s set. There, a few Gap tags 
hang from shirts in cramped but perfectly organized rows. Plain button-down 
blouses hang next to unobtrusive blouses in mured colors.

“We are dealing with detectives here,” says Victoria Farrell, the show’s 
costume designer. “It’s not a fashion thing; it’s a little more relaxed.”

Farrell describes Shraeger’s look as “a bit softer. 1 looked at real 
detectives to get a good idea. She has good suits - a little better than 
most detectives would buy.”

Shraeger’s suits are from Theory.
“I like their fabrics and the cut,” Farrell says. “They are cuts that 

work, a longer jacket and a shorter jacket. They also stretch; they’re 
beautiful fabrics that hold their shape.”

She also wears suits from Zara and Esprit.
Beautiful as they are, the linings of Shraeger’s suits are filled with 

nicks, tears and runs - from her nadge.
' Her coats are from Banana Republic, Kenneth Cole and Zara.
She has some scarves from Portolano.

Farrell, a Canadian, describes the show’s palette as “New York 
for everybody - blacks, grays, blues, navy blues, plum.”

Many of Shraeger’s tops are from. James Perse, where the T-shirts 
drape beautifully. The costumer favors Madewell for layering 
under the suits.

Farrell shops at Bloomingdales and Saks. She buys the character’s 
shoes at Steve Madden.

Atkins shows he's ready for mainstream with new album
It’s not an easy task to follow-up an 

album that produced four mega No # 1 
hits, as has been the case with Rodney 
Atkins’ last effort titled If You’re Going 
Through Hell.

The change sure didn’t last long.

The first single released and also the 
title track is already climbing up the charts. It’s America is a song about America 
being the best place to live. Although it is kind of cliché, it still has a nice sing-a- 
long groove to the chorus.

There’s also the humorous ‘Friends with Tractors’, a number first recorded by 
its co-writer Rhett Akins a few years ago. Fans will also like ‘Tell a Country Boy’ set 
to banjos and guitars, about the pride of living in the country.

There's also two inspirational songs ‘Rockin’ of the Cradle’ and ‘It's My Time’ 
while ‘Best Things’ in which the singer offers a salute to women. People will find 
that this album lacks nice slows and romantic ballads.

Those who have loved Atkins' first hit ‘Honesty’ will not find anything similar 
on this new album. The only ballad is the Dave Berg, Anne and Sam Tate penned
