Hon. G. R: Babeoelk;, L. I. Lathrop, Esq, Ald. A
McKay, C. F. Miller, Esq., W. Johnston, Ksq., W.
Hutchinson, Esq., Collector of Customs, and &
great many more of the principal and most influ-
ential inhabitants of the city, who testified in the
strongest and most fayorable terms of the fire re-
gisting qualities of the Composition, and recom-
mended its general introduction as a safe means
of covering buildings, it being both fire proof and
water tight. T personally examined a greatnum-
ber of first class buildings in Buffalo coyered with
the Composition, gravelled over, and [ ascertain-
eod that the best houses and stores in the cit
were covered with it, - From all I sat and heard,
T am of opinion that it is the safest and best kind
of covering that could he used for huildings in
Montreal.

Proviucial Parliament,
(Reported for the Montreal Herald.)

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

Then the petitions were read over, one from
Dunner and Burleigh was found to contain some
very extraordinary modes of expression, where-
upon Mr. Malloch moved that the petition be not
now received.

Mr. Caugron, however, coutended that the
people’s right of petition ought always to be re-
spected and opposed the motion.

Siz Array MacNas read some of the passages
from the petition, such as that the petitioners
knew the Queen was * game to the back bone"—
thét the Pakingtons had never “seen a skunk or
2 muskrat since they were in coat and breeches,”
and contended that such a petition was an insult
to the House, He also remarked on the covert
allusions to annexation it contained.

Mr. Brows did not wonder at this latter part
of the petition, after the' Government had used
threats of separation from the Home Government
it was not wonderful that the people should do
the same. The petition was then rejected on di-
visions only 12 persous voting for'its reception.

Mr. Curismie (Wentworth,) then moved the
adjournment of the House for six weeks; stating
as his reason the alarm felt by many persons, on
recount of the prevalence of disease, and the
consequent departure of many members.

Mr. Hixcks then rose and stated that, if busi-
ness were proceeded with no faster than at pre-
sent it seemed imsossible 1o get through the ses-
sion before the Christmas holidays. With this
fact before the House, and the present feeling of
alarm, it became a question whether an adjourn-
ment should not take place then in preference to
alater period. The ministry, of course, would
remain in Quebec at any rate, and it would be
more convenient for themif the session continued ;
but they would not commit the selfishness of
keeping members in town; if they desired to
leave. They, therefore, left it entirely to the
House, except what it was absolutely necessary
to finish before the House separated, and they
therefore, resist an adjournment till after some
eight or ten days. A long conversation took
place upon this discussion, during wlich, ’

Mr. CAMERON said the number of deaths alto-
gether, since the 28th Sept., were one hundred
and twenty-eight. The lastthree days theaver-
age was less than for some time before. The
day before yesterday there were two deaths, yes-
terday six, to-day one. There was mnothing un-
ususal and nothing alarming, and his return was,
as thought, on the best authority, that of the
health officer, and it appeared to him that the re-
turn of that (iay showed no deaths in the Marine
Hospital, wheré the greatest amount of sickness
had taken place. .

Mr. Stuant, while prepared to vote for the re-
solution, did not think there was any fear for
the inhabitants of the Qity of Quebec. Since the
28th September, he learned from the best authori-
ties that only 120 deaths had taken place, which
amounted to only four per day.  Within the last
few days however the small average had attached
itself to this locality where we were;so that

three cages had occurred out of the six the day
hefore yesterday, from persons attached to that
House ; and a person in attendance on a member
the previous night was now a corpse.—It there-
fore became & question whether an adjournment
of some days should not take place in order to
have the House ventilated and purified.

Mr. Crristie at length said that finding the
sense of the House against his motion he would
withdraw it, which was objected to by Mr. Boul-
ton, and on division, the numbers were yeas 15,
nays 41,

Warer Sverny yok tHe Crrv—We lately
mentioned our having received a part of Mr. T.
O. Keefer's Report to the Chairman of the Wa-
ter Committee of the Corporation, on & prelim-
inary suryey for the water supply of our city
and, having now received the complete report, we
proceed to lay a synopsis of it before our readers,
as we know of no subject, connected with their
municipal affairs, which so urgently demands
their prompt and earnest attention and consid-
eration.

Mr. K., after comparing the different modes of
obtaining an abundant supply of ‘water, arrives
at the conclusion that the plan of gomng to the
head of the Lachine Rapids for it is the best
which, under all the circumsianees, can be
adopted. For the details of Mr. K's. plan of ef-
fecting his object, we must refer our readers fo
the Report—the following are its general fea-
tares (—

It i3 proposed to take water ont of the River
St. Lawrence at a point about one mile above
the head of the Lachine Rapids. The river here
flows deep and strong within a few yards of the
shore, and ranges but little betsween its extreme
high and low water marks. At the point where
the Aquedunet wonld commence, the level of the
river is thirty-seven feet above the summer leyel
of Montreal Harbor.

The water is'to be condueted in an open chan-
nel, four and three-quarter miles in length, to
the Lachine OCanal at Gregory’s. Here the
wheels and pumps would be placed—the waste
water being discharged into the St. Pierre river,
which has a fall of 12 feet between this point
and the St. Lawrence—but being narrow and
crooked, some clearing out and enlargement of
its channel will be required. On account of the
winter elevation of the St. Lawrence, it is pro-
posed to keep the “tail race” from the water
wheels, at least twenty feet above low water
level of Montreal Harbor ; this will leave a head
and fall of at least sixteen feet at the pumps—
about one foot of fall being assigned to create
& proper current in the Aqueduct.

From the pumﬁs at Gregory’s, the water is to
be forced through an iron main, 30 inches in
diameter, laid under the Canal, ’i‘urnpike, Rail-
way, and all the public streets, into a reservoir,
at about the elevation of the residence of the
Hon. Mr. Justice Smith, being about two hun-
dred feet above the level of Montreal Harbor.

With regard to the quantity of the supply,
Mr, K:says :—

The scale of works contemplatéd by this
survey,—as assented to at the commencement,—
was for a daily supply of 5,000,000 imperial gal-
lons, and for a reservoir at an elevation of fwo
hundred feet above Montreal harbour—being
about 140 feet above the higher points of Notre
Dame. Street. Thirty gallons per head, is the
usual provision, with proper allowances for the
increase ot population—butrecent experience has
shewn the average consumption in New York
and Boston to have risen as high as fifty to sixty
gallons per head. The above amount provides
about 40 gallons per head for a population double
that of the City at present, and considering the
facilities for extending it under the proposed
plan, is, I consider, an ample provision. The
dimensions of the Aqueduct are sufficient to con-
duct water enough for an effective power, on
breast wheels, of three hundred horses—in
summer when the flow is unimpeded by ice; and
as thig is the season when the greatest supply
is required, the erection of an additional wheel
and an increase in the speed of the pumps will
enable you to extend the supply as required.
With you, therefore, it may prove the wiser
policy to provide for that wuste of waterso much
complained of in New York and Boston—rather
than to rely upon your future ability to check or
prevent it.

The estimated cost of the works—including
aqueduct, wheels and pumps, rising main, reser-
voirs, land purchase, masonry, &c. &c.—is
£150,000; and the following are Mr. K's. re-
marks upon the probable revenue to be derived
from them when completed :—

The population of Montreal being taken at
60,000, the number of * water tenants,” accord-
ing to the experience of other cities, should be
about 8000. The average charge per tenant in
New York and Boston is about $10 per annum,
and in the city of Philadelphia about $5. At the
Philadelphia rate, the present population of Mon-
treal should give a gross income for water rates

of £10,000 per annum.

The actual income from the present water
works of the city is as follows :—

The foregoing is the revenue only. The amount
paid for water by the cityis muchlarger.  Inad-
dition to the £1090—paid the city for some 130,
000 puncheons at the water taps—the consumers
pay for cartage of the same (7d per puncheon)
ihe sum of £3,700. What amount of water is
carted from the river is not known—but here we
have £10,270 paid for water supplied by the pre-
gent water works. It is probable that the
amount paid for cartage of water from the river
during the winter, would increnge the £T058 an-
nual payment for water by the city, exclusive of
wells, &e., to some £11,000 or £12,000,
The inefliciency of the present supply nceds no

demonstration. The capacity of both engines,
working constantly, is reported at 1,000,000 gal-
lons in 24 hours, or about 16 gals per head of the
population ; what quantity is furnished, on the
average throughont the year, cannot be ascer-
tained—probably not 10 gallons a head per diem.
This “inferior supply cosis. the waterpyorks de-
partment about £2500 per snnum. Assuming
that one million of gallons were raised daily, this
would be the extravagant price of £7 per million
gallons—and itamost probably is £10 per million
gallons. The cost of raising-one million gallons,
at the Fairmount works, Philadelphia, in 1850,
was 8s. 0154, only! o

If the new works were constructed, five times
the quantity of water at present supplied would
be furnished to eight times as many tenants,ata
cost to each of about one-third the p‘n:sent
charge. The present population of the city, at
the Philadelphia water rates (the lowestin Ame-
rica) should pay an annual revenue of £10,000—
a sum nearly sufficient to cover the interest of
the new outlay and the annual charges of man-
agement, &c, giving the city water for fires,
street watering, and fountains, free—and, as the
population increases, the rates may be reduced, or
a sinking fund be formed of the surplus, for ex-
tension of the works, or extinction of the debt.

These favorable prospects are due to the
cheapness at which an sbundant supply can be
obtained at Montreal, as compared with some
other cities. The Croton works cost the citizens
of New York about £10 per head—the Boston
works cost that city about £8 per head. Equally
efficient works here can be hadfor £2 10s. per
head, exclusive of the cost of distribution

Nor should the othér advantages of a full sup-
ply and the new plan be overlooked.

The extension of manufactories, particularly
those requiring a supply Jof pure water, would
not only enrich the city, but enlarge the water
rates; The Fairmount works number in their
water tenants no less than 138 steam engines,
and several hundred manufactories of every des-
cription ; some of these engines pay £50 per an-
num for water, and one sugar refiner pays $750
annual water rate.

The diminution of the'annual cost ot supply on
the new plan, is forcibly shown by the following
comparative statement of the costof water power
and of steam power, in the city of Philadelphia.

daily: and the Fairmount works, ata cost of
£702 per annum, furnished one-third more wa-
ter than the steam works, at a cost of £5442 per
annum.

Mr, K. concludes his report with the following
observations :—

I am informed by the manager of one of the
principal insurance offices in this city, that, pre-
vious to the great fire, the average amount of
premiums paid at all the offices on property in-
sured within the city might be estimated at
about £25,000 : and that since the fire the rates
have been increased upwards of fifty per cent ;—
50 that the premiumg on the sanme: amount of
risks would now amonut to about :£40,000 per
annum. The same gentleman is of opinion that
an efficient supply of water would have reduced
the old rates twenty per cent, or that—instead of
£35,000 the amount of the preminms before the
fire would haye been reduced to £20,000. From
this it may be inferred that the city is now pay-
ing a penalty of £20,000 per annum in extra insu-
rance, for the want of proper means for extin-
guishing fires. No doubt part of the present in-
creased rateg of insurance are levied to make up
losses—and some part of it may have reference
to the fire department, but it does not appear un-
reasonable toassume that at leasv £10,000 per
annum would be saved in this sidgle item of insu-
rance, ifthe city were in possession of an ample
supply of water. Thissum would pay the inter-
est on the cost of the works, and is therefore all
that need be claimed under this head ; but, the
actual money value of the additional security ob-
tained through an abundant supply of water
would be far higher, because it will embrace the
reduced risk uponall the property in the city,
whetherinsured by the companies or by the own-
ers.

But arguments are nnnecessary to prove the
great economy of a water supply on an efficient
scale.  Wilh the experience of the past year no
rates would appear safe for insurance companies
—and with the recurrence of such calamities
insurance must become impracticable or unne-
cessary. It is argument enough for the expen-
diture of £150,000 for preservation from fire
alone (setting aside the other advantages of
abundance of water) that we have seen property
to five times that amount utterly annihilated in
a few hours, and that a repetition of such ‘a ca-
tastrophe is by no means impossible.

Aaricvnrure—It will be seen by the following
report of the proceedings of the Agricultural
Society of the County of St. Hyacinthe, that its
intelligent and enterprising members haye come
forward liberally in support of their President,
Mr. Leclere's, mission to Odessa, thereby showing
an excellent example to their Sister Societies
thronghout, this section of the Province. The
merits of the Black-Sea wheat, in our soil and
climate, have been, we understand, fully and
satisfactorily tested; and, consequently, the
importation of fresh and well-selected seed of
that species of wheat, cannot fail to be of great
practical benefit to our farmers.  We trust,
therefore, that Mr. Leclere—who departs on his
long journey in the course of a few days—will
not be permitted to leave withont receiving
many such commissions as ‘that given by his
friends in the County of St. Hyacinthe :—

There were any number of triumphal
arches erected, all of which were surmounted by
the imperial emblems, except one on the Boulye-
vard Beaumarchais. Over the shops, however,
in the neighborhood, such emblems and mottoes
were abundant. As Louis Napoleon entered the
grand entrance of the Garden of Tuilleries, the
bouquets and garlands strewn upon his path
were 80 abundant as to incommode the horses of
the escort. Tt is caleulated that 350,000 stran-
gers arrived to see the spectacle.

If, after the deliberation of the Senate, the
forms of government ghall be changed, the result
will be submitted to the people, and the Legisla-
tive body will be appointed to ascertain the
regularity of the vote, and to declare the results.

The Paris correspondent of the Globe says that
Louis Napoleon’s marrisge with the Princess

Tur Mormons,—A correspondent of St. Louis
Repablican thus writes from Salt Lake City : This
is & beautiful valley. The mountains which sur-
round it are high, bold and rugged, whose sum-
mits are always covered with snow. No timber
grows in the valley, and not much on the moun-
tains near by; but water, delightful streams of
water gnsh out and run down th e sides of the
mountain, which are conducted along the ridges
to the city, and to all the principle farms in the
Valley. The Mormons are a very industrious
people.

The Press in Parvise

The tone of the French government organs
clearly foreshadows some fresh and decisive mea-
sure againgt the press, to finish at once all oppo-
sition. In this view, & fresh article from a pen
prophetic of ill, that of M. Granier de Cassagnac,
18 worthy of particular attention.

This sinister composition; 4 continuation of
others under the heading of “The Government
of December 2 considered in the point of reason
and morality,” defends what he calls the “reform”
introduced by that government in the law re-
lating to the press. To appreciate this reform, it
is, he says, necessary, in the first place, to resolve
this general question—*‘To what extent have the
governments of great nations in all ages permit-
ted freedom of thinking and writing ?” This
question he answers, to his own satisfaction, in
‘these terms i—

# History teaches that the absolute liberty of
writing and thinking progeribed by the govern-
ments of all lettered nations of antiquity, is a
modsmn theory of revolutionary origin, never
n~afht to the test of experience till less than a
century ago, and this theory will appear now to
all right thinking men, as during a long course
of centuries’it did appenr in the eyes of the great
nations, false, dangerous and impracticable, if,
as reason and equity require, it be judged by its
results. This is not the place to expound in de-
tail the constant practice of the two great na-
tions of lettered antiquity, the Greeks and Ro-
mans, with respect to the liberty of thinking and
writing ; some general traits will suffice to re-
fresh the memory of the reader in this particular.
It is well known with what severe orthodoxy the
dogmas of the state religion were protected by
the laws of the Greek republics against the
novelties of the philogophic sehools. The boldest
freethinkers themselves outwardly professed to
respect the belief of the people, and two celebrat-
ed religious prosecutions (the trial of Alcibiades
for the mutilation of the Hermes, and that of
Soerates) mark in the ancient times of the wes-
tern world the commencement of that era of the
energetic defence of religious dogmas, -vhich
finished in modern times by the condemnation of
Vanini, Servetus, and the Chevalier de Labarre.”

A man who in the nineteenth century supports
an argument against the liberty of the press, by
citing as precedents, the poisoning of Socrates
and the burning of Servetus, is evidently not an
advocate to do his work by halves. Passing
from the Greeks to the Romans, M. de Cassagnac
refers to the persecution of the Christians by the
Roman emperors for three centuries, and to the
laws of Theodosius and Valentinian, when Chris-
tianity had become the state religion, by which
it was made death to deny any iota of the Nicean
creed. The governments of the middle ages, and
that of France in particular, faithfully followed
this tradition of ancient nations, and thus from
the first of the capitularies to the last of the or-
dinances three generations of kings protected,
by severe laws, the trost of the public creed
against the temeritics and aberration of indivi-
dual reason. M. Granier sets the stamp of his
approbation upon the aboye-mentioned monu-
mental acts of tyranny,—held up through all
history to our execution,—in these words: “If
good and wise spirits reflect, they will acknow-
ledge that the conduct of these governments was
equitable and sensible,”

Thus, in the opinion of the chief writer of the
gevernment press, the execution of 8,800 heretics
by the first grand inquisitor was an “ eéquitable
and sensible” proceeding. While the text in-
seribed over the constitution of January 16,1852,
is the preservation of the principles of the revo-
lution of 1788, M. Granier speaks of the most. fun-
damental of those guarantees,—the liberty of the
press,—as & pernicions concession of XVL Te
proceeds to show the *‘equitable and sensible”
way in swhicl the First Conszul dealt with the

The Duke at Waterloos

‘While the French thus remained unaccount-
ably supine, the Duke of Wellington, with char-
acteristic activity, was providing against every
possible:emergency that might occur. He was
‘shaved and dressed at two o'clock in the morn-
ing; sat down by thelight' of a lamp to his
desk, and wrote many letters, of which three
have been given to the public in Col. Gurwood’s
invaluable collection. One of these—to the Eng-
lish minister at Brussels—has for its object the
maintenance of quiet in that city. The writer
speaks with confidence of the events which were
hurrying forward, and- assures his correspon-
dent that ‘“ the Prussians, will be ready again
for anything in the morning.” ‘ Pray keep
the English quiet,” he continues, ‘‘let them
all prepare to move, but neither be in a hurry
nor a fright, as all will yet turn well.” Ano-
ther, addressed to the Duc de Berri, gives
a brief but clear account of the operations of the
10th, and explains the arrangements which had
been made for the protection at the Mons road at
Hal. At the same time the Duc is advised to re-
move with his suite to Antwerp, and to carry
thither also the King of France, thoughonly as a
measure of precaution, “I hope,” says the Iield
Marshal, * indeed, I bad every reason to believe,
that all will go well; but it is necessary to look a
ood way before us, and to provide against serious
osses, should any accident occur.”  And last of
all, the Governor of Antwerp is instructed what
to do—that he is to consider the city “in a state

accommodation of the wounded, Nothing in

short, was neglected or overlooked which could

in any respect contribute towthe security of the

country, or theefficiency of the foree which de-

fended it, while all was done with a cheerfulness

and good-humoured alacrity which seemed to

forebode the happiest results, Indeed it was

part of the character of the Duke of Wellington

to inspirg'every man who approached him with

absolute counfidence in the success of whateyer

he undertook, and so remarkable an instance of
the extent to which the feeling was carried oc-
curred this day, that it would be unjust to pass
it by. Among other domestic servants who had
attended him in the Peninsular, and afterwards
followed his fortunes to London, Paris and Vien-
na, was a French cook, a man of much science and
excell_cnt method in hisway, This artiste always
contrived to get his master's dinner ready at the
exact time when it was wanted, and on the 18th
of June he applied himself, as nsual, to his duties
in the kitchen of the house in Waterloo, where
the head-quarters of the army were established,
Amid the thunder of the battle he never inter-
mitted his task; and when wounded men and
fugitives came crowding back, and & thousand
voices urged 'him {olescape while he could, he
steadily refused ecither to budge an inch or to
intermit his labours. “His Grace had ordered
dinner, and would certainly return to eat it. He
was not going to diseppoint so generous & master
for any consideration whatever” And his Grace
did come back, as he had promised, and found
his dinner not less recherche than usual, though
the state of his own feelings, victor as he was,
could hardly permit him do justice to it.

PROVINCIAL PARLIAMENT.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
Quesgce, Nov. 3.

Last night a new writ was issued for Stan-
stead.

Mr. Hincks then in Committee carried resolu-
tions to the following effect :—

That it is expedient to repeal so much of the
Railway guarantee Act, 12 Vict. chap. 29, as
relates to the aid to be given to the proposed
Railway between Quebec and Halifax, and instead
thereof, to provide that the guarantee of the
Province may be given to any Company v_vlnch
shall be formed for the constraction of & Railway
from Quebec to Trois Pistoles.

That it is expedient to provide for the incor-
poration of a Company to construct such Rail-
way, whenever a sufficient number of persons
shall express their willingness to construct the
same.

That it is expedient to provide that if such
Company sball extend the said Railway from
Trois Pistoles to the Eastern limits of the Pro-
vince, 8 tract of one million acres may be granted
to the Company.

A Bill to incorporate such a Company was
ead a first time. Also a Bill to enable the seve-
ral Railway Companies forming the Main Trunk
Line, to join and form one Company.

The Bill to increase the stock of the Montreal
Bank was read a third time. ’
The Main Trunk Railway Bill was read a third
time, after the following amendments had been
carried, on motion of hon. Mr, Hincks, by ad-
ding the following names in the 34th line of the
1st clause :—Alexander Tillock Galt, of the
town of Sherbrooke, Luther Hamilton Holton,
and David Lewis MacPherson, of the city of
Montreal, Esquires. And the following amend-
ments 108, viz:—Mr Brown—That the Bill be
referred to & select Committee to enguire whe-
ther interests of the public would not be better
conserved by accepting the offer of Her Majesty’s
Secretary for the Co_lonies! of an Imperial loan
for the constryction of a British American Rail-
road.—Mr; ggmble.—’l‘hat the Bill be amended
by addilig the swords “provided always that no-
thing in this Act shall extend or be construca w
extend to authorize the Committee to issue cer-
tificates for stock to any greater amount than
shall actually be expended in constracting the
said Railroad at the end of the 4th clause.

A motion by Mr. McKenzie, for the House to
go into committee on the propriety ofaddressing
Her Majesty torepeal the clausé in the Union Act
requiring a vote of fwo-thirds to change the
constitution of the House of Assembly, was lost,
only three voting for the motion.

To-day, Mr. Prince moved the adjournment of
the House from next Wednesday to the 14th of
February next, and the debate was proceeding
when the despatch left, the Ministry rather lean-
ing to the adjournment.
