would have built a railway into the
heart of New Brunswick long apo,

ent Liberals in Nova Scotia. He said
of Mr, Russell's speech that about hali
of it consisted of a personal attack on
Mr. Hughes, while the other half was
made up of slighting remarks aghdress
ed to his late leader, Mr, Blair, and
imputing motives to the intter.

to be no more state ownership. IRe
ferring to Mr. Blair, Mr. Borden said
wmen were now standing in the House
helittling the ex-Minister by umputing
motives to him, and when the Minis
ters did not like to do it themselves,
putting up members to show that he
was not a statesman, that he did not
resign on a question of policy, but be
cause he was  subjected to personal
slight. There were rumors that in
the Cabinet other Ministers thought
as Mr. Blair did, the only difference
was that he had the courage of his
convictions, and stepped out. Careiully
thought out, the attitude of the Gov
ernment on May 10th was to have the
whole transportation guestion investi
gated. He wanted to know what
made the Government change that po
licy in June. On May 19th this ques
tion was one which required great deli
beration, and on July 30th, in a wild
ly excited manner, the Premior de
clared that there was a crisis in the
country. What was this erisic ¥ Was
there anything about bonding  privi
leges on July 30th that did not ex
ist on May I"™h ? Perhaps the Mims
ter of the Interior, who returned to
Canada about the time, brought the
erisis with him. There was no use in
mincing words. There was no erisis.
The Premier came down to the House
ongJuly 3Mh knowing that there was
no crisis with the bogeyv of which
he endeavored to stampede the coun-

try and a 1 to a sentiment which
he evidently liked better now than
formerly, when he declared that the

he repeated, that we are not at  the
mercy of the United States, that we
ecan do as well without the honding

He said that no duplication
of railways was  proposed  hetween
Moneton and St, John, and Moncton
and Halifax; the only duplication was
to take place between Levis  and
Moncton.  Mr. Fielding disoussed this
proposition on the basis that Moncton
should be equipped as an ocean port.
Mr. Borden did not know that Mone-
ton had laid a claim to become an
ocean port, but if so the member for
Cumrberland should put in a claim for
Amherst, and the member for  Col
chester should put in a similar plea
for Truro. Tle said he was willing to
justify his position regarding the ex.
tension to Moncton before the people
of the Maritime Provinees, Any
scheme that would give Halifax and
St. John a better fighting chanee for
western traffic he would support. But
he would not support the policy by
which the Government will construet
a road between  Levie and Moncton,
and then hand it over to the Gramd
Trunk Pacific.
