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Loxpon, June, 25,

At 12 o'clock, the passage from Whitehall to the
House of Lords, was completely stopt by carriages.

By half past 12 the benches appropriated to the la-
dies' were completely occupied, many s'ood in the pas-
sages. The front benches, on both sides, were for the
most part reserved for the Peers.—The display of
splendid dresses, elegant plumes, and every variety of
ornaments, was brilliant 1n the extreme. There were
about 300 ladies in the House.

A few minutes before one o’clock, the Lord Chancel-
lor entered at the lower door, and p oceeded, slowly,
in full rohes, to the wool sack.

The Bishop of Chester immediately read prayers—
Dr. Carr took the oaths and his seat as the Bishop of
Chiclies er.

The peers continued to enter in their robes,—The
twelve Judges took their places on the wool sack. The
Duke of York appeared a few minutes before two. The
Ambassadors of the several Powers were stationed at
the end of the Bishop's benches.

At twenty minutes past two o'clock, the firing of
guns announced the arrival of His Majesty.—The ladies
immediately leaped upon the benches, and every eye
was directed to the entrance to the right of the throne.
At half past two, his Majesty took bis seat on the throuae,
wearing the crown on his h ad.

The folding doors were then thrown open for the
Com:mons, when the Speaker entered, accompanied by
Mr. Canning and the other Ministers, and followed by
a great crowd of Members. The rush was so great that
many members cried out for “ Order.” A cloud of
dust was thrown along the House.

The Speaker then addressed his Maj°sty. He com-
menced by stating that the House of Commons had at.
tended to all the recommendations of his Majesty’s
Speech at the opening ofthis Session.

In relieving the burthens ofthe people, two courses
had precented themselves to their view, either a direct
repeal of direct iaxation, or to disencumber the trade
of the country from the impediments which restricted
it, and which were condemned by enlightened views of
policy.

With the view of removing these restrictionssuch
alterations had been made in our commercial laws as
they hoped would improve the great national resources
of this country. But they had never lost sight of the
necessity of proceeding cautiously in breaking down a
system, which however impolitic, had been the growth
of ages.

They had found it their painful duty to re-enact the
Insurrection Act in Ireland, not with the vain hope of
its curing the evil, not concealing from themse!ves its
harshness and severity, and not asa permanent measure,
but such as the pressure of the existing emergency ren-
dered necessary, not only for the protection of the in-
nocent, but in mercy to the guilty.

It would ill become him to decain His Majesty by
more minute details of their proceedings. He hadonly
to expressa hope that the conduct of his faithful + 'om-
mons would meet with the gracious approbation of
His Majesty.

In conclusion he tendered the appropriati n bill,
to which, and to several biils, the royal assenc was gi.
ven,

I continue to receive from all Foreign Pow-—
ers the strongest assurances of their friendly
disposition towards this Country ; and you may
rely on my endeavours being invariably directed
to the maintenance of general peace, and the

protection of the interests, and ex(ension of the
commerce of my subjects.

Gentlemen of the louse of Commons,

I thank you for the supplies which you have
provided for the service of the present year, |
and especially for the grants which you have |
to liberally made in furtherance of the interest \

of Religion and in support of the splendoar of
she Crown.

I am fully sensible of the advantages which
may be expected to arise from the relief which
you have afforded to some of the most import-
ant branches of the national industry.

My Lords,and Genllemen,

I have the greatest satisfaction in repeat-
ing to you my congratulations upon the general
and encreasiug prosperity of the country.

I am pepsuaded, that you will carry with you
ofto your respective counties the same spirit
in harmony which has distinguished  your
deliberations during the present Session, and
that you will cultivate among all classes of
my subjects those feelings of content and at-
tachinent to the Coustitution, upon the conti-
noance and diffusion of which, under Provi-
dence, maiuly depend not only individaal hap-
piness, but the high station which this Kingdom
holds among the natious of the world.

« We have glanc d at the difficulties which are
connected with the request of the King of PorTU -
cAL to this countiy for the assistance of foreign
troops. These difheulties, we have reason to be-
lieve, are of a nature very different from any that
have been surmised by our conlemporaries, The
question that has been raised, i8 not so much what
description, or what amount of force should be
sent, nor how the consequent expences are o be
detrayed 3 1t embraces cousideraions of a much
h gher character.  There must be, of course, every
disposition on the parl of his Majesty’s Government
to assist an old and faithful Aliy, where the neces-
sity for such assisiance is clear, and the mode of
rendering it uncxceptionable,  Buat it would be a

more desirable course, if practicable, to organise,
by means of that influence which peculiarly bea
longs 10 our relations with Portugal, a power sut®
ficient to contiol the apprehended danger, without
ecurring to the aid of fosgeintroops, At all events
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this seems to be an exneriment which should be
sincerely tried, before the o'her is adopted

It certainly is not desirable 10 encourage the
practice of one G wernment seeking, from another
that kind of interference, which can never be exer.
cised without the danzer of compromising those
great fundamental orincinles which should regu-
late the intercourse between independent Siate:.
A special case, jostifving such interference, may
easily be imagined ; but it is no less easv to im-
gine how a specisl case so arising, and s0 acted
upon, may be perverted into a precedent for aless
justifiable purpose. This consideration obviosusly
imposes the necessity of grave deliberation before
any decision is taken, and it woald warrant, we may
add, a painfol and relucrant acquiescence, even
when the expedicncy of that acqaiescence can no
longer be disputed. We should fulfil a duty with
the consciousness thar an irreproachable act on our
part was too open to misconstruction, and tga sus
ceplible of perversion, to leave behind it the com=
mon reward of self-satisfaction at what we had done.
_ At present nn step has been taken which can place us
in such a position. The ques'ion has been met with a
full and clear conviction of all the embarrassing diffi~ul-
ties which belong to it How it may be finally dispos-
ed of, it is not for usto anticipate. Supposing, how-
ever,the result should be that the required aid 1s graat.
ed, we can state that not a single British soldier will be
sent.”
