Church ofthe Messiah.

Having mentioned the value and beauty
of the Pealms, owing to the fact that the
heart-utterauces exoressed in these sacred
roems appealed directly to the buwan
heart, which was the same now as when
the were written—centuriee bad come

gone; man’s mightiest works had
crumbled away and disap, , but
these utterances rewaioed till fresh, and
responsive to the highest feelings of the
human beart—he dwelt upon the char-
acter ofa religious life, to which allusion
was made in the text, and instanced
u number of helps aud hindrances
to perfection and advancement
in this state. Hindrauces comprise
success in life; wealth, proeperity, and
worldly comforts; man bowed down to
the god success, and gave bim faithful
service. Aleo the head and tongue, in
consequence of the «peculstions regard-
ing points of doctrine, matters ofreligious
beliei, &c., in which the former'was wont
to indulge, aud the mischievousclatter of
the laiter. Religion was detined as the
retura of the soul, which had wandered
trom 1t8 proper allegiance, to God, avd
religious feeling bad 1ts birth in theheart,
aud cousisted in its entire surrender te
the Supreme, althouzblits existence in a

spéculation and wordly dispute—apt to
be chilled by the criticism of the head,
and repulsed by the clamor of the tongue;
