PRINCE OF

Banking Methods In England.

A SENSATIONAL DIVORCE SUIT.

Japan's European Treaties—The Massacre
at Manipur—Fever in the Medi-
terranean Fleet.

Loxpox, May 23—Proposals have been
made by the Jupanese Government for a re-
vision of Jupan's treaties with European
Powers, It is proposed to raise the Customs
tariffa to 12 per cevt. ad valorem in place of
the existing rate of 5 per cent. The present
Consular Courts in the open porta or Japan
are to continue iu existence for five years from
the date of the new treaties and are to have
urisdiction in all cases arising within the
foreign concessions, while the Japanese Courts
are to decide cases, whether the parties con.
cerned be fereigners or not, arising outside of
the concessions. Foreigners are debarred
from the right of acquiring freehold rights
property, holding railway and mining shares
or tak ‘ng part in the Japanese coasting trade.
The British Government has exchanged com-
munications with the German Government
regarding these proposals. The two Govern-
ments have agreed to op the chauges as
illiberal and will demand that Japan recon.
sider,
During the debate in Parlianient over the
maesacre of Commissioner Quinton and his
associates by the Manipuris, many of the
Liberals intend to oppose the punishment of
the murderers on the ground that they acted
in self-defence, This will bring on a discus
sion of the alleged treachery of the Govern-
ment towards the natives. It has been pre-
dicted by some that the agitation of this sub-
jeet will not cease until Lord Lansdowne is
re-called from the Viceroyalty of India. i
The present London season of social, dra-
matic and musical entertainment has been
the dullest on record, in spite of the many
so-called attractions which bave becr pre-
sented, This dullness may in the main be
attributed to the financial depression, the
ravages of influenza, the many deaths result-
inﬁ from that disease andthe cold weather.
'he health of the Prince of Wales causes
fm\'c aniiety to his relatives and intimate
riends. The malady from which the Prince
suffered so severely in 18900 has re.np
in o different quarter and this fact is looked
upon as one of great significance, In mpite
of his precarious state of health, the Prince
continues his visits to the theatres and
attends numerous bulls and other entertain-
ments, but the heir apparent is carefully
guarded while thus enjoying himself, and
every care is taken to prevent him from
suffering too much fatigue.
Ou Tuesday last the Prince visited the
horse show at the Royal Agricultural Hall,
Islington, accompanied by two of his daugh-
ters, The same day the acrouchement of his
eldest daughter, the Duchess of Fife, was
announced, and consequent!y the Prince and
his daughters, upon entering the Royal box,
received a tumultuously warm greeting from
the audience assembled. After the first
cheers had subsided, & voice in the gallery
was heard to yell “Three cheers for grand-
father Wales,” A renewed burst of wel-
coming cheers followed this remark,which the
Prince laughingly acknowledged by 'nF
and bowing to the cheering people. Al-
though the Prince of Wales has been sub-
wed in  behalf of the plaintift in the Sir
Villiam Gordon-Cumming  case, otherwise
the “Baccarat soandal” he will not appear
in the witneks box, as his evidence is not re-
quired. The %ruleu efforts are still bei
made on all sides 1o obtain_seats at the tri
of the suit, but every seat has already been
sllotted, so thousands who expected to be
present will be doomed to disappointment.
T'he trial commences June lst.
The suit of the wife of Earl Ruasell for
separation on the gronnd of cruclty is to be
tried on June 8.  The case was on some time
ago, and was temporarily postponed in the
belief that o settlémept oup of court could
be arrived st. This has proved impossible,
and it is now pretty certain that the sensa.
tional features which are known. to be in-
volved in the suit will be made public. They
are known to be of the most extraordinary
charvacter. The Earl is the head of one of
the oldest families of the Anglo-Norman
uristocracy. He is young and handsome,
and had a distinguished carcer at the uni-
versity. He was considered a great cateh,
but personal eccentricities for which he was
noted when a student have developed to
an extent that makes many of his friends
believe him to be insane. ‘lhe countes
foung it impossible to live with him from
withitha few months after their murrinfn
The Queen, while en route from Windsor
for Balmoral, stopped at Derhy to lay the
fonndation stone of the Derhf Infirmary.
Though the weather was bad the town was
decked in holiday attire and was thronged
with people. Several short addresses were
maile. Afterward the Queen knighted the
Mayor of Derby. The Queen condoled with
the authorities on the death of Lord Edward
Cavendish, who wus member of Parlinment
for West Derbyshire aud whose death caused
Lord Hartington to be absent from the cere-

mony.

Thye Daily Chronicle says that there is a
strong feeling in financinl circles that the
money market ought to be placed upon a
different fool.inq. “The framework of the
money market,” the Chroniele says, “is
antiquated and no lopger suitable to the con-
ditiobs of recent years."

Mr. Lidderdalg, the Governor of the Bank
of England, called a meeting yesterday of
representatives of the big bill-buying banks,
to consider questions bearing upon the co-
operation of joint stock banks with the Bank
of England in view of exoceptional circum-
stances which may arise. The indications
are that a change in present banking methods
is necessary.
The St. jamu' Gazette says the fact that
Bramwell Booth, son of Gen. Booth of the
Salvation Army isa creditor in $10,000 to a
bankrupt stock broker mnamed Taylor,
snggests stock exchange gambliug upon the
part of Mr. Booth. The Gazetle on this
ground demands that an explanation be
given.
‘CARNARVON, Wales, May 23—R. C. Dun-
can, of Washington, D.C., charged with
attempting to murder his wife, was brought
into Court here to-day and formally charged
with the crime. The prisoner presented &
haggard and dejected appearance. He was
remanded for a week owing to the inability
of Mrs. Duncan to attend and give. evidence
for the prosecution,
BELGRADE, May £3—Ex-Queen Natalie has
written a letter to M, Paschico, the Servian
Premier, in which she declares that the
ohject of her expulsion was neither for the
nlz{o‘od of Servia nor for the welfare of the
ng.

Marra, May 23—Fever is raging among
the officers and sailors belonging to the
British fleet in  these waters. There is an
average of 40 officers and  men sick on board
each vessel. The naval hospital is over-
crowded with sick sailors.

Corry, May 23—The King of Greece, the
Premier, M. Deliganni, and the Miuister of
Justice, M. Zaiwas, are expected here short-
ly to enquire into the troubles between the
Greek Christians and the Hebrews. Placards
have been distributed inciting the people to
rebellion and threatening the Goyernor with
death,

Buexos Avres, May 23—The statement
that a revolution had broken out in the I'ro-
vince of Cordova is confirmed. There was
firing in the streets of {'ordova yesterday and
Thursday. It is belic
instigated by the leaders of the rival fuctions
in Buenos Ayres.

THE ELHCTION IN ALGOMA.

QUBEBEC.

MoxTreAT, May 23—Detective Grose, of
the Canadian Secret Service, returned to-day
from Notre Dame de Stunbridge, in this Pro-
vince, where he has been working at a sensa-
tional case, of which the following ure the
facts :—About nine yeuars ago a knitting mill
known as the Pike River Mill was started by
Joseph Couture, but was not a success, and
Theodore Boas, Maurice Boas, Morrison aud
William H. Priest bought it about five years
0 and operations. After a while Mr,
Morrison sold his share to Mr. Theodore
Boas, and the three partvers conducted the
business. A short time ago Mr. Theodore
Boas had reason to believe that everyihing
was not going all right. He consulted his
counsel, who engaged the services of De-
tectives Grose and Carpenter, of the Ca-
padian Secret Service. Carpenter person-
ally took charge of the case, and, ac-
companied by T. Boas and a number
of assistants went out to Notre Dame de
Staubridge. In the meantime an injunction
had been taken out by Priest, manager of the
mill, to restrain the others from selling the
stock of the mill held by them. On the 9th
the party, arrived at the village and imme-
diately went to the mill and endeavored to
enter, Priest refused to allow them to do so
and suceeeded, with the assistance of some
of the mill hands armed with crowbars and
pitchforks, in keeping them out. Finally
matters were arranged and Boas and Car-
g:nter were allowed to enter, the assistants
ing kept out. On the next day Priest ex-
ressed bis regret at the occurrence and
agreed to uccept a letter of apology and
a dissolution of the injunction and to let that
portion of the aflair drop. This was com-
plied with by Priest, but some days after-
wards he represented to his lawyers that he
was under the influence of liquor at the time
and that the settlement had been effected
while he was not in foll possession of his rea-
ing faculties. This brought matters to a
climax. Detective Carpenter, in working up
the case, securcd evidence that Priest
was not intoxicated and that two days after-
wards he sent u telegram from Bedford to his
Montreablawyers asking them to discontinue
all actions .5ninn Boas. In securing this
evidence the detective found that Priest had
transferred his property to a mill’ hand
named James Isles, and that Isles had re-
vransferred it to Priest’s wife. When these
facts were learned, warrants were immediate-
ly sworn out against him for perjury and
frandulent secretion of property, and a
capias in the snm of $9,800 issued. De-
tootive Carpontar, accompanied” by Sheriff
Cotton, drove to Frelighsburg, where they
found Priest and arrested him, conveying
him to the Sweetsburg Jail. During this
time ofe of the officers of the Canadian Secret
Service arrested Isles, who was also taken to
Swjeetsburg, The charge against him was
that of being an accessory to the secretion of
roperty. On Tuesday evening another of
rose’s assistants learned / that there was
thirty pounds of dynamite buried in a lot ad-
joining that on which the mill stands.  'When
this became known there was a small panic
in the village, everybody expecting to gosky-
high without & moment’s warning. A man
employed in ploughiug on the lov came within
some twelve inches of turning up the ex-
plosive. In the meantime, Priest has been
released on $13,000 bail. The mill is under
guard of a force of dete~tives day and night.

The
fire started in Friedman’s ligunor warehoise
on De Bresoles street and extended o the
large stone block of wurchouseg extending
from De Bresoles to Notre Dame street, near
the French church and occupied by the New
England Paper Company, Youug & Son, dye
manufacturers, the Metropolitan Manufac-
turing Co,, R. Beullae, oburch ornaments,
Pratt, piapos and organs. The flames spread
from one satore to another with alarming
rapidity and the whole of the buildings were
soon in flames. In Beuliac's church orna-
ment establishment & great quantity of tur-
pentine and oil was stored, and when the
fire was at its height there was a loud explo-
sion and the windows were blown out with
terrific force ; several of the firemen had a
narrow escape. The total loss is estimated
at over £100,000, which is probably covered
by insurance.

The Late James Denoon, of Three Rivers.
‘A SCOTCHMAN AND A SOLDIER.”

On Tuesday last the body of this gallant
old soldier was laid torest in the burial
ground at Three Rivers. Mr. Dencon was
well known to many old Quebecers, as he waa
stationed iu this city many years ago s a
Sefgeant in the Royal Artillery. But he is
better known as the authoi of many pattiotic
verses published in the Quebec press durin
the last forty years under the -&'um ure o
*“ A Scotchman and a Soldier.” He died at
the ripe age of eighty-nine, deeply regretted
by the people of 'Fhree Rivers, where he had
resided for the last half century.

Not far from his last resting place can be
seen the monument erected over the grave of
one of Wolfe's heroes bearing the following
inscription :—

‘“ Here licth interted the body of James
Sinclair, who was born in Scotland in the
year 1732, and who died in this town on the
27th March, 1821. He served under the
Duke of Cumberland and was present at the
battle of Culloden in 1746, e afterwards
served at the siege of Lonisburg in 1758 and
under the illustrions Wolfe at the taking of
Quebec in 1759 He also distinguished him-
self asan officer in tlre British militia dnr;_'ng
l.l';n b!?\:klde of Quebee in the years 1775-
1776.
