The war
brought tragedy to the poet. He lost his only son. He
has suffered personally, and felt deeply. He is not,|
perhaps, the best judge of America, but he is not the|
only one who has said in effect that" America has lost|
her soul.

It does not follow that because America suffered |
less than Europe as a result of the great catastrophe |
that we have lost our soul. We have relative prosper-
ity, but we are not conscious of any overweening hap-
piness flowing from it, On the contrary, so far as
we may judge, America seems unhappy over a lot of
things, and the Increase in national wealth does noth-
ing to dispel the conscious lack of that contentment
that bdspeaks happiness,

But all this, it would seem, has nothing to do with
saving souls or losing them. Saving one's soul and
finding happiness are personal matters omly indirectly
related to big, impersonal things like war. And in this
