OTTAWA (CP) — External Affairs Minister Green says he 
believes the United Nations has been strengthened as a result 
of its last General Assembly session.

“At the start, it looked like 
a disaster,'' he said Wednesday

In term* of change and develop­
ment, no year ha* been more moment­
ous for the Commonwealth than the 
I 2 month* just past.

At the beginning of 1961, it seem­
ed that the Commonwealth wa* ready 
to embark upon a new era of growth 
with the older and larger members — 
Britain, Canada, New Zealand, Aus­
tralia and South Africa — acting a* 
anchors for a number of new and pros­
pective members.

Rut a number of event* have oc­
curred to bring a sharp halt to that 
trend.

The first wa* the withdrawal of 
South Africa from the Commonwealth; 
the second was Britain’s decision to 
look into membership in the Europ­
ean Common Market, and the third is 
Britain's new Immigrants Bill which 
will have the effect of limiting immi 
gration of colored peoples to the 
British Isles.

There have been other disruptive 
elements, too — unrest in the Nyasa- 
land Federation, emibittered by char­
ges against Sir Roy Weleoeky of help­
ing the Katanga revolt; the break-up 
of the proposed West Indies hedera- 
tion and the growing aloofness of 
Kwame Nkrumah and his country of 
Ghana.

These, however, have been but 
minor factors as compared to the three 
basic developments.

The South African issue broke the 
Commonwealth tradition of friendly, 
family relations. It set up Common­
wealth countries as judges of each 
other, and made the Commonwealth 
into a sort of court.

The particular weakness of this ar­
rangement was, and stdl is, that no 
Commonwealth member is entirely 
free of the same crime of which South 
Africa stood accused. The uneasy feel­
ing has persisted all year that while the 
"right thing" was done, there was a 
form of discrimination practised, robed 
and girded with fine sounding moral 
phrases.

Britain » proposed entry into the

Common Market has apparently 
brought out the woral in a number of 
Commonwealth countries, including 
C anada. The Canadian government has 
perhaps shown the rudest manners of 
all in dealing with this development, 
But Australia runs a close second with 
talk of a "sellout." Here, feeling in 
Britain is at variance with feeling in 
the rest of the Commonwealth. The 
British view is that if Britain does enter 
the Common Market, it will not be 
very much different from Canada's 
trade patterns with the United States, 
and should not affect Commonwealth 
relations any greater. Prime Minister 
Macmillan has also given assurances, 
both publicly and privately, that Brit­
ain will not enter the Common Market 
if Commonwealth interests will be 
gravely jeopardized by ECM member­
ship.

The new Immigrants' Bill hits hard­

est at the West Indies and India, who 

have both cried "color bar" loud and 

clear. Mr Macmillan denies that color 

has anything to do with the bill, and 

it is entirely likely that this is an hon­

est opinion, but the net effect is to 
alienate the affections of the colored 
countries of the Commonwealth whose 
voice is becoming stronger and more 
influential all the time.

None of this, however, need mean 
the break-up of the Commonwealth. 

I he association is, after all, an extrem­
ely elastic one which allows for an un­
limited amount of give and take by 
all parties concerned. It is no where 
stated that members may not disagree, 
or may not take steps in their own in­
terests that other* may dislike.

So long as the Commonwealth re­
mains an informal grouping of na­
tions with a common tradition, it will 
remain what its members want to be.

I bis may in time be no more than 
a lew scattered trade concessions and 
a feeling of kinship similar to that held 
by cousins, but a* everyone knows, 
cousins are good to have when the go­
ing i* thick.

Housing surplus growing steadily
Proposals for bolstering the sagging 

residential construction industry by 
reducing interest rates and other forms 
of government subsidy fail to reco­

gnize a fact of growing importance — 
that there is a substantial surplus of 

housing accommodation in manv are,is 

of the United States and Canada,

The urgency with which the owners 

of new apartment properties are seek­

ing to attract tenants indicates that the 
acute housing shortage apparent fol­

lowing World War II has been replac­
ed by a tenant shortage. In some dis 

tricts, owners are maintaining their 

rental level but are offering prospec­
tive tenants one or two months free 

rent in return for a two-year lease, 

hlsewhere the owners are advertising 
free dishwashers, gas and electricity

and even the use of swimming pools.

1 his surplus of new properties has 

had an important effect on slum clear­

ance projects. As higher income fam­

ilies move into the ultra-modern pre­
mises, they leave older but very desi­

rable properties vacant. As rent con­

cessions are offered, families have a 
tendency to step into a higher hous­

ing bracket, eventually reducing the 

number bidding for slum properties.
Admittedly the housing surplus has 

not reached the level where thfc need

A momentous year for Commonwealth

Berl in crisis

August the most important month 
in Germany's post war history

The events of August 13 
made 19(11 one of the most 
important years in German 
post-war history. Although 
Ihe Communist moves on 
August 13 were directed 
chiefly at Berlin, every Ger­
man knows that Berlin was to 
serve only as a lever for 
Communist plans to turn right 
and freedom in the Federal 
Republic upside down.

‘‘When ihe lights of Berlin 
go out, twlight will close over 
Ihe Federal Republic," com­
mented one observer. Why is 
it then that, despite crisis, 
faith and confidence riomin 
ate Ihe life and thought of 
Ihe people of West Berlin and 
Ihe Federal Republic? It is 
undoubtedly because the free 
world will never allow the 
fredom of two and-one half 
million people to be jeopar­
dised.
Indeed, the determination of 

free Germans since 1949 not 
to yield to the threats of the 
East, but to stand up for 
peace and freedom on the 
side of the West has never 
Been in doubt. And one may­
be sure that behind them 
stand the silenced peoples of 
the Soviet Zone.
On September .17, five weeks 

after the erection of the wall 
in Berlin, the people of the 
Federal Republic elected 
their Government for the 
fourth time since 1949.
The outcome was a sure in­

dication of the Germans’ re­
fusal to tie diverted from 
their path of freedom and 
right by the Soviet threats.
Although the election alter­

ed the relative strengths of 
the parliamentary groups, 
there has been in no way a 
change of political course. On 
ihe contrary, there can be as 
little doubt about the direc­
tion of Bonn's course today 
as there was before August 
13. The aims of this course in­
clude:
• assurance of freedom for 

the Federal Republic and 
Berlin, and the restoration of 
freedom in the Soviet-occu 
pied part of Germany:
• restoration of German 

unity in peace;
•strengthening of the free 

world, and solidarity with 
free peoples;
• co-operation with the de­

veloping nations on the 
basis of real partnership.
The present efforts towards 

European unity belong to 
the policy of strengthening 
the free world.
What are the motives be­

hind this longing for a unit­
ed Europe? They lie plainly 
in the recognition:
•that an egoistical, national­

istic policy is simply impos­
sible today in view of the 
world's political, economic 
and cultural tasks.
• that a similar policy 

which was carried to its ex­
treme once in Germany led 
only to catastrophe.
• that European peoples 

belong together by virtue of 
their historical unity and 
should never again be torn 
apart by hate and dissension,
• tha* freedom and human 

digniiy can be defended from 
Communist threats by com­
mon effort.

It follows from the final 
point that this ideal of a 
united Europe is not synony­
mous with any wish of Euro­
peans to separate themselves 
from the rest of the world. 
Much more, it is the desire 
for the world wide co-opera­
tion of all free peoples.

Mr. Tommy Douglas, out on 
the Federal hustings, will find 
audiences which have not 
heard his story of a visit to a 
Saskatchewan mental hospital 
where he told a curious pati- 
ient that he was premier. The 
patient sneered. He said if Mr. 
Douglas was premier he was 
Napoleon.

Arthur Meighen 
and J. S. Woodsu'orth what­
ever their sterling qualities, 
will not be remembered as 
men of humor. The times of 
course were against them.
William Aberhart, the evan­

gelist whose Social Credit 
theories seemed to many in 
Alberta the answer to hard 
times, had a favorite story 
about a capitalist knocking at 
the gates of Heaven and per­
suading Saint Peter to check 
whether he could be admit­
ted. When the saint returned, 
the capitalist was gone—and 
so were the pearly gates. But 
this type of yarn has no last­
ing glory.
Perhaps time puts a particu­

lar gloss on humor but the 
modern voter exposed to too 
many election speeches must 
long for an urbane Laurier 
puncturing a demagogue and 
the sparkling MacDonald 
teasing an opponent or dar­
ing to say that the country 
preferred him drunk to 
George Brown sober. In those 
days, closer to the standards 
of Disraelis and Lincolns, 
politicians sought out humor, 
applied it as balm to their 
own wounds and salt to the 
bruises of their enemies.

Messrs. Diefenbaker. Pear­
son and Douglas, whatever 
sense of humor they possess, 
live in a time when laughter 
and spontaneity in politics are 
being smothered by the cau­
tion imposed by radio and 
television.-Politics lose zest 
when humor and sarcasm be­
come too gentle. Wc need 
more of the forthrightness of 
Samuel Johnson—"When you 
see a Whig you see a rascal.
. . . The first Whig was the 
Devil."

determination for all, of 
peace and co-operation not 
perhaps only a question of op­
portunism? In a year that 
has seen the Eichmann trial 
as a grim reminder of 1933- 
1945, it is understandable that 
I his queslinn should be rais­
ed.

The Germans know that 
the ignominy of National 
Socialism and its crimes are 
linked with the name of their 
country. They also know that 
this fact cannot be undone 
by the attempts at material 
compensation to which they 
are devoting continuing ef­
fort, or by their search for 
spiritual reconciliation, They 
arc ready to face the past— 
are doing so.

Books like Eugen Kogon’s 
"The S.S. State”, which ap­
peared only a year after the 
war’s end in 1946, and the 
"Diary of Anne Frank” are 
still two of the most widely- 
sold books in the Federal 
Republic. William Shirer's 
“The Rise and Fall of the 
Third Reich”, which appear­
ed in its German translation 
some weeks ago has provok­
ed broad discussions and also 
promises to become a best­
seller here, like other books 
written on that ugly period of 
German history.

This and other evidences, 
far too numerous to mention 
in a single article, are proof 
that the Germans are con­
stantly facing the past.

Indeed, much of German 
post-war history is characte­
rised by the honest efforts of 
Germans to face the deeds 
done in their name by the 
dictatorship—and to establish 
a new course in a vvortd that 
needs the efforts of every 
free people.

Far from being ‘‘opportu­
nistic". this new course is 
much truer to the best Ger­
man traditions than were the 
twelve years under Hitler. 
One of the most fitting acts 
of atonement for 1933-1945, 
as the Germans see it, is to 
be true once more to their 
long humanist past; and in 
so doing lo help defend hum­
anity against the forces that 
pose its greatest challenge in 
the present.

OTTAWA — For a newsman, the great advantage of 
an Ottawa base is that 73 or 80 per cent of all the news of 
national importance- happening in Canada can be covered 
from this capital.

Take the Contwoyto Lake story. That may sound like 
the place where Aunt Millie and Uncle Herb spent their 
holidays three years ago, but it isn’t. Rather it s in the bar­
ren lands close to the Arctic Circle, where the discovery 
of gold has sparked a claim staking rush

In principle 1 should dash off to Contwoyto Lake if I 
want to cover the gold rush, but in Ottawa such an ener­
getic solution is not usually necessary I pick up a phone 
and talk to government experts who have been there. When 
you conaider that the mercury hit 30 below at Contwoyto 
Lake a month ago, with no intention of stopping on the 
high side of minus 60, there is much to be said for cover­
ing this story from Ottawa

☆ ★ ☆
The gold rush started after Canadian Nickel Co. re­

corded 307 claims this fall on thhc basis of diamond dril­
ling operations at the lake last summer that showed a sub­
stantial body of fair to good grade gold ore.

There are elements of poker in prospecting, with in- 
ler-eompany rivalries putting a premium on bluffing and 
holding one's cards close to one's vest. At Yellowknife, 
where Canadian Nickel recorded its claims, they chuckle 
appreciatively over what happened last summer to a local 
bush pilot and two spies of a rival company who tried to 
discover what the Canadian Nickel prospectors were up to.

Unable to locate the Canadjan Nickel camp from the 
air, the pilot sent out phoney distress signals in Ihe hope 
that the camp would reply and thus give away its location. 
But the Canadian Nickel men smelled something fishy and 
refused to respond. Then a storm came up. The plane's 
motor conked out and the pilot had to crash land. This time 
his frantic distress calls were genuine but he was like the 
boy who called “wolf” —- he was ignored by the radio 
operator in the camp. The three spies had to wait by their 
downed aircraft until a rescue party arrived from Yellow­
knife.

As soen as claim-filing by the Canadian Nickel group 
disclosed the nature and location of ihe discovery, other 
mining companies sped their representatives in by char­
tered planes to stakes slaims on all sides of the discovery. 
More than 1,000 claims have now been staked and filed, and 
the rush is still on.

With gold in the Contwoyto area, as anywhere, the 
problem is to find it.

Just how big the Contwoyto strike is, and whether the 
newly staked claims are worth the cost of the stakes that 
had to be flown into this treeless country, won't be known 
before next summer's diamond drilling. If the gold seekers 

win, Lake Contwoyto could become another Yellowknife, 
a city that grew from a similar discovery in 1935.

Ÿoldier pipes 
have regained 
Iheir popularity

COPENHAGEN (ReuterO - 
Long soldier pipes, a Danish 
coat bution to the cult of to­
bacco, ha\e regained popularity 
here iu - new setting.

A favorite for years with 
tourists wlo visit Denmark, 
the pipes have become increas­
ingly popular among Danes in 
recent months. The pipe smok­
ing, comfort-loving Danes say 
the soldier pipe—just over f-ur 
f et f inches long—is ideal 
for watching TV as well as a 
decorative addition

The i or rests the hand 
pa.nted porcelain bowl between 
his feet, so that the mouth­
piece just reaches his lips 
There is no smoke in the eyes 
no distractions and no museiv 
!ar effort.

The smoker can't light the 
long • stemmed pipe. Tester 
year’s rolled paper, or live 
coal from the fire, has been re­
placed by a dutiful match- 
wielding wife.

For bachelors, a shorter pipe, 
about 18 inches long, has been 
developed.

“The long pipe is purely Dan­
ish,” declared aoergen Jensen, 
a pipe lover and collector “The 
porcelain bowl cannot burr, 
through, and m any soldier 
pipes are still in use after 
more than 200 years of hard 
smoking.”
USES CHEAP TOBACCO

A first look at the cavernous 
bowl—six inches deep and one 
inch in diameter — need not 
frighten smokers with visions 
of astronomic tobacco bills. A 
cheap tobacco is made spec 
ially for the long pipe.

A tradition which faded dur­
ing the First World War, the 
pipes were once practically the 
only ‘must’ for a man joining 
the rmy. The new recruit's 
first call, after enlistment, was 
on to the local pipe-maker For 
the bowl design, some chose the 
king, others their regimental 
coat of rms. or a picture of 
the recruit himself in uniform.

So firmly did the custom be­
come established that when the 
Danish Royal Guard-, cele­
brated their jubilee some years 
ago with a parade, he ser­
geants - major marched along 
swinging their soldier pipes.

With the end of the first war, 
the long pipes were relegated 
to museums and attics, col­
lected by a few enthusiasts, or 
sold to tourists.

Lighting system 
guides aircraft 
in soupy weather

SAULT STE. MARIE, Ont 
(CP) — Flying six miles high 
over the Lakehead one night in 
November, a Trans-Canada Air 
Lines pi'ot on a routin flight 
yelled into his microphone:; 
"I’m being dazzled by a light

At the Sault airport, 2(>8 air 
miles away, chief radio officer; 
Bill Shackleton answered.

“Would you mean these 
lights?” he asked as he flicked 
a switch that reduced the can ; 
dle-power of a massive hank of 
400-watt lights at the end of the 
major east-west runway facing 
out over Lake Superior.

The TCA pilot said yes.
Mr. Shackleton said it wasn’t 

a freak sighting. He contends! 
the lights can be seen from the! 
Lakehead by planes if they ap 
proach at the right height and 
angle.

But this is unlikely to happen 
in future because the high-in­
tensity beam will be used only 
during cloudy weather.

Over the weekend they had 

slid from relative order to a 
jumbled mishmash of fiat- 
ware, crumbs, sharp knives, 
corkscrews, Yo-Yo strings and 
mixing spoons. This was 
brought on by many hands 
trying to make light work of 
Saturday night party dinner 
dishes (my friends always 
stash tableware where they 
think it should go, never mind 
where it belongs), compli­
cated by Cub Scouts deter­
mined to win points for “help­
ing around the kitchen.”

A fast look at the chaos was 
enough to reveal good reasons 
for dumping the drawers’ 
contents, washing the insides 
and relining w'ith fresh paper.

By coincidence I had re­
cently learned from a friend 
of her successful way of “slip 
covering” the insides of kitch­
en cabinet drawers to make 
them easier to keep clean. 
This method takes longer
initially, but the results
should be worth the effort.

Instead of cutting paper
just to fit the bottom of the 
drawer, the paper is sized to 
curve up the sides. Corners
are mitered so that crumbs 
and soil can't creep under the 
liner, or stay in corners.

Lining material should be 
washable. It might be plastic- 
coated paper, self-adhesive 
plastic or similar material.

To make a liner, mark off 
the exact dimensions of the 
inside bottom of the drawer 
on the wrong side of the 
paper.

Draw a border around this 
three or four inches wide.

(This margin forms the 
sides of the finis! ed liner).

Crease materia! sharply 
along the inner line. Fold and 
miter the corners, trimming 
excess materia]. Tape over­
lapped corner flat to the out­
side of the liner. When all 
corners have been mitered 
and fastened to form neat 
right angles, fit the boxlike 
liner into the drawer.

The smooth joining of 
sides and base leaves no place 
for dust to collect or crumbs 
to hide.

"As West Berlin can no 
j longer be a shop-window for 
i my fellow countrymen in the 
East," he says, “it must be 
made a show-window of our 
will to survive.”

The cultural program will be 
linked with plans to stimulate 
the city's economy. Together, 
jit is hoped, they will give the 
city a new sense of purpose 
and encourage West Berliners 
to remain.

With border tension abating, 
the exodus of West Berliners to 
West Germans already has 
slowed to a trickle

Other plans under considéra 
tion include establishment of a 
“pedagogic centre" to attract 
education students and im­
proved conditions for teachers, 
scientists and artists.
