E
verybody looks better with a mus-
tache. Even monsters. Especially
monsters.

Mo’s Mustache (by Ben Clanton, 2013,
filed in the Lennoxville Library at C-62)
arrives in a box in the mail, and he care-
fully pastes it on.

“Awesome.”
“It’s superific!”
“Dude!”
“I say!”
“What a splendid mustache.”
“Nicely trimmed!”
Yes, all the monsters adore the new

hairy lip. In fact, they love it sooooo
much that they all get ’staches.

This makes Mo sad. “Mo’s mustache
no longer feels so big, black, or beauti-
ful. So Mo says good-bye to his mus-
tache….” Mo’s story is a fun and fabulous
tale (for adults as much as for children),
which ends with our hero discovering
that people imitate him because they ad-
mire him. Imitation is flattery. And so,
he goes from upset to pleased. 

There’s a lot of bristle-sprouting this
month, as many otherwise smooth-
skinned men grow facial hair to mark
Movember, the month-long fundraiser
that brings in money for prostate cancer
and related programs.

Movember Canada is also holding a
fitness challenge so that women can get
involved. But don’t forget that some
women can participate in the same way
some men do.

Consider the acclaimed Mexican
painter, Frida Kahlo. She celebrated her
prominent moustache (and refused to
pluck her unibrow). Women are hairy,
and Kahlo’s acceptance of her natural
body has inspired many. It certainly did
not impede her in life: Kahlo’s artworks
are beloved (and worth a small fortune),
and she had many lovers (both male and
female). But one of the most famous was
the whiskered Russian revolutionary,
Leon Trotsky. (He died in 1940 of an un-
fortunately placed icepick.)

Award-winning author Gregorio Leon
uses their affair as the backdrop for a
modern-day thriller, L’Ultime Secret De
Frida K. (2012, translated from the origi-
nal Spanish by Catalina Salazar and
filed in French Adult Fiction). It’s a mix
of theft, murder, the drug trade, and the
desecration of a religious artifact. And
that’s just the first part….

Like Kahlo and Trotsky, many proudly
wear their mustaches year in, year out.

•The detective Hercule Poirot pays
particular attention to his (find Agatha
Christie’s cozies in Adult Fiction in Eng-
lish and French, and also in Audio
Books).

•The Gauls Asterix and Obelix (filed
mostly in C-300) have lovely moustaches. 

•Thomson and Thompson are looka-
likes (but easily identified by their ’s-
taches:  one flips down, the other flips
up, in C-360 and C-420). 

•And never forget Ignatius J. Reilly in
the humourous A Confederacy of Dunces by
John Kennedy Toole (1981, available in
French via interlibrary loan as La conju-
ration des imbéciles). 

Bad guys have stubble too (plus
beards, even worse!) –

•the turncoat Saruman in J.R.R.
Tolkien’s Middle Earth series (filed in
Young Adult and in Audio)

•and Charles Dickens’ Fagin in Oliver
Twist (in C-222). 

Actor Hal Holbrook’s ’stache perfectly
matches that of the real-life American

humorist Mark Twain (born 1835), and
Holbrook’s voice and mannerisms per-
fectly capture Twain’s character in the
one-man show, Mark Twain Tonight!, a
two-CD set recorded live on stage (2006,
it’s just under two hours, and filed in
Audio Books). Holbrook’s 70-year-old
professional curmudgeon is arrogant (“I
was born modest but it wore off”),
charming and witty as he makes fun of
journalists, moralists, and any and
everyone else. A good portion of the
show is given over to a reading of Huck-
leberry Finn, about a boy who flees his
abusive father. Huck makes friends with
an escaped slave, and the two seek some
happiness in life. (You can also find the
1884 Huckleberry Finn in print in a year
2000 version in the Easy Reads section;
these books are specially produced for
beginner readers, for late learners, or
those for whom English is a second lan-
guage; nearby on the same shelf you’ll
find its prequel, The Adventures of Tom
Sawyer, 1876/2008).

Of course, come the end of the
month, Movember participants are to
shave it all off. For some, this will be a
relief. Not so for others.

The French author Guy de Maupas-
sant died at the age of 42 in the year
1893.

F
ormer Quebec Premier and Sher-
brooke native Jean Charest has been
called in to strengthen the city’s bid

to host the 2021 Francophonie Games,
according to local media. 

Both La Tribune and Radio Canada are
reporting that Charest will be among
those named to the candidacy commit-
tee by International Relations and Fran-
cophonie Minister Christine St-Pierre at
a press conference at City Hall in Sher-
brooke today. Sherbrooke Mayor
Bernard Sévigny will also be on hand. 

Charest resigned as premier of Que-
bec after his party’s in the September
2012 general election. He is currently a

partner in the Montreal office of the
McCarthy Tétrault law firm, where he
handles international issues. 

During his career, Charest took part
in four Francophonie summits that
gathered more than 50 heads of state
and government, and was host to the
2008 summit in Quebec City. 

Sherbrooke is vying for the Fran-
cophone Games against Guadeloupe
and Moncton/Dieppe, N.B.

W
hile the Common Front post-
poned the strike days sched-
uled for Dec. 1, 2 and 3 and

presented a counter offer for considera-
tion to demonstrate a desire to move for-
ward more intensively with collective
agreement negotiations, the Ap-
palachian Teachers’ Association, on the
same day, voted in favour of further
strike action, if needed.

ATA president Megan Seline said 59
per cent of the union members partici-
pated in the vote.

The final tally was 58 per cent for and
42 percent against pursuing the re-
maining days of the original six-day
strike mandate presented by the Com-
mon Front.

Participation was at 65 per cent for
the first vote, with 74 per cent of teach-
ers in favour of the first three days of
strike action.

Regarding the Common Front’s deci-
sion to postpone strike action, Seline
said it was a good thing. 

“It gives the opportunity to step back
and think about things,” she said,
adding that three days in a row in De-
cember would have had a big impact on

teachers’ paycheques.
“We’ll remain optimistic,” Seline

said, hoping both sides can come to an
agreement without having to exercise
the remaining three days of the strike
mandate.

“They still have them in their
pocket.”

Treasury Board President Martin
Coiteux called the strike postponement
a positive step, but overall called the
union negotiators’ counter proposal un-
acceptable, citing a $12.4  billion gap be-
tween the government’s offer and what
the unions are asking for.

When asked to comment about the
discrepancy, Seline insisted she was not
a political science whiz and couldn’t
speak for negotiators, but pointed out
the government did manage to find the
money for Bombardier.

“Have a doughnut sale, that’s what
teachers do,” she said, stressing that was
her personal suggestion.

“Things seem to be moving quickly,”
she went on, with negotiators now
meeting daily.

“It’s not Monday to Friday, nine to
five. Negotiators have no days off right
now,” she said, adding she has been
called into a meeting for this Sunday.

“We’re all just anxious for this to be

over. That’s the sense that I get from
teachers.”

Seline said she travelled to the differ-
ent schools in the ETSB to update teach-
ers on negotiations while they
determined whether or not to support
more striking.

While the vote results suggest inter-
est is waning, Seline said teachers are
still concerned about the services stu-
dents are going to receive.

One of the objections to striking, Se-
line said, was the idea of three days in a
row at the beginning of December,
which would have a big financial im-
pact. 

Seline said teachers also suggested a
willingness to stand down if they knew
for sure a priori weighting for special
needs students would not be jeopar-
dized.

“They’re tired, but they’re strong, and
they’re determined,” Seline said.

Coiteux, during a press conference
Wednesday, said the coming days will be
crucial, and added that Premier Couil-
lard will likely not let negotiations con-
tinue far into 2016, so coming to an
agreement soon is imperative.

Seline agreed the sooner the better.
“We’re not on the same timeline as

the rest of the world,” she said, explain-
ing that education is a long game.

Number crunching for Sept. 1 starts
in May, Seline said, adding it is impor-
tant to know how funds will be allo-
cated with sufficient notice.

In the meantime, Seline said ATA
teachers are continuing to work-to-rule,
and there are subtle but continued ac-
tions, like teachers wearing ‘holding it
together’ T-shirts to work, and holding
occasional demonstrations before
classes begin and during noon hour at
some schools to maintain visibility in
the community.

The current $12.4 billion gap referred
to by Coiteux is with regard to salary in-
creases for the coming five years.

The Common Front’s calculations are
based on inflation and the consumer
price index, as well as annual increases
if Quebec’s GDP raises by more than one
per cent.

Coiteux’s calculations suggested the
Common Front’s proposal, which the
Treasury Board projected to total  15.2
per cent (equal to $16.6 billion) increase
over five years, is light years away from
the government’s offer of 5.3 per cent
(totalling $4.2 billion).

T
he Sherbrooke Chamber of Com-
merce announced the recipients of
a third round of the province-wide

Prêt a Entreprendre program on Thurs-
day morning. The name of the program,
a play on words drawing on the fact that
the French word prêt means both
“ready” and “loan,” explains exactly
what the program has to offer; start-up
loans for up-and-coming entrepreneurs.
Seven businesses in the Sherbrooke area
and one in Warwick will be benefitting
from $180,000 in loans from the pro-
gram through the chamber this time
around.

“It is an honour to be able to offer the
opportunity to engage in this initiative
to talented new businesspeople,” said
David Quirion, president of the Sher-
brooke Chamber of Commerce. “Finan-
cial assistance and access to a network
of experts are precious supports, partic-
ularly when beginning our entrepre-

neurial dreams.”
Mobilus Technologies ($20,000), Ar-

boquebecium Inc. ($10,000), Tech-sport
($10,000), Oneka Technologies ($30,000),
BioIntelligence Technologies ($30,000),
Usinage ALT Inc. ($30,000), and Concept
GeeBee ($30,000) are the Sherbrooke-
area recipients alongside the Érablière
aux Petits Plaisirs in Warwick ($20,000).

Applications for this third round
closed at the end of March, just shortly
after the second round of recipients was
announced. Between all three rounds of
the project so far, Chamber of com-
merce executive director Louise Bour-
gault said that the Chamber of
Commerce has been able to hand out
$515,000 in interest-free loans alongside
expert advice to businesses in the Estrie
and Central Quebec administrative re-
gions.

“There are 10 chambers of commerce
mandated to receive potential projects
across Quebec,” Bourgault said. “What
this means is that we work with a lot of
local organizations on an interregional

committee to help support our entre-
preneurs.”

Though Prêt a Entreprendre has an
open call for projects, the Executive di-
rector highlighted the fact that a grow-
ing number of initiatives are applying
for support from sources like the new
small business incubator Espace Inc, the
Dobson-Lagassé Centre and the Univer-
sity of Sherbrooke’s entrepreneurship
initiatives, among other sources.

Flavio Guiterrez, owner of Tech-Sport,
came to Canada from Guatemala and
got a job in sports retail because he was
told that sports culture would be the
best way to integrate into Canadian so-
ciety. He is now six months into running
his new sport workshop near the Delta
Hotel in Sherbrooke and said that the
loan and support he has received from
the program has been “a big help.”

Prêt a Entreprendre is an initiative of
the Ministry of Economy, Innovation
and Exports alongside several high pro-
file partners like the Caisse de dépot et
placement du Quebec, the Desjardins

movement, Quebecor, and the Federa-
tion of Chambers of Commerce of Que-
bec, among others. It operates with a
total budget of $7 million funded by the
Caisse de Dépot et Placement du Que-
bec, the Desjardins movement and the
Provincial Goverment, and is planned to
operate over the course of five years.

P
olice say they have disrupted an or-
ganized crime alliance among the
Italian Mafia, criminal biker gangs

and street gangs that controlled drug
trafficking and money laundering in
Montreal.  

Several arrests today are the result of
a massive 34-month police operation
that targeted a criminal alliance au-
thorities say was set up to take over the
city’s drug-trafficking trade.  

Police say 45 people have been ar-

rested, including former Hells Angels
boss Maurice (Mom) Boucher, who has
been incarcerated for several years for
murder; the son of deceased Mob boss
Vito Rizzuto; and Rizzuto’s longtime
lawyer, Loris Cavaliere.  

Authorities are also looking for other
people.  

Police say many of the alliance’s
major decisions were made at the of-
fices of Cavaliere, a well-known Mon-
treal criminal attorney.  

More than 200 officers from the
RCMP, Quebec provincial police and
Montreal force took part in the arrests.

Arrests in Quebec hit alliance among
Mob, bikers and street gangs 

Caisse to invest US$1.5B in Bombardier 
for minority stake in rail business

W
eeks after receiving a cash infu-
sion from the Quebec govern-
ment, Bombardier has signed a

deal that would see the province’s pen-
sion fund manager invest US$1.5 billion
for a minority stake in the company’s
rail business.  

Under the agreement announced
Thursday, the Caisse de depot et place-
ment du Quebec would receive shares
that would be convertible into a 30 per
cent stake in a newly created holding
company for Bombardier Transporta-
tion.  

Bombardier said the deal concludes
its review of options for the division,

which sells subway cars and other mass
transit systems. The company had con-
sidered spinning off the stake in a pub-
lic offering and was rumoured to have
been approached by Chinese railways.  

“Today we are gaining an ideal part-
ner for the sustainable growth of our
business,” Bombardier chief executive
Alain Bellemare said during a confer-
ence call.  

He said the transaction increases the
company’s financial and operational
flexibility while allowing it to maintain
a majority stake in the railway division.
Its total liquidity or cash reserve would
increase to about US$6.5 billion as of
year-end.  

The cash would allow Bombardier to
put its two CSeries planes into service,
develop the Global 7000/8000 business

jets and provide a safety net if economic
conditions put additional pressure on
the business, Bellemare added.  

Bombardier has been struggling to
complete development of its CSeries pas-
senger jet, which is over budget and be-
hind schedule.  

Last month, the Quebec government
agreed to give Bombardier US$1 billion
to help complete development of the
CSeries in exchange for a 49.5 per cent
stake in that project. The federal gov-
ernment is also considering a proposal
to provide financial assistance.  

The deal with the Caisse does not
change that proposal, Bellemare said.  

Caisse chief executive Michael Sabia
said the institutional investor never con-
sidered participating in Quebec’s in-
vestment in the CSeries because it views
rail as a better way of taking advantage
of changing global demand and urban-
ization in emerging markets.  

“We think it’s a business filled with
potential,” he said. “We’re convinced
that Bombardier Transportation is a
good business. Our goal in working with
Alain and his team is to make this good
business into a really great business.”  

The Caisse has historically been a big
backer of Quebec’s largest companies,
ensuring that Quebecor acquired the
Videotron cable company and helping
firms like SNC-Lavalin and Rona.  

According to terms of the deal, the
Caisse’s stake can decrease to a mini-

mum of 25 per cent if Bombardier Trans-
portation does better than its business
plan, and increase to a maximum of
42.5 per cent if it underperforms. The
Caisse can trigger a public offering or
sale of the holding company’s shares
after five years while Bombardier can
purchase the Caisse’s interest after three
years – both netting the Caisse a pre-
mium return.  

It also has veto on the nomination of
new independent directors of Bom-
bardier Inc.  

The deal values the rail business at
US$5 billion, which is at the low end of
analyst expectations, said analyst Benoit
Poirier of Desjardins Capital Markets.  

“We view positively the initiatives to
improve the corporate governance of
Bombardier, which we believe remains
one of the Street’s primary concerns,”
he wrote in a report.  

The new holding company would be
governed independently by a new board
to be composed of seven members, three
of which would be named by the Caisse.  

Bellemare would be chairman and
Bombardier Transportation president
Lutz Bertling would continue in his cur-
rent role. The deal is expected to close in
the first quarter.  

After initially soaring, Bombardier
shares closed unchanged at $1.28 on the
Toronto Stock Exchange, although vol-
ume of 27.7 million shares was the most
on Canada’s main index.

Provincial recognition for the 
Sherbrooke Relay for Life  



Iwas born a few blocks from where I
now live, right in the middle of Mon-
treal. In the late ‘40s and ‘50s you ei-

ther spoke French or English in this
province. Just about everyone I knew
was white and spoke French. My world
was limited to a very small geographical
area in the city and going to the country
was an event. 

My first three years in school in the
early ‘50s were at a boarding school in
Varennes, minutes from where the La-
fontaine tunnel was dug later. We had
nuns as teaching staff and rarely left the
premises. In those years, Varennes was
all countryside; farmland not a suburb.
There was no Education ministry and no
Quebec flag, no real Canadian flag ei-
ther. My world was hardly more than a
village in the middle of a city, at least in
the cultural and emotional sense.  

In May 1964, not yet 18, I left school
and got hired on a merchant ship
headed for some unknown obscure port
in the Soviet Union. This first contact
with the rest of the world was a shock. I
was transported behind the Iron Cur-
tain and discovered how much both
sides of the ideological separation were
ignorant of the other’s realities. A giant
cultural and political gap. In August
1964 I got off the Polarglimt, a 10,000-
ton Norwegian tramp bulk carrier, in
Mobile, Alabama. The smell of racism
was so strong it seemed unreal. Separate
eating counters in the restaurants;
white- and black-only toilets. Ten years
after Rosa Park’s famous bus ride, the
blacks still got in first to sit in the back
of the Greyhound coach I boarded to
begin the long trip back to Montreal.
You could sense the coming riots in the
air. When I arrived home my immediate
reality check was that I had lost contact
with everyone I knew. I had seen too
much in too short a time. It’s probably

the moment I have been most alone in
my entire life. 

Fifty years later, after having been in
20 or so countries on four continents
and worked on global issues like climate
change and human rights, I realize that,
beyond the speed at which news travels,
I still live in a very small village. I know
so much, and yet so little, about the na-
tions and peoples that are in the news
every day. Every bit of information
comes in fragments, images and flashes.
My understanding of the global village
is more anecdotal than in depth and I
have no idea of the reach my lifestyle
has. 

With globalization being the norm,
we forget how complex and costly to
many it is to bring the world into our liv-
ing rooms, kitchens and even our hands.
Rare materials that are essential to our
phones and computers come from
Africa. The extraction operations result
in inhuman conditions and child labor.
The near-slave work environment in
China, where many of the devices are
put together, is also kept from our eyes.
The palm oil, ever so present in cosmet-
ics and food, comes from fire-cleared
forests replanted in palm oil trees in
Southeast Asia. The scope of this de-
struction is so massive the smoke from
the fires covers millions of hectares
thousands of kilometers away.  

Our so-called essential possessions
are a political nightmare for many on
the other side of the planet in too many
cases. Drought in the Middle East has
played a part in the current and com-
plex mess that has exploded in the
streets of Beirut and Paris. Deforestation
in Africa has displaced millions and re-
sulted in unprecedented land grabbing
by China. We occupy our little corner of
the global village almost unaware of the
damage our lifestyles impose on so
many.  

You can be sure that, given what has
happened in Paris last weekend the de-
veloping nations will again insist on en-
vironmental and social justice at the
COP21 meeting beginning 10 days from
now. The debates at these meetings go
well beyond stopping greenhouse gases
and deforestation in the tropics. Strip-
ping the earth and exploiting the
masses elsewhere in an unsustainable
manner have human consequences we

will not be able to hide from our collec-
tive conscience for much longer.  

It’s not only the forests in Indonesia
we must be aware of, but the displaced
who will have no other possibility for a
decent future other than to either cre-
ate more slums or fight each other for
what is left of the territory they have
lived in for millennia. 

The counter effects of years of neglect
from the West are numerous. From an

environmental standpoint, the extreme
recent events do have a link with our
historical abuses of the planet. Of
course, the radicals that killed so many
in recent times have nothing to do with
religion, and environment is far from
their thoughts. 

But growing inequalities, no matter
where they happen, will remind us fre-
quently from now on that our global vil-
lage is very small.

DEAR EDITOR

Once again it is with a heavy heart that I must take to my keyboard to
express my utter disappointment with the unvarnished hatred that ex-
ists in our society. It seems that we are living in a world of fear and

hypocrisy, one far more reminiscent of the days of slavery and lynching than
that of an allegedly modern people. I speak of course of the tragic events that
occurred in Paris and the fallout that continues today. Within moments of
the attacks social media, television, radio, and news agencies across the globe
became a festering mess of presumptive accusations and blind racism. 

This racism may not take the form of lynch mobs or forced labour, but it is
no less hateful. The Muslim community, as well as other religious minorities,
has been unfairly attacked by individuals who take no accountability for their
words or the effects that they may have. While this is most recognizable in
the xenophobic rants of Mr. Trump and the Republican party, individual citi-
zens have bought into this hate and spread it like the disease that it is. State-
ments such as “they should go back to where the came from,” or “I don’t want
refugees coming to my community” smack of intolerance and a total lack of
understanding. 

Western society seems to believe that the refugees have homes to go back
to, or that if they come here that they will rape and murder our nation’s chil-
dren. Unfortunately the fact is that these are the people who have suffered
the most at the hands of ISIS and the so-called “religious fundamentalists”
groups. They are the people who have seen their children raped and murdered,
their homes and businesses burned, and their cultural monuments destroyed.
Yet we blindly lump them in with these groups who have perverted what, is
in fact, a very kind and accepting religion practised peacefully by billions
around the world.

There have no-doubt been shining examples of peace and kindness, from a
piano performance of John Lennon’s Imagine taking place at the very epicen-
tre of the attacks, to a community rallying to raise donations after an Ontario
Mosque is burned in what police describe as a hate crime. Unfortunately these
symbols of hope and decency are quickly washed away and replaced by state-
ments of ignorance that come from politicians, media, and the average citi-
zen.

The attacks that occurred in Paris are shocking, but they are by no means
the only ones that have occurred recently, large swaths of the Earth are
plagued by this type of violence on a daily basis, yet it is only when this vio-
lence strikes at Western society that we pay attention. It is time that we in the
West open our eyes and realize that we may not know what is best for the
world, that we are not somehow better than other people simply because we
have had the good fortune to be born into a world of privilege and security. It
is time that we remember that all humans are born as equals, that we all have
the same basic rights, desires, and ambitions. None of us are better than any
other, nor have the right to pass judgment based on limited information and
outdated stereotypes. If we want to call ourselves an advanced society it is high
time we start acting like it.

It is my hope that I may get through to even one closed mind and give them
pause about the hate that they  feel. I can think of no better way of finishing
this letter than to simply remind everyone of the final words of Jack Layton,
who wrote, “My friends, love is better than anger. Hope is better than fear. Op-
timism is better than despair. So let us be loving, hopeful and optimistic. And
we’ll change the world.”

) I once had a conversation
with a school board con-
sultant regarding gifted

children. In his opinion it was
less important to offer enrich-
ment to particularly gifted chil-
dren than it was to nurture a
spirit of perseverance in all chil-
dren. 

All of us seem to be born
with aptitudes for some things
but not others. Standard wis-
dom would have us nurture
these natural talents. Yet I have
known the unique sense of ac-
complishment that persever-

ance in a difficult task can
bring. There is something quite
thrilling about watching the
underdog come from behind
and beat the odds. Indeed when
the impossible is realized, when
the goal, that was a distant
dream, is achieved, there is an
air of the miraculous about the
accomplishment.

T
his new George Strait release titled
Cold Beer Conversation came as a
surprise and almost at the same

time as King George announced his up-
coming spring and fall 2016 shows
scheduled for Las Vegas. 

For this Country Music Hall of Fame
member, it was very unlike him to drop
an album without an advance notice.
But the surprise doesn’t end there. Cold
Beer Conversation finds the old-school
artist working with a new producer for
the first time in 25 years. 

Chuck Ainlay has engineered Strait’s
albums for decades, but this time he sits
in the producer’s chair with George
Strait for George Strait Productions and
the album features 13 songs. Every song
on the new collection is genuine coun-
try and George Strait’s pure vocals are
never drowned out. 

Country music has always been about
the story, and Strait can tell stories per-
fectly. While all the songs are original,
there are quite a few that were written
by George Strait and his son Bubba. The

album was recorded in Nashville with
some of Music City’s top musicians. 

The instrument selection is outstand-
ing and includes fiddle, pedal steel, elec-
tric lead guitar, acoustic guitar, piano,
electric bass, mandolin, dobro, and the
harmonies are beautiful. Cold Beer Con-
versation is Strait’s first studio album in
two years.

George Strait has always been tradi-
tional, consistent and nothing is differ-
ent with this new CD. When you buy one
of his albums, you are always positive
that you are paying for quality.

The title track is about a couple of
guys, sharing a few beers and reminisc-
ing about high school football, exchang-
ing their worries and concerns about
their aging parents. It’s about two men
trying to change the world with a con-

his son. This number would fit per-
fectly on a Bob Wills Texas swing album

“Stop and Drink” is about a son who
wishes he would have put a phone in his
father’s pocket at his funeral, so he
could send pictures to him. Strait has
more than 40 albums to his credit, and
over 60 No. 1 singles – more than any
artist in country music history.

There’s also “Let It Go” a great num-
ber co-written by Strait, his son Bubba,
and Keith Gattis. The song is about life
and how you sometimes have to let go of
something you want, because if it’s not
meant to be, it’s not meant to be.

“Goin’ Goin’ Gone” is about the stress
in everybody’s life and the hardship of
those who have to live always waiting for
the next paycheck.

Strait’s vocals are so smooth and his
singing effortless as usual. He is always
recognizable when you hear him on the
radio, and it is easy to believe everything
he sings.

Other great songwriters have been en-
listed to provide Strait with new mater-
ial, such as Jamey Johnson, Brandy
Clark, Bill Anderson, Buddy Cannon,
and more.

The downside comes with the fact
that George Strait doesn’t tour anymore
to support his new material. His April
2014 show at the home of the Dallas
Cowboys’ AT&T Stadium, which set a
record for indoor concert attendance

with 104,973 fans, marked the end of his
The Cowboy Rides Away tour and the
end of his life on the road. 

Now with this new album and the an-
nouncement of a residency in Las Vegas,
we’ve realized that Strait’s idea of re-
tirement only meant no more tour bus.

Dixie Chicks return
After a ten-year hiatus, the Dixie

Chicks have announced a North Ameri-
can tour. The Chicks’ DCX MMXVI World
Tour will kick off with previously dis-
closed European shows. 

On June 1, 2016, Natalie Maines, Mar-
tie Maguire, and Emily Robison will
begin the North American leg of the
tour in Cincinnati, Ohio. They’ll be play-
ing dates throughout the U.S. and
Canada through October.

After Natalie Maines’ comments
about then-president George W. Bush in
2003 things turned sour for the Chicks.
In March 2003, as the U.S. was preparing
to invade Iraq, Maines notably said, dur-
ing a concert in London, “Just so you
know, we’re on the good side with y’all.
We do not want this war, this violence,
and we’re ashamed that the President of
the United States is from Texas.” 

The reaction from the country music
community was immediate and harsh,
with many radio stations banning the
Dixie Chicks’ music, going to the point
of burning their CDs in the streets. Now
they’re ready to come back.

Thirty-five years ago, viewers learned who shot J.R.
Ewing, including the ‘Dallas’ star who ‘shot’ him

T
hirty-five years ago this Saturday,
viewers learned the truth.  They got
the answer to the question that be-

deviled them for months. 
They found out who shot J.R. Ewing as

90 million of them massed in front of
half the nation’s TVs watching “Dallas”
that evening of Nov. 21, 1980. 

Not that it really mattered whodunit.
What mattered was, the issue was set-
tled. The mystery solved. “Dallas” fans
could finally move on. 

So could “Dallas,” which, by the time
the shooter’s identity was disclosed, had
rocketed from its prior status as a mere
TV hit to the far reaches of cultural

blockbuster-dom. 
A saga of the Texas tycoon Ewings,

“Dallas” was epic, ostentatious, outra-
geous and addictive, with its at-each-
other’s-throats clan ruled by J.R. Ewing,
a charmingly loathsome oil baron. As
embodied by Larry Hagman, J.R. was a
bottomless well of corruption who de-
ployed a Lone Star twang, cold hawk eyes
and a wicked grin.

By the evening of March 21, 1980,
“Dallas” devotees were already smitten
with his villainy. But then, on that third-
season finale, “Dallas” threw them a
curve unlike anything witnessed before:
J.R. was gunned down by an unknown as-
sailant and left for dead on his office
floor. 

Thunderstruck fans were left with the

awful possibility (and somehow it
seemed like a possibility) that the series’
leading man — its main attraction —
might have been disposed of. And even
more unsettling: They were left in the
dark as to who pulled the trigger. 

Obvious persons of interest included
Sue Ellen Ewing (played by Linda Gray),
J.R.’s long-suffering, cheated-upon wife,
and his sniveling arch-enemy Cliff
Barnes (Ken Kercheval). 

Kristin Shepard, J.R.’s sexy scheming
sister-in-law/mistress, was also an attrac-
tive candidate. 

But “Dallas” producers, who had
cooked up the “Who Shot J.R.?” twist as
an effective way to satisfy a last-minute

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Former ‘Two and a Half Men’ star Charlie Sheen says
he is HIV positive, partying days are over

harlie Sheen said his bad-boy days
are over and, with Tuesday’s decla-
ration that he’s HIV-positive, he

aims to become an inspiration to others. 
“My partying days are behind me,”

Sheen said in a letter posted online. “My
philanthropic days are ahead of me.” 

The manifesto was released as the for-
mer “Two and a Half Men” star appeared
on NBC’s “Today” to say he tested posi-
tive for the virus that causes AIDS about
four years ago, but that, thanks to a rig-
orous drug regimen, he’s healthy. 

When asked by “Today” co-host Matt
Lauer if he had transmitted the disease
to others, Sheen declared, “Impossible.
Impossible,” and insisted he had in-
formed every sexual partner of his con-
dition beforehand. He told Lauer he has
had unprotected sex with two partners,
both of whom knew ahead of time,
adding, with no clarification, “They
were under the care of my doctor.” 

That claim was disputed by Bree
Olson, who was living with Sheen in
2011 as one of his two “goddesses.” 

“He never said anything to me,” Olson
said on Howard Stern’s SiriusXM radio
show Tuesday. 

She said she learned of Sheen’s con-
dition only in the past few days, prompt-
ing her to be tested. She told Stern the
results were negative. 

Asked by Lauer if he expected “a bar-
rage of lawsuits” from past sexual part-
ners alleging he infected them, he said
wanly, “I’m sure that’s next.” 

But in California, where Sheen re-
sides, a person can be charged with a
felony only if they are aware they are
HIV-positive and engage in unprotected
sex with another person with the spe-
cific intent of exposing them to the dis-
ease. 

With his public pronouncements,
Sheen said he hoped to reduce the
stigma and shame still felt by others di-
agnosed with HIV, as well as by those re-
luctant to be tested. He voiced hope that
“others may come forward and say,
‘Thanks, Charlie, for kicking the door
open.”’ 

While some may have dismissed what
Sheen said as the latest rantings of a
reckless grandstander, others were call-
ing him a champion. 

“Today, he’s a hero of mine,” said
Peter Staley, a long-time AIDS activist
who is HIV-positive. Watching Sheen’s in-
terview, “I saw someone who has made
a major leap forward and is on a new
path that will hopefully end up helping
a lot of people.” 

And Gay Men’s Health Crisis CEO
Kelsey Louie said, “Charlie Sheen de-
serves privacy and respect for sharing his
status — no matter what his personal cir-
cumstances were.” 

Sheen said one reason for going pub-

lic with his condition was to put a stop
to shakedowns from prostitutes and oth-
ers. He said one prostitute took a photo
of the HIV-related drugs in his medicine
cabinet and threatened to sell that photo
to the tabloids. 

He said he had paid “enough to bring
it into the millions” — perhaps as much
as $10 million — to buy their silence. 

“Are you still paying these people?”

Lauer asked him. 
“Not after today I’m not,” said Sheen,

who during his appearance appeared
jumpy and spoke in stuttering bursts. 

He did not address when, and by
whom, he may have been infected. 

For part of the interview, Sheen was
joined by his physician, Dr. Robert

order by CBS for two extra episodes to
close out Season 3, hadn’t even settled
on whodunit when they decided that
the deed be done. Or, if they had, they
weren’t talking. 

Mary Crosby says she had no idea.
When she got the script, Crosby, who
played Kristin, thought only, “What a
great way to end the season. And J.R. cer-
tainly deserves it!” 

To ensure the big secret stayed a se-
cret to everyone, including the doer,
everybody got a turn on-camera pulling
the trigger. 

“It was a really fun day,” Crosby re-
calls. “The producers got to shoot J.R.
The makeup artist got to shoot him.
Larry got to shoot himself.” 

Then, after they wrapped, Hagman,
ever the jokester, changed into a novelty-
shop vest and toasted the company with
a glass of Scotch. As he drank, liquid
spouted from numerous “bullet holes”
in his chest. 

“There was never a dull moment with
Larry,” Crosby chuckles. 

The mystery, unleashed on viewers in
March, ran rampant much longer than

intended: An actors strike would shut
down all TV production and push the
start of the networks’ fall 1980 season
into November, imposing an extra three
months for the nation’s favourite guess-
ing game to rage. 

“It was extraordinary that people
cared after all that time,” says Crosby. 

But care, they did! Viewers scarfed up
Who Shot J.R.? merchandise including T-
shirts, coffee cups and beer. They put
money down betting on who the culprit
would be. They devoured publicity about
the stunt, including a sprawling Time
magazine cover story whose headline, of
course, posed: “WHODUNIT?” 

Running for a second term, President
Jimmy Carter reportedly joked at a Dal-
las fundraiser, “I came to Dallas to find
out confidentially who shot J.R.” 

No luck. But in the new season’s
fourth episode, the answer was finally
revealed to all — including Crosby, who
only then discovered that she, as Kristin,
was the guilty party. 

“I knew when everybody else knew,”
she declares, and watching “Dallas” that
fateful night “I was thrilled — and
spooked. I knew that it would change
things, and it did. I was certainly a more

recognizable figure after that!” 
Needless to say, J.R. would recover and

resume his villainy. He lived even beyond
the series’ conclusion after 14 seasons in
May 1991, when viewers were duped into
suspecting that he had committed sui-
cide. 

In fact, J.R. didn’t meet his maker
until March 2013 on an episode of TNT’s
“Dallas” revival, following the death of
Hagman at 81 from cancer four months
earlier. 

Crosby, now 56, would go on acting
after her brief stint as Kristin, and last
year appeared as herself in the “Ameri-
can Masters” portrait of her father, leg-
endary crooner Bing Crosby. 

She remembers Hagman as a dear
friend and, on the “Dallas” set, “He
taught me how to have a great time
being a bad girl. 

“I was there during the show’s rise,
which was very exciting,” she adds.
“None of us imagined what the show
would become.” 

And she could never have imagined
her place in TV history: the one who
dunit. 

“I’m still a trivia question,” she
laughs. “What can I say?”

Who shot J.R.
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Huizenga, who said the HIV level in
Sheen’s blood is “undetectable” and that
he does not have AIDS. 

“He is absolutely healthy,” said
Huizenga. 

Sheen said in the past that he was “so
depressed by the condition I was in that
I was doing a lot of drugs, I was drinking
way too much.” He said he currently is
not abusing drugs, though he allowed
that he is “still drinking a little bit.” 

The disclosure was the latest chapter
in Sheen’s headline-seizing history. In re-
cent years, drug and alcohol abuse led to
his being kicked off CBS’ hit sitcom “Two
and a Half Men” in 2011, where he
played a womanizing bachelor, after a
meltdown that included calling the
show’s producer “a contaminated little
maggot.” 

His escapades also included the reve-

lation that he spent more than $50,000
as a client of “Hollywood Madam” Heidi
Fleiss’ prostitution ring. 

Sheen has been married three times,
the first time to model Donna Peele in
the 1990s. 

He and actress Denise Richards were
married from 2002 to 2006 and have two
daughters. Sheen and real estate investor
Brooke Mueller wed in 2008 and di-
vorced in 2011; they have two sons. 

“Brooke can confirm that she and the
boys are not HIV positive,” Steve Honig, a
spokesperson for Mueller, said in an
email.

Charlie Sheen HIV positive

Former Subway spokesman Jared Fogle pleads guilty to child porn

ormer Subway spokesman Jared
Fogle pleaded guilty Thursday to
child pornography and sex crime

charges, telling the judge he understood
that he will likely go to prison. 

Fogle agreed in August to plead guilty
to one count each of travelling to engage
in illicit sexual conduct with a minor
and distribution and receipt of child
pornography. The charges followed a July
raid on his suburban Indianapolis home
and the resulting criminal case de-
stroyed his career with the sandwich
restaurant chain. 

Before entering his guilty plea during
Thursday’s hearing, U.S. District Judge
Tanya Walton Pratt asked Fogle whether
he understood the punishment he could
face and he answered, “Yes, your honour.
I do.” 

Fogle was expected to make a state-
ment after a brief break in the proceed-
ings, after which the sentencing portion
would begin. 

Fogle has admitted paying for sex
with girls as young as 16 and receiving
child pornography produced by Russell
Taylor, the former executive director of
The Jared Foundation, a non-profit Fogle
started to raise awareness and money to
fight childhood obesity. 

Authorities said Taylor secretly filmed
12 minors as they were nude, changing
clothes, or engaged in other activities
using hidden cameras in his Indianapo-
lis-area residences to produce child
pornography. Taylor has agreed to plead
guilty to child exploitation and child
pornography charges. 

Prosecutors said in a sentencing
memorandum filed last week that Fogle
received photos or videos from Taylor of

eight of those 12 youths, and that some
of those images were of girls as young as
12. Fogle could have stopped Taylor from
victimizing some of minors, prosecutors
have said, but he instead encouraged
Taylor to produce additional child
pornography. 

In the government’s filing, prosecu-
tors said “Fogle has sacrificed absolutely
everything he had built — including his
family — to engage in sexually explicit
conduct with two minors. He embold-
ened a molester and a producer of child
pornography.” 

Court documents detailing the
charges against the 38-year-old father of
two say that Fogle had sex at New York
City hotels with two girls under age 18 —
one of whom was 16 at the time — and
paid them for that sex. 

Fogle agreed to pay a total of $1.4 mil-
lion to his 14 victims, with each getting

$100,000. Before Fogle entered his guilty
pleas Thursday, one of his attorneys told
the judge that Fogle had paid 12 of the
14 victims and turned over the checks
for the last two victims before the pro-
ceedings began. 

Fogle became a Subway spokesman
after shedding more than 200 pounds as
a college student, in part by eating the
chain’s sandwiches. 

Subway ended its relationship with
Fogle after authorities raided his subur-
ban Indianapolis home in July. 

In their sentencing memorandum
seeking a five-year prison term, Fogle’s
attorneys said he “is profoundly sorry for
what he has done.” They also wrote that
Fogle suffers from “hypersexuality and
alcohol abuse/dependence” and is com-
mitted to receiving treatment for his
medical conditions.

Josh Donaldson has been named
the American League MVP.  

Donaldson hit .297 with a league-best

123 runs batted in to help the Blue Jays
to their first AL East title – and first play-
off appearance – since 1993.  

The 29-year-old beat Los Angeles An-
gels outfielder Mike Trout for the hon-
ours and joined 1987 winner George Bell
as the only Blue Jays players to be named

AL MVP.  
“Enjoy the club, man,” Bell said in a

video message sent out by the Blue Jays.
“I’m glad for you, for your family and for
Toronto Blue Jays fans.”  

What was characterized as a close
race leading up to Thursday’s announce-
ment turned out to be an easy win for
Donaldson, who took 23 first-place votes
and seven second-place votes.  

Trout had seven first-place and 22 sec-
ond-place votes, as well as one third-
place vote.  

Outfielder Lorenzo Cain of the
Kansas City Royals was third with 20
third-place votes.  

Washington Nationals outfielder
Bryce Harper was a unanimous choice as
National League MVP. Harper became
the youngest unanimous MVP winner in
baseball history, capturing the NL award
despite his Washington Nationals miss-
ing the playoffs.  

Harper turned 23 on Oct. 16, after the

playoffs had already started. He got all
30 first-place votes from members of the
Baseball Writers’ Association of Amer-
ica.  

The 2012 NL Rookie of the Year led
the majors in slugging percentage and
on-base average. The outfielder hit .330
with 42 home runs and 99 RBIs.  

Diamondbacks first baseman Paul
Goldschmidt finished second and
Toronto native Joey Votto, a first base-
man with Cincinnati, was third.  

Blue Jays slugger Jose Bautista con-
gratulated his teammate on social
media moments after the MVP an-
nouncement was made.  

“The best of the best!!! Without a
doubt!!!” Bautista tweeted at Donald-
son’s verified account.  

Earlier this month, Donaldson was
named a Silver Slugger award winner
for the first time in his career.

Spartans find success on ice

T
he rapid rise of the UBC Thunder-
birds has even head coach Blake
Nill struggling for an explanation.

When the no-nonsense head coach
took over the University of British Co-
lumbia’s football program last Decem-
ber — a team coming off a 2-6 campaign
and without a winning record since
2004 — he was prepared for a painful re-
build.

Fast-forward just 11 months and,
much to Nill’s surprise, the Thunder-
birds are within a game of the Vanier
Cup.

“It’s been a season that defies logic,
to be honest with you,” he said this
week. “The kids have done a good job
dealing with the transition and have an
understanding of what’s expected.
We’re starting to play some pretty good
football.”

Good football is right.
The Thunderbirds (8-2) have won six

straight heading into Saturday’s Uteck
Bowl against the St. Francis Xavier X-
Men in Antigonish, N.S., including last

weekend’s 34-26 upset victory on the
road over the No. 1 ranked and previ-
ously undefeated Calgary Dinos in the
Hardy Cup.

Nill, who joined UBC after eight sea-
sons with the Dinos, set expectations
low at his introductory press confer-
ence, but what has happened with the
Thunderbirds follows a pattern. The
Hanna, Alta., native won conference ti-
tles with the Saint Mary’s Huskies and
at Calgary in his second season, and is
known as a master recruiter.

His prize target to get things off the
ground at UBC was quarterback Michael
O’Connor, a 19-year-old from Ottawa
who transferred from Penn State.

“He’s the real deal,” said Nill. “When
it’s on the line he knows what he has to
do. He makes some incredible plays.”

A two-time Vanier Cup winner with
the Huskies, Nill said it will be an emo-
tional national semifinal against St. FX _
the team that gave him his start in
coaching as the school’s defensive co-or-
dinator in 1992.

“St. FX was a big part of my life,” said
Nill, who helped the X-Men to their last
Vanier Cup appearance back in 1996.
“For me to have experienced what St. FX

is about has been a fundamental pillar
in me.”

While the No. 6 Thunderbirds are
coming off a lightning-quick turn-
around, the unranked X-Men have
steadily improved over the last five sea-
sons under head coach Gary Waterman.

St. FX (7-3) found itself down late in
the Loney Bowl on the road against the
Mount Allison Mounties, but got a late
field goal into the wind that bounced
off the crossbar and over for a stunning
14-12 victory.

“One more rotation was what we
needed,” said Waterman, in his seventh
year leading the X-Men. “I don’t know
how many times I’ve seen a ball hit a
goal post and be no good. It was an in-
credible feeling.”

Waterman, who played at St. FX just
before Nill joined the coaching staff,
said Saturday’s game in front of a na-
tional television audience is about more
than just football for his team.

“We’re a smaller school in rural Nova
Scotia,” said Waterman. “We feel like
we’ve had a good thing going for a lot of
years, but not a lot of people know about
it.”

The X-Men are on a five-game win-

ning streak, allowing just a single touch-
down over that span, and are keyed on
offence by running back Ashton Dick-
son. 

The fifth-year senior from Ottawa has
rushed for an average 117.3 yards this
season, including a combined 307 yards
in two playoff victories.

“He’s strong-willed, strong-bodied
and determined,” said Waterman. “He’s
been a huge piece to our puzzle.”

Waterman and Nill have never
coached on the same field, but the pair
know one another through their St. FX
ties and met over the summer in Antigo-
nish.

“Blake’s an intense guy. He’s going to
have his kids ready to play,” said Water-
man. “We know they feel pretty good
about themselves right now, but we’re a
confident football team as well.”

Notes: Nill has been to a combined
seven Vanier Cups with Saint Mary’s and
Calgary, winning in 2001 and 2002 with
the Huskies. ... UBC’s last Vanier Cup ap-
pearance came in 1997 when the Thun-
derbirds won the school’s third title. ...
St. FX’s only Vanier Cup win came back
in 1966.

H
ome field was sweet for the Uni-
versity of Montreal Carabins
when they took their first CIS

football championship last year, but this
time they’ll have to win on the road.  

The fourth-ranked Carabins (8-2) visit
the fifth-ranked Guelph Gryphons (9-1)
in the Mitchell Bowl game on Saturday,
with the winner advancing to the Vanier
Cup final Nov. 28 in Quebec City.  

“I don’t know if it’s good or bad,”
Carabins coach Danny Maciocia said.
“It’ll be an experience for some of our
guys to take a trip together.  

“We have an idea of the (Ontario) con-
ference, but it’s always hard when you
play people you don’t know. Both teams
will have 60 minutes to figure it out.”  

It may be a good year for visitors. Last
week, away teams won the final of all
four CIS conferences, with Montreal edg-
ing powerhouse Laval 18-16 in Quebec
City to take the Quebec Conference and

Guelph knocking off Western 23-17 in
London, Ont., for the OUA champi-
onship.  

The UBC Thunderbirds and St. Fran-
cis Xavier X-Men, who meet Saturday in
Antigonish, N.S., in the other semifinal,
the Uteck Bowl, also won on the road.  

The last time all four visitors won was
1984, when Guelph went on to claim its
only national title.  

A year ago, Montreal upset Laval and
then played the national semifinal at
home, edging the Manitoba Bisons 29-
26. 

The Vanier Cup game was at Percival
Molson Stadium, where 22,000 partisan
fans saw them nip McMaster 20-19,
thanks to a blocked Marauders’ field
goal attempt in the final minute.  

The Carabins goal now is to get back
to Quebec City and repeat as Vanier Cup
champions on the home field of their
bitter rivals.  

“Last year we beat Laval and waited
for Manitoba here,” said defensive back
Maiko Zapeda. “We got pretty confident

and Manitoba came and gave us a good
football game.  

“It was a style of football we don’t see
a lot in Quebec and they caught us by
surprise a bit. This year, we’re not un-
derestimating Guelph. We’re not going
there overconfident. We’ll give them the
respect they deserve.”  

Both Montreal and Guelph feature
strong running games. Sean Thomas-Er-
lington rushed for 199 yards last week
against a talented Laval defence, while
the Gryphons’ Johnny Augustine has
353 yards on the ground in two post-sea-
son games.  

The Carabins had the best run de-
fence in the country this season, while
Guelph boasts one of the top lineback-
ers in John Rush, who had 12 tackles
and three sacks against Western.  

“Their defensive front is quite active,”
Maciocia said of the Gryphons. 

“They’re going to try to get physical
with us and try to prevent us from run-
ning the ball.  

“Offensively, they love to run the ball

and their quarterback (James Roberts)
will make enough throws, particularly
to No. 1 (A’dre Fraser) and No. 80 (Jacob
Scarfone). It’ll come down to (control-
ling) the line of scrimmage.”  

Another similarity: Both coaches
have Edmonton Eskimos connections.
Guelph’s Stu Lang won five Grey Cups
over eight seasons as a receiver with the
Esks, while Maciocia was coach and gen-
eral manager between 2005 and 2010.  

The Gryphons have gone 7-1 in the
regular season the last four years but,
until now, always bowed out in the con-
ference playoffs. It has been 31 years
since Guelph hosted a bowl game.  

“We know we will have our hands full
with the defending Vanier Cup champi-
ons coming to town, but we are looking
forward to representing the OUA and
giving this great Montreal team all we
have,” Lang told the CIS website.  

The teams have not met in an official
game since 1967, but they played in the
pre-season this summer, with the Cara-
bins winning 38-10 in Montreal.

ASK DOCTOR K
By Anthony L. Komaroff, M.D.

DEAR DOCTOR K: My mother
has advanced cancer and has
only a few months to live. How
can we help her live out her re-
maining days with as little pain
and as much peace as possible?

DEAR READER: Sadly, as in
your mother’s case, there are
times when cancer takes hold
and doesn’t let go. In that situa-
tion, palliative care can help
maintain quality of life and lead
to a “good death.”

Palliative care focuses on both
emotional and physical needs. It
makes relief of pain and suffer-
ing a top priority. It also provides
active support to loved ones and
caregivers, including informa-

tion about how to take care of
someone at home.

A recent study conducted by
Harvard-affiliated researchers
surveyed almost 400 men and
women with advanced cancer a
few months before they died.
Their caregivers were also asked
about the person’s end-of-life ex-
perience.

The study found that human
connection, rather than heroic
life-saving efforts, mattered
most to patients and their fami-
lies. Though doctors mean well,
we sometimes have a hard time
accepting a person’s decision to
stop treatment. As a result, we
may strongly lobby for one more
try.

You can work on your
mother’s behalf to help her doc-
tors understand what she does —
or doesn’t — want. And we as
doctors need to help our pa-
tients make decisions that are
right for them.

There are other things you
can do and advocate for as well.
Patients and families who par-
ticipated in the study mentioned
the following as things they con-
sidered important for maintain-
ing good quality of life at the
end. These are the things that
helped patients end their days as
peacefully as possible:

— Being at home instead of in
the hospital;

— Not undergoing chemother-
apy or other active cancer treat-
ment;

— Having adequate relief of
pain;

— Not having a feeding tube;

— Talking with a chaplain or
other minister, and spending
time in private religious activity;

— Having a good relationship
with the health care team.

Most, but not all, of my pa-
tients want to be entirely in con-
trol of decisions made about
their medical care. That is par-
ticularly true if they have a life-
threatening condition. They
want to know what their options
are — and the benefits and risks
of each option. They understand
that the best we doctors can do
is give them estimates. If their
condition is incurable, they
want an estimate of how much
longer they might live with a
particular treatment. And they
want to know what symptoms
they might suffer both without
treatment and from the treat-
ment.

After they get this informa-
tion, they want to make the de-
cision about what to do, based
on their assessment of their sit-
uation and their values. They
often discuss this with the fam-
ily and friends they trust before
making their decision.

In the end, many choose pal-
liative care. To learn more about
it, visit the Center to Advance
Palliative Care website, at
www.capc.org.

KITCHEN SCOOP

If you haven’t heard by now, July is
National Ice Cream Month. You may
have seen a multitude of recipes dur-
ing the last few weeks urging you to
whip up a freezer-full of your favorite
flavors. I know I sure have. 

But what I was looking for was a
super-easy, non-dairy ice cream that
didn’t require multiple steps or cook-
ing. So I set into the kitchen with cans
of coconut milk and tried to find the
best way to make a natural-tasting
coconut ice cream. At first I did cook
the mixture and even added corn-
starch to help thicken it, but each
batch was either too watery or took so
long to cook, cool and freeze that I lost
interest. 

With my last two cans of coconut
milk, I hit the magic combination. The
texture is just right — just between soft
serve and store-bought ice cream. It’s
not too hard and not too soft. The fla-
vor and richness also hit a home run.
Using one can of light coconut milk
with one can of regular provides just
the right level of coconut goodness
that you crave in a pure-flavored ice
cream.

Easy No-Cook Coconut Ice Cream is
just what you need this summer. Enjoy!

* * *
Easy No-Cook Coconut Ice Cream 
Yield: Makes about 1.5 quarts

(approximately 12 servings)

13.5 ounces light coconut milk
13.5 ounces regular coconut milk
1 cup sugar (see Cook’s Note)
1 teaspoon vanilla extract

In a blender, place all the

 ingredients and process on high until
mixture is light and frothy, and sugar
is dissolved, about 1 minute. 

Pour into a prepared ice cream
maker and process according to manu-
facturer’s directions. Transfer to a
freezer-safe container and freeze for at
least 30 minutes before serving. Serve
in well-chilled dessert cups or bowls for
best results. 

(Cook’s Note: You can use coconut
sugar if you’d like. The color of the ice
cream will not be pure white, though. 

This ice cream can be made without
a machine, but will not have the same

smooth texture. Simply
place the mixture in a freez-
er-safe deep bowl. Every 30
minutes, remove the mix-
ture from the freezer and

whisk, or use the whisk attachment on
an immersion blender to whip. Repeat
until desired consistency is reached.) 

Approximate values per 1/2 cup: 210
calories, 15 g fat (13.5 g saturated), no
cholesterol, 1.5 g protein, 20 g carbohy-
drates, 1.4 g dietary fiber, 10 mg sodi-
um.

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The to and fro of
fit-finding

Albert Einstein said, “If the facts don’t
fit the theory, change the facts.” If a
bridge auction does not find the best fit,
change the sequence.

Today’s deal was about finding the
right suit fit. How should the auction
have proceeded, if at all, after South
rebid two hearts? (Yes, he might have
overbid slightly with three hearts. The
most accurate rebid was two-and-a-half
hearts!)

North’s first decision was: pass or two
spades? If South was 5-4 in the majors,
two spades, the 5-2 fit, would probably
have played better than two hearts, a 4-3
fit. But if South had a minimum 5-5, pass-
ing rated to be the winner. The key,
though, was the strength of North’s
hand. If South had enough power to bid
a third time, North had sufficient to
 accept the game-try. So, North correctly
rebid two spades.

At the table, South now jumped to
four spades. This was a clear error, given
that North couldn’t have three spades,
because she would have responded two
spades, not one no-trump. South should
have continued with three (or four)
hearts, which would have got them to
four hearts, a contract that would surely
have made.

Four spades was another matter. West
led the club king, then made the excel-

lent continuation of the club 10 to pin
South’s eight. South ruffed the third
club, cashed the diamond king, played a
heart to the queen, threw a heart on the
diamond ace, and ran the spade jack.
Now the roof fell in. West won and led
her fourth club, on which East discarded
his heart jack. The contract went down
three.
