H. E. Walker, Bell Telephone
manager here, said today that
some 500 new subscribers were
given service yesterday and today

when the equipment went into
operation. Another 300 waiting
applicants will have service by
the middle of August. The exten-

sion to the dial equipment con-
sists of 1.300 terminals, each ter-

minal representing a new tele-
phone number.
“The work of instelling the

necessary wires and cables leading
into the exchange.” he said, “‘will
continue until service has been
provided to all those whose ap-
plications now are on file."

| All persons who will receive
service as the result of the ex-
| tension have been notified,

The work of installing the new
dial equipment in the exchange
building and extending the city's
Icable and wire network has taken
| several months to complete. The
| cable, connecting with other small-
|er cables and wires branching
| out throughout the exchange area,
are all terminated at the central
office. There the connection 1is
made bhetween “outside” facilities
and “inside” equipment to bring
telephone service to the subscriber,

To meet Sherbrooke's ever-
growing telephone needs, the com-
pany has continuously improved
and enlarged its facilities, Mr.
Walker pointed out. Since 1945,
the number of telephones has more
than doubled from 8,277 to 16,650.
The number of local calls now
averages about 101,525 a day, as
compared with 51,477 a day in
1945, and the number of outgoing
long distance calls has doubled
from 1,452 a day to 2,961.

the bunt has played quite an
important part in the modern
game of baseball. On more than
one occasion it has helped to win
a game at a time when the fans
were about beside themselves with
excitement. It has certainly proved
itself in this sport of millions,

and what was the result?

The best authorities on Amer=-
ica’s national pastime now pass up
the claim that Dicky Pearce in-
vented the bunt away back in
1866. Instead, they feel the honor
really belongs to Tim Murnane.

Tim was badly handicapped. He
was swift as an arrow in the in-
field and in his base running, but
when he stepped up to bat, he
usually made his teammates feel
like groaning right out loud.

Murnane first played with the
old Philadelphia Athletics in the
early seventies. When the new

was on first.

National League was organized in
1876, however, he switched colors
and joined Harry Wright's Boston
team.

died in front of the pitcher's box
before that gentleman had awake~
ened to the significance of the
weak little thing.

When he did wake up, Tim was
on first.

That feeble tap set Tim Mur-
nane to thinking, He whittled one
side of his bat flat—as a means to
a new end—and practiced until he
could “lay them down" in what«
ever direction he wanted. It was
in this way that the bunt was
born. Murnane was looked upon
as the master of the hit that died
of its own weakness,

After he retired from baseball,
the bunt went out for a time. .
Players scorned it, and sports writ-
ers spoke of it as one of the freak
stunts of batting,

But then, in a few years, it had
a spectacular revival. In their exe
citing race for the pennant in 1894,
the famous Baltimore Orioles fell
back upon the forgotten art of
stopping the ball cold and were
able to march off with the erown.

From that time up to now, there
has never been a season when
some batter hasn't used the bunt
in one or more breath-taking mo-
ments of a big game,
