Nevertheless, there is official un-
certainty here over two points:

1. Whether Britain and the United
States can agree on measures for
continued joint enforcement of the
controls, and

2. Whether such measures are
practical when applied t¢ American
trade alone. ;

One of the most effective wartime
controls was the limitation on coal
and oil shipments to Spain and
Argentina. These two badly needed
fuels present entirely different
problems at the moment,

Coal, for instance, is a shortage
item, and no diffieulty should be en-
courtered in maintaining controls
