Excursion of tm- Montreal Field Battery 
of ArtiLery to Toronto, &c.

(From our own Correspondent.)
In my first letter I gave some account of the 

trip to Toronto, the Falls, St. Catherines, Hamil­
ton, and the return to Toronto. The excursion-
î jtq arrivé-—4——axu» it——*’-■ n— irmiYtr
o'clock on Wedaesday afternoon, and were re- 
ceived at the depot by the Toronto Field Battery 
and the officers and men of Nos. 1 and 3 Rifles, 
Merchants’ Nos. 1 and 2 Billes, and the Civil Ser­
vice Corps. After a cordial reception a proces­
sion was formed in the following order :—Maule’s 
Band, Toronto Field Battery, No. 1 Rifles, No. 3 
Rifles, Merchants’ No. 1, Merchants’ No. 2, Civil 
Service Corps, Prince’s Band, Montreal, and the 
Montreal Field Battery. After-marching through 
the principal streets they went to the Rossin 
House, where Major Brooke welcomed the Bat­
tery to Toronto in the most cordial manner. 
Major Stevenson thanked the Toronto Volunteer 
Force for the kind reception which had been 
given to the Battery, and observed that the trip 
had been one of great enjoyment. Cheers were 
then given, and the Toronto Volunteers marched 
away tp their armory, and the Montrealers en­
tered the Hotel. Very little of the city could be 
seen that evening, but on Thursday morning 
every one turned out to visit the places of inte • 
rest. The University Buildings and Park, situ­
ated in the northern part of the city, attracted a 
good deal of attentip;}. Osgood hall, the seat of 
lie chief law offices, and the Court of Chancery 

for Upper Canada, on Queen street, was also 
mqcb admired. Trinity College, on Queen street 
west, and the Provincial Lunatic Asylum came 
in for a share ,of the attention of the excursion­
ists. The Asylum is a magnificent building, on 
Queen street west, and was very much admired. 
The grounds are also very extensive, the ex­
tremities of the walls which surround the build­
ing being hardly visible when standing at the 
cenire gate. The street railway oars run up to 
the Asylum, but no further. Thé cays in Toronto 
are similar to those used in Montreal, but tfce 
horses employed are much larger and more 
powerful, aud the cars run a ong very smootnly. 
After looking round the Asylum I went up to 
Brockton, a very handsome ydlage about three 
miles from the city, on the Dundas road- The 
Northern and Grand Trunk Railways run close 
by, and the street .cars of Toronto within a mile 
and a quarter of the yillage. There is some 
prospect, I believe, that the llorss Railway will 
be extended to the village, in which case it would 
become a favourite summer residence, being 
beautifully situated on an eminence in sight of 
the Lake. I understand that ffie place is some­
times denominated Butcherville, op account of 
the number of butchers residing there. The 
scenery round the village is very handsome, 
and the land appears to be remarkably fertile, 
the gentleman with whom I dined having very 
large grapes growing in the open air, corn bé- 
ween four and five feet high, and everything in 

proportion. For some time past there has been 
no place of worship in the village, but owing to 
the Lbeialvy of Mr Denison, who owns a large 
amount of property in the vicinity, this want
grëVndlp^ wi^h“fc
understanding that the work must be completed 
by Easter i ext. The officiating minister is to bo 
the Rev. Mr. Hilton, who has beep indefatigable 
in his efforts to provide for the erection of the 
building The population appears to be 6vS)s- 
what augmented by the number of gipsies who 
frequent the village, and, it is suspected, take the 
liberty of carrying off property which is hardly 
theirs by .right, f enjoyed my visit to Brockton 
very much, and hope that on some other occa­
sion 1 may have the pleasure of spending a few 
days there.

The other buildings which appeared to attract 
were the bi. ui£..tjie visitors while in Toronto, 
Crystal Palace, the Upper CanadEuiscrmal,) the 
the various hotels and churches. The Rossin 
House is a «on establisment, and is capable of 
accommodating five hundred guests, with large 
spacious bedrooms, w,elj lighted pud ventilated, 
and every convenience attached in ifie shape ot 
Billiard, Bath and Reading Rooms. The build­
ing was erected, I believe, at a cost of §250,000.

I also drove up to the “ Summer Hill pleasure 
grounds,” passipg through YYirkviile on the way 
The , rounds arc very pleasantly situated about 
two miles and a half from Toronto, and are re­
sorted to by pic-nic parties, and by tfie Volun­
teers for ball practice. The street cars go di­
rectly to the gate, ft commenced to rain, how 
ever, about half-past ten o’clock in the morning, 
and I was obliged to retrace my steps and return 
to the city. Here affairs looked rather dull. It 
was estimated that between live and six thousand 
persons visited the city to witness the balloon

welcoming the Montreal Battery to Toronto.
Mr. Stevenson briefly thanked the Mayor, Cor­

poration, and citizens of Toronto, tor their hearty 
„oocptto»., .«.a ota-wd that he was not in a posi­
tion to discuss political questions while in uni­
form, and said that, as private citizens, they 
could deal with any government that neglected 
what was for the interests of the country. He 
would be most happy to inform their friends in 
Lower Canada that they had found nothing but 
loyalty everywhere during their excursion—an 
excursion which they would ever remember with 
pleasure. He assured the Mayor that if any of 
the companies belonging to the volunteer force 
paid a visit to Montreal, the volunteers of that 
city would be happj' to reciprocate the kindness 
they had received. (Loud cheers.)

The Mayor then invited the members of the 
Battery and Prince’s Band into one of the adjoin­
ing rooms to partake of cake and wine. On re­
turning to the Hall, three cheers were given for 
the Mayor, Corporation, and citizens of Toronto, 
three for thp Field Battery of Montreal, and three 
for Htf Majesty tfie Qnëeg. Ttlg hfi-nd played 
uqepF fwo'pjepeg Jn capital style, and the Com­
pany returned fp their quarters at the Rossin 
House

In the evening Prince's splendid Band gave a, 
grand vocal and instrumental concert, in the 
Music Hall. The attendance was large taking 
into consideration that only one day’s notice had 
been given, and that the weather was wet and 
disagreeable. The band fully sustained their 
good reputation, the selections being performed 
in a style whjch called forth the most enthusias 

| tic applame. fhe band also secured the ser- 
i yipes of Mr. Mu-r, tjje tajeqted Scottish vocalist, 

who accidently happened to be iq Toronto that 
evening. He was encored in both his songs.

The spir;((‘‘ rendering of the “ March of the 
Cameron men," was rapturously applauded, when 
he substituted “ There cam a braw lad to my 
daddy’s door.” His next song was “ A man s n 
man for a’ that.” This, also, was enihltS’.031!- 
cally encored. The “lady amateur” acquitted 
herself in the most creditable manner, and sung 
both her songs, “ Coming through the Rye” and 
“ Wo met by Chance,” with much taste. She 
was encored on both occasions, and assisted one 
of the members of the Field Battery in the duett 
“ What are the wild waves saying” This was 
one of the gems of the evening'

The citizens of foronto described the concert ns) 
one of the most successful that has been given in 
Toronto for a considerable time past. Major 
Steven-on having thanked the audience on be­
half of the band, for their attendance, the enter­
tainment terminated with “ God Save the 
Queen.”

After the concert the Battery returned to the 
Rossin House, and at ten o’clock marched down 
to the station, and started in the train for King ­
ston at half-past ten. In the cars there was very 
little chance for having a sleep, some of the 
travellers appearing to take delight in keeping 
the others awake by making the most hideous 
noises, singing, shouting, &e. We arrived at, 
Kingston in rather a seedy condition theViifo're, 
and embarked at six o’clock on the steamer 
1 Banshee,” for Montreal. After brushing our­
selves up a little we had some, breakfast, there bein-r so many bn ine sieamer that tluee tables
had to be prepared. The excursionis s then sta- 
uuuea tn-mselves about the steamer, in the best 
positions for observing the beautiful scenery. It 
was rather windy in the early part of the day, 
but it became calmer afterwards, and everyone 
was delighted with the pleasant trip through the 
Thousand Islands. There are some 1800 of them, 
and they extend for a distance of about fifty 
miles.

We touched at Brockville, Prescott, and at 
two o’clock reached the first of the Rapids, the 
Long- Sault. Every one cf course, crowded out 
on the deck, to watch the vessel ploughing 
through the foaming waves. Cornwall was next 
reached, and immediately after leaving here, an 
incident occurred which at first caused 
considerable excitement. A farmer who had 
driven down to the wharf in a team, came on 
hoard the steamer on business, and was carried 
away. He soon discovered his position however, 
and running to the stern of the vessel, he boldly 
jumped into the water. A boat put out from 
shor immediately, and he was rescued. It was 
at., once circulated rpur,dj,the steamer, Data 
man jumped overboard to try and drown him­
self, hut the most probable explanation of the 
affair was that he did not wish to leave his fine 
pair ofhorses standing on the wharf while he was 
being carried down to Montreal. Almost oppo­
site Cornwall the boundary line between Canada 
and the States, strikes the St. Lawrence. A 
short distance from Cornwall, the river widens 
into Lake St. “ rancis, a beautiful sheet of wa­
ter, fprty rçiles long, and having the village of; 
Coteau du Lac situated at the lower end. After! 
passing Coteau du Lac, we entered upon a num­
ber of rapids, the Coteau, Cedar, Spilt Rock and 
Cascades. These attracted a good deal of at­
tention, many of the excursionists never 
having run tfiem before. The whole party ap­
peared to enjoy themselves throughly, the ex­
citement of being in danger adding of course to 
their pleasure at escaping safely. The steamer 
then passed on into Lake St. Louis, 24 miles 
long The lfi.nd treated us to some music sev­
eral times during the day, and now singing was 
started, Major Stevenson taking an aptiye part 
in bringing the amateurs forward “ Home 
Again,” “ Gentle Annie” and many other pleasing 
pieces were given in an effective manner. At 
length w.e approached Lachine, the Indian Pilot 
was taken on board with thn usual amount of 
bustle, and everyone endeavoured to secure a 
place at the side of the vessel, in order tq see the 
Ligh rocks as we rushed between them. The 
skilful and steady hand of the Indian, however, 
brought us safely out of the dangerous channel, 
and in a few minutes we came in sight of the
Victoria Bridge, a more noble work of art than 
any we saw while away. As we passed under 
it everyone stood up, and )ed by Major Steven­
son, sang “ God save tfie Queen,” Tfip effect 
was magnificent, being ' heightened by the cir­
cumstances, and cur position at the time—pass­
ing under that stupendous specimen of man’s 
skill bearing the name of our most Gracious Sov­
ereign which name is blessed throughout 
the wfio’e of the civilized world. “ Home

and alj marched up to the city, the Band playing 
“Dixie” and oWief popular airs, just to let the 
c tizens know t^at Priçoeÿ Rand it as in as good 
.condition as when they started.'

THE REBEL NAVï AIMMYERPOOL.
(Frqfn the Lpndç,n News, August Ï.) 

Liverpool would appear to be a kind of Confed­
erate dock, judging by the vessels, new and old, 
which have left that port for the South since the 
commencement of the civil war in America. The 
Ouieto,» new iron vessel intended for the Con- 
federati s, left the Mersey some time since for 
Nassau, where she arrived safely However, 
while attempting to fit out for sea, the Admir­
alty Court seized her for an infringement of the 
Foreign Enlistment act, and the last advices 
from Nassau' left her in the hands of the British 
commander of tnat station.' Another new iron 
vessel, witn the rather mysterious name of 290, 
left the Birkenhead docks on Tuesday morning 
and proceeded to sea. Un Wednesday she was 
discovered lying to off Tuskar, awaiting the ar­
rival of the Hercules, steamtug, from Liverpool 
with a complement of fifty men. The 290 is 
rathef a nice looking steamer, aug fier destina­
tion is either for Nassau of Havana, She may pro­
bably take a preliminary cruise in the Atlantic. 
This circumstance, togathej with the sailing of 
the Confederate steamship Merrimac, Captain 
Rowe, from Plymouth Sound (where she has 
bepn lying sfnee June f), may probably account 
for the departure of the federal man-of-war 
steamer Tuscarora from Southampton early on 
the morning of the 30th, which will no doubt do 
her best to prevent either of these steamers reach­
ing Southern ports. The Tuscarora is a splendid 
sailer, and carries a powerful armament,

this more than a merely formal meeting, and to 
submit to the Shareholders a report by the Direc­
tors, founded on the report of a Committee, con­
sisting of Mr. Bickle, Mr. McIntyre, and himself, 
who, i fter a lengthy investigation of the matters 
submitted to them, had reported fully to the 
Board.

The Manager then read the following report of 
the Directors, referred to by the chairman : — 
Report of the Board of Directors of the Canada

Life Assurance Company to the meeting of
Proprietors, held at Hamilton, on 5th Aug..
1862.

The Shareholders arp aware that it has been 
the practice, for some years past, to meet at the 
present time, pro forma, in coni[linnce with the 
terms of the Act of Incorporation, and to adjourn, 
without the transaction of business, until the fol­
lowing October, when the financial statements 
and accounts are presented, and full explanations 
of the Company’s affairs are offered. The Direc­
tors have deemed it expedient, on the present 
occasion, to depart from this course, and to issue 
the advertisement; of the meeting without tiie 
usual foot note, announcing the usual adjourn­
ment. This proceeding has been deemed desir­
able and necessary, in consequence of the legis­
lative action which was taken at the last meet? 
ingof the Legislature, and of the attacks which 
have been made upon the Company in the public 
newspapers and otherwise, in connection there­
with. The Directois have reason to believe that 
the published report of the Honorable Donald 
McDonald’s remarks, in moving for and present­
ing tiie Report of the Committee appointed by 
tiie House, to consider the position of Insurance 
Companies generally, has been, in many respects, 
inaccurate, and the Directors feel authorized to 
state tha Mr. McDonald disclaims any intention 
to fasten upon the Canada Life As-urance Com­
pany snecial acts of willful concealment or mis­
statement, and that such charges, whether 
founded or unfounded, were intended by him tp 
apply generally to the present system of insur­
ance Compani s, with a view of supporting his 
claim that such companies should be subject to 
an official audit.

The character of the questions propounded to 
tiie present Manager and Secretary of the Canada 
Life—more especially in connection with the 
Savings’ganl; branch of the Company—has given 
rise to mud; suspicion as to the correctness of the 
proceedings of the pirectors .charged with the 
management of the Company in 1R56, the period 
at which the transfer of the Hamilton and Qore 
District Savings Bank, was made to the Com­
pany, and parties undoubtedly hostile to the Com­
pany have not been slow to avail themselves of 
tpe opportunity thus afforded them to exhibit the 
affairs of the jOojjigany in » most disadvantage­
ous light. ' This cïrcdmstanee, apij the natural 
desire on the part of those gentlemen, who, n 
1856, being Directors of the Company, were 
mainly ppneerned in the transfer of the Savings’ 
Bank account, to justify and explain their course 
of proceed“’9'- induced tne Bpard to appoint a 
Committee of parties uncoimeeted wi%
ttye transaction, to investigate all the ma ters 
connected §dth the transfer, and to report the 
result of their investigations. The Report ot the 
Committee has been most gratifying to the Boarij, 
and enables the Board to assure the Shareholders 
and the public that there is not the slightest 
ground for doubting the fairness, good faith, and 
tnroo-ritv of all parties concerned in such trans- 
1er, or in any oluv». ■with
the Company, and thé Directory, after a very 
careful consideration of the affairs and condition 
of tiie Company’, feel themselves fully warranted 
in testifying; tq the pertect security of the Institu­
tion, and its y list clahfr tq the public confidence. 
The Report or the Committee fs ç.t the disposal 
of any Shareholder who may take an’ interest in 
its ctyUj.

Thé Sharehoidefj must be prepared to expect 
that in a period of fifteen years S’nce the .estab­
lishment of the Company, so.tne qt‘ the tyaucap.- 
tione have tgjjqd to realize the expectations which 
were entertained at tfie period when they were 
made, and will not be surprised thaï; ej-pherience 
has shown that some of those transactions ’w-ere 
ill advised and should have been avoided.

The Chairman then moved the adoption of the
report

Mr Sheriff Thomas seconded the motion
M Davis, Esq, said he thought it would be 

desirable to have some fuller statement, than is 
set forth in the report, of the transfer of the Ha­
milton and Gore Saving’s Bank to this Company 
in 1857.

The Chairman The report of the Committee, 
on which the Directors’ report is founded, is very 
voluminous, and the Directors’ report states that 
it is open to any shareholder to examine that and 
the whole of the evidence on which the Commit­
tee arrived at the conclusion they did. But if it 
is desired that the Committee’!, report shall be 
read, of course there can be no objection to that 
being done

Dr. Hamilton—Perhaps the best course would 
be to read the report.

Mr. Sheriff Thomas said the Shareholders might 
have difficnlty in concurring' in the Directors’ re 
port, if they were not made acquainted with the 
evidence on which it was based, aud he thought, 
therefore, it might be well to read the Commit­
tee’s report, and the most important portions of 
the evidence accompanying it, and tfie evi ence 
given by Mr. Simmons before the Committee of 
the Legislative Council, that the Shareholders 
might be in a position to judge of the character 
of the evidence on which Mr. Macdonald’s re­
marks were founded It would he sufficient to 
read from question 28

Mr. Ramsay then read the Report of the Com­
mittee and the evidence of Mr. Simons given be­
fore the Committee of the Legislative Council, 
beginning with question 28, also the evidence of 
the late Saving’s Bank Acrnary, given before the 
Committee of the Canada Life Assurance Com­
pany, and the statement put in by Mr. McLaren 
and Sheriff Thomas.

Mr. Davis stated that lie was informed by one 
of the Solicitors of the Company (Mr. Sadiier) 
that he gave an opinion recently in writing, and 
he should like to have that read.

Mr. Ramsay read a letter addressed by himself 
to Messrs. Burton, Sadiier and Bruce, and their 
replies, dated 30th July, and 4th August, to tiie 
effect that they had advised the alteration ip tiie 
entry in the Company’s statement of assets and 
liabilities, and giving, their opinion that the Sav­
ing’s Bank Trustees had not been liable for the 
deficiency to the Bank, and could not be held pei - 
sonally responsible for it to the anada Life, aiso 
that the Actuary’s sureties could not be held 
liable to that Company.

The Chairman then said—You have now had 
an explanation with reference to everything that 
came before us, and on which we arrived at the 
conclusion that it was a loss whi 2i could not be 
avoided, and which could not be recovered

The Rev. S. D. Riok said—There was one thing 
which struck him as somewhat peculiar. In the 
report of the Committee it is stated that no fanrt 
lies against the gentlemen who took part in the 
transfer of the Saving’s Bank to the Canada Lite, 
qnd yet these gentlemen themselves, in their own 
statement, hayp said that there was a great deal 
of looseness about it. Now be considered that 
there is something wrong in doing a thing loose­
ly, in a matter where such important interests 
are involved, as well as in doing a thin,; inten­
tionally wrong, they owed a duty to the Com­
pany, and, if they discharged it loosely, he 
thought they can hardly be altogether exonerat 
ed on that point, but they evidently acted in good 
faith and in their own afinds the thing was hon­
orably done. There is another point which ought 
tp be noticed, and which is of importance in re 
ferenee to ft Qoqj.pany like this whose success so 
entirely depends’on the confidence placed in it 
by the ptifilic. It seems the transaction was not 
only kept from the Shareholders, but from the 
QireptofS. Only a part of the Directors were al- 
jowpd tp know of it, and it was left to leak out 
little by little’ Anything of this sort was calcu­
lated to create wan of confidence, I baye no 
doubt of the integrity of these gentlemen, but as 
to the judgment they displayed in the matter, he 
might express on this a different opinion.

Tfie Chapman said he thought the sting is 
taken out of tfie’matter jty this fact —It was insi­
nuated that these gentlemen,' while advocating 
the transfer, were aware of the deficiency. If this 
had been the case, there would have been no lan­
guage îçq strong to characterise their conduct. 
But the evidODee laidijejbp the Committee shew­
ed that they were not aware of tfie oehcjency till 
six or seven months after the transfer.

Hoa. Donald McDonald remarked.—There is 
a point on whieu he Efiçidd desire explanation 
After the deficiency was discovered, it was gta.ted 
ifir-.t tfie securities were considered ample to cover 
losses It soy ÎG-fP? put that the securities were 
worthless.

The Obairman—Only a portion of them. When 
ti e Savings’ Bank report was adopted, the deposits 
were something over $10 -,000. On the 22nd Jan., 
1857, the Actuary’s deficiency was found to be 
ome $30,900, security for that was taken on all 

tfie property he had—which it was believed was 
Ûtoole to cover the deficiency. That deficiency 
has" noyr been brought down to some $13,000, 
n»d tfie felling short of tuat apises from the de­
preciation in tfie value of the property, But 1 
think that, so far as figures could prove it, it was 
then shewn that thpre would be a suiplus.

T. Bickle, Esq., wished to correct a misappre­
hension as to the securities taken from the Actu­
ary. $80,000 was tfie aipount deficient at the
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time the security was taken. There was no new 
security taken for the $13,000. It was taken at 
the time the whole deficiency was discovered in 
January, 1857, and was then taken for the whole 
amount, and no new' security has been taken 
since. At that period it was supposed that the 
property given in security was much more than 
would cover the deficiency. It was so supposed, 
even by other persons, for, as an evidence of this, 
he mentioned that they took a mortgage subse­
quent to the Company’s on the same property ; 
and they were anxious to get it, believing there 
was enough to secure the Canada Life, and pay 
them afterwards. The defieiency has been reduc­
ed until notv it has been brought down to $13,- 
000.

Mr McDonald stated, that as the security of 
the $13,000 Savings’ Bank defieiency had not 
turned out satisfactorily, it was possible the Di­
rectors might also be mistaken witn reference to tue cnaracrcr or «>~ Q„o«r;*.ioo. H®
therefore urged an investigation into the Com­
pany, and a delay ia the adoption of the Report 
till that was done.

Dr. Hamilton remarked that he did not thin!;; 
it would be judicious to postpone the adoption 
of the Report, with the opportunities he enjoyed 
of forming an opinion, having for several years 
had a seat in the Board of Direction of the Com­
pany, although not continuously, he could testi­
fy to the business talent, the integrity and tiie 
caution which have characterised the proc-.ed- 
ings of the Board, and say that it has given that , 
careful attention tp the business of the Company i 
which any sensible man would give to his own ; 
business. He did not think that it would be wise 
to postpone the adoption of the Report till such 
ap investigation was had, as it was proposed, | 
but thought it would have an injurious effect on 
the business of the Company,

Mr. Sheriff Thomas said he should not allude 
to the remarks of Mr. Macdonald as to the pre­
sent character of our investments and their 
value, because that is a question which he may 
bring up with more propriety hereafter, if he 
thinks proper to do so. Tiie question now before 
the Chair is the adoption of that report, and a 
very important question it is for the Directors, 
and not only for them, but for the Shareholders 
also.

The Directors, or at least some of the old Di­
rectors, have been upon their trial, and the ques­
tion is, are the Shareholders now satisfied that 
the present condition of the Company entitles it 
to the support of themselves and of the public ? 
Are the Shareholders satisfied that there has been 
no evidence of bid faith or wilful miscondupt on 
the part of the Directors, or of anything which 
deserves the censure of the Shareholders, or 
would warrant the withdrawal of their confid­
ence ? In the absence of such evidence, he pre­
sumed there could be no objection to the adop­
tion of the report, leaving these other questions 
to be disposed of afterwards. The result of the 
Committee’s investigation, as contrasted with the 
“suspicions,” and “false statements,” and the 
grave charges of dishonesty of which the Com­
pany has been accused, has very much exemplifi­
ed the story of the three black crows. The whole 
of these charges has rested upon the most slender 
foundation, but as, in the instance of the old 
lady, she was the victim of idle g ssip only, the 
Company has unfortunately been exposed to the 
malice of some intentional slanderer. To confirm 
this assertion I have but to quote the following 
paragraph from the Quebec Chronicle, of the 
20th April, 1862 :

“ Editors flit about like swallows, newspapers

some charitable or benevolent institution. It 
was considered, at the time, that we were taking 
too r-uch security. I think, therefore, the gen­
tleman who said we were loosely neglecting tiie 
interests of the Company will be willing to ad­
mit that, though the whole transaction was car­
ried out very loosely—inasmuch as we were de­
sirous of concealing from the shareholders the 
unfortunate default of a gentleman whom we had 
respected for a number of years, yet it was only 
because we were satisfied that the interests of 
the shareholders were fully and amply rotected. 
Having said enough, 1 think, to satisfy every 
shareholder and every policy-holder of the Com­
pany that all our proceedings have been in good 
faith, and with an earnest desire to protect the 
interests of the Company, and of the public, Ï 
again ask for the adoption of the report. 
pç- lion. Mr. Macdonald—Wished to disclaim any 
desire to act in hostility to the Directors, or to 
impute to them any improper motives. As to 
tiie questions which were put in the Committee 
of the Legislative Council, he thought that the 
insinuations to which they had just listened 
should not have been made. He assumed all tiie 
responsibility of the questions. He drew atten­
tion to a letter, dated in January, 1850, from one 
of the t iompany’s agents, in which inflated ex­
pectations of profits on his policies were held out, 
but which had not been realized, and added that 
in his remarks in the House he did not intend to 
apply all his remarks to this Company, for other 
Companies have concealed losses, cooked ac­
counts, and misled people. He had no doubt of 
the correctness cf the accounts so far as the 
officers of the Company are concerned, but the 
question is whether the securities are worth the 
value at which they are estimated.

The Chairman said there were, no doubt, some 
losses to be looked for on some of the securities 
held by the company, but the question is, how 
would you get at tiie truth ? Is there any an- 
gible method of ascertaining what the losses are, 
except by dealing with them as they arise ?■ Each 
year we go over the mortgages, and, by striking 
off the interest wherever it was doubtful or not 
paid, have reduced it from 10 per cent to 7. 
Last year it was estimated at a fraction over 6 
per cent This year it will be a fraction tinder. 
This was a precautionary measure which it M'as 
well to take,'but, though you appointed half a 
dozen committees, you would not get two men 
to agree as to what was the amount of the loss. 
They might attempt tp arrive at an estimate of 
the loss, but it would be only a waste of time ip 
his judgment. There is no concealment of the 
fact that losses have occurred, for we have been 
reducing the interest account, and have been 
cutting down the dividends to one-half of what 
they were some years ago Shall we go on then 
with this process quietly and surely from year to 
year, or shall we jump hastily to the conclusion 
that there has been a large amount of loss, and 
wipe it all off at onee. He thought that such a 
course would be injurious and unjust to the in­
terests of the Company. For he did not see how 
the actual amount of loss is to be ascertained 
except by dealing with each loss as it arises. 
The present management is trying to avoid the 
incurring of new losses, and is trying to make the 
past losses as small as possible, and meeting them 
as they accrue by cutting down shareholders 
dividends. No doubt the division in former 
years of 8, 10, and 12 per cent interest was 
wrong, but the share and policy holders got the 
benefit of it; and the thing is done, and we can­
not go back to annul it.

Mr. Ramsay—The shareholders got one-fourth

C. A. Sadleir, Esq.—This report does not touch 
the question qf the value of securities. That 
tyili come up more properly when the accounts 
are laid before the adjourned meeting in Octo­
ber. The figures given by the Directors in this 
report are merely, as it were, a casual glance at 
tiie state of the Company’s affairs, indicating 
what the shareholders may expect to find fully 
detailed in the regular accounts to be submitted 
in October. The adoption o ibis report does not 
pledge any stockholder to the correctness of the 
accounts which will then be laid before them. 
It is well, however, that this conversation has 
taken place, for he agreed with Dr Billings and 
others, that this Company can have no desire to 
conceal anything ; and that, as suspicions have 
gone abroad, excited by persons actuated by dif­
ferent ki ds of motives, these suspicions should 
be quelled by the fullest information possible 
being given

Mr ribsriff Thomas.—The argument seems to 
be that this report should not be adopted, be­
cause suspicions are abroad, and because it is 
desiraole, on account of these suspicions, that 
there should be a full investigation of the affairs 
of the Company, that it may bp ascertained 
whether the Company is really deserving of sup- 
uort, o" not. Now t cannot understand why 
the fwo questions should be mixed up, or why 
ihe shareholders should at once adopt this 
report, uriltLS they mean to say that thé suspi­
cions abroad are so far warranted that they. grp 
not prepared to place confidence in the _ Direc­
tors. If Mp. Macdonald, Qf ftBjr OfiP else ia pro? 
pared to assume tfie position that confidence 
cannot be plaeed in the Directors, then I can un­
derstand why the report should not be received. 
But if they do not assume that position, then 1 
cannot understand why they should not receive 
it as a true and faithful report on the matters to 
wnich it refers, and take up the other question 
by itself If tue shareholders have confidence 
in the Directors they may safely leave it to the 
Board to make the best investigation they can.

They can recommend them to look again into 
the whole affairs of the Company, and to take, if 
possible, greater precautions that its future oper­
ations shall be conducted carefully and for the 
best interests of tiie sharfeholders. If, on the 
other hand, they have not that confidence, they 
should move want of confidence in the Direc­
tors, and call upon them to resign their posi­
tions .

Mr. McDonald said that in adopting that re­
port we endorse the statement that the Company 
has property of the value there set forth.

Mr. Sadiier did not understand that the state - 
ment appended to the report in any way pledges 
the shareholders as to the value ot the Company’s 
property. It merely stated the face of the mort­
gages and debentures.

The Chairman said—We acknowledge that we 
have realized some losses during the last few 
years, but we do no admit that there has been 
any deception or ony fraud. These figures re­
present the state of our books, and that is all 
that this meeting pledges itself to

Dr. Hamilton said that Mr. Macdonald must 
know that the fluctuation in the value of pro­
perty is such, that the value arrived at to-day 
would be very different from the value six 
months hence. He thought that the best course, 
for the interest of the Company, is to. leave the 
management in the hands of the Directors, so 
long as you are satisfied that they will do the 
best they can. If y on, are not satisfied of that, 
put other men in their place. The Directors may 
have an offer to-day for a lot of land. Itmay be 
the highest offer they can get just now, but by 
holding on to it they may get more If you 
were to arrive at a hasty conclusion as to 
the value of those properties, and were to say, 
dispose of them as quickly as you can for the va­
lue tnus set upon them, the Company would suf­
fer great loss by taking^such a course, and he 
thought that, so long as1*the Board are acting to 
the best of their ability, it would not be for the 
advantage of the Company to refuse to adopt 
the report till such an investigation should take 
place

F. W. Gates, Esq.—The report says For 
general information there is appended hereto a 
list of the different classes of securities.” He did 
not think that pledged the meeting to the value 
set down.

Rev. Mr. Rice said he should not have spoken 
had he not been called upon by name. But; as 
regards the Report, he thought it our duty to pass 
it, provided they believed the sta ements that it 
makes, independently of any investigation which 
may or should take place in relation to the affairs 
of the Company. The subject brought up in the 
Report is a distinct matter. Sheriff Thomas him­
self, in his half defence of his position, gave the 
meeting a better account than is contained in the 
Report, of the reasons of the course they pursued 
with reference to the defaulting officer of the Sav­
ings Bank. He (Mr Rice) thought the explana­
tions were entirely satisfactory. Almost any 
other person would have taken the same course. 
He believed it has been shewn that they were 
acting in good faith and with perfect honor 
throughout the whole transaction. To delay 
adopting the Report would have the effect of in­
juring us greatly. This meeting has been held 
tor the purpose of disposing of that matter, and 
he did not think anything which had corne up in 
any shape or form should induce us to hesitate 
about adopting the Report. He confessed he had. 
a Rttle feeling a3 to the stock matter. Some of 
us had paid a little more for our stock than we 
think we should have done StlH, he considered 
that the position of tfie Company is entirely cor­
rect upon that point. He thought, moreover, it 
was the shareholders a one who will have reason 
to complain in reference to these losses, and not 
the policy holders. Therefore, as shareholders, 
the question is what is the feest thing we can do 
tor our shares as W9 have them ? lie thought 
with Sheriff Thomas, that tiie Directors are the 
men to conduct the management of the Institu­
tion. At the same time, at the annual meeting 
of the Stockholders, you might recommend them ; 
to take an estimate of the value of the securities, j 
based on the best information within their reach j 
He believed, however, that if you had three or 
four Committees all engaged at it, there would 
be no agreement between one and another of them 
as to the real value. The great question is, whe­
ther the Company is solvent, whether the securi­
ties are good ana ample for the necessities wnich 
may arise, and I think no one will take exception 
to the company on this ground. When this re­
port goes out he thought it will be found satis­
factory, and then he had no objection, if it is 
thought desirable, that we should re-arrange the 
securities and ascertain what they are worth. 
When people know the classes of securities, as 
the statement gives them, they have some idea of 
their value When it is stated that so much is 
in City of Hamilton Pehentares, it can be esti­
mated fiow m .ch should he written off, and so 
with other classes of debentures.

The Chairman.—The Hamilton Debentures are 
the only ones we have the least suspicion of, and 
we are treating them as 3 per cent debentures. 
On many of the mortgages the interest is thrown 
off altogether, and the result is that the interest 
has been reduced to about one half of its nominal 
face. The question now before the meeting is 
whether the statements which have been made 
justify it in adopting the report which he had 
moved and Sheriff t fiomas had ueoonded.

Dr. Rulings bad no objection to the adoption 
of the report, provided it was understood that - 
proper investigation should take place previous 
to the adjourned meeting in October He believ­
ed that tha taking of that course would give great 
confidence, not only to the pulley and sharehold­
ers, hut to the public generally. As to the other 
plan which had been suggested, of turning out 
certain flirectora oil the mere suspicion that 
there may be something wrong, requiring inves­
tigation, that would he a disagreeable office 
which few would like to undertake with refer- 
euce to gentlemen who may have been acting in 
the best of way.

Hon, Mr. Macdonald did not know if it would 
be informal to move an amenument, but he could 

I not conçut in the adoption of the report, because 
I lie couid not assent to its accuracy. The state- 
| ment he made in moving for a commit c ot ti_e 
Lerislative Uouucil, lust winter, w s not intend­
ed to apply to this Company in everything 
Some of it however, did apply to tit s Company,

and he was still unconvinced that what he said 
was incoirect He would move in amend­
ment—

“ That the report he not now adopted, but that 
it be delayed until an investigetion has taken 
place into the securities of the Company, and has 
been submitted to a general meeting, to be 
called in October.”

The amendment not being seconded,
The Chairman said that, if not seconded, it 

must fall to the ground.
Hon Mr. Macdonald only wished the motion 

should not be considered as having been carried 
unanimously.

The motion for adopting the report was then 
put aud carried unanimously, with the exception 
of Mr. Macdonald dissenting

The Chairman said that he entirely concurred 
with a remark made by the Sheriff, that if the 
Shareholders had not sufficient confidence in the 
integrity andbusiness ability ot the Board to leave 
them to manage the affairs of the Company as 
they hud hiiherto done, they should turn them 
out or at least infuse new blood, by putting in 
four new Directors every year. For his part he 
should be no stumbling-block in the way of a 
re-constitution of the Board

Dr Billings said he would be the last indivi­
dual to think of turning out any of the Direc­
tors and be believed they would be taking a. 
quite uncalled for course, if they should express 
dissatisfaction with the present Directors, or 
doubt as to their management, by turning out 
at the next annual meeting, those proposed for 
re-election.

Rev S D. Rice begged to move the following 
resolution, simply remarking that he did so with 
his fullest concurrence

Resolved,—That this meeting has received 
with much gratification he Report which has 
been laid before them by the Directors, and hav­
ing heard the explanations which have been of­
fered in support of its statements, and the gene­
ral discussion which has taken place thereon, has 
much pleasure in recording its entire confidence 
in the stability of tho Oompany, and in the good 
faith, business ability, and general careful man­
agement of the present Directors, and can cor­
dially declare its belief that the institution is en­
titled to a continuance of that public confidence 
which has heretofore been extended to it.

S. Sharp, Esq., seconded the reso urion
Hon. Mr. Macdonald said that, with a slight 

alteration, he should not object to tho resolution. 
It was handed to him to make the aiteration he 
desired, but it was finally' passed in it» original 
form without any dissent being taken.*

Mr. Bickle, seconded by Dr. Hamilton, moved
That this meeting do now adjourn to Tues­

day, the 28th October next, at 12 o’clock, when 
the election of Directors, and the other business 
usually disposed of at the Annual Meeting of 
Shareholders will lie transacted.—Carried.

On motion of Mr. Gates, the chair was vacat. 
ed by Mr. Ferrie and taken by Sheriff Thomas.

Mr. Gates, seconded by T. C Kerr, Esq, then 
moved that the thanks of the meeting be tender­
ed to John Ferrie, Esq , for his able and impar­
tial conduct in the chair.

The motion passed unanimously, and the 
meeting then adjourned.
