Former Minister

Of Stanley Church
Dr. Reid, 86, Dies

Rev. William D. Reid, M.A,,
D D. former minister of Stanley
Presbyterian Church, Westmount,
died yesterday in Central Divi-
sion of Montreal General Hospital
after a long illness. He was 86.

Born at Lemessurier, Megantic
County, he attended the Model
School in Leeds, Berthier Gram-
mar School and St. Francis Col-
lege, Richmond.

He graduated from McGill Uni-
versity with a B.A. in 1890 and in
1893 received the Presbyterian
College diploma in theology. He
received his B.D. degree at Mont-
real Presbyterian College and an
M.A. from Harvard in 1897.

He was minister of Taylor Pres-
Lyterian Church 12 years then ac-
cepted the position in Alberta
from which he was called in 1912
to Stanley Church then at Stanley
and Cypress streets. The church
later moved to Victoria and West-
mount avenues, and he was min-
ister there until 1937.

In 1918 he was elected modera-
tor of Montreal and Ottawa Synod.
He presided over the Montreal
Presbytery as its moderator and
served on various boards of the

" General Assembly and on commit-
1ees of the local Presbytery and
the Montreal and Ottawa Synod.

He is survived by two sons, Prof.
W. Stanford Reid, McGill Univer-
#ity; and Dr. E. A, Stewart Reid
of Montreal.

Onens April 15

The Joint Cancer Fund Cam-
paign will open officially through
Montreal and district April 15, and
officials made known today there
would be an urgent need for can-
vassers to carry on the work of
campaigning.

“There is a special need for
many canvassers, and Wwe are
counting on citizens to rally to the
support of the Canadian Cancer
Society and the Cancer Research
Society so that the appeal may be
a success” a statement issued to-
day at drive headquarters, 1522
Sherbrooke street west, sald.

The two cancer societies have
joined forces for appeal purposes
to raise a minimum objective of
$250,000 between April 15 and
April 30. They havc joined for the
promotion of an overall program
of cancer control. The two socie-
ties actually distributed $220,000
during the past year in the prov-
ince of Quebec.

The monay collected will help
speed the research program which
has brought a solution to cancer
nearer. It will also boost the pub-
lic education program of the socie-
ties, carried on through the press,
radio, films, public meetings, dis-
plays, pamphlets and through in-
formation centres. In addition, the
money will further the program of
providing direct ald to sufferers
of the disease. Welfare services in-
clude provision of free cancer
dressings, nursing and home care,
special diets and medication, trans-
portation, rehabilitation and sup-
port of tumor clinics in various
hospitals.

The Westmount Reereation Depart-
ment has obtained & pamphlet en-
titled ‘‘Recreation — A Problem of
Grass Roots — The Why, The What
and The How of Public Recreation.”
This pamphlet is published by the
National Recreation Association,

Beginning with this week's issue of
the "Examiner’”, it is the Intention of
the Recreaton Department to publish
excerpts from this pamphlet, and it
is hoped that it will prove of interest
to the citizens In the community.

Why Is Recreation A Problem?
On the one hand haffling oh-
stacles, and of the other, enlarg-
ing opportunities lie before a
majority of Americans in their
search for satisfying recreation.

To a small number of American
adults and their children there is
no personal recreation problem or
there need no such problem. They
have ample means and ample free
time for the things they want to
do. For them, the pleasant vistas
of leisure reveal spacious lovely
homes, private swimming pools,
automobiles, airplanes, the theatre,
concerts, country clubs, town
clubs, yachting, winter vacations
or summer vacations in the Unit-
ed States and foreign countries. If
they are engaged in a business or
profession, it is in itself challeng-
ing and interesting.

But this is not the recreational
outlook of the ordinary American.
His income is low and it permits
little margin for the recreational
activities that must be bought.
His home or apartment is small
and crowded. The theatre, con-
certs, the country club and
foreign travel are beyond his
financial reach. Millions of his
children in the cities do not have
access to playgrounds. The '“old
swimming hole” or the river
where their fathers and grand-
fathers swam is polluted, and t'(:y
cannot afford to pay fifty cents
admission to a commercial swim-
ming pool or for a locker at the
beach. They find that most of the
shore line of 'lakes and the ocean
front are in private ownership.
The simple good times of many
rural communities have vanished.

As for work, much of it in these
times is mechanized and unsti-
mulating, The jobs of many are
made up of routine, repetitive,
monotonous, simple movements,
Men and women tend machines or
they stand hehind counters and
sell gadgets. Such work does not
stir the imagination or permit the
personal growth of which most
people are capable.

This rather dismal picture is
relieved, of course, by several
circumstances. If labor is dull and
uninteresting, the hours are
mercifully much shorter than was
the work time of grandfather and
great-grandfather. Today the

week, are in vogue. Organized
labor advocates & thirty hour
week. Thus grows leisure. Thus
have come surpluses of time and
energy for the practice of the
good life. And it is true that
certain leisure assets are avail-
able to most American families.
Millions have managed to buy
automobiles and radios. And
motion pictures are available to
all except the extremely poor and
the isolated dwellers.

Commercially promoted amuse-
ment is the most conspicuous
leisure time diet of the public. At
its best such entertainment is a
worthy use of spare time, but
much of it makes for passivity
and not for personal effort and
personal growth. If passive, it
faila to provide the mental,
physical and moral discipline and
the enduring satisfaction that
comes through participation in
hobbies, sports, music, drama,
crafts, camping, social recreation
and many other forms of partici-
pant leisure experience. Then,
too, much commercial amusement
has failed to leep free from low
moral standards, as the history of
horse racing, prize flights, dance
halls, pool rooms, amusement
parks, motion pictures, and radlo
records, Legal restraint and
periodic public crusades have
been necessary to maintain mini-
mum standards. Because of their
expense worthy types of commer-
cial recreation are beyond the
reach of the people who need
them most. Essentially, recrea-
tion should not be commercialized.

Despite these laws, the needless slaughter
of these baby animals goes on. A solution
would be a provincial law forbidding the sale
of baby chicks, ducklings, or rabbits. This is
currently being sought by the S.P.C.A.

To make sure that there would
be no mistaking their meaning,
the words, ‘real history of man-
kind,” were printed in italics.

Alexandrov is absolutely sure
of the ultimate universal accept-
ance of his new Anno Domini. He
declares that “‘the.laws of history
are inexorable and cannot be
changed by the desperate efforts
of the capitalist class, their poli-
ticians and ideologists, to restrain
the powerful forces destined to
hurl capitalism into the abyss!”
He is no Calvinist, of course, but
he does believe in predestination,
for he says so in so many words,
and he himself claims to have spe-
cific foreknowledge. “Let the
enemies of Communism rant and
rave. Their fate is predestined!”
he rants and raves. He says the
‘“popular masses are moving along
the road indicated by Lenin and
Stalin . . . The future belongs to
Communism. It will prevail over
the forces of the rotting world.”
If the Western World is rotting
and pre-doomed, then Alexandrov
is wasting his breath ranting
against it, and the Soviet govern-
ment is needlessly piling up arm-
aments to destroy rotten forces.

But to return to this new Anno
Domini. Who is to be the Dominus
of the new division of time? There
are three candidates for that di-
vinity — Marx, Lenin and Stalin.
Alexandrov leaves no room for
doubt as to his choice. He makes
no mention of Marx, but he does
couple the names of Lenin and
Stalin as the dual indicators of the
road to the new era. He reserves,
however, his highest adoration for
“The great Stalin who wisely said:
‘In general history makes no sub-
stantial move without special ne-
cessity for so doing.” Moreover,
preparations are evidently under
way for exalting Stalin to the po-
sition of Dominus. He already ap-
pears as an object worship in So-
viet music. An article published in
Izvestia recently refers to ‘“the
monumental oratorio, ‘Songs of the
Forest,’ inspired by the great Sta-
lin plan for the transformation of
nature in the land of socialism,’
We are also told that “the in-
spired hymn to the great Stalin
in a musical finale of a picture,
Fall of Berlin, has become one of
the best-loved and most popular
works in Soviet music.”

Hymns are usually addressed to
a deity, and it seems there is a
co-ordination of effort on the part
of Soviet historlans, poets, musi-

A Public Hffa.ring is called for
by law before Milk Prices can be
increased in Winnipeg and on De-
cember 29th, 1951 the Association
of Distributors gave notice of ap-
plication for an increase in the
price of Milk. The hearing was
called for January T7th, with all
submissions on the matter to be
in the hands of the Milk Board by
January 5th, The C.A.C. of Mani-
toba immediately protested that
in a holiday week, this gave them
no chance to prepare their case.
The Press and local Municipal
sovernments supported C,A.C, and
a delay of two weeks was finally
granted. At the hearing, mem-
bers of the public and strong dele-
gation of C.A.C. members were
present. Much discussion of a
friendly and informative nature
took place on various problems
connected with the sale of milk.

The decision when given DID
NOT grant the increase in the
price and milk in Winnipeg has
stayed at 20 cents a quart de-
livered, with some stores selling at
18 cents and some at 19 cents.

The Chairman of the C.A.C.
Milk Committee is urging all
C.A.C. Branches in other Prov-
inces to press for the right to
public hearing when changes in
the price structure of milk pro-
ducts is asked., This should be a
right for all consumers and your
Provincial C.A.C. in Quebec feels
that another right is that of the
consumer, not only to appear at
such hearings, but to have its own

EDUCATION

It may be wise at this point to clarify what I am attempting to do

in this discussion, which began in t
education. I am not trying to foist

at any rate — my own philosophy of education. I am merely present-
Ing for your consideration several different sets of aims of education

with the hope that by so doing Ik
shall be stimulating thinking on
educational matters.

let us first consider the aims of
education as drawn up by the
Educational Policies: Commission
of the National Education Asso-
ciation of thz United States. These
are divided into four parts as fol-
lows: >

1. Education for self-realization.
This involves command of import-
ant physical and intellectual skills,
knowledge and practice of health-
ful living, ability to play, love of
beauty, growth in self-direction.

2. Education in human relation-
ships. This includes laying the
basis for a satisfying home life
and pleasant and useful associa-
tion with others.

3. Education for economic effi-
ciency. This involves preparation
of competent producers and con-
sumers who understand economic
forces and can constructively help
solve their own problema.

4. Education for civic respon-
sibility. This includes increasing
the social, economic and political
understanding of individuals, in-
creasing their loyalty to democ-
racy and their ability and desire
to improve.

Education in U.S.S.R.

And now, at the risk of being
branded a Communist or a fellow
traveller, I should like you to con-
sider the avowed aims of educa-
tion in the Union of Soviet Social-
ist Republics as set forth in “Edu-
cation in the U.S.S.R.” byYey-
geny Medynsky. Let me quote at
some length from this brief but
interesting work which was pub-
lished in 1950: :

“The education and training of
the growing generation is regard-
ed in the USSR as one of the key
functions of State and is, natur-
ally, subordinated to State inter-
ests. The Soviet school sets out to
provide all-round development to
its pupils, to train highly educat-
ed, active conscientious builders of {
Communist morality.

“The late Chairman of the Pre-
sidium of the Supreme Soviet of
the USSR, Mikhail Ivanovitch
Kalinin, gave the following defini-
tion of the principles of Commun-
ist education:

“Communist principles, if we
take them in their simple expres-
sion, are the principles of the
highly educated, upright and for-
ward-looking person, love of the
Socialist labour and a whole
series of other lofty qualities,
forms a highly component part of
Communist education.

“Different, but closely integrat-
ed facets of Communist education,
are mental, moral, sesthetic and
physical training and polytech-
nical education.

“Mental training and education
develop a truly scientific, dialec-
tical materialist outlook, provide
systematic knowledge — the rudi-
ments of the sciences — develop
the pupil's memory, attention,
imagination, independent thinking,
speech, and his ability indepen-
dently to acquire and apply know-
ledge.
