Weredale House History
Told Rotary By McAdam

Weredale House and Camp Weredale grew from an
idea first conceived by a small group of people in Montreal

in 1870, Vernon F.

McAdam told members of the West-

mount Rotary Club at Victoria Hall Wednesday.

Mr. McAdam, secretary man- ¥
ager of Weredale House and exe-
cutive director of the Boys Clubs
of Canada, said the first home
for boys was established in this
city on Mountain street in 1870.
The home later established the
Boys Farm and Training School
at Shawbridge.

Camp Lewis, which is oper-
ated by the Montreal Boys As-
sociation, also grew from this
small group of people who first
thought of the homeless and
wandering boys in Montreal back
in the ~18th century. Mr.
McAdam said that the Boys Wel-
fare Association and the Big
Brothers Association amalga-
mated and formed the Associa-
tion as it is today.

shortly, Mr. McAdam said it was
in- 1928 that members of the
Montreal Rotary Club were first
approached with the idea of rais-
ing a quarter of a million dol-
lars to build a suitable boys home
in Montreal to replace the in-
adequate one located on Moun-
tain street.

Weredale House in Westmount
was completed in 1930 and occu-
pied that year by the boys. As
a boys home it was idecal, being
equipped with dormitory space
for 161 boys, a swimming pool,
gymnasium, auditorium, cafete-
ria and other facilities. More
than 6,000 boys have been given
shelter

Mr. McAdam said each boy is
admitted to the home only on the
recommendation of some recog-
nized welfare azency. He pointed
out that many of the boys who
have grown up at the home have
gone out into the business world
and left their marks of success.
He pointed out that during the
last war, 378 boys from the home
enlisted in the armed forces,

| with 22 being awarded decora-

tions for bravery and outstand-
ing service to their country.

He said the home mnow faces
the serious problem of over-
crowding. He estimated that in
the past six months only 12
new boys have been admitted to
the home, whereas under normal
conditions the number of admit-
tances over the same period
should have been three times as
many.

In relating the history of
Camp Weredale, he told Rota-
rians that in 1933 members of
the Westmount Club undertook
to raise $10,000 in order to es-

tablish, what he described as
the finest boys camp in the
country.

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CNR Cuts Time
For New Train,
All Regions

A new transcontinental “name”
train and faster mainline sched-
ules on all three regions of the
Canadian - National - Railways
highlight timetable changes to
go into effect with the adoption
of daylight saving time at mid-
night, April 23.

The new ‘“Super Continental”
makes its inaugural run from
Montreal at 4:25 p.m. (EDT),
and from Toronto at 7:00 p.m.
(EDT), and arrives in Vancouv-
er at 2:45 p.m. (PDT. It will
make the Montreal-Vancouver
run in 73 hours and 20 minutes,
cutting 14 hours and five min-
utes off the present schedule,
and from Toronto to Vancouver
in 70 hours and 45 minutes, Gav-
ing 12 hours and 15 minutes.

Eastbound, the fast train will
leave Vancouver daily at 3:15
pm. (PDT), and arrive in To-
ronto at 3:15 p.m. (EDT), 69
hours later, and at Montreal at
6.20 p.m. (EDT), 72 hours and
five minutes later.

An elapsed time of 32 hours
and five minutes for the “Super
Continental” between Montreal
and Winnipeg and 29 hours and
30 minutes between Toronto and
Winnipeg established the fastest
train service available between
these points. The new train will
make the Montreal-Ottawa run
in two hours and 10 minutes.

The '"Continental” will also
run on an improved schedule.

It will leave <Central Station
daily at 9:00 p.m. (EDT), and
Toronto at 12:00 p.m. (EDT).

The train will leave Vancouver
at 9:00 p.m. (PDT) daily, and
arrive in Toronto at 8:00 a.m.
(EDT), and at Montreal at 10:15
a.m, (EDT).

The “Ocean Limited” will cut
more than two hours off its pre-
sent schedule. It will leave Cent-
tral Station daily at 9:30 p.m,
(EDT), and arrive in Halifax at
7:15 pm.
