The Seat op Goveknment at Quebec.—As 
a great deal of curiosity has been felt as to the 
probable action ot the members of Parliament 
from the city and district of Quebec, upon the 
seat of Government question, it may be inter­
esting to show what is the feeling of the people 
of that part of Lower Canada. The city of 
Quebec itself is represented by two gentlemen, 
who, in July last, voted with the majority 
against Ottawa as the seat of Government,and 
by one, Mr. Alleyn, who, looking out for a 
Judgeship, and caring nothing about his own 
duty, nor the interests he pretends to 
represent, set public opinion at defiance, and 
voted for the choice of the Government. The 
Mayor of Quebec, moreover, sits for an adjoin­
ing county—Dorchester—which was long re­
presented by Mr. Lemieux, and which will not 
be very likely to return Mr. Langevin again, if 
he acts in opposition to the popular wish, espe­
cially when that wish is identified with those 
of their old representative, who has always 
been supposed to exercise great influence there, 
as well as in several neighbouring constitu­
encies. Mr. Langevin, however, is one of those 
gentlemen with whose character political whis­
perers have lately been making very free. He, 
it is said-—we know not with what truth—is 
one of the reliants on whom the Ministry cal­
culate to aid them in carrying their point ; and 
it has farther been asserted that he has been 
offered a place, for finding himself, now, of a 
different mind from that of last year. These 
circumstances will indicate the importance of 
the action of the City Council of Quebec, 
which, on Saturday last, all the members being 
present, and thereby showing the sense they 
entertained of the importance of thesubjectto 
be dealt with, passed unanimously the following 
vote :—“ That his Worship the Mayor and the 
Members of the city be requested to vote against 
Ottawa as the seat of Government of this Pro­
vince, under any possible form, and on any 
possible occasion on which the vote may be 
presented, in accordance with the vote of the 
House of Assembly of the 28th July, 1858.” 
The mover of this resolution spoke as follows : 
—“Mr. Mayor, in moving this resolution, I be­
lieve I act in accordance with the opinions of 
the citizens of this city and of Lower Canada. 
You will tell me, perhaps, that such a resolution 
is superfluous—that the last vote which you 
cast in the House on this subject, on the 28th 
July, was given against Ottawa, and that two 
of the Members of this city also voted, at the 
same time, in the same way, though a third, 
who is a minister of the Crown, voted for it. I 
will add, Mr. Mayor, that there can be no need 
of such a resolution to indicate to our mem­
bers the wishes of the city of Quebec, if a jour­
nal, published in this city, had not already al­
most pronounced in favour of Ottawa, and il 
another editor had refrained from making 
known his preferences for Ottawa, though he 
is silent on the subject in his newspaper. It 
is therefore to place our representatives on their 
gnard that I invite the Council to pronounce 
its opinion.” The journal in question is the 
Canadien, edited by Mr. Barthe, the author of 
“ Canada Re-conquered by France,” and the 
editor is, probably, Dr. Taché—the nephew of 
Colonel Sir Etienne Taché—Commissioner from 
Canada to the Paris Exhibition, &c., &c.

Commercial and Bankino Morality in Ens- 
land.—An important decision has just been 
pronounced by Mr. Goulburn, the Bankruptcy 
Commissioner, refusing a certificate to the 
Bankrupt firm of Davidson and Gordon. These 
men had, some years ago, already made separ­
ate bankruptcies to a large amount ; but no 
sooner had they obtained their certificates, than 
they again started in business, and, with a 
capital of no more than £5000, transacted 
affairs to the extent of nearly a million a 
year. In this they were aided by another ex­
bankrupt adventurer, named Cole, and unfor­
tunately also by a Banking and Discount 
House, of the very highest standing, Messrs. 
Overend, Gurney & Co., one ot whose partners, 
Mr. Chapman, has confessed a guilty know­
ledge of some of the worst transactions of the 
Bankrupts, which knowledge he kept to himself, 
in order that his house might escape from the 
scrape and let others into it. In fact, this 
great and highly-considered banker seems to 
have been almost a partner in a case of swind­
ling, not a bit better than those for which many 
men have appeared at a criminal bar. The 
facts were these :—Davidson and Gordon had, 
during the years from 1849 to 1853, inclusive, 
obtained money from Overend and Gurney, on 
the security of dock warrants, to the amount 
of £370,000. On the 13th of October, 1853, Mr. 
Chapman discovered that these warrants were 
for the most part fictitious—that is to say, that 
the spelter, or whatever it was they were sup­
posed to represent, and which was said to be 
lying at one of the wharfs, had in reality been 
carried off, or perhaps never had any existence. 
Just before the 13th, Mr. Chapman had sold and 
received the money for some of these fictitious 
document?, representing 400 tons of spelter, 
which were declared to be at a certain wharf. 
The purchaser was anxious to have the metal 
delivered, and Mr. Chapman then received the 
information that there were only 80 tons of 
spelter at the wharf, so that if a demand were 
made for the whole the loss would fall upon 
Overend and Gurney. But it was suggested 
that, if Mr. Chapman would give him £15 a 
ton—that is, £10 less than the market price 
—for it, he could find means to replace the 
other 320 tons of spelter in time for delivery. 
In plain words, this proposal was, that Mr. 
Chapman should consent not to expose the 
forgery which Cole confessed he had commit­
ted, if the latter could manage to conceal it 
from the rest of the world. Had it been only 
a question of diminishing by £3,000 or £4,000 
their loss in this particular transaction, Over­
end and Gurney would no doubt have at once 
handed over to the police the man who had the 
impudence to ask that they should do anything 
so dishonorable. But the exposure would ine­
vitably lead to Gordon & Co.’s bankruptcy, 
and the great city house would lose by that 
event a sum not much under £200,000. So, 
although Mr. Chapman was “ shocked” to hear 
that Gordon “ had shipped tne copper” repre­
sented by certain warrants, he determined to 
hold his tongue, lest the fall of these reckless 
speculators shouli shake the credit of the emi­
nent firm on which they leaned. Ashe says in 
one of his letters, “the magnitude of the fraud 
took it out of all ordinary course of proceeding 
and compelled us to have consideration for our 
own position with the public.” Thus, coolly, 
does the great city merchant, whose reputation 
stood as high as that of any man in England, 
take it for granted that, when the stake is 
arger than usual, it is permitted him to dis­
regard the customary distinctions between 
right and wrong.
$ Mr. Commissioner Goulburn, was not at all 
nfluenced by Mr. Chapman’s brilliant position_ 
e alluded at great length to this part of the 
se, and he Mr. Chapman that what.had

transpired made a blot on his escutchion, which 
no time would efface. The affair is not alto­
gether without a moral for us Canadians. The 
impeccability of a large Lombard Street 
Banking House, has been more than once an 
argument, with which our government jobbers 
have tried to shut the mouths of those who call­
ed theii financing into question. All through the 
initiation of the Graud Trunk project, the ab­
solute imunity from any of the ordinary weak­
nesses of humanity enjoyed by these men of 
moneybags, was one of Mr. Hincks’ favourite 
topics, and when he was accused in Parliament 
of the £10,000 job, or having £50,000 of Grand 
Trunk Shares standing in its name, with the 
calls paid up by London Bankers without any 
demand on himself, he used to rage with wild 
passion against the blasphemy of supposing 
their could be anything wrong, where such 
large firms were engaged. The same thing was 
attempted last session. When the Finance 
Committee showed that our agents in London, 
had, with or without instructions—in good faith 
or in bad,—sold themselves or their friends, 
our debentures at a time and price, when, as 
it has turned out, it was a yery excellent 
speculation to buy them—when, we say, this 
was clearly proved, the connection of some 
immaculate Lombard Street magnates with the 
transaction was held sufficient to stop all 
mouths. We now see, at least, that it does not 
suffice to deal with men of old-established posi­
tion and large wealth, in order to be secure 
against frauds. No House in England ever en­
joyed a higher reputation than the old Quaker 
firm of Overend and Gurney. Yet they have fal­
len from their high reputation. We may, there­
fore, not unreasonably, take care, when here­
after dealing with such magnates, to look to 
the character of the transaction, and not be 
content with that ot those with whom we trans­
act it.

Something which Ought to be Done.—Our 
columns yesterday—if we may use the poetic ex. 
pression—were redolent of the undying memory 
of Scotland’s national bard, which still blooms 
so fresh and green in the hearts of his country­
men. There was, however, we find, one thing, 
and that a most important one, which was for­
gotten amid all the eloquence and music of the 
delightful commemorative festival of the pre­
ceding day, and to that omission we would 
now invite the attention of our readers.

Among all the various causes for the unex­
ampled devotion to the memory of Burns, which 
the centenary of his birth has elicited through­
out the civilized world, there is, we suspect, 
one, which we do not remember to have seen 
noticed, but which, we are satisfied, has had no 
little influence in producing the almost personal 
attachment of his admirers. It is the intense 
—and the more intense, because unavailing,— 
sorrow, with which, every feeling heart peruses 
the sad story of Burns’ life, “ wasted tragically 
away,” as Carlyle expresses it, which makes 
them “lo’e him like a vera brither.” Let any 
lover of Burns analyze his feelings towards his 
favorite bard, and we think he will agree with 
our theory, that sympathy for his unhappy lot 
has bad no little share in producing them.

“ But to our tale,”—that is, to the omission, 
which, we are sure, every one present on the 
occasion will equally regret with ourselves, 
was made on Tuesday night. It, no doubt, 
arose, not from want of thought, but from want 
of knowledge, and it is of the less consequence 
as every one will now have an opportunity of 
doing elsewhere, what no one could have re­
fused to do had a subscription paper been placed 
on each table at the banquet.

To make a long story short—it appears, by 
the latest Scottish papers, that the Misses Begg 
—neices of the poet and daughters of his sister 
Mrs. Begg, whose decease we recorded in the 
Herald but a few days ago,—have been left In 
very poor circumstances. It has been, conse­
quently, determined, that they shall be suita­
bly provided for, and that, for this purpose, a 
subscription shall be taken up, from the “ coun­
tless thousands,” who have just been testifying 
their veneration for the memory of their illus­
trious uncle. A subscription list has been 
placed by the Secretary of our Burns Club—to 
whom has been delegated the duty of 
acting as Collector for this city and 
neighbourhood—, at the Merchants’ Exchange, 
and it is hoped, for the credit of Montreal, that 
the appeal will be liberally responded to in that 
locality—“ where merchants most do congre­
gate.” Other lists will, no doubt, however, be 
found in other centres of resort, and as the 
maximum of each subscription is limited to one 
dollar, and the smallest good-will offerings will 
be received in the same spirit in which they are 
tendered, he will be a curmndgeon, indeed, 
who, loving and honouring the memory of 
Burns, withholds his “ mite” from the fund des­
tined to relieve the “ honest poverty" of the 
poet's nieces.

“ A man may tak a neighbour’s part,
And hae na cash to spare him.”

Nae doot I—but surely he would be nae man, 
but a vera puir body, indeed, who so pleaded, 
in the present case.

The Bank Returns.—We have received from 
Mr. Gambie, in the Auditors’s office, the follow­
ing explanation, regarding the -publication of 
the returns of the Canadian Banks :

“I beg leave to correct a mistake you have 
inadvertantly fallen into in your remarks in the 
Leader of the 20th inst., on the statement pub- 
iisbed in the Canada Gazette as furnished by 
the Chartered Banks to this office ; by saying 
that it is my duty to prepare the tabular state­
ments, and I am instructed to furnish the 
Queen’s Printer with the manuscript on the se­
cond Thursday of every month, so that any 
Bank return which has not reached the Depart­
ment in time lor publication, is held over, and 
inserted in the next publication of the Gazette 
where you will always find such statements in 
a complete form [it not in the second] in their 
third publication for the month.”—Toronto 
Leader.

These monthly “returns,” for all the informa­
tion they contain at the time of their publica­
tion, are really scarcely worth the space they 
occupy in the columns of the public journals. 
What the business men of Canada want are 
weekly returns of the transactions of the Banks, 
such as are published in New York—and, if we 
are not mistaken, in England and Scotland.

Presentation of Plate to the Hon Phillip 
Moore.—We recommend our readers to look 
over the report of the presentation to the Hon. 
Phillip Moore, of a service of plate at Missisquoi. 
They will there see the ministry exhibited in 
their true colours, by one who certainly was no 
enemy till he was forced to choose between the 
Government and his conscience. A more 
scandalous attempt to override the rights of the 
people, and to usurp the power of corporations 
was never made by James the 2nd, and yet men 
who pretend to value their rights are still 
found to support a ministry which has disre­
garded all law and all right when they stood 
in their way.

The Thistle Society.—This Society will 
celebrate the centenary of the great Scottish 
poet at the City Concert Hall, on Friday 
evening, by a grand Promenade Concert and 
Ball j on which occasion Miss Agnes Sutherland, 
whose songs gave such general satisfaction at 
the Burns’ Banquet, on Tuesday evening, will 
appear and sing several favourite Scottish and 
other songs. We hope to see a large atten­
dance on Friday evening, the tickets being only 
Is 3d. We guarantee the value of the money 
in pleasure to all who may attend.—See adv.

Promenade Concerts, though frequent, are 
not too frequent, and it wonld le well for our 
community if there were more of them. Our 
Society is rather too Ishmaelitish—that is, not 
that our different origins and creeds have their 
hands actually raised against each other, but 
there is a want of unity that makes us feeble in 
good designs for general purposes ; and there­
fore everything that brings our people, old and 
young, male and female, together, where they 
can become better acquainted with each other, 
is to be encouraged.

last :—
MORE ARRESTS—THE MILITIA SAID TO BE DISAF­

FECTED.

The Westmeath (Ireland) Independent, of Jan.
1, has learned that a number of arrests had 
been made by the constabulatory of Shannon 
Bridge of persons connected with a Phcenix 
Club, some time established in that locality.
It is further stated by the same paper that more 
arrests had been made at a place called Caras- 
beg, in the same district.

A despatch from Belfast of the 3d of January 
says :—Last night the police, from information 
which they received, succeeded in making an­
other arrest of a person believed to belong to an 
illegal society. About seven o’clock Head Con­
stable Madders and Constable Canning, dressed 
as civilians, visited a house where a person 
named Bernard Boyle resided, in Barrack street. 
The prisoner and his mother-in-law are the 
joint owners of a public house. When the po­
lice entered they at once arrested Boyle, and 
proceeded to search the premises. The house, 
both front and back, was closely watched in 
the meantime by a large party of the constabu­
latory; but the only capture made was Boyle 
himself. We have reason to believe that no 
documents of any importance were found in 
possession of the prisoner. Under an escort of 
some thirty or forty police, fuliy armed, and an 
immense crowd, the prisoner was taken to the 
police office. An examination will be held to­
day, but of course it will be private. It is ru­
moured that the authorities are in possession of 
extensive information with regard to secret so­
cieties in this town.

In connection with these proceedings thefol- 

lowing atrocious libel upon the Irish militia is 
set forth in prominent type in the third edition 
of the Belfast Irishman of the 26 th ult.—ajour­
nai which only requires the simple prefix of 
“ United” to render it the not unworthy succes­
sor of the felon paper of Mr. John Mitchell :—

Disaffection in the Militia—Sergeants of 
Militia in the Secret Society.—The great 
cause of uneasiness with the government, and 
the reason why they have carried on their pro­
ceedings witu so much secrecy, is the fact that 
they have discovered the connexion of the militia 
with the secret organization. This explains 
everything ; for the terrific fact that the militia 
of Ireland cannot be relied on as a defensive 
force against foreign aggression may justify the 
wildest alarm. The secret club arrested in 
Belfast is connected [it is affirmed] with the 
Phcenix Clubs of the south ; and already it has 
been discovered that several sergeants of militia 
were members of the secret organization. This 
startling fact, which the government officials 
have hitherto endeavored to conceal, is extreme­
ly significant.

Ireland no longer worships one great agitator 
and raises a tribute for his support, but she 
seems to be returning towards the type of the 
last century—the Defenders and the United 
Irishmen—who believed that the only way to 
promote the benefit of their country was to make 
her either a democratic republic or into two or 
three depaitments of the French empire. A mis­
directed national spirit, the natural hatred of the 
priesthood for a heretical government, an entire 
miscalculation of the power of Great Britain, a 
narrow and provincial arrogance, and a won­
derful ignorance, of the resources, position and 
views of France and America, so far from being 
diminished by the recent increase of prosperity 
and wealth, seem actually to have been increas­
ed by it. We must not assume that in all cases 
prosperity brings forth the better parts of a 
character. There are races and there are na­
tures where this is actually the reverse. It seems 
hardly credible that people should seriously 
contemplate such schemes of political regenera­
tion as that broached by the Phcenix Society ; 
but, rightly considered, such a feeling is not 
more inexplicable than the avowed sympathy 
with the Russians in the Crimean war, the joy 
over the Sepoyj.massacres, or the hearty wish 
tor the success of the Indian mutiny. The an­
tipathy of Celt against Saxon is by no means 
worn out. Recent prosperity has restored some 
of the confidence which adversity had shaken, 
and we enter once more on the era of secret 
societies and treasonable plots. *******

The return, after so many years intermission, 
to Ribbon societies, to a course of agrarian 
crime, to treasonable oaths and secret conspir­
acies, is certainly a bitter disappointment to our 
bright and sanguine hopes. We had dreamt of 
another future for Ireland, and can scarcely 
prevail upon ourselves to awake and look upon 
our present disappointments—to admit how 
deep-rooted are the evils with which we have 
striven to contend, and how ill the race in 
whose destiny we are so interested profits by 
the opportunities of prosperity or the teachings 
of adversity. Time was when England in the 
plenitude of ignorant generosity, was willing 
to take upon herself the blame of spendthrift 
landlords and barbarous peasants, of the reck­
lessness, the extravagance, and the folly of cen­
turies. We are proof against such reproaches 
now. If the Irish cannot be content with their 
lot, the fault, we are now convinced, is theirs 
not ours ; and we must adhere to the system 
we have adopted until some bettter reason than 
the discontent of a people whom adversity seems 
unable to teach and prosperity to humanize can 
be adduced for changing it.

INVESTIGATION OF THE CASE OF THE 
BELFAST PRISONERS.

[From the Northern Whig.']
Belfast, Friday Evening.

The inquiry into the case of the 16 prisoners 
arrested in Belfast on the 5th of December, 
charged with being members of an illegal socie­
ty, commenced this day at II o’clock, in the 
county goal. It was believed that the authori­
ties had previously determined that proceedings 
should be conducted in private, but one of our 
reporters attended at ÿie gaol and was admitt­
ed to the board, where the investigation was to 
take place. He was duly accommodated by 
the officials, but on the arrival of Mr. Tracy, 
the stipendiary, our reporter was informed that 
the presence of representatives of the press 
would not be permitted. Mr. Hamilton, Crown 
Solicitor, conducted the case on the part of the 
Government. Mr. Rae, solicitor, appeared for 
the prisoners ; but previous to the commence­
ment of the proceedings he addressed them, 
stating that he was about to withdraw from the 
inquiry, and stated his reasons for adopting that 
course. He than handed to the magis­
trates, Mr. Tracy, R. M., and Mr. 
Robert Thomson, J.P., a written protest 
against the [inquiry on the following 
grounds :—First, that it was contrary to prac­
tice aud repugnant to the spirit of the laws ot a 
free country to hold any judicial) inquiry in a 
common gaol ; secondly, that it was derogatory 
to the position of an advocate to discharge his 
duty in such a place ; thirdly, that he consider­
ed his personal safely imperilled in the event 
of any conflict between him and the Crown in 
such a situation ; fourthly, that the mayor of 
Belfast and county magistracy were excluded; 
fifthly, that it was unconstitutional to intrust 
the adjudication 'of such a case] solely to the 
hands of a stipendiary magistrate, and on other 
grounds. Mr. Rae then withdrew, and the in­
vestigation was conducted in strict seclusion. 
We have ascertained the following particulars : 
—Two of the prisoners have turned approvers. 
The informer—one of the approvers—was ex­
amined, and Mrs. Mackay, in whose house the 
arrests took place. This evidence occupied 
six hours, at the end of which the investigation 
was adjourned until next morning at 10 o'clock 
It is believed that sufficient has transpired to 
warrant the committal of some of the prisoners- 
The extreme secrecy of the iequiry is regarded 
with great dissatisfaction in the town. In con­
sequence of Mr. Raa’s withdrawal the prisoners 
have been entirely undefended.

THE SEAT OF GOVERNMENT IN 1857 
AND 1858.

[From the Journal of Quebec, organ of Mr.
Cauohon.)

We have no need to ask pardon from the 
reader, if we often speak to him of a question 
which so greatly interests him. As the different 
means of which the Government makes use to 
secure its majority are spoken ; it will not be 
amiss to make known these means, and to as­
certain their force. We give, first of all, the 
names of the Lower Canadian members who 
voted on the 24th March, 1857, for the follow­
ing resolution, and who still form part of the 
House of Assembly :—

“ Resolved,—That a humble address be pre­
sented to her Majesty, praying her to be gra­
ciously pleased to exercise the Royal preroga­
tive in the choice of a place for the Seat of Go­
vernment in Canada.”

Those who voted yea, were—Messrs. Alleyn, 
Bellingham, Cartier, Cauchon, J. B. Daoust, 
Dionne, Dufresne, Ferres, Fournier, Gill, La- 
belle, Laporte, Le Bouthillier, Lemieux, Lo- 
ranger, Meagher, Price, Ross, Somerville, 
Terrill, and Whitney. Those from Lower Ca­
nada, still members,and who voted against this 
resolution, were—Messrs. Baby, Chapais, De- 
saulniers, O. Fortier, Simard, Thibeaudeau, and 
Turcotte.

These, therefore, placed the importance of the 
question above that of the existence of the Ca­
binet.

In his despatch, addressed to the Secretary 
of the Colonies, the 28th March, 1857, his Ex­
cellency, the Governor-General, after having 
given the motives of the vote of the Canadian 
Parliament, said—“ Under all these circum­
stances, I conceive that the Legislature and the 
public officers ought to be against transporting 
to Quebec, in accordance with the existing ar­
rangement. What is at present required is to 
choose a place where, in the interval, suitable 
buildings may be constructed for the perma­
nent establishment of the Legislature in the 
capital of Canada.”

So long, then, as the existing arrangement 
lasts, that is to say, so long as by the vote of 
the last year, no place shall have been fixed on 
as the permanent seat of Government, the seat 
of Government will return to us every four 
years. That is an elementary truth.

We are now about to give the names of the 
Lower Canadians, still members, who voted for 
and against the following resolution, which

“ In the opinion of this House, the City of 
Ottawa ought not to be the permanent seat of 
the Government of this Province.”

Yeas — Messrs. Baby, Beaubien, Bourassa, 
Bureau, Cauchon, Chapais, Cimon, Coutlee, 
Dessaulniers, Dionne, Dorion, Dubord, Fortier, 
Fournier, Gaudet, Harwood, Hebert, Jobin, 
Labelle, Laberge, Langevin, Lemieux, McGee, 
Morin, Ouimet, Panet, Piché, Price, Ross, 
Simard, Somerville, Tassé, Thibeaudeau, Tur­
cotte.

Nays—Messrs. Alleyn, Archambault, Bel­
lingham, Cartier, Dawson, Drummond, Du­
fresne, Dunkin, Ferres, Gill, Heath, Lacoste, 
Laporte, Le Boutillier, Loranger, Papineau, 
Pope, Rose, Sicotte, Sincennes, and Terrill.

It results from this, “ That Messrs. Cauchon, 
Dionne, Fournier, Labelle, Lemieux, Price, 
Ross, and Somerville, who voted in 1857 for 
sending the question to the Queen, voted 
against the decision of her Majesty, the 28th 
July last, bavinv, without doubt, the conviction 
that it was not the Queen who made choice of 
Ottawa.

3rd. That Messrs. Baby, Beaubien, Chapais, 
Cimon, Coutlée, Desaulniers, Dionne, Dubord, 
Fortier, Fournier, Gaudet, Harwood, Labelle, 
Langevin, Morin, Ouimet, Panet, Price, Simard, 
Tassé, Thibaudeau, and Turcotte, ministerial­
ists, having before their eyes the consequences 
of their vote, voted against the Government on 
the motion of Mr. Piché, and overturned it, 
doubtless, because they placed it below the 
question of the seat of Government.

Now it is said to the [Lower Canadian mem­
bers, if you vote not for Ottawa, we shall send 
you back immediately to your electors ; and to 
those of the district of Quebec they also say, 
“ The only means which you possess of having 
the seat of Government from 1859 to 1863 is to 
sustain the Ministry, and vote for Ottawa.” It 
is even affirmed that persons have whispered 
softly to the members for Quebec, “ Vote for 
Ottawa; you will have time during these four 
years to reverse the decision of her Majesty, and 
to secure the seat of Government for ever at 
Quebec.”

But, in the first place, the best way to cause 
oneself to be re-elected, as a Lower Canadian 
member, is to vote against Ottawa. Secondly, 
the position of members relative to this question 
is the same now as it was last year, and if vot­
ing against Ottawa to-day is to cause Quebec 
to loose the seat of Government for four years, 
it was still more certainly to loose it, to vote 
in that manner last year, for there would have 
been twelve months more to prepare the apart- 
ments for the Legislature and the Government 
in the city permanently chosen.

No sensible mind would pay serious atten­
tion to promises made in whispers, and always 
basely violated.

In giving these names^nd some reflections to 
the public, we ask if the pretensions of Govern­
ment are not absurd, at least unless it supposes 
that all these members are malleable at their 
will, and that, changing their principles, they 
now place the Ministry above the Common­
wealth. While we invite the country to be 
watchful, we declare we cannot believe in such 
hypocrisy.

PRESENTATION OF PLATE TO THE HON.
P. H. MOORE, M.L.C.

[Reported for the Montreal Herald.]

The 20th of January, 1859, was a day which 
will long be remembered in the County of Mis­
sisquoi. As the world goes, it is not always 
that worth is appreciated, or public service 
suitably rewarded. It is but too true, that as 
a general rule, a prophet is not without honour 
save in his own country. For upwards ol 
eighteen years has the Honorable Philip H. 
Moore occupied a seat in the Legislrtive Coun­
cil, labouring zealously but unassumingly in 
the public service, and gradually acquiring for 
himself a name and reputation second to that 
of none of his honourable colleagues. The debt 
which the County of Missisquoi owes to her 
most distinguished son, has long been fully ap­
preciated, but it was only on a recent occasion 
that an opportunity presented itself, of mani­
festing, in a tangible form, the extent of the 
obligation. The attempt of a few misguided 
and reckless politicians to subvert,by temporary 
Parliamentary influence the Municipal rights of 
the Rate-payers of the Township of Dunham, 
called forth from Mr. Moore the most indignant 
denunciation, and although compelled to suc­
cumb by the unscrupulous partisanship of a 
corrupt Ministry, he boldly left on record his 
manly protest against so gross a perversion of 
Executive power. The triumph of his adver­
saries was but of short duration ; for there were 
not wanting professional skill and ability, 
without travelling beyond the limits of the 
County, sufficient for the emergency, and a 
Writ of Mandamus from the Superior Court 
amply vindicated the position assumed by Mr. 
Moore. To commemorate this happy event, a 
deputation of about seventy-live of the princi­
pal rate-payers of the Township of Dunham, 
headed by William Baker,Esq., formerly M.P.P. 
for the County, waited upon Mr. Moore on the 
20 th instant, at the Village of Bedford, the chef 
lieu of the County, on the occasion of the an­
nual meeting of the County Agricultural Soci-, 
ety for the purpose of presenting him with a 
service of Plate.

The ceremonial took place in the large Hall 
of the County House, in the presence of a large 
assembly of the most influential landed proprie­
tors of Missisquoi, his Worship, Abel L. Taylor, 
Warden of the County, in the chair. The 
Plate consisted of four silver articles, beauti­
fully wrought, manufactured expressly for the 
occasion by Messrs. Savage and Lyman, of 
Montreal, the principal of which, an elegant 
Jug of the grape pattern, bore the following 
inscription :—

PRESENTED
TO THE

Honorable P. H. MOORE, M.L.C.,
By the

Rate-Payers ot the Township of Dunham,
In Commemoration

Of his valuable services in exposing 
The Dunham Election Fraud,

1858.
Mr. Baker, on behalf of the deputation, 

addressed Mr. Moore as follows :—
Honourable Sir :—My fellow townsmen of the 

Township of Dunham have charged me with the 
pleasing duty, of presenting you this silver jug, 
tray and goblets, as a slight testimonial of your 
valuable public services, in exposing the nefari­
ous attempt to defraud them of their Municipal 
Franchise in January last. And although they 
are comparatively of but little intrinsic value, 
we trust they will prove acceptable, as a me­
morial of the gratitude of Freemen towards the 
fearless and faithful champion of their rights. 
Those rights, Sir, which neither your manly ad­
vocacy, nor indignant protests, were able to 
wrest from a corrupt Government, have since 
been nobly vindicated in a Court of Law , pre­
senting to the world the anomalous spectacle, 
of a free [people appealing from the oppression 
of their rulers, to the justice of their laws. 
With prophetic voice you foretold the result of 
that appeal ; assured that the yeomanry of Dun­
ham, claiming only what was right, would not 
submit to what was wrong. For that mark of 
confidence we shall ever be grateful. We know 
that you have disclaimed any other merit than 
that of simply discharging a public duty , but 
in these days of trickery and timeserving, the 
highest encomium that can be bestowed upon 
any public man is, that in his day and station 
be was true to his trust. That you may long 
live to adorn the exalted position conferred 
upon you by our most gracious Sovereign, and 
that Providence may vouchsafe to you health 
and strength still to interpose the power 
and influence of that position, to the confusion 
of corrupt men, and the discomfiture of corrupt 
measures, is the prayer of the Rate-payers of 
the Township of Dunham.

To which address Mr. Moore made the fol­
lowing reply ;—

Venerable Sir, arid Gentlemen :— I accept 
with gratitude this beautiful Testimonial, and 
with a grateful heart thank you and your fel­
low townsmen, for the honour conferred upon 
me, in presenting me with this kind address. 
Rich and elegant as are these articles of silver, 
be assured I place a much higher estimate upon 
them, than could attach to any intrinsic value 
they possess. It will be my pride to preserve 
them carefully through life, thereafter to de­
scend to my sons, as a family relic, to be kept 
as a memorial and testimony, that 
the Freemen of Dunham knew and 
valued their civil and political rights, and 
and dared to maintain them. Sir, I claim no 
other or higher merit, than simply to have per­
formed, unsolicited, an imperative duty, in the 
course I pursued during the last session of Par­
liament, by doing all in my power to arrest and 
prevent the Government from usurping the 
rights, and disfranchising the municipal rate­
payers of the Township of Durham. The Go­
vernment, in appointing Municipal Councillors 
over those duly and legally elected by the peo­
ple, sinned with their eyes open ; all the evi­
dence and facts were in their possession before 
these appointments were made. Notwithstand­
ing, in the face of all these facts and remon­
strances, they persisted in lending themselves 
to the dictation of one or two members of 
Parliament, aided by a few irresponsible men 
briefly in office, to perpetuate this outrage. One 
of those brief officials now occupies the humilia­
ting position, of having certified to his own 
degradation, by confessing to the truth—that 
his former return of the Municipal election at 
Dunham, in January last, was false. It is not 
surprising, therefore, that the moral sense of 
the community has been shocked, that a Gov­
ernment should make use of such men and 
means for so base a purpose. For this act the 
Government have been justly admonished, at 
the hands of the rate-payers of Dunham, by an 
appeal and judgment in a court of law. The 
lesson, I trust, will not be lost upon them. The 
country has certainly gained by it, and the yeo­
manry of Durham occupy a high position in 
Canada this day. The motto on their banner 
reads, “Eternal vigilance is the price of Lib­
erty.”

Venerable Sir, you are pleased to say, “ with 
prophetic voice,” I “foretold the result of that 
appeal; assured that the yeomanry of Durham, 
claiming only what was right, would not sub­
mit to what was wrong.” Sir, I am no prophet,

nor the son of a prophet ; but I knew full well, 
at the time I used that expression, that I haz- ! 
arded nothing in the remark. I know the yeo­
men of Dunham. I knew many of their sires, 
that have long since “ been gathered to their 
fathers,” and I knew that the sons of such sires 
will never cease to be freemen.

In this address, you are pleased to speak, in 
perhaps too flattering terms, of my public 
services. I trust that I shall ever be found in 
the way of duty. For the past eighteen years 
that I have been honoured by my sovereign 
with a seat in the Legislative Council of Ca­
nada, I have endeavored to discharge my public 
duties faithfully, to the best of my humble 
ability ; and the strongest assurance I can give 
for the future performance of those duties, in the 
councils of our country, is my past history.

In conclusion, be pleased, sir, to convey to 
the Rate-payers of Dunham, who participated 
in this gift, my grateful remembrance of their 
kindness, by honoring me with this beautiful 
testimonial. May they be blessed with peace, 
happiness and prosperi’y.

At the conclusion of Mr. Moore’s reply, it 
being evident from the anxious countenances of 
his auditors, that it was expected he would 
make some allusion to the present crisis in 
political affairs, although in feeble health, he 
proceeded at considerable length, to point out 
the line of action which became the intelli­
gence of the County of Missisquoi to pursue, in 
its future representation. The Honorable gen­
tleman congratulated the meeting on the unan­
imity of sentiment now pervading every sec­
tion of the County, in regard to the principle 
of resident representation. He had no imputa­
tion to cast upon its present representative, 
who was a gentleman, and his personal friend ; 
neither did he seek to quarrel with any one who 
heretofore might have differed from him. Per­
haps they all had something to answer for. 
Missisquoi had elected Attorney-Generals, and 
had elevated them to the Bench, but it was 
time she should think of doing something for 
herself. He knew something of the Represen­
tation of this Province, and he was proud to 
say that the County of Missisquoi could name 
a hundred of her sons, who would not suffer in 
comparison with Representatives from other 
parts of the Province. He saw there before 
him gentlemen, almost within his reach, who 
would do honor to themselves and their County 
in the halls of Legislation. Missisquoi could 
boast not only of her intelligent yeomanry, her 
enterprising merchants and wealthy capitalists, 
but of her men of letters, learned in the Law, 
and in the other learned professions. What 
would be said of any one of our most eminent 
men, were they to present themselves on the 
hustings in any of the cities ? Why, they 
would be driven thence with contempt and de­
rision, as impudent intruders. Why, then, 
should Missisquoi rob her own children of their 
birthright, and shower her honors, not merely 
upon strangers, but upon those whose interests 
were often antagonistic to her own ? The 
Honorable gentleman was interrupted by re­
peated bursts of applause.

Mr. O’Halloran being loudly called for, ad­
dressed the meeting briefly, congratulating the 
Honorable Mr. Moore, as well as the Township 
of Dunham, on an event alike honorable to the 
donors as it was to the recipient of the gift. 
He could not help contrasting the present 
auspicious occasion, with a recent demonstra­
tion in this County, manufactured for a pur­
pose, and which left anything but agreeable 
recollections behind. The County of Missis­
quoi was doing honor to herself in honoring so 
worthy a son of her soil.

The Warden of the County, Mr. A. L. Tay­
lor, then addressed the meeting in an eloquent 
and forcible manner, after which, with three 
hearty cheers for old Missisquoi, and three more 
for the Township of Dunham, the meeting ad­
journed.

PUBLIC MEETING AT RESTIGOUCHE.

At a public meeting of the inhabitants of this 
County, called by the High Sheriff, in compli­
ance with a requisition, held in the Court 
House at Dalhousie, on Saturday the 9th day 
of January instant, at two o’clock in the after­
noon, the High Sheriff being called to the 
Chair, and Mr. John Hamilton requested to act 
as Secretary, when the following resolutions 
were submitted, viz. :—
Moved by Andrew Barberie, Esq., and seconded 

by Mr. S. Smith, Esq., and 
Resolved,—That the contemplated Inter-Co­

lonial line of Railway, from Halifax to Quebec, 
through British territory, is an object of para­
mount importance to the British Empire, and 
particularly to the British possessions in North 
America.
Moved by the Hon. Wm. Hamilton, and second­

ed by Archd. Ramsay, Esq., and 
Resolved,—That the Resolntion of the Legis­

lature of this Province in 1849 and 1851, guar­
anteeing the sum of £20,000 per annum for 
twenty years, and a grant of the public lands 
on each side of the proposed line of Railway to 
the extent of the terminus, be renewed, and 
that the Members of the County exert them­
selves to the reviving and, carrying out of the 
aforesaid Resolution of the Legislature.
Moved by Adam Pergusom Lsq., and seconded 

by Mr. Hugh Ramsay, and 
Resolved,—That this meeting being fully im­

pressed with the great importance of the said 
line, in a national, military and commercial 
point of view, and that the same be constructed 
through the British territory, and as far re­
moved as possible from foreign possessions or 
invasions, is of opinion that the line surveyed 
and recommended by Major Robinson [com­
monly called the Northern Route] is the most 
eligible and desirable, opening up as it would 
a large extent of country containing land of 
the best description for settlements, and the 
most valuable fisheries in the province, should 
Hè adopted ; but, should any question arise on 
the subject of the line to be selected, this meet­
ing is of opinion that the decision of such line 
should be left entirely to the British Govern­
ment.
Moved by Andrew Barberie, Esq., and seconded 

by Adam Ferguson, Esq., and 
Resolved,—That a copy of these Resolutions 

and the thanks of this meeting be respectfully 
tendered to Lord Yiscount Bury, for the promo­
tion of this great work and the general welfare 
of the British North American Colonies.

HOT AIR FURNACES.
To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.

Sir,—Much alarm, I believe, has been created 
since the burning of the St. James Church, by 
the astounding intelligence, that of a large num­
ber of buildings which have been examined, 
two only are not in absolute danger of becom­
ing a prey, sooner or later, to the devouring 
element.

When hot air furnaces were first introduced, 
it was generally considered that the heated air 
would never attain such a temperature as to 
make it dangerous to allow of any conduit 
being either in contact with, or in close prox­
imity to, any woodwork. There may be many, 
and apparently there are not a few, who still 
believe in the total harmlessness of such a pro­
ceeding. Why will builders and architects not 
profit by experience, after the many accidents 
which have already occurred in the United 
States and in the Canadas.

The fact is, there is just the same amount of 
danger in allowing any metallic hot air conduit 
to touch or be near any woodwork or other in- 
Jlamable material, as there would be with an ordi­
nary stove pipe or smoke flue in the same posi­
tion. Doubtful from the beginning of the 
theory of the non-alarmists, I soon became 
most painfully aware of its erroneousness, upon 
one day scalding my fingers by a moment’s ex­
posure to a stream of heated air issuing from a 
register in attic room of a 4 story house, at a 
distance of not less than 50ft. from the furnace. 
To say nothing of absolute contact, no metal­
lic hot-air flue should ever be allowed within 
less than 3 or 4 inches of any woodwork, and 
even then, the intermediate space should be 
built up with brick work, or filled in with Plas­
ter of Paris, or some other such non-conduct­
ing and non-combustible material. It will not 
readily be forgotten that the destruction of the 
Parliament Buildings is supposed to be entirely 
due to the ignorance of the superintending 
arcihtect, in ordering all the hot-air conduits 
beneath the floors and between the beams of 
the building to be surrounded with sawdust as 
a non-conductor. When tin tubing is used in 
stud partitions, for conducting the heated air 
jto its destination, the space between the two 
adjoining studs should be lathed with hoop 
iron, and there should always be left at least 3 
inches between the tin flue and stud, filled in, 
as already said, with brickwork or Plaster of 
Paris. The same precaution should, of course, 
be observed for all metal flues running beneath 
the floors or between the beams of any build­
ing.

The safest plan of all, however, and the only 
plan wherewith a tenant or proprietor may have 
his mind perfectly at ease, is to allow of no hot­
air flues or conduits elsewhere than in solid 
stone or brick walls built for the purpose when 
required. As an example of due precaution, I 
will cite the new Laval University buildings, 
erected under my control, one of which—the 
boarding-house—is not less than 6 stories high, 
including the attics. It is divided into more 
than 100 apartments, every one of which re­
ceives from the furnaces in the basement, a 
separate supply of heated air, conducted 
through tin tubing built into the corridor walls, 
which are 18 inches thick and formed of solid 
brickwork. The building for the Faculties, 
300ft. in length and 5 stories high, is alss 
heated throughout its immense extent by hot-air 
conducted from the basement, through Bell's 
burnt clay tubing, (the same as we are now using 
for our city drainage), built into solid stone or 
brick walls ; and of the whole extent of tubing 
so made use of, over 10,000 feet, not one single 
foot is anywhere within 6 inches of any wood­
work. In this building, the skirtings around 
the rooms are intercepted at each register, built 
vertically into the walls to avoid the inLoduc- 
tion of any inflammable materials. In the former 
building the skirtings are continnous, and the 
registers protrude through them, but with the 
indispensable Plaster of Paris between the two. 
Much more might be said on the subject, but I 
àm averse to occupying too much of your valu­
able space.

One Hundred Years Ago.—The Pittsburg 
people are this day [Tuesday, January 25] cele­
brating with public parade, banqueting, &c., 
the centennial anniversary of the Capture of 
Fort Duquesne, which stood on the site now 
occupisd by Pittsturg. One hundred years 
ago there was not a single white man in Ohio, 
Kentucky, Indiana, and Illinois territories. A 
hundred years ago Canada belonged to France, 
and the whole population of the United States 
did not exceed a million and a half of people. 
A hundred years ago the United States were 
the most loyal part of the British Empire, and 
on the political horizon no speck indicated the 
struggle which, within a score of years there­
after, established the greatest republic of the 
world. A hundred years ago there were but 
four newpapers in America; steam-engines had 
not been imagined, and railroads and telegraphs 
had not entered into the remotest conception 
of man. And one hundred years ago, Robert 
Burns was born.

When we come to look back at it through 
the vista of history we find that to the century 
which has passed has been alloted more im­
portant events in their bearing upon the happi­
ness of the world, than almost any other which 
has elapsed since the creation.
