TRAVEL AND ADVENTURE.

A Sarr MouNTAIN.—The famous salt
wountain in Palestine called by the na-
tives Jebel Urdu, is a singular forma-
tion, teing u solid mass of rock salt, of a
greenfsh white transparency, very much
the cdlor of a shallow sea covered at the
top with a loose crust of gravel, flinta,
plastdr of Paris, and chalky mar). Tne
mountain runs north-eust and south-west,
It is about seven miles long and one an
a hall wide. In its highest pointe it is
nearly tive hundred feet high. Around
the base of the mountain the ground 18
full ¢f dangerous hollows, into which
animals often, and sometimes men, fall,
and sink out of sight. Little streams of
water are constantly trickling, even in
the dry season, from underneath the salt
mountain, and ruuning into the sea. A
correspondent writing from there says he
never tasted anything so salty in all his
life; salt itself, in the lump, is not so
salty. Only alittle way east—about ten
mi.eg—are rich fields of sugar cane, in-
digo, wheat, barley and oats.

SAvED By A Horsz-—Some years since
a party of surveyors had just finished
their day’s work in the north-western
part of Illinois, when a violent snow-
storm came on. They started for their
camp, which was in a forest of about
cighty acres in a large prairie nearly
twenty miles from any other tress. The
wind was blowing very hard, and the
snow drifting go as to nearly blind them.
When they thought they had nearly
reached their camp, they all at once
came upon footsteps in the snow. These
they looked at witll care, and tound, to
their dismny, that they were their own
traces. It was now plain that they were
lost on the prairie, and that if they had
to pass the night there, in the cold and
snow, the chance was that not one of
them would be alive in the morning.

Pastner Hunt IN: INDIA.—We deter-
mined on hunting the Maun river very
carefully as far as Munawur (says an
English officer’saccount) as we thought
we should perhaps find something in the
large patches of cypress which covered
its bed.

When he reached the sky line we saw
him halt for 8 moment, and then, with
his long tail whirling in the air, he
charged to the front and disappeared.
The growls of the panther was followed
by loud human shrieks. We at onca
trotted our elephant over the ridge and
saw a Bunjarra (native sportsman) with
the panther fastened upon him, his wife
flying in terror. They had been going
along with their child when the furious
animal mads its spring. At once a couple
of rifles coveredit. erisk ef hitting
the man was great : my companion hesi-
tated, but 1 fetermined to risk it. A
sharp crak—both lay writhing on the
round.

The
panther had his death wound, though he
managed toget off. Having directed the
Bunjarra to get his wound attended to by
my native doctor, we went after the
panther, and alter going some distance
took his track back to the river, where
he had lain up: in a close thicket of
young mimosa. whence. after some
trouble, he was dislodged ar d slain.

NATURAL HISTORY.

RRaTs.—Rats have reached the dignity
ot articles of commerce in Europe. In
China, where rat soup is a delicacy, this
small game has, perhaps for centuries,
been quoted at $2 a dozen. In the East
India province ofScinde the commission-
ers, to abate the rat nuisance, issued a
proclamation giving three pence a dozen
for rattaile. The catchers were permit-
ted to keep the carcaee, no emall addi-
tion to their profits. The emigration
of rats and their multiplication are
among the curiosities of natural history.
In France they are computed to amount
in number with other rodents toover two
thousand millions, and their depreda-
tions, if estimated at only one-fifthof an
-American cerit à year toeachrat, would
amount to nearly $4,000,000 annually.
The proprietor of a slaughter house near
Paris haa trapped and killed over 6,000
rats in one month. In one night he des-
troyed nearly 3,000. These rat figures
are something appallling. They certain-
ly far exceed any American experience,
and it is to-be earnestly hoped that they
always may.

ImrziciansoE or Birpe.—Here is an
interesting instance of the intelligence of
storks : great fire broke out in a little
German town near where stood a tower
about eighty fect high, which formed a
part of the town wall. On the summit
a sterk'5 nest had been built for ao many
years that the building had received the
name of ¢ Stork’s Tower.”

But the
old storks noon showed their gool sense
and their love for their young, for by
turns they each flew off to some fish-pon-l
just outside the walls ; here they took a
dip in the water, and filled their beake
with as muchas they could carry away,
then, notwithstanding the smoke and
flames, they tlew back to their little ones,
poured the water trom their benks over
them and the nest, and at the same time
shaking it out from their feathers. Thus
during the whole day did these faithful
birds act aa a winged fire brigade, till 1).
wards evening, when all danger for their
young aud their nest was over.

A Dod’s FiDkiTY.—A most attecting
story of a dog's fidelity under the most
trying circumstances :—~A roldier in the
army of the Great Napoleon, during the
terrible and famous Ruesian campaign.

The soldier marched on
with hia comrades through the sufferings
of that Russian winter, but saw nothin
of Fido, and mourned for him as dead.
Months and mouths afterwardd a bro-
ke down French soldier was walking
along a street in Floreuce, and a lean
and miserable looking dog ran up to
Lim, feebly wa ring his tail, and attempt
ed to lick his hand. The soldier was
about to give the obtrusive creature s
blow with his cane, when something in
the dog’s looks attracted his attention ;
he observed it more closely, and discov-
ered, to his surprise and joy, that it was
no other than his old Fido, that he bad
last seen among the snows of Russia.
The faithful creature was carried to his
master’s home, where he received the
cure and kindness he so much deserved.
But howthe animal contrived to exist,
and travel the untold miles he must
have passed over in his wanderings, the
many broad rivers he must have crossed,
the chaius of mountains that intercepted
bie path, it-18 hard to understand, and
the storyis one of the mest remarkable
of the many instances on record of canine
tidelity.

ing up a perpetusl ¢ wrestling,” with
extended bool, and after a minute sur-
vey, crept away about seven or eightfeet
off and éat down with its hack to the
snake. Theother cat. à white one, now
caught sight of the etrange object, and,
in a like stealthy’ manner, advanced to
within & few inches of the gauze, and
was in the very act of examining the
cobra, when my friend lo see the
result of a auddeu sound—for up
to this time we had both been still as
mice—moved his feet on the gravel, Had
theeffeet- beenueto-electricity;itwounld-
not have been more inétantaneous nor
more starting. At the first grate of the
pebbles the white cat lung himself back-
wards, tumbling—to nse expressive terms
—““heels over head”’ and ‘all of a heap’
for about a couple of yards; whilst the
black cat ghot vertically upwards to some-
where near four feet in height, the im-
ulse given by the spring of his hind legs
reing sufficient to throw these and his
tail higher than his head. Now, both
these cats are tame, aud bold to such a
degree that they reign supreme over all
the dogs in the house, so that their great
timidity on this occasion was evidently
due to a perception of danger. I have
since found, however, that all anakes are
not equally feared by them. They will
let the harmless green tree snake (Pas-
serita mycterizans) twine round them
without showidg any sigus of repugnance,
and some other harmless snakes receive
but little notice from them. Why is
this? Is it that the hood of the cobra
‘renders it eo frightful an object, or have
the cats in their nocturnal wanderings
been struck at by cobras! Such is pos-
sible, for we know that in nine cages out
often the strike is made without infen-
tion to exert the deadlypower of the
fangs. [I believe indeed that unless irri-
tuted by an attacking enemy, or to secure
activeprey suchasrats, etc., the-cobra
never strikes viciously. Experienceof
the ease with which its fangs are drawn
andits helplessness without them would
teach it to be careful of them.

When Mazarin and Don Louis de
Haro met to settle the conditions of the
marriage between Louis XIV. and Maria
Theresa, in order to preserve the full
dignity of their nations by yielding

no security at home, no credit abroad.
It in indeed a sorry sight, a disgrace to
our Republic more marked tLan even
Poland or Ireland. Poland bas a gov-
ernment which kesps the peace and pro-
tects properiy, and Ireland is ruled by
men who may de-pise her- history, her
traditions and her hopes, but who do not
plunder the treasury andoppress the
prople for their personal gain.

donald before the NortheWest Com-
mittee continues. He states :—Bome
time after the Feriian raid in Manitota
in 1871 the Canadisn Government learn-
ed that Riel and Lepine were playing a
double game, which included night ex-
cursions from St. Cloud, their place of
regidence on the United States side of
the line, into British territory with. arm-
ed ercorts. The Government were given
to understandalso that they plotted fur-
ther disturbancessaiter the close of busi-
ness communicatibhe with Canada for the
winter, also, thatthey were striving to
secure the aid of the Indians. Sir John
then thought proper to ask Bishop Tache
to induce Riel to leave the country, Sir
George Cartier deeming it desirable to
send off Lepinealso.
The Bishop diccredited the notion of

any disloyal purposes on the part of
these men, but was given to understand
that it was desirable that they should
quit thé country for a time on account of
the general state of feeliag in Manitoba
and the other provinces and for the
coming elections of 1872. Sir John sup.
ported this proposal bv the argument
that their departure would coustitute a
powerful claim uport the Imperial Gov-
ernment for a general and unristricted
amnesty. Sir Jolin afterwards trans.
witted one thousand dollars to Bishop
Tache from the Recrct service fundto
supply the wants ofthe party.

. À, Smith reached Ottawa -in 1872
to go through the approaching session,
when he informed the Premier that with
the consent of Governor Archibald, he
had added six huudred pounds sterling
to the original sum on that gentle.nan’s
requisizion. This Sir John promised to
refund, but the secret service money
having ruv out, the money could not
thenbe paid. It is still due.

It has heen already made clear by do-
cumeatary eviderce that Mr. Archibald,
with the cognizance of Sir John and Sir
George, negotiated Riel’s retirement, Sir
Geoshavin Leen rejected by Montreal ;
aleo, that Governor Arcbibald dircetly
corresponded with Riel and Lepine to
secure the assistance of themselves and
followers during the Fenian raid of 1871,
and told them that by loyally complying
they would thereby insure a favorable
consideration of their petition. Cartier’s
death in 1878 vacated the seat for Pro-
vencter. Sif Jobn and Mr. Langevin
entreated Bishop Tache again to use his
influence to prevent Rie standing for
-that-constituency— Herepliedthathe
had been deceived too often already, and
would interfere no more with the peo-
ples wishes. Sir Jokn then alluded io
18 projected visit to England after the

offall session 1873, and pro
mised to do all in his power to
induce the Imperial Government
to consider the whole North-west ques-
tion. The Bishop asked for a written
pled e, which Sir John refused. Hie
sordship atated that the ex-Premier pro-
mised to give an amnesty, which he him-
self denies. Whilst admitting he person“
ally desired an amnesty, he exrlamed
that public opinion in Canada, especially
in Ontario, made it undesirable that a
direct prayer for amnesty should come
from him or his Gosernment ou the eve
of the raceting of the House.

In October the French Conservatives
brought Messrs. Langevin and Robitaille
to time with the result of their declaring
that they would resign if 8ir John’s jour
ney did nol secure an amnesty. 0

“PAULIN, I AM GOING TO KILL YOU.”

The victim, on ben knees, implored
for time to confess his sins to his priest,
when he would be willing to be killed at
any time or would léave the country.
While Paulin was in t1.is suppliant atii-
tude the prisoner struck himon thehead
with a stick, stunning him, and finished
his bloody work with an axe. Paulin’s
daughter testified ou the inquest thather
other went to Gallian’s bed one night
and told him her hushand was asleep in
the next room and there would be à
chance to kill him, but that ahe awaken-
ed and warned her father and prevented
the carrying out of the design.

Butter Factories,

Just uow factory butter, hke factory
cheese, brings an extraprice. In butter
factories, as in cheese factories, a- supe-
rior class of help is employed, and we
think theexpenses to the patrous are
lightened and the profits increased. We
tind it sg, among our cheere factories,
und no farmer’s wite who has been orce
rid of cheese-making would be willing to
return to the old method. It would be
Just so with farmers? wives if the farmers
in the batter district were once to adopt
the factory system of making butter. hi
18 such a relief to the family! And as
the sales are generally made oftener,
there is the advantage of always having
ready money. The same mode of divid-
ing expenses and the proceeds of sales
may be employed in cheese factories; or,
a companymay be formed to buy "the
milk or, as we have elsewhere suggest-
ed, only cream might be takento the fac-
tory. As to the buttermilk and skim-
med milk, that may he fed to hogs or
calves. If the factoryis to be conducted
onthe pre rata systeih,a good way would
be purchase. calves or hogs, with the
money of the patrous, taking those of
the patrons at a fixed rate per poundput
them together, and employ a man to
take care of then. If any additional
feed ianeeded,let it be purchased with
the common fund by an extenrive com-
mittee. In the Fall, when the calves
and hogs5 are disposed of, let the proceeds
be divided pro rata. It'seems tous thot
this would give satisfaction,and we know
it would make freer, happier’ homes to
get rid of the care and drudgery of the
dairy. This,to us, is a vital considera:
tion, andinduces us to favor any kind
of profitable association that will lift the
burdens from the backs of our women.

 

Mixed Plantations.

Wm. Parry hasgiven his views to the
New Jersey Agricultural Society in fa-
vor of mixed plantations of large and
small fruits and vegetables, while the
orchard trees are young. He alludes to
the mixture of grasses tb make goo
lawns; to the, practice of market gar-

deners in alternating rows of peas, toima-
toes, &c-, one following the other in
ripening oh the same plot of ground, af-
fords. better resulta àAN reparate sow-
mgs, each extractiog from the soil the
nourishment peculiar,to it—recommend-
ay at the same time * high culture and
plenty of manure.” He cites the ex
sample ofasuccessful and extensive cul
tivator near Philadelphia, on whos
grounds he was surprised to nee the large
amount of vegetables and other crops.
On one plot of three er four acres,

montly planted with Lawrence pear trees,
he hag between them six rows of aspbra-
pus five feet apart: thenfive feet distant
a row of peur trees, ten feet apart in the
row ; then six rows ot asparagus, aml so
on. In the tree row and between the
trees, are planted gooseberries, 1nspeer-
ries and r wbarh, filling up the rows.
From this ground he has taken annually
nbout $400 worth of asparagus per acre,
and from ope halfthe plot he sold last
vear more than My bushels of goose-
berries ut $2 per bushel,
Many of the pear trees have already

borne fromthree to five bushels of fine
Lawrence pears each. Inotyer-parts of
the plantation, raspberries are planted
instead of hnpAragns, every sixth row
being pear trees. In other places again
are strawberries, alternating with vege-
tables. To rich or highly manured
ground, eanily werkod,
enpecially adapted, tnt it muet itively

There ia nothing so un-
saleable as badlypacked roll butter ; but
ou the contrary, it packed nicely, it sells
readily, and generally from two to five
cents per pound more than the same qua-
lity packed solid iufirkins.
Use none but the very best new barrels,

aud be sure that they are not burnt or
dirty inside. The end vou intend for the
head you should turn down; then take
out the bottom head and cut a piece of
tine white muslin, the size of the head,
and lace it on the bottom of the head
of the burrel {which will be the head
when opened.) Commence to pack your
finest and rmallest rolls first, beieing sure
to pack each roll on its smallest end.

In packing the last
ayer, pack the rolls op their ends if
possible, butif there ia not room, it will
uot matter if they are packed on their
sides, if they will pack soug and fill the
barrel full. The great object is to have
the rolls packed close and tight, so that
they will not shake about and break.
Each roll must be- wrapped in a piece

of white muslin or cheese capping; be
sure and have it Jarge enough to cover
the roll entirely “The muslin should be
toakedin strong brine before using,and
put on the roll wet. It is impossi
wendrolls to market in good order with-
out wrapping them in muslin; and no
matter what the muslin may cost, it will
more than pay the cost of the increased
prices the rolls, thus packed, will bring.

Before heading the barrel up, pour on
two quarts of strong pickle.

Nail up the barrel well, being sure to
drive three nails in each hoor.
