The author reads (dis)ability in neo-
slave narratives by Octavia Butler (Kindred) 
and Phyllis Alesia Perry (Stigmata) not only as 
representing the literal injuries suffered under 
slavery, but also as a metaphor for the legacy 
of racial violence. The fantasy worlds in works 
by N. K. Jemisin, Shawntelle Madison, and Nalo 
Hopkinson—where werewolves have obsessive-
compulsive-disorder and blind demons can see 
magic—destabilize social categories and 
definitions of the human, calling into question 
the very nature of identity.

Une annexe 
sur les documentaires militaires américains de 
1964 à 1975, deux index des noms et des films 
cités, une filmographie sélective, des notes 
bibliographiques permettent de mieux situer les 
personnalités (réalisateurs, producteurs, 
scénaristes, compositeurs, techniciens, 
acteurs) qui ont contribué à cet univers 
filmique. Cette coupe opérée sur 60 ans de 
cinéma mondial révèle de curieuses 
interactions esthétiques, non seulement entre 
cinéma de la fiction et cinéma du réel mais 
encore entre divers genres (films de guerre, 
film d'aventures, film fantastique, film noir 
policier). Elle contribue de la sorte à la 
phénoménologie d'un cinéma mondial de la 
violence et de la mort, unifiable en tant que pur 
genre esthétique. 
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
