Westmount's Mr. YMCA
recalls his 50 years

Last month, Westmount’s Mr. YMCA, Bob Drain, marked 50 years in Canada
and 50 years with the YMCA, all but 10 months of it at the Westmount branch, 45853
Sherbrooke street west. He worked there first as building superintendent until 1957
when he retired and since then parttime in the office evenings and Saturdays.

He was bern Nevember 23, 1883 on Park Row, Greenwich, Lenden, ‘where you get your time’,
sen of a Leadon ‘Bobby’. His mether burned to death when he was small se his father ‘’bundied
hima and his elder brothers Wiliam and Hugh up, asd sent the boys (0 his parents in the north of Ire-
land at Glen Manus”.

‘From Glen Manus, we moved
to Bally Ness, a mile out of
Bush Mills, where they make
the Irish whiskey, to live with
my uncle Robert. 1 worked os
the farm with my uncle until 1
was about 15. Then I went back
to London."

‘I don't even remember what
grade 1 went through. That
shows how little schooling I had.
We walked two miles to school
in Glen Ness and got in the ha-
bit of going by way of the apple
orchard and stealing apples.”
“One thing that has made me

work at this job all this time is
that 1 have never had any

schooling. I have had a pretty
good time but I have had to

work hard because of that. I tell
these boys here at the YMCA—I
really drum it into them—be

sure and stick to your school.
By the time I realized the im-
portance of school 1 had a fam-
ily and couldn't just drop every-

thing and change.”
“What I've learned I've had

to pick up by myself. I will say

1 did know enough so when 1
first came here the physical dir-

ector and 1 were able to keep
this place going without a se-
cretary for a while.”

“First 1 worked as a dispatch-

er on the London-Brighton Rail-

way for five years. Then I went
to work for the South Metropoli-
tan Tramway Company for an-

other five on the doubledecker
streetcars.”

“In 1907, 1 married Charlotte

Louise Facey from south’ Lon-
don. Our only child, Eileen, was
born in 1909.”

“A friend in Canada (old me

things were a lot better over

here than in England. 1 got

here in May of 1911 with the

idea of going to work with the

street railway here im Mout-
real.”
“Then I went up to the YMCA

on Dominion Square. Mr. Mac-
Kinnon, who was superinten-
dent, offered me a job. It wasn’t

long after 1 started there that
they opened up this place. They

had two fellows here before me
but they didn't stick it.”

“It wasn't an easy job. When-
ever we had a storm it would
get flooded in the basement.

One August it flooded five times.

That situation was relieved
when they put the new sewer-
age in down in the Glen.”

“I've seen this place grow up.
They had board sidewalks when

I first came here. I've watched
Westmount gradually build up

into cement sidewalks.”
“I started working here at the

YMCA in March of 1912. The
place opened Saturday, the

fourth of May. 400 to 500 people
came to watch the swimming

and stayed for tea put on by

the Ladies’ Committee.
‘We had a let of tremble

with two brand new big Ax-
minster rugs en the floor eut
there in the lobby. Downstairs,

outside the swimming pool,

the terrazo floor hadn't pre-

perly set yet. When the people

watching the swimming walk-

ed with their wet feet acress

the tile and upstairs they

tracked red acress the rugs

and ruined them completely.

We took them up and sent

them to the cleaners and some

of the red came out but (he
rugs were spoilt.”

“I remember Clarence Dut-
tom 1 wouldn't be surprised if

he were first in the pool that
day, like he claims. He came
in bere pretty regularly until

he got tied wp ever in Vie
Hall.”
“In those days we had 00

kids on the gym floor and
then in swimming afterward.
We are lucky to get a denen

today. The schools did net
have gym classes like they de
today.

“ her one 1 remember is

R. N. Watt. He's pretty high
up in the Montreal Transport
Company now.”

“Ernie and Al Mills of West-
mount Realties used to live here

until they got married. I remem-
ber they both studied a lot.”
“Then there was Alec Tinker,

with the textile mills at Hunt-

ingdon, and a fellow by the
pame of Dodwin with the fur
department at Henry Morgan.

They both lived in room 13. We

are connected in a family way.

Tinker and Dodwin married the

Bronstetter sisters and my

daughter married the brother.”

“Bug Andrews, who used to

live on the corner of Lansdowne

avenue and Sherbrooke street

was one of the early ones.”
He got up and let a husky

young fellow into the swimming

area. ‘That was Bailey, one of
the Alouettes. He comes here
all the time to exercise.’

“I was talking about the early

days. The first director here
until the first world war broke

out was T. Hicks Miller. A lot

of people will remember him.”
“My first assistant here

with me was W. Munro.
