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C I T Y O F M O N T R E A L . 

T H I S city, founded in 164-2 , is the largest in British North 
America, having a population of about 7 0 , 0 0 0 . It is situ­
ated at the foot of tlie " Royal Mountain," from which it 
takes its name, upon a large island at the confluence of the 
Ottawa and St. Lawrence, which, both in fertility and cul­
tivation, is considered the garden of Canada East . I he 
main branch of the Ottawa, which is the timber highway to 
Quebec, passes north of Montreal island and enters the S t . 
Lawrence about eighteen miles below the city ; about 
one-third of its waters are, however, discharged into Lake 
St . Louis, and •owing but not ruirurling at CnUEhnawaga, 
the two distinct bodies pass over the Sault St . Louis and 
the Lichine Rapids—tlie dark waters of the Ottawa wash­
ing the quays of Montreal, while the blue S t . Lawrence 
occupies the other shore. Nor do they merge their dis­
tinctive character until they are several miles below Mon­
treal. The quays of Montreal are unsurpassed by those of 
ar.y city in America ; built of solid limestone, and uniting 
with the locks and cut stone wharves of the Lachine Canal, 
they present for siT.'ral miles a display of continuous ma­
sonry, which has few parallels. Unlike the leve-es of the 
Ohio and Mississippi, no unsightly wharehouses disfigure the 
river side. A broad terrace, faced with grey limestone, 
the parapets of which are surmounted with a substantial 
iron railing, divides the city from the river throughout its 
whole extent.

Montreal b not only the chief commercial city of British 
North America, hut it is distinguished for its beautiful and 
spacious public buildings, its churches, educational and otlie1' 
buildings, its railway stations, iti water power, and for its 
picturesque vicinitage. And there is every probability 
that from its central position and other advantages, it will 
be selected as the permanent seat of Government. The 
city is well supplied with pure water, and its streets are 
brilliantly lighted with gas. Go where you will you be . 
hold domes and spires, educational institutions and huge 
factories towering to the skies, all indications of the enter­
prise, industry and prosperity ot its inhabitants. The hand­
some buildings and resid n.es which now adorn the slope of 
the mountain, overlooking the St . Lawrence, are not indeed 
to be surpassed for elegance a:id beauty by structures of 
more pretensions in older countries. 

The beautiful mountain which overlooks the city, con­
sists of two distinct hills, between which, one of the 
leading avenues into it passes. There are roads also by 
which the circuit of either or both mountains can be made, 
and which, from the very beautiful scenery they present, 
a - e favorite drives with tourists or seekers of recreation. 
The base ol the mountain is adorned with numerous splen­
did villas ; and the choicest orchards of the whole islanu. 
or indeed of Lower Canada, are those situated around it, 
the fruit being of the most delicious llavor and greatest 
luxuriance of yield. From the summit of the mountain, a 
magnificent panoramic view is presented. 

Wi th this brief sketch of Montreal, the reader is intro­
duced to the principal buildings and objects of interest in 
and about the city :— 



FRENCH CATHEDRAL. AND PLACE D'ARMES, 

€\)t Cjinrrjjta of tjje Citij. 

R O M A N C A T H O L I C . 
T H E PARISH C H U R C H . — T h e corner stone of this mag­

nificent edifice, which is built in the perpendicular Gothic-
style of the Middle Ages, was laid on tlie 3d September, 
1824-, and was opened for public worship in July, 1S29. 
The length of the Church is 255 feet 6 inches, and its 
breadth 134 feet ti inches. The height of the principal 
towers is 220 feet, and of the others 115 feet each. 
The great window at the high altar is 64- feet in height.by 
32 feet in breadth. The total number of pews is 1,224, 
capable of seating between six and seven thousand persons. 
Tn the north east tower is a fine chime of bells, and in the 
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north west tower is placed the largest hell in America, cast 
expressly for this church anil weighing 29.4-00 lbs. This 
tower is open to the public for a small fee ; from the top a 
splendid view of the island of Montreal is presented. A 
collection of magnificent paintings, by the most celebrated 
artists, adorns this church. 

S T . J A M E S ' CHURCH . — This beautiful building is 
erected upon the ruins of the one destroyed by the 
great rire of 1S52, known as the Bishop's Church, which was 
of the Roman-Ionic order; but altered in form and extended 
in length, is now constructed ufter the most admired speci­
mens of the early pointed style, chiefly drawn from existing 
examples of the thirteenth century. It is a fine example of 
what is sometimes called Christian architecture. The 
windows are of stained glass. 

The KECOLLET C H U R C H , west Notre Dame street, is a 
commodious stone building of ancient architecture, and the 
oldest church but one in Montreal. When church accom­
modation was very limited, nearly a century ago, divine ser­
vice was held in this building on Sundays alternately by the 
various denominations of Christian residents in Montreal. 
It will seat about 2,000 persons. 

S T . A N N ' S C H U R C H , Griflintown, is a large and com­
modious stone building, capable of seating over 3,000 per­
sons ; it is in the Gothic syle of architecture, and is the 
most striking edifice in the quarter of the city in which it is 
situated. 

The BONSECOURS CHURCH , S t . Paul street, (the first 
erected in this city) contains a fine organ, and will accom­
modate about 2O0O persons. 

S T . P E T E R ' S C H U R C H . — T h i s is a very handsome edi­
fice, situated on Visitation street, and built of cut stone, in 
the st) le of the 13th century, resembling the Bishop's or 
S t . James ' Church. It will accommodate about three 
thousand persons. 

The new Cathedral, together with the Bishop's resi­
dence, about to be erected in St Antoine suburbs, will he 
a fuc simile of St . Teter 's Church, Borne, and will not be 
surpassed in grandeur on this continent. The buildings at 
present occupying this site, being the old French Burying 
Ground, are well worth visiting. 
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S T . PATRICK'S C H U R C H . — T h i s large and commanding 

eJifice is built in the Gothic style of the 15th century. I t 
stands upon an elevated site, on Alexander street, front­
ing Lagauchetière street, and is one of the most striking 
oojects visible on approaching the city The extreme 
length is 24-0 feet, the breadth 90 feet, and the height of 
spire 225 feet. The interior is comfortably fitted up, 
iiaving room to seat about 5,000 persons. (See engrav­
ing on preceding page.) 

N U N N E R I E S , i c . 

The G R E Y N U N N E R Y , designed for the care of found­

lings and the infirm, is situated on Foundling street, near 
the St . Ann's market. 

The HOTEL D I E U N U N N E R Y , on St. Joseph and S t . 

Paul streets, is designed for sick and diseased persons. 
The BLACK N U N N E R Y , Notre Dame street, is an ad­

mirable institution, in which all the branches of a general 
education, needle-work, embroidery, &c. are taught. 

The BON P A S T E U R N U N N E R Y , situated on Sherbrooke 

street, and L ' A S Y L E DE LA PROVIDENCE, St . Catherine 

street, are devoted to the care of aged and infirm persons. 
'I here are several other Nunneries, in different parts of 

the city, devoted to various offices of Christian charity, to 
all of which Chapels are attached. 

The Seminary of St. Sidpke, situated in Notre Dame 
street, is one of the most ancient buildings in the city. 
There is a public clock in the front of the building equally 
celebrated for its antiquity. 

I he M A R I A VILLA CONVENT is situated about three 

miles from Montreal, (Monklands) and was formerly the 
residence of the Governor General. There is also a very 
handsome Church adjacent to this Nunnery. 

C O L L E G E S . 

T H E THEOLOGICAL COLLEGE .—This building is erected 

on the ground of the Seminary of St . Sulpice—commonly 
called the Priest's Farm—abutting on the line of Sherbrooke 
street, (from whence a good view of the building can be 
obtained.) is an extensive and imposing structure, in the 
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Italian style of architecture. The plan forms three sides 
of a quadrangle, with the wings advancing. The eastern 
wing contains a chapel 100 feet by 40 feet, with a library 
over, and is embellished in the Corinthian style. The 
western wing contains the kitchen and refectory. The whole 
is traversed by curtains, wide and lofty corridors, and spa­
cious and elegant stair-cases, giving easy access to all por­
tions of the building. It is probable that this is the most 
substantial building ever erected in Canada, built, from a 
quarry of compact building stone of Basaltic character.

CHl'RCH O f ENGLAND. 

CHRIST CHURCH CATHEDRAL . ,—The foundation stone of 
this important and graceful structure was laid by the (An­
glican) Bishop of Montreal, on the 21st of May 1857. I ts 
site is at the junction of Union Avenue and St . Catherine 
street. The plan of the Church is cruciform, and of the 
pirly decorated style of architecture. Care has been taken 
bv judiciously disposing the masses of the building to secure 
a tine outline, as well as a complete ecclesiastical architec­
tural effect. The tower and spire will be placed at the 
intersection of the four arms of the cross, with vestry at­
tached, yet separate. I t will be built of Caen stone, and 
Montreal limestone, the latter being obtained from the 
neighboring quarries, and the former from Normandy. The 
following are the dimensions of the building :— 

Length, (inside) 187 feet. 
Width of nave .70 " 
Transept including Tower . 99 " 
Height of Tower and Spire 224 " 

The upper stage of the tower will contain a peal of bells, 
and immediately above the corbel-table the clocks will be 
placed. This fine building, it is believed, will be unsur­
passed on the continent in correctness and beauty of design 
and elegance and completeness of detail. 

• 
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St . GEORGE'S CHURCH .—Thi s is a very neat building, 
erected in the style of the 18th century, al a cost of about 
.£3 ,000. The interior is fitted up in a chaste and elegant 
manner, and has an excellent organ The size is 150 
in length by 56 feet in width, and ir will seat about 1,500 
persons. It is situated in S t . Joseph street. Tl»e l lev . 
W . T . Leach, D . C L. , and the l ' ev . Win Bond, are the 
officiating clergymen here. 

S T . S T E P H E N ' S CHUP.CH , Dalhousie strect,Grfffintown, 
is designed in the same style as St . George's, hut with 
somewhat less pretensions The interior is arranged in a 
neat and comfortable manner, and a part of the seats are 
free. 1 he ground plan is 100 feet by 55 feet, and it will 
seat over 1,200 persons. The Rev. Jacob Ellegood m the 
officiating clergyman. 

T R I N I T Y C H U R C H , on St . Paul street, is a nt-at building, 
erected at the expense of the late Major Christie ; the size 
is 75 by 44 feet, and will accommodate about 800 person*. 
Rev. A . D Campbell is the Incumbent. 

S T . T H O M A S CHURCH , on St. Mary street, is a neat 
brick building erected at the sole expense of Thos . Molson 
Esq . I t is comfortably fitted up, and will seat over 50O 
persons. In the north east tower is a superior chime of 
bells ; in the north west tower is a service bell ; and in the 
front is an illuminated clock. The Kev. M r , Stone H the 
Minister. 

S T . L U K E ' S CHCRCH r nor th Dorchester street, is a neaS 
edifice, in the style of the 13th century. I t was erected 
immediately after the great conflagration in 1852, at a cost 
of about £ 3 0 0 0 . Plev. Mr . Tait is the Minister. 

S T . JOHN'S C H A P E L , in which the congregation of the 
late Christ Church Cathedral worship, is sftuaited ii> Gosford 
street, and is a very handsome building in the Grecian 
style, affording accommodation for about 900 persons. 

There is also a small church at Hochelaga, (the original 
site upon which the city of Montreal was founded) the ser­
vices of which are conducted by the Rev . Mr . Rogers. 
Military Chaplain ; and a temporary building at Point S t , 
Charles for the accommodation of workmen at the Victoria 
Bridge and Grand Trunk Railway, supplied by ministers 
from different churches alternately. 



ST. ANDREWS CHURCH, BEAVER HALL. 
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CHURCH OF SCOTLAND. 

S T . ANDREW'S CHURCH , Beaver Hall, is a beautiful 
specimen of the Gothic style of architecture and an orna­
ment to the city. I t is enclosed on three sides with a rail­
ing of cast and wrought iron, on a cut stone plinth, having 
entrance gates on the different points. The railing is divi­
ded into compartments by massive stone pillars, which, to­
gether with the plinth, is of a design corresponding in style 
with the church. Its dimensions are 90 by 65 feet ; the 
interior is well arranged and handsomely lilted up, and the 
church will acccmmodate about 1000 persons. Bev . A . 
Mathieson, D. D. , is the Minister.—(See engraving.) 

S T . P A U L ' S CHURCH , on ^ t . Helen street, is also in the 
Gothic style cf architecture, and is a handsome edifice 
which will accomodate about 800 persons. 1 he interior 
is neatly fitted up in the Grecian style, Bev . Mr . Snod-
grass, Minister. 

T H E PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF C A N A D A , on Coté 
street, is a neat and comfortably fitted up edifice, seating 
about S00 persons. Bev . D . Fraser, A . M , Minister. 

T H E SCOTCH K I R K , on St. Gabriel street, is a plain 
stone building which will seat about 800 persons. Rev . 
Mr . Kemp is the Minister. 

I HE AMERICAN PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH , a neat cut 
stone building, comfortably fitted up, is situated at the 
west end of Great St . James street ; it has an excellent 
organ and a good choir, and will seat over 1000 persons. 

U N I T E D PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH , Lagauchetiere street. 
—This Church was founded in 1833, under the ministry of 
the present pastor, the Bev. William Taylor; D . D . I t 
was re-built and enlarged in 1S-I7. It is in connexion with 
the Canadian Branch of the United Presbyterian Church 
in Scotland, and professes to hold the distinctive principles 
of that body. 

BAPTIST. 

T H E B A P T I S T Church, St . Helen street, is a neat cut 
stone building, which will seat about 500 persons. 

CONGREGATIONAL. 

ZION CHURCH , Radenonde street, of which the Bev . 
I I . Wilkes, D . D. , is Minister, is a neat budding in the 
Doric style, which will seat over 1000 persons.

WESLEYAN. 

T H E W E S L E Y A N CHURCH , Great St . James itreet, is 
an elegant building, in the Florid Gothic style of the 14th 
century, and is one of the great ornaments to the city. 
I ts size is 111 by 73 feet, and it will seat about 2500 per­
sons The crrangement of the interior is unique and 
beautiful, the pulpit especially, being a fine specimen of the 
t a r r e d Gothic style. 'I he building was erected at a cost 
of about £ 1 2 , 5 0 0 . 

S T . A N N ' S C H A P E L , Griffintown, is also a handsome 
building in the Gothic style of architecture, which will 
seat about 1500 persons. 

S T . M A R Y ' S C H A P E L , Lagauchetière street, is a neat 
building in the Grecian style of architecture, which will 
seat about 500 persons. 

UNITARIAN. 

The UNITARIAN Church, situated at Beaver Hall,being 
found too small for the increasing congregation, was taken 
<lown a short time since, and a new and enlarged building 
is now in course of erection on the same site. 'I he style 
of architecture adopted is theByzantine, plain but effective 
in character. The tower will be about 17 feet square, 
and about 120 feet high. A broad flight of steps at the 
base of the tower (east front) will afford the main entrance 
to the Church. Over the west end entrance will he a 
large rose window, and in the chancel, a window of a high­
ly decorative character, both of which will be filled with 
stained glass. Accommodation will be afforded for about 
750 persons Rev. John Cordner, Minister. 

SYNAGOGUE. 

The JEWISH SYNAGOGUE , Chcnneville street, is a neat 
cut stone building, the interior being beautifully fitted up in 
the Egyptian style. Rev. A . De Sola, Minister. 

T H E P L A C E d 'ARMES is a handsome square opposite the 
Roman Catholic Cathedral. I t is surrounded by a neat 
iron railing and tastefully laid out and planted with shade 
trees, having a handsome fountain in the centre. 

T H E C H A M P DE M A R S is a favorite promenade for 

citizens and strangers, being the general parade and review 
grounds of the military. 



M ' G I L L C O L L E G E . 
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M 'GlLL COLLEGE , is beautifully situated at the base of 
the mountain. This establishment owes its origin to the 
liberality of the late Hon. James McGill, who bequeathed 
the estate of Burnside and £ 10,000 for its endowment. 
Its School of Medicine bears a high reputation, and the 
other departments are also in a rapidly progressive state of 
improvement, under the able superintendence of the Rev. 
D r Leach, the present Vice Principal and 1'rofessor of 
Classical Literature and Divinity. 

T H E MOLSON'S COLLEGE AND SCHOOLS .—These build­
ings, now in course of erection, are situated on the bank of 
the S t . Lawrence in rear of S t . I homas' Church, Que­
bec Suburbs. They will be built of brick, four stories 
hi°h, with four towers. Their frontage will be 230 feet, 
by forty feet in depth. This institution is to be derated to 
the education of the poorer classes, and for the preparation 
of voung men desirous of studying for the ministry in connec­
tion with the Countess of Huntingdon's denomination, the 
St . Thomas' Church now being" occupied by that body. 

T H E N O R M A L SCHOOL , Belmont street, Beaver Hall, 
is a beautiful stone binding in the Tudor style of architec­
ture. 

The HIGH SCHOOL, situated on west Dorchester street, 
above Beaver Hall, is a line brick building, in the Grecian 
style of architecture. 

T H E R O M A N CATHOLIC COLLEGE on College street, 
is a plain substantial pile of buildings, well suited to the 
purposes for which it was designed. Rev . A. Nercam 
principal. 

S T . M A R Y ' S (Jesuit) COLLEGE , i* situated between 
Bleury and Alexander streets ; it is a large and handsome 
pile of ston'e building, and is under the care of the Rev . 
Pere Martin, and several assistants. 

T H E G E N E R A L H O S P I T A L , on Dorchester street is an 
elegant and commodious cut stone building, which lorms a 
prominent object as the city is approached from the south 
or east. The management of (he institution is admirable, 
and it has been the means of an immense amount of benefit 
to the poor of the city. 

T H E S T . PATRICK'S H O S P I T A L , at the.west end of 
Dorchester street, is a fine stone building in a commanding 
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situation. I t was erected for a Baptist College at a cost 
of over £ 7 0 0 0 , but was purchased from the Trustees for 
the purpose of an Hospital, to which it is now devoted. 

T H E MECHANIC'S I N S T I T U T E . — T h i s handsome struc­
ture occupies the corner of Great S t . James and St . Peter 
streets, having a frontage of 6 4 feet on the former and 8 4 
feet on the latter. I t is designed in the Italian style, and 
forms one of the greatest architectural ornaments of Mon­
treal. The ground floor forms two large and handsome 
shops, and the next story contains a corridor 5 5 feet long-
by 1 0 feet wide, with a Reading room 4 0 by 2 4 feet 6 
inches, a Library 2 1 by 2 5 feet, a President's room, a 
Committee room, and three Class rooms. From the'se-
cond story three stair cases lead to the third story, which 
forms one magnificent room of SO bv 6 0 feet, with a height 
of 1 8 feet. 

The B A N K OF BRITISH N O R T H AMERICA , Great St. 
•Tames street, is a line cut stone budding, in the Composite 
style of architecture, shewn in the following engraving :— 



CITY B A N K , P L A C E D ' A R M E S . 

The P O S T OFFICE .—This very handsome building is 
situated on the corner of Great St. James and S t . François 
Xavier streets, in the very centre of the city. The Great 
St . James street front is fifty-four feet, that on St Fran­
cois Xavier street one hundred feet ; height fifty-seven 
feet. I t is built in the Italian style of architecture, having 
three stories and an attic, all of which are heated by means 
of hot-air apparatus placed in the basement story. The 
great hall is seventy feet long, fifty feet wide, and sixteen 
feet high, with a fine pannelled ceiling supported on six 
hollow iron pillars, which are used for conveying the heated 
air to the upper stories. 

'I he COURT HOUSE , on Notre Dame street, is a splen­
did pile of cut stone buildings in the Grecian Ionic style. 
The ground plan is 300 by 125 feet, and the height is 
76 feet. The ordpr of architecture followed being the 
same as that of the Temple of lllisus, which is one of the 
finest specimens of Grecian art. The building, besides the 
large lire-proof vaults, contains live Court Rooms for the 
Appeal, Circuit, Criminal, Police, and Superior Court-.. 
I t also contains the offices of the Sheriff and Prothonotary 
and the Advocates Room and Library, together with the 
necessary offices for the officers connected with the various 
Courts of Law. 

The CITY B A N K , Place d'Armes, a handsome cut stone 
building in the Grecian style of architecture, is well repre­
sented in the above engraving. 
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The COMMERCIAL B A N K , Great St. James street, is 
neat cut stone building in the Grecian Doric style. 

L A B A N Q U E DU PEUPLE , is a fine cut stone building, on 
Great St . James street. 

The BONSECOURS M A R K E T , on St. Paul and W a t e r 
streets, is a magnificent pile of buildings in the Grecian 
Doric style of architecture, which has been erected at a 
cost of about $400,000, and is equal if not superior, to any 
thing of the kind in America. 'I he offices of the Corpo­
ration, and principal Police Station are here, and the large 
hall in the east wing, which is let out occasionally for 
assemblies, concerts, & c , will seat nearly 4000 persons. 

The MERCANTILE LIBRARY ASSOCIATION occupy at 
present, the fine cut stone building in Great S t . James 
street, known as the Odd Fellows Hall, containing Read­
ing and Lecture rooms, a public hall, a debating hall, class 
rooms, a chess room, &c. It is contemplated by the As­
sociation to erect a building which will reflect credit alike 
upon the city and themselves. 

The BON AVENTURE BALL .—»Tbis building is situated 
at the south-east side of Commissioners Square, and being 
a peculiar combination of brick and cut stone, arrests the 
attention of most persons, and commands t 1H- admiration of 
all connoisseurs of architectural beauty. I t bas a frontage 
of GO feet on the West side, 90 feet on the south-east side, 
and tiO feet on Bonaventure street, making a total frontage 
of 210 feet, with nine difterent entrances. I t is 80 feet 
high, cons^ting of five stories, having a chaste iron railing 
round the roof, from which a magnificent view is presented 
of the whole city and surrounding country. On the roof, 
facing the north-east, is a very handsome illuminated clock— 
the first in Canada—'the public benefit of which is duly 
appreciated by the community. The first story is occupied 
as a Grocery, by Mr . Thomas, (lessee of the budding) and 
is fitted up in a style of elegance, not to be surpassed in; 
America, nor even in older countries. The second story 
is occupied as offices, of various descriptions, the third and 
fourth stories form a magnificent hall for assemblies, con­
certs, &c. seating about six hundred persons. The fifth 
story is occupied by the Masonic Grand Lodge of Canada. 
Cost of building., about $ 5 0 , 0 0 0 . 
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The B A N K OF MONTREAL , Place d'Armes, is an elegant 
tu t stone building of the Corinthian order. 

T H E MERCHANT'S E X C H A N G E . — T h i s fine building i» 
situated on St . Sacramet street, (one of the narrowest 
streets in the city,) and is consequently seen to great dis­
advantage. The premises cover an area of about half an 
acre, which comprises an open court for the meeting of 
merchants on 'change, and the building contains a ready­
ing room, a meeting room, and several offices, which are 
occupied by the Board of Trade and other public bo a 

dies of a commercial character. The style of architecture 
is the modern Italian, and the arrangement of the building 
throughout is such as to reflect the greatest credit on it> 
projectors. 

The S r . A N N ' S M A R K E T , on Foundling street, is a 
neat brick building, well adapted for the purpose for which 
it was designed. It was built at a cost of about $ 1 2 , 0 0 0 . 

T H E PROTESTANT ORPHAN A S Y L U M , situated in St. 
Catherine street, is a well conducted charity, sustained by 
the benevolence of private individuals. 

T H E L A D I E S BENEVOLENT INSTITUTION for the relief 
of widows and half orphans, is a large three story building 
in Berthelet street, managed by a committee of Ladies. 

NELS'ON'S M O N U M E N T in Jacques Cartier Square is 
invariably visited by all strangers, and never fails to excit' 1 

the deepest interest. 
T H E THEATRK R O Y A L , Cote street, is a neat brick 

building, handsomely fitted up, and will accommodate about 
1 5 0 0 persons. 

T H E J A I L , at the east end of St, Mary street, is a 
substantial pile of stone buildings, surrounded by a wall ; 
the erection of which cost over . $ 1 2 0 , 0 0 0 . 

The remaining public buildings worthy of notice are :— 
The old Government House, Notre Dame Street, now 
occupied as the Normal School; The Barracks, Wa te r 
s t ree t ; The Custom House, S t . Paul s treet ; 1 he Odd 
Fellow's Hall, Great St . James street ; The Bon Pasteur 
Nunnery, Sherbrooke street ; The National School Bonse-
cours street ; British Canadian School, Lagauchtiere street ; 
the Christian Schools, Vitre street. 
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public Wmfa. 
T H E V I C T O R I A B R I D G E . 

It is undeislood that this stupendous undertaking will he 
completed in the fall of 1859 or early in the year 1860. 
The cost of this gigantic structure was originally estimated 
at £1,450,000, but this sum has since been reduced, and 
the present calculate n of its probable cost is about 
£1,250,000. It if supposed that in its erection 250.000 tons 
of stone and 7,500 tons of iron have been used. The iron 
superstructure is supported on 24 piers and two abutments. 
The centre span being 330 feet ; there are 12 spans on each 
side of the centre, 242 feet each . The length of the abut­
ments is 242 feet each. T h e extreme length including 
abutments is 7000 feet. The height above summer water 
level ID the centre opening is 60 feet, descending to either 
eud at the late o f l in 130. The contents of the masonry wi l l 
be three millions of cubic feet. The weight of iron in the 
tubes is 8000 tons. T h e following are tbe dimensions of tube 
through which the trains pass in the middle span, viz : 2 2 
feet high, 16 feet wide ; at the extreme ends 19 feet high, 16 
feet wide. The total length from river bank to river bank 
wil l be 10,284 feat, or about 50 yards less than two Engl ish 
miles. 

T H E W A T E R W O R K S . 
The water is taken b y an AQUEDUCT from the St . L a w ­

rence, about a mile and a half above the Lachine Rapids, 
where the elevation of the river surface is about thirty-seven 
feet above Montreal harbour. It is conducted for a distance 
of five miles through an open canal, (forty feet wide on the 
water surface, arid eight feet deep at the lowest stage of the 
river^ to the river St. Pierre, at the outskirts of the ci ty . 
Here at the termination of the aqueduct, a capacious basin is 
formed in order to give surface area sufficient to prevent the 
head being suddenly drawn down by the large quantity of 
water required to start the wheels . T h e aqueductintersects 
three streams, which are carried under ii by syphon culverts 
and is crossed by twelve bridges. More than half of the aque­
duct is through cutting from 10 to 23 feet in depth, one and a 
quarter mi les of which are through solid rock, seven to four­
teen feet thick, the width of the cut being thirty four feet. 
A t tbe termination of the aqueduct is the wheel house t w o 
iron water whee l s , twenty feet diameter and twenty feet 
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broad are erected,™^>oitoms of which are p k c ' d Iwentv-
Uvo feet above MonflWl harbor,in order to escape (he hack 
water caused by (lie winter rise of the St. Lawrence. The 
water is admitted and discharged (rum the wheel house 
through submerged archwavs, under covered frost proof 
passages, extending above and below the building. About 
a hundred feet from the Wheel House the pumping main 
branches into two lines, each twety-four incites diameter, 
which are continued under he Grand Trunk R a i l w a y , the 
River St . Pierre, and (lie Lachine Canal, (which latter is 
passed by a culvert, at a level of twenty feel below the 
surface,) and shortly after ascends within six feet of the 
natural surface, where ihe two mains are connected again, 
and a single one enly is continued to the Reservoir, al the 
base of(he mountain. T h e y are excavated out of I lie solid 
rock, and have a water surface ol about ninety thousand 
square feet, iwo hundred and five feet above Montreal har­
bor, with a depth of 25 feel, containing about fifteen millions 
of gallons. T b e y can be filled by the two wheels in seventy-
five hours pumping, the wheels also providing the consump­
tion of the city during that period. These works were 
commenced in June, lb53, the first water was pumped into 
the Reservoirs -eptember 11th, 1S56. Cost of the Works, 
including land purchases, machinery, reservoirs, interest, dis­
count, &c, $1,500.01)0. 

T H E L A C H I N E C A N A L is among the public works par­
ticularly worthy of note, and of which the city may well 
feel proud. T h e head of water on this canal has been ren­
dered available for the creation of water power which has 
been applied most successfully to the movement of very e x ­
tensive machinery over a large extent of ground. A m o n g 
the works here, are foundries, engine and boiler works, a 
ship yard and marine works, saw mills, sash, blind and door 
factories, stave and barrel works, a flour mill, an oatmeal 
and corn mill, cotton mills, an edged tool factory, India 
rubber factory, a factory of wollens, a large rope and cor­
dage factory, with other smaller establishments. T h e s e 
works, with those on the lower basin, are using a power 
daily equal to that of 3 5 0 0 horses. T h e y furnish employ­
ment to more than 2 0 0 0 men, affording subsistence to 1 0 , 0 0 0 
persons. Further on, at Cote S t . Paul , there are several 
other large factories of various kinds, which are well worth 
while visiting.
